With-
out striking an unduly sombre note may we add that these and
other items of value to Baptist students are often put out to salvage
when effects are being cleared up by executors. The only way of
obviating this is to give specific instructions in one’s will. If you
have no other plans why not consider leaving such items to the
Society? You may enrich our library (now amalgamated with that
of the Baptist Union) or you may enable us to meet someone else’s
need. The study of Baptist history will benefit and you will be doing
something to reduce the philistine destruction of historical materials
which is constantly going on.
