But while there is much reference to science, yot
it is freely acknowledged that ‘science alone will not serve,’ and a moat beautiful passage to
that effect will be found on p. 67, The whole subject ia treated in a most original way, both in
expression and illustration, and the author is not afraid of frequent digressions, which ssmehow
or other invariably lead back to the main subject, Thoughtfnl readers will much enjoy the
various definitions scattered throughout the book, such as those of ‘life’ (p. 24), ‘sonl
(pp. 75, 76), *beauty * (p. 94), and ‘environment’ (p. 179 seg). This will probably be looked
upon as a great book, not so much for what it says as what it suggests.”—Church Family
Newspaper.
