The ladies from that Home, working in some of the poorest
London garishes, have brought under their notice many most deserving cases
where a Seaside Home is of the greatest practical value.

It has established two of the finest schools for girls in the country. At
gne of these (Uplands’ School, St. Leonards-on-Sea) the fees are well within
the reach of parents of small means, »

It has been instrumental in establishing Cherwell Hall, a College at Oxford,
for the training of secondary women teachers.
