HAT the influence of his home had a great deal

I to do with the heroic and sacrificing' faith of

Moses, cannot be denied. We read about his
parents : ‘‘ By faith Moses, when he was born, was
hid three months of his parents, because they saw that
he was a proper child (the margin reads the child
was beautiful [to God]’; and they were not afraid of
the king’s commandment *’—(Heb. xi. 23).

Godly homes in the Old as well as in the New
Testament are conspicuous and have been of great
benefit to the children. A home where the Lord has
the first place, and the place of honour, is bound to
be blessed. A home where father and mother both
are looking from day to day for the guidance of
God’s Holy Spirit, where His Word is read and
prayerfully studied each day under the guidance of
that Spirit—there you can expect that the children
will grow up in the fear of God; and the ¢hildren will
usually follow in the parents’ footsteps.

But may we not call your attention to something
of great importance—the need of

ONENESS IN THE FAMILY,

Moses’ father and mother were one in faith and desire,
for we read he ‘* was hid three months of his parents,
because they saw he was a proper child; and they
were not atraid.” A divided godly home is hardly
possible, for what the one builds up the other breaks
down. Therefore God gives the warning' not to put
on a yoke with unbelievers, or to mingle with the
. world, but to be God’s peculiar, separated people.
The influence of a Christian home certainly means
much for the children, and through them, for the
Church and the nation. We read : ‘“They that honour
me I will honour.” This is true in every particular.
God honours our obedience, our worship, and our

.very carnal and worldly.

faith, but remember, we must prove our words by our
actions. There are so many carnal Christian homes
and worldly Christian homes, and these are very
detrimental to the family, the Church, and the nation.

The world does not read the Word of God but it
reads you and me. And more so, our children read
us! I may be pious in church; but at home I may be
I think the present situation
in homes and churches proves this. The theatre,
cinemas, dancing, and card-playing, have entered
many homes and churches, and God frowns at the
divided lives of His children. He

DESIRES THAT YOU LOVE HIM
as He loves you. God says: ‘I beseech you there-
fore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present
your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto
God, which is your reasonable service.” Can there
be anything more reasonable? To be truthful, you
must answer ‘‘ No.”” The passage continues: ‘“ And
be not conformed to this world ;' but be ye transformed

" by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove

what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will
of God ”’ (Rom. xii, 1, 2).

What husband or wife would be satisfied if either
one went astray with another man or woman? So
God cannot tolerate anything that comes between you
and Him. Indeed, we belong  to Him, for we are
bought with a price, even the blood of Jesus, and we
have promised Him that He should be first. At least
that is what we did if 1 understand anything of the
meaning of making confession of our faith.

Personally, 1 was reared in a godless home,
although my father was a moral man of high stand-
ing. But what were we thinking about and what were
we aiming for? Money-making and earthly pleasures.
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We never wanted to think about death and its con-
sequences. Our home was not a home for the glory

-of God and for the benefit of others, even for us as

children. ‘
A Christian home, where father and mother are both

GOD-FEARING PEOPLE,

who know and feel the responsibility that rests upon
them-—that home, with the family, is consecrated unto
the Lord and is bound to have an influence for good.
I believe that such parents will deny themselves many
things for the benefit of their children, for children
will follow you every step of the way. Such parents
will forgo many pleasures, which may be innocent in
themselves, in order that the children may not go a
step farther. Godly parents will instil into the
children’s minds a fear to offend God, and a reverence
for His Word and His commandments,

A Christian home is a home where God is acknow-
ledged in everything. The world knows that home as
such. Friends know that home. There God comes
first, and if friends try to persuade the children to
disobey God’s Word, they soon find out that the
children know that the parents’ word stands.

The influence of a Christian home is felt in the
liberality of its members. Christians know, or at
least they ought to know, that there is no. better in-
vestment than God’s cause, and no safer place for
their money than God’s bank. Would to God that
all Christians felt and realised that God’s bank never
fails, and that God pays the highest interest. And
after all, when we give to God’s cause, we only give
of that which belongs to Him, for we are only His
stewards, God says that the liberal soul shall be
made fat, and that they which sow bountifully shall
also reap bountifully. Christian fathers and mothers,
do you want

LIBERAL-HEARTED CHILDREN?
Then set the example yourselves. I know that some-

times we are not able to do what we desire to do, but

the Lord knows that too. The question is whether
we teach our children to think of God first, and His
cause as uppermost and foremost. Surely your
example will be followed by your children, and your

- influence will be felt by your fellow-Christians, as

well as by the world.
The influence of a Christian home is far-reaching.

