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OW BASILY one can bend a sapling, but how diffi-

cult, if not impossible, is the task when it has become

a full-grown tree. A stream at its source may be readily

diverted so that the whole course of the river is changed—

"but who would attempt it when the narrow stream has
become 1he broad, raging torrent?

The importance of Sunday School work lies in the fact
that the material which passes through its hands is more
impressionahle than that handled by other departments of
the Church of God. If, then, it is a fact that children are 50
much more easily influenced than adults, why is it that the
Sunday School is treated by the majority of church mem-
bers as merely a sideline? And why areconversions amongst
children not as welcome as amongst adults, when the
evidence goes to show that they are the more Jesting? If
our main task is to win souls for Christ, and if after the
age of 14 or 15—as we propose 10 show—it becomes more
and more difficult to win them, then why do we not make
every possible effort to bring them to Christ before that
age is reached? Here is God's method : “ Train up a child
in the way he should go; and when he is old he will not
depart from it™ (Prov. xxii. 6). And here are some statis-
iics to demonstrate it.

Dr. F. F. Paterson writes : “ Over a period of ten years
I received reports of 3,200 decisions for Christ from
churches big and little, rich and poor. I tabulated these
figures, and found percentages as to the apge of decision.
The highest percentage of decisions I found in the 12-year-
old child. In other words, 15 per cent of the 3,200 came
at about 12 years of age. Seventy per cent of the 3,200

" came to Christ between the years of 10 and 15. At 1% only
one per cent came. At 20 only three-quarters of one per
cent. Two and a quarter per cent came between the ages
of 21 and 45.”

During one of his evangelical campaigns, Mr. Moody
asked all who were sure they were convcericd to stand to
their feet. He kept them standing, while the stewards
estimated their number at five to six thousand. Mr, Moody
then asked all who had come to Christ before they were
fifteen vears of age to sit down. Fully two-thirds of that
number dropped to their seats. Then he said : “ All who
became Christians before you were twenty, sit down,”
when over half of those who remained standing took their
seats. By the time he reached the age of fifty, there were
hardly twenty people still standing.

Bishop Willtamn Taylor was converted at-the age of six
vyears; P. P. Bliss, twelve vears; John Fletcher, seven;
David Brainerd, when a child ; Matthew Henry, ten ; Poly-
carp, nine ; Jonathan Edwards, six; Isaac Watts, eight ;
and Robert Moffat, about ten years.

The moulding of the future of the child is largely in the

hands of its parents and its Sunday School teacher. Too
often the parenls leave the religious instruction of their
children entirely to the Sunday School, or, worse than that,
their influence tends to sel the feet of the child on the broad
toad, rather than the narrow road that leads to the King-
dom. How immeasurably great in such cases is the respon-
sibility of the Sunday School teacher.

In prepanng and presenting the weekly lesson the teacher
should have three aims in view. Our Saviour declared Him-
self to be the Way, the Truth and the Life (John xiv. 6},
It is for us, therefore, to teach the Way to the Father, the
Truth to believe, and the Life to live.

(1) The Way to the Father. Conversion means a real
change, even in the fife of a child. The truth should be
presented so as to result in a definite realisation of the
need of a Saviour. Far better than a pressing, emotional
appeal is regular instruction from the Scripture on God's
attitude to sin and His provision of a Saviour, so that the
child naturally comes to a knowledge of his need. It is
well 10 ask the child 1o confide in you if he feels the need
of a Saviour. Once there, it shouid not be difficult to lead
him to Christ, although it should be carefully done, Bible
in hand. Having accepted God's offer of salvation, it
should be emphasised that he musi show his love to Christ
by living in future to please Him.

(2} The Truth to believe. In the days of our grandparents
the Bible was generally believed, if not put inte practice.
Now it is openly attacked and discredited by thosé outside
the Church, and its inspiration denied by an increasing
number within the professing Church. A recent magazine
declared that fifty years ago seventy per cent of the material
in the First Readers which were put into the hands of child-
ren referred to religious subjects, whereas today the books
used for the same age group devote three per cent of their
space to religion and morals, A foundation laid by the
teacher, of knowledge of the Word of God and a firm
belief in its inspiration and its revelation from God te man
will stand him in good stead for many years to come,

(3) The Life to Live. Long before leaving school and
facing the world, many a child comes into contact with
even the grossest forms of sin. Much that he sees and hears
at home, at school, at the * pictures,” and elsewhere, wiil
give him an entirely depraved sense of values. The truths
of Holy Writ should be laught so as to make him respect
and sdmire good lives, and condemn evil ; to love virtues
and hate vices. This attitude of mind, cultivated before he
makes the great decision, will make it easier for him to
five u Christ-like life when once the grace and power to
live that life are his.

