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HI1S THIRTIETH chapter of Excdus is generally

recognised as the preal worship chapter of lha
book. Where worship could be made, by whom,
and how worship should be offered are all suggested.
At the commencement of the chapter 18 given a
deseription of the Golden Altar. Sometimes it was
called the altar of incensc because of the sacred in-
cense which was offered thereon. One can immediately
see the diflerence between it and the brazen altar,
which was much larger and upon which the sacrifices
were made. The brazen allar was the place of judg-
ment. The dying cries of the animals dragged te
their death, and the agony and blood all spoke of
the sinner’s doom and the Saviour's sacrifice, But
here was something differeni, for the Golden Altar
speaks of the plorified Christ through whom “we¢
offer spiritval sacrifices to God™ (1 Pet. 2:5). The
altar was small but it was beautiful. Significantly it
was made of the same materials as the table and the
urk. The wood of His humanity was wedded to the
gold of His deity, presenting onc gloricus person,
the God-Maun.

1. OBSERYE THE SIGNIFICANCE OF ITS
POSITION.

It was before the veil. It marked the last step of
the high priest befare entering the veil on the preat
Day of Atonemenl. Ere he entered the Holiest with
the blood of atonement, the priest took burning coals
in a censer [rom this altar to take with him within
the wveil (Lev. 16:12).

The allar was so intimately comnected with the
Holiest, although it actually stood in the Inner Court,
that it is described as belonging to the Holiest {(Heb.
9:4), Indeed, when one worships at the Golden
Altar one is translated in spirit beyond the veil. It
was a privilege to worship before it. Only thosc who
had progressed from the brazem altar, etc, could
reach this place of Divine manifestation. Remember,
it was when Zachariah, faither of John the Baptist,
was ministering at the incense altar, he saw the angel
and received the intimations concerning John (Luke
1:5-20)0. He is not the lasl to receive revelution in
worship !

God sceks warship that is in Spirit and in (ruth
{John 4:23) There is u worship which is merely
mechanical and lifeless. It is tinged with earth stains
and tainted with the carmal. [t is feshly and sensu-
ous and abominable to God. It is not at the true
altar (Col. 2:18, 19). The presence of God is 50
overwhelmingly resl pear (his allur that everything
becomes spiritual. There is no room for carnaliy.

The shadow of man canuot fall over this worship.
The light and glory shining all around obviated
shadows. But there is no Joubt that the merely
human does try to inirude in these holy times of
worship ; the human personality is so forward. Look
at 1hat sacred scene upon the Mount of Transfigura-
tion. There is the softly iridescent glory mantling
the Chrisi. Heaven und earth are meeting, the topic
being His decease which He was to accomplish ut
Jerusalem. How wonderful to notice thai in the
deepest deplhs and recesses of the Divine glory, the
theme is the Cross. What caused that sudden eclipse
and disappearance of the splendour? Whal made the
irradiant Christ becomc as another man? The words
of Peter! He thoughtlessly interjected a proposal
which wus entirely out of placc—""And whilc he yet
spake, there came a cloud” {Luke 9: 33). How many
of our wondrous worship mectings have becn spoiled
by some out-of-the-Spirit Peter introducing a wrong
chorus, intruding himself and bothering about such
trivialities as materia! tabernacles at such a time of
tremendous blessing. Qur minds should be exercised
in greater things than the mundane, whether of places
Or persons.

2. CONSIDER NOW THE SERVICE AT THE
ALTAR,

All worship must be balanced. Strange incense
and sirange fire alike were forbidden. The incense
appointed to be offered is described in verses 34-38,
It speaks of Christ in all His ineflable fragrance. The
high priest filled his hands full of this incense. We
can get a grip on Christ as we worship and minister
Him Godward. By the introduction of strange [ire,
Aaron’s sons lost their privileges and came under
Divine displeasure (Lev, 10;1). The stimulation of
true worship is Christ, and nol sensuous stimulation
{Col. 2:18). When we bchold Him with the eye of
faith and meditate upon His excellencies, the incense
of worship rises. We don’t need crucifixes, or holy
pictures either, for such worship is spiritual. Spiritual
worship may be in words, in song, or in silence. It
may be accompanied by tears and even by gusts of
holy merriment {Psa. 126). One can never under-
stand why emotions producing tears and sadness are
permittcd, whilst the opposite is frowned upon. There

2.—The Hunted Stag.

Hello Beys and Girls,

I wonder if you hcard about & stag hont that took
place a couple of weeks apo down in Somerset. It
was an unusual huné because the Master of it wrote
to all the newspapers and asked them to send along
a reporter to join in the hunt. You see, children,
lots of people believe hunting is a terribly cruel sport
which should not be allowed, and the huntsmen
wanied to try and prove they are wrong, and that a
hunied stag does not suifer. But if you read on you
will find it did suffer. Hunting is a wicked spori, and
we hope that one day it will be forbidden aliogether.
Well. this hunt moved off and half an hour later a
herd of deer was sighted. The huntsmen chose the
stag they wcre going 1o hunt, then rcleased the
hounds and made straight for that one. The other
decr realised it had been singled out and immed:-
ately they all tried to get away {rom it, and soon it
was left alone running for its life before the dogs.
This poor stage raced over tbe hill-side, mile after
mile, hour after hour, through woods, across streams,
till the foam dripped from its mouth znd it gasped
for breath. At last it reached a river, endeavoured
to ¢ross it, could get no further, and stood panting
and trembling as the hounds rushed baying to the
river bank. The huntsmen galloped up, and there
this beautiful ereature of the moars was shot.

Now why have I told you all this? Becausc when-
ever I read of a stag hunt 1 think of the Lord Jesus.
Have you cver "eard of Jesus fikened to a poor
hunted stag? M you furn to Psalm 22, you will read
these words : “There is none to help . .. My strength
is dried up . . . and My tongue cleaveth to My jaws
and Thou hast brought MAMe into Lhe dust of death
. . . dogs have compassed Me : the assembly of the
wicked have enclosed Me™ {vv. 11, 15, 16). The Lord
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Jesus was singled out by His enemies to be hounded
to death. His disciples forscok Him and fled, afrand
for their lives; all alonc He was drugged to ihz
judgment hall, spat upon aod abused. The people
threnged arcund Him, like the dogs around the stag,
and roared out “Crucify Him.” They laughed with
pleasure as Jesus died on the cross, as the strength
left His body, and His mouth dried up so that He
cricd out "I thirst." They rejoiced when He died.

Next Friday will be Good Friday, the day on
which we remember the Saviour’s death. [ hope you
will say "Thank You, Lord Jesus, for suflering 3o
much [or me that 1 might be saved.”
