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XI—The Ark and Mercy Seat

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ITH REVERENCE AND AWE., afler passing

through the veil, we gaze upon the Ark of the
Covenant. In the directions for building the Taber-
nacle the Ark was menlioned first, thus iflustrating
the truth that in revelation God begins with Himsell
and that which is ncarest to Him, working out to-
wards man. io our siudies we have observed this
principle, beginning with what was nearest to us, and
moving towards Him. In this meditation we come
to the last step, God Himself,

The Ark, of course, speaks of Chrisl. First. therz
is the wood speaking of His humanity, and the gold
representing His Deity. Christ was a Man in everv
sense of the word. He was “a root out of a dry
ground.” He lived as a human being in the forest
of humanily. Around Him grew the human race,
struck through and through with the rot of sin,
every onc incapable of bearing the fruit which God
looked for. Christ was the sole fruit bearer in the
whole forest, and He was cut down lor the {ruitless
oncs. Yet his humanity 1s imperishabie for He rosc
again and lives in the power of an endiess life (Heb,
7:16), How utterly and completely human! The
manncr of His birth, life and death ; His possession
of human faculties and his self-timitation all prove
it. The thought of limitation is sugpgested by the
restricted measurements of the Ark. Christ in His
humanity was confined, Son of God though He was,
by the limHations of time and space. But the gold
speaks of His Deity. The acacia wood was com-
pietely enclosed “within and without™ (Exod. 25:11)
by tilis precious metal. When on earth Christ’s Roiv
humanily “enclosed” Deity. The flashing forth of
manifestations revealed the God-head withinn Now,
that human body is eternally radiant with the in-
herent glories of Deity (cmp. Rev. 1:4, 5, 1i-16).
“Perfect God and perfect Man . . . equal to the
Father as touching His Detly, inferior to the Father
as touching His manhood. God, of the substance of
the Father, begotten before worlds: Man, of the
substance of His mother born in this world. Yet one
Christ, one not by conversion of the Godhead into
flesh bui by taking the manhood into God.”

Christ was untouchable as to His essential Deity
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(Exod, 25:10-22; 37:1-9) %
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—the Ark must not be touched by human hand
{Exod. 25:12-15). The rings and the gold covered
staves were the appointed means of trunsport. In his
impiety and rashness one man did once lay his hand
upon the Ark and paid the penalty for his irans-
gression (2 Sam. 6:6). "Touch Me not” said ihe
resurrected Rcdeemer (John 20 : 17), emphasising the
truth that apprehensions of Him were no longer upon
a natural planc and by natural faculties, We do oot
know Him by the exercise of ithe senses, or of per-
ceptive faculties, but by faith. There Were thosc who
wilked with Christ, seeiog and knowing Him in a
buman sense, but “henceforth know we no man after
the flesh @ yea, though we have known Christ after
the flesh . . . we know Him no more” (2 Cor. 5 : i6).
Our knowledge, expecrience of, and our relationships
to Christ are lifted lar abovec the purely natural,

Christ was the perfect law-keeper, for deposited
within the Ark were the unbroken tables of the Law,
Mark that! Moses did not gather up the broken
fragmentis of the tables which were smashed alter
the transgression and degradation of lsrael (Exod.
313, and place them in the Ark. What he did place
therein was the unbroken Law of God written with
His finger. Christ could reverently yet feurlessly say,
"Thy law have I hidden within my heart” : *] came
to fulil the Law.” In Him was the righteousness of
the Law fulfilled, its sanclity preserved, its judgmentis
towards transgressors suflered, Not once did He
present Himself at [sraei’s altar with a sacrifice for
Himself, but He did ofler Himseif without spot to
God as a ransom for others.

“Like man He walked. ltke God He talked ;
His words were orackes, His deeds were miracles.
Ot God, the best expression ; of man the finest specimen,

Full-orbed hurmanily, crowned with Divinity;
Mo (aint of iniquity, no trace of infirmity.
Ecee Homeo, *Bebold the Man ¥, Ecce Deus, ‘Behold your
God '™

The Mercy Seat (v. 17) was a cover of gold placed
on the top of the Ark. It is thought by some that it
was actually the lid of the Ark. Here in the holiest,
the dwelling place of Jehovah, His localised presence,
as it werec, sat over the Mercy Seat. On each end






EDITORIAL

The Tsraeli Government has threatened to send a
ship through the Suez Canal as a “‘test case.” A ship
flying the Isracli Aag, the Star of David, wili en-
deavour to pass through the Canal, as soon as it
is open to normal traffic, irrespective of the serious
consequences involved. The Israclis are chafing under
and becoming impatient with the stalling taclics of
the United States of America and the other nations
of UNO. A spokesman of Israel stated in Washing-
ton the other day that “The State Department is no
lenger under any illusions about our intentions. We
regard it as quite inconceivable thai Egypt should
try 1o bar our ships from the Canal. It is clearly
time to make a test case,” The Israeli Government
is emphatic, and we think rightly so, that any plan
by President Nasser and his Government must ad-
here absolutely to the six principles laid down by
UNO last October, which included *“*free transit with-
out discrimination and insulation from the politics
of any one country.”

