The Deity of Christ c~-----
. No. 2

JN our last study we sought to show in examining 
Jesus Christ as a man that He was a unique 

personality. In examining the Gospel records we saw 
thal He broke every rule governing the greatness of 
great men, the creation of great men. We recognise 
the marvellous personality of Jesus and that He can 
only be understood as we accept His Deity. 

Christ is a mystery , apart from His Godhead, the 
mystery of the ages. He was not the product of an 
age, or a nation , or a school. His circumstances were 
lowly, humble, and His ministry extremely short . 
Death came to Him as a criminal of deepest dye. 
Christ also makes claims concerning Himself which 
if not true are outrageous, fanatical and blasphe­
mous, but if true, then He must be God. Yet there 
are many who do not accept the teaching of the 
Deity of Christ, to them the disciples were just ctull­
witted, credulous, superstitious and deluded men 
giving to their leader this exalted position which 
they trusted added prestige to their cause. The 
Church, they contend, was created in an age of 
superstition and credulity and was built upon the 
teaching and testimony of the disciples, who made 
the Deity of Christ an article of their faith. Of course 
now, after 1,900 years, it is not true ; the disciples 
of Christ were mistaken . Jesus, they say, was a good 
man, wise and great , but He never claimed to be 
anything more than a man, certainly not Divine. 
Jesus was like Buddha, Socrates of Greece, Con­
fucius of China, Mohammed of the East. Christianity 
to them is, therefore, just another religion of the 
world . People , of course, who accept this interpreta-

tion are ignorant of the true nature of Christianity. 
The creeds of these men are their own ideas and 
conceptions, man-made. What they think is of the 
earth earthy, and when I say that I am saying the 
best that can be said of them, ignoring at the moment 
their Satanic origin. True Christianity is a Divine 
revelation and claims to be from heaven , constitut­
ing knowledge which no man can discover or create, 
therefore God has to reveal it. It claims to be super­
human, to be Divine. That is the fundamental issue 
of Christianity. 

Another point of variance is in their relationship 
to their teaching. You can condemn these prophets 
morally, but their teaching remains. Not so the 
Christian faith. It is not a system of ethics, not a 
creed, or a code of conduct. Christianity is a person ; 
Christianity is Christ. Disqualify Him and you dis­
credit the Faith. Hence the criticism against Christ 
is obvious. 

Did Christ claim to be God ? That is the question 
which we seek to answer. What does He say con­
cerning Himself? We turn to John's Gospel because 
John wrote with a specific purpose, "These things 
are written that ye might believe that Jesus is the 
Christ, the Son of God." Another reason, John gives 
us more of the intimate conversations which Jesus 
Christ had with individuals and records for us more 
concerning what Jesus Christ said concerning Him­
self. 

The first thing we notice when we study the New 
Testament, almost any part of it , relative to the per­
sonality of the Lord Jesus Christ is that He occupies 



a different relationship to the Father than we do. 
He occupies another plane. We are not the sons of 
God in the same sense as He is. Christ is God's only 
begotten Son- the Greek word is Huios ("Son"). 
We are the sons of Goel-the Greek word is teknon 
("children "). We also notice that Christ never 
identified Himself with His disciples in their relation­
ship to His Father. "When ye pray [not we pray], 
say, Our Father." Later on He says, " I am not yet 
ascended to My Father, and to your Father " (not 
our Father). Jesus never prayed with His disciples; 
He always went alone either on to the mountain or 
to a solitary place. Even in the garden He went a 
little farther away. Christ, therefore, recognised and 
insisted that He had a reiationship with the Father 
which He shared alone. So it is by His actions He 
shows us that His position with Goel was unique­
He alone is the Son of God. He holds an intimacy 
with the Almighty that none other dare assume. 

