Whilst prayerfully perusing the seventh chapter of Genesis, the
Lord drew my attention to these two words, making them to stand
out 1n bold 1elief. At once, under the anointing of the Holy Spirit,
1 perceived somewhat of their deep spiritual significance.

They suggest a life of close fellowship and conscious communion
with God. Ah, how eager the Lord is to bring His people into this
place of hallowed union with HIMSELF. 7Too long have we hn-
gered in the outer court of an impoverished experience, content with
an occasional visit to the inner sanctuary where He is wont to reveal
the Shekinah glory of His presence, satisfied with a temporary vision
of His beauty. ’'Tis toward this blessed goal the Lord would fan
lead His people.

This is the meaning of much of the discipline through which
we have passed, the cisappo ntrents encountered, the Josses sustained,
the pain endured, the trials experienced. This was all His way to
bring us to HIMSELF. Possibly at the time we failed to under-
stand the pressure of pain or the weight of affliction We saw not
in our shortsightedness that it was His method of enriching and em-
powering. How we locked in vain for an explanation of some pro-
longed test ; wondering whither we were being led, and what would
be the ultimate outcome of such a sirange experience.  Ah, had the
vell been lifted and could we have seen beyond the sufferings of this
present fime, we should have discovered something of the exceedmg
and eternal weight of glory to which all this mrvsterious trial was
tending  There have been hours when we have Leen ‘‘ pressed out
of measure, above strength, insomuch that we despaired even of
life ’’—the horizon has been black with storm clouds—the very

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toundations ot our faith have been assailed by the Enemy, until we
telt obliged m agony of soul to cry out with *‘tears and strong
cries ' i —

‘“ Master ! carest Thou not that we perish? ”’

At such tmes everything peinted to disaster , humanly speaking,
our way was entirely °* hedged in,’” escape impossible ; before us lay
difficulties as impassable as the Red Sea, and behind us an enemy
as relentless as Pharaoh. And yet all this was but to teach us the
lesson of full uependence upzn HIMSELF , that we might find out
** the greatness of His loving heart.”” VYes, ttus was all part of the
divine plan to lure our souls on te a place of deep and abiding rest
in God. Drear friend, have you drunk of the bitter cup of disappoint-
ment, and tasted the humilation of defeat? Think it not strange!
This i1s His own sure way of filling your heart with a satisfaction
which shall grow deeper and fuller throughout the eternal future;
His way of leading you forth in the train ot His triumph, making of
you an eternal victor, anid esentually a throne partner with Himself
mn the glory. Hallelujah ! O rejoice and be exceeding glad, for
though it doth not now appear what we shall be, we know that when
He shall appear we shall be like Him, and when Christ who is our
Life shall appear we also shall appear with Him in the glory. Let
us go forth without thc camp sharing His reproach, glorying in
tribulation, knowing the rich fruitage that tribulation worketh in
those who are exercised thereby.

Possibly you made many resolutions to abide and ohey only
miserably to break them. You promised God to go with Him all the
way—to follow unflinchingly wherever He should lead. You vowed
that though He slew you would trust—that you would share in the
fellowship of His sufferings, and be baptized with the baptism with
which He was baptized—that you would count all things but loss
that you might know Him in an altogether new way-—that He should
have full and absolute control of your life.  All this vou solemnly
vowed to God and yet you have failed, miserably failed in the ful-
filment of those vows. You felt when you uttered them that you
were sincere, you meant it all, you were desperately in earnest.
And yet I say so far vou have not realised the jov of victory and
liberty , you are still uncattsﬁed, still bound in spirit  Why is this?
Do you not see that He is allowing vou to pass this way in order
that you may discover your own helplessness?  That you may literally
come to an end of yourself and all your own resources may be ex-
hausted? ’Tis the self-life with which the Lord is (1&'111ng and
from which He desires to deliver thee He is anxious to destroy
the human, the patural, the fleshly, in order fo make vou into pure
gol i-a—go]rlen in character, conduct, and conver-ation ; like unto Him-
setf a partaker of His own holy spotless nature,

