““[ charge thee therefore before God and the Lord [esus Clhrist
Who shall judge the quick and the dead at His appearing and f7is
Kwmgdom ’—I1 Tim. iv. 1.

The reason of this charge to Timothy is to be found in tle
previous chapter, v. 16. ¢ All scripture is God inspued, and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in
righteousness ”’  So Timothy was to ¢ preack the Word ’’ with bold-

ness ‘‘in season and out of season,”’ because of the Judgment of
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God, which will be carried out at ‘‘ His appearing and His King-
dom.””  The Word reveals to us the distinctions between these two
separate eveidts,

Nouce their order. First, ¢ His appearing.” This word ;s
used five t.mes in the New Testament, as follows: I Tim. vi. 14,
Il Tim. i, 10, 1v. 1 and 8, Titus ii. 13 That referred to is made
plam :n I, Tum iv. 8, *“ A crown of righteousness . . at that day
and not t> me cnly, but unto all them that love His appearing >’
Compare this with I. Thess. 1. 9, 10, ‘‘ Ye turned to God from idols
to serve the lning and true God and fo wart for His Son from
heaven.”” This has been the appointed hope and outlook for all who
have ¢ turned to God.”” Multitudes have passed into His presence,
and are .now with Him, who would have rejoiced had He come in
their natural lifetime But such was not His appointment. ‘If
[ will that he tarry 1l 7 come—what is that to thee ”’ (Jno. xxi. 21,
22). We are apt to put wrong construction on these things. They
that have fallen asleep in Christ—h#ave not perished, nor have they
lost anything by death (I. Cor. xv. 16-23). The Lord Jesus made
this exceeding clear (see John xi. 25), ‘I am the resurrection anD
the life : he that believeth in me, though he were dead (in his coffin
or in the grave) vet skall /e live.”” This clears up all doubt, and
dispels all fear to those who die ‘“ in Christ 7’ It is not the measure
of our service but ‘“ he that believeth in me.”” If any other scrip-
tures seem to contradict this clear statement, thev must only be
accepted in the light of it. There are four promises to cvery believer
of being raised up from among the dead; given by our Lord in one
address  Carefully read and compare these separate statements
(John vi verses 37-39, 40, 44, 54), I will raise him up at the last
day ’’ In this sweet and blessed assurance the Saints have laid to
rest the bodies of their fellow-Believers, knowing that He who hath
promised cannot lie

It must be noted with deepest reverence that ArLrL the dead in
Christ will be raised on zhe selfsame day. ‘‘That day.”” *“ The
last day *’ appointed for their bodles to be in the grave, see John vi.
39, 40. 44. §4, %xvil. 2, I. Cor. i, 4-8, iii. 13, II. Cor. i. 14, Eph
iv. 30, Phil. 1. 6, Io, ii 16, II, Thess. i, 10, IT Tum. 1. 12, 38,
iv. 8 It rrust als» be noted that it shall on that dav be “in a
roment, in the twirkling of an eve . . . for the dead (in Christ) shall
be raised in~~rruptible ”’ (I. Cor. xv 52).

““ At Hic appearing ”’ tbe dead in Christ—who have been raised
according to promise—will be joined bv those who are alive in Christ
on the earth at the ttme These will not share in the resurrection,
but “‘ this MorTA1 must put on immortalitv 7’ Those who have died
will experien~e ‘¢ this corruptible must put on incorruption,”” 1. Cor.
xv 53. 54 Tt matters nnt if we be dead or alive at His appeannp,
““ For botk (Newberry) whether we live we live wnto the Lord {(at His
coming) or if we die we die zzfo the Lord—both—whether we live o7
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die we are the Lord’s ”’ (Rom. xiv. 8-g)

Those in Christ who have died as well as those in Christ who
are alive at His appearing are all {0 be yudged by tium. Not m
regard to their salvauon or redemption but in regard to their lives
a-> spent after their conversion.

