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“ The Gentleness of Christ.”—I1, Cor. x, 1

Here 1s a beam ot heavenly hght falling upon the face
of our precious Saviour! Let us pause beside the pieture and
behold! How little we really know Him! And every such
revelation should be eagerly cherished. Paul was one who
spoke out of the deep experience of hus soul. When every other
argument might fail to move certain of the Corinthian disciples
he utters these words : ‘“ I beseech you by the meekness and
gentleness of Christ.””

Dfuly and hourly as he considered
his peerless Redeemer and the strange way in which he got fo
know Him, it shone out more clearly. Jesus had been gentle
towards him. As he read lus Old Testament Seriptures he would
come upon the words: * He shall centry lead,” and he knew
them to be true of the Master’s dealings with him.

Fverybody who knew the Lord could see it. Those child-
ren that nestled in His arms would never have been there had
it not been for “‘the GENTrENESS of Christ.” The * little maid’
felt 1t 1n the grip of His hand and heard 1t 1m His “ Talitha
Cumi,” and, though dead, she could not resist it Thoueh the
crowds gathered in amazement around the little resurrected
girl, we fancy she woulid still look wo into the Savicui's face
and sayv+ '* Thv eenTrENESS bath made me great.” See how
tender He is in all His works of love and mercy! As He spake
io the aged, laid His hands on the sick and afflicted, and
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talked to the woman at the well, it was His gentleness that
impressed. o, too, with everyone of us who has come under
His sway. We have felt it and we know 1t full well. Oniy
may we let its appeal prevail to make us what we ought to be.

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What 15 God’s purpose 1n creating and redeeming us* “That ue
should be to the praise of His glory,” This must be tite motive of all
we seek fiom llim, the motive of our work, THE ambition of our livea,
that tue beart may be lLept entirely cleansed by the Frecions Blood of tu.
Lord Jesus Clinist, that so we may be to the praise of His giory, so may we
satisfy Him,

There aie those of God’s children who are sick or diseas.d, saints
whom one¢ iteveles, who ate not healed. It 1s mot for us to judge why
they are not healed (Rom. 14, 4}, but should any soch 1exd these words,
may tliey put aside thetr own thouglits, and all they have heard from man,
and as ignorant little children may they cast themselves upon Geod, that
tie Holy Spiiit may teach them.

I'tksr  Tliere ave those who say they ale willing to be weak and fo
suffer, 1f this 1s God’s w1ll tor them, and His way for them to glonfy Him,
and they tell of the many lessons tley liave leained whilst on a bed of
sickness

I3 1t God’s will they should be sick and safler? 1f we scarch the
Woird of God from Genesits to Revelation, we find that 1t is not the will
of God t:at any obedient child of 1iis should continue 1n sickhess, though
IIe may have a puipose 1n laying them aside for a time, e.g., that He
may show forth His power i1n healirg them (Johr 9, 3), or bicause of
disobedience or sm (2 Chron 21, 12—18, Num. 11, 2-10, Joun 5, 14) ;
or because they will not be still before Him in heart and mind, so that
Il1s Jloly Spirit can teach them the lessons wihich are necessaly for progress.
The Holy Spurit 1= Lo be the Teacler, not sickness.

In Ex 15, 28, we have ITs covenmant with Tsrael, and wn Dous
the eurse of the hroken law,—disease of various kinds; but Chrigt re-
deemed us from the curse of tla law (Gal. 3, 13), . nd sealed the New Cav-
enant with His Blood.

When the Lord Jesus Christ was on earth “He healed all that had
need of healing,” “eveiy sickress and eveiy disease” 'The only ones who
were not henefited were those of Nazareth,—* He did not many mighty
wolks there, because of THEIR uxeELiEr.’ And all this healing He ¢ud
“that 1t might be fulfilled,” “Himsef took our imfirmities, and bare our
diseases” (Matt. 8,17) If 1t were not God’s will that all should be healed,
then the Lord Jesus was acting contraiy to God! But if we are childien
of faith dees not t7 e Lord say to us, “Cught not this davghter of Abraham
to be fice, whom Satan hath bound—?" Is it God’s will for His ¢luldren
to continue in sickness? Read James 5 14—16, “ ANY among you .
the prayer of faith sEArL sawe the sick, and tle Lorp sEALL raise him up ™
Surely this should dispel any doubts o5 to God’s will for His children.

