1)ehmd but 1t 1s all right, auvhow, for the dootway 15 blocked up now,
and thote is 1o exit o1 entrance that wav., Oulv sometimes the aroma
which finds 1ts way through the boards gells all too plamly the truth
that there 15 2 puhhc—hml&-e next door. But the Little hall, after domng
service as n oinema, a dance hall and auction 1oom, conld testilfy, IaLc
many a one who gathers there, that all things have now become new
A blight fire 15 buimng mn the stove, and bunches of red-hermed holly
are tied here and thme. while the texts e draped with grecnery
Fronds of ivy are hanging gracefully aronund that lovely text that adern-
tho front of the platiorm, sotting forth 1ts message ““1 am the Yioid
that healeth thee,”” 1 more than nsual beauty

But we must hegin the mecting. for the people have gathered now
Wo monnt the p’lattmm aud have just risen from our knees, when =
sistor approaches and, with o word of greeting h;mda s A motto-card
with one word stmulmg ont in hold letters. “(‘nmmg She requests that
i similar one should he hung on the front ol the platform, and we gladh
acquiesee.  There 1t hangs, and all who come m are 1enunded that He
wha eame * as a hittle eld to enrth, lome aga™ will doubtless return
cte long for His people.

Ohar hienvts are strangely stivred as we begin Lo sing Memories of
past Cluistmasses remnd us that all the way He has led has been ‘good
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Presently we rise to our feet, while the song peals forth.
0 come let us adore Hun,
Chriist the Loid
Listen to them singing! How lovely 1t 18! Theire 15 no trained chowr
to lead the music, and yet the strains are floating up to Heaven itselt,
for the Holy Ghost s inspiring us to adore Him. who stands i our
midst, and our hearts are harsting with praise,

It ts an open meeting, but we have, nevertheless, a httle plan 1n
our mnds as 1o how things will turn out! The saints aie seated mnow,
and we are ahont to 1ead a Christmas portion—but no! that song of
prawe can not be silenced yet  Agoarn and again 1t bursts forth:

“ Jesus we do adore Thee,
Clnist our Lord.”

1t 15 no good, we shall have to leave the Christmas portion for the
Holy 8pirit 1s leading on to worslup, and ¢ how can we help but adoe
Hun whom evervhody should knoew.” Such prases! SBudh prayeis! And
then hark! the Limad s spealing throush the (oifts of the Spirdt, aud
our hearts sav ““ Yes, Liord,” as we hear Him calling us on to u decper,
fuller hite 1n Fomselt  What a blessed tune of the piresence of God 1t 18!
And in the mudst of all the Chiistinas jov we can sce the tear-drops
elisteming 1 sevetal eves, as the memory of Hiy gieat moodness melts
our hearts ouce again.

But we must hasten on and leave our seaside town with all the
hallowed memories of vesterday, anc hasten to the scene of the Conven-
tion m the aity  The world 1 keeping its Christmas to-day, aud so
are thie Christians, bhut o what diverse navs!  Before long we are 1
the tiam and ~teanming off to Beltast. it 15 cold and there 1s a diizzling
ram talling when we reach owr destination, but 1t won’t he long now
hetore we are 1 the Tabernacle wheire thie first of the tlice Conventious
1~ Lield

While we have becn 1n our little Upper Room the Convention has
already bhecn running for two days. On Saturday night the people had
mot tor a praver meeting betore going out tor a rousing open-air Ser-
vico 1 a busy thoroughture. 'This was cut short by the raimn, but not
betore the precious seod had heen sowil 10 manv a sinful heart  Then
on Sunday theie was a wouderful time of heavenly worship, lusting
neatly two hours, when the Bread and Wine were passed tound. The
fust oddie-s of the Convention was a call to patient, energetic running,
thogreat Chiistian 1ace, and the histeners were stirced to a more entire
and whole-hearied corseciation to the great Forerunner  Then thero
was the night meetimg, when Mre Lecch had declared that he was a
“hizot,”” and enconraged othets to he sa too  He explamed that a
Ingol was one who held tenaciouslv to what he believed to be night.
Amtdst a chorns of heartv ¢ Amens ”’ he urged evervone 10 he bigots
for Salvation, IDhivine Healing, and the Baptism in the Holy Ghost
But we mast rolurn to the Monday morning, when we made our way to
the Tabelnadle

T'he mectiug 1s already 1n progress. so we shp auetly in at the bael
of the church. On one platform a hrother is speakwng eainestlvy on the
subtoctk of ““ The Three SBamanitan Revivals 7 The bulding i nrecly
filladl, and the peaple sue drinking in the Word Tt 3¢ just o few minutes
hetore we can fhrow ourselves 1nto the meeting, for we are feehing a
httle It ¢ Mondavish 7 after the Christmas Services of vesterday., But
presentty we are followmge Philip to Samarna, and noting with mmterest
the featmies of the thud Revival, when suddenly a peal of langhter
breaks out all aver the congregation. Awn elderly hrother bv our side
wluspers that he has missed that one. We tiv to whisper 1t hack to
hamn, but without much snecess, But what was 1t that the speaker said?®
Hao was talking about Simon Magus, how he believed aud was haptised.
awl how he had stood spell-bound, watching the Apostles lay hands on
the Converts that they inight 1eceive the Holy Ghost, and when he saw
that by the laying on of the Apostles’ hands the Holv Ghost was given,
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he offered them mouey. Then the speaker began querying what 1t was
that ho saw. Mast of us thwh we know, tor we liumbly claun to have
recorved the Holy Ghost, as at the begimummg—and then ho made this
wtatement . ¢ T tell you, friends, Stmon wouldn’t have miven a ha’penny
tor all that he might see of the power of the Holy Ghost 1n most of our
chuiches to-day.”’

