meetings, and all around ns we heard what wouderful Lealings wete
taking place  Deaf hear, blind see lame wallt 1t was almost 1mpos-
sible to get a 1oom wheie we could stay, but the Loid helped us
Praise Hum!

What multitiudes of sick and suftering o.es enme, both on foot and
i motor cars, wantiig to touch the Man from Gahlee! And He
wanted to touch their weak Iimhs with His Diwvine strength  But the
question was bow could we get into the meeting?  Although we were
thero several hours befoie the tune, the throng outsnle was so great
— people standhing packed far down the street—hbut we got 1t between,
praying for patience.

We heard them telling how hundreds of peeple counid not get
mto the meeting We stond there praving that we might not have
come 1 vair, but might see Tis wondeiful undertakimg  Preachors,
whao had come from far, cot twkets tm the platform, but would we
get such a ticket® The Lord knew whay He would do. and ot hold
of & worker and broneht us wm contact with hon, and he got us a
platform trekot. TPrawe the Lioad!  What a hall! Tt was <o large,
and was filied to its utinost capacity 01 e knea that Josus of Nazereth
was at work here, to save, to heal, and to fill with the Holv Spirit
Now all who wanted fo be prayed for wete azked to come on to
the platform, They focked down from the galleties. ard from all
over the hall,  Mrs. McPherson sand that these meetines wore held
that <onls shonld he suved, that siek oneg be made whole, and that
haclishders nught 1eturn to Josus  After bundreds ¢f New Testainents
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had been given away to those who wauted them. Mrs. McPherson
began to prav for the sick, who came up to the platform one bv one,
while thousands of hearts were hfted up in praver to the Healer Divine
It 1 wmpossible to deseribe all that we saw  hnt the Master’s own words
will suflice  ‘“ The bhind sece, the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed,
tho deaf hear-—and to tlie poor the Gospel 1s preached.”” People who
had the most awful cancers were in a moment healed Swelhings dis-
appeated, st:ff himbs could bend, blind eves could see, deaf ears could
hear, dumb Iips could say “ Praise Jesus '?’ shrivelled up legs got
power, and grew several inches m a few moments,

A woman was canied in who was sick unto death, and had been
bed-t1idden for vears. We saw her 1aised up in a moment in the Name
of Jesus. A young man who had been blind was lLealed, and 1n Ins
