“* The fire shall ever be buyning upon the oaftar; it shall
never go oul.’’—Leviticus vi, 13.

If there i1s one thing more than another in the Christian life
which Satan 1s specially up against it is endurance. It some-
times seems as il all the strongesi forces of Hell were derailed
for the special work of lulling God’s people to sleep  Which of
us has not, at some time or other, awakened suddenly to the
frightful consciousness that we were spiritually dozing while the
souls of men and wemen around were guietly gliding to the
precipice of death? No wonder that we hear the warning o
of the Spirit ringing ever and anon in our ears: ‘‘ Awake t
rightecusness and sin not,”” and again, ‘“ It is high time to
awake out of sleep, for now is our salvation nearer than when
we believed.”” Satan is not greatly concerned when he sees a
people who only stir themselves up periodically-——perhaps at con-
ventions or special seasons of the year--but he hates the soul
that continues with steady endurance in season and out of season,

The verse at the hcad of the page shows clearly what God
thinks of the matter, and we should hear in mind that this is
no mere exhortation, but a distinct command :—

“TVER BURNING "—** NEVER OUT.”

Sometimes it must have seemed irksome to Aaron and his sons
to keep the fire going. It would require continual vigilance by
day and night, especially as it was a large wood fire, but it
was God’s command, and they could not disobey.

As we read the Book of Numbers we find the expression
constantly recurring :** the continual burnt-offering,”’ and it was
for this that the fire was needed. How literally this was fulfilled
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in the life of Jesus! At every point m His lile His consecration
was perfect and entire. Continually tested, it never lost its
utter abandonment. Such a consecration led to the Cross, and
it was there that the deep reality of His surrender to the wili
of God was tried to the uttermost and prosved.

WWe can almost picture the vast number of lives since then
which have been placed upon the altar. Down from above, God
has sent the fire of His glorious acceptance, and then it seems
that His eves have been running to and fro throughout the earth
scanning with longing gaze the offerings once haliowed by the
fire. Let us ask ourselves the searching question: Does He see
the fire still burning on the altar to-day® Has it never gone out?
May Ged grant us such a consuming passien for Himsell that
the flame may never die down but may grow brighter every day.
And let us pray for one another and for the whole Church that
fires may be rekindled and the heart of God giaddened by an
undving devotion to Himsell. .

Divine Mhealing.

Heaving 15 an essentral part of the Gospel of our Tord Jesuy
Christ, for ‘* He healed all that were sick ithat 1t might be fulfilled
which was spoken hy the prophet Himself took our infirmties and
bare our sickiesses.”” These words zre fiom the Septuagint version
of lsaiah lin, 4, the Hebrew of which 1. a striking proof that
the healing of sickiess iy as much 2 part of the atonement as the
cleéanaing trom sin, for 1t reads thwe  *° Surely He hath borne our
sickness and carried away our pains "—even as He 1s said to have
borne our sis in Hiz own body on the tree.

The healing of the body was an ntegral part of Christ’s work on
earth, the purpose tor which God anointed Him with the Holy Spirit
and with power, so that He went about doing good and healing
all that were oppressed of the devil. He says ot Himself- “ Lo, }
come to do Thy will, O God.,” and fulfilled 1t, not only in the
proclamation of the good news of salvation, hnt ¢ He (also) went ahout
healing every disease and every sickness among the people.”” Ha
leaves us 1n no doubt about the will of our Heavenly Father on
thus matter, for “° He healed «ll that were sick.”

