Through the lens of the Holy Spirit the Christ of
(God presents such attractions, is scen 1 such unsurpassable
beauty that he whose eve has discovered i thus can no more
find satisfaction in the world  Just as the servant of Abraham
spoke of s son Isauc and gave of his treasures to Rebekah,
so ever the Holy Spirit speaks of the Son of God and takes of
His and gives nunto His bride  To none 15 Christ more precious
than fo those in whose hearts the Comforter has come to abide

Surely herein alone we have ample proof that the present
onipouring of the Holy Ghost has issued diweet from the
Throne of God Amongst those who have come under its
blessed inflnence we have scen the Lord Jesus cexalted and.

Spivitual Gifts.
By HIENRY PROCTOR, F.R S L., DMLR.A.S.

Iivervone who looks at the professing Church 1to-day
cannol help observing that there is somecthing lacking, because,
in no sense, does it seent 1o be able to demounstraie to the world
as the primmtive Christians dad, that the Christ possesses all
authority n the heavens and upon carth, for she has lawd aside
her God-provided weapons and lost her hieavenly credentials by
looking to the world for help, instead of to the Christ whao
upholds all things by the word of His power, and ‘'fills the
universe with Himself

In departing thus from her Bridegroom she has become
an apostate harlst  In what should be *° the Church of the
[aving God, the mllar and ground of the Truth,” there is found
cevery kind of worldly amusement as well as every kind of doce-
trine both nunnecal and antagonistic to the Scriptures of Truth
They hope to convinee the world, not by opposition, but hy
pandermg 1o it, although 1t 1s plainly declared 1in Holy Writ,
that ““the friendshgy of the world is enmity to God ™’

What 1s the remedy for this state of affairs?  That she
should return to her first love, and give the Lord Jesus His
rightful place in the Church; come ont from the world and be
separate, and ‘‘ touch neo unclean thing,”” but cleanse hersclf
from “all defilenient of the flesh and spirit; perfecting holiness
in the fear of God ' This proceeding will purge ont the rebels
from among them, and leave the true ¢ Isracl of God '’y a
remnant to whom God can say + ¢ These are my sons and daugh-
ters in whom I am well pleased; T will inhahit themn and walk
about in them ””  And such a purified Church will be fitted to
1eceive the gifts of the Spirit, of which she has so long been
bereft

The absence of these pifts is thie most glaring defect in
the constitution of the professing church, as a rule, to-day ;
though the neced for them 1s now being impressed upon His
faithful people entangled 1in worldly clinrehies, and just a few
of IIis faithful ones are recaiving and exercising some of the
aifts, and thereby attracting nunbelicvers as they have not heen
«attracted for centuries By Lhis means it has Dbeen demon-
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strated not only that Jesus lives, but that ‘“ He is just the same
to-day,'" and that the sanme *f signs and wonders *’ can Le done
in s Name, to-day, as were done by Paul and Peter, and in
the Karly Church for the first three centuries of tlie Christian
cra  Through this rediscovery of lost and forgotien treasure,
many thousands have been healed and hundreds of thousands
saved  These gifts are mtended for the edifving or hulding-up
of the Cliureh Nowhere clse in Holy Writ are we taught to
covet, hnt here we are exhorted to “ Covet carncstly the best
(or greater) gifts,” and to ‘f seek that we may excel (i them)
to the bullding-up of the Church.””  ‘They are evidently essential
to the well-bemg of the Church militant, as weapons of warfare
against the cnemy, and as credentials of God’s approval © Tor
Christ has given uws anthority over all the power of the encmy;
to cast out demons and to lical cevery kind of sickness among
the people, to a greater extent than He Hunself excreised while
He tabernacled among us as the Man of Sorrows. TFor while
confined in an earthly body, He was compassed by Innitations,
through bemg made i all pomnts ke unto His brethren, which
limitations have all beenn swept away, since He was glorified at
His ascension to the Right Hand of the Majesty 1in the heavens

Nothing could he more encouwraging than the word uscd
to designate the gifts It 15 ' Charismata,” derived from the
Greek word “f Charis’”’—Grace, which is also tlie root of our
word “‘ Charity.””  This word indicates that they arce all of
free and undescerved favour, on the one condition that they
should he exercised ¢ for the common good > (I Cor. xu1, 7},
that all may profit thereby.

The first gift is called ““the logos of Wisdom,” of which
Paul speaks in I Cor. 11, 6, ' Howbeit we speak wisdom
among the perfect ones, not the wisdom of this age which 1s
coming to nought, but we speak the wisdom of God 1n a
mystery; cven the hidden wisdom which God foreordained
Lefore thie ages unto our glory.”

