“Th m promise is untn vou,”” said Peter on the day of
Pentecost,”” *“ and to your c‘ln](hcn (Jews), and to all that are
afar off (Gentiles, sec Lph 1, 17}, even as many as the Lord
otr God shall call”’—reaching down even to us in this day  We
are hvmg in the last days 1 which the Scripture forewarns us
tlicre shall be scoffers saving “Where is the promisc of His com-
ing ¥ in which there shall come “pertions times, for men shall
he lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blas-
phemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, nnholy, without
natnural affection, truce-hreakers, despisers of those that
are gomd lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God,
having a form of godhness but denyving the power thereof 77 Tt
is of these very days that we read, *“ It shall come to pass in the
last days, saith God, I will pour ont of My Spirit upon all flesh

in the Holy Ghost ‘‘Pentecost,”” yet surcly it is more bencficial
to scek the experience than for ever to eriticise the terms which
arc used to cxpress 1. When we hear men and women praying
fotr “‘another 50, we know they have not in view a return of
that yecar, but such a revival as was then expertenced; and so
when we bear “° Lord, send another Pentecost »’ {although they
might be more seriptural and pray for an outpouring of the
Holy Ghost) we know that they pray not for a return of the day
of Penteeost but for the power and blessing which was first
arven on that day

In these davs when iniquity is abounding, when love of
pleasure 1s mcreasing and God’s salvation is being despised on
every hand, wlhen the Tove of many is waxing cold and spiritual-
ity is at so low an ebb, let our fervent prayer be for such an
outpouring of the Holy Gliost on God’s people that will bring
s back to the power, blessing, and unity of the carly church

Pour out Thy Spirit once again, dear Lord,
Our cry goes up to Thee for °* latter rain ”’;

Unite Thy people as *° the heart of one,”
And Pentecostal days shall come again'!

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§ By an eadension ol the same poncgle evely seventl: yoar heeane o
veial 0f reot (Fvoell 23 10—12). XNo culicvadwin of ilie =01l was to be
doue. The land war to enjoy her Sabbaths {Lev, 25, 2—7}. Here again
God would control the ctops 80 that oll hizs wotks should enjoy this
great gift  On the sixth year the haivest was to be so plentiful that
1t would supply then needs for 3 yes (Lev, 25, 20—22).
Seven Sabbath Years (= 49 yeais) wele to be counted, and the next
yeal, the fiftieth, was pioclumed a Jubilee or year of release (Lev.
25, 8—16) All landd was to1eturn to the orgmal possessor All Israel’s
bondmen weie to go ondl fice It was also a Sabbath Year. Thus
two Sabbath Yems would come together, so the ciop 1o the preceding
sixth yeary nuwsl piovole o1 4 years

Xow 1t 12 ¢lean that wlen God was teacling M- people by types, it
was of the utmos mpotanee that tle types should be reverently and
glarlly obscived

The keeping of the Sabbath-day was made pait of the law, and
adopted as “a perpetual covenant,” and a “‘sign” hetweon God and His
chosen people (Exod. 31, 12-17) It can De readily understood that a
flagiant violation was pumishable by publie execution (Ex. 35, 1—3;
Nam. 15, 32—-36).

But 1t was not sufficient to keep the Sabbath-day only; the whole
system of seventh-lypes must be preseived and honouled Natiomal dis-
aster followed neglect of the Sabbatli-vear as certainly as desecration of
the Sabbatli-day {Lev 16, 34; TI. Ohreon 38, 20 and 21} {Is this taken intn
account by those who enjoin seventli-day observance m ahe Christian era?).

It will be wcen that the mner meaning of the Sabbath was God-given
rest ecspeewnlly m the sense of freedom or Liberation. The history of its ob-
servance furmshes us wilh, pevhaps, the best i1llustiation of the difference
between “spint” and “letler” When Isiael ceased to 1egard the Sabbath
as the gift of God, *fa delhight’” (Isa. 58, 13), and counted 1t a burden
(Amos 8, 5), the type was bicken, 1t glory depatted, and i1he resulting
formal observance beeame abomination to God (Isa 1, 13) The two
meulents in Mailt 12, 114, show the deadly bo<tility »f the “‘letter’” to the
Uspret™ of Babbath-keoping

What is the Chnstinn’s Sabbath?

Not a day of physrenl 1est, but a spiritual rest of farth (Heh. 4,
1--11}.  *"We who have believed do enter into rest”™ We have begun to
experience the fulfilment of the Lype by faith in Jesus Christ onr Lord,
andd shall yet 1ealize the complete wnfolding 1in Ifis glorious Kingrlom.

Nol an obscwvance of a day, but a life of faith in God, which,
having been delivered from bondage, and joyfully receiwved God's rest, is
now devoled Lo bringing others ont of bondage mto rest (Isa 58, 8-14).

The crumbs were devoured by men and women whose hearts were
hungvy for the Dread of Tafe.

