A very distingunishied student of prophecy writes ‘' Some
of us have walched for A D 1923 for fifty vears’  Such a
statement of itself may well excite attention, and raise the
mgmiry, what arc the grounds for such an expectation, main-
tamed for half a century? It follows, as many are aware, from
thie year-day view of the notable period refeired to seven times
m Holy Seripture (Dan 7 25 12:7, Rev 11:2, 35 12 6, 145
13 5}, as 12600 days, 42 months, or a time, iimes and half a
fitne, the double of this broken period being 2,520 days, on the
Scripture scale of 30 days to a month. Many of our readers hold
this vear-day vicew strongly, while otiiers take the literal, and
what i ternted the Tuturtst application, to 7 critical years at
the clo-c of this age, marked by the rise of a Personal Anticlirist,
with a Dhitter persecution of the people of God. One view need
not exclude the other  Iiach has a great mass of evidence in its
favonr, and the best results will be obtained by an endeavour
to cmbrace the two  Thie writer accepts the longer scale, and
also the shiorter at the close of this age The Savieur’s words
in Luke 21 24 arc in tins connexion of the utmost importance
“‘Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles until the
Tines of the Gentiles are fuliilled ”*  They show most plainly
that these times of the Gentiles have to do withh Gentile sover-
ceignty over Jerusalem, and expire with the deliverance of that
city from Gentile donunation; a deliverance in great nieasurc
already affected as a result of the Great War, but awaiting a
future and final dehverance after a future and final overthrow
(Joel 35 Zech 12, 13; 14)

These Times of the Gentiles, if real accuracy is desired,
must he dated from the reign of Nebuchadnezzar, and more
especially from a very express decrec of the Most High, whereby
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the sovercignty of the nations passed to that great monarch
(Jer 27 :6-8) Never since that decree lave Isracl or Judalt had
auny real mdependence.

Three starting points for this period of 2,520 years, all
within tlat king’s reigu, with three correspondimg closing cras,
have for years engaged the close attention of prophetic btudcntb

(1) The first, daung from B C 606, the year of lits accession,
and frequently referred to m Scripture as the ath year of
Jehoilakiu, being also the 1st yvear of the 7o years’ captivity,—
a yecar marked as ““onc of the most unportant epochs m the
world’s history’” (5. C K. Commentary) Iromt tlis as a first
starting point for the 2,520 years, we are led at ouce at their
closc to the cra of the Great War, and the release of Palestine
from the Turkisht yoke

(2) The sccond,—as dated seven years later, from B C 599,
the year of thie yvoung king Jelhioachu’s deportation to Babylon,
—leads us at the close of the 2,520 years to thie year just entered,
1923 It 1s of tlhus we would speak more fully later

(3) The third,—as starting from the closc ot Zedekial's
inglorious reign, and the destruction of the temple and city,
B C 583,~lcads to a datc 11 years later than the present year—
1933-4, the latest for the close of the Tinces of the Gentiles, that
can be reached by thiese calculations or clnonological predictions

As this last starts with a final overthrow of the city in
0.1 times, so it reaches on to a final stege and « final deliver-
ance at the close of this dispeusation.  ‘These eveuts, however,
have to do, not with the Church of Christ, but with the Jewish
people and thewr cartlily hopes; and ntust take place after the
removal of true believers, and for this, 1 addition to othier
weighty reasons, masmuch as that Jewish Dehverance is ef-
fected by Christ’s descent to carth, m company with Fis Saints
wlio have already been raised to meet Him m the air (I Thess.4)

