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Eoitorial.

“ 0 Magnify the Lord with me, and let us exalt His
Name together.”' —Psa xxxiv, 3.

‘“ Let such as love Thy salvation say continually, ‘ The
Lord be magnified'.”'—Psa xI1., 16

We who love His salvation, and rejoice in the experience
of 1t day by day, are exhiorted not only to praise and to worship,
but also to magmfy the God of our salvation 'To magnify is
to make large What a glorious privilege 1t is to shew up the
perfeetions of the Lord Jesus, to make Him large m the eyes of
both saint and sinner !

The worldling ever sees a small Christ.  The fulness of
His love, the riches of His grace, the greatness of His power
are alike reduced by his eves to the smallest proportions  What
need there is then that we magnify Him ! What greater privi-
lege can be ours than to be as a magnifying glass — that eyes
which now see in Him so little, may see Him through us in all
His love and beauly and power, may sce Him as He really is.

We are given in Scripture at least four ways in which the
Lord is magnified First of all, we may magnify Him by our
lives Paul satd his ecarnest expectation and hope was ‘f that
Christ shall be magnified in my body’’ (Phil 1, 20} It is God’s
purpose for every belhiever that *‘ the life of Jesus might be
made manifest in our mortat flesh’; that He may mncrease and we
decrease; that in all His fulness, Christ may be revealed in us.

Sccondly, we may magnify the Lord by praise and thanks-
giving. David said ; ** I will praise the Name of the Lord with
a song, and will magnify Him with thanksgiving' (Psa Ixix
30)  As we witness to the great things that the Lord has done
for us, others will catch a glimpse of His greatness,
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In the third place, the Lord is magnified by the manifest-
ation of Ilis grcat power—in saving souls, in baptising in the
Holy Gliost, 1 lealing the sick, and in casting out demous. At
Iiplhiesus, where the mighty power of God was witnessed, ‘‘fear
foll on thent all, and the Name of the Lord Jesus was magnified”’
(Acts xix, 17)

The fourth way in whicll the Lord is magnified is, we
fear, an unpopular way At Caesarca, wlen the Holy Ghost
fell on the houschold of Cornclius, thie inspired writer says,
“they heard them speak with tongues and magnify God »’ (Acts
x, 46) And still to-day Christ 1s maguificd by speaking with
tongues, by the mamfestation of His nuglity power, by praise
and thanksgiving, aud last but not least, in the lives of His
true and devoted followers. God grant that we may be pure,
spotless, unencumbered magmiying glasses, without ornanient-
ation or sclf-attraction, that through us a perishing world may
caze ou a living, loving, saving Christ, in all His glory and

The Power of Revelation.

Tliere 1s a most remarkable prayer of our Lord in Luke x ,
21 - I thank "thee, O Father, Lord of Heaven and earth, that
hou didst hide these tlimgs from the wise and prudent, and didst
reveal them unto babes ””  What things are these which the
TFather hides from some and reveals to others? We learn from
tlie context (verse 17) that “‘the seventy (had} rcturned with
joy, saving, ‘Lord, cven the demons are subject unto us in
Thy name’ ”’

This was the revelation, that the whole spiritual world
was subject to the nane of Jesus, and tlus revelation gave them
a power superior to all the power (dunawmis) of the enemy, and
cven authority (exousia) over 1t, so that they could in His
naine cotmmand even the unclean spints and they mnst obey,
even as they did in His presence  So that we learn this wonder-
ful truth that

STIRITUAL, REVELATION

confers power and cven authority in the spiritual world. All
authority in heaven and carth has been granted to Christ  But
we need a special revelation from the Father in order to exercise
that anthority Tor no man can learn any spiritual truth con-
cerning the Son except it be taught hini by the Fatlier
(Luke x , 22)

This knowledge is bevond the compass of the greatest
human intellect, and is altogetlier mip from it It scems at
first to put a prewinm on ignorance, and this is how many under-
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stood the expression, ' revealed unto babes.”” It is wrong to
think this, however. As far as this world is concerned, sonic
men cannot lelp becoming wise, any more than others can
avoul remaining ignorant But it is within the

as well as of the most ignorant, to become a babe. It must be
so, or salvation would not be possible to all men, for except we
become as little children we cannot enter the kingdom of heaven
The fact is that the wisest man on eartl, or the man whoe has
gained more hwnan knowledge than any of his fellows, may by
grace and power of God become, by means by the new Iarur, a
babe; and have the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the know-
ledge of God, which shall give even to lim anthority mn the
spiritual world, and power over all the power of the cnemy At
the same time, a man who is unable to read a letier of the Scrip-
tures may yet be gifted with

GREAT SPIRIrUAl, KNOWILEDGE.

