Mote, hie sent for the greatest preacher the
worlld had ever known until his tume Ile sent tor John the Baptist, and
he said unto Inm, “ John, 1 hear you can tulk well, thal you aie a fluent
spealkel, now speak to me mote about (he Chnst”  And John preached
some of his best setmons  And Ilerod heard him gladly and said he hled
it, and added, ** Come again to-morrow.” A httle while attervards this very
same Hetod had to make a choice. He had to make a chowee between the
most awful and degrading sin and the Word of God. He had to make a
choice belween the teaching of John the Baptist and the satistaction of his
own cevil appetites. What did he da? 1le chose the sin —aml eut John's
head off. There ave a lob of Herods aboul to-day. They hke plenty of
sermons They hike to hear the Gospel, but, when 1t comes to making a
chorce Letween God and s, they choase the sin and turn their back on
God God save us fiom the leaven of Herod! * Beware of the leaven of

Great Gatherings
at the Hull Convention.

We have just concluded what might truly be described as
the most powerful, pratseful, and fruttful Convention yet held
1 Hull The Lord has abundantly fulfilied our expectations
and our hearts are overflowing with praise

It was on Good Friday morning that the Convention cor-
menced, when about four hundred believers gathered around the
Lord’s Table to commemorate the Cructfixion of Christ Pastor
R. Smith {Merthyr) gave a mosl inspiring message, based upon
John 1, 20, “Behold the Lamb of God’  The thought and
desire of the congregation was drawn out to the Christ, in
whose sufferings we discovered afresh the fulness and glory of
our redemption. What a hallowed moment it was when the
bread and wine was passed to each believer—how real was the
presence of Him at Whose feet we knelt—how our hearts glowed
with an unguenchable fire of devotion to the One Who had so
freely and fully accomplished our deliverance from the penalty
and power of sin by the sacrifice of Himself on Calvary. Hence-
forth to many this memorial sacrament will have a much deeper
spiritnal significance

Again on the Good Friday afterncon the ministry of the
Word came to us with great conviction as Mr. McWhirter dis-
cotrsed upon Jude 3,—'*Earnestly contend for the faith . .
once delivered unto the saints ° What a timely exhortation this
was in view of the appalling departure from the faith so manifest
on every hand in these days In a most faithful and able manner
our brother examined the Scriptural definition of ‘* the faith.”’

On the Saturday evening Mr. T. B. Clarke gave an
excellent word on ““ Prayer ’’; from his message we saw how
vital to every phase of christian life and service real Holy Ghost
praver is  We regarded this essential soul exercise from both
the positive and negative viewpoints—praver was not necessarily
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articulate—the attitude of the will, the condition of the heart
were the factors wlich either made or marred prayer. From
the Books of Ezra and Nelemiah, Mr Naumann (Loadon) gath-
cred many valuable lessons, describing tlie re-bulding of the
walls of Jerusalem; vividly he pictured the broken down condi-
tion of the walls of christian experience in these times, at the
same time showing how important it is in their reconstruction
to carefully keep to the pattern revealed in the Weord of God
Success in this direction could only be achieved by faithful
adlierence to Divine instruction, implicit obedicnce to cach detail
of the Divine will in our assecmbly life  There must not be any
well devised human innovations, cte., introduced, othcrwise the
huilding of the wall would be hindered

On Sunday morning Mr. McWhirter spoke from Exodus
12, pointing out the value of the blood to cleanse the soul from
all sin; its power to purge the life of the believer from all moral
and spiritual defilement. In keeping the Passover Feast we
learnt thie necessity of heart purity; we were reminded of so
many to-day who were coming to the I.ord’s Table with insin-
cerity—Ilives all sullied with cvery kind of nncleanness More-
over we saw that as behievers we should eat with girded loins,
ready for departure—npreparced for flight—oequipped for conflict.
On Sunday afternoon Mr. Elvin gave a most spirited address on
the rich character of the promised land, and emphasized the
importance of each child of God possessing it wholly. Why be
limited by the Enemy to a small, inconsiderate portion, when the
Word of God guarantees complete possession to living faith?
Many would be emboldened to press forward into this wonderful
Canaan inheritance of blessing

Monday morning again found a large company of the
Lord’s people assembled. Pastor R Snuth gave a very helpfut
exposition of the first few verses of Genesis, bringing home the
spiritual force of each verse ag he proceeded We realised with
fresh joy the fact that as children of God we were part of His
niew creation, the outcome of His greal creative power  Onee
darl:ness, now light in the Lord

