abusic and the Spivit=fFilled Life.

To those who love music, to those wwho are musically
gifted, to those who have had niusical traiming, the baptism of
the Holy Spirit will surely bring some questions that will be
secking an answer  What 1s the place miy music is now to take
in my hife? TIs it a “weight” which I must lay aside if I would
rin the race looking unlo Jesus, or at any rate something
useless,—or will He, can He, have a definite place for it in my
lite 1 the will of God? Is it wrong to indulge in
good sccular or classical music, — must I only have hymns?
What is the (rue place of music in our Pentecostal meetings
with their high ideal of all things “‘in the Sprit” and con-
formity to the Seriptural patfern.

These are interesting questions; and we hiumbly offer
to others some of the answers we have sought to make for
oursclves;—rathier independently perhaps of those who, on the
one hand, would take the extreme viewpoint of tabooing almost
all music as evil, and reducing its place in Christian gatherings
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to strictly unacconpanied singing; and on the other hand of
making it, we fear, a substitute for the power of the Holy Ghost,
and degrading Divince worship to the level of a sacred concert.

Music is pure in itself,

‘This, we feel, is a prmeciple to lay hold of right away
Music existed away Dback n the pire dawn of creation (Job
38, 7); it {ills the scenes of consummated redemption 1n Revela-
tion (ch. 14, 2 and 3); 1t finds distinct and honourable place in
thie Divinely appointed Temple worship (I. Chron 25, 1—7, clcj,
and in cacl succeeding revival also (II Chron 29, 25—28; Tizra
3, 10—11, ctc ); in ordering Christian worship the apostle exhorts
to “‘sing with the gpirit” and “‘smg with the understanding
also” (1. Cor. 14, 15). Music has a foremost place in the
inspired exhortations to praise (Psalms 33, 68, 87, 92, 98, 146,
150; Isa. 38, 20), and 1n one place at least is associated with the
power of the Spirit conming on a servant of God (II Kings 3, 15)

All who have studicd the theory of music will know that
it bears the stamp of the Creator 1 its very natwes il yvields no
less marvels than the wing of thie inscct under the iicroscope.
The glowing testimony of Frances Ridley Havergal to this very
point will be familiar to many.

We believe music 1s intended in the purpose of God for
expressing the purest, truest cmotions of the soul,—a language
at times more adequate and more powerful than the finest oratory
or the richest vocabulary.

- Music has shared in the fall,

This sad fact must be taken into account in all our
attitude towards music lo-day Seif-will, st and Satan have
scized and marred and used for their own ends this good and
perfect gift from the Father of Lights, until at first perhaps we
scarcely know where to stand towards it "Thie  voluptuous,
magnetic lilt of the dance, the coarse suggestiveness of the conc
song, the music of the theatre that drowns the cares and thoughts
of souls hastening to perdition, all make us sce the serpent’s
trail debasing all.  Anothcr disquicting fact 1s the amazing
conceit which the sclf-life scems capable of where its musical
capabilities are concerned, utterly regardless of the fact that here
at least it 1 essentially true, even in the natural,—¢* what hast
thou that thou didst not receive 2"’

The regenerate chitd of God, filled with the Holy Ghost,
has only one answer to all this,—the cross  Our true attitude
fo all that 1s in the world, mecluding its music, even the best
of i1, is stmunmed up in Paul’s drastic declaration in Gal 6, 14
And the same answer must be given to the love of music for ils
own sake in the self-life within {Matt, 16, 24, 25). Until this
principle is gladly and freely accepted, music will always remain
to the musical a snare which at any time can lead them away
from God and out of the Spirit. Only when, by the grace of
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God, we have wilhingly sigued our own deathi-warrant 1in the
natural, are we ready to begin to reckon the possibilities and
mark the place of

Music in the Ncw Life.

Blessed be God, 1t has a place, we believe,—a liberal
place, a delightful place  Hallelujah'!

The soul will 10w begin to kuow thie wonderful movings
of ithe Spinit of God, aud music will beconie one of its most
chershed forms of expressing the peace, the unutterable joy,
the longmgs after God that sweep 1t with alternate and pure
etiotions.

