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Editorial.

A review of Church history during the last two decades
reveals a wonderful and widespread outpouring of the Holy
Spirit; scarcely a land but what has been visited by this gracious
heavenly awalening; in the course of such a comparatively short
period of time it has penectrated to the interior of China and the
heart of Africa, and even in such a remote region as Tibet may
be found those who have been filled with the Holy Ghost,

And yet, in spite of all that God has wrought, we are grieved
to discover so many Christians who fail to see the hand of God
in this precious Latter Rain outpouring; blinded by an un-
rcasonable prejudice, they close their heart and mind to that which
is actually an answer to their own prayer. With severely critical
cyes they look upon that which the Lord is doing and merely
regard 1t as a new form of fanaticism which has suddenly appeared
on the religious horizon and will as quickly disappear. It has
occurred to us that amongst our readers are those who are in
genuine doubt as to the real charaeter of this present penfecostal
outpouring ; honest hearts which are eager for God’s best and
yet who hesitate to cnter in to the blessing becausc of the fear
which has been sown 1 their minds through false reports. In
order to assist such sincere seekers in their search for truth we
would ltke to point out one or two significant features which
characterise this movement of God's Spirit, and in doing so the
writcr would venture to cull from his personal experience at a
period when he was deeply concerned about his own spiritual
condition and much convicted of his nced of the haptism of the
Holy Spuit. Tt was whilst in this statc that attention was drawn
to a body of people who claimed to have received the power of
the Holy Ghost in exactly the same manner as the disciples on

the Day of Pentecost. This led to a careful and critical examina-
tion of the teaching and experience propounded and possessed
by these believers in Christ. Prolonged investigation revealed
that it was undoubtedly divine in origin. Amongst other things
which contributed to convince that it was indeed a genuine
outpouring of God’s Holy Spirit, the following are worthy of
mention :—

Lo

That it was thoroughly scriptural. Here in the twentieth
century was a company of God’s children who enjoyed
an experience which corresponded exactly with that
recorded in Acts 2. Their testimony answered, almost
in every detail, to that marvellous initial advent of the
Holy Spirit in the upper room at Jerusalem. The mord
one searched the Word of God the stronger grew the
conviction and the more numcrous became the proofs
that this was truly a wonderful fulfilment of Joel’s
prephecy which had fallen upon the Church in these last
days; that in response to the importunate cry of many
tarrying disciples God had sent forth the Spirit in copious
showers to transform the parched and barren ground
into a land flowing with milk and honey. The remark-
able vision of God which had evidently apprehended and
now actuated these people was all in perfect agreement
with His Word; they had asked bread and God had
not, as many would have us believe, responded with a
stone. They had dared, in an age when the Bible is
so much discredited, to believe ALL the Word of God.

That this outpouring invariably resulted in intensified
love for the Lord Jesus. Lives that had been cold and
carnal became enthused and inflamed with a pure pas-
sion for Christ. To these Spirit immersed believers He
was now a tremendous reality. The Holy Spirit had
given to them a new sense and appreciation of His love,
and also created a new capacity for reciprocating that
love, It appeared as though at the coming of the Holy
Ghost a mantle, not only of power, but also of love, had
fallen upon them, making their lives resplendent and
racdiant with holiness. What a spirit of graciousness
and gentleness characterised the fellowship of these love-
swept and love-swayed followers of Christ; in their
gatherings for worship one was conscious that devotion
to the Lord was the dominating factor; upon Him all
eyes were fixed and to Him all hearts were drawn; they
had assembled to worship the One Who was enshrined
and enthroned within their lives.
That the Baptism of the Spirit produced a much more
marked likencss 1o the Lord Jesus. In conduct and
conversation they *‘ spake of Him.’’ Here was teaching
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which transformed. That disappointing restlessness
which often mars Christian experience was eliminated
and they lived and walked in union with the Master;
out of their lives shone {he shekinah glory of His in-
dwelling presence. The Holy Spirit had taught them
how to *f abide.”” An attitude of abandonment to all
the will of God prevailed, which led o sacrificial and
successful spiritual service.

4. That this outpouring of the Holy Spirit produced a
changed prayer life. Prayer was no longer perfunctory
but pregnant with power. The atmosphere in which
these people lived and moved was one of prayer; praver
was a pleasure to which they gave themselves up al
every opportunity; they had discovered the secret of
‘“ praying always with all prayer and supplication in
the Spirit.”” Never had the writer listened to such burn-
ing ufterances as those which were common in their
gatherings for prayer; prayers that unlocked the
heavens and released blessings almost more than could
be contained. Again it was clear that to these belicvers
had come a remarkable spirit of praise; gladness adorned
their meetings and permeated their assemblies.

