Ve peont below the pessonal festunony of Mrs diniee Semple
MePherson It wdl be remembered that Mrs McPheison opened
the Angelus Temple e Los Angeles af (he begmnmg of last year
Luach weel smce then there has been a baplismal scrvice e the
Temple, af wliddl frone forly to cighty, mostly new converts, have
been baplised owafer  On Mes MePherson’s last bothday o
tareying meeling was held darig the whole dwy, when about sizty
recewed (he beplisne wn the Holy Spad, witl the evidence of
speahung i ollier tongues

When 1 leatned that the Latter Ram was falling on the earth,
and that the Lord was baptizing His saints with the Holy Ghost
and firve, Just as He did on the day of Pentecost, I became a dlhgent
socker for thus gift.  With eyes opened wide with wonderment, 1
beheld people shalung under the nnghty power of God, heard them
spealking with tongues as they did throughout the Word of God
whon recoiving the Holy Ghost I saw the sick healed and many
prostrated under the power of the Holy (host, as Paul was on the
road to Damascus, and as John, when he said, *° 1 fell at Has feet,
as one dead.™

When the power of God fell n this hittle mission 1t was noised
abroad, und the people ecame runmng together, some mocking and
others asking the intelligent questlon ““ What meaneth this?”’
exactly as they did on the day of Pentecost. My mother began to
be very anxious over my contmued attendance av the mussion
becanse of the rumours she had heard declaring that these poople
weore either hypnotising and mesmerising the people or else 1t was
dewmon power, because they acted 1n the stiange manner recorded
1 the second chapter of Acts.

The very people who had praised and encouraged e in my
elocutionary, thealre-going, dancing, and worldly hfc Were now
greatly alarmed because I was spending my time on my knees
praisting the Lord, and warned my mother that these people would
certamnly cast some spell over me 1f she did not keep me out of
these meetings  Fmally my mother said to me one mornng, when
I wus leaving {or schiool " II you go to that nussion once more,
1 will have to keep you home from school, as 1 will not have you
bringing disgrace on yourself and have vou talked about by asso-
ciating with such people.””  That morumng I went mto sehool on
the tran because the country roads were eompleiely bloclked by
one of our Canarhan storms. The snow plough on the front of the
engine had much ditliculty getting through, and as T was late for
school, and this might be my last opportunity to attend the tarry-
ing meetings in the hittle mission, I decided not to go to school ab
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all that day, but to make the most of my time seeking the baptism
1 thercfore told Chustian workers what wmy mother had said, and
they begau to pray thal the Lord would fix 1t some way so that 1
would ot have to go home until I reecrived my baptism, and the
Lord answeved prayer  Bless ths name! The blhizzard inereased
in fury until the railroad track was so blocked that as fast as 1t
was shovelled oul the Lord filled 1t with mountains of snow, until
before mght all thoughts of getting through wlnle the storm lasted
were abandoned

The followmg two days I made a business of seeking the Lord,
only stopping long enough to caleh a hittle food and sleep. I'nday
might T warted betore the Lord till midmght.  Saturday mormng
1 gol up ab the bieak of day, and gomg mto the parlour of the
lady’s homne where I was staying, I knceled down at a large morris
chair m the corner with a 1eul deteinunation in miy heart.  You
asl 1f I was not afraid of getting a wrong spirit, or being hypnotised
as my parcnts fearcd  Therc was no such tear m my heart; 1
trnsted my Heavenly Father implieitly, according to Tuke 11. 1
opeiredd 1y DBible at tlus passage and clung to 18 You
renictuber 1y tells us that we ave to °° sk and ye shall receve,
sceh, and ye shall find 77, and assures us that  Kovery one
that ashelh reccwwelh,” also that 1f we ash for bread He
widl not ywe « stone I was assured that the Lord was not
bestowing scrpents or scorprons on His blood-washed children
when they asked for food. Had He not said that 1f your earthly
fathers kuow how to bestow good gifts upon themnr cluldren, how
much more would our Heavenly Father give the Holy Spint to
them that ask Huan? So, having all confidence thal God would
be true 1f every man was a har, I began to seek in desperate
carncst. e said because of my mmportunity He would rise and
give. Lremenber saymg, O Lord, I will stay right here till you
pour oul on me the promnse you commanded me to tarry for, if 1
dic of stavrvation. 1 am so hungry T can’t wait another day. 1'll
not cat another meal until you baptize me.”’

After a tnne 1 ceased Lo beg the Lord for1t, and reahsed I was
not wailing for Hinn but that He was waiting for me, so I began
to praise i, aund the deep *° Glory! Glory! Glory to Jesus!”
rolled from my heart

All at once my avm began to shake, gently al first, then
violently, till my whole body was quaking under the power of the
Holy Spirit I did not consider this at all strange, as I knew how
the batteries we eaperimented with m the laboratory at college
hummed and shool: and irembled under the power of electricity,
and here was the Thred Person of the Trinity coming into my body
m all Hrs fulness Ol glory ! that sacred hour 1s so sweet to me,
and the remembrance of 1ts sacredness thrills 1ne as I write I
scemed Lo be lost in God. My body had sunk to the floor, but I
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felt as though I was caught up into the elouds of glory. My lungs
began to fill and heave under the power, my throat began fo twitch,
my chin to quiver, and then to shake violently and sweetly, My
tongue began to move up and down and sideways m my mouth,
Unintelligible sounds as of a stammering lip and another tongue
spoken of by Isaiah 28: 11, were heard. My whole soul longed to
praise Jesus, then suddenly, out of my inncrmost being, flowed
rivers of praise in other tongues, as the Spirit gave utterance,
Acts 2:4, I, even I, away down here in 1908, was speaking 1m an
unknown tongue 1 shouted, * Oh, elory! the Word of God is
true. The promise 18 really to them that are afar off, even as
many as the Tord our God shall call.”’

