It was with great reluctance that I left London and Belfast
I felt so at home amongsl the dear friends ab both places that 1
would have hked to remain for some time. The convention ab
Clapham will long linger in my memory as a fime of blessed
fellowship with God and Ilis people. God 1ndeed met with us,
and we felt His presence in a most marvellous way.

I had not t:me for more than a week-end at Belfast, but that
short time was made rich by the prescnce of God in our midst.
Hallelujah! We had the joy of seeing quile a number of sinners
deciding for Chnst. Surely there 1s great hope for the I’ente-
costal work in Great Brifain and Ireland if (God 1s allowed to bave
His way with those alieady bapized 1in the Holy Ghost.

On my way to Vienna I spent threc days at Biussels to confer
with the Belgian Govermnent regarding our work in the Congo.
The Colonial Secretary received me very friendhly, and after con-
sulting with the Director for Colomal Affairs gave us permission
to femporarily occupy and erecct temporary buildings at three
different places 1n the Upper Congo. Tho necessary civil rights,
we hope, will be obtained later,

Sunday, the 11th of May, was spent with Pastor Ruil at
Zurich  There 1s a large Pcntecostal assembly, and 1 had the
joy of speaking thrice to a full house. We felt the Lord’s presenee
with us as the Word was expounded. Several came forward for
consecration ; two young men gave thew hearts to Jesus, and some
backshders returned to the fold. TI'rase God for the Gospel and
its power unto salvation for every one that believeth, Hallelujah!.

In Vienna I spent ninc days. The Swedish Pontecostal
Churches staried relief work there some four years ago, and those
having charge of the work preached the Gospel to the people, with
the result that some were converted; and when relief work was
no longer needed, the mussionaries felt that the new-born babes
could nob be left to themselves, so they remained, and two small
assemblies are established. Praise God. So one might say that
the nucleus for a forward movement has been formed. Not
being used to preach to Roman Catholies, T wondered how the
truth ought fo be presented and how it would be received. But,
glory be to God, the good old Gospel when put forth prayerfully
in the name of Jesus fits in everywhere, and at every mectimg we
had the joy of leading souls to Christ. Some had attended meet-
ings here before, but a good many came for the first time, and
some even of those received Christ as their Saviour. A man who
twice had tricd to commt suicide was gloriously saved. But it
is not easy for those that do get saved. The man mentioned was
immediately put out by his family and had to spend the night in
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the street A young wowman who got saved played the piano in o
theatre, and would, of course, be out of work. An old lady was
greatly perplexed whal she should Lol the priest at confession,
and she could not get 1t elear {hat it was nol necessary to go to
vonfession at all, whon she was saved.  The workers swid that they
sometunes have Lo pray ten or twenty times with some of them
before they realise the work of grace in thewr hearts and dare to
fully frnst Christ and leave the Chureh of Rome.

Al a believers” mecting aliout fifty were present, and we had
blessed fellowship together  One felt that they were really saved
aud trusted Chrst Some of them had received the baptism of
the Holy Ghost and spoke 1 tongues  Tven the Sunday School
ciubdren prayved pubhicly and helped on in he work, tryimg to win
other children for God

In one of the distriels a Swedish lady, who 18 also one of the
workers here, has bought a laige house and donated it to the
mission, and there is a good hall now used for the meetings  But
in the olther part of the city the work is greatly hampcrul for lack
of o proper plice of worship  The fow Chrisirans are Loo poor to
pay a high rent, aud halls are so scarce and the rental condilions
20 ﬁlcul‘r thab it scems nearly hopeless Lo get a switable place
for worship.  We looked at a good café, that would be excellent,
o book store could be arranged 1n the corner awd {wo tooms and a
latehen could be set apart as hvmg aparlments, and yet leave
scats forr 300 persons, but the present oceupant wanted just L.1,000)
for handing it over, including the present funibure. If T had
11,000 , 1 would rent 1t immediately, knowing that it would be
i gooel investment for the furtherance of tae IKingdomn of God in
Austria Will notl the dear people who read the ©° Elim Iivangel”’
help us to pray {lus through.  God 1s able 1o supply T beheve
it would bLe a great mmpetlus to the work and that hundreds of
souls would be won tor Chrmst Therve s o gveat hunger after the
truth. At the last meeling a man, belonging 1o a Spiritist club
of 200 membevs, came and asked vs 1o spealt al lus club * We
arc secking the truth but have not found it yel,” smd he.

An Address geven by De Y. T Eowis, af the London Convenfion,
on Friday, dprd 253th, 1924,

1 want to read a few verses from 16th chapter of the Gospel
according to 8t TLuke, about the Rich Man and Lazarus. Verses
19 to 206.

