The Ottawa Campaign.
OTrawa, 28tk July, 1924,

With the object of reaching as many centres as
possible in the short time at our dnspoml the party has
now, as a temporary arrangement, divided into two
groups Therefore at the time of writing {wo campaigns
are mn progress, one at Oftawa and the other at Toronto
We propose dealing first of all with the campaign at
Ottawa.

The week’s special services held in this City have
been blessedly owned of God; upon them the Lord has set
His seal tn a truly Scriptural fashion  To commence, we
were severely lnmlmappcd by the fact that melclerable
prejudice extsis in this place against the Pentecostal Move-
ment, the enemy succeeding 1 poisonming the minds of the
people azainst what we have proved to be God’s Jatest
and last message to the Church. Consequently we saw that
n order to prepare the ground for the reception of the full
Gospel it would Dbe necessary to deal with some of the
toctrinal dfeultics which scem o beset the path of those
who are seeking the Holy Spirit. - And so the whole of the
week was devoted to the opening up of the Scriptures con-
cernmy the present Pentecostal outpouring of the Holy
Spirit. . We were much encotraged to sce the number of
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people who were ready to gather together to listen to a
series of Bible studies of this character,

What a wonderful week it has been! How God has
proved Himself to us again and again as we have believed
His Word! Not only have the people been privileged to
listen to Pentecostal teaching, but they have also witnessed
that same truth translated into actual experience; their
eyes have seen the supernatural confirmation and corrobor-
ation of that whicli has been preached unto them. As the
Word of God was unfolded, so doubts and difficulties dis-
appeared ; step by step vwe were led through the green
pastures of the mspured Word; argument alter argument
against the Pentecostal position was carcfully examined
and answered ; cach so-called weakness in our teaching
was submitied to a scarching Scriptural test; the critical
challenge of those who pronounce Pentecostal teaching as
un-Scriptural was boldly met with an open Bible and an
open nmund.  Many were completely convinced as a result
of these meetings that God is indeed pouring out His
Spirit in these days in exactly the same manner as at the
beginning. Hallelujah ! God has not withdrawn the Gifts
of the Holy Spirit as some popular present-day Bible
teachers asscrt; they are still bestowed upon believers and
are to-day to be found m operation in the Church in
various parts of the world.

During these special services we have witnessed won-
derful scenes, demonstrating so clearly and conclusively
the present-day power of the Word of God when pro-
claimed under the anomting of the Spirit. How beautiful
it was to sce a crowd of people swayed by the power of the
Divine Spirit—swept into surrender——swept by the strong,
swift current of a mighty movement of God into a place
of freedom and fullness. Hardness yielding to the precious
softening mfluences of the Spirit of God; people becoming
as wax in the hands of the Lord, ready to accept all His
perfect will at any cost. Pricde and prejudice in its mani-
old phases melting beneath the scarching, sanctifying
ravs of those eyes which “are as a flame of fire.” Here
was God in the day of His power making His people
willing to obey the truth when made plain to them.
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One evening as the message was being given the Holy
opirit fell upon the mweeting in a marivetlous mannet;
souls at once came under great conviction, and thiee
received the baptism in the Holy Ghost as they sat in their
scats; immediately they began to magnify the Lord in
other tongues as the Spirit gave them utterance, and the
place resvunded with their glad exclamations of praise; it
was a scene of indescribable and irrepressible jubilation;
we witnessed a sweet exhibition of that piecious spiritual
intoxication with which so many of the Lord's people are
familiar in these days. Who could remamn unconvinced
that this was the work of the Lord? To look upon those
just filled and flooded with the Spirit’s fullness—Iit up with
the Shekinah glory of the Divine indwelling—temples
possessed by the long promised Comforter. How easy to
discern that this that was talkimg place before our eyes was
indeed a literal fulfilment of Acts ii, 4, and Acts x, etc.

One splendid and gratifying result of the Ottawa
mectings was the healing and baptism of a young lady
whose mind had been full of atheistic theories and who
was prior to her conversion a professional teacher of
dancing. (Her testimony appeared m this month’s Elim
Ewvangel.*) God met her in one of the services, saturating
her with the Latter Rain and filling her mouth with the
praises of God.

