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The Rich Young Ruler

HESE scriptures descnibe to us the wonderful

I conversation between the rich young ruler and

the Lord Jesus. If we look for a while mnto the
details of the conversation, and study the character of
the young.man who so earnestly talked with the
Master, we shall discover much that will prove
nteresting and helpful to us Here we are shown
the picture of 2 young man of good mora! character,
possessing great wesalth, and occupying 2 high posi-
tien amongst the Jews of hes day, bat who, despite
his  wirtues and  possessions, was unsafsfed,
urhappy and vestless Here we have described
to us & young man who had oo assirance of eternal
Iife, although he had sought it by his own efforts and
by the deeds of the law

Matt, mix 2O tefls us he was a young man. He
had Life before him, aod as far as means was con-
cerned, he could © see Ife ’ as the world would say
But the heart of this young mac was yearning for
something which wus a5 yet bevond hem. He had
tried hard to get it, but had failed Unlike many young
men possessing wealth, he was not out for a good
time, but his thoughts tended towards religion, aod
the observance of the law,

Ile wos u Reler. Fle occupried one of the chief
positicns 10 the retgious world of s day. and doubt-
less was another such as Saul of Tarsus, who had
made progress bevood those who were his equals,
hecause of s smeerity and xeal  The atotude of the
Rulers as a whole, 15 described 4n John vu 48: they
were bitterly opposed to the Lord Jesus and resisted
Hin at every turn. This young man, however, was
something Lke Nicedemus, and did not share the
general opmion of the rulers—he was wiling Lo
acknowledge rhat Jesus was a Teacher sent from (God,
and when he approached the Master, he addressed
Hum as '* Good Master 7’ He recogmsed the Lord
Jesus as supernor W all odher teachers

fle woes o voung mar of goed woral chaeracter—a
geod neighbour, and of great pety. He could
answer in reply to the Lord’s quotation of the Law
‘Al these things have [ kept from my vouth up
If eternal hife wore by the deeds of the law, then this
yourlg man had nothmg to fear, bat eternal Lfe cannot
be secured that way (Rom 120, etc). There was
no man to point the finger of scorn at him, or to
accuse lum of wreong-downg, yet his heart told im he
wus  nob saved Doubtlesz he endeavoured too,
1o practice the spint of the law and not merely the
Yetter  FHe was no hypocrite—but a sincere religious
man. Yet, he was not perfect

He awas »ot lackung conrage  We are told that Jesus
was gooe lorth into the way, therefore there were
many surrpunding Him, and 1t meant something for

this young ruler whom everyone unew and recogn:sed
as a truly relgrous man, to come publicly and confess
his need of Jesus If courage could only procure
eternal lfe, then he had no lack 1n that direction

He was humble There was no pride i his charac-
ter Though he had such great possessions, yot he
was humble enough (o fall down at the feet of Jesus
If humudity could procure the needed blessing, then
he was sure of 1t

He was reverenf He kneeled w Jesus  Thart
meant a lot, for o shewed clearly that he koew fesus
to be worithy of his worship  But even worship and
reverence colld not alonme procure the needed assur-
ance of eternat lfe.

He could pownt io a bfe of " DOINGS. bul wam-
fessed hig dissatizfacuon when he aszked, * What
shalt I DO? **  He was wanting to add to hes doungs
How clearly we are shown here the fallacy of depend-
g dpon what we can do, @ order to obtan ths
eternal Life  Nay, it 1= not by works, but by grace,
through farth 1in what Christ has done once for all
Those who imagine they can lay claim to eternal life
through therr own so-called good works, will ever be
hke this young man, uever sure they have done
enongh, and ever wanting to add fo ther doods.
Thank God, semething has been done once for all on
Qalvary’s Cross, which will bring salvatton and eter-
nal Dife to all the world, 1if mankind will but beleve
the testtmony of the Gospel and reecove tlee Lord
Jesus Christ by farth into their hearts

never ceased to love us It was hus great love which
brought Him down from the 1vory pataces to the cioss
of sacrifice, and 1t 15 this wonderful 1ncomprehen-

