Sacrifice and Hardship for the Gospel’s Sake.

S we were 1n prayer 1 thought of the verse

Rawn,”' and I wanot to take this verse as a foundational
thought to what God would bave me say here to-mght.
] have spent the last four ar five years in Sweden, Den-
mark, Finland wnd Esthoma, also visied Germany
and Holland, but I spent the most of the time i

Sweden where God is doing wonderful things 1
heard a great deal about the work there before I
went, but 1 never thought it was so extensive. In
1905 and 1906 the Christians in Swoden, who were
longing for a revival, were gathering in groups and
in the homes baving prayer meetings. They had
been reading about the great Welsh Revival and
thought God could do the same in Sweden. Then
the reports came from Los Angeles that God was
pouring out His Spirit, and they prayed that He we

visik the Scandinavian countries oo, and the Lord
Legan to answer prayer. The Spirit of God began to
move, especially among the Baptists A great many
were saved and baptised with the Holy Ghost, and
the work spread  Soon opposioon arose mn the ranks
The Philadelphia Church in Stockholm, which at that
fitme had a membership of 300 or 400, because of
open communian and other teachings concerning
Pentecost was ousted from the Baptist denomination.
Now this same church has a membership of 2,300
and s the most powerful church 1 Sweden. It has
five pastors, and issmes a Pentecostal weekly, The
Ewvangeln Harold, which has a circulation of 20,000,
the only Pentecostal paper in Sweden  The influence
of this church has been felt throughout Sweden and
in  other Scandinavian countries  Pastor  Lew
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Pethrus {who visited the Elim Tabernacle, Clapham,
last year) 15 the leading pastor there. The church
has twenty mussionaries of 1ts own 1n different fields,
some mn the Congo, some in Clina apd Brazil, and I
think there are some in South Afnce  Aliogether, the
Pentecostal Assemblies 1n Sweden have about seventy-
five missionaries in the different fields Praise God!

There are other large Pentecostal churches in Sweden
that have sprung up dunag the past years There
are three 1n Gothenburg, the second city in size, two
have & membership of three hundred each and onc of
one hundred and fifty. They each have a missionary
on the field. The aim of the Pentecostal Assemblies
in Bweden is that every assembly should support at
least one missionary; some do more. (Ine assembly
in Orebro has a membership of four hundred, and
they support in part, eight missionaries. 1 believe
this 15 one of the rcasons for the blessed revival
spirit all over Scandinavia, the missionary spint has
been fostered and encouraged. They have never lost
their vision for souls, They believe that as a rule
souls should be saved in every service.

In Malmo, the third city in size, there 1s an assembly
with about five bundred members, which has twe
mussionanes and s suppornng some evangelsis that
are working in new places in Sweden  There are
about three hundred Pentecostal assemblhies m the
whaole of Sweden, against a population of 6,000,000
If we had that percentage in this couniry 1t would
be wonderful

In Southern Sweden there 15 a Mission School for
those who are prospective missionaries It has been mn
operation for three years and can accommodate thirty
pupils at a tim¢ The different assembiles send out
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their own nussionaries Every autumn two or three
assemblies in sultable locations have Bible schools
lasting five or six weeks. In Stockholm they had last
year an attendance of 235 evangelists, teachers,
pastors and missionaries. 1n Malmo we had forty or
fifty. Altogether, we have about four hundred pas-
tors, evangelists, men and women i the worl, the
most of whom are out on faith knes. Away up among
the Laps in the mountams, we also have a fow who
are workeng faithfully  ITundreds of miles away from
any ralroad you will find Pentecostal Assemblies
There are Swedish missionaries now 1n Esthonia
and some in Finland My wafe and 1 were premitted
to be in Esthonia, which country 1s close on the
Russian border, for about three months, and God
gave a revival there Two nussionaries went over
from Sweden, first one and then another followed
and God gave them blessed times There are about
eight thousand Swedish people living on the Islands
in the Baltic Sea that belong to Esthonia The rest
uf the populaton, one and a half pullion, 15 Esthoman
and Russian It used to be a Russian province but
15 now mdependent and they have opened their doors
to the Gospel. 1t was very hard at the first, but the
evangelists worked faithfully and a revival broke out
oe one of the islands 1t is wonderful how God
answers prayer. [t was so hard on this island and
the brethren dreaded to go there, there was so httle
response, but they continued to pray, and people
turnes out to the meetings by the hundreds At last
the break came, and at an all-might prayer meeting
eight were baptised with the Holy Ghost A won-
derful rovival broke out and hundreds were saved
and baptised with the Holy Ghest, It 1s now one of
the most blessed places My wife and I went to
Esthonia 1n September and we started meetings in
Eeval, the capital city, which has a population of
120,000 There was no hall to be had but we wee
wmvited to preach among the Baptists who are qurte
numerous throughout Esthonia.  In the interior of
Soviet Russia they have much persecution. The
political leaders do not favour the Protestant denomi-
nations; n fact they try to stamp out Christianity,
will not allow any missionartes mside therr borders :
cnly Ruesian-born are altowed But the Russian
people are very rehigiously inclined and want God
You do not have to preach to them long before they
get saved We were invited to a Raptist Church
that seated seven hundred people, and it was flled
night after night. The first night seven or eight
souls were saved Soon we received a call from an-
other Baptist church that seated a thousand people,
and that was crowded Somctimes when we would
make an altar call, three or four hundred would rush
to the altar. Tt was so wonderful we had to weep for
19%. We prayed that Ged would send more workers
over and He has answered prayer He has given
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a revival all over the country where these brethren
are worlang, even down to Lithoma. A brother who
15 a half Jew, his mother an Esthomian, speaking both
Swedish and Russtan, has been our imterpreter. At
present we have in Reval a group of nearly one
hundred sants They are gathermg in the cottages
and are praying that God will give them means su
that they can bulld a chapel They are already buili-
ing two chapels in the place where these first rssion-
ares went.

