SOME time ago, after a severe illness, I went 10
preach, I was able to visit a few people.

I had not been long with my friends when I heard of
a woman, some two miles off, who was dying of drop-
sy, and unsaved, but most anxious about her soul’s
salvation. I found her out without much difficulty,
and, after hearing from her all about her ailments,
I spoke of eternal matters, the holiness of God, the
horribleness of sin, the preciousness of the blood of
Jesus Christ, which cleanseth from every sin; the value
of the soul, and the immense 1mportance, that as she
was so near eternity, she should seek immediate
salvarion

The dying woman assured me she was most anxious
to be saved; that she had wept, prayed and done all
that she could, but that she was nothing bettered, but
had rather grown worse I shewed her from the
scriptures that Jesus had undertaken the whole respon-
sibility of her salvation from first to last; that before
He left the cross at Calvary He said “ It 1s
finished ''; that Christ died for our sins according to
the scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He
rose again the third day according to the scriptures ™
(John xix. 30, I Cor xv 3, 4)

She replied that 1t was all very beautiful, but that
she could not *‘ see 1t ”’

I urged that the Word of God said: ‘° He that
helieveth on the Son hath everlasting Life ' (John
i 36).

“ But I do not feel it,” she replied, ‘‘ and how can
I know I am saved until T do? ”

I replied ¢ Jesus said, ¢ Verily, verily, I say unto
you, he that heareth My word, and believeth on Him
that sent Me, hath everlasting hfe, and shal not come
nto condemnation, but is passed from death unto
hfe  (John v 24)

““ Well, I hope I am saved,’” she answered. I saw
God had wrought repentance toward Himself in her
soul, but that the devil was trying 10 hinder * faith
towards our Lord Jesus Chrst ** (Acts xx. 21)

I turned my back upon her as she was lying 1n bed,
and whilst in that position, I took my watch out of
my pocket, and concealed it in my right hand, turned
my face toward her again and said : ** Since I turned
my back upor you I have taken my watch out of
my pocket and put it into my hand. Do you believe
it? ”’

“ Yes, sir, I do,”” she rephed

“ Bur you did not see me take it out of my pocket
and place it in my band, neither can you see it
in my hand How is 1t, then, that you believe me
without seeing? *’

‘‘ Because, sir, you told me so

‘“ Then why do you not believe God without seeing
when he says: ‘‘ He that believeth on the Son hath
everlasting life? ™

* But I must feel it, sir, first, before I believe I
have 1t.”"

““ Dnd you feel me take my watch out of my pocket
and put it into my hand? and do you feel it in my
hand? >’

“ No sir; I do not feel 1t 15 there.””
‘‘ Then why do you believe it 1s there? "
‘‘ Because you told me so.”

** But does not God say that ‘‘ your sins are for-
given you for His (Christ's) name sake? " (1. John
u 12)

““ Why do you not believe God? '

“T hope I am forgiven now,’’ she replied

‘“ But do you hope I took my watch out of my
pocket, put it into my hand, and that 1t i 1 my
hand? "’

“ No sir, I do believe that you have done with your
watch as you have told me.”’

** How 1s 1t that you find it so easy to believe me, a
poor, failling man, without seeing, feeling or hoping,
and yet cannot believe the unfailing and loving God?

The spirit of God made her ashamed of her wretched
unbelief, and blessed the simple illustration to
“ gwing her full assurance of farth.”” She lfted up
her voice and cried. ' Blessed God, I will not treat
your servant better than you I do believe you now
without seeing, fechng or hopmng, and because you
say | have the forgiveness of all my sins and ever-
lasting life, I know 1t is true

I fell on my knees to praise God for His mercy 10
this poor, doubting, but honest heart, but she was so
full of prause to Gud herself that I was obliged gladly
to listen to her audible praise; and thus she passed
away into His presence who loved her and gave Him-
self for her. (Gal u 20).

Should this meet the eye of an anxious soul, 1
would say that the royal road to peace 15 simply to
believe what God says about Christ and His worlk,
the sinner and his need. That fauwth s taking God at
His word, and beheving what He says, just because
He says so; therefore just where you are as you
are, and just now, recewve the full, free everlasting
salvation of God as a gift to sumple faith, without
seeing, feeling or hoping

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The Spirit of Christ and the
Holy Spirit

An Address by PASTOR GEORGE JEFFREYS

ELDOM are our munds directed to the difference
S between the Spirit of Chnst and the Holy
Sprrit, yet it is impossible to have an intelligent
understanding of the New Testament scripture with-
out recognising such a difference  As we proceed to
examine the truth, by comparing scripture with scrip-
ture, let us seek the guidance of the Holy Spinit while
our hearts and munds are utterly abandoned to Him

It 1s my intention, during this address, to consider
the views of those who are not disposed to agree with
our hne of teaching, and to seek to remove difficulties
that have arisen yn the minds of seekers who are 1n-
clined to claim what 1s undoubtedly the birthright of
every believer—the Baptism in the Holy Spmit. If it
pleases God to use me as an instrument to bring
Chrnstians to seek a definite experience in the reception
of the Holy Spirit, 1 shall be more than thankful to
Him

