It has been truly and tersety sand that ** The Church
bhas acquired the art of vrpanisnieg, but she bas lost
the art of sgemmng.” It is admirted, generally
speaking, that the prayer bfe of the Church is at a
very low ebb to-day This iz one of the vital parts
of church life which has severely suffered in the retro-
grade movement of the last twenty-five years. The
prayer meeting is no longer the potent factor in Christ-
1an effort that 1t onee was; it has ceasad to hold the
hongured posibion It once oocup:ed in the estimation
of many Christian communities  In fact, in thousands
of cases the prayer meeting has altogether disap-
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peared from the Church programme, cven the sem-
blance of a prayer meeting has passed away. It is
regarded as an unwelcome adjunct and guite unoeces-
sary w the acuvines of modern church Lfe. The
pecple neither have time nor taste for prayer An
entertainment will command a crowd, a lecture upon
some topic of current interest will pack the church
to the doors, but the prayer meeting 1s deserted and
despised. The present day churches do not proceed
on prayer lines; prayer 1s not at all popular and there-
fore, whenever & plea for prayer is rased, u meets
with a very rhilling reception Ewen where there is
an official gathering for prayer it is of such a cold,
cheerlesz character as to make it the opposite of
attractive, the prayers are stiff and formal, there is
an absence of that mvigorating influcnce, that vital
warmth of heart which is the lifc of a prayer meeting;
fuency of speech has more often than not taken the
place of fervency of spint  Is not the prayer place the
generating and radiating station of the charch? Is st
uot on her knees that the church makes her most rapid
advance and gains her most signal victories? The
prayer tneeting has rightly been described as ‘' the
weather glass of the church—that points us to showers
of blessing or seasons of drought."” Youn may have
the most elaborate and expensive machinery, but
mithout the driving power of the Holy Ghost it wall
but mock all your efforts.

In the face of this paralysis of prayerlessness what
can be done? Does the Word of God offer us no
remedy for this state of things® Is there no means
ot effecting a radical change® Yes, bless the Lord!
The ** upper room ™ is the place where this vital de-
fect can effectually e dealt with It is here that the
dam of disobedience and unbelief which holds back
the floods of blessing can be swept away. We have
never known the Holy Spurit to fall upon a company
of God's people hut what it has transformed their
prayer life  ‘The advent of the Holy Ghost has always
given to the Church a correct prayer perspechive.
The Baptism of the Spirtt Invanably supplies both the
propensity and the power to pray. The prayer meet-
mmg pulsates with heavenly power, persévering, pre-
vailling prayer 15 engendered, the people of God are
taught to offer the prayer of farnth—to pray *“in the
Holy Ghost* Is 1t not in an atmosphere of prayer
that God manifests Himself to and through His
people? The sad fact 1s all too patent that the Holy
Sparit is not 1m possession of the church and conse-
quently she is deprived of that greatest of all incen-
tives to prayer. The Apostle reminds us that ** the
Holy Spirit Himself maketh intercession within us. ’
Answered prayer provides one of the most convinaing
proofs and striking demonstrations of the fact that
Christ is mndeed risen—it should be the church’s most
adequate ard eloguent answer to agnosticasm and
infidefity,.  When the children of God are clothed
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with the power of Pentecost, then defimite and tan-
gible answers to prayer will be far more cominon
than they are to-day. Yes, the coming of the Holy
Ghost widl surely selve the prayer problem and once
mare it will be true of the church that * when they
had prayed the: place was shaken . and they were
all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the
Word of God with boldness. '

of the {ost and win them for God. Some concourse
of people comes together to see and hear what s
taling place, and they sre seized 1n the grip of the
irresistable power of Gud  The message hurns its
way to the conscience and becomes the power of Gad
unto salvation to those who recene 1t Maylee by
others the Dhvine mamifestatumn 13 misundersiood,
mahgned and regarded as nothing more than a wave
of rehigious excitemnent whieh will quickly recede and
be forgotten, a fire that will soon burn stself out

[f Pentecost 1s essential arywhere, surely 1t s an
tite pulpit The comung of *° The Spirt of Truth
would purge our pulpets of thewr doctrinal defile-
ments. Looking back over the last three decades of
Church history one can see the alarmung change that
has come over the pulpits of our land The vessels
of the sanctuary are being broken in pieces by the
ugholy hands of those who preach a strange gospel,
and strange incense 18 beng offered upon the altars
of the Lord The Church of to-day 1s heirg swept
by two great scourges, viz,, Modernism and Spint-
ualism The former being a lifeless, intellectuat
interpretation of scripture, scholastic  but certamly
not spintual, the latter a clever and cunning counter-
fest of Chnisuanmiry  Many godly preople are dismayed
af the rapid growth of these two nsidious ewids  In
vamnm, attempts are being made to arrest the progress
of these malignant plagues which are succeeding in
empty the churches of both people and power What
15 the only effective remedy? We answer—the out-
pouring of the Holy Ghost' Let Him but have His
way and He will speedily uproot the permicious
phidosophy of maodern theology which 15 prevalent in
both pulint and pew, and which, m some instances,
rescmbles a refined paganism,—a system of thought
whith insists that ° Seripture should be recewved as
truth but made to bend to reason.’” The Holy
Spint would also unmask the false preiensions of
Sporitisse by reproducing and restoring the super-
natural to s rghtful place 1o the thought and ex-
penience of the Church  Let the churches be wisited
by a genwnc Holy Ghost revival and these spurious
theories and practices will quickly disappear—the
people of God will soon regain their first love for the
Word of God and speedily return to the ofd wviston
of truth upon which the true Church of Chnst i
founded Let the Colleges, where the prospective
preachers are being tramed, be reached hy this
glonous awakenmg, and Christ crucified would then
become the central an¢d supreme theme of their future
munlstry. ‘* When He, the Spirit of Truth, is come,
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He will guide you into all truth.  The cause «f
much of the muschievous teaching to-day 1s attri-
butable to a proud intellectualism which arrogates tn
itself the authority and ability to explore and explain
the mystenics of Divine Revelation, when the Holy
Spint Himself, Who is the Author of the Scriptures,
is alone sufficient to lead us into the depths of the
Divine Word. These things are spinitually discerned,
and therefore to approach them without absolute
dependence upon the Spinit of God 1s sure 1o result
in a falze explanation and application of truth. The
Holy Spirit s the Great Teacher—Christ’s Great
Gift to the Church, and we cannot afford to disregard
His Office as such without suffering tremendous loss.
““ When He 1s come!” Alas, 1t is all to evident in
so many cases that He has not come! The trumpet
gives an uncertain sound! The modern message
cannot be productive of faith, rather it tends to des-
troy faith, smming at the very foundation upon which
it is built

