needful thea, in the face of these fateful faces, to call
to remembrance the faithful warning of this honest
servant of God, when he exhorts us to contend (or
the faith which the margin says was once for all
delivered unto the sants

We would do well in these days of darkness if we
would seck to prove all things, to hold fast that
which s good, and by the grace of God strengthen
and confirm the things that remain.

of religion, but no Christ, plenty of worship, but
no power, plenty of form, but no reality. God
grant us more reality i our worship According to
Il Peter u 1 false teachers will arise, even denying
the very Lord Who bought them (that 1s to say,
Who died that they mught be saved) Let me here
quote, as acecurately as 1 can, what a rel.g.ous leader
said some tume ago ‘‘ If the docrine of evolution
15 correct, then man sprang from the ape, and (f
man sprang from the ape the story of the garden 1s
only a myth, and  the garden story 1s untrue, the
fall of man 1s only a fake, and if the fall of man 15
only a fake, then there 1s no need for the death
of Christ The Bible 13 a bundle of lies, the prin-
ciples of Christianity are no longer required, its
believers are enfirely deluded, and the whole fabric
will ;n the end fail and fall like a house of cards
before the wind ** This just reveals what many
religious teachers believe and teach How needful
therefore to remind you again of the message of
Jude that you should contend earnestly for the faith
once delivered unto the samts  There are many
truths for which we should firmly stand, but neither
time nor space will permit an exposition of them, and
so a brief summary must suffice  Let us contend for

(1) No salvation apart from faith in the fimshed
work of the Cross (John m 14, 15).
