EST and Reireshmg' The two gifts offered
R e God's ** message.” as declared in the por-
trun before us  This ' message '* emitomises
the substance of the gospel offered m thuis dispensation,
and introduces us to the wonderful succession of pic-
tures 1 Isaah xxvin and xxix , which together make
a most vivid and complete porerayal of the present age,
ncluding Christ’s ministry, death, Ascension, Pente-
cost. the formation of the Church, and yet future
events Our authority for thus interpreting the pic-
tures 15 based on the explanations geven in the New
Testament of many citations from this passage

Our Lord Himself emphasised these two gifts as
bemng the sum ana substance of salvation, because,
although He used many and varied ways of mnwviting
people to come to Him durmng H:s earthly mmmstry,
there are only two recorded instances when He used
the expression *‘ Come unto Me ' imperatively
The first invites 10 come and vest, the second, to
come and drmk {Matt = 28; John v 37)

Other reasons suggesl themselves for concluding
that Christ had Tsaiah axvin. an mind on- both thesc
occasions  The propher says that the message wourd
be recerved by childlike hearts only, and our Lord’s
invitation to rest followed His thanksgiving that these
things were revealed to babes. (Matt xi 25)

When he offered refreshing to the thirsty He was
undoubtedly thinking of this passage in Isaah, for
Ho said, *° He that believeth on Me,’’ as the Scrpture
hath sma  (John wva 3B} Now the phrase * he
that belieweth * occurs nowhere clse in the Old Testa-
ment} but in Isaiah xxvin 16, may we not therefore

conclude that this was *° the Scripture ' to which He
referred® ** Behold ! lay in Zwn for a foundation
a stem, a tried stone, a precious corner stone of sure
foundation, ke thot bslieveth shall not make haste ™
The mnmediate result of believing on Him, Isaah
says, would be safety Those who ceased to strive
to make a sheleer for themselves from the coming
storm, and rested on God's sure foundation, would
never have cause¢ to flee (‘‘ make haste '’} elsewhere
for protection.

Thus the wlea here is more thar of the first offer,
Rest; but since our Lord refers to this verse to pro-
smse ° Revers 7-—° the Spirit,”” (John vu. 38, 39)—
the question naturally anses, Does Isaiah plamly indi-
cate the Pentecostal blessing m this passage? He
does, indeed, by means of a beautiful and powerful
llustration

Ler us first examune the verses in these two chap-
ters that are quoted and explained in the New Testa-
ment  No portion of equal length m the Old Testa-
ment—wnath the exception of Isaiah lu and lue —is
cited so often in the New FEleven tunes do we find
quotations from Isaiah xxvin and xxix 1n the gospels
and epuistles, 1n addition w the many occurences of
““ he that believeth,”’ besides various allusions that
are not absolute quotattons Surely we are study-
ing a passage of great umportance

We are uwor loft i doubr as wr the meaning of the
“C Stone M lmd o Zion, for three times this werse s
quoted and more often alluded to, to teach us that
Christ, by laying Himself down, became the one sure
Foundation (I Peter it 6)

*“ The marvellous work and a wonder,” (Isaiah
xxix 14), cavilled at by the wise of thas world, 1s
shewn to be salvation through Christ crucified and
risen. the despisers of which must perish (Acts xn
41; I Cor i 19, 23).
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** Foreign lips and another tongue ” {Isaiah xxvin
11) 1s guoted to prove that the new sign which out-
wardly distinguished the outpourmg of the Holy
Spurit at Pontecost from all previous enduements with
power, was prophested long hefore (1 Cor xiv 21}

The spinitual condition of the people of our Lord's
time and after, s described by Isamah as ** a deep
steep,’” worshipping “ with therr hps, but . . their
heart far from Me " (Isaiah xwmx. 10, 13, quoted
Rom . 8, and Matt xv. 8) Since the mam
features of the picture are thus outhined by the divine
cxplanation, we are helped to tracc the fulfilment of
vther detarlds prophesied in the same Seripturc

