OME Irtthe time ago, while readmg  the Gospel
S Message ‘ Justin Time " 1n the Ehm Foyangel,
I was reminded of a sinular experience  One
day it became all too olear that a member of a faruly
te. whom I am related, had fallen a victun to a terrible
mnternal disease, and that, unknown to herself, 1t
was only a moatter of time before she would pass
into the beyond
Naturally, I visited the patient in the early stages
of her flness but, in case the exact nature of the ill-
ness should become known to her, I was specially
ngucsted not 1o adonruster anyithing of a spiritual
rature, which made my position extremely difficult,
betng quile consciows of what was required of me,
vi7z that | must make known the clamns of Christ,
ot else the opportumty would be lost for ever
S0 1t came about that towards the close of the il
ness, tn fact only 48 hours before death actualy toolr
ptace, 1 again found myself by the bedside, and be-
came wmmediately conscious that the end was near
T thus time the patent herself realised for the
first tune that recovery was impossible, and  then
my task was made easy Judge of my surprise when
acked to play amnd sing a solo—* The Beauuful
City,”” which T had shng 1 that home 15 years before,
on one of my earhest visits 1 complied with the
request, scarcely able to grasp the situation, but I
had the jny of hearing the chorus ** Mot hall has ever
heen told  misme from that dying form, and after I
l'ad sung thes through, as best 1 counld (oot an easy

task vnder the eiecumstances), I reached the precwws
Boole and read from Jehn <x  25-28, pomting out
that although doubts and fears often assail, and
possibly for a time we go on forgetting the clamms
which God has opon us, vet He 1s ever ready to re-
ceive us and will 1n no wise cast us out  Also, thar
the same Saviour that Thomas saw, we should sce,
the same nall prints that he beheld, we shoufd elso
behold, and likewise the spear-thrust, from wlich
flowed the ** Fountarn for all oncleanness ** 1
asked ber of she beleved this, and ecould trust this
Christ with her precwins sout—and had the juy of
hearing her answer, Yes! Then, after repeating the
Lord’s Praver, mm which she joined with all her
remaiming strength, I kissed her brow, ard retired
from the room, overjoyed that there was an abundant
cotrance awaibting that soul which was now resting
fully mn the Chrnst, Who loved us and gave Himself
for us -

My next wicit, twenty-four hours later, shewed only
ton plainty that she was beyond anythung belonging
this world, having become uncornscious to all that was
happening  Twenty-four hours more and I stood
the presence of death she had gone to her glorious
Redeemer, there to await the coming of all those
who shall have ** washed their rubes, and made them
white in the Blood of the Lamb

I coutd not help thinking how near things had
been run, and how it behoves us to seek Chnist while
we are stil young.—A ] H.

Wil a man rob God®’” May God, thc
Holy Spunt, rest upon the speaker and the

hearer as we think upon the question that is before
us

Smce I have been in the ministry, Christians who
love God and long to do Hiz will have many tunes
asked me this question - * Does God ask or demand
tithes, Is it right to tithe? If so, to whom and
when should I pay them?” This question, and
many others, we shall answer from God's word My
friends, if the Lord gives you the lLight, and you
faill to walk 1n the lhight, you are a backshder, and
can't expect God’s blessing until you are w.lling to do
His will and walk in the light as He gives 1t

I beheve that tithing 1s of God, and is as binding
as 1t ever was. It was practiced hundreds of years
before the Mosaic law was given and it 1s fraught
with tremendous consequences to the individual
Christian, and to the cause of God on earth. We
might as well stop our theorising about the quesuon
of tithing, and face it now, for face it we must,
either now or at the judgment

Jesus said that if we were not faithful in the un-
righteous mammon, who will commit to our trust the
true riches? (Luke xwvi 10). We ought therefore
to have very clear and scriptural views concerning
this questton I am going to prove through God's
word, that one-tenth of your income rightfully be-
longs to God and if you arc not giving 1t you arc
a thief and a robber as the Word of God plamly
declares

Jesus recognised the fact that His nation tithed;
and he endorsed it by saying that they did right in
tithing, He said ye tithe ** mint, anise and cummin *’
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Every student of God's Word knows how minute
this tithing was, and then He proceeds to say
“ Thus ye should have done and not to have left
the other undone.™

Now this great question which concerns us may
be answered from God’s Word *

1st Why should we give?—Because the earth,
the cattle, the gold and the silver are all the Lord's
There 1s only one proprietor 1n this world (Psa xxiv.
1; Ixxxv 1,1 10, 11)

