Tt must havc been about mudday when the little
company reached their destination, and came to a
place :n the city of Samarna * which 1s called Sychar
near to the parcel of ground that Jacob gave to his
son Joseph  Now Jacob's well was there ™™ Tt was
a very warm duy, the san bewng exceedingly hot ac
noow, so when Jesas came to the well, we read
“Jesus being tired wath His pourney sat down by the
well to rest’” {Wevmouth’s Translation] The well
of Jacoh 15 2 very interestng place, a typical Eastern
welt balt rownd wath stones, it was 2,000 years since
Jacob and s cattle had drunk of s waters, aad .t
still supplied the needs of the willage So feeling the
common fatigue known to all travellers, Jesus resgs
awhide by the cool well, undar the shade of nodding
palms  But although ured, hangry and thairsty, all
ts forgotten that He meght do the will of Him that
sent Him

THE Lord Jesus had left Judea, and was depart-

It was about the sixth hour, when the woman
came to deaw water  This was an unususl and un-
seemnly hour for her to come she did not come m
the mornmg as «dd the other women of Samaria
Lvery morning at the cool of the day, and mn the
evenung (n the calm houor that precedes aphl, the
wonlen came oul with ther waterpots to draw water
fiom the well, they might have been seen gathered
in little groups, having friendly Little chats, buat this
woman was not one of their number; she did not
associate with them, nor join i their merry chatter,

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Divine Healing in the Book of Proverbs

HE hook of Proverbs 15 on inspired manual of
I rules [or daly living, just as the Psalms are
an mspired manual of devorlon, prayer, praise.
worslup and adoration  Here we have God-gnen
1nstructions, adapted to ull times, countries and in-
dividuals, =na embracing all the practical details of
our daly Ines 1f the Psulms gwde our thoughts,
the Pronerbs are .ntended to direct wur acnons  As
has been sad, i this book ° wasdom » s relipgron,
and * folly '* 15 rrehgion

We are therefore not surprised 1o find here many
passages showwng clearly the close relation that exusts
between our walk and our plysical condition  Also
the most definmite nstructions are vouchsafed us as
to how we must govern ourselves, by the grace of
God, so that we muy enjoy perfect immunety from
disease

It 15 very signihecant that there 1s not in this prac-

tical treatise any ntumaten  that, w the event of
sickness overtaking us, we are lo resori to the
physrctans and apothecaries for aid This 15 the

more noteworthy o view of the fact that 1 the pon-
canonical {unmnspired) * Wisdom Books,” notably
the Book of Wisdom, probably wntten between 217
BC and 40 A D, and Ecclesiasticus, which lLikely
orginated dunng the same penod (which are ac-
cepted as canomecal by the Rorman Chureh, though
they do not form part of the Hebrew canon of
Scripture, and which, while we do not recognise
them =2z Scriptural, or nspired, are nevertheless
valuable from an historical standpownt as showing
what was actually taught and received amongst the
Jews lning at that time) we find people directed to
resort to the physician in case of illness

The aathor of the Bool of Wisdom, spealung of
the deliverance of the children of Israel at and after
the Exodus, says ‘ For it was neither herh, nor
mollifytng plaster that bealed them, but thy word,
C Lord, which healeth all thungs ** {Book of Wisdom
Kb 12) but he neverthcless goes on te teach the
descendants of these very people who had been healed
by the power of God and by that power alone, to
resorl to physicians in their illress, evidently because
owmg to thewr apostacy and spiritual degeneracy,
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due 1 part o thewr long sojourn amongst heathen, to
whom they were subject and with whom they inter-
married, they had no longer faith m the true and
Inmmg God as the Lord, their Healer

The author of the book called Ecclesiasticus goes
eien further 1o tlus direction and  says i part
* Honour the phisician for the need thou hast of
him . . {chap xxxwni wversc 6) The Most High
hath created modicnes out of the earth, and a wise
man will not abhor them Was not hbitter water
made sweet with wood? The virtue of ihese things
18 cone to the koowledge of men, aad the Most
tligh hath given knowledge to men, that he may be
honoured .0 lus wonders By these bhc shall eure
and shall allay their pams, and of these the apothe-
cary shall make sweet confectlons, and shall make
up mntmenis of health, and of s works ( the apothe-
cary’s) there shall be no end Gne a sweet savour,
and a memonal of fine flour, and make 2 fat-ofcnong,
and then give place to the physician  For the Lord
hath vreatett him and let hum not depart from thee,
fon his warks are necessary  For there 13 a time
when thou must fall wto thewrr hands  He that sin-
neth m the sight of his Maker shall fall mio the
hands of the physician

