Now unless we can percerve a sequence of events,
ot [to use the words of another) a *° story-flow ™
the bool, 1t remams o us Lke a Chinese puzzle, the
parts scattered here and there and requinng an al
moast superbuman intelligence to understand them
1 believe thar we can discern dis sequence  in fact,
the Spint of God here gives ws an inspired prophecy
of events from the Ascension of Chnst to eternity

Just one word more before we look at the book
m deenl  Suopposing a2 histonan were wnting  an
account of the last Great War, he would write in
orderly sequence of the events describing the wno-
dents leading up to the war and the chiferent battles
and engagements, etc. After describing a batile, he
would, perhaps, stop the © story-flow ™ in order to
give a brief pen-preture of the General commanding
the troops, and then afterwards would continue the
story

This would be an * mnset,’” just as an editor, giv-

Reading the first three chapters we find that they
deal with the seven churches of Asia  Seven Demg',
in Scriptare, the number of perfection, 1t 15 here
symbolical of the complete church, and although onk
the seven chorches of Asia are mentioned, thece s
no doubt that God here gives an inspired prophecy
of the church age from the ascension of Christ unto
His return

Notwe, too, ihe symbol of the Church It s =
seven-Dranched candiestick  Here we learn the dury
of the Church of God to shew hght in a world dark-
ened by sin, while Christ stands m the mudst of the
candlesticks to keep the flame burning heghtly and
to supply the needed ol of the Holy Spnt for llu-
mination

The order 1n which these seven churches are placed
has its lesson too, for while it 15, no doubt. true that
the churches were in the exact state as recorded at
the tune of the wnting of Revelation, yet they pro-
phetically typified the condihon of the professing
Church during the Church age

We have first the Ephesus-pernnd when the church
was full of fervency and zeal, gradually (even in the
time of the Apostles themselves) growmg cold and
backsldden This is followed by the Smyrna-period,
the tume of the heathen persecutions, and martyrdom
of the Christians durnng the second and third centuries
Smyrna means ** Myrrh,” and speaks of the btter-
ness of the persecutions they endured Many were
slain by wild beasts in the arena to make sport for
the pleasure-loving Romans, and others wers cruci-
fied  '* Unlhke Lphesus, whose candlcsticle was re-
moved, Smyrna 1s still a shining Light. To her honour,
the Turks stifl speak of her as “infidel Smyrna.'

After this we have the Pergamos-penod, ushenng
in the tme of religious hiberty when Caonstantine the
Roman Empercr professed Christianity and mate of
it a state religion  Henceforth the Church begins to
wally with the world and errer creeps m _ * Thou
hast there them that hold the doctrne of Balaam
(Rev 1. 14) It is not long before this period 1s
followed by that of Thyatra It seems that althongh
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there were zome who had remamed farthful to God
ffor He always has His witnesses, even 11 times of
darkest apostacy} yet the state of this church typifies
the darkness of the muddle nges when the scarlet
woman {Rev xvn 4], the apostate church, called
here that woman Jezebel {Rev. 1. 20}, began fo ex-
ercise her sway; when priestcraft usurped, mn the
name of Christ, dommmon over the world, giving the
true witnesses of Chrst to the dungeon and 1the
stuke

Ths pertod 1 followed by rthe Sardis-period, when
the professing church has 4 name to hve, but 15 dead
Flus seems to mark the awful apostacy of Rome up
to the nme of Luther, which the IPtuladelphia-period
ushers i This 1s 4 tume of revival. and probably
extentls to the great evangelwal movements of the
12th Century

Following thns we have the Laodicean-period of
lvhewarmness and worldhness, which futingly de-
senbes the present stare of the professing church as
it whole This terminates with the shutting of Christ
out of His own house, s¢ that He has to stand at
the door and knock

