Armageddon and the Second Stage of Christ’s Coming.

the wrath ot God agamnst the Beasr-worship-
pers (spoken of in the last articte) brings us

te the end of the Trbulation period, and we now
come¢ to consider the last great momentous events
which will usher in the Millennium

(1) At the pounng out of the sixth wmal we notice
that '* three unclean spwts like frogs come out of
the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth
of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false
prophet  For they are the spinits of devils, working
muracles, wluch go forth unto the kings of the
earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the
battic of that great day of God almighty' (Rev xvi
13, 14) This demonic influence will prepare man-
kind for one last terrible onslaught against the
God whom they have rejected and blasphemed
However, 1n 1s beginning, this final war is not
directed openly agamnst God, but will apparently
come about 1n the following fashion.

(2) Causes leading up to Armageddon

It has been already said that 1t appears from
Scripture theie will be two notable characters in the
last days of this dispensation, namely, the Beast, who
will be the head of the ten-hingdomed confederacy
composed of European nations, and the Antichrist,
who will be the False Prophet and whose sphere
seems especially to centre around Palestine, he being
accepted as the Jewish Messiah  Now, however.
there comcs upon the stage of time another character,
called Gog of the land of Magog, the Chief prince
of Meshech and Tubal (Ezekiel xxxvin 2) Accor-
ding to Young’s Concordance, the land of Magog
1~ wlentified as ancient Scythta or Tartery  Ancient
Scytiua 1s what 1s now South Russia, so 1t seems
that 1t 1s this country which 1s indicated. Meshech
15 probably what is now Moscow, and Tubal would
be the present Tobolsk

Russta will apparently be excluded from the League
of Nations above mentioned—in the hight of modern
events because of her Bolshevistic revolutionary
ideas—and wall accordingly look around for allies in
order to keep the balance of power. She will
probably find these allies in the East

Soviet War Munuster on an Alliance with China.
Berlin, Saturday, july 1lth

A Moscow message dated yesterday to a German news
agency states that M Frunse, the High Commisswner for
War for the Red Army, made a spirtted address to the
troops of a summer encampment, warning them that they
must be prepared for war with Great Britain

Frunse stated that recent happenings i China left no
doubt whatever that Great Britain intended opening hos-
tilities, and that as Russia was bound by her alllance with
China she could not stand by and waich England divide
China with Japan

The address closed with the boast that the alliance be-
tween the bear of Russia and the Chirese dragor would form
a force that could defy the entire world

Thus we see already events are moving n the
cirection 1ndicated For detades Russia has been
casting envious eyes at Egypt and India, both under
Bntish Government Politicians have spent sleepless
nights devising schemes to prevent her accomplish-
ing her designs They managed this by erecting a
bolster state, viz, Turkey, between Russia and the
South

When war broke out in 1853 between Russia and
Turkey, Britain went to Turkey’s help, not because
she had any particular love for the blood-thirsty
Turk, but because she must prevent Russia obtain-
ing free access to the south,

However, 1n these closing days, it seems that
Russia, the King of the North {Daniel x1 40}, will
come against the King of the South (that is South
of Palestine, namely Egypt), and he will ¢ enter also
into the glorious land "—Palestine {Dantel xi 41)

Before going any further, it might be as well to
ask, ‘** Who 1s the King of the South? " The term
Negeb or South had come to include all Palestine,
Arabia, Petraea and Egypt, by the time of Isaiah.
When Alexander the great cied, his kingdom was
divided berween his four generals Prolemy, one of
them, became king of the South and received Egypt,
Palestine, Cyprus and part of Syra However, the
prophecy 1n Daniel x1  although beginming with a
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wars between the

description  of the
Kings of the North, and sthe Ptolemies, Kings of
the South, yet definitely brings us to the time of the
end 1n verse 40.

