By the majestic appearing of Christ and His

Samts upon white horses, the forces of the
Beast and Antichnist have been destroyed. The
world’s week of suffering and sin 15 ended and the
Sun of Righteousness has arisen with healing in His
wings, ushering m the Sabbath of rest to a weary
world  The Mulennium has dawned, bringing peacc
for uarest, ease for pain, righteousness for sin, joy
and gladness for sorrow and mourning.

THE days of the ternbie Trbulation are ended.

MILLENN UM

The word Millennrum :s not found in the Seriptures,
but 15 simply composed of two Latin words (mulle
and annwm} meaning a thousand years, and 15 given
te the period of a thousand years mentioned six
times in Rev xx 1-7 and referred to hundreds of
times throughout the Old and New Testaments. It
has been thought by sume that as God spent six
days in moulding the earth from chacs and rested
the seventh day so, creating each day as a penod of
a thousand years {*‘ one day is with the Lord as a
thousand years, and a thousand years as one day ™
(II. Peter 1 8), we may expect the world to spend
6,000 years in sorrow and traveul, and then to enjoy
a muliennism of Sabbath-rest  Although this has no
defimite Seriptural foundation other than the verse
quoted, 1t 1s quite possible that this is the Dhvine
plan, for God 1s a God of order and very often one
fvent 43 a type of a greuter one The chronology
of thi: Bible 15 admuttedly 1 the state whereby 1t 15
impossible to reckon accurately the time that has
passed over the world simce the creation of Adam and
Eve The dates given at the head of a margin Bible
are these which, according to Archtushop Ussher,
are most nearly correct. By his  reckoning 5,929
years have passed since Adam and Eve were created
This would mean that there are still 71 years before
the full 6,000 years have passed. However, there
are many who disagree with Ussher’s dates and place
the age of the present creation at a hgher figure
In all probability we are nearcr the end of the 6,000
years than is supposed.

Il Tue RESURRECTION OF THE TRIBULATION Salnts.

One of the first events of the'mullennium will be
the resurrection of the Tribulation Saints This is
said to be the first Resurrecion (Rev xx 5) It
seems evident that the first Resurrection COMprises
those who have died in Christ previous to the frst
stage of Chnst's coming, and who are raised and

caught up together with the changed living Chnstians
to meet the Lord in the aie {I. Thess v 156, 17}, and
also thosc who are martyred for Chnist during the
Trbulation These last are beheaded for the wit-
ness ol Jesus, because they will not worship the
Beasr or his image (Rev «x 4}

Regarling the resurrection of the unregenerute; st
ts smid that they 2re pot raised until the thousand
years are fimshed {Rev x~ 5)

The rmullenmum fulfils the many Secroptures that
promise to Christ the Throme of His father, David,
such as Isarah 1x 6, 7. * Unto us a child 1s born

of the increase of Mis government and peace
there shall be no end, upon the throne of David T
Thesc passages in the Old Testament which fore-
tell the glory of Messiah’s roignm were a stumbling-
block to the jews of Christ’s day. The humility, the
poverty and the shameful death of Christ all seemed
totally opposed to the Scriptural 1dea of a glorwous
reign

The Old Testament prophet often saw blended on
one horizon, a picture of the Mountam of a glorious
Kingdom, and a valley of a shameful death They
did not understand i, and Peter tells us, that they
searched dilgently when the Spint of Christ within
them  testified of the sufferings of Christ (I Peter
1 10-12)

Now we understand the reason for this seemuing
vontradiction. It 35 explaimel by the two Advents
of Chrst. We must not however attempt to spuit
ualise those Old Testament passages refernng to
Chnst’s glonous reign.  Just as those passages re-
ferring to His sufferings kave had a lters] fulfilment,
so will those passages forctclhng a glorous earthly
ragn have therr fulfilment duning the Mudlennium

The Transfiguration Scene (Matt xvi 28 to xvn.
8) was no doubt intended by Christ to be an illus-
tratton of His Millennial Kingdom, for i the last
verse of Matt xvi He says  * Venly, I say uvnto
you, there be some standing here, which shall nat
taste of death, till they sce the Son of Man commg
in His Kingdom > Immediately afterwards, we are
teld that when srx days had passed, Jesus took three
of them up the Mount and was transfigured before
them  Peter, writing afterwards, recalls the scene
and says (11 DPeter 1. 16-18): “ We . were eyve-
witnesses of His Majesty.”” In this scene then we
have, m minmature, Christ’s Millenn:al Kingdom.

toil now necessary, and thorns and thistles will no
longer disfigure the’ ground Isatah xxxv gives us
a wonde: fal preture of this Miliennial luxuriance  The
deseit will blosson like the rose—n the wilderness
shall waters break out and streams in the desert

