**The man who tampers, opens a door he eannot shut.”

An Address by 8. D, GORDON

AN we have communmication with dur lozed
C ones who have died® It 1s perfectly natural
to want to have 1t. We had communication

with them, sweet and continuous—then death broke
crueliy 1, and the communication was rudely

snapped It would be unnatural not o want 1o talk
with them Can we? Not, may we, if we could?
Not that Can we?

Beath has been runming ot of late, taking peoplt
away, the usual tpll 1Immensely oeressed by the war,
viclence, disease, famune, and so tlus question s
bemyg aslked as after every great war in the past
The number of ncw books dealing with the question
has run into hundreds since the war, and the maga
zines lLikewise We have notable men whoe have
swung the tide, and 1n a way that 1s not good—one
man of them, a scientist standing high m the scien
tific world, a muan of charming presence, of real cul
ture, of deep, emonional patuze He has had great
favour everywhere, though it 1s sinking to find hus
scientific associates saying, ' Poor Lodge, if he had
used the same cihuldish metheds in his scentrfic re

searches as 1n thlis, his name would necver have
emerged from the shades of obscunty ™
Then there 1s a little mechanical device that s

bewg used very largely in this connecnion, used by
mdny laughmgly as a jolly evening cntertainment,
it has 2 strange name, tt 15 called a Oua Board,
a mongrel name, a word made vp of two words from

two entire different Ianguages, (e, French for
“ yes,”” and fo foe  yah,"” the German for °' yes
The thing will say yes to you i any language

Bring your longing, your desires, your hecart cries
to 1t in any tongue you happen to speak, 1t will say
““yes,’ ““yes ' The stnking tlang to mark 1s this,
while it 15 used so much as a bit of entertainment,
yvel mark you, 1t will not operate unless a man be-
comes passive  That 15 very signuficant He must
denut his control over s faculties in some degree,
or the thing wul not work. To demat the control
of gur faculttes 1n any degree 1s unmanly, 1t is wrong,
1t 15 a sie against a man's mental mtegnly  {rod
strengihens a man’s self-control, never lessens 1t
This thmg will not work unless one demits control
over his faculties

It 1s wadental to note that the cult of the dead
15 the underpinning of almost every religion, except
two, the Hebrew and the Chnstian The dead hand
of the past in most religions has a strangle-hold on
the hie of the present Can we have such commu-

nmeation®  Three groups say, " Yes ' Those who
behieve 1n ghosts say, ** Yes, they do come hack, and
the communication 15 uncomfortable ™ It 1s striling
how common this belief ts, even among some cul-
tured folks Then therc are the esperts n every
nation, m every generation, a group of ewvperts, the
FEnglsh word to desipnate them 15 medium, the
French dernative, clarmvoyant These experts say,
“ Yes, you can have communicatwon P There 15 a
third group, those who believe in whar s cabled
psvchical resewrch, and 1t ought to be sawd here that
there 1s a legitimate sphere of research  There are
certain faculties of our mental development that we
do not hknow much about, there 15 a realm of mental
suience not yet fully discovered or even fully ex-
plored It 1s being worked at now, the new psy-
chologist will emerge meanwhile A group among
them, not all, say, °* Yes,” and the strikuing thing
to mark 15 this  That there are responses wiuch
come from the altempt to bave communication with
our loved dead, there s no arttempt to deny. The
responses come, that 1s gquite clear  IF they come
from our loved ones, 1t 15 « It discouraging, for if
that were trve, they must have suffered a mental
collapse 10 transition

These responses come from une or more of five
sources  Some say they do come from our loved
dead Secondty, they may come from the working of
our sub-conscious or subjective mand, or the sub-
conscious  functioney of our mind  This b of
psvoclwlogy we know so lictle about  Thirdly, they
may vome through deceptive means  Fourthly, they
may come from demons, ewvil spints impersonating
our loved ones to deceive us, and fifthly, they may
come as a blend of two or more of these

For ntyself, 1T have reached three simple con-
clusions. For the last twenty-five years [ have
been digging mto this kid of thing in this country,
and on the Continent, to sahsfy my own mnd hut
with o thought of teaching I have read bools,
hstened to strange expenences, tallked with people
everywhere in these countmes for the last twenty-
five years I have pushed my researches to the very
last leghtumate limut, though I haven't gone to the
seances, as a matter of principle and conviction, 1
refuse to tread oo the devil’s terrrtory It 15 not
needful to touch pitch to know that 1t blackens your
hand; you do not need to commit adultery to find out
about qt. I refuse to touch ptch, but I have made
every Investigation and have come to three conclu-
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Farstly, human sprriry do not relwn Let
Scoondly, haunterd

swons
the brewity be the emphasis
houses, appantions and this kind of thing can be
explained without the suggestion of human spirits re-
turning  The older the country., the more frequent

this thing 15 The third rtem s this- These re-
spoONSes that come, never do come from our loved
dead. The evidence there 1s quite arrefutable  ‘They
come ether from demons, or the working of our
subjective tunsciousness, or decephron, or the Blend
of two or more of these

Yet 1 want to put i {wo parenthetical bis about
strange experiences  Chnstian folks, who have not
thought of tampering with the illegrtimate, tell me
they have been conscious of the presence of their
loved ones, who have gone, m a very real, de-
fintte way  Theie 15 alwazs an answer” When a
loved one goes, our hcarts are very tender and the
angels of God are very tender in their munistrations
The Holy Spint 1s especially tender at such a tume,
and these angelc ministrations seem to us as thoagh
it 1s our own loved ones who have come back to us
There 15 a sccond ot - Many pmes as the loved ones
near the horder of Wfe, they seem to see the loved
oncs gone before, and as they lie there they repeat
the name of someone who died, and the whole in-
ference 1s that the loved one who died before has
come back But the answer 15 this  As death draws
near and the physical life wanes, the spirit-ife often-
trmes strengthens, and the spirit wvision is open to
us In the spent world there is neither distance nor
space M T could sce with my spimt eye, I could
see my mother yonder i Jesus' presence, though
[ rught think of 3t 1n my normal thinking as thou-
sands of mies away, but 1n the spirn world I can
see without any space The one dymg sees through
what we call space, and sees plamly the faces of
loved ones yonder in Jesus' presence

