In a very short space of time the merchant was
ccated by the warm stove, and cheerfully supphed
with all that he needed after his cold and trying

The Philosophy of Prayer

PrAYER may be dealt with under three heads, viz —
(1) The Why of Prayer
(2) The How of Prayer.
(3) The When of Prayer.

(1) Tue WHy or Praver

HERE seems to be at first sight, something
I strangely inconsistent about prayer, for if as
we are told, our Heavenly Father knows what
we have need of before we ask, why should it be
necessary to ‘‘ make our wants and wishes known
a~ we say we do? There are many reasons for this
God has definitely commanded 1t After making
lus great promises to the House of Israel, He says,
“I will yet for this be enquired of, to do 1t for them
““Ye have not because ye ask not,”’ but ‘‘ every
one that asketh, receiveth ’’ There s evidently a
needs-bz both for prayer and farth which 1s above the
common understanding TFor of the town of Naza-
reth, we read, that He could not do many mghty
works there because of their unbelief So that our
faith enables God We are also in the position . f
aliecns on the earth, strangers and foreigners and
pilgrims  Those who are cnergized by the prince ot
the power of the air are the subjects of the Prince of
this world Tt 15 to another Government that we ap-
peal 1n prayer, just as a citizen of Rome could appeal
to Cessar from any part of the world, so can the
citizens of that heavenly city, the New Jerusalem,
appeal to the Principalities and Powers 1o the Heaven-
hies over which Christ has dominton And just as
the prayer of a Briush subject, in any part of the
world to-day, would give the Home Government 1
right to intervere, and demand redress for wrorg,

Heaven enable God to act on our behalf

And we are not only subjects of the Kingdom of
God, but we are ambassadors, nay more, we our-
