which lasted for nearly an hour  The service
throughout was voud of ritual and formahty, and ali
listened ery attentnely to the preacher, who
srpped the attention with hes ol message ancl
personalily  One could hear [frequently ‘¢ Hallelu-
jah ' “ Pramse the Lord ' and ‘ Amen' ™ from
&l parts of the hall When the appeal was made,
1t was a glorious and never to be forgotten sight to
ace the people sccking the Lord, over 200 hands
wenl up at this meeting alone Praise God, the re-
vival 1s on here, over 400 souls have been saved th¢
first two weeks, and it must continue

After urgent and pressing  appedls, the Pastor
consented to cancel all other engagements to carry
on The scene of revival 15 now removed to the
Guild-hall at Devonport (two miles away), and agan
the tida! wave of blessing rolls on
