You must beware of resting your peace on your
feelings, convictions, tears, repentance, prayers,
duties, or resolutions You must begm  with re-
ceiving Christ, and not make that the termmation of
a course of fanmed preparation  Chrnist must be the
Alpha zod Omega He must be EVERYTHING 18 our
salvation ar He will be noiking, Beware lest you
fall into the common mustake of suppoming that you
will be more welcome to accept Christ if you are
brought through a terrible process of * law-work "
You are as welcome to Chnst now as you will ever
be Wan not for deeper convictions than any sin-
ner had Convictions of sin are precious, but they
Lrityr no safety, no peace, no salvation, no security,
but war and storm and trouble It 15 well toc be
awakened Mmom sleep when danger is hanging over
us, but to awalke from sleep 15 not to escape from
danger It is only to be sensihle to danger, nothing
more.

In hike manner, to be convinced of your sins is
merely to be made sensible that your soul is in dan-
ger It 15 no more It 1s nor deliverance, it teils
of no Saviour It merely tells us that we need one
Yet there are many who, when they have had deep
convictions of sin, strong terrors of the law, con-
gratulate themselves as if all were well They say,
‘* Ah, 1 have been convinced of sin! I have been
under terrors; it 15 well with me, I am safe ”  WWell
with you® Safe® Is it well with the seaman when
Lic awakes and finds his vessel gomng to preces upon
the rocks amud the fury of the whelming surge?
Does he say, ““ Ah! it is well with me; [ have secn
the flames? ”* In this way sinners are frequently led
to be content with some resting place short of the
appointed one.

this unrest s not mamfested  Newspapers, maga-

zines, travellers, all bear testimony to 1t, In every

country, there 15 a deep-seated consciousness of this
spirit of unrest among al!l classes

What 15 the cause? [t 13 in the church and 1t =
in the world It 1s in the political and in the bus-
ness domain It s in the schools and universities.
If one talks with men of affairs, business men,
scholars, working mep-~ he finds the same spint
of unrest.  Men do not atiempt to analyse it; they
simply recognise it It 15 a fever Of course this
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condition has always existed 11 some measure, be-
cause s 1s a fever *‘ There 1s no peace, saith
the Lord, to the wicked ”’ But the spint of uurest
1> intenstfied to-day. The fever registers higher
The advancement of art and science, the multipli-
capion of schools, of mnventions for ease and com-
fort, for rapd transit, have not improved the
morals of people Success 1n commercial aftairs
has brought no satisfaction to the souls of men
The roor of unrest 15 deep-seated and grows more
manifest from day to day

Is something impending, some judgment, some
catastrophe, some cataclysm? Are the times ripen-
ing for the fulfilment of the prophecy concerning
the last day? We do not know, we cannot tell, but
we are sure of the presence of UNREST, deep
seated, which seems prophetic.

We are sad over the unrest in the hearts of our
fellow men  We are filled with sorrow over the
awful judgment that awwts a wicked world, but
we are glad also that we have a God-given message
for the restless, and 1t comes from the Lips of the
God-man *‘ Come unto me and I will give you
rest,” and we could wish that we had a thousand
lwes, how gladly would we go to our fellow men
and lLft up Him wnose outstretched arms and

1s butdding, these words are very mmportant, and the
one who uses them must have <ome reasonable
claims for doing so  What then are ** these sayings
of Mme " to which Jesus refers, and have have they
« present-day application? It 1s 1n the search of
satisfactory answers to these guestions that we In-
vite our readers’ attention

As to the frst part of our questinn, we are pei-
Iictly safe, and for the time bewng, 1t will be quite
satisfactory to assume that *‘ these sayings of
Mine ' have reference primarily to the words con-
tained in chapters 5 to 7 of Matthew’s Gospel In
the Acts of the Apostles, we read that both Peter
and Stephen, by the Holy Ghost, testified that Jesus
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ont the Mount,” Jesus Chrst comes to us not as a
prophct only, but as a ** Son over His own louse
(Heb i 8)

The words of Moses, the scrvant of God, bhave a
plate 1w these chaptlers, but above them 1s heard the
vorce of the Son, dedaning those tlungs which the
Holy Ghost said ** were to be spohen atter ' (Heb
e &)\t least nme times we hear the *° master
ol the house saymg ' 1 say unto you” Now be-
vause some of these saymmgs ol Christ are 1 the

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Here we would say that it s much to be regretted
that these words of men are allowed to be printed
and bound along with, and found on the same page
as, the Word of God It 15 undoubtedly a fruitful
source of much confusion among Bible readers Qur
forefathers pard a DLig price to nd the canon of
Benprure of the apocryphal writings. Allowance
15 made for Eddyesm, Maormonism, Russelism, etc,
but how shall we excuse this evil among the Lord’s
people?  The Unush and Foreign Bible Socicty
positively refuse o publish any coples of the Serip-
tures containing men’s notes or comments In this
respact we do well to hear the Word of God *“ Every
word of God 15 pure-—Add thou not unto His words,
lest Flc reprove thee, and thou be found a lar ’
iProv  xxx 5-6}

gospel and believe, ard God which knoweth th
hearts bare them witness, giving them the Hol
Ghost even as Me did unto us and put no differess,
between us and them, punifymg therr hearts by faith
(Acts xv 7-9) To Peter were comnutted the ‘“‘Keys
of the Kingdom  and in Acts 1. he admutted Jews
and Proselytes, and i Acts x , he admetted Genkiles

But what does Paul hmmself say about 1t? In-
stead of claiming sole nghis to this revelation, e
says he became a4 mumster ** (Col 1 23), 1e, one
among  others Further, he writes of this same
mystery ** 1t 15 now revealed unto His holy apostles
and prophets by the Spirit (Eph. w8 So  we
see that Paul claims no monopoly Finally he
writes to the Romans that the *° revelation of #H
mystery, 15 now made mamifest and by the Scrip-
tures of the prophets (not I'aul’s miustry, for Paul
had not been to Rome when he wrote this—Rom
v 11) wade knowa fo all nations for the obedience
of faith ” (Rom =xv1 25, 26) Further, that as re-
gards the gospel, Paul clamed nothing for humself
which he denied to other apostles, 15 proven by his
own words v I Cor. xv, 11- ** Therefore whether
it were I or they, so we preach, and so ye believed
As w0 the Old Testament, so we find 1 the Neuw.
that although there were many mouths, there was
only one message It 1s unwise and unsettling to
place the words of Faul against those of the Lord
Jesus

MNow 1t will be helpful just here o have the festi-
mony of those who heard Jusus speak, so that w
may know what they thought of His words
Luke 1 22 we read * And all bare Him witness ane
wondered at the gractous words which proceeded ous

My commandments ** (John xiv.,18-21) ‘¢ He that
sath T know Hmm and keepeth not His command-
ments, is a liar, and the trath is not in him, for His
commandments are not grievous’ (I John u. 4; v, 3)

The last words of Christ are a2 command  Jesus,
through the Holy Ghost, gave commandments, one
of which was  “ He commanded them th.t they
should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the
promuse of the Father, which saith He, ye have
heard of me ' (Acts 1 1-4) Agawmn, the closing
words of 5t Matthew's Gospel contain what we all
know as the great world-wide command Here we
read All power 1s given to disciple Al nations, to
teach them to observe AN things whatscever I have
commanded, ANl the days (Matt xxviid, 18-20)
