The bde was runmng rapidly and pight was draw-
g on It was plam that, unless prompt assistance
be rendered, they could not hope to survive  Happuly,
they were seen from the neighbouring shore, and a
boat was immediately launched to attempt ther de-
Liverance Far the boat to approach the rock was
found to be utterly impossible, and the only alterna-
tive was to project a rope towards them from the
shore by means of a rocket, and then haul them
through the surf witun reach of the boat

After many fruitless tnals, the attempt to throw
the rope was successful  The captamn grasped 1t with
Iife-and-death tenacity, and by means of 1t a second
rope was thrown from the shcre, and one made fast
to the person of each The great waves with every
suceessive flow surged up to their feet, and then re-
ceding laid bare the broken und ragged rocks which
were spread out below It was clear that their only
way of deliverance was to spring upon the bosom of
the wave at the mnoment of its highest swell, and
thus be borne safcly over the danger and death which
slept heneath the raging hillows

The wife 1s the first to make the attempt, and s
sty ted what to do All 15 ready! The great
wave 1s seen from a distance sweeping on nearer and
nearer with magestic grandeur, At last it swells Full
at her feet “FNow! pow'!’' shouts the crew
* Spring upon the wave! '™ crles her husband with
passionate earnestness

Alas ' she trembles, hesitutes, delays only for a
mament.  But that moment proves fatal  She leaps
at Iast, but the wave has rolled by, and she falls
upon the rocks beneath, a mangled and lifeless
corpse  The ocean billows become her winding sheet,
and the restless winds moan her requem  Her hus-
band, ignotant of her fate, takes the wave at its
swell and is saved.

On Monday afternoon. Pastor George Jeffreys
gave a splendid address on Christ as the Healer of

woman who had been paratysed in the leg for fifty-
four years walked boshiy across the platform—evi-
dently perfectly healed

When the Pastor ashed those who had been divine-
ly healed to stand up, theie was a 1emarkable res-
ponse from hundreds all osvor the bulldine—a remark-
able testimony to a glorous  truth  which  this

Good News according o Matthew

By JAMES SALTER (Congoe FEvangelisiic Mission)

CHAPTER VIII. Verse 17
Divine HEALING

r I \HERE are three main divisions in chapter viu.,
namely Ihsease, Discipleship, and Demons.
As the first subject also claims the major
portion of chapter ix, we have decided to make this
article one on ‘‘ Divine Healing,' or ‘* Disease, and
Christ's attitude toward it.” We will (D.V), touch
on the other headings in later articles

The key Scripture to these two chapters is found in
the 17th verse of chapter viu. - *° Himself took our
infirmities and bare our sicknesses.”

In introducmg this article, we desue to make use
of a Iittle scriptural analogy, found in Gen. xxvi. 18:
‘' And Isaac digged again the wells of water, which
they had digged 1n the days of Abraham his father;
for the Philistines had stopped them after the death
of Abraham: and hc called their names after the
names which his father had called them.”” The last
century has witnessed the re-digging of quite a few
old scriptural wells, e g., the truth of the second
coming of the Lord Jesus, church order; especially
refative to the saints meeting for the breaking of
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bread; the truth of water baptism, and the baptism
in the Holy Spinit, evidenced by the speaking In
tongues and a holy life, etc. These have all had
to be re-dug, entailing all that that word imples

To ths st we add the truth of Divine Healing,
or ‘‘ the body for the Lord and the Lord for the
bady ** (I. Cor. vi. 13} While this truth has passed
into the experimental m the hives of many of the
Lord’s people, it 13 stll in the ‘¢ digging stage
with many others who are apparently equally sincere
We trust that we may be allowed of God to dig
out a few stones for His glory.

Unlike the Christian Scientists, we do not adopt
the paradoxical attitude of trying to get rid of a
something which, they state, has really no existence
The fact of sickness is as potent as the fact of sin.
This is proven by the daily increasing number of
hospitals, etc  Sin and sickness are often linked to-
gether in the scriptures and a conncction, directly
and 1ndirectly is strongly inferred By this we by no
means 1nfer that every sick person is so because of a
deliberate and wilful sin  This position 15 made plun
by the Lord Jesus in John ix 12  Yer sickness,
like sin, 1s both inherent and transferent