Your children and friends know whether you are
ashamed of the gospel of Christ or not. They know
whether you mean what you confess. They know
whether you live near to God or in the world, even
though you go to Church three times on Sunday and
occupy a high position in Church. ‘A Christian home
is a light in the world, for it will try to bar anything
whereby God is dishonoured or man is harmed.

We came in contact wtih a Christian woman some
time ago, and while speaking to her daughter about
yielding her life to Christ for service, the mother came
near and said, ‘‘ Do not try to have my child go to
Africa; that’s not for us; I could not do without her;
we are not all fit for that work.” This mother, and
many more like her I am afraid, are satisfied with
God’s only Son leaving' His Father and heaven's glory
for their sake, but when it comes to

MAKING ANY SBAGRIFICE

for others, they are not willing to make it. They are
satisfied that Christ died on Calvary’s cross to save
them from condemnation and hell, but never mind the
heathen at home and abroad. Others are good enough
to remember them. How we praise God that we could
give our children, John and Betty Stam, for the glory
of God and for the salvation of the Chinese. Their
death has brought them into the presence of their
Lord. The greatest happiness that can come into
our lives is to please God and seek the salvation. of
others. '

What is the secret of the influence of a Christian
home? We believe it is the unbiased, prayerful,
regular, and systematic study of God’s Word, ** Thy
word have I hid in mine heart, that I might not sin
against thee. . . . Thy word is a lamp unto my feet,
and a light unto my path ” (Psa. cxix. 11, 105).
“ Thy words were found, and I did eat them; and
Thy word was-unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine
heart ’* (Jer. xv. 16). God’s Word will show us our
privilege and our duty. God’s Word will be unto us
a sword and shield, a warning-post and a hiding-
place in times of danger. How fitting it is for all
God’s children to acknowledge Him in all their ways,
and ‘surely His promise shall not fail, and He will
direct their paths (Prov. iii. 6).

The influence of a godless home spells disaster, but
the influence of a Christian home spells peace, joy and
rest.—Moody Monthly.

The Living Book, the Living Word.

Some of you will have children’s picture books which, when
opened, cause the illustrations to rise up and almost become
real.

For months preceding the present war writers in one of the
most respected American weeklies warned us that Germany
and Russia would come together, Here are two of them:—

‘“ Nazi Germany has never had difficulty in dealing with
Soviet Russia, whereas all democracies have. The two
systems share In commeon their closed economy, their
blocked currency, their one-party, no-opposition political
system, . their brutal suppression of free speech and free
press, their complete regimentation of all citizens. Both

are militarised police States which speak each other’s
political language.”—Demaree Bess, in - ‘* The Saturday
Evening Post,”” December 24, 1938,

‘" Stalin’s foreign policy in the western world was pre-
dicated. upon a profound contempt for the * weakling’
democratic nations, and upon an equally profound respect
for the mighty totalitarian States. Stalin’s inter-
national policy during the last six years has been a series
of manc:uvres designed to place him in a favourable position
with Hitler.”—Rrivitsky, in “ The Saturday Evening
Post,” April 29, 1939. -

When those of us who love our Bibles read these things we
murmured, ** Ezekiel xxxvii. it must come,’”’ but statements
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by Communists such as this from the ‘f Daily Worker ” in
May, 1939:

* The whispered lies to the effect that the Soviet Union
will enter into a treaty with Nazi Germany is nothing but
poison spread by the enemies of peace and democracy, the
appeasement-mongers, the Munich men of Fascism.’

And this by a German leader during the same month:

** Rumours that Germany will enter into a pact with Com-
munist Russia are part of a campaign to smear Hitler with
. a Communist brush *’

seemed to relegate it to the regions of fancy and speculation.

Suddenly the news of the Ten Year Non-Aggression Pact
startled the world, and Russia with Germany advanced hand-
in-hand to divide Poland.