The world in which we live prescnts a partticular chal-
lcnge to Christian youth. It is a world fraught with prob-
lems thal are beyond human solution; a world that lies
more securely than ever in thc lap of the wicked onc; a
world in which men's hearts are beginning to fail them
for fear of the things that are coming ; a generation existing
precariously on the edge of the abyss. Surely our respon-
sibilities are clear. We possess the answer to this world
dilemma for we have in trust the Gospel of the Living
Christ. We are the Crusaders of the Atomic Age—we
may well be the last wave of Chrislian soldiers to storm
the strongholds of evil—and for this rcason the trumpet
calfs us amid the gathering shadows. We must go forth to
meet the challenge of our generation, we must take up the
weapons of our warfare and march out with burning
hearts on * Operation Twilight.”

The situation which we face calls for strong, energetic
action by the soldiers of the cross. It demands the spirit
that Paul insisted upon in II. Tim. ii. 3, 4. The spirit of
disciplined service which is prepared to accept the hardness
of active service, and which refuses to be disiracted from
its purpose by the claims of non-essential things.

Before we can effectively engage the enemy we must be
adeguately equipped, and God has made snre that every
servant of the King should be provided with all that he
needs to accomplish his commission. Walk -round the
armoury of Ephcsians vi. and read Paul’s inventory of the
Christian’s equipment. This is a list of esseniial weapaons
and we shall do well if we hold a personal * kit inspection ™
to ensure that wc are in posscssion of that which God has
provided. The Word of God, Prayer, Faith, Personal
Righteousness, and the Fulness of the Holy Spirit are
the absolutely necessary factors in spiritual warfare. We
cannol go without them.

The young medieval knipht was required t¢ spend a
whole night in prayer before the altar before he was in-
vested with his arms. The vigil was a recognition of his
need of God in following his vocation. 8o we, as soldiers
of the Cross, need to wait before God for that Divine
enabling which will send us forth into the world more than
€ONQUErors.

Far too many Christians spend their time on manceuvres.
They never get oul on active service. Like the Puke of

York's men they are neither up nor down, neither here nor
there. The pressing need of the times does not allow for
spiritual stragglers, we cannot afford to wander here and
there. What the Chucch of Christ needs at this moment is
concentrated effort by its members. The situation is urgent,
we are fighting against time, The call is for Crusaders
who will pray earnesily at home and in the prayer meeting,
who will support the evangelistic efforts of the local
assembly with all their talents and enthusiasm, and who
will enpage in unceasing personal witness wherever the
opportunity presents itsclf. Everyone of us must be pre-
pared to make a maximum elfort for God in these last
days, and we must listen for the call of the Great Comn-
mander whatcver .it might entail and wherever it might
lead. The spirit of the Christ must inspire every man and
woman—"1 MUST work the works of Him that sent
Me, while it is day : the night cometh when no man can
work " (John ix. 4). This is the great imperative of service,
and if it was true in the first century, how much more so
it is today.

Down through the ages the Chureh has constantly faced
times of urgency, and her young people huve never failed
to provide her with the consecrated energy and enthusiasm
that has been demanded. The Crusaders of the first century
gladly took their place in the conflict 2and proudly cntered
the arenas of Rome to seal with a martyr’s death the testi-
mony of their lives. Each successive crisis has found the
youth of the Church ready to fight, to witness, pray, and
even die for the Faith, And now, in this Atomic Age, we,
their successors, are called to make our stand.

N FIRST CHRONICLES, CHAPTERS 11 and 12, we

have an extensive list of almost unpronounceable names
of people who came 10 David in their thousands and
voiced to him their hearty allegiance. It js a list that most
of us have deliberately overlooked, due to the fact thai
cur tongues betrayed their inability with such queer-
sounding names. In the midst of this great army of names
and numbers, il is good to note thc significant phrases
such as; mighly men of valour ; fifty thousand that could
keep rank ; they wcre not of a double heari; they had
understanding of the times, etc. These short particulars
are statements of importance.

The time had come for David, the despised and hunted,
to take his rightful place. The hour for an all-out offensive
had arrived. He required youth with vitality, vigour and
vision to stand with him, and so they came to Dravid from
¢very quarter, recognising and being thoroughly convinced
thal they were serving the Coming King, They came to
David with a consecraled testimony. “ Thine we are,
David, and on thy side, thou son of Jesse.,” They came
prepared to battle for the cause they knew to be right.
All who came to David were fit men! In this story we
have a likeness of our relationship to Jesus Christ, our
coming King.