On the other hind, Cairc Radio warned ibat
Egypt will destroy any “test” ship which Israel sends
to Suez, “even il such action leads to world conflict.
All this goes to show that the Israeli-Egyptian situa-
tion is lalent with stupendous possibilities of a most
serious and vital nature, and fraught with peril {or
the nations of the world if nol solved satisfactorily
in the very near future.

Egyptian leaders have gone out of their way io
make ciear that Egypt detests Israe! and would like
to destroy her. In fact, President Nusser has openly
and vehemently declared that the Arab peoples must
band together and wipe out JIsrael as a nation.
Complemeniary to this is the fact that Russia is
ambitious to contro! the whole of the Middie East,
and persistently by various methods is working ‘o
achieve this. It seems, thercfore, that Egypt is play-
ing Russia's game, the Suez Canal attitude to TIsrael
being just one of thc links in the chain of cvenls

planned against Israel with a1 view to her ultimate
destruction. Control of the Snez Canal and the oil
supplies of the Middle East could alfect seriously the
nations of the West, especially in seeking to help
Israel in time of war.

Whaltever lies ahead by way of further suffering
for Israuel, and according to the Word of God a great
deal does, Bible lovers know, especially siudents of
eschalology. that Palestine is for the Jewish people
(Ezek. 36:24-28; 37:24, 25), and that in the last
aralysis Isracl will be delivered from her encmies
and reigned over by the Messiah-King (Zech. 12:
8-11 13:1:14:2 3; Rom. 11 :26, 27). Meantime,
we trust that in the present dispute regarding the
Suez Canal Israel will be treuted fairly and squarely
by UNO, and the right to use the Canal, with other
nations, fully recognised and implemented.

Salvatiun is of individual appropriation and experi-
ence. MNote the measuremcnts of the Ark. It was
just wide coough for one person at a time to stand
before it but not wide enough for two. As one stood
there the Merey Seat stretched on each side, abund-
ant for any one person. There is no such thing as
national salvalion or salvation by proxy.

In the cherubim is the thought of Divine satislac-
tion. The first mention of cherubims is when they
were placed at Eden’s gate with flaming sword in
keep the way to the Tree of Life. Throughout the
Bible they arc associated with the Divine majesty
and justice, their voices ccaselessly intoning “Holy,
holy, holy.” On the Mercy Seat they have no swords,
They are harmless as well as speechless. They gaze
upon the gold of Deily sprinkled with substilutionary
blood. The intricate wisdom of God manifested in
redemption is a marvel to angelic minds ; they stand
in awe of the manifestations of justice which produce
mercy,

Onc Man approached the tree of life, bearing the
world’s sins. e would pluck and distribute the fruit
to dying mea. But the swords of the cherubims were
buried in His heart and there came out blood and
water. Justice had been done upon the sinners
representalive, and apparcently the guilty men for
whom He was smitten could never receive the fruit.
but to! the place where judgment fell provides
mercy, The sword of justice was buried in Christ’s
heart and the blood and water extinguished the Mlames
of justice which would consume the sinner, The
sinner locks upon the 1edemptive bloed and is satis-
fied : God the judge looks also and is satisfied. ™It
is enough™, cried the dying Saviour; “It is enough"
answered the pardoning and justifying God.

Ere we leave our meditation let us remember the
folly of the men of Beth-shemesh {1 Sam. & : 19, 20,
When the Ark rested before them after its return
from the Philistines’ land they gazed upon it. There
were the marks of blood sprinkled by successive high
priests, each spot wilnessing (0 the never-failing
mercy of God to past generations. Bul whar did
they do? They opened the Ack, lifting the blood-
staincd Mercy Seat. Lifting the lid they lost sight of
the atoning blood and faced the unbroken Law,
Rejecting grace, there is but one alternative, the Law
of God, rigid, fearsome. avenging,

Let us ever with the eye of faith contemplate the
redemptive glories and sufferings of Christ. the true
Mcrcy Seat.