Turning now to the scriptural references recorded 
in the Gospels, we first of all notice that in John 
5: 17, 18 Jesus Christ is at the pool of Bethesda. A 
man had been there for thirty-five years. Christ 
healed him, and according to this record the Jews 
criticised Him. We read in verse 16, "And therefore 
did the Jews persecute Jesus, and sought to slay Him, 
because He had done these things on the sabbath 
clay." Our Lord immediately in the next verse 
defends Himself : " My Father worketh hitherto, 
and I work ." The result: " Therefore the Jews 
sought the more to kill Him, because He had not 
only broken the sabbath, but said also that Goel was 
His Father, ,making Himself equal with God." Christ 
never said this; they had misunderstood Him or 
misconstrued His words, but He let it pass. The Jews 
were filled with hatred against Christ because He 
claimed Goel as His Father, making Himself equal 
with God, and Christ left them with that impression. 
Why ? Because it was true . The Jews never forgot 
that Christ had been guilty of blasphemy. 

The next scripture you will find in John 8: 13-35. 
The Pharisees again opposed Christ for His claim. 
Verse 12 says, "Then spake Jesus again unto them, 
saying, I am the light of the world ." He again identi­
fies Himself with the Father in verse 16: " I and the 
Father that sent Me." In verses 21-24 Christ uses 
the great Old Testament Jehovah titles and places 
belief in His Deity as necessary to salvation. Verse 
24 : " I say therefore unto you, that ye shall die in 
your sins: for if ye believe not that I am, ye shall 
die in your sins." Verse 25 presents to us His un­
compromising position : " Then they said unto Him, 
Who art thou ? And Jesus said unto them, Even the 
same that I said unto you from the beginning." 

Later, in verses 56 to 59, He says, "Abraham rejoiced 
to see My day" and using again the great Jehovah 
title He says, " Before Abraham was, I am." We 
recognise again the ire of the Jews, for they took up 
stones to cast at Him , but Jesus hid Himself and 
went out of the temple, passing through the midst 
of them . The relationship that Jesus Christ claimed 
with His Father, that of equality, caused the Jews to 
charge Him with blasphemy. 

John 9 : 35-38 furnishes us again with another 
scriptural evidence. Record is given of the man born 
blind who was healed by the Lord. Great controversy 
rages around this person and he is put out of the 
synagogue, but Jesus seeks Him. Verse 35: "Jesus 
heard that they had cast Him out ; and when He 
had found him , He said unto him , Dost thou believe 
on the Son of God ? " This was a very straight ques­
tion . The blind man answered , "Who is he, Lord, 
that T might believe on Him ? " and Jesus said to 
Him, " Thou hast both seen Him , and it is He that 
talketh with thee." The attitude of the blind man 
who had been made whole was: "Lord, I believe. 
And He worshipped Him." If there was no other 
record of the sayings of Christ, this one alone estab­
lishes His Deity: "Thou shalt worship the Lord thy 
God, and Him only shalt thou serve." Such was 
Christ's answer to Satan. Christ recognised that the 
object of human worship should be God, and so He 
accepted worship from this creature. Why ? Because 
He was God. 

Another scripture is found in John 10: 24-33 . Note 
the question in verse 24: "Then came the Jews ... 
and said unto Him, How long dost Thou make us 
to doubt? If Thou be the Christ, tell us plainly. 
Jesus answered them, I told you, and you believed 
not: the works that I do in My Father's name, they 
bear witness of Me." He again identified Himself in 
a special way with His Father. He goes on to explain 
that His sheep hear His voice ; they follow Him and 
He gives them eternal life, and they shall never 
perish , neither shall any man pluck them out of His 
hand: " My Father, which gave them Me, is greater 
than all ; and no man is able to pluck them out of 
My Father's hand. I and My Father are one." Notice 
the reaction of the Jews in verse 31 : " Then the 
Jews took up stones again to stone Him." "Jesus 
answered them, Many good works have I showed 
you from My Father; for which of these works do 
ye stone Me ? The Jews answered Him . saying, For 
a good work we stone Thee not; but for blasphemy ; 
and because that Thou, being a man . makest Thyself 
God." The persecution that Christ endured almost 
from the commencement of His ministry was the

8. FREDERICK CHARRINGTON 

Hello Boys and Girls. 

The famous man of our talk this week is Frederick 
Charrington. 

One night, as he was passing a public-house, he 
saw a poor woman, clad in rags, with several child­
ren dragging at her skirts, call through the swing 
doors to her husband inside. He heard her say, "Oh, 
Tom , do give me some money; the children are 
crying for bread." The man came out scowling, and 
with a violent blow knocked his wife into the gutter. 
Frederick Charrington was filled with anger, but as 
he rushed forward to help the woman he saw his 
own name in huge letters across the front of the 
building. His anger turned to terrible shame, for he 
realised his father owned this public-house and hun­
dreds of others, and therefore he and his family 
were really responsible for this poor woman's tragic 
state. 