Thus through failure He is teaching you the true means of con-
quest, the roval road to a life of ovcrcoming Do not despair, in
due season vou shall reap thar for which it seems vou have sought
in vain—the time of vour deliverance draweth nigh. He shall sud-
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denly come to His temple—though the vision tarry, wait for it, for
1t slall surely come to pass. He waits to be gracious He shall
give thee the desires of thy heart—thy soul shall yet delight itself
in fatness and fertilits. The time of the singing of birds has come.
‘Thy God shall come and answer the heart-hunger which now possesses
you in a way that you hardly thought possible. You have sown 1n
tears, you shall reap in joy :—
“ Dark, dark hath been the midmght,
But dayspring 1s at hand

Be ot good courage, sou are wn the school of the Spunt,
there being trained for future service, take full advantage of these
precious preparation days, they are pregnant with golden cpportunity ;
make haste to acquire all the deep teaching which He will give. He
will keep you here until fully equ pped for the next step in His
perfect will.

NOTrS ON 1. CORINTHIANS —{(Continued),
By Pastor A. E. Saxav.

The Flesh Lefe. 1. Cor. v, and vi. 9-20.

e ——

| et

The specific case dealt with in chapter v. by Paul supplies us
witih principles that may be applied in any activity of the flesh in
the believer. The samce is true of the two following spheres,——the
social and domestic.  In these outlines we shall note the principle
more than the spec.fic manifestation.

1. Fhe flesk life may be active wm a frue belicver, one born
agatn and placed by grace wn the position of foim v. 24. Theologians
have generally either regarded the failing believer as totally lost in
spite of his trust in Calvary, or totally saved in spite of his lapse
wmto sin.  Paul shows by verse 5 the eternal salvapon of such is
not jeopardised by his failure in the sphere of the fesh, but such
real loss 15 incurred that his spirit only is saved in the day of the
Lord Jesus, a very different consummation to that of the whole
spirit, sou!, and body, being preserved blameless unto the coming
of ot Lord. 1. Thess v. 23. 1. Cor. xv teaches that there will
be prades of the manifestation of likeness to Christ in the resurrec-
tion. Revelation tells us of three classcs of believers at His coming :—

Those without garments.—Rev. xvi. 13
Those with washed robes.—Rev. vii 14.
Those with prepared garments.—Rev. xix. 7, 8

The case in the Corinthian Church comes under the first of these
three classes, and while it establishes the fact that failure in the
flesh life dees not invalidate the initial position of the believer, in
grace, it mighiily and eternally affecis his ultimate position in glory.

2 (zod has made full proviston through the woerk of Christ to
deal effectually with the flesh life in the believer.

(a) Sanctification.—vi. 171.

() The Holy Spirit.—vi 11.

(¢} The life of Christ —vi. 13, 17,

Negativelv the believer is sanctified when the crucifixion of the
old mah is experimentally realised through the appropriation of
faith ; and positively, as the life of Christ is manifested in power
throngh his whole being (I1. Cor. iv 1o, 11), the Worker being the
blessed Heoly Spirit, since

“ Fvery virtue we possess,
And every victory won,

And every thought of holiness
Are His alone,”

3 The actrvity of the flesh life v a believer if nat dealt with by
the provision made at Calvary mav tssue in disease and death in this
life, not merely as the outcome of glutied appetite, but as a judicial
at of Gad (v 5) This is the antitype to which 1. Cor. x 6 and
Psa lxxviti 3o, 31, with Nonm. xi. refer. The ageney for this is
the church pathered in solemn conclave, and acting in the name and
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power of Jesus Christ; the offender being outlawed so far as Chris-
tian fellowship is concerned (v. 5-13). Modern experience has shown,
that drastic and scriptural action of this sort has availed to pioduce
decp and lasting repentance wheie everything else has tailed. This
is not surprising since 1t is God’s appointed rod.

q4. The activivees of the flesh life i a believer, not brought under
the power of the Cross, will issu¢ in loss Lo Jumself and in exclusion
from the Kingdom (v. 5 and vi. g, 10).