THE PLACE OF JUDGMENT,

We shall meet Him ‘“ 1n the clowds,”” ‘in the air”” (I. Thess
w. 17). ‘" For we (the saved) must aLL appear before the Bema
(Greek) of Chewst ™ (1. Cor. v. 1o, Rom xiv. 10). This word
““ Bema " describes the seat of the one who marks the place of the
runners it a race.  Each one has a place, even the last one.  Compare
I. Cor. xit 14-27, I. Cor. 1it. 14, 15. The lite ot (he believer ** 1n
Christ ”" 1s very simply described as consisting of material built upon
Christ the Rock of which Si;x (man’s number!) are named: * Gold
silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble” (L. Cor. iu. 10-13)
‘The testing 1s to be by fire. Gold, siser and precious stones will
come out of the fire to be used for the crowns of the *“ bulders,”’
but the ** wood, hay and stubble ”’ will be utterly consumed, and no
trace of them will be left to make us sad when ““ with Him »’ and
“like Him "7 Alas! what a loss there will be to those who have
spent their Christian hfe in that which our Lord will count as
‘wood, hay, and stubble!”” BHow great is the need of Christians
o recewve the Holy Ghost after they beheve, and also for them to
know the Scriptures which are able to make them wise! *“1f anv
man’s work shall be burned he shall suffer loss, but he himself shall
be saved yet so as bv fire’”’ Praise God we are not to be put mto
the fire—BUT OQUR WORKS ARE. *° That every one may recene the
things done wm kzs body according to that he hath done, whether it
be good or bad 77 (I1. Cor v. 10)

Some will be ashamed * before Him "’ in ‘‘ that dav ’ {I. Jno
ii. 28) Somie will be without clothing (II. Cor v. 1-2, Rev. 11 18)
‘““ And the shame of their nakedness wilt appear 7 After our blessedd
Lord has cleared away all cur failure and unworthiness, He clothes
us and decorates us before presenting us to the Father as His Bnde,
shortly after to become His Wife (Rev. xix 6-8) Then 1s the time
when He shall *“ present it (the Church) to Himself, a glorious
Church not having spot or wrinkle or any such thlng but that it
should be holy and withour blemish ©  This blessedness can never
be the aftainment of God’s people—but 15 by the cleansing of the
Blood and of the Judgment Seat—which puts awayv all evil and
brings out all that can be rewarded ““ Having thesc promeses.
dearly beloved, let us cleanse curselves from all filthiness of the fle<h
and spirit perfecting holiness in the fear of God ” {I1. Cor. vii. 1}

The Lord having cleared all His own out of the world that
they might be forever with Him, still leaves the world going on but
without a single member of the Church left in it. This is a difficulty
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to some but a careful examination of the following Scriptures will
scttle the question.

(1) Aul the dead in Christ to be raised in the twinkling of an eye

I Coi. xv. 52, 53— They that are Christ’s at His coming
(v. 23). (let the reaver compare the universality and the greatness
of the Curse brought by the first Adam with the pertect and compinte
celnerance brought to His own by the “‘ last Adam "’ (verses 12-23);
all the biessig 1s ascribed to the death and resurrection of Christ,
the first fruits and not to the quality of the Believe1). II. Cor.
v. 10—All must appear. Rom. xiv. 10. II. Cor. iv. 12-15
‘“ Present zs with yox,”’ i.e., the one who knew he would die to the
one who hoped to be alive at His appearing.  Rcm. viii, 23, I. Cor.
. 21-23, Rom. viri. 7. ¢ Glorified together,”” Col. iii. 4. “* Then
shall ye appear,”” I. Thess. v. 1o. ¢ Whether we wake or sleep we
shall live together with Him.”” *¢ Wherefore comfort yourselves
together,”” etc., I. Cor. vi. 14. *‘ God hath both raised up the Lord
and will raise up us by His own power,” Isa xxv. 8, ¢

All the regenerate who are alive at His appearing will be caught
up in the twinkling of an eye. See the following scriptures, I Cor.
xv. 51. “* Not aLL sleep—but we s/kall ALL be changed,”’ Jno xi
““ Whosoever Liwez/ and believeth (at His appearing) in me shall never
die.”” Compare this with the Lord’s statement 1n previous verse,
“ though he were dead-—jet shall he live.”” These same promises
are also found in John vi. 54 to those who die, and verse 5o to those
who shall *“not die” at His appearing. See also John xiv 3,
xvil. 24 All the “‘ alive”’ wheat (the Church remnant) is gathered
at one time (Matt. xiii. 30) ¢ Who shall change our vile body that
it may become fashioned like unto the body of His Glory, according
to the working whereby He s able even to suibdue ail things unto
Himselt *7 (Phil. iii. 21, 1. Thess. iv. 17)., We which are alive and
remain shall be caught up together with them (the dead) to meet
the Lord—in the air.

Others scriptures and types might be quoted to further confirm
the taking up of ALL the blood-washed company, but these will
suffice for the present.