It 15 not for us to say that we can glorify God in sickness, for the
only way we can really please and glov-fy God 15 by a Iife of faith, demon-
strated by obedience to His revealed will. in His Wotd Those who sav
they are willing to hear sickness as His will for them, ret da all in thetr
power to md themsclves of 1t by doctors and medicines, which, surely, is
inconsistent,

SrcoND. Thoze who say they are praying they mav be healed, and
yet are no belter,

They confunte praying year after vear, and vet they Fave po assurance
that they will veceive the arswer,—they Lope’' But hope is not faith, and'
it is “the prayer of FarTH which saves the sick.” Tt was through faith that
those of nld “subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousne-s, obtained promises,
stonped the mouths of ltoms. quenched fire, cscaped the edge of the sword,
from wealness were made strong,” etc Praver is obtairirg by asking, and
faith 15 “an honest committal of mysalf to God to do it for me”” or “for-
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saking ali T take tIim ** llow cun we have this faith?

1. It 1= the gitt of God (Lph 2, 8), through the Loid Jesus Chrwt
(Acts 3, 16).

2. “Faith comelh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God”
{Rom. 10, 7). Oh, 1f only God’s children would meditate more on His
Word! “So would they be prosperous, and have good suceess’ (Josh, 1, 8),
s0 would they have faith to lay hold of that full mmheiitance which 1s
theirs 1n Christ Jesus.

3 HKnowledge of God’s will. Tt 1s through studying the Word of
God that we obtain krowledge of the will of God, which 15 essential if we
would possess our possessions. We see how the teims ‘obedience’ and
‘faith’ are used intercliangeably (Meb. 3, 19). “We see they were not able
to enter 1n because of unhelief” (Heb. 4, 6, R.V.), “they failed to enter 1n
hecause of disobedience  We cannot have faith if we are disobedient, hence
the command in Jas. 5, 168 Is any sick, let them ask the Haoly Spirit 1o
search them, and reveal any disobedience, and when, or 1if, revealed, con-
foss it, and make restitution if necessary, and after coming to God for a
cleansing 1n the Blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, tlien the prayer of faith
will be possible, and we can have assurance for healing of the body, as
much as forgiveness of sins. Both are in the Atonement As we meditate
on, and study the Woid, the Holy Spirit will apply the Word to us and
our need, and we shall be able to step cut in absolnfe assurance, because
God has spoken to us,—He Wlo “calleth the things that are not, as
though they were’”’( Rom. 4, 17).

Tairp. Theose wlho east away medicines, ete., becanse they are going
to trust the Lord fo heal them.

Ome gives such a similar answer as to those of Class 2 It ig faith
alone which obtains the deliverance purchased on Calvary. Faith is
spiritnal, and 15 bestowed like all God’s gifts, of His free nnmerited grace,
by the merits of the Sacrifice of the Lord Jesus Chnst, tn response to the
obedience of God’s children. It 1s not mental acguiescence to a statement,
or an effort of will, though these are a necessary preliminaiy. It is for
sick ones (but far better for all whilst in heaith) to have the assurance of
God’s will through His Woid,—then must follow the mental assurance and
the putting forth of the will,—the desire to have what the Lord Jesus died
to bestow, and then the guiet assurance that God inspires the living faith
whieh 1s 2 part of Himself,—‘God gives what He commands” “Have faith
in God.”” “Ye have need of patience, that having done the will of God, ye
may receive the promise.”

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I hat the Son of God was manifested that e might destioy the woilis of
the Devil, of whielh sickness 1s one, tor before sin entered the worid wil
was “vety good.” That health of body as well as soul was part of the
wutk of the Atonement.