But vou need nof think that the seivice wag spent n laughter Far
trom it. In the midst was surely ta be felt the presence of the Lord
Haimselt, and saints were edified and love burned brighter for the Ono
whom the Ethwpian eumuch recoived on the desert 10ad that day

The Secrvice Is over now, and soon we aie gripping the hand of
many o dear one whom we had not seen tor months, until literally we
have to request a gentle hand-shake, tor someone has gupped with such
watntth that our hand feels powerless to respond Praise God for a
heoarty handshake! We feel the love of Christ belund 1t But now
comes o strennous time for the memmbers of the Blim Pand.

Throughout the past months ot the year we have received kinduess
upon kindness from these dear people, far and near, 1n the north of
ltoland, aud it 1s our turn now. Au announcentent has heen made that
refreshments will he provided for all friends fiom a distance who cale
to stay. Already the brother whoe has a 1eputation for ‘‘ labours more
abundant ”’ has been attending to the borthng of several huge kettles
ol nater, while some ot the sisters have been spreading yunantities of
brend and butter A table full of cups and saucers, & great ean of
mille, a large hag of sugar, and a tca urn form the rest of the prepara-
Lant, and then the 1ush begins! Didlerent mombers of the Band station
themselves at chosen posts, and 1t is all we can do to keep up with
tho demand. Seores of men *° besides women and children '’ are served,
and still thov are coming for mme tea when snddenly thero comes n
Inll w the proceedmngs. The supply of cups has run oaf, and now we
moe foreed to rest for a few minntes. Evervone sceins so happv for we
are all trying to do somethmng for somebody else, and the fellowship
avor & cup of tea scems heavenly. Sisters who have to stand the taunts
ot uusympathetic members of their family ai1e now enjoving a peaceful
menl, where thev can talk freely about the Tiovd and His work

But the empty cuaps are coming m now. ‘“ No, 1 won’t have another
cup, thank vou,”” we can hear several saying, while all the time thov
would have liked a second one, but they are thinking of the ones still
w.tling patiently for their first cup, avd so thev refiamm  Took!' there
i» a4 hrother with coat off and sleeves rolled up, hending over a bz bath
of water, whtle another stauds beside with cloth 11 hand There is no
Limie to be lost, and the cups fauly flash 1n and out of the bhath, and
are very soon dried and filled with tea agam  And so the work goes
mt, and evervone seems hanppily husy. till at last all aie supplied, and
tlia warkers sit down for a hastv cup.

The next mecting will not be long now  Just time for a hittle fresh
nr, and then back again to the minor hall for a shoit tume of prayes
hielors the afternoon Service 1t is a specinl haptismal Service thae
wiernoon, and that alwavs means extra work, The water is alveady
tunntng into the large haptistyy, and the minor hall is cwitawmed ofl,
teady tor the candidates There are fifty-nine of them, =0 we must not
spend 1oo long an preliminaries. A hvinn i- sung, awd there i a shot
Lune of praver, and soon a brother is speaking on the subiect of water-
baptism  The word is clear and convineing and, at the same time
romforting for the candidates In the course of s talk, tlie speaker
made reference to an old man whom he had met i his tiavels, who was
fichting the question of immersion, fn the meeting which he (the
sponker) was taling thay bepan ig sing qmietly

“ Where he leads me I will follow.”
Over and over again theyv sang, but verv 'soon the old man found he
eondd not sing. There was a lump in his throat. Suppo<ang the Lord
were 1eally asking him to follow through the haptiamal waters, what
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theu? The stiuzsle 1in that hewrt was ficree but decsive, and the old
man soou found his way to the speaker and demanded mniersion without
delay. Alter relating this madeut the spealer turned to lus congre-
gation in the Elim Tabeinacle, and said - ** Never again sing * Whoete
Ho leads me I will fellow ' unless you are willing to go through the
waters of baptism.”’

The address 15 now over and, after a little singing, one by onec
the ecaudidates rise before a erowded audience and declare their faith
it Jesus Christ as Saviour and T.ord The testimomes are varied. Many
are 1n from couuntry nussions and assemblies, and they tell of how the
Lord met and saved them; some, vears ago; some. onlv weelks hefore
It is glormons to hear them! TFirst ithe sisters and then the hrothers,
unttl at last they aire at an eud. anud a chorus 1s being sung heartily,
naen there v a slight inlerruption.  Somceone is drawing attention to
a buight-taced young man who has not been unoticed. ** There 15 one
more,”” we hear, and soon the brother has given a hrief word of testi-
mony. ‘" When dul you decide to go through? ”’ asks #he Pastoryq and
anudst the p1rases of many volces the answer ts soon retuined. ““ During
tlie address.”

Now all 1s ready lor the cereniony to hegiu. 1t is n solemn time for
the candulutes, and vet a glad occasion, and manyv a faee is radiant
aw Lhey thus wdentity themselves with their T.ord  As each one stands
in the water, and just hetore they are mmmersed a promuse from the
Ward ot God 1s 1ead out to them, and then 1u clear, reassuring tones
we hear the words ‘¢ Upon the confession of thy faith T baptigse thee,
1 the name ot the Father, S8uu and Holy Ghost, Amen’", and thev pass
beneath the waters to aseend agam m a moment for a walk *“ m new-
ness ot Jrke v

MNow all the sisteis nie through, and then the brothers begin There
they sit lonking so full of huovant hife aud hope—such 1a1e promise for
the Master! till finally the last one descends the steps. and tlien the
ceromony is over.  For a moment we sce the Pastar, looking remarkably
trosh alter such an undervaking, standing on the top step of the
haptistiy, aslwng for veluntecers for the next oceasion. Several rawse
then hands i token of their willingness to ohey the Lord i tlus
matter as soon as possihle, and then the Service 1 cloced