His methads varied according to the farth of the subjects or
their representatives, 1In some cases, no contact was needed, where
theie was faith hke that ot the ceuturion who rould sav  ‘‘ Speak .
the word only and my servant shall he healed.”” Where there was
httle faith, as at Nazareth, ** He could not do many mighty works
because of theiwr unbehef, but he lard hands on a few sick follk and
healed them.” This indicates that the laying on of hands 1s the
form best suited to an unbelieving age, and to the lowest kind of faith
The Bible, 1n fact, indicates that every believer oughi to be able to
demonstrate lrealing hy the laying on of haunds, in the promise . “* Thess
signs shall follow them that helieve . . . thev shall lay hands on
the sick and they shall recover ” (Mark xvi, 16) So that there is
no true disciple of Jesus who 1s not commissioned to do this, as
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certainly as he 15 eommanded to preaclh the CGospel to every creatute.

foimed. [ visited her and lawd hands upon her i the Name of Christ,
and shortly she recovered, and has been well ever «ince—hettler, mdecd.
tir health than before her 1llnesy A Christian tiiend had an uleer
formed it her mouth, cousing a lmrge swelting on the cheek Upon
this she asked me to lav hauds, which 1 did, and the swelling soon

Pastor. Therc 1< some alarm 1n niore than one place of worship

Right throush the week of Kaster
untll Friday night., Pastor Pinch followed a course, consciously or
unconsciously—the same as Tastor George Jeffrevs pursued—that of
feeding the children of God. Douhtless there are manv who can shill
“ sit like the voung birds with ther mouths open watting to he fed,”
but, to change the fgure, manv of these aie growing into strong
Christians, and able students of the Word of God.

Before we close this little article concerning what God s doing
at Clapham, we should like to give one paeruhr instance of His
wonderful uorlxmgs There 1s a voung woman who was very deaf and
was giving up hope of ever hearing, amongst other things she had
a verv nastv temper But one mrrht (God gave her a great blessing m
her soul and softened her, and &he 15 qmite happy now  She said that
although she could not hear the Pastor, vet she could feel the power
of God while he was preaching. DBut on Mondav right a wonderful
thing happened to her near the end of the address. Till that time
che End heard nothine then the Pastor used this passage of seripture-

IFr there is one thing more ireasured than another, even by
wicked men, it 1s the last words, the parting desire of a dear one
who has passed out and beyond. ‘“ Did he leave any message ?”  Did
she express any patticular wish?” How often we have heard such
expressions | And how those last expressed wishes are treasured and
scrupulously carried out by those to whom they refert I imagine it
to be generally true that even pecple who would pay but little heed
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to the wishes of the living are more careful to carty out ¢ fat
wishes 7 for the sake and remembrance of the one who hus gone.

We can casily picture the attitude of those earliest disciples as
they walked over the priceless final words of their, and our, Risen
Lerd They had spent thtee years 1n the close company of the
Saviour—and who can tneasure the love that had grown towards Him
in those years? To sce Him at all cven with the eye of faith 15 to
love Him, but to have spent years wn His personal company ! What 1t
must have meanf! Oh for three minutes with Him ' Just to see Him
as He 1s, and as we wull be, for *“ when we see Him we shall be like
Him.” Praise be to His Name for cver and ever e poor worth-
less nothings, until He took hold of us and made us 1n some measure
hike unto Himself, aic to be completely like Hun' Oh, glory! At
times 1t all scems so good, so grand, so marvellous as to be heyund
the realm of the possible. and so 1t would were He not God, to
whom all things arc possible