The second is styled ““the logos of knowledge.” It 1s
given in order that we may be filled with the knowledge of His
will, and may *“ know all things *’ by having a “‘ spirit of wis-
dom and revelation in the full-knowledge of God.”’

e third is the gift of “faith which moves mountains’’ —
called “ the faith of God, to which nothing s impossible.”

The fourth is “the gifts of healings.” 1o heal cvery sick-
1nCsSSs.

The fifth is called “the working of miracles,” which
imchides the raising of the dead as Peter raised Doreas.  Liter-
ally it 1s the inward-workings of powers  Tlns was the source of
the “mighty signs and wonders” which were manifested through
the Apostles ; especially Paul and Peter.

The sixth gift 1s that of prophesying, which means
speaking by direet inspiration from God, sometimes foretelling
events as did Agabus.

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The seventh gift 15 ' the discrimination of spirits 7 We
are not to believe every spirit (I John iv, 1), but to *‘ test the
spirits to see ¥ they come from God.”’

The eighth is the gifl of tongues (languages)

The ninth 1s the interpretation of tongues

All these should have thewr proper place in the Chirceh,
for the up-building of the Body of Christ, whiclh thereby grows
into ‘“ a holy temple m the Lord for a habitation of God n the
sparit” (Iiph 1., a1, 22)

We rejoice 1o know that the things of which we are
speaking are not theoretical, but iutensely practical We can
say wyth the Beloved Apostle: “ That which our eyes have
wceil, and our hands have handled, we declare unto you.” We
sce the lame walking, the deaf hearing, the blind sceing, and
the paralytics, and those condemued to the surgeon’s knife,
re cued from the enemy, and leaping for very joy

The place where the soul cnjoys a freedom of movement, a
lIiberty of action which makes service a delight and prayer a
pleasure !

() blessed moment when we cierged into this wonderful,
spacious, spiritual sphiere ! So ‘many live in the limited place,
where they are straitened in themselves, aixl consequently unable
to enter into thewr heavenly inheritance in Clirist What patience
our Icavenly IMather displavs in the methods He adopts to lure
s to the “larger place’; in our blindness we would miss our
way and clioose the lesser, ower place; but His plan for us is
the “* larger place ”’ where His power and love may be fully
manifested  Let us beware lest we become ohsessed with that
which is nol actoally vital to our spiritual development, whilst
we overloolk and fet slip those uiore cssential and eternal things.

Then there is the ““deep place.”” In Lzekiel’s fourfold
vision of the waters, we see that there arc degrees of depth.
The purpose of God always 18 that we should live, not in the
shallows of a superficial Christian cexperience, but out where
thie ““full tide flows’’; immicrsed in the fulness of the ocean; lost
in the immeusity of the Thvine !

(Y those precious ““deep’ places to which He has brouglht
us ! Where we have heen shorn of our strength, stripped of our
wealth: emptied of self, and we have scen the utter insufficiency
of all our hwmwan resources'! Where we have lcarnt to sur-
render ourselves to the Cross, yiclding to deatl, in order that
the ““morce ahundant’’ life of Clirist might he made manifest in
us ! As we have come forth from the ““deep’ place, our lives
all fragrant with thc odour of Ilis indweclling presence, the
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sweet incense of His risen life, what a new viston of God we
possess ! What a changed conception of Chirist! Down there in
thie depths God has wrought wonders! He has spoken into onr
matures a fresh likeness to Himself ; the former things have
passed asvay to make room for a new unveiling of His glory in
onr lives; a fresh and fuller expression of the character of Chirist
throngh the “‘ earthen vessels’” which He has detgned to honour
in this way

And yet perchance we have shrnunk from the ““deep’” place
because it appeared so dark and lonely; so unwelcome and nn-
necessary.  We fain would have found some other imore con-
genial place wherein to learn of God  Here perliaps the Sword
of tlie Spirit has ent right at the heart of some tender, preetous,
hutnan relationship, something which stood “iwvixt ns and God,
sowethiing which supplanted Hnn in our hives ””  Here it was
that some cherished plan had to he abandoncd. The hand of
the Lord led ns ont fo some Moriah, where an altar was to be
erected, upon which we were called to offer that which had
become more than life itself to us  Have we becen willing to pay
the price, or 1 secking to evade the Cross have we missed God’s
best?  Fear not to place vour hand in His! Right down there
in the silence of that “ deep ” place to wlhich he would fain woo
thee, thou shalt receive ‘‘hidden riches’ and ““treasnres of dark-
ness’’ shall be thy happy portion ! ‘There He will become the
“wall of fire”” around thee, and the *‘ glory n the midst ™!
Hallelujah ! In the “deep’ place He shall appear 10 your joy
and make known to yout what He can become to you, and what
yvou imay heconie to Him.