TTaving said good-bye to the saints al Goldiwvil, our hittle company
(Mr. and Mrs., Reuss, Miss Peyer, Mr. Darragh, my brother and myself)
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v We reached Milan the same day, awd having u
few hours to spare viziled the great Cathiedeal, We then pushed on to
Genon, and finalty reachod Bome.s T know the first question aany will
ask will be, “What (lid you sce in Rome?”  We saw great Chureh buildings
which were like prisoun houses, allars, statutes, vestiments, wud everything
that the earnat mind eould devise o ovder to obscure the light of the
gaspel. AN that we saw, il built upon the poor fistierinan of Galilee, 18
enough to nsure that he (Peter) will never take part in any resurreetion,
We saw as never before how far men hael iifted away {from the simplicity
of the Go-pel as preached in apostolie days.

There were other things that cluimed our iulerest and attention
mope than these, A3 we passed along Lhe * dpplan Way 7 we coalill not
ltelpr bat plcture the little company Lhat came out from the eity to mecet
the Apostle Panl alimost two thopsand years ago. Yer ! somewhere on
this dusly road, the meeling took plave. Tt was hiere they welenmed one
who wios o prisoner Tor dhe salke of the Gospel. T must confess T atlowed
mysell to take flights of inuemation. T couhl see the happy faecces, over
which rolled tears of jov. T eould hear the “Hallelnjalis” and “Praize the
Lords™ as they burst forth trom Lhearts overflewmg with gratitede. 1 eould
see the old warvior straightening bunsell and talong conrage. What com-
fort he derived from the meeting enunol be expressed better than in the
words of seripture : “They came to weel s as far as Appu forwm, and the
Lthree taverns; wham wlhen Paal saw, he thanked God, il took eourage”™
{Aets 28, 15).

Our visit to the Colossenm retninded us of thie dark days of perse-
cutiot.  This old hurkding, which was completed by Titus I 80 A DL was
used Tor gladinlotial exhibitions, It Las the form of au eHip-¢, the ontside
heing nearly o Lhivrd of a wile round. In days gone by 50,000 spectators
Tanked ont while brave mien and women walked with firnn tread through
the valley of the =iirdow of death., Iimprisened within lhe iron bars that
coveredt the apenings of tbeir dens, they were aceustomerd to hear the
roar of the hali-starved and hall-maddened beasts on the other side. Yet
they have fearleszly slepped forthh by the thousnuds, ready, and happy
tor zeal their testiimony witlh their Dlood, They have gone inio the presence
of their Lord throngh lhe arena in this old boilding. As they lLeard the
Tast roar of the lion, they have heard the first note of the Reavenly
Antlhiem. They have been franspocted from the scene of hatred and abuse
to a scene where {hey are admived by angels

Our visil to the Cataeombs (e generad name given to the under-
ground cemeterie: of the early Christians) will never be foigotten. When
we arriverll al one in the Appian distriel, the carctaker gave ench member
of our company a taper, and led nu~ inlo the tong narvow passages.  Ocea-
sionally we would eome across galleries which erossed one another at
varions angles. In some cemeteries we were told theve were often five
stovies of them. ilere and there we could see (he little chambers called
crypls, for the sepulchre of a whole family, TTere too would lie the hodies
of the martyrs awaiting the day when they shall be called forth to
reecive A martyr's crown, The Hueal measure of all the catacombs yet
discnvercd is enleulated at about five hawdred and sixty mile~. Thoy sorved
during the tinie of the fieree perszecation. as secure places of worship
and refuges for the ecarly Chiistians, Tlere, where no ray of the natural
sun could penetrate, they communed with their God, Ilere the Sun of
righteousitess cansed the dark places to be flonded with  supernatnral
light. Separated they were from the worldd and its people, but they were
linked vp wifth the inhabitants of TTeaven. 10 cver thev lived in the
subunrbis of the Celestiat City it was when the five of persecittion had driven
them into these old calaeombs, We were shewn the Daplismal Font, in
which they had heen baplised in waler, thuos following the example of
the TLond they Toveld. Tt was no inviting place to the natural. The
candidales had to slescend a number of steps before eoming to the Font,
whicll waz a hole made in the earth, One could noi help bui contrast the
conditions under which these enrly Christians followed the Lord, with

sel oul on our journey
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Ltliase of to-day.  As we passed along we ~tw an old Communion Cap which
wity wseel Dy thenn et the Boealomg of Dread Serviee. How they musl have
vihitedl the trine spent around there Lesd™s tablo ]l Through the pathway of
“suffering they had come Lo remember s deall, ad Lo meditale npon
His Wornd,

Tire and space will nob allow e to dwell on other plieces and things
wo were privileged to o sees Woe o owere in orhe Valiean, whieh hus eleven
lamdred rooms and twerdyv-four courivands. Tnoit there is o marvellous
collection ol the nuvsterpreces of art. A< we ookl upow the grandeur,
we vould not help bnt pletare 1o first Bizhop of Howme (1 ever he was so)
withy his fizherminy™s coat sund heavy bools, who lodged witl one who made
s living by danmmg skins oo Hule cotrage, From Home we went to
Nuples, ool saw Vesuvins whicly ot the time was pot ta craplion, exeept
thint it gave forth dense volwires of smoke.