We are now in a better position to sce how vitally we are
concerned with the previons cra—that of 1923, and the years
that inumediately follow What furthier may be said will enhance
the mmportance of this era, and what may arise out of it for truc
servants of our Lord Consider then carcefully that parable of
good and evil figs given by Jeremiah (25 :1), with reference to
the deportation of Jeconiali in the year BC 599, the starting
point of the period of 2,520 ycars, which closes in our own day,
and scc what may be its beariig on these Advent hopes of ours
For here under this image you have what will surely come t{o
pass at the closc of this age;—a marked separation between two
classes,—and that, obscrve, not by a previous judgment on the
evil, but (as must occur at the close} by a withdrawal for their
good, and into a place of safety, of all who find favour with
God—“Good figs, very good, cven like the figs that are first
ripe” (Jer 25-2), wlile judgment, swift and overwhelming,
shortly falls on those left behind.
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But once more, as adding to the force of these conclu-
s1ions, and the sigmificance of this period in which we find our-
selves, consider that this withdrawal of an clect remmnant, as
finding favour with their God, takes place imunediately before
tlie succession of a Prince, who is a most remarkable type of
the coming Antichirist  Who can doubt 1t, in view of the solemn
denunciation of Zedekiah, as given m Ezek. 21 :25-27 {(R.V.)?
“And thou, O deadly wounded wicked one, the Prince of Isracl,
whose day 1s comie, in the time of the iniquity of the end; thus
saith the Lord God; Remove the mitre and take off the crown;
this shall be no more the same; exalt that which is low (the
lowly Jesus, 17:22-24}) and abase that which is high I will
overturn, overturn, overturn it; this also shall be no more,
until he eome whose right it is; and I will give it to him.”” Is
not the order of cvents most clear TrEN and Now ?  Warnings of
judgiient, close at hand; a gracious withdrawal of the people
of God, a reign of an Antichrist, Prince of Israel, who binds
hunself by a solemn oath (II. Cliron 36 :13; Ezek 17 :12-20),
an oath tnken about seven yvears before the final catastrophe, and
broken just 334 years {(sec Josephus) after being taken, even as
is the case with the conung  Autichrist (Dan ¢ :27), also
wounded unto death (Rev. 13 :3, 12} and followed at once by
the glurious advent of One whose right 1t is o reign

If, as Daun. g 27 and other Scriptures render probable,
the carcer of this great Adversary runs for the closing seven
years of this age, it would date from about A D 1927, Thus the
connng years, 1¢23-1927, Decome of vital interest and solenm
importance to us all  Has enough been said to justify the
attitude of the giffed and devout prophetic student—whose words
gave 115 our subject—'"* Some of us have watched for A.D. 1923
for fifty years”’?  In view of suell possibilities and such bright
hopes a- 1o the Coming Dawn, ©f Who dares stand idle on the
harvest plain?” And who would dare, with greater daring still,
to he mdifferent as to his own readiness for his Lord’s return ?
Brethiren, the time is short; 1t rewaineth that we use it to tlie
utniost, whether for the service of owr Lord and Master, or for
our own Salvation, that we way be found of Him and in Himn,
in peace and without spot, at His appearing.

ow to TReep in health.

There has been much helpful teachiiug on divine healing
The Scriptural foundation lias been laid deep and wide, and
no one should fail to be healed because of a lack of light upon
God's Word DBut my thouglt lias been turned to the import-
ance of divine health or keeping healed. It is said that an
ounce of prevention is worth a pouud of cure, so if we can find
some preventives for phliysical sickness, weakness and suffering,
we shall do well to heed them.

1. Dwell in the Seccret Place. Live in the grst Psalm
Not an occasional visit, but the place of perpctual habitation
“ He that dwelleth i the seceret place of the Most High shall
abide under the shadow of the Almighty.”” This is the place
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of protection agamst ‘‘pestilence, plaguc, destruction that
wasteth,”’ “‘thic arrow that flieth,” “trouble,”” and cvery attack
of the cncmy. Not only 1s life protected, but prolonged
“With long hfe will I satisfy huu and show hnun my salvation ”’

2. Recognize and claim the power and protection of the
blood Tlie children of Isracl were protected from the visitation
of the destroying angel because God said  ““ When 1 see the
blood I will pass over you '’ Is the wmark of the blood upon
our dwelling, this temple of the Holy Ghost?  These days wlien
the devil’s darts are flying tliick and fast, liow nccessary to be
protected by the Cross of Calvary and the nail-print hands of
Christ  The Atoncinent is the cluef corner-stone of divine heal-
ing, but let us remember that the same blood that was shed for
the remission of our sins and thie healing of our sicknesses, keeps
us from s and sickiuess The Israclites fed upon the lamb,
while thiey were protected by the blood.  Likewise we may feed
upon Chirist and be sheltered by His blood