The great mistake of the present age, and the reason of the
comparative lack of spiritual knowicdge to that which was
excrcised centuries ago, 13 that men are SEEKING SPIRITUAL
KNOWLEDGE BY NATURAL MEANS

Spiritual revelation, and  with it spiritual  (exousta)
authority and (dunamis) power, can only come by mspiration
from God—ifor these things “‘no man knoweth’—no outward cyc
can see them—they can only be scen by the enhightened eves of
the inner man, and heard by means of the “‘Sitent Voice”” within,
speaking in the

Ear oF THE INNER Maw

By means of natural facultics of the ontward man we can
recerve nothmg from the Spirit of God—the outward eye cannot
see the Spirit, the outward ear cannot hear His voice — but
spiritual things are discerned only by the inward or spirtual
man We cannot ‘“‘ascertain them’ by means of the natural
faculties (I. Cor 1ii, 14, Rotherham) ““ ‘The things of God no
onc has come to know save the Spirit of God®’ (verse 11), bt
we have recaved the Spirit, that we may know the things
that arce freely given to us of God; yea even

And every revelation made by the Spirit of God to the inward
man adds to the spiritual power which we may exercise—which
resides in the inward man, and it is by means of these revela-
fions that we are “‘strengthened with power through His Spirit
in the inward man,” so that “‘Christ 1s formed’ 1n the heart of
the inward man, and takes up his permanent dwelling there
So that we may clearly discern how the Old Testament type is
fulfilled in the far more glorious Antitype

The body, or outward man, is the oufer court of the
temiple; the inward man is the holy place, the heart of the inward
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man, where Clrist takes up His abode, and the Father in Him,
is thie hely of holies — just as the Sheckinah was manifested
usually in the Most Holy Place—although there were times when
the whole temple was filled with His glory; and so there are
times with us of special

MANIFESTATIONS AND ANOINTINGS,

as was the case with the apostles, although the inner man is
always pervaded by the presence of the Spirit.  His special
work is to change the new creation into the likeness of Him that
created him. ‘The unveiled face of the new wman, reflecting as a
mirror the glory of the Lord within, is being transformed into
the same image “from glory unto glory.”

To sce Him there it is necessary to be pure in heart
(Matt v, 8), to “‘strip off the old man together with his prac-
tices” (Col. 11i, g}, to be “circumcised with a circumcision not
hand-made, in the stripping oft of the body of the flesh, in the
circumcision of the Chirist, being jointly buried with Him in
the immersion {baptismn in the Boly Spirit), in which we are
also jointly raised and made to sit with Him in the heavenlies
After the mntial Pentccostal experience, there is constant pro-
gress to be made, for tiie new man 15 ““being moulded afresh into
full knowledge™ (Col i1i, 10), and being restored fully to the
image and likeness of God 1n which man was originally created;
and He gives special revelations and special gifts to some that
they may act as apostles, and some as prophets, and some as
cvangelists, and some as shepherds and teachers, with a view
to the fitting of the saints for work of ministry; for an upbnild-
ing of the body of Christ; until we are advanced into the oneness
of tlie faith and of the full knowledge of the Son of God, into a
man of full growth, into a measure of stature of the fulness of
Christ (Eph. iv, 10-13).

(2) ILow can T 1ecerve tlus Llessing® (3) Ilow can T KNOW 1 have received?

WHAT IS THE BAPTISM IN THE HOLY GHOST!?