On the Monday afternoon Mr. Nolan {Grimsby) gave a
scarching word on Isa. 43, 12, * Ye are My witnesses that I am
God "' Our brother showed us the privilege and responsibility
of wittiessing for Godl in a period when so many 1ips were sealed
The ocean waves bear witness to His power~—the heavens declare
His glory Tlhe existence of so many false witnesses demanded
from us a faithful unvciling of Chirist in the life and testimony
We saw that the greatest qualification for a witness was a divine
experience which should be told forth in no uncertain way. The
faithful witness would reveal things hitherto hidden ’The con-
sistency of his life would condemn sin and produce conviction
in the sinner.
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Large crowds gathered at cach of the evening services,
which were devoted to a scrics of lectures given by Pastor
George Jeffreys on The Outlpouring of the Holy Spirit  Eagerly,
enquiringly, and expectantly did the people listen to these ilium-
inating and instructive messages, following evening by evening
with an ever increasing appreciation, the development of thought
which they contained. These large congregations were com-
posed of many who were sincerely critical in their attitude
towards the truths dealt with. To many such these lectures
brought new light, difficulties disappeared; objections were re-
moved, and faith established in things which hitherto had caused
offence  Pastor Jeffreys spoke with great clearness and power,
carrying conviction to many hearts; behind his ministry one felt
the irresistible punaMis of the Holy Spirit, whicl could not be
gainsaid; every argument was drawn from the scriptures, and
the whole founded upon the written word of God.

The climax of the Convention was reached on Wednesday
night, when the spacious building, seating nearly 1,000 people,
was filled with an eager erowd of seekers after truth It was a
never-to-be-forgotten 1necting, throbbing with life throughout
Under tlie cloguence of a Spirit-breathed message, this huge
congregation was swayed, gripped by thie tremendous possibili-
ties of a Spirit-filled life.

We cannot close without commenting upon the beautiful
spirit of Iiberty, unity, and gladness which prevailed tiiroughont
the Convention What a wonderful sight it was,—those hun-
dreds of shining faces, many of them radiant with the joy of the
Lord, wholly abhsorbed in worshipping God. And then to listen
to the volume of praise as again and again they sang their songs
of trinmph, sonie of themm having jnst passed out of bondage
into glorious freedom  T'o enter into one of these services was
to step into an atmosphere laden with heavenly sweetness  Over
and over again, like the anthem of some celestial choir rang out
the familiar words, ‘‘Iove lifted me,” “'Since Jesus came into
my heart,”” or * Saved by His wonderful grace.”® Surely heaven
itself participated in the Dblessedness of this Convention. To
God be all the Glory ! Many during these convention days were
saved, healed, and baptised with the Holy Ghost as on the day
of Pentecost.

for the sichmess of lielievers, You econjuie up a preture of what would
happen m case of refusal to send for a doctor, meluding m the picture a
cotonel s 1nquest and contempt brought upon the name of our Lord 1 am
reuttmded in this eonnection that one of Ilhis glotwous names 15 “Jehoval
Ropheeca’—the Lord who healeth thee—and the Philadelpluan s commended
for not denying Ilis name (Rev 3-8). Yes, the unbelieving world is locking
for peeaston  to pour eontempt on Ihs name, bat such oeeasion will come
rather 1n fearmg and failing to stand for all that His name meang, than in
wilnessing fanthfully to 1 I must thetefore egard the odium that may
allach to tlhus truth as an addittonal and powet ful incentive to me to stand

loyal to 1t, and may the Lord deliver me fiom farhing m this thiough fear
of 1he faee of clay

Now 1 will deal with the objections you bring forward, promising
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thal one ot the reasons that sirongly condiim in this truth 1 the teebleni-s
and lutility of the objections advanced by those who oppose 1t This 1s nn
reflectron upon you, my dear brother I you have not adsanced stronget
objections, 1t 15 sumply because they do not exist.

1. You ask why dwd Paul leave Trophimus at Miletum sick® I ask
anuther question. Was 1t to take a course of medical treatment fiom some
lecal M D.¥ The vecord does not say so  Would yon have me nfer 1t®

Thete 1 no one so foohsh, 1 livpe, as to say that 4 believer cannot
got sick, It happens every day The great question 1», what shall Le do
when he doez get sick? Tlas Senypture does nol answer that guestion, but
other Scriptules do answer 1t explieitly.

2 Then, of course, you e1te I Timothy, v 23 ILet we goote 1t m
tull to you, and while you have your eyes upon tt, tell me if you sce any-
thing theie aboul taking diugs te heal a siek body,

““ Keep thyself pure. Diink no longer water, Lut use o hittle wine
101 thy stomael’s salke and thine oflen finntties. Some men’s sins ate
open beforehand, going before to judgnient; and some they {ollow afier.”

Many have, fiom this Seniptmie, preaclied mdulgence 1n mloxicants,
but one thing wluell cannot be founded upon 1t 15 a medical system
Certainly no system of medicine has been founded upon 1t wp to this time.
Theie 15 not one word about taking diugs for discases, Adviee 1s given about
an arhiele of food, about which the Bilie gives many directions, and very
necessary adviee, no donbt, mn the place where Timothy was labouring
What the aposile advised him was to substitute wme fo1 waler, the article
of diink wliach 13 of the veiy fitst necessity for a body 1n a slate of health
It has nothing to do with sickness It youw wall just elear away the
prejudices and preconceived optmons tlauough which jou ntave heen looking
al this subjeel 3jou will sce that we come very clove to the limats of
abswrdity when we represent the apostle as advising Tunothy to substitute
medicme for water. The thin souzr “ wine’ of those countiies 1s the
commonest boverage even for the pooi. Yet, 1t 15 with sueh arguments as
these (and this 1s the favourtte of all) that tlus truth i1s opposed