The musicatly uneducated and ungifted may be given
the Spirtt’s Own heavenly song, transcending all natural melody
and harmony . but those who have possessed musical gifts and
traming, will Aind the Lord lovingly and readily accepting that
wlnell 1s laid w full and glad surrender at His feet, taking 1t
up, aud getting from it skilful and worthy inistry to glorify
His Name

Music will, even if perhaps only gradually at first, now
comie 10 be beloved not for its own sake, but for exactly just how
untieh the soul finds it has the power to draw itself and others
nearer to God  Tlns 1s the true answer to those who wonder,
perhaps with a hittle pout, if they may now *‘only play hymns
and never go to a good classical concert.”’; This of course is
quite a mistaken line of approach; 1t 13 ncgative, whereas the
ttue line 15 positive  ILet butl the wonderful love of God be
allowed to make its pull felt on the human soul, and all that 1s
not felt to conscilously help ourselves and others to a closer walk
with Him will be gladly swurendered, and will eventually beconie
distastceh]

We admnd that we now play almost exclusively hymuns,
yet this is uot becanse of any taboo on other music, but simply
because tlicy are what we want (o play. And we may drop a
Lhint hiere that vwe have found very few even good musicians who
canl play a hymn well, especially on a piano  Folk who can
dazzle by theu 1edering of Rachianinof’s “‘Prelude,” or Men-
delssolin’s * Spring Song,” will bmnp out a hymn tune with a
woodenmness and lack of expression that remiinds one of a
hurdy-gurdy ! Consecrated art will find dclightful scope in per-
fecting the techinical side of hymu-playing, though let it be said
that can never, NEVER take the place of just that anointing of
the Holy Spirit that makes ali the difference.  Those swho have
felt and known the wonderful touch of the Lord upon them in
singing and playing, feel that it is worth any “ good-bye ”
said to old amintions of professional acdvance and thie regular
lines of musical work and pleasure.

All this is largely dealing with the personal side; before
we leave the subject we would like to be permitted to make a
fcwv suggestions as to
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Music in Pentecostal Meetings.

Now here we feel that much depends on the character
of the particular mecting . in the worslup tunes, the gatherings
where the saints have met for spiritual fellowship and waiting
on the Lord, we think instrumental music should adwnisedly be
reduced to a mintnum.  In singing thie hiymns, the ““lead’ of a
harmonium or piano will be found helpful, especially if the
number 1s small, but the choruses that are nterspersed in the
prayer times are, we consider, much better wiathoitt any atieinpt
al accompaniment. .

And we would also snggest that the saints should e
very careful to keep i the Spirit in starting up choruses :
ivless God, an appropriate chorus has often just heen the key
that has scemed to fling wide the very gates of glory; but we
have found that continucus chorus singing sonmetimes has the
reverse cffect and only quenches the Sprrit and gives Hun no
opportunity to work Young people who like singing, and have
strong voices which they qute legitimately enjoy using, should
be espectally careful here

The leader ol a mecting also should seek to always use
an appropriate chorus  This should not be (ifficult to one scek-
ing to catch the mind of the Sprit; hut we wwe heard some
jubilant song started up when the plamn call of God was in a
humbhing, pleacing strain, and vice versa.  There 1s a time to
smg ‘' T have the glory i my soul,”” and a time to sing ‘“‘Bend
me lower ”  Above all, in a worslip mecting we should en-
courage and welcome real singing in the Spirit,—that exquisite,
other-worldly, winsome manifestation of the Holy Ghost, that
sweeps the soul rnight up to the courts of Heaven Here we
pass rght out of the natural into the supernatural, and can only
worslup and adore. Hallelujah !

We personally feel that rather different rules apply ‘o
the evangelistic meeting, wlhere the winuing of the unsaved is
the supreme object in view; and also 11 a meastre to the large
Conveutions, where a testimony to visttors 13 a first considera-
tion, and larger numbers of the saints require effective leading
in praise and worship. VYet here also is the danger-pout, the
place where it 15 casy to exchange the power of the Holy Ghost
for other *‘attractions’’ in the shape of musical ilems - this
tendency was pungeuntly mentioned n a recent article in a Pente-
costal paper from across the Atlantic. God deliver us from such
a mnserable exchange !