We would urge any who may be enguirng as to the scrip-
tural validity of the present outpouring of God’s Spirit to care-
fully consider whether a work which yields such blessed results
can possibly be the handiwork of Satan. Such is inconceivable !
Can it be that the Encmy has come to promote holiness of life
or produce likeness to Christ in such marked measure and
manner? Surely the fruit of this tree is adequate evidence of its
character ! Dear reader, do not allow the Enemy to throw the
dust of prejudice in your eves; neither permit fear to hinder
you in your pursuit of the fulness of the Holy Ghost; remember
that fear is always a barricr to blessing! Claim this precious
heritage of power to-day! Tarry until ye be endued with this
divine energy which shall work wonders in your life and ministry !
This baptism begets boundless possibilities in the realm of faith !
Without it you can never hope to scale the utmost heights of
achievement for God! Many sought to poison the writer’s mind
against this blessed truth and would fain have robbed him of
the richest and most wonderful experience of his Christian life.
How thankful he is to-day that he did not allow himself to be
turned aside by the sublle suggestions of Satan and the niis-
representations of those who understood not that which the Lord
was doing.

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The Elim Convention in London.

The Easter International Convention was held in the Elim
Tabernacle, Park Crescent, Clapham, S.W.

The convener was Pastor George Jeffieys. The speakers
included Mr. John Leech, K.C., Ulster; Dr. A. P>, Franklyn,
Sweden; Pastor Stephen Jellreys, Wales; Dr. F. T. Ellis,
England; Mrs. Mae Frey, international cvangclist of the As-
semblies of God, United States of America; Pastor Thompson,
who is also a minister of the same; Pastor Elliott, Inda; Pastor
Nymoen, Norway; Rev. Pearson, Baibican Mission to Jews;
and ministers of the Alliance.

The convention to which so many Pentccostal sainis looked
forward with great expectation is now past. Fitting here arc
the words of a young man: ‘ For a long time we waited with
keen interest for the convention, now it has come and gone like
a flash.”” Good things always do'!

Hundreds of visitors came from different parts of the United
Kingdom and a large number from other countries. The facili-
ties and location of Elim Tabernacle are ideal for such a gather-
ing. It lies only a few minutes’ walk from one of London’s main
traffic arteries. On the other hand, a few minutes’ walk takes
one to Clapham Common, one of London’s largest public parks.

On the morning of Good Friday, Mr. John Leech, M.A., K.C.,
gave the opening address on the convention. Between the ser-
vices refreshments were provided in the minor hall. Visitors took
the opportunity these intervals afforded of greeting one another,
and speaking of the work of the Lord : in this way times of very
blessed fellowship were experienced. In the afternoon Dr.
Franklyn spoke on ‘* He shall baptue you with the Holy Ghost
and with fire.”” When in India, on missionary work, he received
this baptism. Since then he has seen this old time fire of
Pentecost burning in the hearts of God’s children in Europe,
Scandinavia, U.5.A. and Canada. In the evening, before the
time announced for the service, the building was packed. Some
were turned away, others repaired to the minor hall, satisfied to
strain their ears in order to hear the addresses that were given
with great power. On Saturday there was an evening service,
when visitors who had been sightseeing and Londoners at the
close of a busy day, came together to sing the praises of the
Lord and meditate on the word of life. Sunday arrived with
the sun shining brightly as on a ]uly morning. This day of the
feast commenced with the communion service, and one of the
most solemn and heart searching addresses of the convention was
given. Silent tears could be seen stealing over the faces of many
of the worshippers during the commemoration of the Lord’s
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death. Words fail to describe the blessedness of this day of
worship, praise and fellowship.

While London seemed to be emptying itself on its suburban
pleasure resorts on Easter Monday morning, Christians focked
to the convention where they found joy unspeakable and pleasures
more entertaining than those of Vanity Fair, Why, these werc
days of heaven upon earth! The cheerful singing wes more
fascinating than any drama or racecourse event. Thrill» of holy
laughter, amid the interjections of ¢ Hallelujah!*’ and ** Glory
to God! " charged the atmosphere with a spirit of superlative
joy that repelled every mundane thought, <ven in the most
melancholy and depressed. After the morning meeting the new
Elim Publishing Office was opened. This took the form of a
dedication service in which the convener and convention spealkers
took part. Mr. John Leech, K.C., made reference to how the
pronewrs of the Reformation and the reformers made use of the
print'ag press in the propagation of the gospel. In concluding
he prayed that the printing press might be blessed by Ged in
the broadcasting of full Gospel literature.

In the afternoon Dr. Irankiyn gave a powerful address on
holiness. He saud: ‘* We are cast out, and despised by other
religious societies because we believe the Bible; never mind, go
strarght ahead with Jesus, without the camp, and bear His
reproach cheerfully.” He emphasised by many impressive illus-
trations, honesty and truthfulness in business as well as in the
less important affairs of life. At the close of this meeting, in
response to an appeal for [unds to pay off the building, £500
was promised. The mectings of this eventful day reached their
climax in the evening, when numbers were baptized with the
Holy Ghost.