The Comforter had come, He of whom Jesus had spoken,
saying, *° When Hg is come He will glorify Me,”” and my soul was
lifted in indescribable eestatic praises to Jeswus m n language T had
never learned. 1 knew He was using beautiful words of praise
I could never think of. I remember having said, ** O Lord, can’t
you take me up to Heaven now I’'m so near? Do I have to go back
to that old world again?'’ ** Ilypnotism,”” you say? If so, 1t is
a remarkably long spell and exceedingly delightful, and there was
no one in the room to hypnotise me ** Demon power, all of the
devil,”” some one may say. If so, the devil must have recently
gotten converted, for he makes me love the Lord with all my heart,
and to praise Him day and night, without ceasing. *' Excite-
ment,”” you say? Never! it has stood the test too long, dear
unbeliever, In sickness, in sorrow, cven in the gates of death,
He has proved Himself to be the Comforter Jesus said He would
gend.

The next day being Sunday, and the storm having passed
away, I was in the mission taking the Lord’s Supper for the first
trme, when 1 went down under the power again,  An exceeding
weight of glory.””  Oldtime schoolmates and friends were standing
up fto look over the seats to see what in the world had happened to
me; but I was lost again with Jesus Whom my soul loved, and
speaking in tongues, and shaking under the power. An old friend
of my mother was so scandaligsed that be callod her up (the teles
phone wires which had been down during the storm were up by
this time) and told her that she had better come to town and see
to her daughter, that she was ** lying on the floor in the mission,
chattering like a monkey.”’

Poor mother! She was frantic to think her heretofore respect-
able daughter should so far forget her digmty as to disgrace herself
in such a manner. She had me called to the "phonc and I heard
her dear voice saying, ‘‘ Aimec! what in the world does all this
mean?’’ I tried to answer, but broke out speaking in tongues
again, She said, ** What is that?”’ I tried to explan, then came
her voice stern and foreboding: ** You just wait till I get in there,
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my lady.”” Hallelujah! my sweet mother has her own baptism
now and spake with tongues on the floor, too.

Bix o’clock arrived, so did my mother. I heard the sleigh
bells coming, stop, and then the ring at the door bell. I was
bundled into the cutter and in & moment we were off.  All the way
home mother scolded and cried, and broke her dear heart over her
daughter, who had, as she supposed, been cast under some spell
by these awful people, now known as the ‘° Holy Rollers ©  (No
matter what the devil called them, he had to admit that they were
holy.) I sang all the way, and the Comforler filled me with joy
unspeakable and full of glory, Upon our arrival home, my father
and mother held a consultation, and it was decided to keep me
from college if T was ever known to go near these people again. 1
heard poor mother erying and telling my father that these Pente-
cogtal people had me so under their influence that 1t was useless to
arguc with mo, for I would only think I was being persecuted.

The following morning, when mother told me of their decision,
the Holy Bpirit who had come in to abide gave me wisdom to make
this reply - ° Mother, the Bible says children are to obey their
parents 1n the Lord, so if you can prove by the Word of God that
what I have received is not in accordance with Bible teaching, or
is not for to-day, I will obey and never go to the migsion again.”

It was half-past eight when I left home, and the last T saw of
mother she sat at the table with her well-worn Bible before her,
a pad and a pencil in her hand, and the unwashed breakiast dishes
st11l on the table. T went to school with praise and assurance, for
it any unbeliever will sit down with an open mind and unprejudiced
heart with the Word of God, therc is no Jonger need for us to
defend our position, as it 18 all so clearly recorded in the Word.

At half-pasgt five, when I returned from school, I found mother
still seated at the breakfasi table with Bible and paper before her,
dishes still unwashed, beds still unmade, an unheard-of state of
affairs for my tidy mother.

I waited with bated breath to hear her decision, until with
shuning face she said she must admit that of a truth * this is that
which was spoken of by the prophet Joel.”” Glory to Jesus! If
everyone who is sceptical of the genuine reality of the baptism of
the Holy Ghost would take the Word of God and search out this
experience from cover to cover as recorded there, they too would
be convinced without the shadow of a doubt that ** this is that.”
Both father and mother have since received the Holy Spirit and
spoken in other tongues.

Life Ebundant.