A friend of mine told me he onee preached @ course of sermons
on four things, Deatlh, Judgment, Heaven, and Hell, and a lol
wore came to the lagt service than the others. They were morc
interested in Hell than m salvation. I hope this 18 not the case
with the congregation to-night. It is a very solemn subject, one
{hat no one dare preach unless they have a lender heart, a heart,
filled with the love of God. Wec used to hear a lot about Hell
years ago, but strangely, this teaching concerning Hell seems to
have diopped out of our muustrations 1 these last days. Yet it
is Bible doctrine. The Church has held a Bible doetrine of Hell
all down the ages, and seemg thes 1s the case, it 13 very unsise for
you and me not fo face 1. I want to face it to-night with open
Bible, an open mund, open Lo the illurninat.on of the Spirit of God,
that we may see w hat the Word of God has to say abont Hell

The Apostles behieved in Hell and preached it, Jesus Chist
preached the doecirine of Hell. Yes, the incarnate Son of (God,
the one Who broke llig hecart on Calvary for you and for me,
tuught tlie doctrine of Hell And I beheve when Jesus spoke
about Heli, He always spoke with tears 1in Iis eyes, and with
meal heaviness witlun His heart, with compassion.

But I want to ask several questions to-night, and to answer
them.

Tfirst of all, what do we mmean when we talk about Hell? Tt
is all very well to alk aboul 1it, but what do you mean, what do 1
mean, when we ialk about Flell> The Lnﬂlmh word means
covered place, equivalent to three Greck nolds firsl the worl
Hades, which mcans the unscen, or the underworld. The word
Hades Is in the chapter we read just now. Ihves and Lazarus
never went to Iicll, they went to Flades

2nd place, Tartarus, translated Hell m Peter’s epistle, that 1s
the abode of the wicked angels. The only other place mn ihe
Seriptures is where Jude had 1t

Third place, Gehenna, lake of fire. This word Gehenna is
transtated twelve times m the Bible and eleven times used by
Jesus. A lob of people say fhat Christ never preached nhout Hell.
He said more nbout ell than any other inan [a the Bible  When
1t comes fo Iell fire—Gelienna—it was eleven limes on the lips of
Jesus, only once on the ]l[h of the Apostles—DMatt v., 22, 29, 50,
X, 28, xvih, 9, xxin, 13, 33; Mark 1x, 43, 43, 47; Luke xﬁ., 5,
and Jzunes in , 6.

(4) “'If the Spirit of Him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell
in you.”” T.et the reader reverently answer these four questions
and consent to their issues,  If he lack any of thesc things let him
humble himself under the mighty hand of God in simple faith and
love. The Holy Ghost 1s given as a witness to them that obey
(Acts v., 32). How solemn it 1s o read or hear these deep things
Those who heard the word of God on the day of Pentecost were
“pricked in their heart and said—men and brethren what shall wo
do?’’ (ii., 87), but those who heard m Acts v, 20-33 ““were cut to
the heart and took counsel to slay them 7 So will it he with all
who fal to justify God in what He says and He dors  Read the
solemn warning of Acts xin , 40-41.

"* Now to Him that 1s of Power to stablish you according to
my Gospel and the preaching of Jesus Christ according to the
revelation of the mystery—whieh is now made manifest, and by
the Seriptures of the prophets aceording to the commandment of
the everlasting God, made known for the obedience of farth, to God

Divine Credentials.

And Aaron spalke the words which the Lord had spoken, and
did the signs m the sight of the people  And the people believed
(Ex 1v. 80).

Ambassadors derive their power from the credentials they
carry. All the weight of the government they represent lies mn
their credentials  Without these they are nothing in the estima-
tion of the people to whom they are sent. These credentials make
them, in their official capacity, as strong as the government that
sends them.

Called to the work of the ministry of Jesus Christ. we are
His REPRESENTATIVES, standing for Him and His kingdom
among men. Being divinely aceredited, we are as strong as the
kingdom we represent. And Jesus emphasised this great truth,
when He said, ““All POWER 1s given unto Me in Heaven and in
BEarth. — Go ye. therefore,” evidently representing all tlus
POWER. Now, to prove that the disciples were sent, Ho gave
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them the power to work nuracles, and said: “° These signs shall
follow thetn that beheve, they shall lay hands on the srek, and
they shall recover, they shall cast out devilg, ete.”” Here was
indicated the character of the credentials which were to justify the
minister, who was divinely scnt.  Jesus knew the necessity for
this and therefore assured those He sent forth that the needed
credentials should be {ortheoming when needed 'The ' SIGNS
FOLLOWINCG: *" was the seal pluced on thew divine appomtment
The STAMYP of the KINGDOM, giving visible evidence that they
were authorised to speak for the Xingdom ot Christ.

The Masler Himszelf had need of this for He was recognised
as divinely sent by the WORKS that He did Nicodemus saud,
‘ No man ean do these miracleg thou doest, except God be with
hum ' *° 1f thou be the Christ, tell us planly,” said one, and
He replied, “* The works that I do in My Father’s name they
bear witness of Me,”  “* The works that T do shall ye do also and
greater works than these shall ye do, that the Father may be
olorified m the Son!”