Though these services were mainly for the enlighten-
ment and edification of believers, yet quite a few souls gave
themselves to Christ.  The after-meetings were very
powerful and precious, numbers flocking out to the front in
response to the altar-call which was given at the close of
each service. Many of those dear saints reccived a new
vision of Jcsus and rose and went forth to a life of deeper
separation and closer union with their Lord. One special
feature of the Ottawa meetings was the Young People's
Rally held each evening at 7 p.m. and conducted by Mr.
McWhirter.

Like many of God’s “great things,” the campaign at
Toronto had a very humble inception—with a hall that
scats fully 1,300 people and a congregation of less than
two hundred onc might easily succumb to discouragement
—but we have discovered that out of the thing which
humanly speaking “is not,” God can work the greatest
wonder and gain the greatest glory. However small the
nucleus, God is able to make 1t adequate to the need of
the moment. From the commencement of this campaign it
was evident that the hopes of the people ran high for a
season of real victory. We found a few faithful praying
people who had passed through many a wrial of faith and
yet who were prepared at the point of sacrifice to launch
an enterprise which from some viewpoints appeared 1m-
possible of success. However, we have found that “ little
1» much when God is in it and that “ through Christ we
can do all things,” The Lord delights to bring the im-
possible thing to pass for those who wholly trust Him,
LONOUrIng thetr faith in the fulfilment of His Word in their

During the carly days of this campaign the Lord gave
us many gracious tokens of His willingness to work in this
prace 11 an unprecedented way, teaching us w 1ake our
eyes off everythmg but His own unfailing assurance.
Wiathin a week neariy thirty souls had surrendered to
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Christ, and many had been healed, amongst whom were
sovetal vemaerkable  cases. For the encouragement of
other sulteiers et us cite one or more outstanding
esampies of  Thvine Healing which actually transpired
during these services. In one instance a man came to be
prayced wath who was suflering from chronic deafness; in
order to assist him to hear he used an ear-trumpet.  After
beme anomted his hearng was completely restored @ so
perfect was s healmg that when spoken to m a quiet
manner, he wisSed to know whetlier his mterrogator was
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shouting m Tus cars. Halleluyjah ! Another striking case
was that of a woman suliering with a floating kidney who
was scarcely able to move.  With great difficulty she
managed to reach the front and was anointed 1n the name
of the Lord, erec many miules had elapsed she was on her
lect hiterally leaping, dancing and praising the God Who
had so completely cured her.  Another notable miracle of
Divine power was a boy brought by his mother, the victim
of a bad form of mental trouble. This dear lad is now in
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his right mind and giving God the glory for s wonderful
deliverance.

What an answer all this is to that destructive Higher
Criticism which denies the teaching and discredits the
power of the Gospel and which divides the Church of
Christ ! What an adequate answer to the challenge of
Alodernism ! What a complete substantiation and vin-
dication of the claims of the Fundamentalist for the
inspiration of the whole Bible! How one's heart rejoices
to record such stirring scenes. Who is suflicient for these
things but the Lord?  The name of Jesus 1s the great and
potent factor used in the achievement of these marvels of
arace. His arm alone hath wrought these exploits ! Many
other wonderful cases of healing might be recounted,
every evening sigus followed the ministry of the Gospel.

During the second week of the Toronto Campaign the
Annual Conference of the Eastern Thstrict of the Canadian
Assemblics of God was held, We cannot Torget the warm
welcome which the Canadian Brethren gave us to therr
Conference. A happier, humbler or heartier company of
DPentecostal Teaders 1t would be difficult to find,  The
morning and afternoon sessions of the Conference were
chiefly devoted to business deliberations and the considera-
tion of some of those problems which confrent the Pente-
costal pastor m his mumsiry. Many precious hours were
thus spent 1n devout discussion and much profitable
teaching was given by some of those who had graduated
in the schoot ol a rich experience in the Holy Ghost, and
thus were qualified to instruct others who were only just
commencing their pastoral duties. One was much
tmpressed by the number of fine young men whose hves
were wholly dedicated to the Lord’s work, some of whom
were able to give glowing reports of the work under their
oversight.  What a pleasure it was to mingle with these
warmhearted Pentecostal brethren, some of them having
spent vears of sacrificial service and suffered much in their
earnest endeavour to lay the foundation ol the present
substantial Pentccostal position in Canada. God has
abundantly honoured their steadfast stand for the full
Gospel, and to-day they represent a splendid body of
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assemblies, united in teaching and testimony, welded
together in lTove and wielding a wide nfluence tor God in
this lair Dominon.  We appreciated the beautiful com-
bination of deen spirtuality and sound common sense
which was s9 pronounced 1 theiwr gathcrings—proving
that the two are quite congruous.  IFor this fervid, fearless,
tarthtul band of Suvirit-hlled fcaders we predict a future ot
great fruitfulness. Our hearts were decply stirred as we
sang a revised version of a popular chorus .~