Triuty are prevalent amongst many who
have taken upon themselves the name of
To some the Holy Spirit seems to be a com-
plete stranger. Others have unscriptural and unin-
telugible conceptions of Him Again, there are
Chrishans whe undercstumate the work accomplished
by the Holy Spirit 1n the great plan of Salvation In
n former study, I have drawn your attention to the
fact that there are many 1n different lands, whe, like
the Ephesian disciples, udmit their lack of kaowledge
concerrng Ham

Some claim that the Holy Spirit is some mysterious
influence, inspining musicians, artists, and many
others, whether they be saints or sinners, in various
spheres ol life. A lecturer, taking the Holy Spirit
for his subject, used the following illustrations : *F ¥ou
have watched the man draw his bow gently over the
strings of his violin, and have been enamoured while
listemng to the exquisite -melody produced That
invisile force behind the arm and the bow is none
other than the Holy Spirit.””

Proceeding, he sad. * The artist most certainly
has the Holy Spirit enabling him to draw upon canvas
P‘lintlngs which, in maudible language, spsak to the
Innermost soul ** Thus lecturer evidently forgot that
thriling music and striking paintings are somctimes
produced by sinners of the deepest dye The work of
the Holy Spirit upon such characters 1s that which
will produce conviction of sin 1n themselves. This 12
the only Scriptural relationship I see between the
Holy Spirit and sinners. Illustrations such as these
are calculated to musrepresent the work of the Holy
Spint  They lead to the conclusion that even ungodly
wretches and haters of God can find great spintual

benefit by his ministry 1in consoling music and e¢ntran-
cing pamtings. Let me remind you, friend, that the
Holy Spirit 1s sent to convict, not io console the
sinner.

Let us now consider the work undertaken by the
Holy Spirit in the great scheme of redempuon. Lecr
us go back in imagination to an early scene 1n eternity.
There, situng in Council, 15 the Trinity, deliberating
upon a theme of profound interest. The future course
of the ages 15 scanned by the omniscient mind, and a
distant scene reveals the fall of the greatest and
muightiest of ali created beings Redeeming love,
finding its source in the heart of God, rolls on, carry-
mg in 1ts train the gift of an essential, redceming
sacrifice The Trinity was indeed concerned in the
plan of redemption. Each a separate personality,
having wtuak relations to the others, had His distine-
tive work to do.

God the Father gave His only begotten Son.

Jesus, the Son, humbled Himself and came.

Tae Holy Spirit made it possible for Hum to come.

The first act of the Holy Spirit was the making of
a body, into which the second person could come to
abide for the purpose of redemption

The writer to the Hebrews in speaking of this v
the tenth chapter said *—

Fot 1t 15 not possible that the blood of bulls and of
goats should take away sins Wherefore when He cometh
mto the wotld, He saith, ** Sacrifice and offering Thou
wouldest ngt but a Body hast Thou fitted Me ™

The first of two questions that naturally arise from
the Scripture quoted,—~Who was this body prepared
for?—is answered by the context. The second—
By Whom was this body preparcd®—finds its answer
in Luke 1 35, where we see that

37
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JEsus was Bory oF THE HoLy SPIRIT.

And ethe angel answered and said unto her, ** The Holy
Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the Highest
shall overshagew thee, tnerefore also that holy thing which
shall be born of thee, shall be called the Son of Geod ™

This brings me to my first proposition .n a most
striking analogy between the relations of the Holy
Ghost to the human nature of Christ, and His rela-
tions to all regenerated souls  His human nature was
preparcd and fitted by the Holy Spuit, as a temple
through which the Deity cocld be made mamfest
These are days when the wvirgm buth 1s discredited
by some rehgrous teachers who carry inaisputable
marks of latter-day Apostacy. The real man
Jesus, born of 4 human mother and begotten of the
Holy Ghost 15 a fact that cannot be acknowledged
by them because of their carnal and darkened minds
Little, of any, do they understand the things pertain-
ing o the Spnt