Coming from Sweden and America you will sco
guite a change n dress and food and accommodatioms
¥You will have to forego a great many things you have
here 1 spoke to a brother from the Congo who has
also been in Esthonia, and he sad, ** We have 1t
better m the Congu.  We can have our own food and
our own home  You have to take it as 1t comes ** Rl
wife and 1 have walked mides and miles tEg meebings ,
of course they have horses and carts which shake you
up a good deal They have no autos in the country
places I have seen thcse poor people walk fifteen
miles to meeting's, and the place would be so crowded
when they got therc they would not have room to
sit down They are not satisfied to have a secvire
an hour ard a half They want a meeting to last
three hours I have seen women walking to the
meelings bare-footed, walking on the frozen ground
Some of the poor children in the country come n rags
They do not have any mauddle classes over there.
On the one side are the nch, hving 1n luxury and on
the other side you see the awfully poor, but it 15 th.
Foor people who are spen to the Gospel, and they are
50 happy in the joy it brings  In one place they we-e
having meetings 1n a Lutheran chapel, God sent a
revival and the chapel waus closed, so they have heen
gathermg 1n a large cottage The windows were
very small, about two feet ligh, and the roof was of
straw, the furnriture was very meagre indeed, but we
would somenmes ger 250 people 1 this cottage, anid
they would stand so packed you could nat get down
on your knees. The air was stifiing and the perspira-
tion would run down our faces, but we forgot all
about discomforts when we saw the hunger 1o their
faces. My wifc and I have slept in a hay-loft more
than once, but we praised God for giving out the
Gospel to a needy people  In Stockhoim, just twenty -
four hours from Esthonia, T was invited to a business
man's house, and as I sat down to his well-laden
table I felt almost condemned as I thought of the
poverty of many of my Esthontan friends The
people have heen kept under by the rich lords who
kave owned most of the ground in Esthonia, but now
that the country 1s free they are very happy The
present government is doing its best to better con-
ditinns,

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The Physical Effects of the Holy Spirit

BY REV A. B SIMPSON

“If the Spirt of Him which rmsed Jesus from the dead dwell in you, He that raised
up Chnst from tne dead shall also gquicken your mortal bodies by His Spust that
dwelleth m you "—Rom. vui 11,

E know that in the material universe matter
W 1s attracted by spirit  The whole phy-

sical universe 15 governed by subtle and
invisible sprrrtual forces, the Holy Ghost affects our
physical hie as directly as He does our spiritual being,
Speaking of this the Apostle says *‘ Know ye not
that your bodies are the temple of the Holy Ghost?
Therefore glorify God i1 your bodies which are God’s

And m our text He more fully unfolds the work-
mgs of the Holy Spirit i our physical being

Many hate endeatoured to apply this passage to
the future resurrection, this, however, is precluded
by all the terms of the passage itself, as well as by
s context As John Calvin has shown, the scope
of Paul’s thought here forbids us to apply the verse
to the future resurrection, he 1s talking about the
present effects of the Holy Spirit in our life, first
spiritual and then physical; and much farther on in
the chapter he reaches the future resurrection, and
talks about the redemption of our body which will
then come But the eleventh verse has reference to
the present hfe, and the benefits we receive from the
Holy Spirit here in our mortal bodies. This will he
more obvious if we consider the terms of the passage
itself —

(1} The term ‘‘ mortal body ” can only be applied
te our present body. It means a body hable to death
It cannot be the resirrection body; for that will be
immortal, and not liable to death It must therefore
refer to some blessing we receive in our body m the
present life