The following 1s the view of some leading Christian
teachers with whom I have come mto contact —

All believers receive the Holy Spirit at regeneration

It 15 therefore incorrect ard urscriptural to nstruct them
to seek for Him Whom they already possess

See Romans vin 9, * Now 1f any man have not the
Spirit of Chr.st he .s none of H,s

Our brethren that hold this view have faled to
differentiate between the Spirit of Christ, mentioned
in the scripture they quote, and the Holy Spirit  The
former comes in at regencration, the latter takes up
His abode within subsequently to regeneration It
will be well for us to answer two questions that will
naturally arise here : firstly, when was the Holy Spirit
gven? Secondly, were there regenerated persons on
carth before the Holy Spirit was gven? A compari-
son of two scriptures will furnish the answer to the

first .—

In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood
and cried, saymg, “ If any man thirst, let him come unto
Me and drink

* He that belheveth on Me, as the seripture hath said,
out of his belly shall flow rivers of hiving water

(But this spake He of the Spirit, which they that beheve
on Him should receive- for the Holy Ghost was not yet
given  because that Jesus was not yet glorifed) (Joha
vit 37-39)

and —

This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are
witnesses

Therefore be.ng by the right hand of God exalted, and
having received of the Father the promuse of the Holy
Ghost, He hath shed forth this, which ye now see and hear
(ACtS u 32, 33)

Our Lord clearly stated in the Gospels that the
Holy Spint was not, and would not be given during
His earthly munistry Peter, some time afterwards,
in his Pentecostal sermon, declares that God had
exalted that same Jesus, Who was that very day shed-
ding forth the Holy Spirit. Surely there were
regenerated persons on earth before the day of Pente-
cost? If we ask John the Evangelist about the change
that was wrought in the lives of those who accepted
the Christ, he will reply in the well-known words of
the twelfth and thirteenth verses in his first chapter —

Bui as many as received Him to them gave He power
to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on
His name

Which were born, not of bleod, nor of the w:ll of the
flesh, nor of the wnll of man, but of God

All who received Him were born of God, and it does
not say that they had to wait for regeneration until
the Holy Ghost was given on the day of Pentecost.
At the begtnning of His public ministry, our Lord met
one who was a ruler of the Jews. During His con-
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versation with him He pomnts to the ore door through
which all that eater His spiritual kingdom must pass—
THE NEW BIRTH * Ye must be born agamin ™
The door was there, ready to be vpened by farth  Not
a word 1s mentioned about waiting some three years
until the Holy Spirit should be gnen  Let us now
look for

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Unregenerated persons were not allowed to spend
any tume in the presence of the risen Christ They
were not allowed even to see Him after Calvary—
the last glimpse they had of Hun was upon the Cross
—ihey saw Him dy.ng as « Saviour, they locked upon
His brwsed and bleeding bpdy, and then God rolled
down the curtar {dnly those who are identified
with Him 1n His baptism into death, can be raised
in the hkeness of His resurrection. These disciples
had sweet fellowship with their risen Lord—a privi-
lege that is ever confined to regenerate souls

They were promised another Comforter.

And 1 will pray the Falher, and He shall send you
another Comforter, that He may abide with you for evet,

Even the Spint of Truth, Whom the world cannot
receive  (John xiv 16, 17}
By *‘ the world ’ 13 meant the unregenerate. Un-

less they were translated from the kingdom of dark-
ness into the kingdom of God's dear Son, they were
mm no fit condition ta recerve the Holy Spirit He
will only come to abide in sanctified vessels. These
disciples had experienced their spiritual translation
and had already vielded themselves to the service of
their Lord, because they were not of the world They
were commanded to tarry until the Comforter should
come.

Long before the great outpouring of the Holy Spirit
at Pentecost, there were those who had experienced
thie New Birth We look back into the Old Testa-
ment tumes and find prophets who were indwelt by the
Spiit of Christ and of course must have been
regenerated  Peter testifies to this fact in his first
Epistle, chapter one, and verse eleven, ‘* The Spurit
of Christ which was o them (the proghets) did signify
when it testified beforehand, the sufferings of Christ,
and the glory that should follow 7 Long before His
bloocd was shed upon Caivary there were indrviduals
who had aceepied God’s way of Salvation, and were
born from above

The first creation being marred had to be remade
before man could have fellowship and oneness with
God

At the entrance of the garden from which the first
Adam was expelled, we see the Cherulnm wnith
flaming sword i hand, guarding the way to the Tree
of life Berween God and the fallen creation was
the weapon to pierce and slay If reconciliation and
oneness was to be browght abont, .t had to come by
the Lord passng through the sword and fire to reach
the fallen ones. Here we sce a picture of Calvary's
Cross drawn by the unerring hand of the Holy Spirit
The outcasts were brought face to face with the fact
that Life could only come to them as a result of death
Somecne had to be pierced and bruised in order to
forge the link that could unite them to God. Here
veiled 1n type was Chrst, the promised Redeemer,
Through death there was the possibility not only of