Sometimes present day pulpit urterances are both
ridhculous and repulsive. For instance herc is an
example ;(—" Genesis grves wi the begurung of moen
as o wery witelhgent animol, melned from the begin-
wing to the habit of runnmng m packs > So stated
a prominent preacher to a large London congregation
a few Sundays age. What a travesty of the Word
of God! What a caricature of truth!

Yes, we unhesitatingly affirm that the Baptism of
the Holy Ghost wilf convert a cold, mechanical,
materialistic munistry into a flaming evangelical ser-
vice that throbs with the lfe of God. That it will
restore 1o the pulpits of our land a message that bears
the stamp of Divine authonty and that vibrates with
the power of a Razen Lord Examine that profound
and pregnaat sermon of Peter’s after he was im-
mersed 1n the Holy Spirit, and what do you find?
Why it 12 simply full of Christ! Chnst Crucified,
Rizen, Ascended and Coming Again' The keynote
is Calvary! The crimson current runs with stnking
clearness and consistency throughoot the message.
What happens at Ephesus when the samts there were
filled with the Spint? Why, we read ‘* Many of them
which used curious arts brought their books together
and burned them before all men  (Acts xix. 19%.
And 1n the very next verse we are not surprised to
discover that the Word of God * grew mughtily and
prevalled ”  Exactly!  That 15 always the outeome
of a true outpouring of the Holy Spirit! What a
bonfire of rehgious book there would be amongst
those who ‘f use curous arts *’ in their exegesis »f
Scripture.  Whole Lbraries would become food for
the flames! What the pulpits require to-day is a
real Pentecnstal expenencc—a repetihion of the second
chapter of Acts This alone is sufficient to remove
the gospel of Socialism, Evolutionism, Idealism and

It 1s not our purposc to dwell upon the mportance
of money—its real value of course 1s only as a means
to an ¢nd.  Buot what we are anxious to stress 15 that
unscriptural mrthods need nor be employed o the
acquisttion of money with which to carry on the
Lord’s work. Wae suggest that in this as in all other
things, ** God’s way s the best way ”’ We are well
aware that God’s work cannot be carried on without
money; both in 1ts establishment and extension,
funds must be found. WWe cannot conceive that (Ged
ever intended His work to be hindered or His workers
hampered through an empty exchequer. But how to
secure the necessary money is a problem which
baffles many a church committee and gives anxrous
thought to many a finance board It is urged that
this 18 a very practical problem which calls for bus.-
ness methods of handliing. But are not practical
problems often best solved by the application of
spiritual principles? Has the * upper room ’ no
relation to such a questton as this? He that 1s able
to solve our spirtual problems 15 He not also equal
w every other maieral need? Shortage of supplies
15 the excuse often advanced for the adoption of un-
scriptural and even worldly methods of raising funds
for Christian worlk That the financial position
some cases 15 acute cannot be gainsaid, and that
something must be done at once if the situation is to
be retricved is plain - We venture to say that when
msolvency  actually exists in the Lord’s work s
owing to the spiritual bankruptcy which obtains—
with the spiritual declension has come financial
furllure  In facing a problem of this kind too often
the emphasis is in the wrong place—in our calcula-
tions we put Secundary things first, devoting our
attention to the effect rather than the cause. Actually
the chief need 1s not material wealth but spiritual
power and vision, and these are the gifts of the Holy
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Spirit.  Let the Church of Cheist be filled with the
Holy Ghost and at unce fonds will commence to flow
into her exhausted treasury. Her dramned financial
resvarces will be repletushed by Jehovah-Jireh The
Church will no longer require Lo seel the patronage
of the world God knows how to loosen the purse
strings of His people and fnd a way to therr sealed
cheque books. There will be a readmess to invest
capital in the Lord's work—a work that yields a rich
interest and that s not hable to fall Yes, 1t 15 m
the School of the Holy Ghost that the lesson of
liberaliny 1s learnt ' Here GGod’s people are taught the
blessedness of sacnfical and  systematc giving!