The agrecnltural scenes described 1n xxwn, 23-30
remind us of the three parables on sowing, spoken
by vur Loed, who explained that *° the seed 13 the
word ' Y osuch as hear the word and accept i,
when sown upon good ground, (Mark w14, 20, 26),
refer specially to believers in this present gospel age,
the end of which 1s a2 harvest to he reaped (Rev v
15h

The usual emblem for Israel 15 a frurt tree, but
the figure used here 1s that of a seed, to represent
the Church  Instead of & seeming irrelevance to the
preceding subjects, we have here a beaut [l sequence
after a description of Pentecost {as we shall presently
see), comes this parable of the formatton of the
Church,—each kind of seed being *“ put in the ap-
pownted place,” each baving its own ndeadualivy,
and each recelving the needed discipline and care in
order to produce the greatest harvest (I Cor xn
4.8, 18)

Verses 14-20 of chapier xxvin give a graphc
sleetch of the inecredulity and scoffing athtude of the
rulers at Jerusalem, at the time when the Stone came
to do His work  How they boasted of their own
righteousness ' God's judgments had no terrors for
them— " b shall not come unto us ™ (verse 15) Vet
n sprte of themselves, ** mommng by mornng * they
were convicted by the lLife and words of Jesus They
refused to humble themselves, and own that they
needed the prolfered  cefuge, but  they  counld
nol  escape the pierong of His word It was
Y ravght but " (' vexation,” AV, or] * terror to
understand the message.” {verse 19, R V }—same ex-
pression as o verse 9-— e, God's message How
apily Tsamh descrbes the funlity of thewr arguments
with the Lord!  The bed was too short, the covering
too narrow [verse 20}

And when His enemics had done therr worst
against God's Anointed, and appeared to be the
victors, how the glonous triumph of Christ's ascen-
ston and recerving His Father's Gift is portrayed in
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verse 211 “ For the Lord shall rise ap as in Mount
Perazim, as in the valley of Gibeon, that He may do
His work, His strange work, and bring to pass His
act, Hes alrange act * What 15 this strange new act P
We sometimes hear 1t explaned that judgment 1s
His strange work The Bible does not say so, for
God has all along been wont to deal with ilis people
in judgment, for discipline 1t cannot be said to be
a new departure, a strange or foreign way ol guumng
a victory, such as this verse foretells But why s
Perazim chosen of alb the many wvictories of olden
days® The only time we read of 1t 15 when David
conquersl the Plubstnes (I Chron xe M 1o s
the ciccumstance that provoked the enemy which
makes 1t a wvpe of the wrique triumph of Pentecost
It was ** when the Philistines heard that David was
ancwnted Kimg over all Israel, all the Philistines went
up o seek [avid.”  After praver, God gave him
such a mighty victory that he called the place ** Baal-
perazim,’’ the place of breakimg forth  (verse 11,
R V. marg.]

The parallel a5 clear  [F was when Jesus was at
the right bard of God exalted, and the powers of
darkness, unable t0 reach Him, were now set on ex-
termunating His followers {John xx 19}, that then
God arese and A aew, rughey brealang forth, shed
forth Hiz Holy Spieit to be the power in each disciple
(Actz 1 33) This was indeed His strange new act
The enemy was routed The members of the nfant
Church were ser free, and 3,000 more souls were de-
fvered from hs gnp The tocrent that  brooght
destruction to the foe, was a glorous Refreshing to
the believer

Is nnt this a practical lesson for us®  As the Holy
Spink was not given antll Jesus was glonlied {Joho
vl 39), so, to-day, it 15 not untd a soul has made
Jesus Lord onver all that a personal receiving of the
Holy Spint can be realized

But the Philishines ralled for another attack

Holy Communion, a phrase which expresses

the fellowshrp which the believer enjnys with
his Redeemer as he partakes of the bread and wine,
symbols of our adoralile Lord’s brokén body and shed
blood. Another name applied by some o this Holy
Supper = the Eucharist, which means the giving of