2nd. Who should give? God’s people should

The righteous sheweth mercy and giveth.” (Psa
xxawva 21)

Some excuse themselves from giving because they
are 1n debt But the tithe 15 of all debts the most
sacredd  Tf this excuse were allowed, then all you
would have to do to escape all obligations to give or
pay anything would be to keep in debt The ex-
perience of a great many who commenced tithing
while in debt has been, that with the remaining nine-
renths they were able o pay their other debts more
easily and promptly than if they had tried to keep
the whole for that purpose. God’s dues should be
first and not last

3rd  What proportion should we give? (1) The
first example was one-tenth Instances are men-
ttoned 1n the history of some nations which did not
offer sacrifices but 1n the annals of all time none are
found who did not pay tithes. The Bible plainly
shows that giving was ncorporated with the first
religious services of man. Hundreds of years hefore
Moses was born, Abraham gave tithes to Melchisedec.
(Gen xiv 20).

(2) The first pledge was one-tenth Jacob re-
newing his covenant, vowed to give one-tenth of all
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his property to the Lord. (Gen xxvmi 20-22)

And T believe that all the patriarchs did the same
The foregomp examples mdicate that long before
Moses gave the faws to [srael, a regular svstem of
giving  prevatled The Jews were commanded to
give one-tenth of all the produce of therr fields to
the mamtenance of the Levites This was a tithe on
all cattie and all vegetable products OF che mne
tenths deft, they were fo gree another tenth roward
the celebratton of the feasts at Jerusalem Every
thied year this tithe was hept at home for the poor
In addition, the frt of the fourth year was sent to
the temnple  They also offcred to God annually the
first-fruits of all the Ffruts of the year

Besides this, provision was made for the poor, not
only in the gleamngs from the felds, but in sundry
ways [Every seventh year the land had a Sabbath
Whatever giew v that year was the property of all
alike—of master and servant

This system did not impmerish the people, .o
lunder free-will offerings It cultivated a benevolet
spiit When the tabernacts was about o be bualt,
the lsraelites were askeil for an wflerng, and o
response both mea and women came with costly rifis
m such superabundant amounts that Mosus had 1o
stay the tide of their donations  Smglar to this w s
the liberabty manfested o the preparatton and ‘wahl-
ing of the temple King David and lus people v =
tor this 100,000 talents of gold and 1,000,000 zdals=iti-
of stlver When Solomon commenced the erection of
this  edifice, he touched not the ofterings made
m hes father’s resga, although emploting 150,000
workmen, many of whom were pched artisans of
the world On the day of dedication millions were
added to the treasure wlready lard on God's altar
The grand amnunt was nver £600,000,000 for the
butkiling of the tlemple  The people pepoced boeanse
with a smcere heart they offered willingly to the
Lord 1In the fulness of lus soul the king sad,
* Who am T and what s my people that we should
be able to ofler so wallingly after tlus sort, Tur all
things come of Thee apd of Thoe gwn have we
ginen thee ™ h

Tt 15 an error to think that the I[sraelites gasve only
one tenth of therr mcome 1o the Lord  They gave
from one thied o one half, and 1t 5 to be expected
that a chureh named after the most unselfish and
putest man of all lustory, whose special mssion
would be to mstruct men to make them hely, that
siich # chuch would be run on an enlarged scale
of henefreence Truly the chureh that 15 named afler
the Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of glory, should
never want  And if the people follow Jesus it shall
not want

Then agamn in Haggar 1 2 the penple said out of
morr es of selfishness, ' The time 15 not come that
th~ Lord's house should be bwlt ** They wanted to
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shirk Luilding the temple, for it meant big subscrip-
tions, loss of time, and much labour

Then came the word of the Lord by the prophet
saying —

“Is 1t ime for you to dwell in your ceifed houses,
and this house waste?

** Now therefore thus saith the Lord of hosts Con-
siler your wars  Ye have sown much and hrning o
letile, ye eat, but ye have ot enough, ye drnk, but
ye are not filled with denk, ye clothe you, but there
15 none warm, and he that carneth wapges earneth
wages to put ot mto a bag with holes Ye lookeid
for much, aml, o, 1 cume to hitle, and when e
brought home, 1 ¢id blow upon it Wy ? saith the
Lord of hosts Because of my house that s wast:,
and ye run every man unto his own house  There-
fore the heaven over you s stayed from dew, and
the earth 1s stayed from her fruil. And [ called for a
droughe upon the land, and upon the mountans, and
upon the corn, and upon the new wine, and upon
the o, and upon that which the ground bringeth
torth, and wpon men, and upon cattle, and wpon afl
the labour of the hands ™

Surely many a man and many a firm know what
it 15 to carn money and then put 1t into a bag with
holes  What 1s the use of moncy, or houses, or
securifies, so called, of God blows vpon them?