Compare these ukterances with the Word of God
in the Book of Proverbs. For instance  the 4th
chapter, verses 20 to 23, wherc we are commanded
to keep ihe words of God before our eyves and ears,
and hid awqy m our hearts—ag David says, ‘ Thy
Word have [ lud i my heart, ‘that 1 might not sin
against thee *  [Psaim cxix 11]—--aﬂd promised that
1f we do this, 1, the Word, will be health to all our
flesh  Not much need for a docror in that event,
when every cell and tssue from the marrow of our
bones to the scales of oue epulermus 15 perfectly
sound and healthy, 15 there?

What more exccllent counsel could we find than
that 1n Prov wui. 58, °° Trust m the Locd wath all
thy heart, 2nd lean not unto thine own understanding.
In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct
thy paths Be not wise In thine own cyes fear the
Lord and depart from ewvit It shall be health to
thy navel, and marrow to thy bones ™
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Agam m Prov. xix. 23, * The fear of the Lord
tendeth to life: and he that hath it shall abide satis-
fied, he shall not be visited with evil.”

But if these instructions found in the Apocryphai
books are not in accordance with the Word of God,
which plainly states that we were healed of all our
diseases by the One Sacrifice of Himself which Jesus
consummated for us on Calvary, m virtue of which
God 1s, for all ages, the Healer of His people, how
exactly they correspond to much of the teaching which
1> heard from the modern pulpit on the subject of
sickness  *‘ Sickness will come, flesh 1s herr to a
thousands ills, but God m His goodness has given
us doctors to cope with 1t, and we should employ them
and thank God for them. ¢Is any sick among you,

let him call for the best doctor in town, and take
whatever drug he prescribes, submit to whatever
operative procedure he may suggest,’—you may, if
you like call up your pastor on the "phone and ask
hin to ask God to bless the means—and if you don’t
die you wilt recover '’

Is that the way the Bible reads® No ‘‘Is any
sick among you, let lum call for the clders of the
church; and let them pray onver him, anomting him
with o1, n the name of the Lord, and the prayer
of faith shall save the sik, and the Lord shall raise
him up ”’ (James v. 14) That’s God’s way, and it
is as far above the human way with all its medical
science, Pharmacopeias, X-rays, and all the rest, s
the heavens are above the earth

Revival at Forest Hill and Sydenham

OD has been blessing the Mission begun July
12th, by Pastor Stephen Jeffreys with abun-
dant and overflowmg success In the last

four days (26th—29th July) over eighty were saved,
bringing the total up to between two and three
hundred To this result some glorious testimonies
to healing haive contributed. On 26th July, Brother
Palmer {dumb for 52 years) made his testimony hear.l
all osver the Cinemd, ard Brother | Hoplkuins of 16,
Eimington Road, Camberwsll, S E 5, testified to
healing after 23 years of Bronchial-Asthma  For
11 weeks (since 11th May) he had not had the shighi-
est symptom of the disease He had undergone an
operation under Dr Josiah Oldfield, the emncit
frutartan, which benefited hum for a time, but after
confracting a severe cold s case became hopeless.
At times he was so bad that he could not speak for
four or fine hours, and 1t took bhir sometimes 20
minutes to walk 60 yards