The first verse of the fourth chapter seems to me
to wndicate the Rapture of the saints Notice a door
1: opered 1n heaven, and John s canght up, n spin,
it heaven  Henceforth he wviews the sweep of
propheey from a heavenly standpoint, whereas hefore
he had been viewing the Church age {rom an earthly
vewpant  The words, ** Come up huther,”’ although
addressed to John, are symbolical of the caling up
of the samts to heaven at the Second advent of Christ.
The scene, which 15 now opened to our gaze, 1s one
of matchless splendour. We sec the *° throne set
m heaven ” Possibly this 1s the Judgment Sear of
Christ, spoken of in Romans xiv, 10 and m more
detail m I Cor wmr 10-15 It s at this throne that
the Christian will be judged—not for s sins, for
they were judged m the Person of Christ upon the
Cross, but for His works  “*1f any man’s work abide
he shall recerie a reward If any man’s work shall
be burred, he shall suffer loss  bur he fuméself shall
be saved, yet so as by fire” (I Cor m 14, 13)

Contnwing to read, we find thac chapters five and
s1¥ are concerned with the opempg of the book
sealed with seven seals. This book 13 no doubt the
boock of prophecy, and one’s thoughts are taken back
to the synagogue at Nazareth on the day that Christ
cntered 1t after His Temptation i the wilderness
(Luke 1. 16-20). To Him was delivered the book
of the prophecy of Isaiah, and, finding the 61st chap-
ter, He read, * The Spint of the Lord 15 upon Me

etc.” This passage gave m detail His earthiy
munistry, but when He came to the words ‘* and the
day of vengeance of our God ' (Isa Ix1i 2), He
closed the book without reading them. He had not
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come to preach the day of vengeance, but the day
of grace. Now, howerer, we see Christ about fo
open the closed book—this time to declare “* the day
of vengeance of our God ' And n the seven seals,
we see unfolding the judgmenes of God

It 1s a remarkable thing, but 1t seems that the buuk
of Revelation 1s built up upon these seven seals—
they form the central theme of the prophecy Some-
one may object that 1t s only e the sixth chapter
that we have any account of them. bLut a closer
study will reveal the fact that the seventh seal con-
tams the seven trumpets (Rev v 1, 2}, and again
that the seventh trumpet contamns the seven vials.
This wil be readily understood when we come to
e¢xamine them 1n detaill. Setting these our mn a dia-
gram, it will be quite clear that the seventh seal
really contains the seven trumpets and the seven vials

4th Sean shows us Death stalking through the
land  Probably pestilence 1z the chef cause of death
under this seal, for after great wars there invarjably
follows a period of famine and pestilence

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5th Sear gives a ghmpse at the souls of the mar-
tvts under the altar These are no doubt those whn
bhave been slain under the regime of the Beast amd
Antichnst  This passage teaches that ufter death the
souls of the saints are m hemven, for the altar men-
tioned 15 1n heaven {Rev vii 3 and 1x 13) and that
they are consuous, nor asleep as some teach—for
they arc able to cry for justice ** with a loud voice ™’

6th Sear uwshers w the day of Gud's wrath upon
the Christ-rejectors and Beast worshippers The re-
ference to sun and moon carnes us back to Joet o
30, 31 where 1t 15 prophesied that the ‘* sun shall be
turnecd into darkness, .nd the moon into blood be-
fore the great and the terrible day of the Lord come ™'
Peter too, valls attentton to the same passage 1in his
wnplanation of the curpouring of the Hoiy Spint
There s & connection secn then between the outpour-
ing of the Hoty Ghost and these signs and wonders of
the last days From these passages {and others) it
seems that God will begin to pour out His Spinit
I greater measure as this day of wrath draws near
We are seemng in these days the beginnings of this
ourpourtng—God has priviteged us to recelve a Pen-
tecostal expencnce and this very {act goes 10 prove
that the fulfiiment of this seal 15 not far distant.

Tius seal 15 but the rumbling of the distant storm—
the premonition of what s to come The seventh
seal which, as I have explained, contains both the
seven trumpets and the seien veals, fully uafolds the
day of wrath, and the storm breaks upon the heads
of the Beast worshippers.