That these closing verses of Daniel xi
the closing days of this Dispensation 1s shewn by

refer to

the opening verses of Danel i, which tell wus
of the time of trouble—obviously the Tribulation
—and of the resurrections, ‘‘ some to everlasting
Ife and some to shame and everlasting contempt. ’

The country that holds Egypt, Palestine and
Cyprus, will no doubt be the King of the South
mentioned 1n the passage. This country 1s at
present Britain, and indeed the British Empire em-
braces most of the Southern world, as will be seen
by the followning —Sudan, South Africa, Australa,
Hindustan, Palestine and Egypt Egypt has been

1estored by irrigation to a prosperity which the
Pharaohs never knew.
Cyprus, too, belongs to Britan It was Lord

Beaconsfield, a Jew, who first planned Britamn’s
acquisition of Cyprus with the design of mastering
the destiny of Palestme, and the island passed under
British suzerainty 1n 1878, and was annexed by
Britain 1n 1914%* Thus the stage 1s beirg rapidly
set for the last d:ama

The advancement of Russia
overflowing into Egypt (Dan
casus bell (or cause of war) The King of the
South, that s Britamn, with her ailies, the other
laingdoms of the Confederacy or League of Nations,
accordingly prepare for war

Meanwhile Russia has conquered Jerusalem

In Tsaiah x 24-34 we are apparently given the
advance of this invading host upon Jerusalem. By
1eference to a map 1t will be seen that the advance
15 from the north-east He comes to Aiath and
from thence to Migron At Michmash he lays up
his carnages—that 1s, lis stores and guns Trem-
blingly the surrounding willages look on He re-
maiwns at Nob that day and shakes tis band at
Jerusalem (Isaiah x  32).

In Zechariah xav 2 we are given an heart-rend-
ing account of the taking of the city, with the con-
sequent horrors of war Hurriedly passing on to
Egypt, Russia quickly subdues it. ** Egypt shall
not escape *’ {Dan x1 42) He obtains great booty,
but owing to bad tidings from the north and east
(possibly of the advance of the League under the
generalship of the Beast) he 1s compelled to beat a
retreat to Palestine

Somewhere about Jerusalem the opposing forces
meet, and it seems to be at this moment that Christ
appears to aid His people No doubt the godly
Jews will be crying to Jehovah for deliverance both
from the power of the Antichnist and the ferocity

the Tribulation rages on earth, the samnts are no
doubt standing before the Judgment Seat of Christ
i Heaven and then at the close of the Tribulation,
the Lord comes to earth auth His saints {Jude v )

There a.e three words i the Greelk uscd m 1es-
pect to the Lord’s Coming —

Farousia  which has the meaning of being along-
side, or personal presence, and 15 translated ‘comung *
This word 1s most generally used of the first stage of
Chnst’s Coming, and thus we see that the sery
meaning of the word employed by the Spirit of God
answers those who would make Chnst's coming to
be a spiritual one, and not the actual bodily pre-
sence of the Master

Apokalupsts meaning uncovering or revelation and
Epiphancia meaning manifestation or biightness
These last two are translated appearing, brightness,
or revelation, and are usually associated with the
second stage of Christ’s Coming At the first stage
of His Commg, probably only Christians will sce
Him, bur at the second stage, at His manifestation,
““every eye shall see Him, and they also which
prerced Him " (Rev 1 7) At the furst stage
He comes into the air (I Thess v 17}, at the
second stage His feet shall stand upon the mount
of Olives {Zech xiv 4)

(4) The armues of the Lord Turning to Rev
xix  11-21, we see a description given of the armres
of the Lord mobilising for the battle of Armaged-
don Heaven 1s opened and Chnst, clothed in a
vesture dipped i blood and seated upon a white
borse, comes forth, followed by the armies of heaven
That these are the saints, is ewvident from the fact
that they are said to be clothed with fine lmen,
white and cdlean, for in verse 8 we are told the
Bride 15 ** arrayed in fine linen, clean and white
for the fine linen is the rnighteousness of samts

No doubt angelic hosts will accompany them also

(8) 4wmageddon The meaning of this word
15 ° the hill of Megiddo * and upon examining a map,
Megiddo is seen to be situated about 50 miles north
of Jerusalem, on the edge of the Plamn of Esdraelon
This 15 an 1mmense plain, the most swmtable place
m which to decide a mighty conflict between twe
armies TPossibly the forces of the Beast and the
forces of Gog will be encamped at or near this plam
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when the monient comes for the battle to begin

However, 1t appears that the samnts will only he
onlookers and will not take part 1n the actual fight-
1mg, for we are tolid that the nations are smutten
by the sharp saord whwh goeth aut of the mouth
of Christ. No doubt by this 1s meant some super-
natural destruction which at a word from the Lord
will overtahe the armies of Gog and of the Beast