There will be 1ncreased Light and warmth, for we
are told (Isaiah xxx 26) that ** the hght of the moon
shall be us the hght of the sun and the hght of the
sun shall b sevenfold, as the Lght of seven days,
i the day that the Lord bindeth up the breach of
H:s people ' The passage no doubt refers to the
Millennium

Upon the dumb creaton 1ts eftects will he seen ton
In Rom v 19-22 we are told that *‘‘ the whole
creation groaneth and travaileth i pam together until
now " There 15 no doubt that the dumb creation
suffers from the effects of the fall Dr, Cumming
has remarked that almost all the sounds of nature
arc m the minor key—the bleating of the sheep—the
lowing of the cattle—the moaning of the winds—the
music of the waves! Nature feels thar the curse .=
heavy upon her—cold and heavy upon het heart, and
so she gives utterance continually to her heart-ren-
dering miserere  And the poet was haunted by a
vision of pature, ‘‘ red 1n tooth and claw.”

When the Millenmium dawns, nature’s curse will
be lifted. and mn the words of Isarah x1 6-9, ** The
wolt shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall
lie down with the kd, and the calf and the young
lion and the fathng together, and a lhttle child shall
lead them They shall not hurt nor destroy in
Al Ay holy mouncam '

Upon man also the eflects of the Millenmum will
be seen  Perce will reign gnstead of war  We are
told {Ismah n 4) that men ‘' shall beat their swords
mito plowshares, and their spears mto pruning hooks
nation shall not ft up sword agamst nation, neither
shall they learn war any more ™ There will be a
lengtheming of the days of man'’s bife to that of the
days before the flood In Isamah sy 20, speaking
of the Milleanal reign of Chrest, we read ¢ There
shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old
man that hath not fAlled lus days  for the child shall
die an hundred years old, but the sinner bemmg an
hundred yeats old shall be accursed *’  The binding
of Satan for the thousand years wilt mean that man,
no longer templed to s, will enjoy the blessedness
of nghteousness  Shoula rebeion or sin appear, st
will be summartly dealt witl

There will al-o be one unnersal language spoken
over the carthh durmg thus ttrme In Zephamah 1 9,
it 15 saud that after the gathering of the nauons, 1 e,
t) Armageddon, “ Then will I turn to the people a
pure language, that they may all call upon the name
of the Lord to serve rm with one consent '’ The
qudgment at the Tower of Babel was Confuswon of
Tongues, but dul’ll’lg the Millenmium tliss curse wall
be Lifted, and one unuversal language wiil be spoken

During the Millentitum, all will know the Lord
“““They shall teach no more every man his neigh-
Lour saymg, Know the Lord for they shall
all know” me ? (Jeremiah xxv1 34)  ‘f For the
earth shall be full of the knowledge of the Lord, as the
waters cover the sea ' (Isaah x1 9}  There will be
no need for mission services and revival campaigns
then, for all will know and serve God

V Tur Surjrcts or Curist’'s Mirtoaviar Kingpoom

The subjects of Christ’s Kingdom will fall into three
classes  Frstly, the Israehtes As we have seen,
many of them will have returned to their own land
during, and prior to, the Tribulation In order to
protect them from the judgments of that terrible
period, we are told (Rev vu 2-B) thal the angel seals
144,000 of the tribes of Israel (12,000 of each tribe)
in their foreheads. Whether this number 15 onls
symbolical of a larger number or whether only that
number are sealed from the milltons of Isracl, 15 not
quite clear Possibly this number represents a faith-
ful remnant who will be protected during the dark
days of the Trnbulation. In Rev ~xiv 1 we see the
same company standing with Christ on Mount Sion
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(1 ¢, Jerusalem), having safcly passed through the
tribulation period

When Chrst returns at the second swge of Has
second advent, we are told that His appeanng will
awaken the Jews especially, and also all kindreds of
the earth, to the fact that the One they pierced was
mdeed the Messizh. Rev. 1 7 savs * Behold He
cometh with clouds, and every eye shall see Fim, and
they also which pierced Him and ali kindreds of the
earth shall wan because of Him.” Zech. xu 10 to
xut. 1 foretells the bitter sorrow and mourning of the
touse of David and the inhabatants of Jerusalem when
they see that the Oue they sent to Calvary was in-
deed their Messiah. In that day tbe fountam will
be opened to the Jews to cleanse away their sin and
uncleanness

From Ezekeel, chapters xl —bvr , 1t appears that
there will be erected at Jerusalem what s known as
the Kigdom Temple The description and size s
given in great detail in these chapters The services
duning the hMilleanium will no doubt be memorial of
the sacrifice of Calvary—similar to the Christian's
breaking of bread and poured out wine .n memary of
Chnist's death

We are told that living waters :ssuc from under
this temple (Ezek lsvvar 1) and will divide, half going
apparently 1o the Maditerranean and half flowing to
the Dead Sea (Zech mv 8) Wherever this Lfe-
giving stream goes, 1t brmgs fruitfulness Many
trees will grow on its banks (Ezek. xlvu 7) Multi-
tudes of fish will inhabif its waters (v 9} and the
Dead Sea will be healed of ns satness except for
certamn miry places (v 11).