But now turn to the Book  Happely we have the
Book, and I confess my ignorance of any thing
authontative cxcept from the Book There are a
long hst of passages on this subject, but T will give
just one keen passage in Deuteronomy xvin  9-14,
' There shall not be found among you anyone that
maketh s son or his daughter to pasa through the
lire, or that wseth divination, oc an observer of nmes,
of an enchanter, or a witch, or a charmer, or 2 con-
sulter with famiiar spirits, or a wizard, or a nc-
cromancer For alt that do these things are an
abormnation unto the Lord and because of these
abominations the Lord thy God doth drive them out
from before thee ' This same thing 1s used nine
times nterchaogeably, and m this, as ;m a  whole
sting of passages 1n the Book, all the pretended
commupicatwon with the dead 15 planly characterised
as *‘ devileraft >’ The teaching could not be planer.
A second bit from the book, and again a long strng
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of passuyes, one an index finger to the other, Isa.
vin 19-20, ** And when they shall say unto you, Seek
unte them that have famubar spots, and unto
wizards that peep, and that mutter should not a
people seek unto thewr God? for the living to the
dead® To the law and to the testimony: if they
speak not according to this word 1t 15 because there
15 no lght 1 them " The whole thing 15 strongly
forbedden under the severest penalty

Then the third bit to marl, listen softly, is this:
This kind of thing of getting into communmcation
with our loved dead, 1s utterly incompetent What-
ever seems to come 1S through deception, 1t 1s utter
incompetency clearly to have any communrcation with
our loved ones gone. And the fourth bit 15 this to
mark, the rcontinued tompenrg with this lond of
thing undermines 4 man’s mentality [ ran across
a little hook in London, not written from a Chnstian’s
standpoint, the man plaialy not a Christian man who
wrote 1t, and he said this, quoting roughly, after
tampering and after a struggle to get control agamn
of s mental integrity- °° The man who tampers
heve apans o door thal he cannot shat, and throuwgh
the door thete come fonl spual presences thol threolen
a man’s menial micgrity as well as fus moral fthre
I remember talking with what they call a peasant
11 Crermany, one of the common folks He was a
man of all work in a large Bible School up 1n Frank-
fort-on-Oder. Plamly he was i distress, something
troubled hum. He was humble, deferennal, modest,
gezking for help WWe knelt to pray and ancther
personahity mamfested atself  He gnashed on me
with his teeth and raged as under the control of
another distinct personalily We talked a bit,
prayed, we pleaded the blood of Jesus and the
strange, evil, foul presence had to go Then the
man sanl this ‘1 opened the door This foul
presence came 1 and I could net get red of 1t The
dangers attendwg all ths fand of thing even So
ever Lodge himself speaks of  That 15 rather
striliing 1s 1t not® I never heard a man talking about
the dangers of praying, of reading the Bible, or
hving a straight, pure, Christtan life, bave you?

** But what shall we do? ”’ you ask  You sit n
a lonely corner by a lonely fireside, and the ramn of
your grnet patters down on the roof of your heart,
I koow, bur there 15 an answer  There 1s One who
knows all ahout the grief and the tears for the loved
one gone He will come and sit in your lonely
corner and hold an umbrella over the roof of your
heart, that the tear-drops cannot patter down. Even
while they fall He will start the music a-going
Hiv Presence will be real. What do [ mean? Do
you know that the Holy Spint was sent down by
Jesus, crucified and crowned. He sent down the
Spint, His own other self, the One who swayed Him
all those human years and was in Hum as He wenr o
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the grave of Lazarus, He was the full diapason of
Jesus' life He knows every human ecxperience
He will come and sit by your side and His preserce
will be very real And if to-day, my friend yonder
who knows the sharp edge of the kmife of grief and
the pattering of the rain and the sheer lone of the cor-
ner that cannot be told, you will yield afresh to Jesus
Chirist, His Spirit will ful your surrendered heart

Good News according te Matthew

By JAMES SALTER (Congoe Evangelstic Mission)

CHAFPTER IV,

HAPTER III closes with the scene on Jordan’s
C banks, where Jesus had been declared by
John to be “ The Lamb of Gmod (John 1 29-
37), and the One Who should baptise in the Holy
Spurtt and Fwre [Matt o 11). The divine declara-
tron had been heard —* Thus 1s my beloved Son, m
whom T am well pleazed ”’ Whatever Jesus did or
did not know before, the coming of the Spint, with
tite usual *' wiston and vowce ' was to mark the com-
mencement of a new epoch in the Life of the Son of
God. From henceforward in a special way, His life
was to be the will of God, and His meat and dnnk
the word of God. In fact, it 15 intended by God
that all who receive the Spirtt should know no other
condition than this

There appears to be a divine method m the fact
that the devil's fiercest onslaughts wsually come to
us 1mmediately following our times of richest bles-
sing. These onsluughts, of met in the power of the
Spirit, serve as ballast to balance us, as tests where
we may trumph, and play the part of the foot n
the ** pressmg down und shaking together ™ process,
for God to give the runming over measure.

With the manifestation of a personal Saviour we
get a personal Satan, with a personal Debverer. a
personal destroyer; with a personal God, a personal
devil The ‘‘last Adam '’ met the tempter in a

of the first Adam