atptude toward sickness Here agam we wish to
correct an wlea crronecusly attributed to teachers of
divine henling  We netther believe nor do we teach
that Jesus Christ lived an atonung or vicarious life
but we do posmively maintain that His virgin harth
and the Iife He hived were a necessary prelude to the
deatl, He died  The scripture stself 15 guoted from
Isaiah hr 4, 5, where five times ({redemption num-
ber} the mclusive word * our *’ 1s used It was
fulfilled not in the life, but 1 the death of the Lord
Jesus ‘¢ Surely He hath borne our pams and car-
ried owr scknesses, yef we dud esteermn Him stricken,
smuttenr of God and afllcted  Bur He was wounded
for ow rtransgressions, He was bruised for our in-
quities, and the chastisement of our peave was upon
Him, and with His stripes we are healed ' It was
qute as consistent for the Lord Jesus to heal sick-
nesses and diseases befure He died. as 1t was to foe-
give sins  Jesus said; " Whether 1s 1t easier fo
say ‘ Thy sins be forgiven thee,’ or to say, ‘ Ansc
and walk ’; but that ye may know that the Son of
Man hath power on earth to forgive sins (then saith
He to the sick of the palsy) * Anse, take op thy bed,
and go unio thioe house ’ ** {Luke v, 20, 21, see alao
Luke v, 47-49, etc) Jesus could both forgive sins
and hea! sickness in view of the sacrifice which He
was born to make for even then He was the Lamb
shan from before the foundawon of the world (Rev
xm B

It 15 objected that the word ** bear ’’ or ** borne,”
as used liere, has not a substitutionary meaning, but
rather one¢ of sympathy Archbishop Trench 1s
guoted as supporiing this wdea. It s the same word
which 1s used of the ' scape goat’ m Lev =xvi
22, and throughout the Old Testament 1t has the
idea of * hearing away '’ That sympathy was in-
cluded we allow, but 1t was not the sentiment which
1s 50 often placed for sympathy. When the Lord
went to visic the sick 1t was oot to take them
flowers and fruif, but to rebuke fevers and heal
sickness

Two attitudes common with many sick people are
seen in Matt vin 1.10 Tirstly, the Lord’s will-
wngness to heal 1s guestioned, and secondly, personal
unworthiness s advanced The answer tc both
these attitudes is the benevolent, “* 1 will ” (verses
3 and 7). In sickness, as in sin, the words of the
hymn are most apt.

Let not conscience malke vou linger,
Nor of fitness fondly dream,

All the fitness He requireth
Is to feel your need of Him

Again, the attitude of a vast number of Christians
was represented by Sir Robert Anderson, when he
wrote: *f It is a matier not of opinion, but of fact,
that whereas Pentecostal gifts and evidential miracles
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hold u piunnneut place 1n the narrauve of the Acts
and w the teaching of the Epstles, written durmg
that peniod  historically  covered by the Acts, the
later Epistles are silent with respect to them. The
natural inference 1s that miracles and gifts had
ceased, and the Epistles of the Apostle Paul’s last
imprisonment give proof that this inference s nght
* In notiung am [ belnd the very chiefest apostles,”™
he declared, when appeabing to the outward signs
and wonders and rmughty deeds which wcre the our
ward credentials of his ministry {II. Cor xu 11, 18).
For God wrought spectal miracles by the hand of
Paul, so that even handkerchiefs curred from his
body brought healing to the sick {Acts xix 1R, 12)
Why then was 1t that he could not heal Epaphred tus
when he lay sick mgh unto death at his side at
Rome? How was it that at a stil later daic be
had to leave Troplumus at Mietum sick? And 2
miracle at the ¢oort of Ner. mught have shaken the
world  Never indeed was an  evidential nrracke
more needed, 1f receined beliefs and theories ahowt
meracles be true  But muracle there was noar

All 1nfidels, though they may know little else as

confined to his bed The same chapter also records
the raising of Deorcas.

Ds Campbell Morgan opposes the teaching
Divine Healing because *‘ faith 1s demanded *' for
healing. While allowing that freedom from boddy
adments was ncluded n the atonement, he says:
* One of my profoundest objections to the doctrine
of ‘ faith healing,’ as 1s often taught, 15 that it mn-
volves a doctrine of God which 1s utterly at variance
with scriprural teaching To make freedom from
suffering contingent wholly upon the exercise of
farrh, and to think of God withholding healing for
no other reason than the fraty of the sufferer's faith
15, to my mind, to come seriously near to blasphemy '
Dr Morgan’s argument applies to hell as well as
heatth, to sin as well as sickness He allows sicke
ness was dealt with by the atonement Then he
must allow that ““ all are shut up to faith ** {Gal
we 23)  Omnipotence .n the person of the Son of
God was impotent 1n the presence of unbehef (Mark
vi 5 6) ‘ Without faith it 15 impossible to please
God ’ (Heb x1 6)

Again the people who maintain that sick folks are
suffering the will of God, are fearfully inconsistent
There 1s not one of such who would not, if he couid,
exchange stckness for health The position 15 made
further itlogical by the fact of these people seeking
to drugs and doctors to get rid of the will of God

Underlymng all these objections 1s sentiment, not
scriprure, and what 1s more, they betoken a men-
tality which 1s at war with the Word of God and
divine method.

To these objections we offer the following scrip-
twes  “For [ am the Lord that healeth thee
(Esodus v 26)  He s ‘f Jehovah Ropheca "
Jehovah represents the etermity of His character