The Bible picture lived that day! Once more the Book of
Books shed its light into the future and was an accurate guide
to the history of these last days. Read that passage and you
will see something more—the result of the conflict, viz., Ger-
many a countiry under the control of Russia along with Turkey
and other nations.

Don’t make the big mistake of simply reading or telling
people of the Bible as a book of prophecy, but lead them to
the more sure Word-—to Christ. HURRY, for the time is
getting short!

Have you noticed how sociable people are in these ‘‘ black-
outs '? I could tell you any number of stories of talks ‘I've
had with absolute strangers. ‘‘Ships which pass in the night ”
is a very real thing these days, and you may never meet them
again.

Is it simply the latest news or is it a real
contact with the message of salvation and the power of God
to cast out fear?

Think what she would have
missed if she had failed to make that contact and. give him
a definite message of salvation!

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Linking Up the Evacuated Populatlons

By Pastor DOUGLAS B. GRAY (National Secretary for Youth Departments)

Cadets together with numbers of parents and

others have been removed—not destroyed,
thank God. They are somewhere in Britain. During
the last week or two we have been endeavouring to
locate them, and where possible put them into touch
with Elim churches and their Sunday Schools. Our
efforts have been fruitful and already reports are to
hand of helpful contacts made; children and scholars
from evacuated areas being received and warmly wel-
comed by Elim Sunday Schools in reception areas.
Further, in districts where there is no Elim church,
arrangements are under way for visits to be made and
services commenced.

Some Brixton scholars are now living “down in
‘Horsham and have almost all reported at the local
Sunday school, which they like very much. Others
who are a little too far away are being visited by the
superintendent and teachers, who say ‘‘we are all very
happy together.”’

At Bath, an area where there are large numbers of
evacuees, Pastor F. J. Slemming is planning to take
over a mission hall in another part of the city for special
services amongst the young people. We shall look
forward to receiving more good news from this new
centre of evangelism and enterprise. .

Scholars from Croydon are being welcomed in the
Sunday schools at Eastbourne, Brighton, and Worth-

HUNDRE,DS of our Sunday School scholars and

ing. Others from the eastern side of lLondon .are
found to be in such places as Ipswich and Beccles,
and some of the Yorkshire coast towns’ children are in
safe areas of Lincolnshire. We are doing out utmost
to advise churches of all these moves and transfers.

See that the Young Folks’ Evangel is supplied to
the children. It will be a link with home for our own
young folk and a means of influencing others for good.

In the meantime we still await information from a
number of other evacuated areas as to the districts
where the young folk have been sent. This matter is
urgent. Sunday school superintendents .and teachers
and Cadet leaders, this is a matter of great importance.
We must not lose touch with our children during these
critical days. Parental control is not altogether a
shining attribute of this age, but many of the children
must be missing what they have had of it. On the
other hand there must be many parents very anxious
concerning their offspring. Let us do our part in see-
ing that these young folk have all the care, attention,
and spiritual guidance given them as lies in our power.

Please do not fail to write to me any information
you can give as to the whereabouts of Elim children,
also send along, no matter how brief, jottings or
reports of interesting items from the evacuated popula-
tions.

NEW TABERNACLE OPENED AT ANDOVER

ELIM PASTOR HELPS IN ITS ERECTION

(From the ‘* Andover

Since the coming of Pastor W. R. Cole as minister of the
Andover Elim Foursquare Gospel Church, the Movement has
made such great strides that the old premises have had to
be abandoned, and during the last few months a new church
has been built in South Street.

The actual erection of the building has been a rather mar-
velious -achievement, for almost the entire labour has been
“carried. out .by Pastor and Mrs. Cole, and a few members of
the local church. Before building could commence several
cottages had to-be demolished, and the ground at the back had
to be raised several feet in order to make the site level. The
work was actually started in January, and building proper
began just after FEaster. Men and boys have thrown them-
selves whole-heartedly into the work, the Pastor himself taking
a full share of the ‘‘.spade work,” and Mrs. Cole. being ex-
tremely useful at interior decorations. The entire membership
of the Andover Elim Church have been most helpful in fact,
and the financial support was always- very readily forthcoming.