A campaign in the Civic Hall, Whitehaven, for
three weeks in March, led by Pastor George Canty,
assisled by membecrs of his congregation, and by
brother ministers, has deeply impressed the writer,
a Presbyterian minister from 1 neighbouring town,
who is plad to havc this opportunity of giving his
testimony, without in any way involving his congre-
gation or denomination in any conclusions about the
mission. .

to further thought, und a door cpened 1o further
experience, The healing power of Christ has come
nearer, and the writer is glad that the work is to he
continued in Whitehaven.

One of the grentest of recenl healings, life-long cripole
walks. Lrg Jongthens 31 inches. Mrs. Edith Jackson, 110,
Park Gate, Frizinglon, writes: “For sixty years 1 hive never
known whal il was o have even my feet on the ground,
anly to irail them with the aid of my crutches, I have been
a helpless cripple all my life and heen around the country
from one hospital (o another, and with all my sulfering they
have never been ablc to make me sland, nevermind walk.
I tiave had sevenleen operations. Last November T hurt my
kove and went to 1bhe hospital, While there they X-raysd
and the doctor was shocked at the stzle of my hips and legs
and wondered how I had managed. Well, of course, all ]
could do was to sit there or ook on, or crawl roond the
floor downg odd jobs. 1 came jo your campaign on March 91h,
1957, when the Lord wonderfully moved cvery hone in my
body. Ob how 1 praise God, for the moment you prayed |
felt the power of God flowing straight {rom heaven to yon,
and then to me like the shot of a gun. My toes are straight-
cned oul, my leg stretched 34 inohes, my knee eaps bepan
to move (hat had never moved belore and my hips all our
of place are now perfect. My back is stronger and my
balance is coming slowly. My sons and daughters just wept
to see their Mam standing 2t the (able cutting up the loaf
instead of sitting down. You may use this testimony with-
out fear. [t is the whole truth, There are many who kioow
this. as [ was a Sulvationist for twenuy-cipht years, and 31
the distriet knows n1e well going to open aér meetings.”
{Mrs. Jackson woiked imstantly after prayer, and retnroned
to the noxt mecting without erutches. using on'y a stick which

she said is “"more for company thap anything else, and 1 am
going ta do withoul that soon.™!

Another lady writes: [ have had scvera! operalions in
Carlisle hospitalg. the last ic March, 1956, bul have suffered
vonstant pain with chronic sinus uniil 1 visited your Divine
Healing service. Since then | have not had any pain, and
am abic to have n good sleep at might, and have not taken
any tableis since.”

Bryan Heskett of Distington, a seventeen-yedr-old schaol
boy sent the following testmony: *1 have suffered from
asthma from the age of four and for the last (wo years have
had real bad atiacks, The moment you prayed for me [ felt
a rea) change come over me and 1 was able for ihe first
ticme in my life to breath deeply and freely.

Mrs. Richardson instantly healed of the results of an accident,
all pain feaving in a moment. Dcaf people repeuted scotences
whilst the cvangelist stood behind them some dislance away.

Another oulstanding healing was that of a man with a
useless arm, opilepsy and owher complications, who became
a mew man in pne moment, lifting his arm high, and who
returned a week later (¢ say he had not taken any drugs,
wilhout which he always had fits before. His testimony greatly
stirred the neighbourhood from which he came. A backward
child who had ncvet walked look her tirst steps, and a child
of twelve wha had never malked spoke her first words. A
father and mather westified that their home had been com-
pletely changed since the two-and-a-half year old dauphter
had been healed. Previously she cried continualiy, slept hardly
at all, and could nor even keep Ruids in her stomach. Now
she vats solid foods and sleeps twelve honrs a day. One of
these children has been cxamined at the hospilal snd has
reccived a plowing report which included among other things
the assurance that the child's eyesight has been saved.

ther people testified to healing from chest and nerve
afMlictions, including one who found she was no longer spit-
ting up blood. An elderly woman was healed af slomach
iroublc ard said she could eat anything she hked now. These
and other healings were claimed by the sufleccrs themselves
or their parents.

HAVE BEFQRE ME A BOOK setting focih the

tencls of the sect which teaches this doctrine,
Here it is on the inside of the cover: “This book
maintains {hat Jesus is wholly, solely, truly, fuily,
altogether and exclusively GOD, He is ‘The Father’
as to His Divinity ; He is “The Son” as to His
Humanity , He is 'The Holy Spirit’ in Emanation’.”