That night he told his father that he was giving 
up his share in the business. It wasn't easy for him 
to come to this decision, for his income from the 
business was £1,000 a week, but he knew it was what 
God would have him do. Something else happened 
to this young man that night; he was already a 
Christian, but he reconsecrated his life to God, and 
determined from then on to live a life of poverty and 
self-denial and devote himself to Christian work. He 
began by gathering a gang of rough lads into the 
loft of an old stable, where he taught them about 
Jesus. He went about preaching against sin and 
drunkenness. and hundreds of people were saved 
from a life of evil and became followers of Jesus. 
His fat her's great brewery covered several acres of 
ground in Mile End Road, but withi_n a few years

THE " JORDAN " TROUBLE SPOT 
The special correspondent in the Middle East for 

the Sydney Morning Herald has, in recent ~eeks, 
written about the strange kingdom of Jordan-a 
strange kingdom indeed, carved out of a desert , a 
creation of Britain, torn by strife and threatened 
with bankruptcy. The special correspondent says: 

"Counting every point in favour of King Hussein 
and his new regime, the fact has to be faced that 
his kingdom has no political, geographical or cul­
tural unity. It was created by Winston Churchill and 
Lawrence of Arabia. . . . Today it exists with a 
poisoned core . .. Hussein has a time-bomb for a 
kingdom. The ieaders of this land are worried at the 
King's impulsiveness. Their fate hinges on his life. 
And Hussein has a habit of driving fast cars and 
giving his escort the slip." 

Hussein has fallen out with President Nasser of 
Egypt, and has removed from the Government and 
the Army all those who wanted Jordan joined with 
Egypt and Syria and were opposed to assistance 
from the West. While it is true that Hussein loathes 
Communism, it is also true that he has a fierce hatred 
of Israel. I understand that last Novem­
ber, in impetuous anger, he was barely 
restrained from flying off in his own 
plane to attack Israel. The very mention 
of Israel causes his eyes to blaze with 
intense hatred .

TAPE RECORDING 
THE development of tape recording in Britain in 

the last year has indeed been phenomenal, and 
the pace is most certainly going to become hotter in 
the year ahead. Each month those in touch with the 
recording world know full well the progress and 
strides being made. The market week by week shows 
new models of tape recorders listed. New firms are 
making known their latest additions, and each seems 
to be " going one better " and has something new to 
offer or some improved gadget to announce. All this 
reveals one great fact- progress in the world of 
electronics. How does all this affect or concern us ? 
A great deal. Here is another field of opportunity 
and a modern means of evangelism in many phases 
and ways. More and more people are possessing tape 
recorders and in church life this medium is fast prov­
ing beneficial and necessary to ministers and mem­
bers alike . 

As already mentioned, there is now a great variety 
of tape recorders available (both British and foreign) , 
and we would like to advise prospective purchasers 
carefully to consider all their requirements and use 
before making a final choice and purchase. Many 
people write and ask "What make do you recom­
mend? "The reply is not so simple to give. So many 
things are necessary to know. About what price do 
you intend to pay? For what specific purpose is the 
machine required? Remember the weight of the 
recorder is a consideration and the question of trans­
port and mobility must be taken into account. 

Further, some machines record only at one speed, 
while others record and replay at two or more 
speeds. Then some makes use only smaller tape 
spools. The question of microphone and type of 
microphone used is a most important point. So much 
depends on these matters for obtaining the truest and 
best results. Having said all this, we certainly wish 
our ever-growing tape recording enthusiasts great 
success and blessing in this new but vital arrival into 
our modern life and additional factor in evangelism.