5 God’s provision for the wictory over the flesh life, recewved
and realised 1ssues wn a resurrection ke Christ's (vi. 14) Of the
many passages in the New ‘Testament that establish the differcnce
there may be in the measure of resurrection glory, Jude 23 and 24
is most striking, showing the difference between ‘‘ the garments spotted
by the flesh,’”” and the presentation ‘‘ faultless before His presence
with exceeding joy."’

The Socral life (vi. 1-11). The New Testament teaches that our
attitude to one another is equally important with our attitude towards
God., In the ruestion of litigaiion in the lawcourts of Corinth over
mutual grievances, the principle that must govern the believer’s social
relationship with others comes out.

1. The prnciples of the K.ngdom of Ged are to govern the
social ltfe of believers, in the present age. ‘To infringe them is *° to
do wrong >’ (vi. 8). There was to be no refaltation. ‘* Going to
law ”’ was a legal way of hitting back. They were not to think of
it. There were to be wo rights clamed, *° Why do ye not rather
take wrong?’’ There was to be no expectasron of restitution.
““ Why do ye not rather suffer yourselves to be defrauded?’ The
same lofty standard that is set in the Sermon on the Mount is here
enforced.

2. Matters of differencs in the social life of believers can only
be settled before a spiritual tribunal (v1. 4) This verse 1s obviously
a misleading translaticn, for Wevmouth renders 1t in perfect keeping
with the argument in the context: ‘‘ If therefore, you have things
belonging to this life which need to be dexided, is it men who are
absolutely nothing to the church—is it theyv whom yon make your
judges? ”*  The ftribunal whose findings are exactly those of the
Judgment seat of Christ, is the only tribunal betore which these
matters can be really sett’ed. Such a tribunal is the triple bench of
the Word of God, the Church of God, and the Spirit of God. Any
other sertlement will leave the matter to be dealt with at the Judg-
ment Seat of Christ because the whole life of each believer is to
come under review at that Judgment Seat. This is the reiterated
teaching of the third, fourth, fifth, and sixth chapters of this
searching epistle.

3. The wnecessity for this lies in the fact thar the saints are lo
judge the world, and angels (vi. 2, ¢) It 1s therefore obvious that
only as believers display the abiwding principles of the Kingdom of
God in their own hives can they be fitted for this high office Tt is
to ‘‘ him that overcometh *’ the rod of rule over the nations is assured,
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4. The penalty for infringement 1s repeciion at the fudgment
Seat of Christ and 1155 of a throne we the Kmgdom of Heaven (vi. g,
o, 11). 'T'his is also what Paul means in 1x 2. There are two
phﬂ,se,: of the Kingdom of God: the hidden and nner phase within
the hearts, and lves of His people, and the future and manifest
phase, when the Lord shall re'gn gloriouslv over the eaith, and the
time shall come that the saints shall take the Kingdom. The majority
of refeicnces 1n the New Testament are to that future and manifest
phase, and it is to this that overcomers are pointed, as the *‘ prize of
their high calling 7", and to wh ch Paul so ardently pressed. Passages

Fn Electic TRevival,

The I’entecostal Revival which, during the last thirteen years and more
has girdled the earth, has now reached even to the Arctic regions. The false,
counterfeit, Theosophy, has for some time had 1ts representatives, and 1t 13
but time that the Truth had also 1ts witnesses