Let me aga'n repeat the urgent necessity of cvery saved one
presenting his hody to the Lord that He may rule within and guide
them into His ways for a Godly life full of rich and npe fruit
How blessed 1t is to have the constant witness (spoken) by the Holy
Spirit, always leading to the Word of Truth, and continually using
the Truth to sanctify us, so that we may not be ashamed bcfore
fim (some sav left behind!) at His appearing.

The other judgment named in II. Tim. iv. 1 is * af His King-
dom.” In this judgment there is no resurrection of any ¢ dead ”’
Only those who are alive at the time will be judged.

Before dealing with particulars of the judgment it will he
profitable to consider the coming from heaven of the Lord Jesus Christ
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Atfter the Judgment Seat of Chnst and the marnage ot the
Lamb to tue cuulch, the Lord and mis Wefe (not o Bude then)
come down to the earth together (Rev. xix. 11-14). Look at Zcech
atv 5, which reads  'Lhe tord my God shall come and avL the saints
with thee ' {v. 4). ‘* His feet shall stand in that day upon the

Mount of Olwes '* He ascended tiom the Mount of Olives. The
{wo men i white apparel sawd, *° This same Jesus . . . shall so come
in lhike manner,”’ at the same place It 15 said both of those

Christians who are raised from the dead and those who are caught
up to meet the Lord m the air, * and s0 shall we ever be wets the
Lord.”  ‘Theietore when He comes down to set up the Millenial
Kingdom, ati His saints come with Him and are partakers ot His
Glory. The Millemal Kingdom is to be a righteous une, and all that
oftends 15 to be put out before it begins  *f Then shall the King
sit upon the throne of His Glory.”

‘T'he inhabitunts of the earth will be divided nto ¢ approved ™’
and ‘“ disapproved ' companies. The approved will be retained on
the earth to be the first inhabitants in the Millenial Kingdom  Thus
division into ‘“ approved '’ and ‘¢ disapproved ” 1s to be carried out
both to the Jews and the Gentiles. It will not affect the ‘° Chuich
of God 7’ as she has been taken out of the earth like Enoch, before
the judgment of the Flood.

The Ten Virgins and the men with talents picture the Jews
brought before the Lord, and the Sheep and the Goats represent the
Gentiles, and their judgment for the treatment meted out to *° My
Brethren,”’ the Jews, during the Great Tribulation, which takes place
between the Rapture of the Church and the King coming on earth
to sit on the throne of His Glory. Perhaps it will he enough to
point out that Faith is not named as being in anv of these cases,
neither do they know beforehand as to their salvation into the
Millennium

All the disapproved are sent awav to punishment, but the
approved go on with the Lord into the Kingdom

We print below a brief report of remarkable happenngs at Bourne-
mouth, sent uc by Pastor Blackman . It mclules a fuller acconnt
of the case referred to in Correspondence (No. 2, page 28)

T am sending you a short account of the lord’s doings in our
midst, at Winton and Parkstone, Dorset, England  We have two
assemblies of God’s people, and God is increasing them in number
and in the knowledge of our Lord and *Saviour Jesus Christ, to
whom be all the glory for ever.

On Sundav, Oct 26th, 1919, 4 voung man came {0 cur meeting
suffering from ])aral} sis, wearing steel and padded supports 1 give
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vou his own account 1n buet.  “ Whalst in the Dardanelles 1 con-
tracted typhowl, dysentery, pleurisy, and other complaints, atter
which patalysts of the lett leg sec in I was sent home shortly after
Christings, 1915, my lite ruined as far as 1 could tell. 1 went to
hospitals at Bristol and Gloucester. They tried electricity without
success, although feeling a little better. I was sent to another camp,
where I got quite helpless, and could not move my foot at all 1
was sent trom place to place ; to Mont Dore, Bourneniouth, Exmouth
and Exeter. ] was ficted with a spring attachment to keep my toot
in the right position, as it had turned in  Ever since my dischaige
rhey have been experimenting with me, and trying to find a cure. I
was sent by the War Pensions Committee to Poole Hospital as an
out-patient, and after seeing the Medical Board was gianted some
irons to enable me to watk with a stick Theyv even tried hypnotism,
but there was no cure for me, and hope died within me 1 went to
a meeting conducted by Pastor E. Blackman, and told him I had
come for healing. Pastor Blackman simplv asked me, ° Have you
faith to believe that Christ can heal you of the paraly sis?? T said
‘ Yes.” He then prayed, and poured oil on my head, after which
he placed his hands on my head, saving, ‘ In the name of Jesus of
Nazareth, be healed ’ As soon as the words were spoken my foot
began to sbake The foot seemed to press its way back to its proper
position. 1 felt mv foot begin to move, and the leg began to get
smaller. Before that time it felt like an elephant’s leg” The
Pastor asked me if 1 felt anything, and T said ‘ Yes T’m healed’
I then asked to have the irons taken off, which was done, and I
walked up the Hall without any feeling of stiffness, as if T had
never worn irons at all >’ From that time he has been able to
work, walk, run, and jump, and about a month after his healing he
received the Baptism of the Holv Ghost, speaking with tongues,
Praise the i.ord He is still telling the geod news to others.
As a result of his testimonv to the Lord’s Divine healing others came,
and they were healed. T give vou just a few cases One lad,
cuffering frem heart trouble and epilepsy, was healed immediately
One lady suffering with bad eves, another with cancer, also another
with internal trouble, were healed. One lady suffering from con-
sumption was anointed, after which she saw her doctor, who sail