1 wondeted as the days want by why I could nok step out and take
this healing, which le had purchased, but I seemed fettered. But as 1
warted belore the Lord, He showed me things wiuch had to be put nglht,
showed me 1t was 2 s1m to be anxtons and revealed more of Himself to my
soul. Omne day 1 thought, * Why not trust Jesus, and put away tius
medicine?”’

The above appeared a short time ago in a leading Engzlish paper. Those
who are acquainted with the remarkab'e Pentecostal Movement, which i
the space of fifteon years Nas touched so profoundiy all the Churehes of
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Christ, wonld lave much (o say of deepest interest on ~uch a subject.
Tne following pape. way suive as a contribution.

When 1n Aprnl, 1906, this movement commenced in Los Angeles,
matked on the one hand by deeply seaichmmg and spititaal teaching as
ta the Christhan hife and character, 1n fullest kecping with that mast perfect
delineation 1n I, Cor., xinn, and on the other by most undemialde super-
natural accompamments, not merely of smprisiig healings of the sick.
but sftll more surpnsing speaking 1in unknown tongues 1n song, and prayer,
and exhottation, and their 1ute.pretations, many questions of deep interest
arnse 1 confine mysolf tv one—THE RELATION OF THIS SURPRISING Maxt-
FESTATION TO THE CLOSE OF THIS AGE As to its 1elation to the full baptism
of the Spinit much has besn written and different views may be held. Tt 1.
enougl now to say it is matter for most grave and prayeiful consideration
whether our God be not now at Ieast g;iving this as un aceompaniment of a
Latter Day Pentecost, and as a token of a far deeper wolking of the Spatit
IIeme we have at once the answer to the question many must have been
asking, Why shonld our God act in so stnikingly a supernatural way?®
Why should He have departed in such a matked manner {roin His nortnal
methods of woiking? The answer 15 leady to hand. If indeed this, as we
believe, be given by our God as another most arresting sign of the rapidly
appiroaching end of the age, then 1z not all explaired? But we are not af
all left to conjecture on this weighty point, namely, the 1elation of thes:
supernatural utterances to the Advent of opur lLord. Tor heile 1s the
remarkable fact that these Tongues 1n every place and land have two gieat
meanings, two great messages, always and everywhere—

First. Chiist is coniing and coming soon.

Second, Prepare to meet your God and Lord by a most searching
investigation of your own heart and hie, Test haply He find you
woefully uunprepared {or such a meeting.

Think you this sort of thing comes from a man’s own mind or Satanie
sources? 'I'hat sinful self or Satan should thus urge most solemnly to
righteousness and lioliness of life, and on the ground of Chiist’s speedy
return to take account of I1s servants, 1s absolutely ineredible.

Let me speak, as 1 may be p>rmutted, of my own perzonal experience
in this matier. Shall T ever forget one memorable might in AU Sairt-
Pavochial Fall, Sunderland. in Scptember, 1807" I had known mueh of
what had transpiied 1n Lhe United States and Canada n 1M In August,
1907, T had by very directly providential leadings been brought inte personal
contact with ong')in London—the first apparently in England und-r t™
mysterious power,—all of whose Iife history and character with which 1
became ultimately acquainted confiimed the conviction that it was a true
working of God’s Spirit. When she had first thus spoken in public, almost
all in thal erowded hall at Lewisham were as a resnlt on their knees ar
faces before God. In no spiril of curiosity I was in September led to
Sunderland having ten days to spare before my return fo Ireland On ¢ne
day twice T had heard those wonderful utterances 1 prai=c and prayel
from two kneeling by my side, passing into Enghsh hefore the close 1n #. .
most natural manner A few honrs later one 1n mv sitting-room broke
forth into most exquizite song and carolling in an unlknown tongue, and
later gave the meaning An bour later in the vicarage manv were under
the same pover of the Sprtit and one in partien’ar for manv minutes
singing in tones resembling Hebrew, and closing with a hurst of nraise in
Enghsh, no doubt the mnternretation The following eveming that voung
man was kneeling by my side in the Parcchial Hall A mis=sion menrting
had concluded. The ecrnwAs had dispersed. Thees that remaired were most
carncsflv waiting on their God, seeking the fuller power of the bles:o”