Behind the scenes the work begins in earnest then  The minor
hall has to be cleaied as quickly as possible for tea, and this 18 1o
zmall job  The place 1s swamped with water. Wet towels, dainp clothes,
and soaking gowns lie here and there, and the place 18 the picture of
disorder,  Shall we ever get 1t preseutable again? Ol ves, there are
wilhing hands at work already  Soon ike curtam cau bhe drawn, and
snmentie 15 moviug torans and eliars, while another fellows quickly with
a hiush  Quiside one or two are workimg away with a mangle, and the
water 1s wringing out of the gowns., In less tune than one would have
thought possible the place 15 cleared, and tea preparations have hegun.
Soon someone has stiuck up a song of thanks, and then the rush, the
washing of crochery. and the general supplying of needs, until 1t is time
i the wight meesting,

We are a httle bit woryied thrs time for thiz 1« fhe day of the
Bellast Conventron, and to-mght 15 a mussionay meeting, Manv have
boen loohing forward to it, mauv have beeu praving for 1t, and not
a tew have heen saciificiug for it 8o 1t 1s a great occasion in every
wav, Have we not two honoured missionaries in our nudet, fresh from
the horrors of heathendom?®  Aund then, even mme 1mportant, theie
our dear sister, loved by all, who is to be our representative on that
vory field from which the missionaries have come

The Service begins and soon we feel the missionary spinit 1 our
mulst.  There thev it oy the platfurm—DBrother and Sister Burton—
and wo know there is to he a wonderful story of God’s loving dealings
with them. DMis Burton <peake first, tells of her eclear call to the
Congo, and of the wonderful and unexpeeted way in wlirech God had
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plannved tor her to go  She s so calm and peacetul ithat one conld
ot mitagie she had heen thtough auv mieat task for God, but the
Lgehe of heaven dlwmmes hier fave ns she proceeds  and though they ace
both so silent about thent suflerings for the Rlaster, we happen to
know a hittle of what 1t hus weant to themr  But, Like them, we leave
that side with Him who 15 not vunmundinl to forget, and swe yominey 1n
thought to damk Congo with these devoted mussionaries, awd scem to
noderstaund just @ bittle of what 18 mnst mean to those bemghbted souls
10 be visited by such messengers of the Cross.

But her address 1v over now and, without further announcement,
Mr. Burton rises. stauds by her sicde, and together thev ~inz o Iittle
by The tue 1w fawdiar but the words we do not understand,
however, we can picture to ourselves the delight of the natives as they

Time would altogethe: foulnd o detatled account of the address
that followed. ©Oh, that daik, sad pictme of what s has biought
mto the world! A laud where Satan jeigus, aud mnmorality abounds,
where might w 1ight and weakuness 1 despised—all ths and moe 1y
tlte vision he hrings before us  Then we leave the glhomy side and
contensplate the sun rwming how the Jaght came to Lmhaland, and
what God hath wronght  The story defies reprodnction, so we will not
asterpt 1t, but a dramatic moment arives when Biother Burtouw,
deseribing the jmmense work wlich cane be done by anv Spinit-filled
wolnan out there among her downn-trodden sisters. suddenly 1equests
Miss Henderson to 11se, and asks that the congreration will all take
Irer on the'r heavts .

We shall not soon forgret that Servicet There was n deep nnpression
made, sl we believe Gad will yet open the wav {01 others to go forth
at His idding. At the cose of the addiess an oftering 1w taken up
towards our Sisters’ heavy expenses The times ate bhad, and mans
are finding 1t haad enongh to make ends meet, but without any further
ado they pourasd out £77 to speed on: swister on her way. Many ae
gving until they fee! it, we know, God bless them! Thus ends the
most mwewmorable day of the Beltast Couvention, and who can tell the
ultimate issues?

1t would be quite out of the question to attemipt a Jdescription of
the 1emainmg two days of tlus Convention. Thowe who were present
at the Services can unitedly prawe God for vending dear Brother Durton
amongst us. How we laved to sit under his mumstiy, as he took up
ono subject after another and thrashed 1t out 1w a wav that was lneid
and mteresting, and, at ilie same time, wspunmg Difbenlt subjects,
Loo, such as the question of gutdance i the Christian hie, aud the study
of the Seriptures! We shall not attempt to eulogise Tus minmwstry fon
we know that he hunself would love above all 1hat the Loid should be
magnified, but ne do wish to say that he took us step by step with
the Word of God, ever makimg 1t the final authorigy, and drawing oud
out love for the 0ld Book. We hope 1n subseguent numbers to give
our readers u chance of sharng seme of these good things wath us,

Thus wo pass those happy days nutl, on the last mght of the
Convention, we gather to hear an addiess on the Heeafter Tt 15
fearful subject to take tor the closing meeting, but o these days
when every wind of doctrine 1 heating up against the Chuneh of Christ,
1t 15 well to have clearness of conviction on sucly a matter  The Beivice
beging at ewrht o'clocl to-might, so the time allowed for speaking s some-
wiat Lmted, but after takme thioonoh the Scepties on this topic we
cattnot Ta1l to have a clearer grasp of the avwiul future that awnits the
pupenttent,  On spealang to a <ster, after the meeting, we 1emark
that 1t secius rather a ity that the Convention should ead with seh
a sad subyect, but she quiekdy replies “ Oh, do von think <of Tt only
makes me prase Gad the more when T see what we liave hoen dehvered
from "; and we are renunded of the glad thankiulness expressed on on
many faces as we sprang to our feet at the close of the address, and
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sang the favourite hymun of the Couvention.