Oh, the love those disciples must have conceived for the loveliest
that Heaven could give' And now they had just been passing through
teriible, and to them not altogether understandable times  They had
witnessed l4im whom they loved, and upon whom all their hopes,
even their earthly hopes, centred, taken and nailed, as a malefactor,
to the Cross They had scen Ilim taken down from the Cross and
laid 1n a tomb, and, astonishment beyond all other astomishments,
they knew 1n their own experience, by the sense of secing, of hearning,
and cven feling, that He had risen agan * a victor o'er the dark
domain ” And now again—as 1f to put the wonder and astonishment
of the resurrection 1n the shade—they are to sce Him rise trom earth
and pass back to the Father, who gave Him a i1ansom for a ruined
world, that 1t might, 1f 1t would, come back to God Just before He
goes He gives this last command, ““ Go ye into all the world and
preach the gospel to every crecature He that believeth and 15
baptised shall be saved, but he that believeth not shall be damned.
And these signs shall follow them that beheve, In My Name shall
they cast out dewvils; they shall speak with new tongues, they shall
take up scrpents, and if they duink any deadly thung it shall not
hurt them ;) they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover ”
(Mark 16, 15—18). “ And behold, I send the promise of My Father
upon vou, but tarry ye an the city of Jerusalem until ye be endued
with power from on high” (L.uke =24, 49) Clear, definite, 1nstructive,
even to the method of preparation—and mm a moment He 15 on His
way, ‘‘ Ye men of Galilee, why stand ye gazing up into heaven?
This same Jesus, which 15 taken up froem you into heaven, shall so
come 1n like manner as ye have seen Hiun go mto heaven”

Theiwr was the soriow of partimg.  Shall ours be the joy of
receving the returming King ? His going left sorrow and joy Sorrew
on the part of those who leved Him. Joy on the part of a world that
hated Him, and thought itself fortunite to be nid of Him  So will
it be in the day of His comng  His own shall receive Hum joyfully,
but the world that joyed at IHis going will be full of sorrow at His
appeartng  What a reverse! His disciples exchange joy for sotrow,
the world sorrow for jov “DBe yo . ready, tor in such an
hour as y¢ think not the Son of Man shall come ”

The disciples not only treasured His last command, but, what 1<
of stifl grearer unportance, they carried out His instructions te the
very letter  ““ What 15 the good of returming to Jerusalem and
waiting there now He has gone?” They mught have said  “* We might
as we]l go back to our fishing and other employments” DBut no'
They were faithiul to the letter ,and ‘‘ they who trust Him wholly
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find Him wholly true” 8o they {found Him! So all have found Him
who have ever put «// their trust in Hum ' The results of their faith-
fulness we read 1n the 2nd chaprer of Acts, or rather the commence-
ment of the results, for they have never ceased from the first day of
Pentecost, but have been manifested all down the centuries to this
present mmoment Wherever men and women have been faithful to
His last command 1n 1ts entirety the same wonderful results have
followed Glory to His Name!

Where do we stand regairding this, Ihis last command? Are we
standing 1n the place occupied by our predecessors, the first disciples?
Are we condued with stmilar power to that which they exhibited to
the wondering multitude o1 does the multitude see hittle or no
difference between ourselves and very ordinmary Christians? Are men
and women, through our tecstimony, being added to Him daily in
proportion to opportunity as was then?

not hecause our fauth iz weak? *“ According to your faith”! It 1is
always so  1f our faith 1s weak, so will our experience be God does
not make something out of nothing to make up for our want of trust;
and 1f we do not give Him enough faith to make an experience out
of--well, we will” go without that experience.

The first disciples asked no questions, but took Him at His word
absolutely, ana so must we Who, after all, are we that we should
question Him? In these “revival days” one reads of saved
Christians © corming out for re-dedication” Surely it 15 His desire
that 1n these closing days of this dispensation we who have not only
been saved, but also baptised in the Holy Ghost, should renew our
vouns before His throne, asking Him to cleanse us from all unbelief
and fear of man, that He might agamn fill us as n earher days, and
endue us anew with Holy Ghost power, that many more may go
forth 1n His might to mamifest His wondrous, and even miraculous,
power to an unbelieving generation, that many may be gathered in
to worship the Lamb of God, who gave His hfe that none neced
perish, but that all might come unto Him and lLive.”

men shall know Him,
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No one can prophesy what will be the outcome of the meetings
at the Galety, we are sure that God can bless and heal without being
in an elaborateiy-decorated eathedral. "Even the tram conductors
have christened some of the trams ¢ Jefirevs’ Car ’! God 1s moving
all over Grimsby, praise His Holy Name., The names of Jefireys and
Galety will ever he associated with the marvellous miracles ot Jesus
Christ which have heen performed there. One of the chief officers of

Christian Liberty.