3 Reckon on the indwelling Spirit - ““ For 1f the Spirit
of Him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, He that
raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken (make alive
or cnergize) your wmortal bodies ”” Rom S:11 This does uot
necessarily mean a sick body only, but a well body subject to
discase, kept from discase by the life-giving Spirit We must
keep filled with the Spirit as a protection from sickness, just as
from sin  The body is constantly undergomg decay, but “‘ tlhe
life also of Jesus’ (I. Cor. 4 :10) counteracts the forces of diseasc
and decay Our own lhife fails us in the pressure of toil and
trial, but another hfc is imparted by the Spirit of the risen and
glorified Chirist

4 Practice daily coummunion and the study of God’s
Word ‘The physical life is in dircct proportion to the spintual
““ Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and
be 1n liealtl, even as thy soul prospereth,”” III Johin, 2 This
life for thie body is found i the closet of prayer, upon our
kiees, with open heart aud open Bible, feeding upon the words
of life, for ¢ they arc spirit and they are life,” Jolin 6 63
Jesus camnie to give God’s children theirr bread  He said - * 1 am
the Bread of Iife’’ T is His pliysical hife iniparted to our
bodies The best tiwe for waitmmg on God 1s in the carly
morning, when thie mind is clearer and distractions less likely
We need the “mormng wateh’ rather than the “‘morning nap ™’
How the enemy secks to hinder the carly scason of connuunion
and tlie study of the Word! If you fecl sleepy and weary hic
says - ‘A little more sleep aund a little more slumber,” but
hearken to the voice of Jesus  “Come apart with Me to the
‘solitary place’ of prayer and refresh thy whole being — spiit,
soul, and body *’

5. Obey the laws of health It is a “‘1easonable service”
into which God has called us, and He would have us observe the
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laws that govern thie body. Good food, air, sunsline, exercise,
arc conststent with the will and provision of God for our bodics
Be natural Don’t overeat. Don’t starve. “‘Let your modera-
tion be known to all men.” Don’t worry Don’t hurry. ““Be
anxious for nothing.”” ‘“Ia quictness and confidence shall be
yvour strength **  Alas, how many answer as did Isracl, “'No, for
we will flee upon horscs,’” Isa. 30.15, 16. Don’t carry tlic whole
world upon your shoulders, far less the universe. ‘‘ The govern-
ment shall be upon His shoulder ’ A morning walk is a splen-
did adjunct to the morniug watch.

6 Maintain a good conscicnee This is csseatial to
good health A guilty conscience will react upon the body and
disturb the natural and healthful functions, producing disorder
and discase A good couscience is a splendid stimulant to diges-
tion, sleep and vigor of mind and body  Paul knew the value
of a good couscience ‘* Hercin do I exercise myvself, to have
always a conscicnce voud of offeice toward God and men,’” Acts
24 16. To have health we must have faith, and for the effective
opcration of faith there must be a pure conscience  ““ Holding
the mystery of faith in a purc conscicnee,” I Tim 3 ¢

7  Have a sanctificd tongue. ““ A wholesome tongue,
(miargin, the healing of the tongue) 1s a tree of life, but perverse-
ness therein is a breach in the spirit,”” Prov 154 ““The tongue
15 a firc, a world of iniquity; so is the tongiic ailong our meni-
bers, that it defiletlh the whole body, and scts on fire the course
(wheel) of nature and it is set on fire of hell,”” James 3:6  An
eminent pliysician has said : ““ There are discases that originate
from anger and anxicty that no medicine known to man can
cure.”” A perversce tonguce makes a breach in the spirit, defiles
the whole body, and scts on fire the wheel of nature, which is
set on fire of hell  The fire proceeds from the pit to the tongue,
thenece to the spirit and finally to the body, producing disecase
and death A word of criticism will introduce poison into the
body, while ““a good report makcth tlic bones fat,” Prov. 15 3