The first thing tv g1ip concerning the bLaptisin of the Spiit 18 that
it 15 a 1eal, definite vivid experience 1f you lave 1eceived the baptism you
know 1t; 1f you are notl sme about 1t, one can gravely question whether
the experience has yet been entered into. Quute 1ecently the wniter was
a crowded clinch 1in Edinbwigh whete a well-lnown evangelist was giving
an afternoon addiess to Chiwstians on this very subject. That inspiring
hymn, “Crown Ilnn with many cirowns,” had just been sung 1 a cold,
half-hearted way that made one’s heait sad  And then the preacher stood
up and told the people that they had all received the baptism of the Holy
Ghost when they were fiist saved! The utter absuidity of needing a
preacher to peisuade you that you 1eally IIAVE received this blesssing 1if
only you would believe 1t!

When you nte baptized in the oly Glost you KNOW K, and need nu
one to acquaint you with the fact; bless God, vou will soon be acquainting
them When you are haptized in the Holy Ghost, GOD TOUICHES YOU,
and for ever after i your hite you know God touched you, and that He
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lives. In the final analysis, the baptisn of the Spiit 15 not a doctrine but

We are taken into Gaod, and {he soul will 1eceive o consunnng desive
to evermote be utteily and entnely lost 1w Him, A dunking  vessel
plunged benealh the waters, and then hited up, spaikling and oyverflowing,
that thunsty souls nay drink, can typify the hife of the Spinit-illed mamstry
Lthe Toid inlends towards ofhers, hut 1t 1a when the vessel 15 again taken
and plunged beneath the wateis, entitely hidden hut filled with the fulness
a1l around it, that the soul’s deepest inner hife and mner desire 15 typified,
glory be ta Gad!

“ Pentecost ” DOES biing us 1into o new sphere of things spintually;

1ecerved wondeirful pronises of blessing; yet they tuined aside fromm Hun
1 almost all then histevy; and when God seut His dem Son to save them,
tlicy put Ilim to death  Since then they have been “scattered and peeled ™
Yet all the tune Godd was nghteous 1 His dealings with them

God’s Salvation by CGhrist is a Righteous One.

“What shall we say then? Is theie uniighteousness with God ?
God forlad” (1x, 14). “ But now the nightevusness of God apait fiom the
Law 15 mamfested,” being boine witness to by the Law and the Piophets
(i, 21). **To deeclale, I say, at tlus tune IIis Righteousness: thiat He
nnght be just and the jusufier of hu whieh believeth m Jesus” (w1, 26)
“For e saith unto Moses, ‘I will have merey on wlom I will hiave mieicy,
and I will have eompassion on whont I will have compassion.”

The pool,
sm-sick soul that comes to the Father with nothimg but sin and shame,
and ecalls for meicy not to perisl, 1ecewves accordinng the Father’s measure
of lis need, and not according to s own reasonmg Before the pirodigal
went mto the House to feast with the Father, he had already received
tlie embiaece, thie kiss, the best Robe of heaven, the Ring, the Shoes (fo1
Ilns walk heneeforth); and the mmistening servants of the Father had
been ‘*sent foith’ with theiwr mstiuctions on his behalf (Heb, 1., 14), And
his future was to he spent m the House of salvation, and no longer 1n
thie "field ©  All tlus because He made Him to be siN who knew 1o s1x,
that we nnughit be made the Righteousness of God w1 Haum™ (IL Cor. v., 21)

Beloved 1eader, be thou caieful to submit thyself to 1cceive all
thy need from the Fathei; for all thy Salvation 1s complete i Him who
sard “ 1t is finished.” Heed not the well-intentioned demands made upon
thiee by men who do not and eannot fulfil their own woids; but be like
the prodigal who stood still and saw the salvation of God, and did not
lend a hand to the series of blessings he 1eceived, Meditate before the Loid
and pray mueh, that thou mayest undeistand 1his 11ghteonsness m giving
a perfect and complete (filled up) salvation to every one that asketh, and
thy Loid will fit thee to tell tlie story of Ilis 1edeeming love to the pour,
the bioken-heaited, to captives, to the blind, and tell of hiberty to them
thal are Dbruised,—and be sure thou tell them that the TFather received
the prodigal it an awful staie, but that the Woid says “ He hath 1ecened
him sAFE and sOoUND.”