I have heard of a «ystemn of cures called “hydiopathy™ (substifuting
water for medieine), but human folly, and humnan desperation, have not yel
{lo my knowledge) devised a system based upon this interpretation of 1
Timothy & 23, namely, substituling medicine for water,

Bven 1if you, without wariant, take the wold “wme” to mean
“ medicme,” still you cannot obey the second command, “take a hitle
medicine,” until you have obeyed the fitst, and have ceased dninking water,

3, You cite Jeremianh 8. 22, “ Is there no Laln in Gilead?” but you
Lbetray a doubt (and well you may) as to the apphicabihity of the question,
“1s there nu Plysician tlhiere?” ““Theie” 15 used 1 a spuitual sense.
(rilead was tlie place trom whach spices, ointment, and essences came (Gen.
37. 25). The question 15 asked by the Lord Himself, pointing te the true
Gilead of the believer, and Ile immediately adds this question, ““ Is there
ng PPhasteian there?” There 15, and can be, no question between us as to
who {lus “ Physictan ™ 15 1 theirefore leave you to ponder 8 Little further
over this passage, and see 1if 1t does not lead you to “ the Great Physician ™

4 You refer to an exptession 1n Isanah, namely, “° mollified wrth
ointment ” T cannol see that this has anyihing whatever to do with our
subject  You do not pomt out any appheation, merely asking “ what does
it mean?” Certanly it does nof mean thal the believer, when 111, shall
1es01t to human remedies. Flence the passage does not now concern us

.ot me say in Lhis eonnection that Llose whn oppose this trath on
Scniptural ground gencially adnut that healing by the dieet action of the
T.ord ean Lo unguestionably proved from the Old Testawment, and {hat Istael
had no one to 1e~o1t to, 1n ca-e of sickness, but to Yehovah Mimself. e

sent 1Ttz Word and healed them ™ w ahiow thyself (o the prisat ™ Asa
“1n his disease sought not the Lord, but to the phystcians, And Asa slepi
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with bons fathers”” (2 Cluon. 16 12, 13). Passages could be gicatly multi-
plied. *¢ But,” they say, < ilhat was tor Isiael. Now you must nightly
divide the woird of tiuth, and not apply as Churel truth, what was given to
Istael 1 know that you see a greal difference hetween Isiael and the
Cliuich., But weould vou say the Cliureh 1s uet so near to the Lord as Israel
wus 101 the puipose of bodily healing? Or that what displeased God 1n
those days (sceking to the physicians) 1s pleasing 1lim now?

1 too, 1ecognise that there are mmportant differences between the
earlhly nation of lstael and the Chuich, but I say that, wlile God alters
Ilis dealings with wen, lle Ilimself does not change 1is oue remedy
agatnst stn and all 1ls consequences, disease ncluded, 15 CTIRIST He
nevelr had ot proposed any othier, hence we can (and mustl) find the truth
for whieh 1 am contendimg 1 the Old Testament, Chii-t 1s the subjeet of
the whole Scnipluie, trom beginming to end, but 1t 1equites the New
Testament to give the fulness of the 1evelation of Tlun, m whom all
tuluess dwells  Ilence we get the clear, unveiled presentation of this tiuth
in the gowpels and epistles. patticularly the latter 1t 1s mvolved 1n many
passages wheie 1t 18 not speetfically defined To1 instance -

2 Couinthians 5 17- “ I any man Le 1n Christ theie 1s a new
creation, old things have passed away (ncluding old remedies), behold!
all thungs have become new, and all things are of God ™

Diugs and chenncals wie nol among these new things, but among
the old things, and aie not of God

Colosstans 2, 10, ““ Ye me complete in 1lim >’

This 15 not true if T am 1enmutled to such expedienis as the
unhelieving have devised and rely upon to combat disease. T can face the
wotld on this Setipture alone, saying with full asswance of faith, that in
Thim 1 have a complete remedy agatnst every evil tlung. So long as the
Spuit ol God has mude no exception, and hus not told us that we arc
complele mm Him except as lo 1emedy against sickness, and that for that we
must go outside ot [lum to the world’s doctors and diugs, 1 shall accept this
Seripture at 1its full fuce value.

Galattans 6. 14+ “ By whom the world 13 ciuecified unto me and 1
unto the world ”

Yen, the whole system 15 at an end o1 me o the cross of Chiist,
mdudmg all ats u)iulhlh, I)Illlttlltllll)[)l(“‘), moral agcliwifs, t(‘mpt‘ldllce move-
nenls, schemes ot bellerment, melhods of fighting evils, 1its sciences, and
espectally 1ts medical science, so-called, for that touches that sacred bhody
whiell has been snailched as a trophy of Chist’s glotious woik frour the
service of sin, and made the temple of the 1loly Gho<t  And not only 15 the
whole wotld-system dead to me, but T am dead to 1t, never, never moie to
have anxthing to do with 1if. H oas o double ernerfixion No separation eould
be greater and weder than thas. 1L utterlly precludes my gomng to the
unbelieving, Chiist-iejecting wotld for any help.