The aim of the singing in gospel meetings should be to
introduce 1.IFE and to express that jovous brighiness of salvation
that is first of all in the heart, and then overflows fromn the lips
or “the conscerated fingers on the keyboard or the strings  We
must say we find it mpossible 1o altogether condemn the sclo,
we cannot condemn what God has honoured, and only eternity
will reveal the souls led to Christ through gospel singers like
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wankey or Alexander and many an unknown child of God. The
“grip”’ of the Holy Gliost on a Pentecostal Convention in
London eone niglht when a sister sang “° What will you do with
Jesus?” has never been forgotten; 1t was marvellous, But it is
absolutely essential that the soloist should be an entirely conse-
crated Clhiristian, none others should ever he asked or allowed
to take any musical part in any service where the power of God
is desired, never mind how capable thiey may be musically, We
would make this rule as rigid as iron.  Choirs are ruined in their
Christtan uscfulness by failure to adhere strictly to this prin-
ciple  Personally we have never really seen the necessity or the
value of a choir 1n a thoroughly Pentecostal meeting; our happy
experience has usually been that the entire body sang with such
heartiness and fervour that a special company to lead seemed
superfluious  For special temporary evangelistic campaigns a
choir may sometimes serve a useful purpose.

It 1s imipossible to close without reference to the wvast
army of willing helpers who regularly, weck after week, render
service at the organ or piano; the Lord appreciates their ministry
and we doubt not 1t is registered in heaven. Many of them may
be possessed of scant musical talent and training, but they do
tlieir best and none can do more  Such should scek to consciously
realise the power of the Holy Ghost, and the possibility of that
power coming on them and working through them while they
play.  The words of the hiymin being sung should always be
closcly followed, even where the musician cannot sing and play
at the same time; and above all the spirit of the hymn should be
heartily and intelligently entered into,— ' as to the Lord and
not to men ”’ (Col. 3, 23).

The Spirit-filled musician in touch with God will
always e ready 1o gladly and instantly lay all music down when
the Holy Spirit wishes to use some other means and work by
some other method At a recent Convention, just as a solo was
announced, a missionary sister in the meeting broke in with a
Spirit-given message in tongnes hefore the accompanist counld
commience Lo play; but it was a blessed mterruption, and it was
tlie accowmpanist who had the interpretation of the message
Fvervthing depends on being in the Spirit, and the consecrated
leader of inusic i the asscembly or Convention should seek pre-
paration of hecart and soul for his ov her ministry as earnestly
and as truly as the one who mimsters the Word

‘That which ministers in the realm of the emiotions, as
music does, always needs carcful svatching to be kept entirely
under the contiol of the Holy Spirit at all times, but rightly
used, we believe there 1s a sphere here of powerful influence for
good We do not pretend that there is the least comparison
hetween a purely musical ministrv and the preaching of the
Word, but it has proved itself to be no unworthy handmaid to
it, and we honestly feel it has received a certificate from God
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by concrete results in soul-winning and saints lifted to the very
mountain peaks of glory, that justify us believing that the
Lord has a defimte place in a real Holy Ghost moventent for it
to-day.

the cloud soon passed by, and one came oul and called the people {ogeiher
again,  One felt led (o speak ont stiaaglily to the choel to beong owf 1o
wdols and Lurn them 7 Leta bankisht byobe . .. ela pa mudjle .7 'The
man respontded ammediately, and was soon ronming around 1o whete hos
fathers had been buried, to bring the hitle carved 1dels whieh they place
ahove Lhe giaves, and to whieh they brng fond  They hrought them and
placed them on the fire, burning thetu up .

Afterwards! What a deplh of spiritual nrcaning this
word conveys to many of us  To-day we are reaping the
abundant fruitage of those preclous disciphinary yvears, when we
were called to pass through the refiming fires of severe affliction,
at that time we discerned not the purport of the shadows which
scemed to envelop our way; we cagerly, carnestly sought to
interpret the mystery of pain; our path all “‘hedged in,"” and
like Job of old, we were stripped of our possessions, forsaken by
our friends, and surrounded by difficultics, such a fceling of
emptiness and lonehness possessed us  And yet how wonder-
fully the Lord turned agam our captivity ! We understood not
that He had prepared this blessed * afterwards” for us, and
that we were being led on into the luxurious pastures of a richer
revelation of His resurrection power |

The potter puts the clay through many a fiery ordeal
in his endeavour to bring to perfection the shapeless mass which
lies in his hand, but ‘‘afterwards’ the beautiful vessel is the
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outcume; thus the potter 1s 1ewarded for the time and expense
involved, and satisfied with the work produced.