Time seemed to fly with lightning rapidity. Tuesday came
and one scarcely realised it. This was Missionary day. In the
morning, Rev. ’earson spoke on the evangelization of the Jews.
Afterwards Mrs. Mae Frey, who is the international evangelist
of the Assemblies of God, U.5.A., gave a very wonderful story
of her conversion whilst reporting for a newspaper at a revival in
America. In the afternoon Miss Webb, of Sandown, who is
going to Central Africa, spolke of her call to be a missionary.
Then Pastors Thompson and Elliott, who are both returning to
India, spoke of the work there and its dire needs. Mr. Bolton,
of Bournemouth, who 1s going to Tibet, gave the story of his
conversion and call to missionary work. And lastly, Mr. E. J.
Mullan {(of the Elim Evangelistic Band}, from Ireland, who 1is
going to the Belgian Congo, spoke of his conversion and call
to the ministry. In the evening Dr. Ellis gave his first address
to the convention. The ministry of this dearly beloved servant
of God was highly appreciated by all. Mr. Johns, B.A., from
Wales, sang a beautiful Welsh hymn that mellowed the hearts
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of the congregation. As at the end of the previous day, a
number received the Baptism of the Holy Spirit with seriptural
evidence.

Referring briefly to the divine healing service, which was
held on Thursday afternoon, Pastor Stephen Jeffreys, who minis-
tered with power each evening, gave a very inspiring address on
prayer, after which those who desired to be prayed with were
requested to come forward and be anointed with oil according
to James 5: 14, The Pastor and two clders laid hands on and
prayed with the suffering ones. Praise be to the dear Lord for
answered prayer, of which there was abundant evidence from the
testimonies which followed. All were not immediately healed,
but some who were suffering pain said it was alleviated at once.
Ochers testified to being instantaneously healed. One brother
said the morning afterwards that the place on his shoulder that
was suppurating as a result of poisoning had heen completely
healed. Though the convention was held for the deepening of
spiritual life, souls were saved and backsliders restored.

It is usual to ask if a convention has becn sucgessful. We
have been to conventions where souls werc neither saved nor
sought for, where Christ the Great Physician was not asked to
heal the sick, and where Christ the Baptizer was not looked for
to give a scriptural baptism of the Holy Ghost, because such
would upset man’s well ruled programme and make their long
established theories woid. Such conventions have been called
successful by man, but not by God if the scriptures be His wit-
ness. So highly successful was the Easter Convention at Clapham
that people were mqulrmg when and where cur summer conven-
tion would be held in order that they might arrange their holidays
to attend.

The Mew Publishing Office.

At last, praise God, the doors of the Elim Publishing Office
in Park Crescent, Claphani, London, have been swung open.

It was a close squeeze. How our hearts throbbed, sometimes
hopeful, sometimes doubting—would the building be ready for
opening at the Easter Convention? So many things had hap-
pened to hinder the work. Not that it would have made any
great difference if the building had not been ready, but yet we
had set our hearts that way. So many of our Pentecostal friends
would be coming from all parts of the United Kingdom, and wec
so wanted them to see in working order this first, and at present
the only, Pentecostal printing plant in the United Kingdom.
And how we praise God that although the carpenters were working
on the morning of Easter Monday, April 21st, yet at about
12.30 p.m. the doors of the Publishing Office were officially swung
open.
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Pastor George Jeffreys ofliciated at the Dedication Service,
which was held between the morning and afternoon Convention
meetings. The huge gathering wended its way from the church
building, out by the front doors, along the side passage-way,
up the steps, mto the building; filling not only the printing
works, but also the steps and the side passage way. What a
strange sight it must have been to passers by as hymns of praise
and prayer filled the air.  Over and over again the whole assembly
sang together: *‘ Praise God from whom all blessings flow.”’
Mr. john Leech, K.C., made the opening remarks. How our
hearts were filled with gratitude to God as he brought us back
to those early days of ithe Reformation when the Bible was first
translated into the English language, and described how God so
marvellously brought to pass at the same time the invention of
printing. We were also brought fo see what a power the printing
press was in the land for good or evil. And here was one specially
dedicated to God to send to the East and the West the glag
message of the glorious gospel and to tell what God was waiting
to do for His pcople in these last days.

Dr. Franklyn followed with a few briel remarks on the work
in Sweden, telling how, although it had such a small beginning
and so much O]J[)O.‘:.lt]On to contend with, yet God had mightily
blessed that work, and their little paper was now one of the
most widely circulated religious magazines in the country.

At the close of Dr. Franklyn’s remarks, Mr. John Leech
moved to the lever controlling the current and turned on the
power, and soon the click and rattle of the press could be heard
throughout the building. Here was another speaker: it was
only a piece of machinery, but ah! what are ils possibilities !