What we all nced for Spirit, Soul and Body is Life Abun-
dant—that which Jesus came expressly to bestow. And when
our Lord speaks of Life, He always uses terms expressive of the
utmost universality and freedom of bestowal, and of overfowing
fulness. For what terms could be found in the whole range of
human thought and language more powerful than those which
He uses of the water of Life? What could be more indicative
of mnfinite supply than ‘‘ A well of water springing up into ever-
lasting life,” or as it is variously rendered, a ‘‘ {fountain *’ or
‘“ spring of water leaping up into eternal life? ™

Each individual is to have a well within him, which is a
fountain or spring, not intermittent, but absolutc in its con-
tinuity, so that rivers of living water may flow out from .the
Christ who is the Source within him. The trouble is, however,
that we have not, as a rule, awakened to the reality of this. To
most it is a dead letter, because they {reat it as hyperbolé or
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metaphor, instead of absolute and literal truth such as it is our
purpose now to demonstrate it to be from the account of His
own carthly life. For let us take note that there 1s nothing which
He commands us to do, which He does not do Himself, or give
us any promisc which He did not Himself experience, as a man.

‘The Son had life in Himself to such an extent that when
multitudes touched Him, life flowed out in such abundance trom
the Fountain within Him, that they were all made perfectly whole,
that is, absolutely healthy. So then it should be with each one
of us, for He was made m all points hike unto His brethren,
that we might become in all points like unto Him. For we are
predestinated to be conformed to His image—*‘ Exact copies of
God’s dear Son,"" as the Emphatic Diaglott translates 1t. But
we see distinctly that the life was in His body, and there it must
be in our case. If the spirt alone is saved (1 Cor. v. ), that is
a falling far short of God’s will for us. It is the whole being
(spirit, soul and body) that is to be preserved in perfect sound-
ness (holokléria), the Spirit that raised Christ from the dead
which now dwellcth in us, is to quicken or ““ make alive ” or
““ give life to our mortal bodies.”” So that pain and sickness
are ours no longer because we are sharers now not only in His
dcath, but also in His resurrection. And as He being raised
from the dead dieth no more, so neither can that Life be subject
to pain and sickness, and we must, therefore, be immune in just
that measure that His Life permeates our bodies. So that our
doctrine of Divine Healing is not one of Healing merely, but
of Health and Life.

A comparison of Acts xiv. 19 with Phil. ni. 10 is a
marvellous illustration of the resurrection life being made mani-
fest in Paul’s mortal body. For at Lystra in Lycaonia Paul
is stoned and dragged out of the city and left for dead. In this
stoning he knew the fellowship of Christ’s suffermgs; when
he rose up and went with Barnabas into the city he demonstrated
the *‘ power of his resurrection.” For the time being he had
become conformed unto His death; =o that hc *° renounced aill
hope even of Life '’; had the sentence of death within himself
and could trust only ‘“ in God Who raises the dead to life
(2 Cor. 1 8—11). And this may be our continual experience :
" Always bearing about in the body, the dying of the Lord Jesus.
that the life also of Jesus may be manifestied in our body,” even
““ our mortal flesh >’ (2 Cor. iv. 10, 11). The crown and acme
of our salvation, is our reccognition as sons, In the redemption
of our bodies, for which not only we, but the whole Creation waits
groaning and travailing together in the birth pangs of an entire

New Creation.

We were singing a while ago ** Simce Jesus came into my
hoart.”” This afterncon we heard that wondrous mesgsage of the
Holy Spuit cotung to the Christian.

We know that cverything we have, every blessing, has been
given to us treely by our Lord Jesus DBy Himn God gave His only
begotten Son tor us, aund by the Saviour He gave Himsclf and
gave His hic for us.  Iivery blessing comes from Him of His free
grace,

But 1 wonder 1s there not another side to the question?

When you love u person, your fiust impulse is to do something
for thewn, and 1 wonder 1s there anything we can give to our Lord?
Not by the way of payment, yet do not our hearts yearn to give
1Lim something”

You remember when the wise men went to see the httle Babe
in the manger that they brought gifts of gold, frankincence, and
myrrh, and they presented themn to the Saviour. Did He reluse
them?  No, m 1lhis grace He recetved them, apd though every-
thing i the umverse belonged to Mim, yel He accepted their
gifts.

Is there anylhing we can give Him?  And will He accept 1t?
Docs He want 1t.?

Well, 1 thml there 1s We read 1in Proverbs xxui., 26 (Revised
version), ©° My Son, give Me thune heart, and let thine eyes delight
m My ways.”™

God to-night makes o elaim and request from cach one  He
will not take your heart, 1ic calls on you to give 1t.  IHe says,
“ My Son, give Me your heart.”” 1t 1s addressed to the Christian
into whose heart Jesus has come, but He calls upon us and He
says, My Son i the most endearing terms, *° Give Me thine
heart.”

Why 15 1t that many Chustians to-day are so lukewarm, so
half-hearted?  Why s il that we find the Church so dead and so
cold? My fiicnds, 1t 1s because the Christian has not given his
or her heart to the Lovrd Jesus  This 1s the reason: that heart 1s
divided between the world and therr Lord, and He won't have 1t
e calls for the undivided heart of the Chrstian, and 1le says:
“ My Son, give Me thine heart.”  And to-day He pleads for the
heart, for the love of His children

You remember what Paul says m writing Lo the Corinithians
about the Macedonians, speakmg of all they had given of themr
charity in sending to the Church. He says: *° First they gave

themselves to the Chureh and unto us, and to the will of God.”’
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Many seek to give to their own ends. They secek to give to
the service of God, they seck to give what they call charny,
hut they have never given their hearis to the Lord—and the order
18, they gave themsclves hrst to the Lord, and the moment you
oppose God’s order, you go all wrong He has the order He has
laid down, and step by slep we must go according to that order ; 1f
not, we are sure to go wrong.