In connection with this Conierence we were greatly
impressed with its evangelical wvision and missionary
character. Upon these dear men and women of God has
been laid a tremendous burden for those in the * regions
beyond.” Many of their number have already laid down
their ives on the Mission Field, and others are preparing
to go forth and take the place of those who have fallen
on the field.

On the second Sunday morning of the Conference a
special service was arranged for the ordination of several
brethren who had been called by God to the work of the
ministry and who morcover had already gnen unmistak-
ablc proofs of the genuineness of their call.  Pastor
Chambers, the Chairman of the Canadian Assemblies of
God, presided, and Pastor George Jeffreys preached the
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ordination sermon, which took the form of a dual charge
to preachers and people.  The candidates for ordination
were earnestly entreated to avoid these things which tend
to discredit and dishonour the mmistry to which they were
devoting thewr ives.  To those ordamed and to all who
were privileged to attend tlus service, it must ever remam
a very precious and hallowed memory.,  IFrom commence-
ment to close the meeting was cnveloped and encircled in
a Spirit-laden atmosphere; from heaven itself came those
refreshing breezes of blessing which punify the soul and
clanfy the vision; again and again we were borne on the
pinions of praise into the presence of the Kimg.,  How
sweetly the fragrance of the presence of the Lord filled the
place as hands were laid upon these “ chosen vessels ” and
they were set apart for the Master’s service ! Lives that
Fad been laid upon the altir—Dburnt offerings wiich were
proving amnd should jyet prove m greater measure that
*pood and acceprable and perfece will of God.” How the
firc fell upon each as they were definitely commitied to God.
Not one wha id not realise a new anomnting, a {resh inflow
of the Divine Spirit!  One fclt that these separated
servants of the Lord were going forth to a future pregnant
with possibility.  May the hand of the Lord rest upon them
i all their ministry for the extension of His Kingdom !

As we write, the meetings are increasing in power, and
the results are growing greater each evening. The con-
gregations have doubled and trebled and we are trusting
that ere the campaign closes we shall have the hall packed
wilh people. Already there are a crowd of those who have
been saved and healed and baptised i1n the Holy Ghost, and
the number is continually being swollen. Many are coming
night after mght under deep convicion, but they have not
vet vielded to the call of Chnist) we are expecting to see
them surrender during the coming week., Never since the
hall was opened seven years ago have such numbers
assembled to hear the Word of God. It is evident from
this that God is working and intends to enlarge the borders
of His work in tlus City. 1t is beautiful to witness the joy
of those who are being baptised in the Holy Spirit—their
gladness 15 most contagious and quickly spreads over a
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congregation untl the whole assemblage o provoked to
praise—just as fire is apphed 1o one prece of umber, then
piece after plece ignites, causmy a great blaze, so it 1s when
the fire Lidls upon some of these dear wahng ones, it
ooty idys hold ot all. 1 he baptism of the Spirit seems
s wiedte wihat might be termed * a tropical iemperature

Crur hearts swell with gratetul gladness to God as we
sarvey Lhe past three weeks spent i Lhas great centre of
Canadian commercial lfe—twenty-one days of triumph at
Toronto ! This would aptly poriray that wlhich transpired
Lot tout thes campalzn. Triumph amicd dificulties of
wineh the enemy sought Lo make @ maximum of gain, And
voel at the onset we knew that God bemng for us, He was
more than all that could possibly be agamst us, thaf
wihere from the hunman viewpomt there was no way, Ie
would make a way, and as the days went by we saw our
confidence confirmed and our faith strengihened by the
abunclent evudences of the Divine presence.  Night after
mght the altar was thronged with thirsty souls, seeking
satisfaction from Him who has promused to quench the
Durning Inward craving of those who having tried the
"hioken wisterns ™ and found their waters fail now turn to
Fhim for succour and salvation. After each message one
oitly had to neove about amongst the seekers in order to
discover the genuineness and thmou*rhm_ss of that which
had actually taken place. Those slain souls at the altar
spoke eluguently of how ettectively the Sword of the Spirg,
which s the Word of God, had been wiclded by the
servants of the Lord. Such stirring altar scenes furnished
ample proof of the character of the ministry of the Lord's
nessengers; unsparing m theiv disclosure and denuncia-
lon of sit; unhesitating and uncompronusing in their
provlamation of a full-orbed Gospel, unmverlimg as they did
the manilold glorwes of the Gospel as -‘Lpp]md to the trlple
need of man f{:nr spirit, soul and body.