In Bethlehem's manger [ see the heman temple
nvde by the Holy Glost to coneeal the glory of the
Son of God from the eyes of sinful men  Here lies
the bady that possessed all the appetites and propen-
sittes of human nature, and which was destined to
reach the culminuting pomt m a hfe of victory over the
world, the flesh and the Devil  Here we find the veil
that lud tn 1ts folds the One Who was the brightness
of His Father’s glory Having stepped into a Little
wofld of flesh, He ser Fhis face siedfastly towards

The new birth 1s but the door leading into the
Kingdom of God The gate at the entrance of the
spiricual domain, the beauties of which would be m-
pussible to behold, if an entrance had not been gained
Once nside, you are invited to step into the symbol-
cal waters of baptism, and gne tesumony before
principalities and powers of your identification with
a bumed and nsen Lord The wista of Christian
privileges and experiences opens up hefore you, and
in the distance 1s seen the transcendent heights ot
spiriual revelation  You become immediately ehigible
for the fulfilment of the promuse of the Father, Like
your Master, you can be sealed and equpped
for service The fact that you have become a child
and an heir of God, will not relieve you of spiritual
conflict  You will have to contend with a real, live,
powerful enemy Indeed, you never came to grips
with lim, unt1l you came through the gate of regener-
auon When you were outside, you were absolutely
under his control, you had become his slave, and were
powerless to offer the least resistance, But having
been emancipated and delivered from him, you will
find that he 1s gong to seriously challenge every step
you now purpose taking You need not, however,
be discouraged You were not born of the Spint to
be allowed to die at the hands of a cruel and relentless
foe  God has provided an equipment for you, which
will ward off his fiery darts, and gwve you, wlile
passing through the most treacherous and dangerous
onslaught, the firm tread of a conqueror every time
Listen' ‘ Ye shall receive power after that the Holy
Ghost 1s come upon you . .

God anowmnted Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost,
and with power who went about doing good, and healing
all that were oppressed of the devu (Acts x 38}

The messenger sent by John the Baptist to the
Master witnessed such a demonstration of the power
of the Holy Spint They had been perplexed by a
question that passed through therr minds Is this
the one we have been da:ly looking for® The answer
was soon forthcoming, 1n the mighty works which He
accomplished 1n their presence  That old man yonder
who has been burdened with infirmuty for years,
immediately recenes a new Jlease of nhfe The
demoniac who struck terror to the hearts of hus neigh-
bours by his agonising cries, 1s sitting at His feet,
calm and reposed That woman who was in the grp
of a fearful plague which has swept numbers into
untimely graves, 1s rejoicing because 1n her case it
has been stayed by the word of His mouth With
astonishment they watch those who have hitherto
been blind, as they with open eyes scan the glory of
the heavens above and the beauties of nature around
Crutches, carriage and various implements, having
served their purpose, are discarded The paralysed
and the lame need them no longer, for their limbs
haie been made perfectly whole Unsightly lepers
need no more cry, ‘‘ Unclean '’ They, too, have
found 1In Him a balm that has healed their otherwise
incurable disease  The deaf hear, the dead are raised
and to the poor the Gospel 15 preached All this was
sufficient evidence to convince the messengers and
John that Jesus was the Anointed One

Venly, verily, I say unte you, he that believeth on Me,
the works that I do, shall he do also and greater works
than these shall ye do because I go to My Fatker (John

v 12)
Ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost 1s come
upont you and ye shall be witnesses unto Me (Acts 1+ 8)
Believers are not only to conform to the pattern of
their Lord’s spotless hfe They are also exhorted to
be ke Him in the exercise of His power over all
the forces of evil This was evidently in the mind of
Christ when He prayed for the disciples ‘“ As Thou
hast sent Me into the world, even so have I also seat
them into the world ¥’ His disciples must live hke
Him, true enough' They must also act lke
Him' There are real demon-possessd people to be
dealt with, there are the sick and afflicted to be
mirvistered to  The sphere tn which they hve and
operate 15 one domunated by spiritual wickedness 1n
high places Likened unto ambassadors, they have
the authority of the Heavenly Kingdom they represent
Invested they are not with the hmited powers of an
earthly court, but with unlimited Divine authority To
be effective in their representations before a Godless,
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Chnist-rejecting world, they need the Divine creden-
tials which are obtained by the Baptism of the Holy
Spint If they are to act in the interests of their
King and Country, they must be clothed with power
from on high

Jesus OrFrErep HimseLr THrRouGH THE Hory SPIRIT.