{2} The word ‘' quicken " does not mean resur-
rectron from the dead, but rather to revive that which
Is alive but exhausted and feeble It 1s used m the
fourth chapter of Romans where the same Greek word
appears, the only time it is found elsewhere, and it
refers there to the quickening of Abraham’s body
when he was old, and his physical powers were ex-
hausted by infirmity, and were quickened in order
that the promise might be fulfilled and Isaac be born
in his old age This was not the raising of a body
fiom the dead, but the stimulating, reviving, uplift-
g of natural forces by an addition of supernatural

(3) The words, * The Spint that dwelleth in us,”
mahe it certain that the reference ts to our present life
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and to our bodies as now inhabited by the Holy
Ghost It would not be true to say that the Spirit
15 dwelling 1n the dead body at the time of the resur-
rection, but the Spint is dwelling 1 us now, and it
ts by the irdwelling Sprit actually in us at the time,
that the quickeming here mentioned occurs 1 our
mortal bodies.

(4) The Holy Spirit is the great agent i this
quickening, and 1t 15 not natural energy that 1s com-
muntcated, but resurrection life, even the Iife of our
nisen Saviour It 15 the Spinit that raised up Jesus
from the dead * that quickens us, by bringing us into
umron with the body of our risen Lord and mmparting
to us His own resurrection hfe Let me illustrate
this extraordinary experience .—

Many years ago I went one might to an old aban-
doned office where I had left some papers and wished
to fimish z httle work before I left it forever I found
on entering, that the gas pipes had been torn out
in the process of rebwlding, and that there were no
lamps or candles with which to hghr the room It
was damp and chilly and there was no fuel in the
grate I looked around for some kedling wood or
old newspapers to light a fite in the open grate, but
could find nothing but a great heap of ashes in the
grate left from the burning of all the loose papers
left in the room I tried to light these black ashes
bur they would nort burn, for all that was combustible
in them had been exhausted In my despair I looked
around again and my eyes fell upon a large bottle
of ol standing on the mantle It occurred to me to
pour it on the ashes on the grate I did so unti
they were saturated with oil, and then I struck a
match and ignited the heap And lo! 1t blazed and
burned as long as the o1l lasted, and kept me warm
and gave hght untl my work was done It was a
beaut.ful parable to me There was a ttme when mjy
physical strength, like that heap of ashes, was burned
out but lo!' I found a wvessel of oul. the blessed
Holy Ghost, and as God poured His fulness on my
exhausted frame, the divine strength came, full of
sweet exhilarance and unwearied buoyancy and ener-
gy, and 1n that light and life of God I am working
without exhaustion, and trust suoll o work 1 His
glorious all-sufficiency untid my work 1s done

The Barking Revival

Pastor Stephen Jeffreys’ Revival Campaign at Bark-
ing, which lasted exactly four weeks, came to a
successful conclusion on Sunday, February 15th.

Hall An hour or two before the services commenced,
long queues could be seen watting outside the building
Night after might the hall was packed to overflowing,
and large numbers were turned away  Hundreds were
healed and many more definitely actepted Christ as
their own personal Saviour.

DIVINE HEALING AT BARKING

RevikhasLr  Scents aT v Revivar CaMPAIGN

Pastor Stephen Jeffreys, the wellknown Elm Resivalist,
vpened a rcmarkable revial campaign at the Baths Hall,
Barking, on Sunday Largely-attended meetings have been
held mightly, and special Divine healing services took place on
Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursaay afterncons

As mught be expected, special interest has been taken in the
Divine healing services On Tuesday afternoon when the first
of these services was held, pecple arrived in bath charrs, unable
to walh, cripples came on crutches and walking with the aid
of stichs, others at.ended who suffered from various diseases

The mssioner gave an address and also read and explamed
a Scripture lesson, emphasising the importance of fauh He
urged those who were seeking to be healed not to be afraid
of God’s operanon They had to-day, he said, marvellous
Churches and marvellous orgamisations, but these were not
enough ‘lhe penp'e who were healed to-diy were the people

who hnew there was no help from any source but from Jesus
What they want~d was a m:.ghty man.festat.on of God’s power
They wanted the ltitie men, but the great God They must not
expect God to heal them unless they were born agun

Those who desired to be healed were afterwards invited to
trhe the pli fyrm, and there was 1 great response to the invi-
tatton  Pastor Jeffreys dealt with 1 number of cases, anointing
them with o1l and prazing with them  Most of them afterwards
declared themselves healed, but several fuled to respond

The most remarkable cure was that of Mr Ernest Charles
Enghish, of Perkins Road, Newbury Road, Ifford He struggled
on to the p!uform with the awl of two stout sticks, and after
being treated by the missioner he threw iway his supports and
paced up and down the platfrem in great delight, concluding by

throwing his arms around the Pastor’s meck and saluting him
on the <heek, He then walked unaided down the platform steps
and returned to his seat n the hall