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bemg reinstated in an earthly paradise, but of possoss-
ing Divine Life, something that they had never ex-
perienced before Here was the door leading into
the realms of the New Creation. They could, by
accepting God’s way, become the children of God
having the Spirit of His Son shed abroad in their
hearts.

in the lamb offered as a sacrifice by Abel, their son,
we see prefigured the One Who, of His own will, left
the brightness of His Father’s glory and passed, when
the fulness of tme wus come, through death on
Calvary, in order that all who would believe mught
be saved Abel, we are told in the eleventh chapter
of Hebrews, obtaired witness that he was rghteous,
He had to come to God through the nighteousness of
Christ, which the sacrificial lamb forshadowed Bemng
righteous, he must have been born again—only a
regencrated person could be termed nghteous—and
if born agawmn, he must have become a son of God,
and If a sun, he must have possessed the Spirit of God's
Son  Rom wvun 9, ** Now if any man have not the
Spirit of Christ he is none of His ¥

Persons who believed God, before the work of
redemption was actuvally accomplished at Calvary,
were regenerated through the Redeemer, to Whom
the types pointed forward Those who belleve God
this sude of the Cross are regenerated through the
crucified Christ, of Whom the breaking of bread and
drinking of wine tz a remunder, {I Cor. @1 23-2§)
Christ, and He aione 15 the door that leads into the
Spiritual realm

Are we to suppose for a moment that the disciples,
who were our Lord’s bosom fricnds and companions,
were unregenerated persons?  Are we to conclede
that the first Breaking of Bread service was celebrated
by unregenerated disciples? Speaking reverently. are
we to belteve that the Holy Virgin, who was privileged
to bring into the world the offspring of God and the
Savrour of mankind, was unregeneraie? No!l no!
Lel men take tume to think before they are entangled
in the meshes of fiimsy and illogical conclusions.

In the scrnipturcs considered we have abundant
evidence of the New Birth before the Holy Ghost came
to take up His abode m temples not made with hands
What Christians receive at regeneration is the Spirit
of Chrst.

God sent forth His Son made of m woman, made under
the law,

To redeem them that were under the law, that we mhight
receve the adoption of sors

And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirir
of His Son into your hearts, cryang, * Abba, Father '
{Gal 1v 44)

The son of the first Adam comes burdened to the
Cross. He pleads for pardon through One, Who, in
the fulness of time came to bear away his sin. Hels
forgiven and is immedmtely conscious of his new
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refationship. He 15 suddenly awakened to the fact that
he is there and then made a son of God. The Spirit
of Christ 1s shed abroad in lis heart, and cries,
‘ Abba, Father.”

In conclusion let me draw your attention to the
change m metaphor used by our Lord when speaking
of regeneration first, and later ou, of the Baptism of
the Holy Ghost.

You all know the story of the woman at the well
of Bamaria {John iv. 14-17). The words: ‘° He must
needs go through Samara,’ reveal the deep Jonging
in the Lord's compassionate heart to sabisfy the soul
thirst of even one sinner. Under the burning
Eastern sun, He wended His way to the cty, passing
et route the ancient well of Jacob. Being wearied
with His journey, He sat on the well, and a poor
sin-burdened woman came along at a most unasual
hour, carrying her water-pot  His request for a drink
s met with *° How s ¢ that thou, being a Jew,
asketh drink of me, which am a woman of Samaria?
for the Jews have no dealings with the Samamrans.™
Using water as a symbol of everlasting lLife, Jesus
immediately shewed her the blessedness of having the
thirst of the soul quenched Note carelully His reply,
“ If thou knewest the gift of God. and who 1t 1s
that saith to thee, * Give me o drnk,’ thow wouldest
have asked of Ilim, and He would have given thee

3
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Living Water 7 Every carefid reader of the Word
will admet that the Lord was speaking of Eternal Life
which could only be obtained as a gift. It was
likened nnto a well sprnging up, wheose gushing
waters kept the soul in perpetual satisfaction

Later on m John wu. 37-38, we find our Lord’s last
public utterance - ** In the last day. that great day
of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying. ‘ If any
man thirst, let lim come unto me, and drink He
that believeth on me as Lhe scripture hath said, out
of s belly shall flow rivers of living water ' He
13 speaking here of the gift of the Holy Ghost whech
believers alone could receive. He likens this gift unte
rivers of Lhving water flowing from the innermost part
of the bemng. It 1s clearly stated that this blessing
could only be recerved ai a future time, thus proving
conclusively that there is a difference between recenving
Eternal Life, and receiving the Holy Ghost. It was
a well of hving water 1n John v * here, 1n John vn,
rivers of ving water

The Gift of Eternzl Life could be accepted by any-
one at any time before Calvary and the resurrection
The Gift of tht Holy Ghost could only be received
after Calvary, yea when Jesus had reached the throne

God's great gaft to the sinner is Eternal Life
God’s great gift to the believer is the Holy Ghost.