I fumly beheve that many a case of sickness, many
a financral crash, many a death occurs because of
the utter selfichness, covetousness, or worldhiness of
thrse who protess to bhe God’s chluldren and do not
Ine lnes which aceerd with thewr profession, noc
give unto God that which rightfully belongs to Him

The question of my text 18, “ Wil 2 man rob
Goa? and the answer 15, *‘ Ye have robhed me
Butl e zay, Wheremn have we robled thee > —1n tithes
and offeriags * Then Ged says, ™ Ve are cursed
with a curse, for ye have rohbed DMe, even thiz
whole nation Bring ye all the tithes into the store-
house, that there may be meat 1n My house, and prove
Me now hevewath, saith the Lord of hosts. of T waill
not open the windows of heaven and pour you out
« blessing that there will not be room enough to
contdin 1 And I will rebuke the devourer for your
sabhes and he shall not destroy the fruts of your
gratngd , nether shall vour vine cast her frue before
the time 1n the field, saith the Lord of hosts And
all nations shall call you blessed, for ye shall be a
delightsome land, sarth the Lord of host ™’

Tud rou ever read language stronger than this?
And yet, 1t 15 all about the subject of giving to God
God speaks of people who rob Him, by appropriating
kv thewr own use what showid be given to Him and
His church He speaks of blights and physieal
miseries hurled upon those who are called by His
name when they take the money and gifts which are
His O my hearers, take this personally to heart,
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and «f you are gulty, for your own sakes and for
the glory of God, make adeguate reparation

Augustine, the greatest umnspired theologian,
whose r1ews of Scripture are accepted by nearly three-
fourths of Chrstendom, says ¢ Trthes ought to be
paid from whatever may be your occupation, whether
merchant or some handeraft, tithes are regured as
debt  He who would procure pardon or reward, et
him pay tithes and out of the nine parts give alms
God who has given us the whole has thonght 1t meet
to ask the tenth from us, not for His benefit, but for
our own '

The following Councils of the early church all pro-
clainted the obligations of Christians to pay tithes,
resting the daty, not on the authonty of ecclesiastical
law, Int on the word of God; Ancyra A D, 314
Gangra, A D 324, Orleans, A.ID 511, Tours A D
567, Toledo, A D 633, Rouen, AD 850, Iiml,
AD 791, London, A D, 1425 All these Councils
of the carly church proclaimed that Christians were
obligated to pay tithes unto the Lord

Dr Muller, one of the best preachers of the South,
and one of the ablesl scholars of this country, says
“* The law of tithing 1 binding upon the church ac-
cording 1o the judgment of the ‘ Fathers ' and the
volce of the church, uncontradected for more than a
thousand yeaes. It is o fact that the farth of the
Juws and of the heathen exceed ours It was a
provetb among the Jews, °* Pay tithes and be rich.”
The heathen made the same observation that he who
pard most to his gods did recetve most from them
They saw God's judgment upon them for not pay-
ing Him His tenth, they repented, restored the iithe,
and were delivered But we Christians remain the
only incurable infidels, and we refuse io pay God
that which by a universal decree He bas from the
bepinning reserved to Jlimself ¥

Chrysostom, '‘ the golden-mouthed orator,” and
perhaps the greatest preacher of the Gospel smnce
the apostle Paul. says °' Oh what a shame! that
what was of no great maiter among the Jews should
be pretended to be such among the Chrnistians. I
there was danger then n omutting tithes think how
great must be the danger now.”

Ambrose, the saintly ishop of the fourth century,
who, though very rich and a Roman noble, at the
outset of bis rmumstry devoted his whole fortune to
the church, says.  The Lord commands our tithes
to be paird from our income  He has given you nine
parts, but He has reserved the tenth part for Him-
sclf; and if you grve not the tenth part to Him, He
will take from you the nine parts. Whosoever 15
not willing to give those tithes to God which he has
kept back, fears not God, and knows not what true
repentance and confession means.”