On Tuesday (28th), Mrs Anme Sharpe, of 31,
Brockley Rise, who was a passenger on the Lusitana
when 1t was torpedoed, and had since then suffered
untold agores, and, had become a physical wreck,
was instantly restored to the normal, all the symp-
toms of heart-disease vanished whie hands were laid
on her, and sp continued as she declared the next
day She told me that she had been rescued in a
small Lfe-saving boat, which had overturned and
filled with water six trmes A lady who had come
to the Mission n a bath-chair, which she had used
for eight years, came on Tuesday to giwve her testi-
wmony, walking up to the platform free from the
slightest sign of lameness A man who came to the
Cinema 1n a bath-chair was enabled to get out and
walk home. A man afflicted with stammenng, was
healed at once, and so impressed that he and his
wife gave their hearts to God. A deaf and dumb

man was enabled to hear and speak at the Cinema
on 26th Juls

Such vast numbers of deaf people receive their
hearing under the ministry of Pastor Stephen Jeffreys,
that space would fail us to describe them, and not a
few have had therr sight renewed So great has
been the success of this Mission that 1t has beea
decided to continue the campaign at Trimty Church,
Perry Vale, Forest Hul, for a fortmght, commencing
Sunday, 16th August

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The Coming of Christ—and After

The Tribulation Period—The Beast.

AVING studied the Coming of Chnist for the

H Christians and the signs of the umes which

are pomnting to the nearness of that coming,

our next subject wall be the Trbulation pened which
immediarely succeeds the adwent of Chrst

A glance &t the chart [printed o the June 15th 1ssue
of the Elm Evangel) will clearly explain this

Notice the three arrows—one descending, repre-
senting Chnst comung for His people according to
I Thess 1v 16, and two ascending, representing
the dead m Christ being raised and caught up to-
gether with the lving Christians to meet thewr Lord
in the air

Let us imagine that Christ has come—the Chrastiuns
have gone—and 1t 15 the dap after this event. The
first thing we will notice 1s the air of uncertainty,
of surprise and of dread which pervades the whole
atmosphere. Everyone seems to fear what the next
hour may bring forth

Business 15 at a standstill and men gather in httle
groups to talk over the matter. Many have loved
ones nussing  Woves, cluldren, pareats, husbands
and friends, proviously thought to be fanatical and
extreme 1t their religion, have now been taken to
be with theirr Lord And they form the theme of
the conversation.

just at this moment a newsboy runs down the
street carrying a bundle of newspapurs and a placard
upon which 1s printed  The Rapture—a lot of
fanatics gone !’ He s eagerly besieged and 1n a
moment every paper 15 sold  How eagerly they scan
the columns, winch tell the same story from every
quarter—of dusappearances, of accidents, resaltog
therefrom, and of general chaos!

Theu, as .f in despar, most make their way home-
wards again—some to read the Scriptures and pray
like the foolish virgins, when it 1s too late, '‘ Lord
open to us ’—-others to try and drown their fore-
bodings 1n a whirl of pleasure and gaicty

The happenings of the next few
graphically portrayved i Scripture

Imagme the world with all restraint removed'
The Chnstians are called by Christ * the salt of the
earth,” and a property of salt 15 its preserving elfect
What 1s 1t wlich preserves the world from open
corruption?  Chrispian public opimion! It 1s  that
which causes a censorship upon films and plays It
is that which cries ocut aganst the ewdent ewls of

mooths are
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the day; aud when the Christians are gone then will
the way be thrown open for the full mantestations
of the wickedness of the unregenerate heart

Accordingly the nations will run riot in an orgy
of pleasure and of sin  Crnme will increase beyond
all propertions and murders well be of dady and
hourly occurrence

It 15 possible that in thts time of unrest immediate-
ly succeeding the Advent of Christ, many who were
without a wvital knowledge of the saving power of
the Gospel will awake from thew false peace and,
finding themselves left behind, will 1 sincenity and in
truth seek the Lord

It 13 easmly to be understood that the Advent of
Christ will come as such a shock to the waorld that
many will be disturbed from thewr indifference and
will be saved This 1s supported by Rev vu., 9-17,
where John sees a great multitude, and the angel
says concerning them ‘' These are they which came
out of great tribulatton.”’ In the Revised Version
the definite article 1s placed in  front of *‘‘ great
tribulatton *—** These are they wheh came out of
the great inbulatwon—thus dentifying  them as
having been saved after Chnse’s Adwvent

Howuever, as we shall see later on, it will mean
martyrdom for all who profess to be Chnstians
during tlis period  So it 1s well to warn the unsaved
that 1f they do nol accept the gospel now, when it
15 compuratively easy to be a Christian, 1t 15 doubt-
ful whether they will when 1t will mean death to
peofess one's laieh jn Christ

But events are hurrying on!