Revelation chapter vil. 1s parenthetical It gives us
an account of the sealing of 144,000 Israehtes, who
will be protected by God during the latter part of the
Tribulation period when His judgments are poured
out  Alsa we are givern an account of a large number
of people seen by John to be in heaven ** hefore the
throne ' {Rev vu 9), who have come out of * the
great Tribulation ' (Rev, vu 14, RV.) These, as
explained 1n a former article, are apparently those
who have heen saved since the Coming of Christ for
the saints and who have been martyred for therr
testurony I that respect they are perbaps synooy-
mous with the s=ouls of the mariyrs sesn i Rev
vi 9 The special pronuse to them that they ** shall
hunger no more, netther thirst any more " perhaps
has reference to_the fact that refusing to recewve the
mark of the Beast (Rev xm 17), they were starved
tu death

Tth Spal  Rev w1 gwes the opemaog of the
Tth seal There 15 stlence for hulf an hour in heaven
and then are seen seven angels to whom arc given
seven trumpets

To summarise these, we see that they contam
judgments bearing a sumilarity to the judgments
upon Egypt  The first trumpet affects vegetation,
the second the sex, so that 2 third part of the fish
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die, the waters turning to blood

The third afiects
the spurces of drinking water so that it becomes bitter

and many die The fourth trumpet affects the sup,
moon and stars so that there is darkness ovier part
of the world The fifth, sixth and seventh trumpets
are called the ‘“ woe trumpets,”’ because they bring

woe to the wnhabiters of the earth "’ (Rev. vin 13}
‘When the fifth angel sounds, a star falls from
heaven unto the esrth (Rev 1x 1) This 15 no aguit
Satan, for Christ sawd, ** I beheld Satan as light-
aing fall from beaven ** {Luke < 18] ' To him was
given the hey of the bottomless pit ** It seems from
the words describing this judgment that they symboli-
cally represent an inrush of demon power and In-
fluence so great that men will seek death and shall
noe find 1t Thes ume of terror 1s smd to Past fine
months  The sixth trumpet brings upon the scene
an army of 200,000,000. TFossibly this also w.ll be
of demonic origm Upon the sounding of the
seventh trumpet {Rev xt 15) the four and twenty
elders say, ‘‘ thy wrath i1s come,’”” and 1in Rev xvi 1
we are givcn the pouring out of the ‘“ vials of the
wrath of God ™

Thes seventh Irempet 15 the last woe and compriges
the seven wvials The chapters that intervene {viz
chapters xu to xv ) are all parenthetical (or ““insets”’)
These vials follow in swift suscession  They are re-
muniscent too of the Egyptian judgments A
nosome and greévious sore upon men which had the
mark of the Beast™—sca becomes blood—rivers and
fountains also become blood—an nerease 10 1he sun’s
heat, perhaps a terrible drought and heat wawve are
implied—kingdom of Beast next thrown into dark-
ress—the drying up of thc River Euphrates and the
eruption of unclean spirits from the mouth of the
dragon, the beast and the false prophet—and lastly,
a great earthquake and a mughty hail-storm, the
weight of each stone of which, 1s to be a taleat [over
a hundred-weight). These are to be the judgments
of God upon the worshippers of the Beast during the
closing days of the Great Trbulation Even granung
that they may be symbolical (and considering the
hteraloess of the plagues of Foypt we have no just-
fication for denying to these plagues a similgr hiteral-
ness), yet a symbol stands for something far more
terrible than it 15 able to express  So that we see
that, dark as this world’s history has been Jm the
past, there 15 coming a time when midnight gloom
will overshadow 1t—the blackness of a Godiforsaken
earth

Thank God this will not be the end, for the
Coming of Christ will bring i the dawn of mullenial
day and peace and righteousness will reign instead
of sin, war, and bloodshed

He was cousin,
or at least kinsman, of Jesus Christ (Luke . 36}
His birth was mraculous and he had a pre-natal

people tefl us He was, a candidate for Israel's throne,