Turming once agmn to Ezeluel wovvmn and xxxs
we are todd of the destruchion of this mughty hest
In many ways this passagce 15 simular to the passagu
m Rev. xin The mstruments of thewr destruction
are pestilence and blood, so that every man’s sword
shall be agamst Ins brother (Ezek xxewin 21, 22)
The fowks of the air and the beasrs of the field are
talled together to feast upon the flesh of the slamn
{Ezelt xxxix 17-20), and the slain will be so many
that 1t will take the house of Israel seven months
to bury them (Ezek wxxxix 11-15}) Thus 1s brought
tor an end the bioody battle of Armageddon

The Beast and the Antichrist earn the unenviable
distinction of bemng *f cast alive into a lake of fire

The populace of 1lford have been somewhat
awakened by the announcement of an Elim Rewvival
Campaign mn the Town Hall While some mocked,
others asked the mteiligent question, ** What mean-
eth this® For there was certamly no small stir n
that place,’’ and desp.te the fact that the people had
fully determined that everything was done by hyp-
notistn and mesmerism, they are cramming the Town
Hall to 1ts utmost capacity, only to find themselves
in the midst of a blizzard of spiritual power.

With the aid of the Barking Crusaders—a real,
hve body of young people, out and out for God, the

students of the Elim Bible College held a Saturday
afternoon and evening open-air Gospel and announc-
ing Campaign. Durning the afternoon, the Crusaders
scoured the streets in the viciuty with handbills,
while the Students walked the busy thoroughfares

A march to the next stand
was promptly arranged, numbers of Crusaders with
sandwich boards and friends from various sources
numbering over 500 fell in behind the banner and
marcited through the principal streets  The proces-
sion caused such a sensation and attracted such a
crowd that our last open-air was the largest of them
all, and several called upon the name of the Lord

doctors with no improvement She had been treated
(among others) by Dr E T Pnhals, D O, of Bir-
mingham for two years for ostec-arthnws  When

healed on October 27th at Peniel, she walked away
unassisted and walked up 50 steps at her hotel
without any help

"Rev [ W Adams, MA, FRSL, Viar of
Wali, Lachbiel], 3t2ffs , tesufied that he had been
dewinely  healed under Pastor Stephen  Jeffreys, of
shell-shock and rupture wncurred during the War He
vouches tor many cases which were healed at Surrey

amung the needy Mexicans, There 1s no joy Like that
of leadingt men and women from sin and darkness, to
the feet of Jesus, where their burdens can be removed
and therr darkness made hght  Truly Mexico is a land
of spiritual darkness equal to that in heathtn lands-—
a land of priests and tmages, of superstition and
idolatry, where the people sit in darkness and the
shadow of death, waiting for the glorious Gospel of
cur Lord Jesus Chrst.

The time 13 near when we shall be leawing the

dear homeland to join the httle band of workers who
are labouring among the Mexicans, and who, praise

God, are continually seading home reports of numbers
o' these people bewg saved and baptised wn the Holy
Ghost  As we go fovth, we know the prayers of God's
people 1 this country wil ascend to the Throne of
Grace, that we shall be instrumentzal in bringing many
of these prectous souls into the Kmgdom—seuls for
whom Christ died, for whom He left the glornes of
heaven, that they too mught share n the joys uf
salvaton

There is a certain amount of sadness, too, as we
think of the parting with those whom we have learned
to love since our comung to the Ehm Bible College,
We do thank God for ever allowmg us to come here,
and we shall carry with us precrwus memosles of our
stay here which will never be forgotten Some ot
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the happtest times of our ftves have been spent at
the Bibie College during our traming

Our teacher, Pastor Mercer, has endeared himsell
to our hearts He has given us of his best, and we
have realised as we have sat and Listened to his lec-
tures, that we were recewing the fruits of many
years hard study ol the Word of God His sound
and logica!l teachung, togother with hus kindly advice,
will prove to be of much value in our work m the
future

Then again, as students we have been very happy
together, sharing each others joys and sorrows, each
terested 1o the other, as we were hewng equipped
for the work to which we have been called, some
tor the homeland and others of us for the regions
bevond  Wherier we may be i the days to come
we will always look back to the days of sweet fellow-
ship we spent together

It has been our prividege while here to take part
in the Elm Revival Campaigns held in difterent parts
of London dunng the past menths In this way we
have gammed real, practwal experience, and oh the
Joy of seeing the people [loching ogether to hear the
Gospel A day or so prior to the date fixed for the
commencement of the meetings, ve {the students)
would go to the distriet where the campaign was to
be beld and conduct open air meetings, and  dis-
trihute hand bulls, annnuncing the meeings