Secondly, the Gennle Nanons These will be
those nations which wil not have gone up to war
agamst Jerusalem, ard will have therefore escaped
the destruction of the Battle of Armageddon These
are the sleep spoken of 1n Matt xxv. 34, of which
the last article spoke They will come to inhent the
Emgdom prepared by the Father. From Zech xiv
16-19, we sec that ** every one that as left of all the
nations which came agamnst Jerusalem shali even go
up from year to year to worship the King, the Lord
of hosts, and to keep the feast of Tabernacles ™’

S0 rappears that Jerusulem will become the metro-
pihs of the earth I will be the seat of Chnst's
Gosernment, and representatives at lecast will come
up yearly to give therr homage to the Lord

Thirdly, the Samis The first two classes will be
carthly people with natural bodies, hut the last class
15 composed of glonfed smnts  They wall hase
spiritual bodies  According to 1 John m 2 " It
doth not yet appear what we shall be but we know
that when He shall appear we shall be like Him,
for we shall see Thm as He 13 7

Regarding the duties of the samnts durmg  the
Miliennium, apparently they will assist Christ 1in the
government of the world We are told (Rev =xx
4] that “ they hved and reigned wath Chest a thou-
sandt years 7 This wall no doubt be the tume of the
rewards for the Christtans  In Luke s 12-27 we
are gren the parable of the nobleman (Christ) who
went mto a far country (Heaven) to receive for him-
zelf a Bingdom, and to return (the Second Comipg)
Before going, he delners talents to s servants and
upon his return he proceeds to examme them as to
the use they have made of them To one was given
2 pound and he had traded and made ten pounds -
to m was goeen fen wnes o govern  To anolher
servant was given a pound and be made five pounds .
to lim was given five cites to govern It seemns
that we are to understand from this parable the neces-
sity of using the talents God has given us for His

Just a bref word or two 1s necessary regarding
the events following the Miliennium

At the close of the thousand years, the Devil will
be loosed a hittle season This 15 probably to test
how far the nominal obedience to Christ's rule has
been from the heart No sooner 1s he loosed than
Lhe endeavours to raise a rebellion against Chrst’s
government {Rev xx 7-9) and 15 only too suceessful
Judgment by fire from neaven however quickly sub-
dues this final outburst of sin, and the Devi 15 then
once for all cast mto the lake of fire (Rev xv 10)

Then aie raised the unsaved dead These have
been m their tombs during the Millennium, but are
now gathered from the graves and from the sea,

death unto Ife ™ ({John v 24} It 1s only the
spirttually dead who stand before the White Throne.
Those who have passed from death unto Iife will not

have been laid upon Chrst

If the reader do<s not yet know that he has passed
from death unto hife, let him pause for a moment and
consiler how terrible 1t will be to stand before this
Judgment Throne of God with his sins  uaforgiven
and his name not written in the Lamb’s book of hfe
and let him accept at once the free pardon of ali
lus sis tluough Jesus Christ

After this awful Judgment Day, time ends and eter-
nity begins  The ecarth and heaven are said to flee away

I asked them to come and talk with me, and we got
down on our knees They poured out their hearts
that I might receive the anointing of the Holy Ghost

And there came a great hunger into my soul I knew
not what 1t was I began to cry as never before
The hunger increased I really felt that I did not
want to live any longer, if I could not have this
power for service I kept on crying all the ume that
God would fill me with His Spint  Well, one day
i the city of New York—oh, what a day '—I can-
not describe it, I seldom refer to 1t, it 1s almost
too sacred an experience to pame. Paul had an
expertence of which he never spoke for fourteen

vears I can say, ‘ God revealed Himself to me,
and I had such an experience of His love that
I had to ask Him to stay His hand! I went to

preaching agam The sermons were not different;
and I did not present any new truths, and yet hun-
dreds were converted [ would not be placed back
where I was before that blessed experience if you
would give me all Glasgow ’ ’—From Cur Fasthful
God, published in the year 1800