Pastor -Cole, as many may remember, first came to take up
his ministry- in. Andover in October, 1938—a time when the
congregations attending the Elim Church were very sparse
indeed.  Though the attendances were small, they were
adequate enough to fill the little hall in the George Yard, and
Pastor Cole could see that, if his ambitions were realised, and
he succeeded in increasing the congrcgatlons, a larger building
would have to be acquired. .

It was here that the new Pastor ** launched out and hired
the Guildhall for a series of revival meetings,” he told a re-
porter the other day, '‘ and from the results obtained from
them,- it became obvious that we should have to get a larger
place. - Again I launched out, and I asked the people of my
church what they could do about it. We made. the attempt a
thattér for special prayer, and'in three weeks over £300 was
raised and spent.”’ .

‘*“ The people have been most loyal and faithful,” the Pastor
added, and he expressed the fond hope that the building,
when - everything was completed, ‘'would be a magnificent struc-
ture with gardens back and front, -and .every possible con-
venience.

Built on very modern- but substantial lines, the new church
consists of one main hall for the services (this has a seating
capacity of 2b0), cloak-rooms back and front, and a vestry.
There are concrete lintels in the back wall that will enable
the wall to be removed later .and a baptistery .erected behind
the pulpit.

On Sunday, when the first services were held in the church,
the communion table looked very beautiful; standing in front
of the pulpit, it was surrounded by a magnificent array of
flowers. The platform, too, was absolutely laden with flowers.

As speaker, the services of Capt. P. N. Corry were obtained,
and meetings were held in the morning, afterncon and evening.
Capt. Corry is a former Dean of the Elim Bible College. At
the morning service he spoke .of ‘ The Promises of God to
His People,” when he .discussed God’s ability fo look after
‘ The Woman of Samaria '
was the Captain’s subject of his afternoon sermon:

In ihe "evening the preacher spoke about the story of
Nicodemus, and the truth of this Biblical narrative was brought
home to the congregation as only a person who had had wide
experience of the East could do it.

Pastor Cole had intended to have conducted an extensive
campaign .in the town this week, but owing to-the present
emergency this has been postponed to a later date. Meetings
are being held daily at the new church this week, however,
and in the near future the Pastor and his wife are distributing
over 3,000 copies of the Elim Church’s weekly periodical.

A Negro evangelist exhorted a wailing
audience to clean living. In frent of the
platform in the African Methodist Church
a casket was piled high with flowers. The
evangelist told of the horrors of hell, and

. there were not a few hysterical cries from’

his listeners. The newspaper announce- °
ment had said that the service was to be

a funeral, Over the coffin the evangelist

chanted no eulogy. The dead man had

committed every sin. He was wicked,

and therefore he would go into eternal

torment. When the sermon was finished,

the audience was invited to file past the
casket and take one final look at this
horrible sinner. Each man and woman

peered into the casket. The casket was

empty! A mirror in the bottom reflected

the face of every person who stared.
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N our town of Eastbourne during this last week,
I we have seen a good deal of the Government’s

Evacuation Scheme in operation:. This event will
go down upon the pages of history as one of the
greatest feats of modern organisation.  Thousands of
children have been transferred from danger zones to
other towns known as safety areas. Trains, coaches,
cars, and almost every conceivable means of convey-
ance have been used to carry these children and many
parents to safety areas.

This terrible war with Germany, which after the
last war we said would never happen again, has been
thrust upon us against our will,

When pondering over these events yesterday, my
mind began to turn to the Bible. A preacher tries
to see in all the events of life something that he can
preach about and attach to, if possible, some spiritual
or prophetical interpretation. - As I began to think of
all that had happened my mind turned to the Bible,
and almost immediately a number of texts and Bible
illustrations came to my mind. I gathered from these
that God has an Evacuation Scheme. Probably you
have never thought of this before, therefore, for our
profit and understanding, I wish to point out to you
certain things about this

DIVINE EVAGCUATION PLAN,

My first point comes from II. Corinthians vi. 17:
‘“ Wherefore come out from among them, and be ye
separate, saith the Lord, and touch not the unclean
thing ; and I will receive you.”” Can you understand
the interpretation of this text? Some will. Here are
stated two things—firstly, the reality of sin, and

. secondly, the reality of God’s provision for sin. In
other words, we have here God’s Evacuation Scheme
with regard to sin. Two things stand out concerning
the Government’s Evacuation Scheme—the danger
zone, and the safety zone. The Bible points out clearly
and definitely that sin is a danger zone and that salva-
tion is a safety zone. God says to you and me, ‘‘Come
out from sin, and lead a separate life from the things
that are unlike God.”” What is a Christian? His life
is made up of many things. Chiefly, he has taken
his stand against what is known as sin. We declare
that if men and women want to be Christians they
must come out from sin and be separate.