On page 13 of this book | read : “The Son is the
flesh or humanity.” But this is sheer nonsense, {t was
because of His fesh, or human nature, that Hc was
“*The Son of Mun", and it was because of His Divine
nature that He was "The Son of God.” [t follows
as ctear as broad daylight, that if He were the Son,
then Hec was not the Father. It is perfectly true that
the Father dwelt in Jesus Christ, and il is also per-
fectly true that the Father dweils in all of His troe
children, but that does not make them the Father,
It is perfectly scriptural to say that Jesus Chrnist and
the Father are one, hul that does not meau they are
one person. This surely is evident from the prayer
of Christ: “That they all may be one; as Thou,
Father. art in Me, and I in Thee, that they also may
be one in us” (John 17:21}). Did Jesus Christ mean
that we all might be one person? Of course not.
Look again at that little word “as”, which makes it
clear that He and the Father were different persons,
bul one in heart and purpose.

Not once in the whole of the Bible does it say that
Jesus Christ was the Father. Here is the one verse
which thosc who believe in the “QOneness” thcory use
continually to bombard people with who make a
statement such as [ have made here: “For unto us
a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the
government shall be upon His shoulder: and His
name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor. the
Mighty God. the Everlasting Father, the Prince of
Peace” (Isa. 9 : 6). This is perfectly in harmony with
what Jesus himself said : "I am come in My Father's
name, and ye receive Me not.” Isaiah pever said He
was the Father, he said He was “a SON." Every
son has his father's life and nature dwelling in him.
We know that king Genrge VI came in his father's
name, sat on his Tather’s throne, ruled over his
father’s dominions, received the same honour and
homage as his father, but that did not make him
George V. Jesus is called “The last Adam®, “The
Heud of the Church.” We %ure called “His seed.”
He, therefore, hears the same relation to the Church
as Aduam io the human [amily.

It is a fact which cannot be denied that today
every denomination, with very few exceptions, in-
clnding the Greek Church, the Roman Catholic and
tbe various Protestant denominations do believe in
the Trinily and baptise according 1o Matthew 28 : 19,
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When did they commence to do this? If it was since
the close of the New Tcstament, then we should find
much about it in church history, because it is a well-
known fact that the Early Chureh laid great emphasis
on water baptism. But search Church history and you
wili oot find any record whatsoever of a change-
over. This proves beyond a shadow of doubt that 1t
must have started at the beginning. On the other
hand, when we come to the “Oneness” teaching, we
can give you the time, the place, and the names of
those who started it.

As a matier of fact this "Oneness” teaching is an
old heresy of the third century revived, which after
having heen resuscitated in America about forty
years ago has now been imported into Ireland, and
served up as a new revelation. 1 will quote from
A Huamibook of Church History, by Rev. Samuel
G. Green, D.D. On pages 187-8, we read: “The
name, however, most closely coonected with this
form of heresy is that of Sabeltius . . . He taupht the
Father, and the Son, and the Holy Spirit, to be of
one substance and one Person with three names ;
speaking of the same sometimes as Father, some-
times as Holy Ghost ; saying that in the Old Testa-
mcnl He delivered thc Law as Father, and in the
New became incarntate as the Son, and descended
on the apostles as the Holy Spirit . . . A council
held in Rome undcer Stephen, A.D. 258, unequivoc-
ally condemnned the Sabellian tenets; but they lingered
in the Church until for a time superseded by the
more subtle and attractive errors of Arianism. This
was sixty-seven years before the council of Nicica.
It is very evident from this account of the trial of
Sabellius that the faith of the Early Church was
definitely Trinitarian. This occurrcd during those
years when the Chourch of Christ was sufferiug great
persecution, and long before the reign of Constantine,

“The council of Nices met i the year 325 AD,
to consider the erroncous doctrincs of Arius, who
taught 'That our Savipur was only thc highest and
most divine of created beings. and not very God, of
the same substance with the Father.” This opinion
attracted great numbers . , . The Council then pro-
cceded to consider the opinions of Anus, which were
read out of his own writings, and having almost
unanimously condemned them, they drew up a con-
fession of faith, or creed, to which they subscribed,
and which we still accept and reverence as the
declaration of the right faith. Arins and his asso-
ciates were condemned to be banished, and his books
to be borned.” {(The Christian Futhers, by G. G.
Perry, M_A.). To make some pronouncement on such
an important matter as was then under discussion,
and state the f[aith of the Church in relation to the
Trinity, was something which we would naturally
expect to come from such an assemblage. but to
state that the doctrine of the Trinity stanted at this
time is an absolute falsehood. -