direct result of His claim to Deity. His ministry was 
that of proclaiming His person , and He never 
~werved from that position, He maintained it right 
to the end, that He and the Father were one. Jn His 
relationship with the Father the Jews understood 
that He was claiming to be God, and thus they felt 
justified in stoning Him because that was the punish­
ment for blasphemy. Nor is John's Gospel a solitary 
witness to this truth , as many would have us believe. 
Mark 14: 60-64 bears witness to the same truth. 
Matthew 26: 62-68 also bears witness. Let us examine 
the latter. Jesus Christ had been before the high 
priest; He refused to speak. False witnesses had 
been arrayed against Him, but they were proved to 
be false . The case was falling to the ground. We read 
in verse 63, " But Jesus held His peace." Now the 
high priest immediately put to Jesus Christ what is 
known in the Hebrew constitution · as the oath of 
testimony ; that is, " I adjure thee by the living God." 
As a pious and law-abiding Jew, Jesus had no alter­
native but to answer. " If," says Mischna , " one shall 
say, 'I adjure thee by the Almighty, by Sabaoth, by 
the gracious and merciful , or by any of the Divine 
titles,' behold , they are bound to answer. " Christ's 
answer as recorded in Matthew, Mark and Luke was 
not as evasive as it appeared. " Thou sayest " was 
the traditional form in which a cultured Jew replied 
to a question of grave and sad importance; cour­
tesy forbade a direct yes or no . Christ, therefore, 
said this very considerable thing with great defini­
tion and emphasis. The question was, " I adjure Thee 
by the living God, that Thou tell us whether Thou 
be the Christ, the Son of God ." "Jesus saith unto 
Him, Thou hast said : nevertheless I say unto you, 
Hereafter shall ye see the Son of man sitting on the 
right hand of power and coming in the clouds of 
heaven." The satisfaction of Caiaphas in obtaining 
by a single stroke this tremendous and dangerous 
confession is obvious. One can almost hear the ring 
of triumph in his voice as he swings around upon 
the assembled rabbis: " Then the high priest rent 
his clothes, saying, He hath spoken blasphemy; what 
further need have we of witnesses ? behold, now ye 
have heard His blasphemy." Christ's answer was 
final. It was this answer, this claim to be Divine, 
that led to His death . In view of the above scriptures 
mentioned, did Christ claim Deity? seems an absurd 
question to ask. The Bible definitely teaches that 
Christ did claim to be the Son of God. The apostles 
did their work very well : " These things are written 
that ye might believe that Jesus is the Christ, and 
that by believing ye might have life through His 
name."

These things in the sk'y, as they flash over

Do not be deluded into thinking that the Rus­
sian statesmen have any great interest in the 
Geophysical Year; their interest lies in a politi­
cal and military demonstration ; in the extending 
of their own influence throughout the world . I 
listened recently to the programme Radio Link, 
in which Admiral Nichol likened the situation 
to a race between Russia and America, and went 
on to say that at the moment the Russian cham­
pion was winning, and his supporters were 
cheering like mad. It is not the cheering which 
concerns me, but the ever-growing numbers in 
the Middle East and the Orient who are doing 
the cheering: Egyptians, Syrians, Persians, 
Lebanese, Indians, Africans, Chinese. Through 
the years the Communistic doctrines have been 
infiltrating. The entire Orient is in a state of 
ferment , and to an ever-growing degree the 
peoples of those lands look towards Moscow. 
Only a few days ago the Times of India pub­
lished a cartoon showing a Russian Colossus 
bestriding the world on which were set the 
pigmy statesmen of the West. That is a fair 
representation of the attitude of the majority of 
orientals . The fatalistic mentality of these people 
has already decreed that the occidental sun is 
setting fast and the oriental sun is about to rise. 
Of course, many thought in similar terms when 
Hitler was at the height of his power, but by the 
grace of God Britain and the West survived .

A BIBLICAL SIGNIFICANCE 
Students of prophecy have for many years 

realised that at the end of this age Russia would 
occupy a position of tremendous power among the 
nations of the world. Or to put it the other way 
round , when Russia became a leading nation of 
the world the fact would indicate the rapid approach 
of the end of the age. 

The Prophet Ezekiel , under the inspiration of the 
Holy Spirit, has devoted two chapters of his pro­
phecy- the 38th and 39th-to a description of events 
at the end of the age in which the Russian con­
federacy would play a dominant part. This is not the 
occasion for a detailed Bible study on the subject, 
but let me call your attention to some of the salient 
features: 

(i) The following authorities are all agreed that 
the peoples mentioned at the commencement of 
cha.pter 38 are those inhabiting the countries north 
of and around the Black Sea and the Caucasus: 
Josephus, Encyclop{l;dia Britannica, Smith's Bibfe 
Dictionary, S.P.C.K. Commentary , Hastings' Dic­
tionary of the Bibfe , and the Pulpit Comm entary. 