Aboul a day’s journey bayond ihe North Cape, off the coast of Norway,
and within sight of the Russian frontier, hes the httle 1sland-town of Vardo
It was whilst staying there that the writer began to hear rumours that in a
little fishing village named Havningberg was a small group of women—about
half-a-dozen in number, who used to gather reguilarly for prayer, who were 1n
full possession of the ble:-.smgs of the Pentecostal Baptism, and who were 1n
enjoyment of the accompanying gifts of the Spirit  These stood quite alone,
no cthers joiming with them, and the menfclk standing scornfully atoof. The
time came, howcver, when this village experienced a mighty revival, and out
of a tot-l poputatmn ot tbout zp0, no tess than 30 to 40 adults were swept 1in,
together with 20 to 30 children—that 15 to say. about one-third of the whole
populat.on  And the m mner of 1t was in this wise —

There 15 a young mssionary named Rodahl, working amongst the Lapps,
and connected with what 15 known in Norway as the ‘‘ Free Mission,”” who
felt led of God to undertake a mission in this willage during January of
last year, Shortly before going, he had a dream which he took to betoken
a time of awakening in Vardo, but this was not so; for ** every day whilst he

was at Havningberg the dream was being fulﬁl]ed Interest was shown
from the very first, and souls began to be saved, the gifts of the Spint being
in foll evidence. Rodahl 15 not himself 1n any way connected with the Pente-
costal Revival ; but the mmessages giien 1p tongues and interpretation were so
clearly of God, so pointed and powerful, and so direct in their application,
that he could have no doubt of their origin

After a while the meetings were, with the consent of the panish priest,
transferred to the schoolroom, which was not quite so large as the room pre-
virmisly used, but more comfortable and warmer, and here the interest grew.
Duriig the whole month the local business man closed his shop at five o’clock
every day 1n order to be frec to attend the meetings, a testimony which was
not without 1ts effect,

There were, of course, the usual guestionings about the “ tongues,” but
all douhts as to the genuineness of the languages spoken were set at rest by a
Swedish saidor, who recoguised the Itahan tongue Cne voung men who
was anxious to know the truth of the matter had a remarkable experience.
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It was a clear, starlit night, when he was walking home from the meetings,
questioning one of the wonien who had spoken in tongues, when suddenly
they heard a sound 1n the air, which grew ‘¢ as the sound of a rushing,
mighty wind,” wlulst two fiery Tougues appeared and stood one on each side
of the way by which they wilked They were both quite n:turally some-
what startled, but the young man went on his way believing. During the
mission, however, there were.none who r.caivei the Baptism, only a number
were saved, and when the writer last heard of them some six months later
the majority were stul standing firm.

A 1eal awakeming tock pl.ce about the s~ine ture at the much larger
village of Berlevaag, a somewhat important place of about 1 ooo inhabitants,
but ““ 1t was not like Havningberg.”

Llanelly Christmas Convention,

The following 1s a brief account given by one present The speakers
were : IPastor Dan Mordecal, from Kenfig Hili, and Pastor FEvan Clement
Morgan, from Dowlais, who received the Baptism 1n the Holy Ghost daring
the Convention.

The Convention was one of the bzst yet held at Llanelly. The meetings
started on December 24th, 1919, at the Island Plice Mission IHall, when
hundreds crowded around tho building unable to get in = The meetings were
transferred, on Christmas Day, to a place of worship called the Glenally
Chapel {a building which helds from twelve to fifteen hundred people). This
place also became too small, and crowds were turned away from each service
I noticed many nmunisters of the Gospel, and I was greatly rejoiced - Rev
Cynog Willhams, Aberdare; Rev Lewis, C.esalem; and Rev. Davies, Godrea-
man The last of these, who received the Baptism at the Aberaman Rewvival.
gave a few powerful addresses. He also testified to the remarkable out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit in his own Church We prase Ged for the
number of souls that were saved, and for the many who came into Pente-
costal blessing.

The Word of Ged was certainly ministered in the Holy Ghost and many
were crying all over the building At the end of the hohdays requests were
sent from all parts that the meetings might be continued, and we had to
prolong the Convention for another week. Over fity were converted, and
thirty-five persons were baptised into the Holy Spirit and spoke 1n tongues.
To God be all the glory, for ever and ever Amen.