a miracle had been performed She had Dbeen too weak
even to walk from one room to another Now, she s
doing all the housewbrk Onc girl sufferipg from goitre was healed

A lad with ankle bones out of jont, suffering much pain, has been
delivered, and has received his Baptism in the Holv Ghost, speak-
ing with tongues  Another lad suffering from parah si5 of the howels
was healed at once  He had suffered for about 12 years He writes
to sav ‘“ My bowels are ip perfect working nrder and mvy eves are
healed, so do not want glasses any more "’ Others have been
delivered from demon possession, and many others have been healed
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of divers diseases. All glory to Jesus  Best of all, more than
seventy souls have been won since Oct. 26th, 1915, and many are
seeking tneir baptism Stul they are coming to Jesus,  Halle-
lujah!  We are praying for a new Hall at Parkstone. Brethren,
rejoice with us, and pray for us. With greetings to all the sants
in Ireland.

NOTES ON I. CORINTHIANS.—(Conttnued.}
By Pastor A, E. Saxsy.
The fourth section of thus Epustle deals with Domestic Life.—
(1. Cor. vir)

1. God’'s rights (v. 7).

We must find out what 1s God’s will for us. Paul was an
eunuch for the Kingdom of Heaven’s sake (Matt xix. 11, 12).
Betore we take Paul's path we must be sure we have Paul’s call
{see also v 17).

There is a tendency to put God sccond in certain relationships.
If that is so, the Apostle points out that God’s rights must be put
first, and the relationship not established. This is the teaching of
vV, 29-35, which some have mis-construed to mean a reversal of
God's fundamental order of marriage Where God is put first 1n
this relationship as He is in so many bright examples," those in such
bonds will be ‘¢ without carefulness,” and will be able ‘‘to attend
upon the Lord without distraction.””  *“ Who could be happier, safer,
freer, better situated, more useful, better fitted for the Advent: who
more perfectly t}plcal of Christ and His Bride than a couple
divinely wedded and both of like precious faith? ”’

God’s absolute right to us 1s established in wv. 22, 23. But
others’ rights are admitted to such an exfent, that they must not be
cancelled so long as they do not interfere wyth our fellowship with
God.

2. Mutual rights.

God recognises them :—

(@) In a particular situation (v. 4)

(&) In a general situation (vv. 20, 21).

These mutual rights are paramount in deciding claims on one
another (v. 5} In arranging such mutual rights those who know
God will waive their preference in favour of the other (vv. 10-13).

We come now to the fifth section of the book in which several
important problems are settled that were vexing the Assewéfy Life
of the Corinthian believers. The question of *f me'lts, " occupying
the 8th, oth, and 1oth chapters of I Cormthmns, is used by the
Holy Ghost through the pen of Paul to give us light upon matters
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in the belever’s hife wherein a difterence in the measure of light
1sues wr a difference of action amongst the members of the same
body. Faul toliows his usual custom m dealing with a specific thing,
uof enunuacng the principle, leaving it to the believer to apply
individually.

i. The fundamental principle.

Grace Litts the beltever into a new standing  He is ** under Jaw
to Christ ©° (1x  21) which, while it releases from the claims of the
Vecalogue, yver brings him under a far finer and more exacting
standard.

23, claiming that all things were “‘ lawful ”’ to him, quoting
from the Psalter in v. 26 to justify such action, because all in the
carth is first of all God’s property ; and showing mn v. 30 if he can
eat and give God thanks his conscience is clear. Yet though he
approves all this, and acknowledges the position some ‘had evidently
taken up on the matter, as being right, his object 1s to show that
love was more than knowledge, and love to their wceaker brother
would lead them to become children in this matter, and put aside
their full-grown right (viii 11-13).