Spurat I bad heard um on a previous eveming pray and plead 1m Enghish
maost prtifully for the dark needy villages of Ewvgland, but on this Sunday
eviening not a word 1in liss ownt tongue did lie uttel,—bat such singing! soft
and beautiiuvl, i a tengue stmilar to that of the eveming befoie, but liow
sttange! beginming, as 1t wete, whele he then lett oif—woirds, tones all so
similar,—yet he seemed as one now acquiiing complete command of a
new language—then a piolonged silence—He sank lower and lower on lhus
linees, and then these words came slowly, softly, yet most clearly fiom his
lips, the first in Eoghsh lLe had spoken that eveming—* 'ELL—FHEM—]—AM—
COMING—sOON.”” T felt 1t to be as a voice from heav.n mtended very ditectly
for inyself,—almnast tiie only heater of the words,—giving me this Adveni
message as o sacrted charge. What else counld be done but bow low at his
stde and recerve 1t as fiom my Lord MHimself! What cowage 1t has given
me 1n proclanning the Coming of t'te Lotd, and never have I been so happy
as when declaning it But I speak of this now as most clearly revealing
one cluef purpose of tlns remarkable outpouning of the Spirit wrth its
utterances 1n tongues so little understood by many.

Much more could I say on the subject of this paper,—of a vision 1n
May of last year when the sky seemed to darken suddenly as though some
iernible slormi were rising, and the room i which I lay and the very
lionse seemed to rock and reel, atd a deep abyss to opep Wwith no escape
from sliding down into wutter destinction Then, as I looked upward, so
Ilessedly was 1 drawn out of and above all danger, so complete and suie
15 God’s own way of eseape—""Looling unte Jesus”—"Lock unte Me and
be ye saved ” (1 once agamn at the very opening of this yeai, on the mght
of January 2, 1 was awaked by what seemed a loud thunder-peal, and waves
of soff and most beautif il hight scemed to shoot ont—tlows of Lig™t ro [r-
on and on 1n all dueetins. One thought alone filled my suind and that
with unspeakable awe: I1ad the Lord mdced come for His Own® I lay in
almost brcathless stillvess, Iistening ic every sound, wondering whether 1t
really was so,—¥yet, lLlessed he God, without fear,—not venturing to rise,
so great was the awe on my <gnl, lest I should discover one and arothel
gone to be with thetr Lord. Then I hrard a voice outside, thut of a friend
—a most true seivant of His Lord,—and was satisfied the Advent Day had
Dot come o1 he would have gone The memmy of dreams vanishes, visions
never'! These I have spoken of bear so closely on our subject that I felt I
onght nol to w thheld them.

Our God has a threefold method, as the Apostle Peter tells us, of
assuring uz of these great Advent Realities and our share 1in tlhem—methods
which differ and deepen in  thetr character. TIRsT, AND ABOVE ALL,
“Tur Worp or Proruecy,” ie., the wiitten Ward of the Living God on
which all our convietions and expetiences must be grounded 1f to be of any
value—to whieh 1ndeed “we do well to take heed ”’ SEoONDLY, INTIMATIONS
ey Tug Spirtr, wheiehy that Woid of Prophecy 1s made  raole sme” to
us as then by the Voree that came from Meaver on the holy mount.

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s stavndard preparatory to battle, and His call 1s going forth, te whii
the pure 1n heait are responding. God’s great need 15 channels of mam-
festation; those who are willing to become ‘““capacities for God™ turough
whom may flow the rivers of hving water; in whom may be released those
mighty spiritual foices agamst whieh Satan 15 powerless ; those through
whom He may display His glorigus strength,
* Soldiers of Christ! arise,

And put your armour on,

Strong 1n the strength which God supplies

Through His eternal Son.