Ballymena,

We found 1t hard to finish that Belfast Couvention, and though
Wednesday was the proper day to close, Services were lield on Thursday
and IFriday, and we do praise God tor news ot souls saved and of
saunts filled with the Holy Gliost during these and the emlier days
But at last we have to separate—somne going to their Assemblies tor
the week-end, and some to Ballyvmena for the opemng ot the Conventioun
there. Agoain we return to our seaside Assembiy for New Year Services
Aloemorabla days, fraught with blessing, we trust, to those who gatheied
with us. But we must get up to Ballymena, 1f ouly for a day, so
Mouday moruniug sees another ecaily start, and we are svon speecil.'ng
noithwaid from Belfast, and arrve at Ballymena m good time for the
ol ulitg meeting  The Protestaut Hall, a spamous bwlding, has been
buoked for the Convention, but the tmoining and atternoon Services
are held 1 the new Elim Hall, Once agawm there are the greetings,
ﬂs warm as ever, from the dea: Ballymena people, and then the Service
22 11S,

We arze favoured by the vsit of Mi. Kingston, fatlier of one of
our valued workers, who has come all the way from Leigh-on-Sea fo
these mectugs, There 11 a spirit of freedom 1n the meeting, surely
the result of the presence of the Holy Spuit Himself, Prawse s
followed by praver, and soou M1, Kingston is gpeaking. We twin to
the 3rd Chapfer oif 11 Wings, and presentlvy he 1% warning us against
unholy alliances telling us how the Cross came lis way when he began
to stand for the Tiuth we all love so deaily, and goiug on to say that
ho glored m 1it. Touching the lrish Peatecostal work, le remnarked
that he found the same sweet fellowship among Penlecostal saints where-
ever he met them—the huk wlich is so mndescribable and yet so real,
ancd which those outside the movement know so hittle of. And then he
led us on to rejoice once more in the wondrous grace of God who worked
for His people in spite of thewr sin. We saw once again the ditehes
digged 1 the valley, aud the pure water streaming into them and over-
flowing all the land avound—enough and to spare—and we almost caught
a vision of the *‘ roseate hucs of early dawn '’ reflected 1n this new-
formed lake which brought about the final defeat of the enemy. It
was 1nspiring, and we love to =it at the feet of one who is obvicusly
more mature 1n his experience than our usual youthful speakers.

The atternoon saw us gathered again for another time of fellow-
ship, and tlus tinle we are cheered by a word from a dear hrother from
Scotland. Two years ago he had come across for the Belfast Conventron,
aund lad returncd home filled with the Holy Ghost, to devlare what
gicat things God had done for him. We are glad io see him again
though he looks somowhat wearied with the strain of hife’s toils added
to the ready service for the Master. He tells us he has come over for
a rest, but he knows that he will get a blessing in secking fo bless others,
and we lbelieve we all had a blessing that afternoon  Another speaker
followed, and then we adjourn till the night moeting

Tlus time the Seivice 1s in the laige Piotestant ITall 1t 1s to begin
at eight o’clock, and befwe long hundreds of people are packing the
pluce. We gaze down upon a huge audience, and look across to see
a well-filled gallery, too 1t 15 an iuspuwing sight! Such crowds to liea:
the Old Gospel, and the story of God’s wonderful love to a single soul,
for there 15 to be a double event to-might. After singing and prayer,
M:, Leech rises, and the audience listens with close attention as he
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extols the Cross of Christ, unmagks the subtle attempt on the part
of many modein teachers to depirive the Gospel of the Blood, and
declares Calvary to be tho cenfre and ground of the Faith. Praize God
tor staunch adherence to the Truth i these days of apostasy.

Then follows a story the equal of whicli the Ballvmena people have
nover lListened to. Let us look for a moment at the speaker There she
stands, aristociatic to be sure, but withal a simple, fresh-looking Russian
gl Who would have dreamt that she had been through such scenes!
She 1 with us to-might as a miracle of God’s redeeming and delivering
love and power. 1t 1s a marvellous story. The people si1t spell-hound
1t 1~ as dramatically startling as any uovel could be, but 1ts 1eality malkes
1t miiutely more impressive; and intertwined with the whole gruesomne
account of escape from the horrors of 1evolution there s the nairation
ot God’s saving grace 1 a sto1y nore arresting than we ever expect
to hear dowu here. The hour is late when the speaker stops. A deep
anpresston has been made. and i a few moments the meeting lias
cuded and, with 1t, the second Convention, while close on a thousand
people troop out mto the uight with a vision of ktermity stamped upon
their hearts.

Zurgan.

There 1s only a day’s interval this time between Ballvmena and
the last Convention, We have just time to rush back to our own
A-cembly tor tlhie Tuesday piayer meeting, and then off again noxt
worntng tor Lurgan. Somehow theie are extra expectations for this
Couvention., It 1s the fiist for Lurgan, for the woik there 1s young
hut, praise God, 1t 1s strong also, A dear hiother accompanies us to
Beltast, and siuce we have some tune to spiue between the trains, we
make our way to the Tabeinacle, aud together we lhiave a lLittle time
over the Word, and 1n prayer.

1t 15 over all too quickly, but we feel refreshed, for things have
been moving rather guickly of late, and we cannot aftord to lose ow
tunes of communion with the Lord. In a few mnutes we make our
way to the Gieat Northern Station where, to our surprise, we sec
such a number of familiar faces. Oue after the other we recognise
them until there must be something hike twentvy people, nearly all
mombers of the Evangelistic Band, off by the same train to take Lurgan
by storm 1n the Name of the Lord We are delighted to have the com-
pany, and very sooh we are packing out two compartments. Most of us
ook a Dittle weary with the exertions of the past days, but very soon
thie headaches ate forgotten in the happy fellowship enyoved as the
train steams towards Lamrgan Theie are three strangers in our com-
partment, and we think they look a bit out of 1t, hut prescatly two
of them recerve a Gospel leaflet, and before leaving cach 1s spoken to
about Fternal things We tiust we shall meet them 1 vonder land
Now we are only a few miles off Lurgan and we will make the train move
faster by a burst of song

¢ Not the righteous, not the righteous
Suners, Jesus canie to save !
we sing, and then the train stops at a station, aud we coutinue:
“ It 1s lovely! It s lovely!
All my ging are washed away.”
People pass the windows and gaze 1 with a curious expression on their
faces of mingled interest and pitv! But we sing on, all the moie heartily,
until the tiain moves agaun and presently Lalts at our destination.