OxE velry hlessed leature ol the present wonderiul Pentecostal
outpouring has heen the 1ectoration {o the people of God of real free-
dom i their worstup  Anud the tetrible spnitual ecolduness and dryness
bv which too often we are surtonnded, we cannot but heartily rejoice
m ths,  The baptism of the Holy Bpiit has meant to mauy the
eutrance mto a new life of hberty and gladness such as has surpassed
theur hipliest hopes,  DBut at the same titne we teel constrained to
1arse a uole of warmug against certamm unseriptural policies and
practices which have aept into the movement and which constitute
a serious menace to the development of a work which undoubtedly
pears the divine seal

Il Cor., wi, 17 s a passage ol scripiore whieh s very much
emphasised by those who hold an extieme view ot Chrstian hiberty,
and s0 we propose to examine this senipture n the lLight of 1ts
eontext, conmpating 14 with othet relevant portions of the Word of
God, with a view to asceitaining whether the interpretalion given
to 1t s coriect,

IFrom the context of H Cor. 1. 17, we discover that the Apostle
1+ malking a comparison hetween the glory of the old ceremonial law
given at Bmar and the super-gloty of the new law of liberty n
Chiist which obtams in the New Dispensation, imnausmated by the
descent ot the Holy Spirit at Pentecost. He 1s showiug the superiority
ot the latter, and the advantageous position of the New Covenant
hehiever 1n his relationshap Godward. 1eleased as he 1s from bhondage
to the law of Moses, ‘“ Aud wheve the spirit of the Tord 1s, there too
15 emancipation from bondage to that Law.”” 11 Cor i, 17 (A, 8.
Way).

The passage under consuderation cannot he said o relate primanily
to church govermment  The apostle had alieady dealt with this
his former MKpistle e 15 now anxions to renund the Corinthian
saints of their privilege as believers o access to God, not as formerly
through the mediation of an earthly priesthood wilueh, with the
passing away ol the Law, had heen abohishied, but now, through the
Great High Tnvesthicod of Jesus Chiisd, who had opened for them
a new and hving way nlo the namediate presence ot Jehovah  The
T.evittcal 1etinal Lad been 1epealed, aud as those who had recerved
the Oune Great Sacrifice, they werv now accepted 1 the Beloved One.
It was the hiberty of a peisonal approach to the Father which under
the Old Coverant had not been possihle  The ceremonial vell having
besn withdeawn, 1t s now the prvilege ol all helievers ta behold
the glory of the Faiher 1n tha face af the Only Bepotien Son (IT Cor.
4-6) No longer was their approach to God to be occasional and tem-
porary, but contmmuous and permavent No power henceforth could
deny them the right of access to the presence of God sinee He had
given them authotity to enter,

And here 1t would be well to obseive that this passapge of scrip-
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ture has been sadlby misunderstood and wmisapphied. 1 wome oases
with vty dhisastrous 1esults Some have wnterpreted 16 to mean the
abohtion ob all human government 1 the Church ot Christ, making
it the basis of a4 disuinctly revolutionary movement and thus liberty
has developed mto licence.  Such au unbalanced vision ol fruth has
laigely beeu caused by the presence of an unciucified sclf-life which,
mm this way, has songht an outlet for 1ts mantiold activities. 1t 13
significant that this distorted presentation of truth has laigely been
responsitble for the scattered couditions ol ¢ Pentecost ’’ wn many
places  We find m the Buok of Judses o poood e the natwnal Lifw
obf Tsipel when “fevery wman il that which was 1ight 1 his own eyes.”
In an endeavour Lo averd ihe evils vl legalism let us beware lest wna
swing tou the extremes of lawlessness Lawlewsness, whether within or
without the Chuirch, directly or wduectly, 1= the worl ot the enemy,
who 13 hinselt designated thie Lawless One