8. Keep in touch with those who ““ believe these things,”'
Mark 1617 One reason sotue do not keep healed is because
they fail to meet with the people of God who teach and live
divine licaling. They arc in the midst of unbelief 1n their hiotues
or churches, which causes a decline in their spiritual and phys-
ical life  ‘Then theyv hie away o some Alliance Convention or
all day mecting to get fixed up, whercas if they had come more
frequently to such gatherings they nught have remained well
Rotherlham translates Mark 16 18 as follows  “ Upon sick
persons will they lav hands, and well shall they remain 7 Meet
the conditions, meet God, mect with His people and “remain
well 7 “Not forsaking the asscuibling of yourselves together
as the manner of some 18, but exhorting one another, and so
much the more as ye see the day approaching,”’ Heb 10:25
‘This certainly applies to these very days and to the people who
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beheve 1 Christ for the body.

g. Be hiberal with your substance., ““ The liberal soul
shall be made fat aud he that watereth shall be watered also
himself. He that withholdeth corn, the people shall curse Ium,
but blessing shall be ou the head of hin that selleth it,”” Prov
11:25, 260, Not alone fat in soul, but also in bady, for what
affects the one affects the other. Some who have been healed
fail to keep in health because they pay to the Lord but a
pittance of the amount expended upon doctors and medicines
Not that we can buy health from God with money, but an un-
grateful and sparing heart will surely canse poverty of spirit
and thus tnjure the body.

Shall we not put onrsclves in the way of fatness of soul
and blessing upon our head, by invesling our substance in
precious souls and thus bring back the King who, “though He
was rich, yet for our sakes He becanie poor, that ye through His
poverty might be rich?’” 11, Cor. 8 :g

10. Cultivate a joyful spirit. “* The joy of the Lord is
your strength,”” Neh, 8 110 “I'his follows the previous condition
of liberality, for it is when “‘portions are sent’”’ that joy comes
and then strength  As a morbid disposition 15 a feeder to
“divers discases,”’ s0 a spirit expressing itself in “psalms and
hymns and spirttual songs’ will foster health. Let us cherish
annd cultivate the spirit of praise and glonfy God in our bodies.

The Compussion of Paul, whuh made hun “leltor Loth to Greeks
and to barbarans, both to the wise and the nuwise,” elaims our considera-
fronn After he had confessed Tesnus as Lowd and behieved God had raised
Hun from among the dead, he said © “Lond what wilt Thou Lave me to do?”
““And the Lond sid unto bhun o Anse, sodd go 1oto the eity, aned 1t shall
be told thee what thou must do.” And he miose bhnd, and was taken
to Damascus and remained 3 days without sight.  Then the Loid in-
sttueted n lowly dseiple named Aunanias, that Paul was “a chosen vessel
into ME, to bear iny Name before Gentiles and Kings and the children of
Israel” (this 15 very precious 1 view of his being the author of the Epastle
to the Hebrews—which Epistle 15 a message hoth to the unsaved as well
i~ the saved of Istael), “for 1T will show Ium lLiow great things he must
sufter fou My Name's sake.”

The Apostle Paul fiom this tirme consulted not with ““flesh and blood”
{Gal. 1, 15—20) Wherever Lhie woeul, the preachiung of the Gospel coucern-
g the Son of God, biought upon him wiath, shame, contempt, nakedness,
buffetting, stoning, beating with rods, thust, hunger (I Cor, xi, 23, 33;
1 Cor, v, 9-13) The Apostle was “called” to seive the TLowd, knowing
that “the Holy Ghost witnesseth 1 every city, saying that bonds and afflie-
Lrons abule me. But none of these things move nie, neither count I my
Ife dear unto myself, so that I might finish my course with joy, and the
ministry which T have 1eceived of the Lord Jesus, to testify the Gospel of
the Grace of God And now. behold, T know that ye all, aimong whom I
have gone preachmg the Kingdom ef God, shall see miv face no more.