Colosstans 3 4- “ Chuist our Iife ” Deuteronomy 3¢, 20 “ TFor Ile
1s thy life and the length of thy days” This does nol mean life for the soul
only, but for the whole man, “ that the hite also of Jesus might be made
nntfest inoom martal fleshb ” (2 Cor 4 1), ““ shall alvo quicken yom
mottal bodies ™  (Hom 8 11). The meamng of these stalements 1s
unimistakable.

Plndtpprans ¢ 19, “ But my God shall supply every need of yours
according to IIts riches n glory mm Chinst Jesus” (R.V)

L llow can any behever except from this statement tlie needs of the
ody?

But why continue? Wo meet this tiuth whetever we look, and cannot
help meeting 1t, for, of coutse, the salvation which our Loid wrought 15 a
complete sulvation T covers man’s thiee-fold heing, and meets all his needs
(**every need of yours ”’) m tlus preseut sphere whele s und digease still
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exst.

Irot the posttive duections to the Church [ wall not refer you to the
guspels (though 1 believe we have o right to cite them n thig connection),
for you mught say that our Lord’s mumstry of healing was for the Jews
{but how about the Cenfurion and the Syrophoenecian woman®) and might
alse say that ihis commassion to s disciples to heal the sick and cast out
demons 15 fo1 the temnant of the Jewish age wluch 1s to follow tle removal
of the Chwieh fiom the earth. But 1 eall attention to the very significant
tact that the only faith wluch our Lotd ecommended duirng Ilis life on earth
was fatth in Ilis power and will {0 heal the body. And 1s 1t not the same
to-day?

In 1 Cortmnthians 12 9 (the eprstle of Church mder, addiessed to
“all who tu every place call upon the name of Jesus Chrnst the Lord, both
theos and ours ™), we have * gifts of healing ** among the enumerated gifts
of the Spirit bestowed upon the Churel Now we koow that * the gifts
and calling of God are without repentance.” Yet some dare to say that
the gilts of healing have Lbeenr withdrawn. Buf whoever makes the assertion
must show me a senipture for 1f, or 1 can pay no heed to 1t, and no Scrip-
ture can be produced, for if il existed, 1t wonld contradicl the above
statement, and show that some gitts of God ure subjecl to change of mind,

Add to this the well-known passage tn James 5. 14- " Is any sick
among you? et hinn call for the elders of the church; and let them pray
over him, anonbing hinn with o1l 1n the nawe of the Lowd, and the puayer
of faith =hall save the swick, and the Loid shall 1aise him up .. .. . Pray
one for another that ye may be healed ™

it will not do to say that this Epstle 1+ addressed to the twelve
tithes scakttered abioad, and hence 15 for Jewish believers, not for us,
Genutle believers, This s to put up agamn with human hands the middle
wall of partition which Chiist hag broken down (Eph 2. 14}, 1 have known
men to use this wretched plea 1n oirder to escape the plain duections here
1ecorded for us  Yet those same men unhesitatingly apply to us, Gentile
believers, evely wother practical direction m t{hs exceedingly praetical
epistle

The Epistle of James 15 addreased to Christians, that 1s, to members
of Chrst, 'n Whom theie 13 neither Jew nor Gentile.  If James' Epistle 12
not for Genbile believers, then 'aul’s letters Lo Gentile chinrches (Galatians,
Rowans, Ephesians, ete) have no appheation to Jewish beheveirs. To all
this 1t 18 enough to say “ There is ¢one hody.”

No, this Epistle 1s for nug Il is addiessed to members of the body
of Chiist Theie 1s no escape whalever fiom these ditections. Tiis epistle
18 1n s tight place.  With 1 Peter and 2 Peter, 1, 2, and % John, and
Jude, 1t nceupies the fourth place 1n the five-fold division of the New
Testament corresponding to the place of the book of Numbeis, containing
the practical direclions and provisrons for God's people in ther journey
thiough the wilderness of the woild, and 1n which they aire neither to go
down 1nfo Egypt for help, nor seek 1t froma then idolatrous kinsfolk, the
Moalntes and the Ammoniies around them. The duecltions given m the
passage whieh T have quoted aire among the most practical and mmportant
m all {lus section of Seniptule, and are specially needeld i these last days
nf the 1ncreasing manitestations of Yatan’s awful power

What then shall our Lord say Lo those who, having seen this tiuth,
so 1rieh needed 1 these days, having witnessed 1ts present power and
application 1 hundieds of cuses, and 1m their own Lodies should refuse to
testify to 1t for tear of not pleasing some of their Drethren 1n the mmistry?
tt 15 one of those cases where I koow thal, if T would please men, then am
1 net—te that extent—the servant of Chnist.

T.et me now put to yon fwa questions, to which T ask a Seriptural
answer.