The corn of wheat submits to the painful process of
death, yiclding to all those dismtegrating influences by which
il 1s swirounded, realising that all things arc combining to work
out 1ts destruction, and y et tts very trnumph comes through this
stlent submission to death; out from its cold, dark tomb comes
the glory of a new life; forth from its suprenic loss comes a fresh
ga  Its life is a thonsamd tunes richer and purer as a conse-
gunence of the hunuhiation of thic grave through whiclh it has
passed. O blessed “afterward” which divine love has rescived
for those who will not turn back when the cross grows hicavy and
the conflict fierce ! IL.et us not forget that Pentecost is the mar-
vellous “‘afterward’ of Calvary ! The former is the glorious
sequel to the latter ' The opencd fountain resulted in the opened
heavens and the outpoured Spirit! Oftlimes 1t is thius in our
cxperience.

Some of us can doubtless recall the hour when we werc
led foutlt by the hand of God to some hMount Morialy, there to
sacrificc the chowest aund dearest treasure of our life. We saw

The Wse of Tongues.
By HENRY PROCTOR, F.R.SL , M.RAS

In the professing Christian Church of to-day there is no
teaching more fiercely combatted by many than that of the use
of unknown tongues And many wlo oppose it think that they
have the Apostle Paul on their side  But this can scarcely he
true, when he says so clearly ; “ Forlnd not to speak with
tongues,”’ and ‘I speak with tongues more than you all,”” and
““he that speaks with a tongue edificth hnnsclf,’” that is, that
he himself is built up, for ‘“ in the Spirit, he is speaking secret
truths 7' (1. Cor =xiv., 2, Weymouth),

Here 1s not a word against the use of tongues in their
proper place, but agawmst the abuse of what s really one of the
good gifts of the Spirit which 1s given “ with a view to what is
profitable,”” and when followed by the mterpretation or transla-
tion by those who possess the latter gift, the whole asseinbly 1s
built up and strengthened in their inost holy faith, for the spirit
of expectation is ratsed by the speaking in tongues, and a solemn
awe falls upon the asseimmbly as they listen attentively to the
interpreter as he gives out a special message from the Blessed
Lord Himself. At such ‘times wc fcel as 1if He were present
i the body and speaking direelly to us, a message cexpressly
suited to our present need.  ‘Those indeed who have once heard
these messages given through those whose mamer of hfe pro-
claim them every way trustworthy, cannot doubt the spiritual
reality and henefit to all the worshippers when the interpretation
15 given in a clear and lucid way, so that all receive “edification
and exhortation and comfort.”

But beside this there are many examples i the present
day of the gift of tonguces doing a similar service to that of the
first Pentecost, as Miss Duncan writes in ° Word and Work 7.
“ Qur brother Follette spoke and sang for about half an hour
the Hebrew language, and there were present in the Church two
persons who woere well acquainted with Hebrew, and at the close
of the meeting asked “Who was the young Jew who spoke in
Hcbrew ?”’, thinking that he must be a Jew because he spoke
Hebrew so fluently; and she further states that ‘‘ in our assem-
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bhies mauy languages ltave been recognized, such as Frencly,
German, Latg, Hebrew, Greek, Climese, ete”” Mr. Woodberny
1 lus report on the Misstonary Alhiance, Dr. Simpson’s Mission,
at Shanghai, relates that “ An esteemed Jewishi student wlho
was acquainted with the Mandariu (a Chinese dialect), went for
a walk m Shanghai  On the way lie et witli a group of Pente-
costal friends liolding an open-air meeting. They were speak-
i1g Chiuese m the power of the Spirit.  T'he astonishied student
drew near and lieard tlicin speaking Mandarin He was still
more astonished when hie observed that the sister wlhio spoke
was doing so in the power of the Spirit, and not in lier own
He gave hmuself to the Lord, and was immediately afterwards
baptized *’