I think many of us will never forget that opening service
of the Publislung Oflice : it was the spirit that pervaded the
place, such unity and such a fceling of gratitude that God had
given us a printing plant of our own.

Now we feel we have a 1ight to lovk to our many Christian
friends to make this printing plant a real success, and we are
expecting the co-operation of our readers in the very heavy initial
cxpenses—the cost of erecting the new building and providing
the prmting plant. Thank God we have no longer to go down
to the Philistines to have our axes sharpened (1 Sam. xiii. : 20).
Enclosed with this issue is a form which readers can send with
any gift they feel they should make to this work.

To ask for help is somewhat repulsive to us, but we do
helieve God wants us to be practical in these things as well as
in worship. We know our God shall win the war and the {ruth
shall prevail, the Qag of victory shall be planted on every strong-
hold of the enemy. There will be a day when every prmtmg
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press in the land shall send out messages of praise unto God,
““ when the Loid of hosts shall reign in mount Zion, and in
Jerusalem, and before his ancients gloriously.”” (Isa. xxiv. : 23.)
But they are not doing it to-day. This is the day of battle, and
every Christian soldier should be at his best to win the day for
God, and get as many converts for Jesus Christ as he can.

In the reign of Charles I, it is said that some of the nobility
came to the king, saying : ‘““ I am very sorry that your majesty
should have been driven from his throne and made to sufter such
shame and degradation, but I have mortgaged my estate, I have
pawned my silver plate and have brought the proceeds; to help
your majesty to carry on the war; also I have brought my sons
along with me, and we place our swords and our lives at your
cisposal to enable your majesty to regain His rightful place.”

Dear {riends, Jesus Christ, the rightful king has been driven
from his place in the hearts and lives of men; what sacrifice
shall we make that He may again be restored to His throne?

A LETTER FROM PASTOR E. W. HARE, BA,
Dear Mz, Editor,

It 1s some wecks since I promised to write to vou on the subject
of the Ultimate Reconciliation of All Things, and though there has
becn a good deal wnitten and said cun this matter lately, I feel almost
compeclled to add my httle quota T suppose there are always at
least two ways of wiiling on any given subject. One can either write
sanply from a desire to inform others of certain facts which may not
up to that time be a matter of gencral knowledge, or else one can
writec because he cannot help 1t, under the pressurc of the Spirit and
from a heart that still bleeds as a 1esult of sufleling connecied with
the subject with which he deals, T believe that I can lay some
ciaim to the second reason for writing to vou!

It 15 some time since I wrote for the ** Elim Evangel,” but the
period 1intervening has not, I believe,” been unfruitful in my ex-
perience  Very soon after leaving Ireland I came nto direct contact
with the teaching of Universalism, or, as 1t 1s often styled, the
Ttimate Reconcihiation ot All Things., The arguments put forward
from Scripture scemed so plausible, and the testimony of the super-
natural, alas! so stiong. that thcre 1s Iittle wonder that 1 gradually
began to lean in that direction,

On looking back, I am exceedingly thankful that I never publicly
taught this dectrine, for the simple reason that [ was not entirely
convinced of 1ts verity, but | was so fai1 persuaded that I was me-
pared to suffer, if need be, for my association with those who held it
In this uncertamn position 1 continued for months, always intending
to go fully into the subject, but never finding time or inclination to
do so—until at length I was definitely pressed by the Spirit to go
fully into the question. What 1 went through at that time I can
never fully describe, bui 1t was one of the severest conflicts with
Satanic powers that I ever expect to engage 1n! Thanks be to God
that He brought me through this Valley of the Shadow into the
sunlight beyond. And now I think I will pass on a little of what
GOD has shown me then and since

THE OLD GOSPEL MESSAGLE UNDERMINED

A teacling which has to have recourse to rours de force in order
to suppeort its claims may always be regarded with suspicion
Universalism 15 no exception to this method of attempting o prove
1ts case Soon afier coming into contact with 1t I found that one
of 1ts principal advocates, faced by the strong stalements of the
Authorised Version of John's Gospel, was attempting to prove that
its frequent refcrences to Eternal Life were to be understood as
applymg to the Millenial Kingdom and not to Eternity. At once
I felt and expressed my aversion to this excgisis, and when I fully
came to go into the subject, this is what I discovered. The word
LIFE used so often by John cannot possibly mean Kimngdom Life
as understood to be a prize or reward, becausc—

m its duration {Ch 1. 4, and v, 26}
‘The conclusion, then, 1s clear and terrible, namely, that although
Christ has given Iis “flesh for the lifc of the world,” there are
thos¢c 1 every gencration who “ will not come’ to Hmm for that

Life, and whose unbelief has alrcady biought upon them the abidmg
wrath ¢f God (John 1. 36),
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This alone will show the falsity of the statement that the word
“atonwos” does not mean etcinal  Divine Life 1s emphatically not
Iimited 1n 1ts duration, and 1t 1s opylous how lamcntably John 1w, 16
and John x. 28 would suffer from Limitung the word translated
“eternal ” or ¢ everlasting.” 1n the latter casc 1t 1s stiengthened by
the phrase “ shall snever perish,” which 1n the Greek 15 an exceedingly
strongly expiessed ncgative Both these precious texts are intended
to gve that calm assured trust and confidence to the believer that
Flernal security alone could produce. Cut away the Eternity of
these passages, as you honestly must 1if the word 15 himited, and you
strike a termble blow at the Everlasting Gospel.