You roemember when our Lord was asked which was the
greatest of the commandments. He said: “* You shall love the
L()Ld your God with all your heart, and all your nund  "this is the
first and greatest cotnmandment. &

Do you love your God with all your heart, or only with a part
of it? Do you love Him with all your soul? The soul there repre-
sents the human hife. Do you represent Him with the whole of
the life that God has given you, and do you love Hun with all your
mind ?

God demands the wholo mnan, and nothing less!

You remember the mecssage to the Laodiceans i the 3rd
chapler of Revelation. The Lord says. ** T would you were cold
or hot.””  Oh, God hates a half and half person T would,”” He
says, ' you were cold or ol So then beeause thou art lukewarm,
and neither cold nor hot, I will spuc thec oul of My mouth.””

Is there a lukewarn one here to-mght?  Where is your heart?
Has God got the whole of your heart? 1las He all your affections,
or are they divided between Him und the pleasures of the world,
posscssions of the world, o1 riches of the world? He demands
your whole heart, and He says: *° With all your heart, all your
soul, and with all your mnd.”

1f only Christians would give their whole heart to the Lord,
what their lives would be! If the Lord Jesus had only given

part of His love to us; 1f He had only given up part of the glory
of Heaven for us, if He had only given part of HIS llfe for us!
But He gave the whole that He nnght redeem us *° from this
present evil world,”” aud that He might redeem us to Himself.

Dear Chriglian friend, it was nol only to redeem us from
destruction that He camo to save us—ifrom Hell; He came to
redeem us unbo Himself, He came to redeem us fmm sin; He
came to redoem us * from this present evil world ™’

He wants the whole heart, and what was the remedy He gave
in the 3rd chapter of the Revelalion, aller saying He would spue
thiemn out of His mouth, for they were neither hot nor cold? (God
would rather have us hot or cold; Ile does not take this half-
hearted business. No, He said the whole, and nothing less.) Our
Tord gives 1t to us at the end of that chapter. ** Behold T stand
at the door and knoek ™ and if to-mght yvou allow Him to come
right in and fake possession of that hoart and hife of yours, if you
will but come and be filled with the Holy Spimit of God—because
it is by that Spirit that He operates with the Christian—then the
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lukewarm business would be gone. There would be no more talk
of spuing you out of His mouth. You would be whole-hearted for
Him; all coldness would be gone.

So thie Lord says here: ** My bon, give Me thune heart,”

Oh, the grace of God, that He should care about our heart,
that He should care for the love of such siniul creatures as we
have becn, such worms of the dust; that He should not only set
His love upon us, but that He should care for our love. In
Romans v., 5, 1t says: ‘° The love of God 1s shed abroad 1n our
hearts by the Holy Ghost which 1s given unbo us.”” It 1s love putb
into the heart by the Holy Ghost God wants, Not the natural
love. If you will let Him come and fll that life of yours, He
will put the love of God, of the Holy Spirit, i your heart, and
tlien you will be able to love Him as you ought to love Him.

Did you ever Liear the story about the lady of hugh position ; she
was going o take a long journey, and she called her three sons to
her and said she would Like to have something from them 1n order
that she mught be sure of their love 1n remembrance of them while
she wus away.

One brought a tablet with his name engraved, another brought
a garland of flowers and gave them to her; lhe third came and
sard, ** Mother, I have no tablet with my name engraved upon it,
I have no beautiful garland of flowers, but I give you my heart,
and wherevcr you go and travel, you may be sure you have 1t with
vou.””  Whieh do you think she treasured the most, the tablet, the
garland, or the heart?

And to-night the Loxd Jesus comes to us and He says to each
one of Is: ** My Son, gtve Me thine heart.”” Oh, He craves for
the love of Hus people. How He loves you and me! And He
wants our love i return; He yearns for that love, and He wants
us to give our hearts o Him, and give them fully to Him and
wholly, that they may be divided by none other and nothing else.
But 1 hope there will be no lukewarm Christians going out of the
meeting and dividing thewr heart between God and the world.
God forbid!  Oh, may He teach ug to pul Him before sverything
else, and oh, that we may love Him with our whole heart and soul
and mind, and that nothing else may come in between Him and us.

Is there anything else we can give Hun. Yes, there 1s. We
read 1n Rontans xit., 1: *° I beseech you therefore, brethren, by
the mereies of God, that ye present your bodies a hiving sacrifice,
holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service.”

God wants the whole man—soul and body—hemt and body—
the whole man, and He will have nothmg less. Many people put
the cart belore the horse, and they proeceed to gtve the body to
God before they give the heart. They think they can serve Him
with tliat body, but they have never given their heart to Him,
and thoy aie putting it out of God's order, and He won't have it.
Mind, He says, first the heart and then the body. ‘‘ I beseech
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you What! s God beseeching us, coming down and begging
us to give Him sometlung? Yos, He comes and beseeches us to
give that body up to Hun. Yes, He wants 1t Oh, ihe Grace of
(God! that He could save the whole world. The wonderful love
and Grace of God! He brought us into a mavellous place. He
brought us into partnership witlh Himself—what a wonderful part-
nership. Not the angels, but men and women  And so He says,
*“ I beseech you that you preseni your bodies " Another
present we can give Him. First the heart and then the body.
Have you ever grven your body over to Iim? Arc you keeping
part of i1t for the world, part for yourself, for your own ways, and
your own gratification?