To watel thewr shackles fall nlF
and see them emerging from thraldom to freedom is one of
the most inspring sights that mortal eyes may behold

i the last Sunday ot the campaign at Toronto the
alternoon service took the form of a Baptismal Serviee,
when quite a number of behievers were unmersed i the
aame of the Lord Jesas. 1t was a beautiful and fitting
featule of the ctosine day of these splendid  series  of
services, [tis wordly of note that some of the candidaies
vwere bolh borm and baptised duning the san e campaign,
the sanre hands that led them to the Cross also Jed them
down into the waters of baptism, there in figure to wdentify
themsetves with Clirist in Fhis death. v was beautiful to
sce these disciples of Jesus coming up out of the water
with the glory of the new creation illumiung  their faces
and overspreading them hlie a mantic the virtud of the
resurrcction life of Him Whom they were following.

At the mvitation of Pastor Chambers, the writer had
the pleasvre of conducting the Sunday’s services at
Kitchener, Outano. A day of deliohttul fellowshup i
servive was spent with the Lord's prople in this place.
Here he found a gathering of God's Pentecostal people
cijoyimy the “ullness of the blessing of the Gospel of
Chrisl."; a group of sainis pressmg on 1o the possession
ot all that rich legacy of spiriual hte m Cheste 1 was
with great satisfaction that ene discerned their Seripiural
order and the steadfasiness of their taith in God. The Lord
sas pleased to set His seal upon tle day’s meetings by
leading two souls to Himself, whilst others reeeived the
baptism n tac Holy Spirit and quite a tew recened a new
touch of power in ther bodies.

As a sample of the blessed work of grace wrought in
many a life during the Toronto campaign we venture U
cull from a personal letter of a brighi soung man who
accepted Christ in one of the services . “ T am happy . .

1 have no desire to smoke—and this despite a habit that
consumed forty or fifty (cigareties) dary. I feel ke singing
all the time, and though at first I dudn’t want to be singing
hymns bcfore my friends, I find genune joy in domg SO
now. I feel I want to be searching the New Testament con-
tinually. The things I wanted most to do last week are
not at all attractive now—1 praise God {or a change of
heart. We are establishimg a very difterent houscholl
from the old regime—~God has spoken and we are stening

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Early Days at Winnipeg.
WisNieeg, 18th Augnst, 1924,

Another glorivus campaign, which will be stored in
the arcluves of memory, has passed nlo lastors. It is the
hour of muduight that we cotrain for our 1,200 mule
journey to Winnipeg, which is to be the scene of our nest
campaign  Though the hour is so late, vet this does nol
prevent a nice company of the Lord's pu;p]e assembiiny
on the Station platform to say goodbie to those who hase
brought such blessing to iheir lives. How loth they are to
part with us I How anxous to spend the last lew moments
in praiseful fellowslip! Many a precious exhortation is
given, and many a sigmificant hand grip exchanged ! Al
there goes the warning whistle of the guard! And on the
night air rimgs out the cry, “CAll ‘dmﬂrd I A rush for
the train, one last wave of the hand (o those we are Teavi 1
belind 'md we ave off on our forty Lours' tnp to ilw
West ! To Bntishers the idea of two nights and 2
day in the train ts somewhat novel, and quite naturally we
are seon examinmg the liitle berth which we understancd
is to serve as our sleeping quarters during the long railway
journey.  \We are not long in discovering that even n
ratlway journcy can offer facilitics for many a frultful and
timely minisiry to hungry souls travelling to eternity.
Several beautiful opportunitics of witnessing  for the
Master were seized, and whe can tell the results of such
quiel personal talks. ** My Word shall not return unto Me
voud.”