For if the blood of bulls, and of goats, and the ashes
of an heifer sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the
purifying of the flesh

How much more shall the blood of Christ, Who, through
the eternl spuit offered Himself without spot to God,
purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living
God® (Heb 1x 13, 14)

If ithis Scripture means anything, 1t 1s that the
human Jesus received from the Holy Spirit strength to
go to Calvary The Spirit with which He was
anointed to preach the Gospel to the poor, to heal the
broken-hearted, to deliver the captrves, to heal the
bruised and give recovery of sight to the blind, was
the same that anointed Him to go to the Cross as
an offering for sm = 'Who can enter into the feelings
of the human Jesus, as He laboured day and night
with the shadow of the Cross upon Him? In His
meditation of the Old Testament Scriptures He would
be reminded in types and shadows of the humthating
death, at the end of life’s journey  The pathway that
led to the Cross, was one of mntense suffering The
severity of the onslaught by the powers of darkness
to crush the life out of Him before reaching the Cross,
called for an anointing such as He received 1n order to
reach His desired goal 'Who can tell of the many
times He received quickening for His tired and
weakened human frame from the Holy Spirit that
descended upon Him at the commencement of His
public mumstry? The Author of His human nature
anointed Him and enabled Him to reach the Cross
and there through the eternal Spirit His body was
given an offering for sin

CHRISTIANS ARE EXHORTED To Mage ax QUFERING

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of
God, that ye present your bodies a hving sacrifice, holy,
acceptable unto God, which 1s your reasonable service
(Rom xn 1)

The oftering of the body of Christ to arone for sin
was once and for all, and there 15 no need to offer
another for this purpose. But there 1s need for human
channels through which God can manifest Himself
to those for whom Christ died It 15 evident that the
writer to the samts at Rome 1s meditating upon the
offerings of the Old Testament as he wrtes this
Scriprure He s taking lessons from what trans-
pired when the offering was presented, and applying
them to the sants of his day These things stand
out prominently as we consider the matter —

(1) The utter abandonment of the offering

(2) The wcsive priestly hnife

{3) The draining of its life blood

Paul, in his Ephesian epistle, 1s revealing the future
relations of the Holy Spirit to believers. He shews
that the great work commenced by the Spirit in the
bodies of saints would not terminate until they were,
not only delnered from the power of sin, but of death
and the graze The sealing with the promised Holy
Spirit was but the pledge and foretaste of their in-
heritance They could look forward, with joyful
anticipation, to the full redemption of their bodies
This would be realised, as he declared elsewhere, at
the coming of his Lord

Having thus studied the operations of theHoly Spirit
upon the human Jesus, which is analogous to the
relations of the Spirit to believers, I trust that the
work of the third person in the Trinity will have been
made clearer to you. The Holy Spirit Who brought
conviction to bear vpon you, dear one, when you were
in your sins, also led you to the Cross and revealed
the shed blood that was efficacious to cleanse He
who came to abide m your life n answer to prayer,
and Who led you on step by step, will, at the appointed
time. cause mortality to be swallowed vp of life.

We have been in touch with the Pentecostal Move-
ment since 1ts inception, and we are assured that it
stands for an experience that cannot be ignored by
the Church of God without irreparable loss  But
what has distressed many who have been most sympa-
thetic, and would in all probability be identified with
it, has been the extremism of many of its leaders,
and also some extravagant features that repel all
seriously minded Chnistians

It is to the credit of the Elim Alllance that they
seek to work in the most needy places, and according
tio Apostolic precedent, they do not tresspass upon
other men’s fabours. (Ii. Cor. x 6).