Seen by our representative Mr English said he had suffered
from spinal paralysis which had affected both his legs so that
he could not walk He had suffered off and on for 17 years,
but during the last two years had got much worse Latterly
he had been under two doctors, and they had advised him tw
go nto Bloomsbury Hosptal He went there on Friday of
last week and had since been waiting for a bed * But I
shan’t want to go now,”” he exclaimed

At the close of the healings, when the mussioner asked 1f
anyone wished to giwe a tesumony, Mr English rose and ex-
pressed his gratitude, and then ran round the hall carrying his
sticks 1in his hands and waving them aloft

Various other persons who had been on the platferm also
testsfied that they had been healed of complaints

Pastor Jeffreys afterwards declared that they were only just
at the begining of great times. Diseases had bean dealt with
11 the Name of Jesus, and they had seen a man come to his
feet The Lord was baffling the wisdom of the 20th century
by domng signs and wonders He knew nothing about
Spiritualism or Christian Stience  He only knew that Jesus

HEALING SCEMES AT BARKING

The second week of Pastor Stephen Jeffreys’ revival campaign
at Barking has been atiended with even greater interest than
that which marked the proceedings at the opening meetings
Invalid chairs and crutches have been much in evidence, and
the general appearance of the hall has been at times more lihe
the cut-pattent department of a large hospital than an evangelical
mission  Not for many years—probably npever before—has
Barking witnessed such remarkable religious demonstrations

On Tuesday, Mrs Ireland, of St Margaret’s Road, Barhing
a member of the Salvation Army, testifed that she had beer
blind for five years and the Lord had now given her sight

Another lady who was born with a blind eye declared that
she now had sight in both eyes

Another remarkable case was that of a cripple lady, who
stated that she was 44 years of age and had never walked
After seeng the Pastor she walked round the hall unaided

REMARKABLE SCEMES AT BARKING

Scenes probobly without parallel in the history of the town
are being witnessed in connection with Pastor Jeffrey’s revial
campaign at the Baths Hall, Barking, practically every day
Rather than dimimishing, the interest aroused at the commence-
ment of the famous revivalist's visit 1s ncreasing, and people
from all parts of London as well as from the most distant parts
of Essex ate attendmng the Divine healing services

On Sunday and during the week many people have been
unable to goin admattance, although the large hall, including the
galleries, have been filled to the uttermost, hundreds bemng
obliged to staad for the services, which usually last tvo-and-
a-half hours

Mrs Ilsley, of 77, Gwendohns Avenue, Upton Park, told a
representative of tlhus journal that she had been compleiely
cured of synovitis of the knee, from which she had suffered
for 10 years at one of the meetings, and Mrs Endersby, cf
Westbury Road, Barking, deciared that she had been cured
of rheumatord arthritis  Formerly for 10} vears she could not
walk without sticks, but was now able to get about and do
her work without anv aid  ‘Another lady—DBIrs Baker, Castle
Lane, Hadleigh—who had suffered from a floating kidney,
joyfully announced that she felt fit and well after being
“* touched ” by the pastor
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Mrs Murray, of Lindford, declared thxt she bad been healed
when suffering from cancer She was waiting to undergo a
second operation, but that was now unnecessary, as the trouble
had disappeared after attending a meeting in connection with
the mission.

Three members of one famuly hiving at 115, Elizabeth Road,
East Ham, testified at Wednesday’s meeting that they had been
healed of different complamnts Miiss T. D. Eggleton stated
that on the previous Thursday she went to the pastor with heart
and head troubles, she had also suffered from fits * Thanks
to the Lord ** she added, *“ 1 was cured and ha.e been
perfect health ever since”” Mr H D Eggleton said that
previous to seeing Mr Jeffreys he had been a victim to
shattered rerves owing to benng torpedoed during the war
eight years ago  He declared he was cured Another member
of the fam:y, Willam Eggleton, announced that he had been
cured of heart trouble

Given up by doctors while suffering from rheumatoid arthritis,
Muiss Florrie Crossingham, of 29, Longbridge Road, Barking,
declnred tnat sne had been healed of the complaint from which
she had suffered for six years

Miss Jessic May, of 8, Western Road, Plasstow, testified to
the fact that for the fwrst time for 30 years she could hear
clearly She had also been cured of general weakness Another
woman, Mrs Worfell, of 21, Hawarden Road, Walthamstow,
also declared that she had bern tured of deafness from which
she had suffered for 20 years

Amazing scenes have been witnessed during the week, and
at umes the crowd has been so great that it has been tm-