The first Christians gave one-half  Zacchezus
stood, and saith unto the Lord, ‘® Behold, Lord, the
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half of my goods I give to the poor; and if I have
luken anything from any man by false accusation,
I restore lum fourfold

The first church gave all  ‘‘ Neither was there any
among them that lacked, for as many as were pos-
sessors of lands or houses sold them, and brought
the prices of the things that were sold, and lad
them down at the apostles” feet, and distrebution
was made unto cvery man according as he had need '
(Acts v 34, 35)

The gquestion 1s frequently asked, Did Christ com-
mand or commend the law of tthing? To this 1
reply directly, He did To the Tharisees, who
boasted how careful they were to observe that law,
He said  *° These nught ve to have done, and oot
to leave the otier undone ™ (Lube o 43}

The ‘reasons for paymg tithes o this dispensation
are the same as m the old dispensation  The reasons
to-day are stil law, and love, and gratitude to God
First, tithes are for the suppurt of the ministry We
read that they were for the support of the priests
and the Leuites Second, for the many expenses of
the temple services 5S¢ now God still has a church and
numstry, and requires worship, and these involve
expenzes and God demands the payment of the tithes
to meet these expenses The chuech s the Lord’s,
the mumstry 15 the Lord’s the tlhes are also His,
and to be used to support His church and minstry.
All these reasons for the law of uthe remaining, the
law 1tself must remain

Again the question 15 asked How should we
ciwve? The apostolic mnjunction s ‘* Upen the first
day of the week let every one of you lay by him
in store as God has prospered hum 77 (I Cor xvi 2}
Commenting upon this werse a certain writer says
“ The most consummate lnancler it modern times
can add nothing to, nor take anything from, thes
brief rule It containg every important prindiple
necessary to the accomplishment of the great end m
view It 1= suited to be a complete abiding, and
universal! rule *’

The verse shews 1st, that all are to give. The
rule 15 universal Rich and poor, young and old are
included In nearly every congrepalion the burden
rests upon a few  Thus 15 not the deaine plan The
Macedonian Chrstians were poor people  We read
of their great treal of afflction and deep poverty
They did not, however, on that account feel them-
selves relieved from the obligation to give, nor on
the other hand were their contnibutions dechned by
the apostle because they could not afford it. Hear
the wsumony concerning them ‘ For to their
power, [ bear record, yea and beyond theu'- power,
they were willing of themselves, praying us with much
cntreaty that we would receive the gift
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2nd  We are to give statedly on the first day of
the week., Tius fixes the money raising tume as the
holy day, and makes 1t a part of divine worship.
For such a noble purpose as this—the support of
God’s cause—vcan there be a mwore swmtable period
than the day which the Lord hath made?

drd. We are to give systematically Let every-
one of you lay by hum in store Order 1s heaven’s
first law In every department of Dife sysiem 1s
necessary to success It certamnly ts necessary to
this important duty

Note the advantages of tithing .

(a) It gives God the first instead of the last.
{Ex. xxi 29, xxm 19}

(B} 1t 15 grvng to God nstead of giving to 4
cause, as you lay by the fithe whea there is no
demand upon you, or no cause pressing its claim
(Col m. 23; Fph. vi 8, 9)

{c} It equalises the financial burdens and obli-
gations of all Christiuns. All pay alike, both rich
and poor.

{3} It brings a man to feel that in a very spectal
sense he iz God's steward, having some money
that rs the Lord’s, and s0 borgs im into business
relations both with and for the Lord

Then agam we are to give proportionately : * As
God hath prospered you.”’ *° As of the abiity which
God giveth.” No defrite sum 1s here mentioned;
nor was if mecessary to state this when the law of
the tithe had existed from the beginning

We are to geve freely (Matt x 8} and cheerfully
(I Cor ix B) Grorge Muller says: *F Believers
should enter more mito the grace and love of Gad
in giving, for, remember, that God gave Hiz best
for us  Therefore we shouald give our tenth as our
least to Him

I believe that we should save by curnng off every
expense which serves only to indulge foolish desire,
to gratify the lusts of ihe flesh, the desire of the
eyes or the pinde of life; waste nothing oo sin or
folly whether for vourself or chuldren or friends,

The result of not grving 1s We shall reap sparmg-
ly ** But this I say, He which soweth sparingly,
shall also reap sparmgly ** (1I. Cor 1x 6) And m
Malachs 1t says, ** Ye are cursed with a curse; for
ye have robbed Me, even this whole nation ™’

I was reading a strking incudent the other day.
A mumster was ealled to the bedsile of one of lus
flock who secmed to be much distrezsed o mind  He
tald the minister that he feared he was lost, and when
the minister asked 1If he would pray with him he
said. *“ No ' “ Can’t 1 help you 1n some way? ™
asked the minister. He was answered °** No,’”’ he
could help 1n no way. The dymg man looked into
the face of his pastor and said. ** Pastor, I have
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lived in luxury all my lLife. 1 have spent hundreds
of dollars on persenal comforts and have demed
myself nothing. 1 have given nothmg or very little
for God’s cause. Now 1 am dying Let me rell
you, pastor, warn the people of vour church to give
God what rightfully belongs o Him  Then when
they come to this condibon which 1 am now in they
will not have a troubled conscience as 1 have for
I have robbed God of His tithes T have beem an
unprofitable steward I fear I shall be cast into
outer darkness.”