Waurs break out now on every hand In Rev
n we are given a bird's-eye view of this period
The red-horse of war goes forth and peace 1s taken
from the earth—blood runs lhike water  Nations
rise agawnst natous and there will be such a scene
of carnage that even the last war could not paraliel

After war comes the black horse of famune,
followed by the pale horse of pestlence and death
Imagine scenes from the Russian famune and feom
the days of pestilence n Central Europe Rotting
corpses lining the roadways—then emaciated forms
creeping ahout lookmng for some shght sustenance
to keep body and soul together—the fretful plan-
uve cry of the chud for food which its mother can-
not give—the mornful toll of the bell sounding hke
the knell of doom to a faoushed country  Imagine
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all this and you have only a fant picture of these

terrble days of tri.bulation
[t 15 just at this trme, when everything is un-
settled, thar the Beast and the Antichrist will come

uite prominence ; and before dealing further with the
Tribulation peniod, 1t would be well ro distinguish
between these two notable characters, who are often
confused and thought to be one and the same person
According to Rev. xut. there are to appear amongst
men bwo Beasts These are symbolical of two men
who will, by their utter disregard of God and all
righteousness, be beastlike 1n their excessive wicked-
ness In Rev. xix 20 one of them, without doubt
the second, 15 calted the false prophet Apparent-
Iy the first Beast will be the cwil head of aftairs
during the tribulation period, while the second, who
seems to be wlentified as the anbchrist, will be the
religious head

Exammmg the first beast, we notice that seversl
things are saidl of him

(1) He nses out of the sea (Rev. xm 1). Now
the sea typifies the masses of mankind—the demo-
cracy—as 15 definitely stated by the angel speaking
to John m Rev  *f The waters which thou sawest

are peoples and multitedes ' {xvn 15} So
we see thar this remarkahie man 1s gomg to anse out
of the massvs, that 15, be would not be of royal
bieod but will ceme to the hunour of a kingdom and
by aod by to the posmion of Emperor despot by
sheer force of character and personality.

(2y He has seven heads What can this mean?
Revelation being mostly symbolical we must seek =
symbohcal meanung  Turming to Revelation xva 3
wne see this same beast again  In this case we are

gnen some {resh details of s career  Firstly, we
are told  ° The Beast was and 15 not, and
shall @scend out of the bortomless pit ' This seems

to mark his demomc origin Tt 1s possible that the
devil, will desire to tmitate the nuraculous concepruion
of Chrst and wheo he brnngs s super-man wpon
the scene, will cause hwm to be a demon mcarnate
in human flesh He 1s to have such marvellous
power that *‘all the world will wonder after the
beast ©  And 1t 15 stated (Rev xm 2} that the
dragon, that s, the dewnl * gave lum his power, and
bis seat and grear authoray

S0 we see he will possess super-human powers, no
doubt bestowed upor him by his supernatural erigin

Regarding the seven heads, how¢iér, it 1s stated
{Rev svu 9] ** The seven heads are seven ** moun-
s, This has twao itcrpretations The first
will identify the Beast as associated .n some way or
another with the old Roman empire Notice 1t s
stated that the woman *‘ sits upon these seven
monmtais * (Res  xvee 9), and e the last verse of
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the samc chapter it 1s said that ** The woman
15 that great city which reigneth over the kungs of
the earth ** Now the only city which fulfiils both
these conditions 15 Rome For Rome, ut the time
when the apostle John wrote the Kevelation, was
the only ity which reigned over the Kings of the
carth, and strangely enough it 15 built {or ** sits )
upon seven hills or mountams

This wil associate the Beast with the old Roman
emprre and, I think, fixes his {the Beast's) dominion
as extending over the countries which once were
subdued by the Roman

If this 1s so, then he will have domunion over
practialty all of Europe, excluding Russia and Ger-
many east of the Rever Rhme and probably Ireland,

us these countries were never conquered by the
Romans
It s remarkuble that the Great War brought

about condittons whereby the frontier of France was
advaneed 1o the River Rhine, Russia and Germany
were excluded from the League of Navions, thus
setting them outside a league which embraces prac-
ucally the whole of the old Roman empire, and Ireland

was scparated from the United Kingdom, bemng
given Home Rule Thus 15 prepared the way for
this coming Super-man, ralled 1n Scripture, the
Beast