Iu this way we would get wn touch with the people,
and often we were able to speak to them about therr
souls' saliation, with good resuhts On many oo
casions we have been rewarded by seeing men and
women accept Clrst as thewr Saviour in these talks
i the open ar meetings

Some of our best open mir campaigns have been
held with the aid of the Crusaders of the Elim Hall,
Barking, numbening about 400 Al these  young
people, recently saved, and on fire for God, would
turn out, and after holding an open aur meetg in
voe place, we would tarm up m marcling order and
walk 0 wur next mecting place—perhaps  haif
a mile or so away These marches would usually be
through the main sireets on a Saturday evemng,
and it was most stnking to see four or five hundred
people marching through the lighted streets, headed

P
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by a budy policeman, behind whom loomed a huge
banner anncuncing the meetings, carried by two stal-
wart Crusaders Numbers of the Crusaders carried
sandwich boards on which wcre Scripture texts in large
letters, and on others the announcement of the meet-
mgs  Another policeman marched at the rear of the
procession  On these occaswons the traffic would le
held up until we passed, and literally thousands ot
people lined the Strects looking on as we marched
by, some following us to the open air mestings thar
were to be held As may be expected, such a novel
way of adverusingy the meetings had  the desied
eflect, for when the evenmg arerved for the meecing,
which was held in the large Town Hall hundreds
faled to gamn admuttance, so an overflow open arr
meetlng was promptly arranged onder the supei-
vision of Pastor Mercer, assisted by the students  In
this open air meeting about six persons openly de-
cided far Christ In these Revival Meetings  con-
ducted by Pastor George Jeffreys, we have seen as
many as sixty and eighty people strcam out to the
enguiry rowns to take Chrst as thesr Saviour, m oue
meeting alone

Another notable feature of these mectings 1s the
remarkable healings that contmpally take place. It
brings tears to ones eyes to witness the suflering
ones come out, their faces drawn with pamn, and
after Long prayed for go awar delivered and 1e-
cing Truly we are living i the days of the

Latter Ram,”” "and it s this Foursquare Gospid
that 13 gomg to meet the need of the hunygry =souls
Oh, thank God, for this full provision for body, soul
and spirit, that can satisfy men and women of all
claszes, rich and poor, learned and iliterate, 111 thas
country and all other countres oo The Christ who
meets our needs 1s meeting the nced of the poor
Meaicans  The tempration to  stay  here 1n the
midst of the revival fire 15 allurimg, but we feel God
would have us go to those other sheep of whom
Chrisl said, ** Them also T must brng, and  thiy
sball hear My wvoice, and there shall be one fold and
one Shepherd ' W expect to sail from London on
February 5th, next, and as we take with us precwous
memories 1o that other land, we would ask wyous
earnest prayers on our behalf.

) OTHING could be more encouraging to those
N who desire spinitual gifts than the word
which the Holy Spint uses to describe them.

It 5 charsanaie not ibe ordinary word for gifts, put
that which 15 derived from chemns {grace)—the same
word which 15 used for the *° common salvation, '
denoting that all are of free grace, without merit

God wills that every one who 1s begotten from
abrae, should have onv or more of these free gifis
Indecd every encouragement 1s given te every member
of the body. They are commanded to'‘dusire earnest-
Iy (to covet) even the greater pifts (I, Cor xn 21)
under the control of the Holy Spint (v 4) who dis-
tributes them according to His own wall (v 11)

There 15 notlung arbitrary, bowever, aboot this
distribution, nor 15 the preference given w those who
are held in hgh estcem by man, but on the con-
trary, God gwves the more abundant honour to those
members, whom we may think the less honourable
{z 23, 24) So ihat every one of us should " seck
that we may excel to the edifying {bulding up) of
the Church ' And He will determine what g.fts you
arc better fitted to usce for the profit of all

There are, however, some indications as to the
direction of our asprrations ¢ Let hom thar speabeth
in & thogue, pray that he may soterpret 7 This s
the more wmportant, hecause, apart from mterpre-
tation, the gifts of tongues cannot be used for the
ed.fying of the assembly Also in I Cor xiv 1 we
are taught that the gift of prophecy 15 of paramount
importance for the same reasin Thes, therefore,
1> a gift speaally to be desired, because of its
utihity