Notice also that the Government’s Evacuation Scheme
was entirely voluntary. Many allowed their children
to go, and others did not. God’s scheme of salvation
is voluntary. You may accept it or leave it. You
must decide to come on the side of Christ or to stay
on the side of Satan and sin.

My next thought comes from the Old Testament
story of Sodom and Gomorrah, They were very
wicked cities, but it so happened that a few lived
there who were the children of God: the just and the
unjust’ lived side by side—the wheat and the tares.
We are told in the records of the Bible that because
of the wickedness of these cities God sent judgment
upon them, but before the judgment came, God
organised an Evacuation Scheme, and one family—
Lot’s—took advantage of God’s offer. . After they
had gone the judgment of God by fire fell upon that
city, and it was destroyed. The Bible prophesies that
God’s fire is to descend from heaven once again.
II. Peter iii. 10 says that the time is coming when
the planet upon which we live shall be consumed with
fire, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat
because of the sin that is upon the earth: but before
that judgment occurs, God offers an Evacuation
Scheme. He offers to the world a way of escape.
This is always the way of God—He never sends judg-
ment without first offering a way of escape. The
Angel of the Lord came to Lot and his family and
told them to ‘‘ Get out,”” and yet Lot remained; the
second ‘time the same thing happened and still he re-
mained; the third time he was warned ** Judgment
is coming, get out,’”’ so he

PACKED UP HIS BAG

and he got out. - When he was out the judgment of
God fell. [ want to suggest to you to-night, very
solemnly, that the world is heading for a dark judg-
ment, but God makes an offer to escape. God’s offer
is, ‘‘ Repent and believe the Gospel.””  Judgment is
coming, but God offers you and me an opportunity
to ‘‘ get out.”

God has an Evacuation Scheme from judgment.
These are very troublesome hours. The world seems
to be a camp of trouble—trouble among nations and
individuals. But God offers to the nations, and He
offers to all of us, a way of escape. Psalm 1. 15 says,
‘“ Call upon Me in the day of trouble ' : that is God’s

e
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plan—the way of prayer, and if our country to-day
could realise the power there is in prayer, we should
all be upon our knees. God says, ‘‘ Call upon Me in
the day of trouble and I will deliver thee.”” Let us
realise this if we have never realised it before. God
says to this world and He says to all of us, if we want
a way of escape, then pray.

I wonder how many of us to-night have definitely
prayed that God would undertake in these days, or
have we done everything else but that? We have
sand-bagged our houses, we are experts in A.R.P.,
we have laid in stores, and have done many other
things, but have we forgotten the one thing that is
really needful? Is it possible, I ask you to-night,
that God is speaking to the hearts of the people in
the days that are upon us? Some people say to me,
““ If God is a God of love, why does He send war?”’

DOES GOD SEND WAR?

If by sin men violate the laws of God, why blame
God for the Devil’s work? It is contrary to Bible
teaching to say that God sends war, but it is true
that God can make the wrath of men to praise Him,
to turn the events of life and make them move to the
furtherance of His Kingdom. Many are praying who
have never prayed before. It is possible in this war
that man himself has created, and that man himself
could stop, that God can use even this for the further-
ance of His Kingdom. God may use the events of
life to bring people to realise that He is still on the
Throne. It is sad to think that God has to do it in
this way, but remember, God has not done with this
planet yet. God has a plan, and in spite of kings
and dictators, this plan will be fulfilled to the letter.
God has a wonderful scheme, Hallelujah'!