In his Apology for the Christians, Justin, the
martyr. who became a sincere Christian about the
year 133 A.D, states: "I will now relaie to you the
manner in which we dedicate ourselves to God when
we are renewed by Christ,” After speaking of their
consecration he goes on to speak of their manner of
baptism : “For in the name of God the Father, and
Ruler of all things. and of our Saviour Jesus Christ,
and of the Holy Spirit, they are then bathed in the
water ., , . and this reason for baptisrn we have learnt
from the Apostles.” This again proves what the
fuith of the Early Church was in the maiter of bap-
tism and concerning the Trinity. This was more than
200 vears before the great falling away began.

The question has been asked why does God bless
people who believe this error? Why did God bless

'l President of the Elim Churches
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the lsraelites in the wilderness although they carried
wilth themn their idols? {Amos 5:26). Why has Ged
blessed the ministry of some cvangelists in the
salvation of hundreds of souls, although they have
condemned some things which are clearly taught in
the Bible, such as thc Baptism in the Holy Spirit and
the Gifts of the Spirit? Why did God richly bless
hotk John Wesley and George Whiitield although
they strongly opposed one another? The answer is
(God has blessed them not because of these things,
hut in spite of them, because His mercies are very
great.

We will go back again to what this book called
({Ineness maintains ; “That Jesus is wholly, solely,
truly, lully, altogether and exclusively GOD.” We
know thal He was called Jesus beforc His birth.
When He was a babe, sleeping in His cradle. who
was the One who answered all the prayers going up
from devout people all over the world? If He were
“exclusively”™ God il would be wrong to pray to
anyotie ¢lse. To whom did Simeon ofler his prayer
when he took the babe Jesus up in his arms and
blesscd God? He must have prayed o an under-
standing Divine personality, and il there were omy
one, and it was the Babe, then (o the Babe he should
have prayed. How about Hebrews 2:17: “Where-
fore in all things it behoved Him to be made like
unte His brethren?” How far from true this scrip«
ture would be if the “Oneness” doctrine was correct.

It seems thal these people are in a great muddle
because they cannot understand how there can be
three persons and yet only onc God. Taking a Bible
illustration, we know that water is used to represent
God the Father, Son. and Holy Spint (Jer. 2:13;
Tohn 4:14; 7:38) If I take a pitcher of water 1
have one substance called “water”, and if I pour it
into three vessels I have still only one subslance
called water. The doctring of the Trinity ever has
been thal they are one God as Lo substance, but three
persons as to individuality, It paturally follows that
thcy possess the same moral and patural atiributes,
Wc know that our Lord during His carthly life “was
made a little lower than the angels for the sulfering
of death.” Omniscience is one of the atiributes of
deity. It therefore follows that what one memher of
the Godhecad is thinking or planning, the same
thought is in the mind of all three. Each one of the
three persons is perrect in love, goodness, truth,
merey, grace, holiness, and in every virtue. Such a
oneness is not known, nor can be experienced any-
where by anyone in ihe universe, Thereforc, it is
perfectly seriptural 10 speak of them as one God:
one object of worship.

HOW TO WIN A SOUL—Continued
what the Bible says : “Christ died for us.”
for me. He died for you.

What did Romans 6:23 say? “The wages of
sin is death.,” This verse says, “Christ died for us.”
If the wages of sin is death, and Christ died for you;
then He has already paid your penalty, hasn’t He?
If Christ can give you eternal life, then there must
be some value in His dying for you, don’t you think?
Now look at the next verse.

1 JOHN 1:7: “But if we walk in the light, as He
is in the light, we have fellowship one with another,
and the blood of Jesus Christ, His Son, cleanseth us
from all sin.”

Look at that last part. What is it that cleanseth
us from all sin? The blood of Jesus Christ.” How
many sins can the blood of Jesus wash away? All
Does that mean every sin you have ever committed?
Yes—all means all.

Now so far the Word of God has said that Christ
can wash away all your sin because He died for you.
He can give you eternal life and He can take you
to heaven. You say, “That is just what I want!
How do I get it?” Look at the next verse.

REVELATION 3:20: “Behold, I stand at the
door, and knock: if any man hear My voice, and
open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup
with him, and he with Me.”

Jesus is standing at your heart’s door. He wants
to come in. And He says that if you ask Him to
come in that He will do it. He doesn’t say “maybe,”
nor that He will if you are a big sinner or a little
sinner or if you understand salvation. He just says
that He will come into your heart—if you ask Him.