(ii) The prophecy related to the " latter years " 
(v. 8) . 

(iii) It had to do with " the land brought back 
from the sword" (v. 8). The fulfilment must there­
fore be subsequent to 1917, when Palestine was 
delivered from the Turks. 

(iv) The events would take place after the in­

habitants had been " brought forth out of the 
nations." 

(v) The enemy would originate from the " north 
parts· • (v. 15) . 

(vi) Their coming would be "like a storm .. . like 
a cloud to cover the land" (v. 9). 

There are, of course, other scriptures which add 
to the weight of evidence that because Russia is 
playing so prominent a part in wor.ld history we are 
at the end of the age. My main purpose, however, is 
to emphasise the manner ifl which the Bible is 
related to contemporary events and that it should be 
read in the light of them. God's Word related to the 
present situation cr ies, in the words of Joel 2, " Blow 
ye the trumpet in Zion. and sound an alarm in My 
holy mountain .. . for the day of the Lord cometh, 
for it is nigh at hand." 

This leads me to the final significance of the sput-

niks with which I want to deal. It is the most impor­
tant one; for the sputniks have 

A SPIRITUAL SIGNIFICANCE 
The sputniks encircling the globe are a reminder 

that it is the avowed purpose of Russia to conquer 
the world. This has never been denied. Satan is 
about to make his final bid for world domination . 
A time of universal judgment impends. But let Rus­
sia and the world understand that some things will 
last when every sputnik has been forgotten and the 
present world order has passed for ever. We must 
face the material might and the scientific achieve­
ments of Russia with spiritual might and moral re­
armament. From this will flow the strength which 
will make us, in the end, invincible. Solomon, aware 
of the proneness of humanity to stray from the ways 
of God, prayed that if disaster threatened because 
of sin and the people repented and turned to God 
He would forgive and come to their aid. God 
answered his prayer in these words : "If My people. 
which are called by My name, shall humble them­
selves, and pray, and seek My face, and turn from 
their wicked ways ; then will I hear from heaven , 
and will forgive the ir sin, and will heal their land " 
(2 Chron icles 7: 14). 
, Let the sputniks in the sky be a call to ' personal 
preparedness for the return of Christ ; let them be a 
call to evangelism ; let them be a call to prayer. And 
if perchance you who have read this far are not 
yourself a committed Christian, then right now make 
that committal.

What was known as Trans-Jordan (literally " land 
beyond Jordan ") occupies the biblical land of 
Gilead, Edom, Moab and Ammon . It has an area 
of 37,291 square miles and a population of 1,372,000. 
The capital is at Ammon.

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contain water which is poured out as an offering to 
the god or gods. The picture was taken six month:; 
;:go and since then Janki has gone through much 
trouble and affliction. That dread disease typhoid 
entered his home and four of his young sons were 
smitten with it . This mea!1t a great outlay in money 
for treatment, and constant anxiety as to whether 
their lives would be spared. After a partial recovery 
the eight-year-old son had a bad relapse and the 
government doctor told the parents that there was 
now no hope of the boy 's recovery and he could do 
no more to help them. Jn his extremity Janki came 
to me. I knew that only prayer in the Name of Jesus 
could save the boy; so I went along into that Hindu 
home and prayed in the mighty Name of Jesus. ask-

ing that God in His mercy would 
raise up the boy. God heard the 
prayer and from that time the 
boy began to get well, and today 
he runs off to school with his 
brothers. To express his gratitude 
the father brought a gift of 
money and insisted on us taking 
it and it has been added to the 
amount being saved for the build­
ing of a church here. Janki well 
knows that the prayer in Jesus ' 
Name was answered in a wonder­
ful way, but sad to say he still 
makes his offering to his gods in 
the temple, for he is a devout 
man but lives in great spiritual 
darkness and is afraid. 

The second picture was taken 
by flashlight during a lantern ser­
vice held in a village twenty 
miles from our home. No one had