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Two Commands and a [Promise to
Sinners.

A SkRMON PREACHED BY PASTOR GEORGE JEFFREYS, AT THE LELIM
TABERNACLE, BELFAST.

“ Then Peter sard unlo them, repent and be baplized every one of you
in the name of Jesus Uhrist, for the remission of sins, and ye shal recerve the
gift of the Holy Ghost.”—Acts 11. 38.

I want you to come back with me 1n thought to the day when these words
were uttered by the now fully-equipped Pentecostal preacher—Deter., We
enter the ancient city of Jerusalem and wend our way through its streets,
until we come 1into contact with a largs crowd of people who are gathered
together around an old-fashioned building of at least two stories high. In
this crowd nationalities of all kinds are represented—Parthians, Medes,
Elamites, strangers of Rome, and even from Mesopotamia We press on
amongst them, eager to find out the reason for such an early morning stir
Then we catch a glinpse of a number of men and women who, at first sight,
seem to b2 controlled by an unseen power Thair countenance; are it up
with a supernatural light. The'r tongues are lcosened, and they give utter-
ance in stringe languages, while tengues of fire descend and settle upon each
of them These persons, we are told, have been holding a ten days’ Prayer
and Praise Meeting, and only this morning has this wonderful power taken
possession of them, causing them to praise their God aloud and thus attract
the multitudes.

How strange 1t all seems, and how much we should like a more detailed
explanation! Anxiously we question one of the most serious onlockers, ask-
ing him what 15 the meaning of 1t ‘It 1s very difficult to explain,” he
replies, *‘ but I will try and give you a few links which may help you to form
a clearer 1dea of the whole affair.”

‘“ About three-and-a-half years ago a strange preacher, called John the
Baptist, came preaching in the wilderness of Judea. He baptized his con-
verts 1n the Jordan, telling them to believe on and receive One greater than
himself, Who shou'd come after him. One day this * Grenter One ’ appeared
at the Jordan, and as soon as the preacher saw hym, he s~1d, © Behold the
L.amb of God, which taketh away the sin of the wovld ' * From that day the
‘ Greater One’ has been the subject of conversaition and discussion 1n all
quarters. By His teaching He revolutionized the religious svsiems of our
land and drew multitudes after Him, while He healed all manner of sickness
and claimed that He was the only begotten Son of God.  But the chief-
priests and elders plotted against Him, and finally He was condemned to
death under Pilate the Governor  Before His death He promised His fol-
lowers that ITe would rise again, and that He would send them another
comforter. But hark! I hear someone speaking above the crowd  Perhaps
he may explain better than 1.”’

At once our attention is drawn to a plain looking man who 1s standing
1n the midst of the crowd, whom we are told is Peter, the fisherman, who
has constantlv accompanied the Master during His public ministry He
speaks with authority, and his words penetrate as he addresses the people -
“Ye men of Tudea, and all ve that dwell at Jerusalem, be this known unto
vou, and hearken to mv words TFor these men are not drunken, as ye sup-
pose, seeing 1t 1s but the third hour of the day.” He testifies tn the fulfil-
ment of prophecy as he claims that God, 1n accordance with His promise
pours out upon His followers that dav His Spirit He bears witness to the
Divinity of Tesus of Nazareth (verse 22)

He charges them with the guilt of His death (v 22} He claims that the
One Who was crucified and buried is now alive (v 24), and he speaks of the
exaltad position of Christ—nnt only 1s He raiced from the dead, but He is
seated on Jehovah’s throne (vv, 32-26).