From strength to strength go on,

Wrestle, and fight, and pray,

On every hand to-day the Word of God 1s repudiated by those who
nominally represcnt 1fs teaching; the churches are fiooded with destructive
criticesm, which 1s paving the way for futwre open infidelity. Thete 1s

Such an one shall know of a truth that all power 15 at his disposal Thus
the Spirt-clothed believer mav become a centre of 1evival 11 the cirele in
which he moves, acting az an i1riesistible attraetive agency for Christ, lead-
g the thought and afieetion of others Godward,

Acain WE oBSERVE THE Cry oF Farrr. Eljah’s appeal is to God—
hre fooks 1n no other direction—his hope 18 ¢entred 1n the Lord of Hoats. Tt
was a suprems moment in the Prophel’s Itfe, a moment when muach was at
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stake, Would God be silent? Could Jehovah afford to irefuse this urgent
tegquest® Beloved, have you not discovered tliat God 15 ever equal to His
Word® lle that takes up such a position of faith as tlus canoot sink,
Omnipotence 15 beuneath him. God s response to this pressing appeal is
switt and sute. 'T’he prophetic invoeatlon reached the heait and moved the
aim of God It was a cry supported by the mighty dynamic of a living
farth 1n the ipvisible and eteinal God; 1t prerceg the veill of the unseen ane
Imought forth a palpable evidenco of the piresence and power of Him Whe
1uleth 1n the heavens. 1t was a prayer that uniocked heaven and produced
a maivellous display of Divine power, proving ouce tuure that the weakness
of God 15 stionger than men

This *“ery of faith’ 1s being generated by the Ioly Spirit n the
liearts of the Lotd’s people to-day, and swmiely may be regaided as the
piecmisol of approaching 1evival such as probably may eclipse all former
outpourings in the histmmy of the Church. Rovival means a deep cleansing
prepaiatory to a great filling.

Whetever God woiks 1n tlus way all that usuips the place and chal-
lenges the authounly of God will be destroyed What a tremendous trans-
foimation would be effected 1if God visited the churches 1n this fiety {fashon,
every unclcan gquestionable thing would have fo go,—God Tlimself being

Ilow (God stands at the door of organtzed Chrishhamty to-day secking
admission, seeking permission to wolk in power, but too often the leaders
are 50 occupred with their pamiticular party programme, and so He is left
watting, and Ilis eall is unheeded A 1evival would inteirfere with their
plans and upset their arrangements, unconverted offimals, whose financial
influence iz so great, would be cfiended and withdraw their support. But
how great would be the compensations aceompanying sueh a blessed work of
the Sptnt. An influx of Divine power would punfy the pulpits and
transform many of the men and their message, holiness would be stamped
upon thenr banners and the Church of Chiist would put on the garments
of a new pglory. O for some such holy conflagratton to sweep through
the land!

1t
was experienced by the different elhurches, and referred to over and sver
again 1in the Lpistles, and was to continue until the end of time as stated
in Acts n, 39 ‘l'hus we have 1t typified 1n the law, pioplicsied in the
piophesies, promised 1n the Gospels, fulfilled in the Acts of the Aposties,
recorded 1n the Epistles, experienced by the Churches, and promsed to
“gll that are afar off, even as many as the Loid oz God shall call.”

This mighty Baptism was originally accorupamcd by the speaking 1n
other tongues as the Spirnt gave uttertance God has only one Baptism in
the Spirt for ai1s people. 1t 15 the same Baptism that more than a
hundred tlhousand people have 1eceived 1n the last few years, accom-
panled by the same evidence Who att thou that thou shouldst withstand
God? We believe the speaking in tengues to be the Bible evidenee of the
Baptism 1n the lloly Ghost No one can truthfully say they have received
the Baptiam accoiding to God’'s Word without speaking in tongues—i, E.
McAlster 1n the “Pentecostal kivangel.”