This 15 Lurgan, a {an-sized matket town with a cood mannfac-
turilg population  The day is not soo bright and the streets fearfully
nuddy as we tiudge out of the station. Quite a partv of ns, with bags
and cases and Bible-walets—a queer-looking procession, no doubt! DBut
we arc happy all the same; we don’t know where we z1e going to stay,
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but wo all make our way to the new Bl Hall, and deposit the haggage
there, Thete a consultation 1s held.  Many of the Assembly-membos
have opened their homes, and it just remmns to arange where each
visttor 15 to go  Just how loug that took we caunot say, for within
about five mrutes we are 1ushed mto a children's meeting 1 a lhittlo
toom leading out of the main hall. We enter. The utmosphere 1s like
the Black Hole of Calcuttn, and we wish we could open that skyhght,

volunteer a few new ounes, and finally teach them:
“ Leave your home i Grumbliug Sttect,
Come to Suushine Squale;
That’s the place we all should meet,
All e happy there.”

Tiicy ase delighted, but we wmust vwot spend all vur time in singng Lt
thete are little hearts to be won for Jesus, and we will not lose the
opportunity of sowing the sced. We pray while they stand tor a moment
i silence, and soon we have gaven out our text: “ Ye are not yvour vwu
tor ye aie bonght with a price ”; aud then we follow with simple story
to rivet sn their heaits the message.  Another chorus and a closing
prayer, and we me out into the fresher air again, and, in another
nunite or two, off to our new lodgirgs with another hrolher. We long
that sume spectal blessing may rest upon this home. It 15 o hwmbic
home, but suel kiudweess 13 shown us, a truly Irish home, too, so much
s0 that we are a tnifle ecmbarrassed at the flattering remar ks that are
made about our appearance; but theu, 1f the Lord will only use us
here, we can afioid to pui up with a little of that.

Soont we atoe off to the fiist neeting in the Town Hall. It 15 n
Lugs lding, avd has been nicely decorated with texis. 1n the centre
ot the platform there hangs a lorge one with the words -

“The Lord is at Hand
aud often through the Convention the message of the sovu-expecied
Advent 15 lieralded forth. Together wo assemble, as a band of workers,
ou the laige platform. and look over the audience. 1t 15 quite evident
that the Lord las becn working 11 Luigan, for we can sce the faces
of many it up with the glory ol God 1% 1s grand! There 1 a lovelv
spuit tn the meebting, and soon the Halleluianhs are hushed ns we sit
aud Iisten to that moving message on Calvary, Was 1t ever =0 real
before, and did we over sce 1t m clearer hight? Hark! We can hear
our swter speakimg now as she quotes those wuch-loved lines, so in
keupiug with her subject -
“ Was 1t the nails, ) Savionr,
That bound Thee to the tree?
Nav, ’twas Thine everlasting love,
Thy love for me, for me.”

The message v delivered now, and i a short time the first meeting
of the Conveation is over, aud the people ae stronming home with
many a resolve to ding closer to Jesus, wlile athers would he awake
that nyrht and contemplate the Cross, under a deep conviction of tlieir
owil sinfuluess.

But how can we_attempt to relate all the happenings of the Con-
vention?  Fune absclutely foiluds; but 1t was a precious scason We
will skip over the next day and come into the Friday moeting together
Auother huge crowd—larger than ever! And tlus time Pastor Georgoe
Jefireys 15 speakinz  He is takmmg up the subject of the ¢ Gift of
Tougues,” for Lurgan has seen something of a Pentecostal revival, and
there have been many adversaries,  The samts must he ostablished in
the Truth, and gamsavers must he answered from the Word. 1t is B
convincing nessage,  There can swely he few out of that great erowd
who could say in future that we weie not on Seriptural hues It was
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w stz moment when the speaker appealed to Bible-foving Ulstenimen
to stand ttue to the Old Book—cost what 1£ might  There was a solemu
note 1 the message, too, and as we sat and looked over that seoa of
taces wo eould not help feehmg that theie’ was a stiuggle gomng on 1n
mawy o hte.  Hiought tace to face with the perfect mcripenralness ol
that whicht they had so vehewently opposed, what shall their next step
he? Are they gomg to drop then opposition?  And even so, can they
remain neutral?y No, they can hear a ¢ stall small voice,” clearer than
tho speaker’s aceents, Indding them to he ** Alled with the Sparit.” But
the Cross lvoms large o that pathway.. Js the cost too gieat? These
and such-like questions are passing, we heheve, through many a heart
and mund. May God give them girace to tollow His leadings.

Again we must curtoal, and pick out one or two from the 1emaining
mecttrgs.  There was a speeral missionary meeting on Satmrday after-
oo, and as we come together we remtark several tamiliar taces frow o
distance.  I'riends have come trom Portadown, some ten miles oft, and
others all the way trom Armagh.

Qur nnssionary-triends trom the Congo have leit us some days betore.