“But,” conlends one of our eslieme friends, ' the Word says
that where the Spinit of the Lord 1s, there 15 hiherty, and liberty
wo mean to have at all costs 7 True' In the Word the Holy Spirit
presents to us a vision ol liberty, and owr Lotd has biqueathed to us
a legacy of libeity and thon doest well to stand tast g that hberty!
But does Chisstian Libeirtv prolnbit all government 1 the Chureh?
If s, may 1 asly, why hing God msbituted governmental offices therein?
Says tho mspired wnter  *f Are all apostles?  Are olf prophets®  Are
all tcacher=# 77 The terchivg which we may gather from this 1s that
all are not apostles, prophets or teachers. No, the Word of God tells
us plamly that “ God hath sei some ” nol all, 1n theee offices. Thus
we learn that a section of the Chuich v called 1n the puipose of
God to govern the remamder Chuistian hibeity and <uhmission to
Divine order and authonity adminmstered through those chosen of
God, are not incompatible 1w the Word, neither aire they nrecon-
cilable 1 assemhly lite. A cmietul wivestigation of ihe subject before
us, with an open mmd, will reveal that the Lord has made ample
provision for the amtenance ol His law and our hiberty., God s
always 1evealed to ns as the author of order and not of chaos and
conlusion 1 Cor x1v, 33)  We see this 1 creation as 1n all the
handiwor k of God  Disregard of Divinely-appointed authority always
meets with rebuke 11 the Word of God.

Let us not forget {that (1 Cor. xiv, 40) “ Let all things he done
decently and 1n order ™ 15 aulso an mspured utterance ot the great
teacher Paul Power mav be displaved 1 an oirderlv manner. In
fact power trequuies to he propetly controlled  Hath one a song,
and another a teugue. and again, another an inierpretation® Very
eond  Bnt let these differeni mantestations tahe place 1n an orderly
mantner, not all at the <ame moment, so as to cieute s habel, but
each 1n turn play the wspued part 1n the Dhvine plan Each note
has o part i the piece of musie, but let each keep its appomnted time
and place, otherwise confusion ensues, and what might have proved
dcllghthll harmony becomes teirible chscord  Whilst there 1s to be
Lhiberty gwven for the fullest exercise ol everv gift, vet this must bhe
done m a sceiptural manner, the overseer bewg the person 1espansible
lor regulating the exercise of the gts  The ohject of all the operations
of the mits must be the edification of those awwembled The Word
does not teach that each =itted vessel 15 fo he free to evercize his
or het gift at any time without die consideration for the otheis present.
There should be mutual submission, and surely the siriptures teach
temperance {sell-control) m all things, even 1t the matter of sparitual
gifts and their use

In the first Conmmthian Epistle the Apostle 1s (ovrecting various
disorders which had become prevalent n that assembly, and which
were distinetly dishonouring ta God, and detrimental to the spiritual
geowth oif the whole clhiuich. Tl¢ 18 addressing a people which had
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become unruly i theirr assembly Iife. 1t seems evident that they
had a distorted understanding of thewr Christian hbeity, and were
shusing those privileges which were theirs as belisvers and which
eventually led thom to a position fraught with ne ittle peril In
writing to the Galatian Chuwich, wlnlst remnding them of their free-
dom 1 Christ, and wiging them to staud tast i it, vet he deetns 1t
necessaiy to wain them not to push 1t to oxcess  Conybere and How-
son’s translation ol this warmng 1s most helpful here * Onlv make
not your treedom a vantage ground for the flesh, but rather enslave
yourselves one to another by the bondage ob love " (Gal. v, 13), The
law of liberty never wviwoldates the law of love. The overthirow of
seriptutal authority 1n the lite of an assembly 15 certainly one ol
tho great objectives of Satan. Ile himsedf 1s an enemy to Divine rule.
The Satanmic downiall mav be traced to an unholv 1esistance to the
autbortty of God, The Enemy would make government mmpossible—
each mdividual becoming a law unto himself, hLving, moving, and
acting 1ndepemdently of every other member of the body, and so
conflict follows, and the body 15 divided, and the Head grieved,