Saviour declared it whilst on earth, and confivmed 1t from the Gloiy (see
Tiev, ax., 12 -15; xx1, 8). We have been commanded by o Lord to “Go

el pueach the Gospel to every creature e iliak helieveth and s
baplized sliabl be saved, buat he that belieseth not shalt be damned.” The
greal majornly of preachers 1 this day are heartily ashamed of thus Gospel,
and never preach the counsel of God agamst the unbelicver. Some, alas,
mreash pdgment of ther own weverdion amd weasopn away evely shap
and telmg word, so that the effeel on the lost 15 only as an echo  Bud
echoes are not the truth, they me only a device to exense the shame of
the predchers ab whid God huas set forthe as the Jdoom of the unhelhiever
Y When T say wnibo the wicked, "Thou shalt surely die,” and thou givest
Inm not watnmg, nor speakest to WARN the wicked from Ins wicked way,
to save his lLife; the same wicked man shall die 1 his nwquly; but his
bBloed wall T reguure at thine hand  Yet 1f TITOT warn the wicked, and
he tuin not from hus wickedness, nor fiom s wicked way, IIE shall die
m his ity ; but THOU hast dehivered THY soul” (Erzek ut, 138, 19)
Tt was m the spirit of thas Seuptue thal the Apostle said hie hid decliaed
all thic enansel of God to those who heard hnm, and alse sawl that Le was
not ashamed of that which he preached * The fear of the Lord is the
begmmng of wisdom” (FProv. 1x.,, 10). Ow blessed Tmwidd, after He was
ratsardl fiom ihe dead, gave forill the Commission fm the Gozpel to he
preached * to every creature.”” Mark xvi, 15, 20, is the only record of the
Gospel wiich 1s 1o be preached ‘o every crealbure.”

When evamaned carefully His mstiuetions contiin seven statements

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preseit tine, as distirguished from Matt. x.. 5,—"Go not into the way
of the Gentiles™), (2) *UHe that betweveth and s bhaptwed shall be saved;

(3) And thes=e sigus shall
foliow them that believe.  Inm My Name shall lley cast out demons

el hurk theny  {7) They shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall
recover ' These details were fulfilled 1n Apostohie days, and are displayed
1 our day to “them that belisve.” Yet how many who preachk: the gospel
to the lost can say of thus gieat and ouly comnbnssion to eveiry eteatuie,

mmportant staling pomd, and doubiless prepaled the way fm much of the
ILlessing that followed I wouder 2 we ail reahise as much as we should
Liow mnportant a matber b i3 to magmfy thie Load of Glory. Have we
evel troubled to look 1to what 1t 15 that brings sueeess to the preaching
of many of God’s servants?  See how they magnify the Lornd Jesus Christ.
No man eanr call Jesus Loid hut by the Holy Gliest No man can extol
IIim but through the Haoly Ghost None ean konow how to magnify Hun
execpt tlhiough the inwaid woiking of the Comforier

On Swinday eveming I’astor Boulton preached the Gospel wiih much
power and witlh fatl deterrmination of purpose from I. John 1, T Then
the breaking of bread sarviee took place, which enabled many who are
prevented front Lomg preseat ae ilic morning services, lo sit down at the
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Lord's Table. We me having what scems almosl, 1f nol quite, the largest
brewking of bread -civice In London,  Thus speaks {or itsel!f the daiference
between a dead seiviee and a hifc one,