1. What am [, as a ch.dd of God, to do when 1 am sick? If you say
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1esoit Lo prayer and medicines, I say that 1 am famihar with the Senptutes
wlich ditect me to resoit to prayer, and they are many, but 1 kuow of
none that tells me to 1esoit to medicine. No opposer of the truth in
question has ever been able to show me one passage that sends me to the
doctor or diug stole, nor has any opposer to this tiuth ever been able tn
explain why theie aie so many Sciiptures sending the sick saint drectly
to the Loid 1n prayer, and not one sending hum t6 medical aid 1f that were
m the Loid’s muind, to be coupled with piayer

2. If, however, I am to 1esort to a system of medhcine, the next
question 1s which system (and as a cluld of God I am entitled to a
Scriptural answer to this 1mnensely mpoitant question), must T resort to?
Shall I resort to allopathie, homemopathic, hydiopathic, osteopathice, eclectic,
o1 liypnotic systems, o1 to voudoo, witch doctors, advertising quacks, o1
somte other* All these, and others, put forth clauns upon the confidence of
the sick, and how often we see the wietched saint, for lack of knowledge of
or faith 1n God’s 1emedy, going from one of these systems to anothel,
adding disappointment to disappointment

I 1ecently put tlus question to a brother, and he answered that I
must use my own judgment Tlus is not, however, a Sci.ptural answel
The Good Sheplerd does not tell His sheep to use their own judgment 1n
selecting a remedy for tle bite of the seipent. Moieover, a sheep has no
judgment. Ile can only Lear and tollow the voice of the Shepherd Well,
I have heaid the Shepherd’s voice ou tlus subject, and have heard 1t very
dustinetly.

But 1f T were thiown back upon my own judgment, T should exercise
1t by having nothung to do with any of these systems I would say with
David,  Let me fall now to the hands of the Loid; and let me not fall
into the hand of mnan.”

It seems to me, after going over the subject again and again, that
there 15 but one sule to it In other matters, where different views exist
among brethien I can see something to be said for both sides But if theie
1s anything to be said against the truth conceining God’s way for the sick
among ITis people, I have never heard 1t I have been led theirefore tu
think that, back of all the opposition to this tiuth, 15 really an unwilling-
nesg Lo trust God. Tt is so easy to say that we tiust Tim for something at
a distance, and as to which owr faith cannot be put to the test, as fo1
forgiveness of sins, in the long past, or for deliverauce fiom the wiath to
come, 1n the far distant futwie, but what aie we trusting [Tun for 1n the
present? Tlow do T know I am really trusting ITun to keep my soul for all
eternity 1f T do not tiust IIim to keep, for a few days or yeais (and teally
it is only day by day) this body which 1le niade, which He has 1edeented
and sanctified, and which He alone understands?

The Climich of Chnist needs the tiuth, as never befule, 1n Ler last
conflict with the enemy, when his supeinatuial power 14 being put foith to
the uttermost May you be led to see this, and to take your stand with
those who ale witnessing to the truth, whatever 1t may cost yvou, and so
““ may youl entire spitit and soul and body be pieserved blaweless unto the
conming of our Lord, Jesus Christ. TFaithful 1s Tle that calletlh you Who
also will do 1t,” and without aid fiom doctois and drugs.

Any teaehing here 15 intended to help, not to make east iron roads
cu which we prachically demand God to womk Thak God, we have
proved that MHe meects individual cases 1 an mfinite valiety of ways, and
the Alnughty will not be bound ko our lunited conception of His ways of
workmg., Neveitheless the Sciiptines are our infallible guide to a better
undeistanding of 1lis ways, and to believers hungty for the baptism of the
lioly Ghost we would always say first of all, — fulfil the conditions of
Acts 2, 38.

“ Repent * .—the essential element 1n true repentance is reality;
a wilhingness, a deleimuation {0 do business with -God, to put the life
right, to prove sincetity in seeking God by actual fiuit m a chianged life
“And be Dbaptized’ .—wiihout detiacting one jot from the force of a
hteral application of this fo believer’s 1mmersion-—we heartily beheve 1n
1it,—we also want fo sce belnnd 1t the whole pnnciple of obedience,
vhedience to everythig and anytlong thai God may 1cguire The Lord
may oftenn prove our willingness to obey by testing ou just one little pornt,
—a meie detall of hife i atself, but revealing infallibly the purpose of
the leart within  We 1emember a brother whn was seeking the baptism,
and every tune lhie got 1o prayer the Lord broughit a caged hnnet before
hun that was hanging up in the latchen window  Someone had captured
the little wild bid and made hnn a present of 1t, but God tested the
whole privcrple of this notliet’s obedhence by whether he would let it
go fiee. It was a stiuggle—-and let those who smile seaich their own
Liemis,—Dbut at lasi one Batouday afternoon when he came home from the
shop the brrd was set free, and i a short time so was its late master,
and glonpusly filled with the Spuit of God. Have you any ‘“‘linnets’ that
God 15 talking fo YOU about?

The nexi requuement that we would pul before tlwse seeking the
baptism js faith in the piomises on this subject. Tuin for example to
Acts 2, 39, Luke 11, 13, and I. John 1, 14, 15 (there are otheis also). Do
you whole-heaitedly believe these promises, and stand on them with a
defiute personal acceptance that they aile for you? Do not come to God
for the baptism melely because someonre ¢lse s had a big blessing, and
you would hke to be as happy and overflowing as they are we strongly
uige you to searcht the Scuiptuie amd mnke sure of your petsenal elaim
to this inherbancee of alt tiue believers: 1k 15 only f you are “standing
ont the prouunses,’” both befove and after being baptized m the Spirit, thas
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you will prevail “wlien the howhng stoims of doubi aid foer wssal”?