It is necessary to distinguish between the sign of tongues
and the gift of tongues Tlie sign las been given to many as
an cvidence that they have received thie Pentecostal baptisin, just
as it was given to the Gentiles in the house of Cornelius  For
“wlile Peter was speaking these words the Holy Spirit fell on
all who were histening to the message.  And all the Jewish
believers who had coutle with Peter were astonishied that on the
Gentiles also the gift of the Holy Spirit was poured out ”’
(Acts x, 44—46). Peter hunself said ‘“ No sooner had I begun
to speak than the Holy Spint fell upon THEM just as He fell
upon us at the first’” (Acts xi, 15. Weymouth)

Now low did Peter and the Jewish believers know that
the Gentiles had received the Holy Spirit? Because ““they licard
thew speal witl tongues and magnify God »” 'They were con-
vinced by the sign of tongues The sign 1s given once for all.
The person to whom 1t is grantcd may never speak m tongucs
agawm, but the gift, ou the coutrary, remains a permanent gift of
the Spirit, and can be exercised at will, when moved by the
Spirtt, by those to whom it is given, if there be an interpreter
present  Otherwise e must speak to Inmsclf and to God  ‘“I'he
abuse of tonguces 15 the indscrnuinate using of the gift without
inferpretation ““ Thercfore (lie says) let him that has the gift
of tongues pray for thie power of interpreting them’ (I. Cor
Xiv, 13, 28).

Livery gift of the Spirit has been counterfeited, for we
read of “false apostles,”” “false prophets,’” aud “false teachers”
but the very existence of the counterfeit proves tlie existence of
the true, othierwise it could not be inntated

1t has pleased the Lord to teach me a tiwuth, the benefit ot wlich 1
Lhave not lost, for mo1e than fouirteen years, The pownt 1s this: I saw mote
clearly than ever thal the first great and primary business to which 1|
ought to attend every day was, to have my soul happy in the Lord. The
first thing to be conceined about was not how much I might serve the Loud,
or how I might glorify the Loid: but how I might get my soul into a
happy state, and how my inner man might be nourished Fo1 I nnght seek
to set the tiuth before the unconverted, I might seek {o benefit believers,
1 nmight seek to 1elieve the distressed, T might 1n other ways seek to behave
myself as 1t becomes a child of God 1n this woild; and yet, not being happy
i the Loiud, and not being nourished and strengthened 1 my inner man
day by dajy, all this might not be attended to 1n a 11ghit spirit. Before this
tine my piractice had been, at least for ten yeails previously, as an halatual
{lung, to give myself to prayver after having diessed myselt 1n the moining
Now, 1 saw that the most umportant thing I had to do was to give myselt
to the reading of the Wotrd of God, and to meditation on 1t, that thus my
Lheatt uuight be comftotled, enconiaged, warned, repioved, instructed; and
that thus, by means of the Word of God, whilst meditating on 1t, my heart
might be brought into expeiunental communion with the Loid.

1 began, therefole, to meditate on the New Testament from the
beginning, early in the mornming The fiist thing T did, after having asked
m o iew wolds the Lord’s blessing upon IIis precious Woid, was to begn
to meditate on the Woird of God, seaiching as it were into every sense to
get blessing out of 1t, not for the sake of the public ministiy of the Word,
not for the <ake of preaching on what 1 had meditated upon, but for the
sake of obtaiming food fo1 my own soul "The 1esult 1 have found to he
almost 1mvarably this, that atter a vely few muinutes my soul has been led
to confession, 01 to thanksgiving, or to mteicession, or to supplication, so
that, though I did not, as it were, give myself to prayer, but to meditation,
yet 1t tuined almost immediately moie or less i1nto prayer. When thus [
have been for a while making confession o1 1ntercession or supplication o1
have given thanks, 1 go on to the next words or verse, turning all, as T go
o1, into prayer for myself and others, as the Word may lead to 1t, but still
continually keeping befoie me that food for mmy own soul is the object of
my meditation. The result of tlus 1s, that theie 15 always a good deal of
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confession, thanksgiving, suppbieation, or wmbereession mingled with my
mechlation, and that my 1nner man almost mvatiably 15 even sensibly
noutished and siiengihened, and that by breakfast time, with rare excep-