It was at a thme when the whole subject was beginming to clear
for me that GOD suddenly spoke to me 1 the words of Jer. xlvi 10
“ Cursed 15 he that doeth the work of God decestfully 7’ 1 suggest
that 1f these teachers would consistently translate these old Gespel
texts 1n the limited way which they urge upon us, they would soon
discover that the Gospel for the sinner was so far undermaned that
the false origin of their teaching would speedily become clear to them
What could be more satisfactory to the great Enemy of God and
man than to rob us of the blessed Gospel message of Eternal Life
through Faith alone?

ALL IN ALL.

But let us proceed a little further to attack somc of the stiong-
holds of this teaching ‘There are certain texts which are declared
to be the plain statements of Secripture on the subject of the ultimate
salvation of all. One such 15 } Cor. xv. 28 . “That God may be
ALL IN ALL.” Let us examine this passage carelully.

(1} It 1s claimed that the expression “ ALL IN ALL" 1s used
in what we might term a Panthcistic sensc, z.e., that 1s implies that
there 1s a time coming when there will be nothing conirary to GOD
i1 the Universc—no sin, no sinncrs, no Hell—but when we compare
the use of this expression 1n Ephesians 1. 22, where 1t 1s declared
that Christ fills ALL IN ALL, we see that 1t cannot 1mply that
cverything un-Christlike is excluded from the Universe. This 1s
only too patently not the case.

(2) To bear out their interpretation they tell us that this verse
will find its fulfilment when all who are in the Lake of Fire will
have finished their punishment, and will be purified and savedl
But the context tells us plainly that 1t 1s to tale place when the
Kingdom has been dcliveied up (v 24),

{3) Now we are [eft m no doubt as to wren the Kingdom will be
delivered up  We are told in verse 26 that 1t waill be when the last
Enemy shall have been destioyed, and that that last Enemy 15 Death

(4) If we compare this passage with Revelation xx 14, we dis-
cover that Death 1s to be destioyed immediately after the GREAT
WHITE THRONLE JUDGMENT,. So that, to sum up, GOD
becomes ALL IN ALL at the deginnmng of the period of the sufferings
of the wicked

Now, how do our friends get out of their dilemma? They calmly
tell us that the Death hcre referred to 1s “The Second Death,” an
exeges1s which absolutely violates the context of 1 Cor xv.

ALL THINGS.

Another theory has been based on the word “ALL THINGS.”
Note the expression, the “ Final Recouciliation of ALL TIIINGS.”
May we just say that this appeats to be an attractive way of proving
this fallacy, unt:l Revelation xx1 is fawrly faced. Here we get
the statement from the LORD HIMSELF, * Behold I make all
thungs new,” and then follow the striking words, “IT IS DONE.”
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The Lord then states what will be the condition of thice different
classes of people under the new order .—

(¢} The thnsty,-—These are to 1eceive abundant life

(0; The oveircomers —-1hese aic to *“inherit all things.”’

(¢) The cowairdly and unbelieving, ctc.—These shall have their
portion in the Lake of l'ne.

The context seems cleaily to indicate that thesc three diverse
conditions ate to be experienced after all things have been made new,
In the face of this fact, the expression “ All things’’ cannot wmply
what 15 claimed by these teachers.

EVERY KNEE SHALL BOW,

A third passage which is largely claimed as a clear Sciiptural
statement of this teaching is Phllipians 1 10, 11 Their nter-
pretation of this passage, they clamn, enhances so vastly the triumph
of the Cross! (God foibid that we should do anything to minimise
the triumph, but let us bewarec of weakenmg the present i1esponsibility
of howing to its claims by distorting a passage wnto a meang which
it was never intended 1t should bear ! It 15 claymed that this passage
declares that a time 15 cominhg when cvery being in the Universe will
hail Jesus Chnist as LORD and SAVIOUR, and will voluntanly
submit themselves to HIM. But we atve not Ieft in the daik as to
the manner and tume of this submisston  IFor the same ©Old Testa-
ment Scripturc 1s referied to by Paul m Romans xiv 10, 11 One
glance at this passage 1eveals to us that this bowing wall take place
at the Judgment Day, and that 1t will be occasioned by the ficrceness
of that ordeal, Lhence 1t 18 guite clear that Philliptans 1 10 and 11,
do not teaclh the Ultimate Reconailiation of All Thimgs

THE ULTIMATE SALVATION OF SATAN. |

Lastly we will deal with anothcr impottant ilem in the pro-
gramme of the Umniversahist, though one which 1s naturally not
brought forward at first—the conversion of the Devil! If the theorv
of the final Reconciliationist 1s correct, 1t must of necessity include
Satan and all the Satanic hosts, and eveily consistent teacher on
the lines must acknowledge this  Besiade this, the final salvation of
Judas Iscariot 1s a compuratively small matter!