‘“ I beseech you by the mereies of God that you present your
bodies,”” give them right over to Him unreservedly. And what
docs Hesay? *° Alivingsacrifice.”” Many people wait until they
die, and then they give thewr bodies to the Lord, and their pos-
sessions ; but He wants a hving sacrifice, and what does He tell
us? Wholly acceptable unto God, which Is your reasonable
service.”” In other WOldS * I boseech you. give your body to
Me, and I will accept it.”” God accept my body, this poor frail
l:u::dwr a body so long used 1n the service of sin and Satan—God
W'mtmg this frail body of mine, a body of ¢lay? Yes, my friends,
God In His love and grace wants that heart and body. Come
right over to Fim, that He may Liave His way with them), and that
He may use them for His glory.,

You remember we read that Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego (Daniel 11} yielded that they might not serve or
worship any god but thewr own God. Triends, we want to yield
our bodies that they shall not serve any but our own God. What
a God we have! What a blessed partnershup! That we can yield
these bodies up to God to be mstruments 1 His hands, and He
calls upon us to give these bodies. sand to be yvielded 1o Hum only.

We see in 2nd Chron. xxx., 8, *° Now be ye not stiffnecked as
your falhers were, bub yield yourselves unto the Tord.”” Are
there any stiffnecked Christians here to-mght? You hear the call
of God, you are stiffening yourselves up, and you say: ** No, no,
I want to go to that place next week and I will yield after,”” or you
are putting something trivial m before God, You are trying to
resist the Word of God. ‘° Be not stifinecked as your fathers
were.”  And God says® *° I bescech you present your bodies a
living sacrifice unto Me.”’

There was a philosopher at one time, and He got very large
fces for instructing young wen in His philosophy. One young
man came to Hum and said: ** Won't you take me as a pupil?
I want you to teach me your philosophy.” And he said. ** What
are you going to give me 1l T teach you?”’ e answered: ** I havo
nothing to give you but myself.”” The philosopher said: *‘ I will
take the gift, and I will instruet you in my philosophy, and when
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1 have done with you, you will be much wiser than you are now.”’
The Lord Jesus wants a gift from us, and we can give nothing but
ourselves He says: I will tuke the gift, and when I have
taught you, when I have moulded you, you will be much wiser,
you will be much richer than you are now, because you will be a
servant of the laving God, doing His business—filled with the
Holy Spirt, for His service to go forward and do His work.

I want to give you another present, This s a present we are
not gomg to make, but the Lord Jesus is going to make 1t; Ho 1s
going to give Himsell o gift; histen to 14 we have 1t in Ephesians
v., 25: *" Iiven as Christ also loved the Church, and gave Himself
for 1t.”" Whai for? ° That He might present 1t to Himself &
glorious Chureh, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing,
but that 1t should be holy and without blemish * That Church 1s
to be without spot, or wrinkle, or blemish. Nought of the defile-
ment of this world upon that garment, because the Church here
is likened {o o garment without spot My friend, if you are
citangled with the things of the world, if there 15 any spot, what
are you gomg to do? Oh, you wnant that garment of your life
cleansed, ag the garment 13 put mto the tub and worked about and
made thoroughly cleau. Whatever 16 may cost, call to the Lord,
and let Him wash every spot of that hfe, care not what 1t costs.
He wants us for His Church. He wants us to be without wrinkle.

Another thung thal spoils a garment, a beautiful white gar-
ment, 18 a spot on it, and how many Chiistians there are with those
spobs m their lives, or wrinkles in their lives.  How 1s that wrinkle
to be taken out? Ah, 1t may be a pamful process; that hot iron
has to be run over 1t, or that mangle has to be run over 1t to press
oub that wrinkle. I3ut when 1t 15 done, look at the beautiful spot-
lews garment.  That spot or wrinkle, if there 15 that in your hte,
leave to the great Master and ask Him, whalever 1t may cost,
whether 1t be hot 1ron or mangle, ask Fim to do that in your hife,
that you may be without spot and without wrikle, or without
blemish.

How 1s the blemish to be taken out? By maling the garment
over again - ’ut yourself in the hand of (he Masier Workman and
leb Hun minke yvour life over again, Lot Hin mould 1, and let
the gunent be without spot, w1ml\.le or blemish,

““ Fven ag Christ also loved the Church and gave Himself {for
it 7 What for?  That He might present 1t to Himseld,

What a presentation.  Will you be there when He presents
IImngelf in the glory with His Church? Will you be in that
Church?  Will vou bo part of that presentation?

We will leave the Chweh for o minute and we come down to
the mdividual—io you and to me. Jude 24, 25 *° Now unto
Hnn Who is able to keep you from falling.”” If He was not, I
don’t know whatl we should do! we should go to destruction. He
15 able to keep us from falling, and Ile 1s able to do something else,
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* And present you faultless before the presence of s glory with
exceeding joy To the only wise God our SBaviour be glory and
majesty, dominion and power, both now and ever. Amen.”