What a vast stretch of country we passed throught
Hour after hour speeding through internunable tracts of
trees, studded with Jovely lakes, hke jevels set in a jungle
of wild forestry,  What a picluresgue scene these lakes
presented as the sudver beams of the moon fell upon their
placid walers, nurroring in their shining depths the glory
af the midnight heavens!  Heree, too, could be seen at
intervals portions of land which had been reclaimed by the
hand of some enterprising seltler, spealing to us of those
darly, dreary and desolate hives v hich have been redeemed
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and transformed by the grace of God. Now and then by
the edge of some lake could be seen the smoke ascending
from the camp fires of an Indian encampment. What a
quaint picture ! Gathered at the doors of the tents were
the Indian braves with their Squaws! Remnants of the
glory ol a past pertod when the Indian was the proud
possessor of this wild land ! One could almost see them as
they must have been a century ago m all the rugged
splendour of their forest fastnesses. How one longed to
preach Jesus to thesc dark-skinned forest dwellers who
still linger in the darkness of paganism. Instinctively our
thoughts turned to that saintly Apostle of the North
American Indians, David Brainerd, and the wonderful
work which God enabled him fo do amongst these people

At last, travel stained but happy in the Lord, we
arrived at Winnipeg. There, awaiting us, were those who

had come to give us a real Canadian welcome fo their
midst. A glance at the faces of dear Pastor Argue and
Dr. Geddes was sufficient to assure us that we were oncc
more 1n the presence of some real, warmhearted Pente-
costal people, who were prepared to co-operate to the
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fullest extent m the campaign which we had come to
conduct.  After a few days’ respite we commenced our
meetings in the Wesley Church, which is the home of the
Pentecostal work in this  City, a capacious building
capable of seating about 1,700 pcople, splendidiy situaterd
and well equipped with every convenence {or an aggres-
sive Full Gospel Work.  We must congratulate our
Winnipeg brethren upon their acquisition of such 4 suit-
able building 1 which to worship Ge .

From the very first service it was quite evident that
we were 1 for a successful campaign.  One could realiz:
that the response which was being given to the introductory
message of the mission augured well  Hearts beat hugh
with expectation, and faith arose above eversthing in its
vision of what the Lord was prepared to do. A= the
preacher repainted the picture of Elyah's thrlling triumph
on Mount Carmel and graphically described the absolute
overthrow of those who had presumed to challenge God's
revealed will, we saw how mmpregnable i1s the position of
those who fearlessly take their stand upon the living Word
nf God. To those who were privileged to listen to this
messaye 1t came as a call {o conflict and conguest. We
had the joy of reaping the first fruits of this campaign al
the close of the opening meeting, when several came for-
ward and knelt at the altar rail, giving themselves to
Christ.  To mtroduce men and women to Jesus Christ!
What a vocation! Whjy the angels must envy the sow-
winner lus privileges!  Next to the joy of coming to
Christ onesclf there can be no greater joy than that of
bringing someone else to Him.  WWhat a feast of fat things
the Lord spread {for His people during  these days!
Repeatedly in moving about amongst the cong regation one
would hear the exclamation, * How wonderful ! * Oh,
how the Lord has fed my soul to-night ! *1 had no idea
that the Gospel contained so much!”  “ Surely this has
been the very vestibule of heaven to my soul!” How
beautiful to see souls thus comming mnto blessing ! Bound
ones getting free ! LEmptied ones bemng filled ! Sonyless
samnis entering into the praise-life ! Lukewarm behievers
catching the fire of a passionate love for Jesus! Im-
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poverished lives being enriched and empovered ! Joyless
Christians simiply flooded with the “joy of the Lord !
One is amazed at the amount of ivnorance whieh prevails
even amongst devout childeen of G concerning this
wonderful latter-day oumpouring of the Holy Spint; how
slowly they reccive this gracious reselation “of God's full-
ness of Iessiny,

We rejoice that during this campaign many of God's
people have had ftheir eyes opened Lo this Y greater
gospel " and realising thelr need are now found amony st
those seeking the baptism of the Holy Glost; cach evening
some of these walting ones are bemg filled with the Spirit
and entering into a new hfe of victory i Christ.