A movement 1s vsvally judged by its leaders—it 1s
what they make it We were impressed by the lead-
ing personalities of the Alliance whom we met 1n
Ireland. Pastor George Jeffreys seems to be not only
a fine character, but one who inspires confidence and
has the ability to lead Our esteemed friend has
gathered around him a noble band of workers, who
seem to regard him not only as therr leader, but as
a friend and brother.

The Elm evangelists are a consecrated band of
erthusiastic workers, who have sacrificed much to
further the interests of the Lord Jesus Christ
Several of them have settled pastorates, and their
churches are a real credit to them

To mention the doctrinal status of the Alliance 1s
a real joy to us Christendom to-day, is i the throes
of a great conflict, as between the Fundamentalist
and Modernist positions.

the Lord Jesus Christ 1s Saviour, Baptiser, Healer,
and Coming King

The Lord has undoubtedly been using Pastor
Stephen Jeffreys 1n a remarkable manner to touch
bodies recently , It was our privilege to assist him
in his healing ministrations at Ebbw Vale and in
Ireland. Many were the remarkable experiences we
had.

The healing of the sick did not become the pre-
eminent feature of the Conventions : the Salvation of
sinners, the sanctifying of believers and the endue-
ment of power for service were emphasised before
healing. Nevertheless, to present a full Gospel,
opportunity was given for sick ones to be prayed with.
The method adopted was quite Scriptural and sane,
and the results attested the Dnine smile and bene-
diction.

The Elim Alliance commends itself-to us-as a sane.
clean worlk, its leaders abhor extremism in any shape
or form, and they unhesitatingly stand for absolute
holiness of life.

How mmportant for the Child of God to apprehend
at the oonset of his Chrstian expernence that he has
been chosen znd called to be conformed to the image
of Christ, that lis redeemed body 13 intended to he-
come the sphere of Divine manifestation, that whercm
may be displayed the manifold virtues of the Lord
Jesus. Says the mspired writer, ** glorify God in your
body,”" ‘‘ that the hfe of Jesus mughi be made
manifest 1n our body " In view of this let us notice
that spiritual focus s essential to —

' Nothing  between to  unparr the outook
Nothing to discount the resplendent glory of Him
upon Whom the gaze of the soul 1s fixed How
quickly the delmeation of the Divine upon the sens-
tive fiim of the humarn hie may be rendered unrecog-
tsitble by 2 false attitede of the heart A murmar-
ing spint will spoil the reflection of the heavenly
rachance, casung a cloud over the whole hfe and
testinony. It 13 only as the belever mamntaits that
position of complete abandonement to every Lknown
comnmand of God that the hic will become a correct
expression of the perfect thought of Jehovah  Alas,
how many Chnistian lives are obviously out of focus !
Fugged by some secrst reservation which challenges
the Laordship of Chnst!

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Studiesin the Jehovah Titles—Jehovah-Tsebahoth

‘ N ¥ HAT an amazing wealth of Divine Revelation

1s contained i1n those wonderful Jehovah

Titles What a storehouse of richest

spiritual food for the belierer. What an opportunsty

) increase in that supreme knowledge which 1s ** Life
Eternal ** itself. (jno xvu 3)

The Newberry Bible gives us a list of no less than
fourteen compound titles of Jehovah, and 1t 1s well
tv remember that each of them 1s thus coupled with
the magmificent, ineffable significance of this grand old
Hebrew Name of the God we adore,—‘‘ He that
always was, that always 1s, and that ever 1s to come ”’
(See Rev 1 4) Hallelujah!