God grant thut none here shall have an experience
hke that.

Then agaw, lel me remind you that there 15 a re-
ward for givmg. 1st. Increase. ° There 1s that
scattereth, and yet increaseth, there s that withhold-
eth more than 1s meet but it tendeth 1o poverty ”’
{(Prov x1. 24) Znd, Plenty *° Honour the Lord
with thy subsfance, and w.th the firstfruits of thine
mcrease, so that thy barns may be filled with plenty
and thy presses shall burst out with new wine ™'
(Pro in % 100, 3rd, Full measure. ** Give, and 1t
shali be given thee, full measure, pressed down, and
shaken together, and runoing over, shall men pive
mto your bosom  For with the same measure that
ye mete wichal ar shall be measured unto you again *
{Luke v+ 30) 4th, ‘‘ And he said unto him, well
done thou good and faithful servant, because thou
hast been faithful in a very hittle, have thou authonty
over ten cities ”’ (Luke xmx 17). 5Sth. Satisfaction
* And if thou draw out thy soul to the hungey, and
satisfy the afflicted " —then what?

Note the five wonderful blessings mcluded 111 the
foregoing promses  (a} Divine dlummation  ‘‘ Then
shall thy light rise wm obscunty and thy darkness be
as the noonday sun ™ (b) Dhivine gwidance guaran-
teed ** The Lord shall guide thee continually
{c} A satisfymng cxperience in the midst of barrenness
“ And sabsfy thy soul n droughe, and make fat thy
booes ™ (dy A fragrunt, fresh and beautiful ex-
penence  *‘ Thou shalt be ke a watered garden ™
fe) A spomtaneous, exhavstless overflow of drvine
lfe  *“ Like a spring of waler whose waters
farl not.”

“ Bning ye all the tithes into the storehouse, that
there may be meat in my house; and prove Me now,
herewith, saith the Lord of hosts, if I will not open
the windows of heaven and pour yoo cut a blessing
that there wall not be room enough to recerve 1t ™
And I firmly believe God means pust what He says
Let us put Hin to the test, for He says, “ Prove
me now.’’ Many of God’s peaple have proved Hum
and found that He¢ has done more than He has
promised

ELOVED, it 15 a wonderful thing to follow in
B God’s footsteps and, because God says so, to
count the things that do not exist as though
they do cxist That 1s what Abraham did To man
it was foohsh for Abram, when nearly one hundred
years old, to call himself Abraham, thus declaring
he was the father of 2 muibirude It must have ex-
cited much nidicule for Sara,, who was barren and
had never had a child, and who was far past the
age when she could have one in the natural, to change
her name to Sarah, thus declanng to all who heard
this name that she was the mother of a multitude

God did not reguire them to do this more than a
year, but ¢ven a year must have been a test How
long could you go around saying I am healed,”
when your disease or affliction appeared no better,
and perhaps worse?

It occurs, as we well know, m Exodus xv 26,
where 1n our English Bibles it 1s translated by the
beautifu] words °° 1 am the Lord that healeth thee *'

Maran—Tue Prace or REvELATION

First of all we must get the setling, for it 15 full
of teachung  The sharp tral of the better and dis-
appomnting waters of Marah has quickly foliowed the
jubunant time on the ‘‘ victory side ’* of the Red Sea
Only ** three days m the wldemness,’" but the danc-
mng host has become a complaming company, saying
““ what shall we drink? "’

Now it 15 hughly unportant here to remembuer that
there 13 no suggestion whatever that the Children of
Israel n this instance had wandercd out of the wll
of God —the Cloud was still leading the way.

“ Marahs ©’ of bitterness and disappointment,
where outward circumstances are concerned, will al-
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ways be pernutted to form part of the schocl-training
of the people of God; some of the best and most
needed lessons can only be learnt 1n this fashion

A cry unto God born of extremiry and desperation