That 100 much has not been bult upon this state-
ment regarding the seven mountains, will appear
when the ten horns of the Beast are dealt with

To return to the second mterpretatton  of these
** sever heads which are seven mountamns [Res
xvii 9). A mountain 1n Scripiure 1s often syntbolical
of a Kingdom. and notice it 15 stated in the next
verse [Rev xvu. 10)  “ There are seven kings five
are [allen, and one s, and the other 15 not wt come *?
Most students of prophecy agree that thise heads
are symbohcal of the different kings and kingdoms
which have always been antagomstic to God's people,
namedy  Pharaoh of Egypt, Sennachenb of Assyna,
Nebochadnezzar of Babylon, Dlarizs of Medo-Perse:
and Alcxander of Greece These five had fallen n
the time of the apostle John Casar of Romc would
be the ' one that 1s,”” and Napoleon of France has
been edentified by some as the * one yel to come "

“The Beast . 15 the pighth and 158 of the
seven '’ (Rev xvu. 11) So we may understand
that in Ius rapacious conguests and awful blas-
phemtes he would be hke and surpass the above-
mentioned seven

To return to the description of the beast {Rev.
wir 1) we notice —

(3) He has ten horns and wupon his horns len
crowns If we turn agamn 1o Rev xvu 12, we find
it stated that the ten homs arc ten bings and it s
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said ihat these ter hings wiil give thear power
and strength unto the Beast” (Rev xvu 13 It
appeitrs then that the Beast will be head of & League
of Nations composed of ten kings and kingdoms
Once agawn 1t 15 remarkable that the late war has
prepared the way to the fulfilmment of this prophecy.

The present League of Nations—although formed
weth the best mtentivns and havng arms which are
ideal—=will npevertheless probably hecome subordinate
to the cormng super-man, the Beast

Ar present there are more than the requisite num-
ber, ten, bur the number will no doubt be reduced
either by the navons who did not belong to the old
Roman empire remigning from the League, or else
by the {ireater Powers annexing the smalier states

That these ten kings are to be kings over territory
onice subjugated by the Romans 1s proved from other
Scriptures  For nstance, Dantel sees a viston
(vhapter vu} of four beasis, representative of four
grear emperes namely, Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece
and Rome  The last, representing the Roman
Fmpire, 5 saud to have ten horns and they are " ten
kings which shall arise "—no doubt the same tfen
kings which grve their power 1o the Reasi

Now it 12 obvious that if the ten horns grow from
the one beast, then they could not sway any power
outside of that beast This 1s why 1t 15 assumed that
the ten kings of the last days must be kings of
termutory willch: was once conguered by the Romans

To sum up that which has been said regarding the
first Beast of Rev. xui. we learn that he will be an
emiperor having under him ten kings he will not
have obtammed this position because of royal bleod
but will be raised from among the people he wall
probably be of demonic orngm and will, by the
power nf Satan, do many wonders to deccrve the
people his sway will extend over most of Europe,
and he will be a mmtary dwctator stmilar to Ceesar
of Rome, etc

Regarding the length of his reign, we are told
that ** power was given unte hin to continue forty
and two months " {Rev xn §) Ths period of
time appears 1n Scripture svery often, and seems to
mark the closing half of the seven years® Tnbulation
Probably the first half of this period will be spent
by the Beast in working mmself mto the favour of
the nations-—so rhat he wiil only be absolute monarch
for the closing 42 months or 3% vears of the Greal
Tribulation

There s a remarkable prophecy concernog this
man to be found in Danrel 1x 24-27 An angel re-
veals to Daniel what shall be in the future and states
that 70 weeks will ** bring in everlasiing mghteous-
ness,” which obviously refers to the Mitlenium
fverse 24) These 70 weeks are diwided up into
three parts, v.z, seven weeks, 62 weeks and one
week
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* From the gomng forth of the commandment tu
restore and to buwild Jerusalem unto Messiah the
prince shall be seven weeks, and threescore and two
weeks 7 (verse 26)  When did this commandment
go forth® Well, Biblical Chronology 1s a little un-
certain, but 11 15 usvally estimated that B C 454,
the tenth year of the re.gn of Ariaxerxes, marks
this event.