Are you in trouble? ‘¢ Call upon Me,”” He says,
‘““ and I will deliver thee.”” Are you tempted? Then
read in I. Corinthians x. 13, *‘ There hath no tempta-
tion taken you but such as is common to man: but
God is faithful, who will not suffer you to be tempted
above that ye are dble, but will with the temptation
also make ’—an ‘‘ Evacuation Scheme!” He will
make a way of escape. Temptation is a danger zone,

You cannot hinder thoughts from coming to you, but
you can stop them from lodging in the mind. You
cannot stop the birds from flying overhead, but you
can prevent them from building nests in your hair!

Temptation is not sin, but it becomes sin when we -

submit to it. God offers
A WAY OF ESCAPE.

I am glad in this service to be able to say that
God’s greatest scheme on the lines of Evacuation is
still future. In I. Thessalonians iv. 16, 17, we read:
‘“ For the Lord Himself shall descend from heaven
with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and
with the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall
rise first, then we which are alive and remain, shall
be caught up together with them in the clouds, to
meet the Lord in the air : and so shall we ever be with
the Lord.”” That means the Second Coming of Christ.
A time is coming when Christians are going to be
taken out of this world. The earth is a danger zone,
and all Christians are soon to be evacuated to the
“ safety zone.”” No trains will be necessary—the air
itself will be the means of our conveyance. Glory!

They tell us that certain parts of London are almost
deserted of children, so many have left and gone away.
My Bible says that when Christ comes again ‘‘ there
will be two men in one bed; the one shall be taken
and the other left; two women shall be grinding to-
gether, the one shall be taken and the other left; two
men shall be in the field, the one shall be taken and
the other left.”’ Who will be taken? All Christians
will be taken—those who have accepted Christ as their
Saviour; and what a deserted, lonely place this will
be when all Christians have been taken away. When
Christ comes

ALL CHILDREN WILL GO.

When Christ comes all that we know as goodness
and purity will go. When Christ comes, every pure
desire will go. Who and what will be left? The un-
godly, sin, rebellion, bloodshed, distress, pain, heart-
breaks, separation, misery. . God’s Divine Evacuation
Scheme is still future—it is the Second Advent. Let
this thought cheer you in these days of war and
worry.

Finally, may I earnestly and humbly ask each one
of you a pointed question: Are you ready to meet
God? That is a straight question, and I want you
not to give to me, but to God, a straight answer. Do
you believe or do you reject? It is left with you to
decide, and I pray that you will say :

Take my life 'and let it be,
Consecrated, Lord to Thee,
Take my moments and my days,
Let them flow in ceaseless praise.

I cannot say more than that. You may now make
your decision. May God help you to make that de-
cision for Jesus Christ.

MID all the welter of bitter feeling that now
prevails in Europe it is not easy to keep one'’s
heart completely clear of the contamination of

hard and unchristlike emotions. There is so much
to provoke and provide an excuse for bitterness of
heart and spirit against those who have so cruelly
violated the peace of the nations and plunged Europe
into the whirlpool of war. There is only one real
means of becoming innocuous to the bacilli of bitter-
ness, and it is found in the *‘ secret place '’ of fellow-
ship with IGod. Here the heart is garrisoned by those
things which are true, honest, just, pure, lovely, and
of good report. Occupied with these the heart is
kept from brooding over that which would render it
gloomy and discontented.

n INSULT to GOD

HOPE this article shocks and upsets some of the
I folk who read it. I have no doubt it will evoke
criticism in certain quarters, but this is all to the
good, for it will serve as evidence that some con-
sciences have been affected. We are living in care-

less days, and there is urgent need for plain speaking..

Too long have parsons allowed themselves to be
gagged by fear, or smothered by the delicately-
perfumed hand of etiquette. Too long have the
majority of people who gather in our churches used
their religion as a means of coercing God into doing
their will. And so the words that follow may be a
little unacademic, but if only they serve to shake us
from the curse of an easy religion, and the wickedness
of treating God with contemptuous patronage, they
will have well repaid the effort of writing them.