In the 37th verse we find the effect his preaching had upon the congre-
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gation. Smners ale convicted on every hand Doubters are being con-
vinced that aiter ail tnere 1, sometming real about tne waole thing.  Tne

lessage nas been driven home lo tneir nearts, and conscience i1s speaking
loudiy. The dark past rises mountains high.  5Scenes trom the Judgment
Hall and trom Caivary comnle berore them. I'he loud cries of tne Lnrist
rejecters . “° Away with hum,” ** Crucity him,” which they helped to swe,
have now grown in volume, and are now sounding 1n therr ears lhike peals
ot thunder. Lkven the scofters have been silenced ‘T'hey realise their gualt,
and realise that they are indeed murderers of the worst type, for their hands
and heaits have been stained with the innocent blood ot the best One the
old world had ever seen. ‘Vhat had }esus done to deserve such treatment’
What fou] play had He wrought to cause such awful suffering? What were
the crimes He had committed which would justify them in sending Him to
suci 4 shameful deatn’  1hese and many stnular questions pass through their
nunds.  The storm 1s too much for them., Thne gulty load 15 getting too
heavy, and unless something 1s done quickiy they will be crushed under the
weignt of their guilt and sin, and with one accord they cry - ** Men and
bretaren, what must we do® ' The answer comes quickly . *“ Repent and
be baptized, everyone of ycu, 1n the name of Jesus Christ, for the remission
~ of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost " What an abund-
ance of mercy there 15 behind such simple commands.  °° Repeat and be
baptized ' ’* And to crown 1t all, what an ocean of love that seeks to lavish
upon such the gift of the Holy Ghost! It 1s not necessary to remind you
that, 1f you are unsaved, you are guilty of the Saviour’s death I have tried
my ukinost to bring your responsibinty beiore you, and you know by this
tune full well that you are charged, and that rightly, with His innocent
biood. ¥ou know that 1t was not the nails that bound Him to the Cross It
was the sin that you and I had commntted. Yet in the hope of hearing 1if
only the faintesl cry I proceed to explain the way of deliverance and salvation,
that you may obey the commands and receive the promuse,

First, '* RFPENT.”” In casc you should imisiake something else for repent-
ance I would first state what I consider repentance 1s nof.

(@) Repentance 15 not fear. Some men think that because they are afraid
of God, e will, because of their fear, have mercy upon them in the future.
They have mistaken fear for true repentance. All men to some extent have
fear 1n their hearts when they are called to the death-bed test 1 have been
summoned to the bedside of the ungodly when he 1z about to draw the last
breath, when his soul 1s about to take wings and begin a long drawn out
Journey for which he has made no provision. By the distoriced face, by the
cty of agony and anguwish of soul, I knew he was gripped by the fetters of
fear. Scruetimes the lips have closed for the last time, and have been sealed
with a curse. The last word the tonguc uttered was one out of the dictionary
of a condemned world Fear is wof repentance.

Felix, the Roman governor, and his Jewish wife, Drusilla, on one occa-
sion called the Apostle PPaul, their prisoner, before them He was ushered
tnto the richly furmished drawing room, and in their presence reasoned of
righteousness, temperance, and judgment to come Felix was filled with
fear He trembled under the convicting message, but his answer was: * Go
thv wav for this tinwe, when I have a convement season I will call for thee.”
He was fearful, bur zoes repentant

(4) Repentance 1s not feeling How many have mistaken feeling for re-
rentapee ! They thmk thar because their hearts are softened, and the tears
begin to flow that they are repenting Feeling 1s #2f repentance

I remember conducting an eight days’ mission 1n our church, when God
gave remarkable resufts to the preaching of His Word  Souls were coming
night after night to the Saviour There was one very ungodly man who came
to the meetings every mght, accompamed by his wife and grown up children.
Before the mission ended the wife and children were saved. The man him-
s!f cried Iike a child 1n most of the meetings, as he listened to the story of
the Cross but he would not wvield The Jast night of the mssion came, at
the close of which T accosted him with the words - ** Will you come to Jesus
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to-night? >’ He turned away with the little word *“ No! ” upon his lips. If
ever he felt, 1t was that night' tlis face was bathed in tears His heart
was soft, but he said *“ No! > He le.t the meeting, toock drink to ward off
the conviction, and before twenty-four hours had passed was in eternity ! The
last I saw of him was at the close of that meeting He was then a soft-
hearted and a weeping sinner, but not a repentant one.