We have
two sisters spealking this atternoon. Oue 13 01 soon-sathing misstonary,
M Henderson, aud the other 1s Miss Phu. from Lisburn. Before long
the meceting 1s 1 tull swing, aud we join 1 that sweet httle cliorus:

O Walkhimg waith Jesus, by s side 1'H stay,

Walliing with Jesus m the narrow way,

Travelling along together day by dav,

I'm walking mn the Kimmg's lnghway.”’
Over and over we sing 1f, and theuw the fust speaker steps forward,
aud soon owr uds are baek wich Ruth in Moab., We tollow ler to
that pating-ot-the-ways, when she once for all c¢hooses to leave howe
and landred and people, aud comes to ttust under the shadow of
Jeltovall's wings., We are remnded how * Phey fuo  went until they
came to Bethlehem, and we kuow that when the Master calls us all to
service, he ever adds His ¢ Lo, 1 am with you alway.”

The first addiess 1s closed, and before long we are listening-to an
mspued messnge from Miss Henderson  We are moved  We know she
will not be with us much longer, and yet she talks so sunply of he:
dedication for dark Atrica; of how God had aceepted her, and at last
brought her in sight of the gnal She does not assume a superior
position becanse called to this privileged post, but tells us the Lord
has o call for us all to serve Hum. Are we goiag to awswer the call?
llave we had lsaial’s vision of the Loxd, high and hited up? Have we
heard the voice saying . “ Who will go for us?”  In closing she reminds
15, 1t tlose sweet [ines, of the Shepherd whose heart 16 i the mudinght
lands, sceking the straymg sheep, while at the same tuine thousands
ate carmg for the well-ted flock at home. 1t was an 1mpiressive message
that mauy will long remwember, we know

But we must hasten oo to the last dav. We can scaicely pause
to describe the Breaking of Bread meetwng with that crowd of voung
men 1 the fronv. Time fails, to tell of the sweet message which was
so helplul to many on the Loid’s jov 1 His people  How wonderful 1t
wis Just to know that even ihen He was rejorcing over us with oy,
Hallehgalt! Very soon we were gatheted m sputt 1ound the Table,
and ouur Joy was mingling winhr His wlale we loohed forward to that
day so soon coming when

“ He and !, in that hrnieght gloy,
One deep 1oy shall shaie
Mine, that He is ever with me,
Hiuiy, that 1T am there,”’

Suvday alternoon wia. the ciowinug meetrug flom n numerjeal

standpoint.  Our young Russian sister was aunnounced to speak, and
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many had gathered to hear her story. We arrived on the scene about
o1ty minutes hefore the time of commencement to find the place
absolutely vverflowing., Ilundreds must have been turned away fiom
thrat and the mght meeting, and we shall know next tume, 1LV,
to arrange an overflow meeting elsewhere. Anyway the hall was sunply
packed out! 'There were probably over fifty people on the large plat-
torm alone, while at the bazk of the hall the people were standing six
deep 11 the space left heh:nd the back seats. The gallery was crowded
aud the stawrway leading up to 1t; while a perfect sea of faces gazed
towards the platfoim, We estimate quite a thousand people. Apain
the woundertul story anndst rapt attention, and then we adjourn berure
tlio last meeting  ‘I'his tune tea is provided for a mee nuinber of friends
hom a distance, and soon the people begin to pour in long before the
time for the might weetimg,

This time we have arranged for s1x sthong stoewairds to help manage
the crowds, and tany late-comers were disappointed by a shuf dooi
The meeting begins well 1n advance of the sebeduled hour. 1t 15 to be
a Gospel meeting, and the sister who gave the opening address 18 to
spealk again, She advances to the table with a message fairly buraing
in lier heart, and it wns a message, tno  Over aund over, with ever-
deepeuning conviction, wm the course of het address, she repeated tlic
text: ‘* The Haoly Ghost saith  To-day, 1f ye liear His voiwce, harden
not your hearts.”” We cannot recall ever having sat under a more solemu
appeal, and though therc were no unmediate, evident, 1esults, we ate
confident that God's Word will not return unio Him void. Aflter a
Litile mingmng, a short after-meeting followed, and the last Conveution
was ovel.

Back to om lodgings we weut, and about madmght opened the
Dable to read a passage for the last family pravers, wheu, prame God,
ou1 desne was gianted. Salvation did come to that house, and Jesus
entered anothier heart that might. Next mornng several of ns assembled
at the Town Hall to i1emove the decorations, and Jdu other necessary
work 1t was a strauge picture that met our eves. Theie was our
Russian sister sitting on the platforr looking evidently wearied after
tho strain of vesterday's ovrdeal, while 1n the bodw of the hall members
of the Band moved hither and thnther, dowmng scraps of work that fell
to thewr lot We will give our sister her due by saving that her
deserved rest was soon eut short by her own desire, and she was taking
part with the rest In active mannal work, There were chams to be
moved, texts to be taken down, eollapsible forris to be dismantled, and
parcels to be done up I vou ask who worked the hardest, that is an
invidious guestion, but we still have a vision of the perspuiroation standing
1n beads on dear Mr Kingston’s face, while lus son finds an unobserved
corner 1t the refreshnment room, and there nphes awav sith a2 brush
sweaping up the fragments that remain amid ithe dust

Then followed a wallk with baggare to the station, and when Delfast
was reached the party might be seen dispersing, in different directions,
for the woik wihich lay hefore them. Some were booked for new
centres, senie would 1etmu to thetr own Assemblies, while others would
soon he crossing the water for service in Eugland and the Channcl

Isles. But all are carrving awav sweel, imspuiag memories of thowe
blessed convention times, wlneh will lead them to new lengths of devotion
to theiwr glorious Redeemer and Friend. EAvV. M.

Bible Stuoy Counrse.

By De. W. B G, Pra
Suggestions for Mible Study.—No, 2,
Seripbure  Genests 1, 1T and 2,
1t would not be right to pass from consideration of these opening
verses without directiug the careful attention of bible.sindents to that
reading wlich places a long mterval, or gap in the earth’s lustoly,
between verses 1 and 2 of Genesis L.
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Though an old interpretation and well known to many, it has
assulned special inferest of late years 1w view ot the attacks made upon
the authority ot the Scriptures by the “ higher  ciities, and also by
students of the sciences. .