Oue rather common aud somewhat popular piactice whieh we have
frequently heard advocated 1s that of leaving a meeting entirely
to what is termed *‘ the control of the Spint,”’ that s to a large
extent ndependent of all human oversight  This, us tar as we
caill see, 1s nowhere sanctioned in the Word of God Such a condition
of things affords Satan an opportumty of mtioducing many spurious
manifestations, prostrations, ete, which sooner or fater, bring the
whole assembly mto distepute, inalung progiess practieally impossible,
at the same tune reducing soul wmmng to a mimmimum  Such a con-
dition of assembly hte also allows of many, perhaps i themselves
hatmless demonstiations, ete, and, as a consequence, mzh valuaole
tine 13 wasted which mizhi have been utilised tor the general edhifica-
tion of those assembled 1t also gives frecedom to others who are all
too ready to display their particular gifts, and thus a whole meening
may be monopolised by a few rrrespousible but self-assertive persons,
The plea for hherty which 1s so insistently raised in some quarters 1s
but a subtle form of self-will. At the same tume let us say here
that we belicve the Holy Spirit may and will contiol a nleetiug
fron conmnencemeut to conclusion where true scriptural order 13
eslablished and maintmined We have many happy recollections of
recious seasons of worship when, for a time, human leadership was
Eeld in abevanee, and 1 a marvellous manner the Holv Spurit Hum-
self assuimed [ull contiol, thus displayimg His sovereigntv, but careful
observatiom lhas ievealed that these occasious are determined by
God and therefore cannot be produced by human effort

We quite appieciate the wholesome fear some of our hrethren
of anything hke 2 return to the old formal ecelesiasiical ruts fiom
which we are so thanktnl tor deliverancc, We liave left helund us
the grave-clothes of bondage, and have no further use fo that which
only hampered om service for God.

Shall we proceed to pownt ant from the Word of God that seeing
that God has made provision for the oversight of assembly gatherings,
such gatherings must necessarily 1eocmre the supenintendence of res-
pousible persons appointed and quahfied for that purpose in order
to regulate the conduct of worslup. For thns essential and important
servico God has 1n the Now Testament economv mstituted the office
of “ Oversecr ” or ““ Bishop” (Acts xx, 28, 1 Peter v, 2), wineh 1s
intended to he & perimanent office dwiimg the churceh period of this
dispensation.  Aud here we call attention to the very important fact
that when God apponts an overseer the Ioly Spirit does not ignore
the Divine appowmtment, but endorss and confirms the smne, work-
ing 1 comjunciion with the chosen vessel (Acts xv, 28).
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The questtou may he rawsed at this point  What are the duties
of au overseer ¥ Among other things to see that the will ot God as
revealed 1in His Word 1s taithfully ecarried out i the assembly of
the Lord’s peuple, to eutoice that Word wherever there 15 o tendeaey
o disregard er violate it, to see that pute doctrie 1w tanght, to
protect tite {lock from the ravages ot those who, coming i under the
guise of shepherds, arc actually wolves, aund whose purpose 1s to
scatter the slieep (Acts xx, 23.20;

1t 1s obvious that all this must Le 1n harmony with, and 1 no
sense letrimiental to the Liberty of the Spirit spohen ot m 11 Cor i,
17, otherwive 1t would create a very serwus contradiction of somo ot
the mspired utterances ot the Apostle.