We had thiee seivices on Chiwstiias Day and Boxing Day. On tlhese
two days thele wete not so many present, but those who came wele mdced
glad, Ior God did bloss wa mantlestly, On Chistmas evening Mi. Elvin
spoke fiomm Eph v, 18, duimng whieh he refered to many Seniptures con-
cetntng the hving waters, He made some rather pointed remarks aliout
those who paddle along the shoie wlhen they should be swunming n the
deeps, pontiug oat that those wlhio paddle are those who aie most m
evidence On Wednesday ceveming Pastor Boulton gave a vely powelrful
address,—powerful 1 that 18 was deeply searching It seemed lo probe
and disclose the heart, and cause one to see and feel at the emd that God
had lawl bare somethmg  There secmed fo be a sort of eniting away of
some foundation on which one had pmeviously been standing. At fhst 1k
is not pleasant, but soon one feels thankful «bout something,—perhaps 1t
s thtat one has gol 11l of some kuud of leseh wineh lias been sucking
away one’s hife blood, as 1t were, It cannot be described, because things
m ochnary hie will ot compuae with i The speakey said . While you
mouald for Time, God fashions fm1 ETERRITY; when you complan yon e
Lemng stvipped by God, e 1s only taking awaey that which separaies you
from Hnn”  And the congiregation began to thmk a bit,—a thing wlnch
eongiegattoms are not often fond of Jdomg  Ife told us not fo see Godd
thiough our ehicamnstances, but o lonk at our circumstances through
God's dealmgs. e went into the meaning of the sigmifiecant passage m
Genesis x11., abeout Abiaham being aich, hinw he came to the moant of
sacuifice, and diew a sharp conirast fiom Rev., 11 of &lte church which
sanl 1t was neh but was poor in truth.

The subjects on Wednesday awd Thursday came from Exodus xxxiv,
the cential pomrt of whieh was {he last clause of verse 2, “top of the
mount.” Throughout all these scrvices God was leadmg up to a sighl
which pleases angels and snnts, On Thursday night the platfoumn was
cleared, and an wvitaton given  For a little wlile no one responded
Then a tall, grev-hieaded man of about &0 surame1s eame out and knelt by
a char After a while came another and yet another, antil the whole
atform was crowded  About 20 to 25 of all kinds of seekoers wele meoet
and deali with  The onue who led ihe way 153 now baptized in the Iloly
Ghiost, spealkimg 1 other tomgues Al eglory be to God!

Many weie dealt with on the other evermngs by the Evangelisis
thernselves  The afternoon of Thursday was devoted to a Divine Healing
gse1vice, when thele was a good number present. At the last service of
the Convention, Pastoy Boulton gave some fine lessons from a comparison
of gomng up llke mowrt (Ex xxxiv ) and eommg down fiom the mount
(Matt viin) We ale asswmed that muel frne and lastimg work has been
accomphlished through these serviees,

“ will Declarve what e bath done.”

Almost 49 years ago the Lord 1n s merey convicted me of sin and
gave me a desite 1o fee from the wrath to come As soon as T trusted in
Jesua Christ apd Fant aloene for salvation, my sing were, praise the dea
Lovd, washied away thiough Ihis precions blood, and my soul was filled with
His Blessed pence which passeth all understanding., Dunmg all these venrs
I have always been able 1o 1eJowce 1 Jesus as my own petsonal Savien
Glory to This Name! Soon after 1 was saved 1 fell the need of consecrabing
my young life fo the setvice of my Blessed Redeemerl T wanted {o be out
and out for Hun, not half for the world and half for Jesus, but all for
Jesus. 1 began by testifying to the delightful tinth that God for Christ’s
sake hud pardoned all my sins.

Soon atter the death of my dear liushand 1 got gieatly binken down
m health, and two of my biothers nsisted on himaing a doctor who <aid
1 was suffering from over action of the heart T had now, for the time
being, got away from my faith in the Great Phyv-ician and for a numbe:
of vears consulted a doctor for every sertous illne-~ But braise the Lo:d,
1t 15 now mole than five years since T sent to a dactor or fook medieine
During these years T have been attacked by influenza several times, seveie
colds, 1thenmatism, ete  but glot¥ be to Jesu-, Tle ha- removed all 1n
answer to the prayer of faith.

About twelve months ago thie Lotd gave nie a great desire to seek the
Baptisin of the Holy Ghost T went to a mumber of walting meefings and
often taitied at v Saviowr’s teet 1n my own home, and thele, on the 15th
of November last, my piravers were answeied, and T received the Baptism
with <igns following O Tallelnjah, what o Saviom ' Since ihen the nane
of Jesns has become sweeter than ever befoie, and 1 enjoy such communion
and fellowslip with Him as T could not possibly have enjoyed hitheito
. may He keep me daily at His feet, and may He nse me 1n any way He
can far This awn gloiy, 15 vy eainest prayet