One mme wond to those seeking this blessing . — repeni, obey,
believe—aud then “tarly until.” A 1eal, Scriptuial baptisia in the Spnit
means & deflimle ael of the Risen and glorified Loid Jesus. We cannot
baptize owiselves, pcither cin we do meie than lead one another to
the place of blessing; 1t 15 His glorous work to 1merse 1n the Holy
Ghost. My taking “by faith” 1s right and proper,—behieving the promuses
is always God’s tuinpike 10ad to blessing; but let ns repeat, the baptism ot
the Holy Ghost 1z a real, definite, vivid expeirtence, amd do uot be satis.
fied until you ARE salisfied

While tariying fo1 the Piowise of the Fatlier, mamiain an attitude
of continual, expectant faith,—believe God 1s going o meel you always
NOW. We would recommtend pramsmg the Loid, but ulways wilr si-
cerity; NEVER merely 1epeating any formnla of praise mechameally, But
prasse bilags victoly, 1t sumulates faith, 1t makes the devil 1un, and
brings the soul wmto the very prescuce of God, Do not buiy your face
your hands or 1 some cushnon in the depths of an easy chair, let yow
face catch the attrlude of your soul and be thiown upwnid to the glory,
and then “let go and let God.” Let eveiy door of your whole being be
open wule, your whole soul ocecupiled witlh Jesus, aud veiily, the King of
Glory shall goon find an abundant entrance.

Our list question must be deall with vely faithfully :—
HOW SHALL J KNOW | HAVE RECEIVED?

Fust of all let us be guite emphatie that we can know and Jdo
kitow when the Lord baptizes us in the oly Glust. Those of us wlo have
received the blessing would stiengthen ourselves and help otheis if we
more often humbly bat defiintely praised God openly and i1ejomcingly ithat
the Comiforier HAID come. The baplizm is an experience so real that we
should be ahle to maalk the very time and the very spot wlielte God metd us.
It is the TBib € itsclf that makes the pairallel between baptismm i water
and baptism 1n the Holy Ghost (Mark 1, 8). Those of us who have been
immersed know 1t was a ceirtamn enough experience,—-should the greator
experience be less sof

Quite a conumon and popular, and certainly very precious teaching,
15 that we kuow He has comme because as the weeks and months go by, we
find a new powe1 stealing wmto our lives, and new beauty becoming mam-
fest 1 our chinacter before otheoie. Yet this 1z subslituting “huw ot
the Spuit for the "manrfestation”™ of the Spuit, two quite distinet opeia-
tions of God The it of the Spinit (and God grant 1L 1 all our lives) 1s
the proof of my walknig m the Spnit (Gal. 5, 16, 22, £5), not the proof of
my boing Laptised 1 ilie Spuit Fru always takes tnue to giow; many
months, sometimes years, clapse between the planting of the orchard and
the bearmg of the precious fiuit  But the Divinely appointed proof of the
coming of the Comforter 15 sometlung given mstantly, on the spot, at
the time,

We never 1ead m the New Testamment that thiey put Coinelius o1
others on probation for a time to see by then hives wlether they had
recetved the Holy Ghost or not; I1Tis comung was sometlung God boe
witness to mstantly and convincingly Let us nol hesttate to boldly declaie
that God's Divinely chosan sign of the comung of the Holy Ghost o £l
His temple 15 a supernatuial manifestation given at thie momevt; no other
doctrine fulfils the demands of Sciiptuie, no other doctiine so thowoughly
fulfila the demands of 1easen; we are on unshakeable ground heie, and
need fear the attacks of none.

Quite aput from the nnannnous testimony of (he New Testament
on this pomnt, we deny the reasonableness of supposing that ITe, the
mighity Third Peison of the Trimey, cowdd come awd lake up lis abode
a weak temple of moital clay, withuut the supreme gloiy and wonder and
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Blessing of the moment beconung mantfesl o those arpund, and conseious
to the unworthy but happy 1eapmendt. We are abundaently justified
gapecting more than =maply a bulding up ot the hand n an after-inceting
and “takimg 1t by failh,”’ however sincere the seeker may be; and glory to
lesus, onr expectation 1s contmnually being amply justified.

Only one woid 1emaivs,—what aie the New Testament mamifesta-
tions given with tlhis expertence? Several may be named; “wind,” “fire,”
“tongues,” “prophecy,” etc i the final choice of the Holy Spirit both then
and now seewis to r1est ou speaking m a uew tongue.

Why cavil at God's chowe? Much could be wiitten from personal
expelrence of the use and blessimmg of this manifestation: partienlarly when
1eceiving the baptising but Gop has chosen 1t for His sign, and the rather
wo would sunply accept 1it—huinbly, cliecrfully, adoringly.