It 15 almost needless to say thal the YWord of (od s eclear and
cmphatic 1n disproving such a thought.

Note — (1) 'The constant eftorts of Satan to thwart our Loid
from the decath on the Cross, ¢ g, the Tempintion, the Storm on the
Lake, and probably Gethsemane atself.  Is 1t likely that a being who
knew his future destiny would ¢ndeavour to bar the way to the very
thing which, 1t 15 claimed, should save him from cternal ruin?

(2% The question asked by the demons m possession of the
Gadarene demoniac (Matthew vin 29), ** \What have we to do with
Thee?’ (Inmerally, ““ What 1s common to us and you?”) reveals the
fact that (as a modern writer has stated} ““ A moral gulf, unbndgable,
50 yawns between them and Chiist that mr their own statcinent they
have nothing in common "

(3) Observe further their question, ** Art Thou come hither to
torment us before the time?” (Matthew vin 197 At His first
Advent Chrnist was evidently feared by thom because they recognised
in Hun their future Judge. The slightest suggestion of their ever
hailing Him as then future Saviour 1s nowheic even hmted at, but
just the contrary, and that to spint-beings who evidently knew thetr
future

(4) But there 15 a fourth line of proof swhich seems iricfutable,
We are distinctly told in Hebrews 11 16, that as His business was
the salvation of “ men,” the Son of God * took wef on Him the nature
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of angels” This in itself makes 1t clear that His Incaination and
Atonement had nothing whatever to do with the uplift of fallen
angels! DBut there 15 even stronger evidence, and 1t may be said
without fear of contradiction that Chnst's [Death on the Cross could
not effect the salivation of Satan and his legions, {61 the simple
reason that fhe Levd bore no relatiowsing o thewr To1r the human
race He 15 thewr * Kinsman-Redcemer,” the Second Adam, whose
death was counted by God for all the 1ace, and becomes effective
to all who put their faith theiein But it would require a separate
atoning death for each one of the hosts of Ilell if Salvation were
ever going to reach them

Chapier VIII—Ths chapter 12 the climax to the stutements and
“reckonmgs?’ contaired in the fiist scven chapters concerning the
work of Christ for all wbeo recerve Hum asg their Salvation,  Its first
words are “ I'beie 1s therefore” (G consequently, accoirdingly,
t g., through the dehverance wrought “thiough Yesus Christ ”? (v 25}
for the one who ackrowledged his fadure), Thiough the woik of
Jesus Christ on his behalf, ot can be said “ theie 1s therofore NOW
{Gr. just now, even now, al this mstant) no condemnation (Gr no
“ sentence pronounced against,”’ same woid as used 1n Rom v, 16, 18)
“ to them who walk not after the flesh, but after the Spuit,”  These
last words are omitted by the majority of authorities in verse 1, but
all agree to their belonging 1o verse 4 . If the student wiil consider
the words ‘“ Who walk not after the flesh’’ to 1epresent those who will
““ not be ashamed before flane at His appearing™ (1 John 1 28,
also Phil 11, 14, 15, 16; 1 Thess. nu 19, 20), there will be no confusion
m the Scriplutes on thus pomnt, It will be scen later on wn this
cighth chapter that whilst the saved are not under condemnation,
they ARE UNDER ELSPONSIBILILY for REWARD or L0OSS of RewikD. But
“there 15 now no condemnation to them that ate in Christ Jesus ”

We now come to the conclusive, all-embracing word “ror”
{Gr, “the fact 1s, 1n fact,”” expressing the reason, cause, principle
of what has beca previously saiwd) ““the Law of the Spirmt of Life
in Christ Jesus Zaih made e fiee from the law of SIN and pratH "’
(siNn—the acl; DEATH-—the consequence following the act)

Christ Jesus, the Son of God, “ the only begotten of the Tather,”
15 the eftulgence of the Glery of God, the firstborn of every creature
All things were made by Hun and for Humn, and He 1s before all
things, and by Him all things consizst. “Who 15 this that cometh
from Edom, with DYED GARMENTS from Bozrah? This that 1s glorious
in His apparel, travelllng in the gicatness of His strength? 7 Only
our great Saviour could answer these questions 1 that speak n
RIGITEQUSNESS—MIGHTY 10 SAVE " (Isa lIxur 1), This affirms that
His mighity salvation 15 both mighty a@»d righteous. The natural man
is mighty 1o sIN, but our I.oid i1s mighty to SaVE  Theie 1s no limit
to His power fo save, as there 1s no lumit (hefore God) to the power
of the shed Blood of His dear Son to cleanse us from all Sin Of
Christ as the Priest who never dies and so never loses His Priesthood
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for the one He saves, 1t is written. ** Whetefore He 15 able ALSO
to save them to the uttermost {the very end, entirely Gr.) that come

unto God by Him, sccing He ever liveth to make intercessiwon for
them ” (Heb wvii. 25).