I don’t wonder Jude broke out 1nto that Doxology at the end,
when he had 1n his mind that God was able to kecp him from
falling, and present hum faultless before the presence of His glory
with exceeding joy.

My {riends, there 1z & wondious day coming. Not only for the
Church, but for the individual looking for the Lord Josus.  He
died for you, He loves you, He claims your whole bemg from sin
—but not to wait tall yvou get to Heaven, but now. 1Hs 18 going to
present you faultless before the presence of His glory.  Oh! thank
God. Do you look forward to that? He 1s able to keep you in
the meantime from falling, and then to present you before ithe
prescnce of His glory with exceeding joy!

EUL things without murmurtings.

May I pass on a tiny message of five words which God
has spoken to my own heart? It is that contained in the words
of 5t. Paul in Phil. 1., 14, *“Do all things without murmurings.”’
It ought to be comparatively easy for us in the homeland to do
things ‘‘without murmurings,” but it must be tenfold more
dificult for those in the foreign field who are surrounded by
what, at times, must seem almost impossible and impassable
difficulties; when the nerves are over-strung, the brain over-
strained, the body over-worked, thc climate enervating, and
perhaps a fellow-worker in no better conditions But this is
what God said to me through those words -

First ““ Avrn, THINGs.”” ‘That is a ‘““big order,” is it
not ! ‘“ All things!”’? The things we like, the things we do not
like, the things we are ordered to do by people whom we find
casy to obey, the things we are ordered to do by those we do
NoT find casy to obey; not only the “good and gentle’’ but “falso

. the froward’ (I. Pet. i1., 18); or, as Newberry puts it,
in language that nonec of us can misunderstand, ‘‘the difficult to
please 77 Alas, all Christians are not easy to please. It seems
next to impossible to please some Christian workers, very few
things please them, even when one honestly does one’s best.
Yet we are to “‘do all things without murmurings.”’ Sometimes
we get as far as not grumbling outwardly, and we are inclined
to think then that we are saints indeed, but “ The Lord looketh
on Tur Hearr,” and He seemed to tell one that He required
to sce and to hear no INWARD murmurings, for we may murmur
ocutwardly against our fellow-worker, but an inward murmur is
surcly apainst God. ‘Do all things without murmurings,”’
inward or outward ! Medilate on just five things in connection
with the murinuring of the children of Israel.
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First. It was Acainst Gop {Ex. xvi., 8). *“ Your
murmurings are not against us but against the Lord.”” Perhaps
you are placed with an uncongenial worker, the cne of all
others which you might not have chosen, and you feel inclined
to, or perhaps you actually do, murmur. Well, your only refuge
is 1n seeing 1 this arrangement the hand and will of God, and in
remembering that “ He heareth your murmurings,” for it is
not against ‘‘man (not againsi those who have ordered it so),
but against Him.”

Second. MURMURING Is Useriss. ‘The people would
have got the manna without the murmuring. It was not their
grumbling that brought it to them. It may not be the highest
ground from which to lock at such things, but it is at least
practical common sense {o remember that murmuring is useless,
it does not alter things for the better, it only increases the
trouble ‘* A night spirit towards a wrong thing’’ is what we
all need.

Third. It was THE ORDINARY, EVERYDAY THINGS Apour
WHICH THEY MURMURED, viZ,, EATING AND DRINKING AND
ProriLk (IEx. xv., 24; Ex. xvi., 2- 3; Num. xiv., 2). Now a good
part of our lives is made up of eating, drlnkmg and people! If
these were put out of our lives there would not be much left
about which we could murmur ! It is not usually extraordinary
events which call forth the murmuring spirit, but everyday, com-
monpiace things; the food we don't like, the rooms that do not
suif us, the cishonesty of servants, the thoughtlessness of our
fellow-worker, the selfishness of someone else. Therefore, let us
be on our guard against grumbling about these things that are
bound to meet us day by day.

Fourth MURMURING IS SERIOUS. ‘“‘Somie of them mur-
mured and were destroyed of the desiroyer ™ (I. Cor. x., 10}. As
a rule we are not inclined to think much of “‘grumbling’ (as
another version renders Phil ii., 14), but it is serious, for it had
terrible results 1n the days of old. And to-day it certainly gives
thie devil a hold over us. Somecone said to us once, ““ The devil
can do anything with us if we lose our peace,”” and it is true.
But there 13 one more thing to be said, and it is this ;—

Fifth Trierg 18 A CURE FOR MURMURING. And the cure
is to be found in drawing ncar to God. ‘‘Come near before
the Lord for He hath heard your murmurings "' (Ex. xvi., g).
There is 1o other cure. It is only as we get into touch with
Him tlhiat our spirits are soothed and 1n His light ‘“we see light.”’
In His blessed presence we find once again He reigneth. We cry
as we come near to Him, ““ It was too painful for me, Unrry, I
went into the sanctuary of God; Tuen UnpeErstoop I,’’ and
we go forth anew to face the difficult position, saying, ‘‘ It is
good for me to draw near unto God ’ (Ps. lxxiii, 16, 17, 28).