We have chosen for the first of our brief
meditations the glorious title of ‘° Jehovah-Tseba-
hoth,”” or as 1t 1s translated in our Bibles, *‘ The
Lord of Hosts > (See also Jas v 4)

At the outset one is reminded of Spurgeon’s witty,
but deeply true remark, that he ‘‘ would rather trust
«n the Lord of Hosts than in a host of lords!'’'—
a sentiment most of us will agree with

Now the first place where any of these different
titles are used in the Bible 1s usually suggestive, and
it is so 1n this case It may come as a surprise to
some to find that this title does not occur until
I Sam 1 3, but then frequently

Samuel 1s 1n many ways the first of the prophets,
especially in the official sense, and this title, ** Lord
of Hosts '’ 15 an espectal favounte with these seers,
these men of viston  For 1t will be seen at once that
this 1s not so much a name learnt by experience, (like
Jehovah-Ropheca,.or Jehovah-Jireh,} as a Name only
truly grasped by wsion It takes spiritual vision, the
eagle eye of farth, to truly appreciate God as the
“ Lord of Hosts,”’—the Lord of those mghty, but
unseen armes of heaven

And what armies they are too! David gives a hint
of their numerical strength in Psalm lxvin 17. Jacob
had a most comforting assurance of their nearness
or: that never-to-be-forgotten journey of fear, back to
meet Esau, {Gen xxxu 2} Old Ehsha gave the
young man the best tonic poss:ble for his shaken
nerves when he prayed the glorious prayer, (may it
be fulfilled in every young man to-day H—** Lord,
open his eyes that he may see.” II Kings vi, 17.
And his eyes were opened, and he did see—'* the
mountain full of horses and chariots of fire,”’—the
glorious hosts of the Lord.

You too, dear friend, can beliese this same wonder-
ful vision for yourself Heb i 14 tells us plamly
‘“ are they not all mmistering spirits, sent forth to
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minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation

Just a few brief notes or some suggestive placcs
where this Title 15 used —

Dawmid and Goliath (I Sam xvur 45).

David 15 gomg out agamst Goliath How utterly
unequal the contest appears naturally, but the ver
Name on David’s lips reveals the vision that 1s nerving
and finng his soul at the moment, the vision of the
greater forces on his swide His armoury” > this
glorious Title—Jehovah Tsebahoth. How the same
Name of assuring vision can also nerve us when to
the human eye the battle we are waging appears hope-
lessly unequal And the God Who did not fail David
will never faill us
The ‘" Fortress ’’ Psalm  (Psalm xhai 7)

This s a different scene now. How often have the
words of this Psalm been the stay of God’s children
when the waves of trouble threaten to engulf them
“ The Lord of Hosts 1s with us,” 1s the final word
of quiet, exultant peace The sweling flood, the
raging nations, the staggering earth;—*'‘ but God ™’
Well might Luther sing —

“ And were this world all dewils o'er,
And watching to devour us,

We lay It not to heart so sore,
Not they can overpower us ”’

The Prophet of Work. (Haggai u 8)

Hagga: is always a favourite httle book for the
busy, or would-be, worker in the Master's serice;
and i1t quickly becomes ciear that *“ Lorp oF Hosts ™'
1s the prophet's favourite Title for His heaivenly
Master

Does he want to stir the people up to work, to
encourage them with promises of God’'s glory crown-
ing their efforts, to reveal to them untold riches in the
One Who says ‘‘ the silver s Mine, and the gold .
Mine? ” On nearly every ogcasion the prophet uses
this name—** THE Lorp orF Hosts '’ Visions of the
might and possibihties behind this Title are enough
to encourage and nerve every worker for God

And so we could go on, 1if space permitted, to think
of Elijah using this title in that ever memorable inter-
view with God at Horeb, (I. Kings xix. 10) of
Malacht’s tender association of this Kingly Name with
that wonderful making up of the Lord’s *‘ jewels,”
(Mal. 1 17) of James' striking use of 1t in the New
Testament regarding the labour troubles of the last
days—-surely the very days in which we are Ining—
(Jas v 4) and a host of other mstances, which how-
ever the Concordance will enable everv Bible student
to find for himself
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In closing we must take one glance at a most im-
portant phase of this, and every Jehovah Title—its
manifestation in God the Son  For we think 1t can
be safely said that all these Divine Names are found
mamfested in the Lord Jesus Chnst, and they thus
present another very strong argument for His in-
herent Divimty ; a truth so needed to be emphasised
to-day.