Now Scripture very often uses a day to represent
a year (see Erzekiel 1v. 8) and in this prophecy 69
weeks represent 69 weeks of vears, namely 483
years Adding this to BC 45% we are brought to
A D 29, whuch is usually taken as the year in which
Christ, the Mess.ah, was " cut oft, but not for Him-
gell  (verse 26).

Here 15 foretold the destroction of Jerusalem and
the Temple by the Romans m A D 70 Notice
that the prence that shall come 15 o be of the same
nationality, wviz , Roman—the prince evidently beng
the Beast of Revelation becuuse, as we have sought
to prove, he 1s to be the head of a revived Koman
Empire

Notice, however, that there 15 a break between the
69th week and the TOth, the rvason bong that when
Christ was crumfred God ceased His reckomng of
time 1n regard to the Jew. It was as if God's clock
had stopped then and He will not start it again
untl the Jews are once agam back m therr own land

Accordingly we are now hving in this unreckoned
interval, which 15 called the Church age. Whea the
Church age 15 completed and Christ has taken the
Chrstaans from the earth, then the FO0th week com-
mences It 1s from thus Scrpture that we under-
stand the length of the tetbulation  pertod, namely
one weelr, that s seven years

In the 27th verse we are told that the Prince that
shall comie or the Beast *° will confirm the covenant
with many for ont week ** (or seien years)

Apparently the Heast will have become a power
1o be reckoned with at the begmmng of the tribu-
lation, although not Emperor-despot until later, and
the Jews, returning in unbelicf to their land, wall
seele his protection Possibly they will pay him
tribute on condition they recerve his support

However, their hopes will be dushed to the ground,
for half-way though this sewen years” covenant he
will break it, and for the final three and a half years

A quick run on the bicycle brought us to Kamukunku,
where a new school and chapel are being put up

The evangelists have only been here just over two
weeks, but already the fire has begun to falli and the
blessing of the Holy Ghost has ‘‘ caught hold of
three of them ' as they themselves say

The school was already thatched, but the teachers
but was awaiting completion A small crowd
gathered in-the new school for a meeting, which was
accompanted with blessed freedom and liberty Then
a happy prayer meeting followed, and the Spirit fell
first upon one of the teachers and then upon some
of tie others One was most blessedly under the
powner and revealed many things in  spontaneous
prophesies for the edification of all Some who had
recently believed were still clinging to some native
medicines which had not yet been destroyed These
were fetched and burned in the presence of all

This causes others from the village to come into
the school to see whatever was going on there.
Simeoni, one of the young evangelists, was told to
ferch a wee cripple girhe and that hands were to
be laid upon the child for healing. The father brings
along his child and sets her down mn the midst of
those who were under the power She was not at
all frightened and scemed to understand that we all
wanted to help her She did not cry at all It was
the case of a devil that had got hold of the foot of
the child The devil was cast out in Jesus’' most
prectous Name, and the blessed assurance given that
the Lord had undeitaken The limb was straight-
ened and the Christians instructed to continue in faith
for the perfect restoration  Many <pontaneous
prophestes were given for the exhortation and edifi-
cation of all (I. Cor xnn 3)

How good 1s the God we adore! The time that
remains must be very short for this i1s the blessing
of the last days that was spoken of by the prophet
Joel I will pour out My Spinit upon all flesh, and
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your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, yow
old men shall dream dreams, your yourg men shall
see visions ** (Joel n 28). It 1s a great joy and
privilege to be out here i Africa and to see these

Someone tried to create a disturbance, and said
that the people who made the medicire and charms
were angry and demanded payment for the burn-
ing of their beads and safety pins, etc  Happily a
way out of the difficulty was forthcoming and we
told them they could go to the pie of ashes if they
wished and dig out their beads and safety pins from
the ashes

There 1s an increased desire for the Gospd

out here Almost every village 1s demandirg
to have a school, chapel, and evangelist Pray
much for these people who sit in such depths of
darkness, whom the Lord 1s delighting to bless and