Life is becoming exceedingly hard, and it looks as
though physical survival will only be retained at the
cost of slavery to eternal fear. Religion in this age
cannot afford to be flippant: it is most earnest busi-
ness. If we dare to use it as dope to stupefy an in-
dulgent conscience, a bitter time of disillusionment
awaits us,

FACTS ARE OFTEN VERY HARD,

and have a habit of upsetting our smug idealism,

God is holy and to be feared. .Our salvation was
not cheap, nor was it achieved without intense suffer-
ing to God Himself. Therefore we must ever re-
member to approach Him in the spirit of reverent
“worship, fearing lest we desecrate His holy shrine.

One thing is certainly true—very little impression
will be made on our neighbours for good, if we treat
our faith with indifference. Some of the things men-
tioned here may be considered trivial, but the time has
come for us to realise that the excuse, ‘‘ It doesn’t
really matter !’ has worn' too thin to afford any cover-
ing. If our action grieves God, it does inatter, and
should be avoided like a plague. Perhaps you will
look on this article as a little bit of my own irritability,
and lay it to one side. That is not my concern, but
I do feel that if Christ came into some of our churches,
and saw how we had changed the character of His
faith from a passion to a pleasantry, He, too, would
be grieved. With Him the service of religion was
no plaything : it consummated in a ghastly cross.

I propose to divide the article into two parts :—

(1) Insults inside the Church.
(2) Insults outside the Church.

I consider it an insult to God to use the Church as
a convenience to while away the time on a rainy
Sunday, when it is too wet to soil the car. God's
house was not established as a second-rate

and to use it as a cheap get-away from an otherwise
boring week-end, is.to insult the One who called it
into being. If the House of God degenerates into
the meeting-place of self-seeking' interests, He will
destroy it, as He destroyed the Temple so many
years ago. The Creator of the Universe, who offers
us this means of fellowship, will not be treated with
careless indifference by any of His creatures. The
Church is just as vital to us when the sun is shining,
as it is on a dull week-end.

I consider it an insult to God to come to church for
the sole purpose of displaying the latest Paris creations,
It does not help the atmosphere of the Church to give
it the appearance of a West End store; nor does it
improve the spiritual life to strut about the sanctuary
Someone has
said that Solomon brought apes and peacocks from
afar, but we nowhere read that he loosed them in the
Temple. In the modern age we imitate the peacock
without its beauty, and act like apes without the °
decency to admit our depravity. I hope I shall not
be misunderstood here: I am not among those who
believe in the sanctity of dowdiness. God’s house
should not be characterised as an assemblage of
frumps, for God Himself has shown His appreciation
of the beautiful by dressing the landscape in a riot
of colour. We would indeed be foolish to eliminate
all colour from our schemes of dress dnd decoration.
One cannot help but fee! there are many folk who
could do with more of the beautiful in their lives;
the danger lies in using the holy place

TO PARADE OUR VANITY,

I consider it an insult to God to gossip before divine
service. Time for preparation and meditation is
wasted in idle talk: sometimes abusive talk. How
can the mind, so freshly filled with nasty tales and
suggestive speculations, devote itself to the worship
of God? We would find it considerably easier to
approach the Throne of Grace if we refused to fill
our minds with worldliness before the meeting com-
mences. Moreover, it gives the impression that we
are not in earnest, that we go fo church to meet one
another, and then make a few genuflections before
God as a formal devotion when we have finished our
scandal. If we really come to meet God, we shall not
have time for discussion of the most pressing and
worrying news, our souls will seek immediate contact
with the Infinite. We are far too much in thrall to
the conventions of the world in which we live. If a
service is arranged for 6.30 o’clock, then we expect
God to come in with the minister at the appointed
time, and consider it an indelicate intrusion for Him
to ask us to meet Him beforehand. That interval

- must be left to us to chat away to any whom it may

or may not concern.
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I consider it an insult to God to eat sweets in His
house. It would suggest a spiritual life so empty
that we must fill our belliess with husks. To chew
sweets, when our minds should be occupied with
thoughts of the highest majesty, and our lips filled
with His praises, seems to me the height of insolence.
Young,. immature Christians might be forgiven for
doing it, but with the growth in grace there should
dawn a realisation of the necessity for a reverent
approach to God.

WHO WOULD DARE BEHAVE

in such a manner if called in audience before an earthly
monarch? Perhaps Nonconformity suffers more than
the Established Church in this respect; but the fact
remains, there are folk foolish enough to waste money
in confections that could be put to more useful pur-
pose, and indecent enough to bring' them to church
to eat during the sermon. It is true, some sermons
may need sweetening up a little, and the form of
service might be improved, but I am sure the eating
of sweets in church is not the right way to accom-
plish it.