I am reminded of Paul on another occasion, when standing before the
august assembly 1n the Casarean Judgment Hall. ke preached the Gospel
with such effect that the king was touched to the depths of his being. How

feelingly Agrippa utters the words: ‘° Almost thou persuadest me to be a
Christian !’’ 1ie had felt, and was ‘ almost persuaded,” but zo¢ repentint
I have explained what repentance dces nof 1mean I must now try to

exp'ain what I consider repentance 1s. To repent implies 1o TURN ROUND.

The Thessalonians had repented when they had *‘ furzed from 1dols to
serve the living and true God > The Apostle’s definition of conversion 1s very
clear when he expresses 1t as ‘‘ repentance (turning) towards God and faith
toward (laying hold of) our Lord Jesus Christ >’ The man who repents turns
his back upon the world and faces heaven He forsakes sin and accepts
holiness. He comes out of condemnation into justification, and loves light
instead of darkness. God appeals to his will, not to his emotions. He 1s
asked to ¢ repent,” not to feel repentance. The Master Himself said ** Come
unto Me,”” not ¢ Feel, then come.”” The impiisoned preachers, in the Philip-
p1an jail, when they heard the jailor’s cry, sud ‘‘ Believe on the Lord Jesus
Christ,”” They did not ask him 1f he felt anything 1n order to be saved.
They simply said : ¢ Bel.eve . . . and thou shalt be saved ” To repent truly
you must be prepaled to turn from sin, and be willing to accept salvation
through God’s precious Son, Who died upon the Cross, and this can be done
without waiting to feel anything.

Second : ‘¢ BE BapTIsED.”” I have no doubt 1n my own mind as to what
this command means. It is a going through the waters of Baptism, thus
testifying before angels, before men, and before demons, that you have al-
ready gone down into a spiritual death, with the Lord Jesus Christ, and that
you have been raised to walk 1n newness of Iife. If you are already saved,
I command you (as Peter did in the house of Cornelius) *‘ to be baptised.”
It is your privilege to let the principalities and powers in high places know
that you have been planted together with the Lord in the hikeness of His
death, and that you are now raised in the likeness of His resurrection.

‘“ AND YE SHALL RECEIVE THE GIFT OF THE HOLY GHOST.” In my text I
find a short cut to God’s greatest gift to His Bloodbought Church His
greatest gift to a lost and perishing world was His Only begouien Son. But
to the Church 1t was the Gift of the Holy Ghost.

Peter, 1n the name of His risen Lord, promised this blessing to men and
women who only a short time before had helped to send our Saviour to a
cruel death The very power that had taken possession of these, the followers
of Christ, was now offered to them 1f they would comply with the conditions
It 1s the same Gospel that I preach to you. Two thousand years have al-
most rolled on since then, but there is no change in God’s method. It 1s
possible for you, guilty as you are, to come to the foot of the Cross, to gaze
upon the One Who can deliver you from the penalty and power of sin, and
to receive here and now the same Gift that was bestowed upon the disciples
at Pentecost. How do I know this? The next verse tells me so Lasten!
““ The promise is unto you, and to your children, and to all that are afar off,
even as many as the Lord our God shall call.”

You are included in the *‘ far off »” company. You are included in the
““ called >’ ones, for God by His Spirit is calling you now. His voice 1s as
loud as 1t was when 1t thundered from Sinai It 1s as clear and distinct as
1t was when 1t came through the flesh that veilled His Deity during His
earthly ministry. What shall your attitude be? W1ill vou turn the deaf ear,
or will vou listen and obey?