We are told in I Peter, 111, 15, to * be ready always to give an
answer to every man that asketh you a reason,” and this rmphes that
a sound, logical argument or reason exists for every tenct of our faith—
that s within our reach, and that we are expected to give a couvincing
answer to honest inquirers Let us now see what '‘ answer ”’ tlus
Seripture affords, both to those who ask, and those who attack, in the
Light ol the rending relerred to, which 15, briefly, that.—

Verse 1 states the fact of the original cteation of the universe
at an indefinitely 1emote time;

Verse 2 opens the nariative of a re~creation after a period of
doselation and 1mn.

Belole presenfing some of the rcasons supportimg this view, the
writer wonld say thai his examination ot the adverse literature put
forward by Ihigher erities and others has not revealed a single vahd
objection to 1t, although 1t has been greatly to their mterest to overthrow
1t.  Should anv 1eader be able to present such an ohjection, the writer
will esteem 1t a favomr to he informed of it

Among the considerations in favour of this reading are —

1. The Helnew text allows 1t. Veise 2 mav he correctly trans-
fated ‘* And the earth became waste and void.”’

2. K s wmphlied mn the change of verb from (Helmew) bara ¢ to
croate ont obf nothing,’” in verse 1, to (FHlehrew) asall ¥ tao
form out of existing materials,”” in verses 7, 16 and 25: but
this is not conclusive, sinve the word ‘‘ bara ’’ is not alwavs
confined to the ahove meaning, and re-appears in verses 21
and 27.

3 1t accords with Isawh, xibv, 18- “ He created 1t (Jare) not
a wasto ” (Revised Version). Hete the woid tianslated
“ waste 7 1s the very word used in Genesis i, 2.

4 It also accords with the general statement of Scripture (and

with our inner convictron) that God has made everything
““good ' or perfect.
It accounts for the mmmense age of the caith, as plainly
idrcated by the testimony of the rocks. Thus geologv ean
have all the twme required for the formation of the earth’s
ornsh, without 1m any way interfening with the record in
(tencsis 1, and withont having recourse to the expedient of
regarding the ¢“ days 77 ax ¢ age-long periods ’—an expediont
which 1s full of difficutty.

The mmportance of this point will be understood when 1t
1s remembered that the recent advances of the theories of
ovoluntion and of the nehular hypothesis, together with the
claums of geology, have of late years forced practieally every
pulpit m Christendom to ** tiin sails,” and accommodate
their preaching to the new doctiines.

We hope that some day Miss Vera Ollisoft, a young Russian lady
now 1 lreland, will Tieaselt wiite the full detatls of the story, a brief
account ol which we have her pernismion to give 1 these pages. 1t 1.
a story of the working out ol redeeming grace m the midst of the
horror of Bolshevism 1t 1s not omr put pose here to desciibe the latter,
but the story of this eve-witness and sufferer reveals the truth of the
woist of the aceounts thail have filtered through coucerning the doings
of tins latest Moloch that 1s stullking thirough the enrth. 1t has heen he:
lot to sce her own friends slowly cut to preces with fhendish craeliv
mtcnded to prolong the agony of the death that otherwise wouid have
been welcomne, wlile on each temple Bolshevist pistols pressed ready to
deal out death should her eves venture to close upon the horrors enacted
before her. That she 13 ahive to-day and full ot huoyant Life 15 due to
the mighty girace of God that hovered over her, and used these very
ovils to bring her to Lhmmiself. “° Who through faith . . . obtained
promises . . . escaped the edge of the sword . . . out of weakness
were made strong.”’

Still 1 her teens when the War hroke out in 1914, this young sister
was the eldest in one of the many well-to-do Rnusyian famibes in 5S¢
Petershurg. She was there in 1917, when the first surge of Bolshevisn
began to make itselt felt, and leaving her mother to purse the dving
grand-parent, she itemoved, at her parents’ desite 1n charge of her
voung sister, to n town n the Caucasus, her tather bemng then on
business in Kogland. One letter from her mother 1eached her, and then
silence until now—-a common story m the historv ol these vears of
blood in Russa,

1 the Cauecasus life went quietly m the larze house over whieh
shoe presided, until news came that the dieaded Rolshevists were at
hand. A remarkable foresight had led her, several days before, to diaw
from tho local hank 300,000 roubles, and hnde them 1 bhotfles 1n the
sarth m various parts of the spacious garden The details of the firet
visit of the Balslievist army to this Cancasus town, and their appearance
at the house where she was, ale too mabny to give heie Band after
band of marauders visited the house, decmanding monev at the pistol
point, wiecking old family heirloonts, and removimg valuable furnitures
whete no money conld he ohtained On one visit a guarrel arose in
the diuing room hetween the two Bolshevist leaders, each of whom
claimed the house as s own. the gquariel ending 10 a duel which
stretehed them hoth at ber feet wounded and dving. But for the hidden
mouey i the gardon, these davs could not have heen tided over. Even
then, with servants turning Bolshevist, it was not easv to extract the
money from the bottles when recovered for the sound of breaking
glass would arouse suspieion  Here the device of tving string soaked
with paraflin 1ound the glass bottle and finng 1t a trick learned in time
of peace, sufliced to cut the glass without hefraying the process.
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All thas time she was unsaved, mdifferent to God’s elaums, and
sceptical of the things ol God, though used to the 1itual ol the Greek
Cathohie Church and the presence of missi0ndries under her father’s
roof. One of the latter, who had often sought to point our young
triend to Christ, was staymg at this time witl, her, but instead of
turning to this counsellor tor help 1n this time of need, Miss Olhisoff
only saw a fresh peril 1 the sight of the Bible in the missionary’s hands,
aund bade her put it out of sight,