We must bear o pund that Paul had not be:r wrniting in com-
mendatory terms to this Corinthian Church, but rather the i1everse.
The condition of that assemhbly as revealed m the first letter was
anyvihing but vxemplary or wdeal; the chorch was phit up 1nto religious
tactions, they clammed liberty to follow that particular leader or
teacher who most accorded with ther personal prejudices, and so
divisions tollowed  ° Some were even lupsintg inti thenr old heathen
lrractices of immorality, which they justified by pleading their Christian
Itberty, and, woist of all, a glarnng case of mcest was coudoned hy
the leaders of opinwon in the church ”  In view o! this do we desne
to 1evert to a hberty which would lead 1o sucl excesses®  Surely no
well-balanced and instructed chnld ot God would for one momeunt
advoecate such o pohiey, but rather do all v his power to wmake such
impossible.  Let us then, beloved, be caretul to guard against any
assault of the Fnemy on this lme  Whilst we earnestly desne for
ourselves and the whole chnrehi of God that true <puitual freedom
which makes 1l possible far God to demonstrate His power and fulfil
all Hs Word, yet we cannot but deplore and discowrage any attempt
to bring about au unscriptweal laxity, such as would endanger ou
testimony for God and truth i these davs, Let us by all means
place ourselves unreservedly at the disposal ot the Holy Spirrt, giving,
Hun full scope to work i and through nsz according to His good
pleasure We a1~ persuaded that where the Holv Spirit holds swav
in an assembly there will be a beautiful combinaton of liberty and
order. and all the gifts of the spirit will he 1 operatwon

Bible Study Course.

SUGGESTIONS T'OR BIBLE STUDY —Xo. 0,
Scripture  Genesis 1, 14-19.

[N studying this passage last month our thoughts were occupied
almost wholly with the test. To-day let us consider one of the types
or ohject-lessons mentioned in these verses But first a few words
about types By what authonity do we regard them as such?

Moast of uz are fannliar with the fact that spiritual lessons inay
be drawn from material objects but have wo fully realised what lies
behind this? We perceive the lesson clearly, perhaps, but have
attributed the correspondence between maternial and spiritual to mere
“ chance ’? But this 18 to lose the whole force of the lesson. If
it 18 only “ bv chance,” or * happy coincidence.”” that the lles and
the sparrows teach me 1mportant and beautiful lessons, how ecan 1
be sure that another cowncidence, unhappy 1n this case, will not teach
me the reverse?

Again, f 1t 15 only ““ by chance ' that the sheep and the vine
have certain characteristics which show forth our Lord and His people,
then (God has not desigued it. For what s “ by chauce’ is not of
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derign. But f God has not designed it, the lesson 15 without
authority and has no value.

We are conscious, however, that God desigued every detail of
His works, that *‘ chance 7’ produced nothing, but that all was com-
pletely developed in His mind hefore 1t was reproduced 1n material,
Moreover, our Saviour’s use of the material to illustrate the spirimtunal
abundantly proves that the correspondence 1s of God’s design.

So we ainive at the great truth that God has plauned all
His works to teach us spiritual lessons (Romn., 1, 20) He expects us
to learn from thew. Thev are the expiression of God’s thouehts towards
uz' {(Ps xl, 3} and we thank God that they are zo ““ many ™ and so
« wonderful

When this truth 1s realised, everything 1s invested with a new
value. The most ordinary tlines speak the mosi utnportant truths
We seek (God’s message 1n the things He has made, especially in tlie
“ commonplace.”” We see 1n the bread and water, the wind and rain,
the sowing and harvest, grand and beautiful designs of (rod. We
understand better why our Lord said to those fanuliar with the vine.
““ I am the ¢frue vine,”” as though he said, ‘“ The vines vou sece grow-
ing ahout us are puctures of AMe. The Father portraved DMe when
He made them '’

With this thought before us let us look at our type

Among all the works of God which show forth His praise (Ps. cxlv,
10: Ps exlvin) there 1s one which, 1n His goodness. speaks to us of
God Himself.