And then go forth, filled with His power, to a lhfe of faithful
service and testimony among men, till »m Tord shall come and “‘gather
the reapers Home,™

1 shiould like to say a woid for what God has done for me. Last
Novewsbor winte Pastor Stephen Jeffieys was holding mission  services
at Tlorbury Churel, T was Dhoiu againi old tlungs passed away, and all
thaygs beecane now, VFor guite a long time I was suffering flom varicose
vems; they got very bad, and the docitor told me I must 1est or they wonld
burst In Aagust my daughter asked me if T would Iike an apointed
handkeirclizef; she explamed it to me and asked 1f I had the faith to
believe God could heal me, and T said I had  She sent a handkerchiet
to Park Crescent Chuich, Clapham Comnon, and the Evaugelists 1in charge
plaved over H and ancinbed o the Name of bhe Lord.

BIBLE STUDY No 5.

“Fm the wrath of God is revealed frmn heaven against all un-
godliness and unrighteousness of men, who retain or hold down the t1uth
in uniighteonsness’” (Ch, 1, 18).

It is needful to distmguish befween the revelabion of God’s wratle
to men durmg their hfetime, and the great day of His “wiath to come”
(1. Thes. 1, 10). “Holding down the truth in unrighteousness”: ‘for God
hatly shewed i untg themi ”  “ fiom the wteation of the world are clearly
soon.”’ Cain and Abel had esach the same mnstructions as to God's re-
guircments from them when they desnted to draw near to IIim. “Cam
brought of the frurwt of the ground an offermmg unto the Lord. And
Abel, he also brought of the firstlings of his flock and ef the fat thereof.
And the YLord had 1espect unto Abel and to his offcring, but unto Cam
and to hs offering he had not respect” (Gen. 1wv.,, 3-5). Abhel was godly
hecause ns offering was as God appointed., Cain was ungodly for offermg
that which was contraiy to God’s appointing. Abel's offering was burned
up “with the fat thereof,” but Cain’s oifering has never been accepted to
thhs day. Multitudes mn every age have gone in ‘‘the way of Cam.” The
Nicoloitanes, whose doeirme our Lord says He hates, were mixed amongst
the Christians at Pergamos. These wvenerated Gzin and his claim to the
right to make his own choice mm what he presented to God. All this is
ungadliness, and God reproves it on eartih,

Let us follow God's grace in the case of Cain, so as to thoroughly
undersiand the revelation of ™is wiath both here and hereafter *“And
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Cain was very wralh (at the von-ncceptance of his choice of an offering),
and his eounicnauce fell  And the Lowd said unto Cam, Why art thou
wiollt” and why is thy countenance fallen? If THOU doest well, shalt
THOU not be accepted?”  This clemed away all thoughts ilat his lack
was anyulung 1 his person or condition. It was the slaying of a Lamb
(tt show lre needed a Saviowm whose blondd was for an atonement for him)
that constuuted ‘i thou doest well.,” That was just what Abel did, and
what Cain knew to o as well as he. Now ses the painstakimg Grace of
God in what follows If thou doest not well—I have brought thee a sin-
offering which cioucheth at the entiance. And unto thee shall be his
desire, and thou shalt rule over hun” (Newbeniy). Not only did God come
aud converse sweetly with Camn, but al the same tune He Drought a Lamb
for bam to slay aond offer fo1 s salvation. It would have been like human
nature 1f Cain bad saxl  *“the lamb will run away, because T am not a
sheplerd.” 1at God 1 Grace put a desire for Cain into the heart of the
Lamb (like Jesus who seeks to save that wlueh is lost), so that it would
follow him wherever e went. Cain refused to slay the Lamb—but slew
Iiis brother Abel Of the nigliteony wiath of God he sad © My punishment
is gieater than T ean bear ™

Multitudes of high-class teachers, pueachers, ctc, are ungodly
asmuach as they deny wlhat God affirmsa. Tn mguments, fine ideas,
volubility of cxpression, they make the word »f God of none cHect to
themselves and to multitudes of olliers. Yet all such can be reckoned up
by the lowly disciple who waits upon the Lord alone. This kind of people
ate led away by reading books of oihers. Their followers are carried by
the glamour of some softening of God’s 1ighteous judgments. But God
passes on with ITis Woird of Truth, which keeps the heairt burdened with
a clear recognition of the terribleness of BIN and of the dreadfulness of
the wrath to come ™ Lei no one suppose that he really believes in Christ,
who believes only the palatable parts of the message which our Lord
brought from heaven. Such an oue does not heiieve any Christain doe-
frine because Chiist anpounced it.—but heeause 1t meets his own views
and wishes He is in fact lLelieving his own heari and not Christ; for
whaetre Chtist tesliffes what Is repulsive {0 the preacher’s own heart, the
meacher does not admit the testimony, but endeavours to take away the
sharpnass of Chnst’s words