In this great subject the student must make a special considera-
tion of things which perfain to Christ (&y reason of the atonement
which He whilst on the Cross declared to be “ FINISHED”), as dis-
tinguished from His present great glory and honour and power as
a Priest. When He died on the Cross He was “ the Lamb of Ged,”
and that work was completed for ever and can never be repeated
(Heb. 1x, 25-26; Col. n. 9, 10). His Priesthood after the order of
Melchisedec, however, began when he was raised from among the
dead. Now this Priesthood for the saved 1s 1n operation for cver
(Heb. vii 20-25). But the Cross woik can only be “once for all,”
inasinuch as ““once m the end of the age hath He appeared to put
away SIN by the sacrifice of Himself ’’ (Heb 1x. 26). “ When He had
by Himself purged our SINS, sat down (work completed) on the right
hand of the Majesty on high”’ (Heb. 1. 3, x 11-14).

Now God the Father established a2 Law concerning the new
Resurrection Spinit Life of Christ Jesus which 1s meparted as a seed
(Isa. I 10; 1 Peter 1. 3, cic} to each saved person. * Christ in
you the hope of glory” (Col. 1. 27). Adam’s sin brought in the law
which says “1n Adam all die,”” Concerning those who have received
the Spirit of Christ, the Law of the Spirit s * In Chrnist shall all
be made alive.”

In considering the following it is nccessary to understand that
the Law which God has fixed concerning the Spint of Life in Christ
Jesus dominates and 15 master of all other laws or combination of
Inws, It has repealed all other laws.

(God by a law has fixed that Christ Himself is the Life-giving
Spirit (1 Cor xv, 45; 1 Peter 1. 3-5) This Spirit Life shall supersede
the natural Adam hife in which it is placed. It 15 a perfect and
eternal Life, not like that given to Adam It 18 a new IPlant (of
renown) 1n an old field It absorbs the living sewd 1n which 1t 1s
placed, but leaves the flesh behind (1 Cor., vi. 13, 14}

God by a final law has fixed that this Spinit Life from Chnst
15 the Seed of the new Creation (2 Cor. v 17). The first man 12 of
the ecarth earthy; the second map 15 the Lord from heaven (1 Ceor.
xv. 475

_ God by law has fixed that this Life has no corrupfion in 1i,
neither 1n 1its source or its condition or 1its duration. It 1s ETERNAL
LivE, hike its Giver (1 Peter 1. 23).

God has decclared that the Spirit Life born from Christ “ dotk st
commit SIN His Seed remameth wn hum; lle cannot SIN, hecause
He 1s born of God” (1 John ni 9, v. 18)

This Life 1s the inward Powcr for a Godly life in the oune who
believes it. By 1t the deeds of the body can be put to death, thus
bringing to nought the reweved Law of Sim 1n the flesh It {frees from
all bondages (John vin. 36).

It is the Law pertaining to the first Resurrection (John vi. 39, 40,
44, 54).

It 15 the Law pertaining to the RAPIURE of ALL IN CHRIST at His
coming (John vi 50, xa 26, 1 Cor xv 51-52, 1 Thess iv. 15, 18).

This Law of the Spirit of Life in Christ Jesus has appoimnted
that @// who are ‘‘1n Chnist” (in incorruption, like unto the Judge,
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“as” He is”) shall meet Him at the same moment, and go through
the same exammation for reward, af ke same gﬁ.!.’zzc.-z ““ For we must
ALL be manifest before the Bema (the name of the scat of the award-
giver) of Chmist, that eack one may receive the things done in his
body, according to that he hath done, whether 1t be good or bad”
(2 Cor, v, 10). ¢ Knowing that He which raised up the Lord Jesus
shall raise up us also by Jesus, and shall present ws with you”
(2 Cor. 1v, 14-18; 1 Thess v. 9, 10, 11).