Chapter VIII (continued)—Up to the end of verse 4 we have
seen that the belicver is delwvered from all laws that either claim
from him or condemn him, and that he is now alone subject to
the Law of the Spirit of Life mn Christ Jesus. The Law of this
Life in Christ Jesus is divided into Two sucurons  The first and
all-important one is the one from Heaven, by the rFarmer of
Lights. “° Every good GIFr and every PERFECT GIFT is from above,
and cometh down from the Father of Inghis, with Whom iz no
variableness, neither shadow of turning  Of His own will begat
He us with the word of truth”” (Jas 1 17-18) This Gift of Life
is accompanied by o Nuw covENANT wlich God spake. * This
is the covExanT that I will make with them after those days,
saith Jehovah. 1 will put My Laws into their hearts, and in their
minds will 1 woite them, and thewr sms and miquities will 1
remember In no wize'’ (Heb x. 15-17).

CONCERNING COVIENANTS

There arc Two kinds of Covenants  One 18 that which forms
an agreement betwoeen two parties, each undertaking to do or
perforin certain things  1f one of the parties fails to perform the
conditions laid down, then the other party is freced from performing
the other conditions, so that the Covenant or Agreement breaks
down altogether and is of no foree  This was the kind of Covenant
that God made with Israel. They agreed to keep their portion
of the Covenant: ““All the words which Jehovah hath said will
we do’ (Ex. xxiv. 8). *° Which My Covenant they brake,
although 1 was an Husband unto them, saith Jehovah ”* (Jer
xxxi. 32). _

The second kind of Covenant is made by one person, who
covenants what he will do or perform for some other person or
persons. All the promises are on onc side of the Agreement
No one else is involved or ean be held responsible for the fulfilling
of the condifions contained in the Covenant If the Covenant
is made to one person, that person must hold the promiser to
fulfil his Covenant  If the Covenant was made to a large number
then each and all can hold the Covenant-maker to keep his
promises !

In wondrous grace God has made a new Covenant of this
second kind for those who have the ** Spirit Lafe in Christ Jesus.”
Te Israel He gave the first kand of Covenant, but fo ** the Church
of the Living God’’ He gave “‘a BETIER coVENANT (Heb. vii 6)
in which AL THE rromises are on s sme! Wonderful! All
the needs and failures are on the side of those to whom the
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Covenant has been given, and 1t is their joy to delight themselves
mm their Covenant-keeping God and their mighty and precious
Saviour. It will never be necessary for them to think of the
necessity of compulsion for the keeping of the Covenant. God
has not made a Covenant to keep Himself faithful to the promise,
but to meet the human infirmity of doubt and unbelief. *° He
kecpeth His promise for ever ”’

The second scction of the Law of the Spirit of Life in Christ
Jesus is m relation to the carthly conditions of the members of
Christ’s Body  Rom. vin from verse 5 onwards deals with these
conditions The first matter the Holy Spirit brings to our notice
is the quality of the ‘“mind of the flesh’” (which still belongs to
the body of the believer after the Spiit of Christ has come in:
see also Gal v. 18-17) as distingwmished from the quality of the
Mind of the Sput of Christ

Newberry’s rendering of verses 6 and 7 is very helpful- ** For
the mind of the flesh is death, but the mind of the Spirit is Lafe
and Peace Because the mind of the flesh is enmity against
God, for 1t is not subject to the Law of God, neither indeed can
be ”’ This mind is the one to be put into the place of crucifixion
and kept there by the power of Christ (see 2 Cor. x 38-6) otherwisc
we cannot do the things we would (Gal. v, 17).

The Second Mind described in verse 6 is the mind of Christ,
the mind which belongs to the new creation—just as the mind of
the flesh belongs to the first Adam. Believers can say: “We have
the mind of Christ ’ (1 Cor ii. 16) ‘‘ The mind of the Spirit
is Life and Peace’”” (Rom vin 6). With the knowledge of these
two minds within him, the Believer will see the absolute necessity
of cleaving unto the Lord, ‘‘abiding in Him,’” with the whole heart,
and the necessity of hating even the garment spotted by the flesh
(Jude xxin.) This knowledge will deliver us from living in a
constant fog as to the powers working within us, whilst living 1n
this house of clay. The mind of the flesh is an unceasing foe to
the child of God The Spirit of Christ alone can lead us in
triumph and enable us to put to death the deeds of the body
(verses 12-13). )

Many believers live i the flesh or carnal life and so “‘cannot
please God *’ (verse 8) This was so in the Corinthian Church
““And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto SPIRITUAL,
but as unto CARNAL, even as unto babes in Christ. T have fed
you with milk and not with meat. for Iutherfo ye were not able
to bear 16, neither yet now are ye able For ye arc yct carnal:
for whereas there is among you envying and strife and divisions
are ye not carnal and walk as men’” (1 Cor m 1-4, Heb. v. 11-14)
It is a solemn thing to hear that no believer in this state can please
God May the Spirit prevail in us all, and not the flesh which
““profiteth nothing’’ (Jmo vi. 63) I trust the student will see
that verse 8 is not to affirin that the unsaved (who are still ““in the
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flesh’’) cannot please God (though that is also true), but the
statement is that believers who hive as they formerly did when
unsaved eannot please God. ** But now after that ye have known
God, or rather are known of God, how turn ye back again to the
weak and beggarly elements, whereunto ye desire again to be
in bondage’’ (Gal. iv. 8) Muliitudes in this state of the flesh
have been taught that the way out of the bondage of these weak
and beggarly elements is fo be saved over again' 1 once heard
a worman m a meeting say that she had been saved thirteen
times and that she sincecely hoped she would keep “it™" this time!