Others of these Titles may seem at first glance mure
obviously manifested 1n Chost than this one, but
notice first of all how He 1s consistently represented
as holding a umgue position with regard to the
angelic hosts  They “ worship Him,” {Heb 1. 6)
they are spoken of as “° His mughty angels,” (I
Thess 1 7). He 1s depicted as the Leader of the
Albed armies of heaven in the final conflicts between
good and evil, {Rev) If general prophetic tnterpre-
tation be correct, we have the same resvelation tn the
¢ Captain of the Lord’s host >’ who appears to Joshua
outside Jericho, (Jos. v. 14) and commands the loosing
of the shoe from off the foot because the place had
suddenly become holy ground or again 1In Psalm
v where the ‘“ Lorp or Hosts,” Who is the
King of Glory, sweeps victoriously into the gates of
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etermity , often considered a prophetic vision of our
Lord’s return to the glory at the Ascension, when
His mighty redemptive work of Calvary was fimshed.

Yet to the sinner saved by grace none of these
majestic eprsodes will possess the same deep signi-
fience and heartmotving revelation of a love that
passeth knowledge as that supreme hour on Calvary
when this same mighty Lord hangs weak and help-
less for our salvation, meekly subnutting to all the
taunts and jeers of sinful men.

Was He still, even in any sense, the Lord of Hosts?
The answer was given; and the unfathomable depth
of Calvary again revealed, 1n those quiet and dign:fied
words 1n the garden, ‘* thinkest thou that [ cannot
now pray to My Father and He shall give Me more
than twelve legions of angels ”’

Surely those angelic hosts would never have sprung
more reacily to obey any command than to succour
the Son of God in that awful hour, but love refused
deliverance, though so mmmediately avaiable, and
drank the bitter cup to the dregs that we, believing,
mught rejoice with ‘‘ joy unspeahable and full of
glory

Belfast. Both the Ehlm Tabernacle and the
Portable Tabernacle continue to be centres of great
activities 1n the city. On Sunday evenings the ser-
vices which are held simultaneously are crowded out
with enthusiastic congregations Scarcely a meeting
passes withour souls bemg saved, bodies being healed,
and sants being baptised in the Holy Spint The
meetings are held m the Ebm Tabernacle or Surdays
at 11 30 a m , Breaking of Bread, when 1t 15 packed
for these glorous memorial feasts, at 7 o'clock the
Gospel 1s preached. Tuesdays at 8 o'clock, the usual
prayer meeting At this large weekly gathening of
prayer-warriors, special intercession 15 made on
behalf of the Elm FEvangelists bombarding the
Citadels of mguity on the several fronts Wednes-
days at 3 30 pm the Divine Healing Service 15 held,
when numbers continually come into touch with the
Divine Healer of men

On Thursday 1s the usual Bible Study, when hungry
congregations devour the Word dealt out to them
The powerful open-air service on Saturdays in Arthur
Square 1s the talk of the city, and 1s the birthplace of
many souls The services in the Portable Tabernacle
are held on Sundays at 7 o’clock, Mondays, Wednes-
days and Fridays at 8 o’clock, with an open-air service
in the vicinity on Saturday evenings The Portable
Tabernacle 1s situaied some ten minutes walk from
the site of the proposed new Elim Tabernacle [Plans
are already in the hands of the Architect, and pre-
parations for bulding gomng apace This spacious
Tabernacle will overlook one of the finest parks in
the caity, and will command the best panoramic view
of the beaut'ful Omeau Park, and the great new
boulevard now under construction along the bank of
the Raver Lagan in the distance

Clapham. Mr. G Beard an elder at the Elm
Tabernacle, Clapham, writes as follows *‘ It was one
of the greatest manifestations of our loving God and
Saviour to Clapham—the opening of the disused
Methodist Church in Park Crescent, now known as