I consider .it an insult to God to criticise His
children in prayer. 1 might even add that it is an
.insult and personal affront to the Devil! The Bible
tells us that he has the title Accuser of the Brethren,
and we are foolish to try and emulate his slanderous
disposition. We have all heard such prayers as:
“Lord, Thou knowest those who . . . etc., etc.,’”’ fol-
lowed by a list of some friend’s besetting sins. How
idiotic to remind God of something He already knows !
I suspect, however, it is not so much idiocy as a
wicked desire to promote personal virtue at the ex-
pense of someone else’s feelings. We step up on
the shoulders of the weaker brethren to show God
how tall we are. Our Lord noted this kind of hypo-
crisy in the Pharisees, and told us of two men who
went into the Temple to pray. One paraded his re-
ligious trappings before God, and to show the ex-
clusiveness of his position above other men, began
to contrast himself from the publican nearby. Christ
tells us’ which of the two was justified. Those whom
we may accuse before God, are souls for whom Christ
died. He did not pray about them, He prayed to the
Father for them. There is a vast difference between
these two forms of prayer. We are insulting the
Atonement and the passion of God by praying at
those for whom He gave so much,

I consider it an insult to God to bring

OUR SOCIAL INEQUALITIES

within the church by a system of pew rents, so
arranged that the rich folk can buy seats in the
gallefy and ‘‘ look down,’’ yes, literally ** look down
on the poorer saint who can only afford the cheaper
seats below. Our Lord warns us in the story of
Dives and Lazarus against this evil. There came a
time when the tables were turned by death for the
rich and the poor, and the poor man was found look-
ing down on the rich man. I cannot believe God is
pleased to find this condition of social stratification
within the Church. The Word of God tells us we
are all members of the Body of Christ. True, some

have greater honour in that Body than others, but it
is determined by spiritual character and not by
financial advantage.

And now: we will get outside the Church.

I consider it an insult to ‘God to say we have no
need for the Church. God created this fellowship,
and it is tantamount to an accusation of muddle-
headedness to say He created something for us we
can well do without. There are lone folk about who
have been disappointed in their church experiences,
and in disgust have turned altogether from its
society. This kind of behaviour is altogether wrong,
and more often than not suggests guilt on the part
of the lone sheep. There must be something wrong
with the person who finds himself a misfit in every
denomination. The majority cannot be wrong every
time and all the time. Dan Crawford, the eminent
missionary, reminds us of the habit of trees in this
respect. He says the lonely tree

GROWS CROOKED AND TWISTED,

but the trees which grow in clumps grow straight
up like needles. ~ The natives have observed this

“peculiarity, and have a song which runs:

Oh! crocked lonely forest tree.
Yes, crooked because lonely,

.How very different things would be

If only comrades two or three

* Could break your lone monotony.

Don’t be too individualistic and self-important, or
you may become crooked and cranky. v
* I consider it an insult to God to read the newspaper
before we have had our morning devotions. We are
in danger of becoming slaves to the penny press, and
giving the exaggerated journalism of our day a far
more prominent place in our lives than the Word of
God. I am sure the nervy condition of many
Christians could be easily dispelled if only they would
take the trouble to meditate before God a little more
than they do. How can we expect help from the
spiritual life if we stow it away in some forgotten
place, and fill our minds with all the events of a god-
less world? It is a habit we must break, for we are
giving God second place to a penny newspaper, and
that, to my mind at least, is a gross insult to God.

There are many other things, I am sure, which
will occur to the reader, proving our lack of courtesy
to God. [ do not intend to go any further, for I have
had my say. I only hopé some will be persuaded to

- take their Christianity more seriously; not with a

long face, but with more sincerity and passion; and
a determination to satisfy the heart of God. May
we have the same testimony as Enoch—*‘ he pleased
God.”

Jesus never taught His disciples how to preach, but
He did teach them how to pray. I would rather be
able to pray like Daniel than to preach like Gabriel.
If men know how to pray they know how to work for
God.—D. L. Mooby.