The Bolshevists at length departed owrug to the atrival of the
White Avmy, only to retwin again and yef agawn as the hattle tide
ohbed and flowed. Duriug the quiet interval atter their first visit, the
first shatt ot truth found 1ts way 1nto the heart ot thus Russian girl,
At the suggestion of her young ladv friend, whe was ieady to mako
fun out ot evervthing in her reach, the plan was agreed upon one day
to vistt fiist a seivice lheld by some stiange religionwsts and then a
coucert, There came a moluent 1n that service when the preacher,
Divinely led, pointed with couvicting finger at Miss Ollisoft, and said
with Spitit-touched hips. ** Thou tool, this mght thy soul shall be
iecquired of thee.” 8o powerful was the Word of God that not even
the ridicule aud jests of her friend conld sience the conviction, and
she returned fiom tho concert to spend a mght in her own room,
wondering, as hour aftter hour struck, whether the tune had come with
cieh stioke of the ciock for her soul to enter God’s presence. But as
tho hour of five tolled out, couviction waned., and sceptivisin began to
sugeest that 1t was all magmation, aud there was no God and no
suniuoits to appear belore Him  But that message was for another
it not fou her, and two minutes Inter she was reading from the note
hurvedly wiitten and brougzht hy a marnd to ber room, that the voung
iriend who had scofted at her couviction had that mornumg at two
o’cloclk passed into etermty with these last words on her lips: ¢ Tell
Vera not to foiget the woirds of the preacher, ‘ Thou fool, ths mght
thy soul shall be 1equired of thee.” *?

Neodless to sav, conviction remained 1 her heart, though alterna-
ting with times of wdiffercuce A Bible was obtained, not without
difhiculty, for the proud voung heart was not yet quite mepared to pav
the prieo of open allegiance to Christ since <he had not yet tasted of
s love It was in councetion with this Bible, secretly acquited and
caver tly read, that a strange 1uadent occurmed. which to her owa mind
only divine minwstry can explain.  She could not find that verse which
heat on her memory, seaieh as she mght thiough the pages of the
Woud of God. Agam and again she looked for the verse, only at last
to loclk the Bible up 1 a hox, the sceret of the opening of which was
only knowa to herselfl  lmagine the fresh stah 1t gave to her on gomg
again to the box te find ou opening the Iible the words underhned with
red, “ Thon tool, tlus mght thv soul shall be requirved of thee > Who
had nndeirhined them so that they were the first to catel her oves? Who
but God?

Not cven yet wns the work deep enough to drive her to God,
when dnring the vicissitudes of those months’ bloadshed and torture
was about her, and she was driven from her father’s house, now occupied
by Red soldiers, who revelled all might tn the beautiful appaielled rooms
ot the costly wiie found m the cellar. The cdunax eame when, on the
approach agatn of the White Army, the Tolkhevists decided hefose
reticing from the towu 1n face of the then superior foree to number one
hundred and fittv of the hest-knnwn people of the town for death Her
naine was last on the hst, and budding goodbve to her young sisters. to
whom she gave what nstruetions <he eould as to her procedure 1l
then father could rescue her, she was taken to the prisou wlere the 1ost
of that il-fated company were shut up  The sufferings of that bhand of
Bolshevist vietimis eannot he desciibed Each morning fifteen of them
were kalled with every accompamment of eruelty that thear executms
vould devise, and each mormng at six those whose time had not come were
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made to witness the painful death of thewr fiffeen comiades.

Only God knows what those days meant to our youung triend, whose
hoart was continually wrung hy the reflcction that God had spoken to
ker, buv she had not made haste to come to Him, and now her soul
would be requued of ler, umeady as sho was. The last sleepless night
came, and the remaining fifteen counted the hours and tlie minutes to
the stroke of six., They did not know till afterwards how the White
Aviny had mtended to enter the town that morning at ten o’clock,
four hours too late to save thie lives of this remnant, and how an old
friend ot Dss Ollisolft, tn the commaud of the toree outside, was moved
to lead s men five hours earlier 1uto the town 1n the hope of suving
saomo from peisecution, ot knowing that s purpose was tuspired hy
tho God whose grace was set upon this young hife to make 1t His, and
who was using eveu the terrors ot the times to arrvive at His end At hali-
past six thetr prson doots were opened by an officer of the White
(tuards, and they weie spared for re-union with thew hiends, and m
one case at least for a Iife of testimony for Christ,

Not long after thes, in the return of the tide of battle which agnn
gaveo the Bolshevists the possesston ot the town, Miss Olloff fled with
her gisters to a peasant cot on the mountawn, by the door of which
tha Red Guards continually passed to and fro. Heae <he was finaliv
biought to Christ after five days and nights earnestly seeking Hing, when
her joy was so great that 1p spite of the piresence of the Bolshevists
m the town, she departed to witness there of Christ  On reaching the
place she found them gone, and her testimonv to her new-found Savienr
niade possible and easy.

Wo do not fteol that we ought to give auv more of her story hero,
but we rejoice that to this dav her comfession of Christ is being jovousIy
given wherever she goeos, and with blessed results. An added micrest
inn tho story to the readers of this paper will be found wn the fact that
thongh warned of the teaching of the haptism with the sign of tougzues
contact with those who wetre repoicing in the fulness of the Holvy Spirit
convineed her of ite 1ealitv, and she sought and 1eccived the baptism
with signs following, The nereased jov aud power 1t has hrought in
her hife in Christ 1s hest evidenced hy the radiauce of her face, and the
fervour of her witness  As she left the quiet sitting reom mn Tondon
where questions haed ebieited the toregomg, the remark was niade that
Yt was wonderful,”? Not soon will the response he lovgatten Trom the
itps of the one so watched aver and saved - ' Hvervthing that Jesus
does 18 wondoriul.”