It ts the sun  What, thon, 15 the sun’s messaze of God to us?
It would take much space to tell, for 1t speaks of God, the great
Giver of every good and perfect gift—of His 1nfinite resources and
magnificent bounty, of God, the source and sustainer of all hie, jor,
comfort, blessing, of God, the Omnipotent Ruler. glorrous 1n His
%I_ajesty and Power. DMoreover, 1t tells of our entire dependence on

im, :
Come with 1ne in thought on a great journey It 1s over ninety
millions of mles, hut we must be prepared to deal 1n millions from
now on—we are going to learn of God.

It 18 said that no one ever counted a milhon of anything, but
that must not deter ns. In God’s books there are many things that
cannot be numbered (Ps xI, 5). We will place ourselves in the care
of & kindly Philosopher, whom we¢ may question. and from his
answers may gain a conception which, though faimnt indeed, may be
as much as our munds can grasp.

Suppose we have completed our thought-journey and arrived at
the sun  We look about us and hegin to question the Philosopher
“* Would you show us where 15 the earth we have left ?» "—¢“With
pleasure  You see that rather faint star there® That s the eatth.”
** Can that really be our earth ? 77— Yes. and 1f the sun were
not shining on it, vou could not see it at all.”” ** Bur,” Philosopher,
I am amazed, I thought the sun shone especially for the earth, but
now I see 1t from here 1t 15 so swmall that T am swme 1t can only
recetve the tiniest fraction of the sun’s ravs "—% Quite true! As
¥ou- obzerve, the sun 1s pouring forth his ravs continually 1n every
direction, enough to supply mllwons, ves, liter1ally thousands of millions,
such as jon speck of an earth ”

‘““How uuspeakably grand' T never realised it was such an
inexhaustible fountain. And to think, Philosopher. that even the
little we are able to receive on the earth sometimes overpowers us! '—
“ Call 1t not Little when 1% 15 enough. and more than enough, for all
your needs. These rays, starting swiftly straight for the earth, will
reach 1t 1n a few minutes. They carrv just what vou require—hight
to brighten, cheer and wvivify, to expand the flowers. fo reveal all
beauty; to shine upon the moon that it may even beautify your night.
They carry warmnth to comfort and bless you, to coax the seedling
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up from the earth, to ripen the fruit and grawn, to hift the mostiure
from sea and lake that it ma3y drop upon the field, to cause the
wind to blow the clouds tar wtend They carry that mgstery called
chemical force, by which plants grow, store up tood in endless variety
tor every creature, and supply matenial tor detiung aud fuel for nan
Now look at the earth agmin and semember that these 1ays go to
call millions of childien to romp and shout in the fields, they go
to tap gently on the earth and awaken countless i sects to feed on
the flowers, they will search out every nook and corucr, nothing can
miss their mfluence. In short, the earth and all that live on 1t may
be said to hive, move, and have thent bewg in these rays ”’

Wil you tell us what wonld lappen 1f we were depoived of
ithese rays * "—* 1 will answer n the words of one ot your scientists
(Herschel). He wittes. “ Iln thiee days from the extinction of the
sun there would, in all probahdity, be not a vestige of arimal or
vegetable life on the globe "The fust tortr-eight hours would suffice
to precipitate every atomn of moisture fiom the awr in deluges of
rain and piles of suow, and then wonld set 1t a wnmiveisal frost
such as Sibern, or the Inghest peal ot the Himalaszas vever felt—
a temperature of hetween two and three hundred degrees below the
zero of our thermometers.”’

“ Thank youn, Phuosopher, I shall think more of the sun after this
Much that you have said reminds me of God. We have many more
questions to ask you, and 1 am sute you have much more to tell us,
but we are due to return io the earth now T hope we have not
wearted vyou "— On the contrary, 1t has heen a great pleasure
Goodbye! Come again!'’’

Very emvly m DLife T asscciated with bad companions and was
travelhing swiftly down the oad 10ad that leads to Hell.