The question we must ask oulselves is, *What is ungodliness?”’
Theie 15 a simple answer, “ That which is contrary to God or His
savings, His pmonuses, or His judgments, vaiiations large or small from
His revelations or Holy gcommands or walnings.” How few there are in
our Jday who 1n srmplicity ean repeat the very words of our Lord without
1eservations! The first ungodhiness mn the world was Eve's disbelieving of
the wmds of God, “ihiat mn the (day thou eatest thereof thom shalt
sniely die” The second ungodliness revealed is that of Cain making an
offering according to his thoughts {"My thoughts are not your thoughts,
neither are your ways My ways, saith the Lord”), and refusing to offer the
God-provided lamb, The flood was “opon the world of the ungodly”
(Il. Peier 1u, 5), who leard the Woid of God through Noah, who was
the messenger of Chirst hy the powcr of the Holy Ghiost My Spirit
shall not always stiive with man” “ God looked upon the earth, and
heliold it was conrunt; for all fiesh bhad eorrepted His way npon the earth”
{Gen. v1, 3, 12). Fiom this point onwuard, the Seripiures are a record of
npgodliness botlr 0 Terael and mn the Genfiles 1% 15 as true to-day as
when our Lord used the solemn words “ making the Word of God of
nonte effect throungh your tiaditions* Tie result of ungodliness as well as
umighteousness is seen by “THETR FOOLTSH HEART BEING DARKENED” (Rom, i,
£1). And to-day gieat numbers hold einlor without fear (Jude 14, 22). “He
-feedeth on ashes: A deceived heart lhath turned him asmide, that he
cannot deliver his soul, nor say, Is there not a lie m my right hand ™
{Isai. xhv., 20y The man with a “decerved heart” 1magines, loses the
Gloiy of God's 1evelation, and makes for himself 1mages of men, birds,

beasts, and creeping things. 8o we may kuow then by thewr fruit
“ Wheleloie God also gave thewmr up Lo uncleanness thhough lusts, to dis-
heunour thewr own bodies belwecen themselves” (Ch 1, 24). God has
ol1dained that sin 1n the body shall have a result in the body. Not only
so, but God gives them up to thewr uncleanness, from which they will not
be dehvered except on a genuine repentance and cry for His mercy. If
there be no repentance they will go deeper and deeper into sm and its
unbreakable net, for God will give them up to vile affections. “Even the
women did change the natuial use mto that which is contialy to nature;
and likewise also the men, leaving the natural use of the woman, burned
in theiwr lust one toward another, men with men working that wlich is
unseeinly, and receiving in themselves (thenn bodies) that recompence of
their error which was meet.”” “We can see these things in those whom God
hath given up to vile affections. The diseases of tlns kind 1 our day aie
covered up and provided for as much as the “wo1ld” 1s able. God makes
s11 manifest : man seeks to cover up 1its consequences. Sodom was the
home of this condition, *“given up to vite affections.” Such ultimately
refuse to 1etain God in their knowledge, hence “God gave them over to
a reprobate (abandoned) mind "~ (v. 28)

The sinceie behiever 1 Jesus will be able to understand God's
dealings with mankmd, past, present, and futuie, 1if these scriptuies aie
humbly meditated upon, and will not be ashamed of His testimony and
righteous judgments If such things happen in this life as a consequence
of sin, “what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God?”

Another point for i1ecognising God’s wioth in tlus hfe in those
given up to vile affections 1s that such ‘“have pleasure i others that do
the same thmgs,” though they know that they wlich commit such things
ate worthy of death. Theie 1s now ‘“‘no fear of God before thewr eyes”
{111., 18). ‘““ We have made a covenant with death and with hell are we at
agreenient. When the oveiflowing scourge shall pass through, 1t shall not
come unto us: for we have masde lies our refuge, and under falsehood
have we hid owmselves?’ “The hail shall sweep away the refuge of lies.
and the waters shall oveiflow the hidimg place” (Isar xxvil., 15 and 17).
The siner iz found among his own company.

“PBut we arc sure that the judgment of God is according to truth
aganst them wlich commit such things™ (Rom 1., 2). Theie 1s no
escape, though many people think theie 1s. Others **despise the riches of
God s goodness and foibearance and long-suffering; not knowing that the
goodness of God leadeth them to repentance.”

Hard and impenitent hearts treasure up unto themselves WRATH
against the day of WRATH, and 1evelaiton of the righteous judgment of
God, who will 1ender to every man accordmg to lns deeds to them who
by patient continuance m well domg seck for glory and honour and
umnmortahty, eteinal hfe : BUT unto them that are coutentious and do not
obey the truth, but obey unrighteousness, mdignation and WRATH.” “Fm
theie 1s no respect of peisons with God” (1., 5—11) These Scriptures aie
concerning ‘the WRATH to come” : “For as many as have sinned without
law shall also perish without law* and as many as have sinned in the
law shall be judged by the law’ (i, 12)

We conclude that the Wiath of God 1s seen now, m this hife (1) in
those whose heatts are darkened, seen by therr worshipping the cieature
more than the Creato1; (2) in those “given up” by God to dishonour their
bodies among themselves; (3) 1n those “‘given up” by God to vile passions
and dishonour, men and women changing the natural use against nature;
women with women and men with mien woirking that which 1s unseemly,
thein bodies becommng filled with loathsome diseases—a recompense of
their eilor which 1s meet (4) Otheis are seen as “‘given over” to a
“yeprobate mmd”’—dicated 1 23 foims of sin (ch. 1, vv, 26—32). Let us
not close our minds to the fact of the wrath of God displayed in this
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hte—uneither b the faet of s greal “wiath to come”

Tn the next study we puipose to couswder men’s thouslts and
sayligs agiitied Goil and His righteous judgments plonouuced ageinst
themselves and other sinners.