This Law of the Spint of Life in Christ Jesus enables us to give
thanks unto the Father, 1T7ke Alath made us meect to be pariakers
of the mnheritance f‘.’i«hlch “inheritance ’' can only come by BIRTH—
and never by personal worth) of the Samnts in hght, Who hath
delivered us from the Power (authonty} of Darkness, and hath
TRANSLATED us INTO the Kingdoin of His dear Son, ‘““In Whom we
have Redemption through His blood, even the foregiveness of sins”
{Col, 1 12-14). Satan is thrust aside; Chiist answeis all his accusa-
{ions, and displays i so0 doing the Righteousness of God in this
“ great Salvation,”’

There are two distinct mantfestations of GRACE to those who
receive the Spirit of Life mm Christ Jezus. The first Grace brings
Salvation fg #s, teaches how to live godly, and fe losk for the
appearing of our great God and our Saviour Jesus Christ (Titus i
11-14}. The second Grace 1s to be BROUGHT UN10 US AT THE REVELA-
110N of Jesus Christ (1 Peter i 13) This points to the greatness
of the event, when God raises from the dcad those whose bodies have
been buried The Power exercised when God raised our Lord is the
same as He will again exercise towards the Church It 1s rendered
by Newberry “ The eyes of your understanding being enlightened
that ye may know what 1s the cxceeding greatness of His
Power 1o us-ward who beheve, according to the ENERGY of the STRENGTH
of H1s MIGHT, which He wrought i Christ when He raised Him from
among the dead and set Him at His right hand’ (Eph. i, 18, 20).
Mo wonder there is g special race to be revealed when He raises
the saved dead and translates the living Church It 1s surpassing
strange that any can be satisfied with a paltry view of this stupendous
event, which is the climax of the Law of the Spint of Lifec in Christ
Jesus for ¢ the Church which i1s His Body.” How satisfied with this
Life in Christ Jesus are those who know its Power and Purpose.

Th.ere arc many other important matters contained in the Law of
the Spirit of Lafe in Christ Jesus, but T purpose to conclude this
study with one 1n Rom wvin, 928-30,

““ All things work together for good to them that love God, to
them who arc the called (Gr., invited) according to His ﬁur?ose
For whom He did foreknow (would receive His Son) He ALSO DID
PREDESTINATE (Gr, ordain beforehand, decree) to be conformed (Gr,
have a form—hke unto another pcrson or thing) to the image of
His Son, that He might be the first-born among many brethren
Moreover, whom He did PREDESTINATE, THEM He also CALLED (Gr., to
name, see Mat. 1. 21, “call His Name”), whom He called, them
He also jusTiFIED (Gr.. to free a man from his gult), and whom
He justified, them He alse glorified.” A Law written with powerful
words Lilke theae should bring to an end all strife as to God’s purpose
with all who receive His dear Son as their Salvation and new
Creation.

The other three Laws pertaining to man wmade demands upon
him which he never fulfilled Conscquently God required from him
an offering of crcatuie Blood to typify the offering of Christ as a sin-
offering to cover his guilt
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But in the Law of the Spirt of Life in Christ Jesus, the Sacrifice
on the Cross was prepared and perfected by God (% Thou shalt
make HIS soul an offening for 513" Isa him 10; “ A 1nopy has thoun
prepared Me,” Heh, x, 5}, aceepted by God, and sent to the Sinner as
a perfect and cternal salvation for hum to accept  “ We pray you n
Christ’s stcad, Be ve 1econciled to God.”

Few apprechend the surpassing glory of the Spint of Life in
Christ Jesus, but I pray that these meditations will help many to
see and hear things which shall make Him more precious, and to
realise the Life He has given them as God's choicest gift

GREAT GATHERINGS AT PORTABLE TABERNACLE, BELFAST.

It 15 the early month of March, yet the glorious beams falling
from a blazing sun 1avite the workers at Ehlin, Belfast, to bring
out their Portable Tabernacle with its canvas roof and wooden sides,
There 1s an air of activity in the store at the rear of the church.
the seats, lamps, canvas 1o0of, and many other necessities are bemg
piled on the lorry ready to be despatched to the scene of action.

Many arc the thoughts that pass through the mind of those en-
gaged ““ Shall we expect thus year sumilar blussmgs o those of
the last? Will the place be so crowded as 1t was the year before?
Shall we again see the flowing tcars of the penitents and hear their
cry for mercy at the throne of grace, as we did during the months
of June and July, 1923¢7” Vivid recollections of scenes enacted
under its canvas roof the last time 1t was pitched at Ormeau Park
gates make each wonder 1f such marvellous results can be wrought
again,

The answer to all such questions was not long delayed. The
foundation planks of the bumilding are laid thas time on a spot right
opposite the beautiful park on the Ravenhill Road. The sides are
soon bolted together, and the roof is on; the ground mside is covered
with clean sawdust. The decorated platform the seats, the bright
shining petrol lamps, the beautiful scrolls, a1l make the place as
attractive as ever, but the greatest attraction 1s yet to come. The
Spirit of God pervaded the atmosphere at the opening service, and
for two weeks Evangelists Darragh and Adams held forth with most
blessed results.

Two days before, Khartoum had fallen, and Gordon had
been slain.