God’s way of deliverance from the fog of FLESTILY FAILTRE
and ignorance 15 given us in Rom viii 9, onwards The know-
ledge given is the revelation of Gop’s wavs in His salvation
We are mformed (verse 9) that all who are seved have recerved
the Spirit of Christ (John i. 12-13, Gal. iv 6-7, 1 Cor =xv. 45,
Col. 1. 27). The disciples received the Holy Spird of Christ afler
He was raised froin the dead (Jno. xx 22) and before He was
glorified (comp. Jno vih 39) “And when He had said this He
breathed m them, and saith unte them *° Receive ye Holy
Bpint 7 (Newberry) The Spit of Chrst is Holy like unto the
Spirit of Gud The student will profit by comparing this n-
breathing by Christ for ** The New Creation’”” with God breathing
into the lifeless clay-body of Adam ** the breath of hife” to form
the first creation, when ‘“Adam became a living soul’’ (Gen. i1. 7).
In like manner Christ, when raised from the dead, had recaived
froin the Father the Spiritual sody which was the toundation Body
of the NEw CREATION. °° God giveth it a Bopy as it hath pleased
Hum, and to each of the sEeps His own body’” (1 Cor xv. 88)
The NEw creATION 1s built upon Resurrcetion Spirit Seed, ** being
the children of the Resurrection™ (comp Luke xx 34.86) Our
Iikeness to Christ 1n the glory springs from the mecorruptible seed
of the New Creation.

“* Now if any man have not the Spirit of Christ he 1s none of
His.”” This in no way refers to the goodness of the man, but to
the quickening he has reecived from Christ, the Life-giving Spirit.
This Spirit of Sonship (not adoption, verse 15) mn the believer
crics to God as ‘*Abba, Father,”” cleatly marking the distinetion
between the Spirit of Christ and the Spirit of God  If, then, the
Bpint we have recewved eries ‘“Abba, Father,”” we have the
assurance of God’'s Word that we have received the New Birth,
the incorruptible Seed It 13 a Birth, which will be followed by
a Growth  Now the Spimt of God does not say *"Abba, Father,”
because that iz the ery of the Spint of the Son  This, then. i«
the witness that we have the New Birth and are His, delivering
us from fog and fears and all the doubts raised by the wicked onc
and our own unbelief

The ninth verse gives another distinction to be found amungst
Christians  *° But ye are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, ¢f so be
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that the Spirit of God dwell in you.”” ¥From the earliest ages the
Chureh kept a clear line between receiving the New Birth and
receiving the Spirit of God, but this distinetion has been lost sight
of. The receiving of the Spirit of God was always the witness
that the person had previously received the Bpirit of Christ, the
New Birth (see Aets xv 8). 1t was the supecinatural experience
by the Spint of God, causing them to speak in tongues °* the
wonderful works of God ” and “‘magnify God.” *° They spake
with tongues and prophesiced "—all being produced by the Holy
Spirs of God

Our Lord prophesied (Matt. xin. 33) that the three measures
of meal (the Word of God) would become a mixbure of LEAVEN
and sEal  The three mensures of meal emine from the Father,
the Son, and the Holy Ghost, but the leaven was put into the
meal by a woman on earth, which confirms the principle involved
in the fall (1 Tim. ii 13-14). In Senpture rviv iz introduced
into that which 18 good. Ln our day we see the Word of God
munistercd with various forms of leaven, with varicus divisions
and lmutations accerding to the theorics which have obtained
possession of the leaders of the varous denominations. Some
mix up Law and Grace. Some exclude the Serinon on the Mount
from a present applcation Some exelude Mark xvi. 15-20.
Many try to persuade themselves and others that whatever they
have failed to receive or teach is not for this day. The way the
Word of God is mixed up even by very godly men is a perpetual
sorrow to the sunple belicvers, who have recalised the very blessings
which these able en deny  DBut it romains frue that the man
who has a Seriptural experience is not at the mercy of the man
with an argument., Multitudes rcead books more than they
meditate on the Beriptures, hence they become eaters of a mixture
of leaven and meal. The meal never increases, but the leaven
always inereases, unless well SALTED.

No wonder, then, that the distinction beftween the Spirit of
God and the Spirit of Christ has been lost sight of. The student
will bave no difficulty in remembering how that there have been
ages of darkness simee Pentecost in which virar 7rurHES have been
lost sight of. The Spirit of God rEsrorEp the knowledge of
Salvation by rFalTH to LurHrR God’s call to REPENTANCE and
inoriNess by Whitfield, Weslcy, and others. The truth of the
Lord’s coming for His people was REsTORED to the people known
as Brethren. Now in these very last days our Lord has RESTORED
and is continuing the expenience of the rEcrivive of the Heoly
Ghost hilce unto every case recorded in 1he Acts of the Apostles,
of which Peter smd on the day of Pentecost: ™ This Jesus hoth
God raised up, whercas we are witnesses.”” Therefore, being by
the right hand of God exalted, and having received of the Father
the rroMmIsE of the Holy Ghost, e matn snep forth this which ye
now SEE and HEAR *’ {Acts i1.
