very deeply This had created an atmosphere which
quickly evolved it feeling and friction between the
Jens and Jesus

IF'rom chapter B onward there ts a marked ** taking
of stdes, and arrangmyg of foices  As we have al-
ready seen, chapter 8 records how a * sovial out-
lan,” & " spintual outtae,” and * savage oullaws,”™
arc brought into blessing while the sclf-satisfied scribes
aie left out the words of Christ that ** many shall
come from the ¢ast and west and recline n the
Fangdom of the Heavens with Abraham and Fsaac
and Jacob, seen 10 the nhght of Mamhew's preat
feast of a great company of Publicans and smners,
alt vividly portray the breahmg dowr of Jewish
localism and emphasise the Jews' fleeting opportumty
The fact 13 now patent that the ** obd garment 7 of
setf-nightecusness which they have gone about to
catablish has got past repaining, and that the adds-
tton of a *f patch ** would only make things worse
The old skin bottles of Judaisnmt haie become too dry
and contracted for the new wine which Jesus brought,
Plaimnly the nation 15 past repatr or renewal, and only
repentance and regencratian (an smve it That Jesus
kad by word and work aroused a bitter hatred in
the hearts of the Phansees 15 only too ewident and
that “ brood of wvipers '’ began to mamfest their
venom in such expressions as ©* He casteth out demons
thiough the prince of the demons'”, thereby ascribmng
to the Son of God a biabolical connection Nazareth,
the town of Hiz chiddhood had rejected and tned to
murder Him; Gadara had deported Him  the Scribes
and Pharisees had reviled and blasphemed Him* His
brothers «lisbelieved Him, yet ‘‘ Love suffereth long
and 15 hand, 15 not easily provoked beareth
all things " He shall not be discouraged tili He

hath set judgenent in the earth  To Him the appro-
val of men was mmmaterial  He bved under the ex-
press approval of His Father

Thus far, to the close of chapter 9, the record s
of the words and works of Jesus His dwsciples
appear to have done lietle more than to bear Hum
tompany He had fulfilled the scripture ‘° Therefore
the Lord Himself shall give you a sign—A Son "
{lsauali st 14} This Son had gone about all their
ciies and villages tewching n then synagogues and
preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every
sickness and every disease amnong the people (Matt,
i 35) He had probably completed His circuir and
had caused division wherever He went He had
male many friends and seme enemies  The latter
less numerous, but more powerful than the former
While He was a ** sanctuary 7 to the many, He was
a ‘ stone of stumbling,”” especially 1o the nation’s
leaders  But with the heart of the * Good Shep-
herd,” Jesus saw the multitudes only as shepherdless
sheep and His compassion provokes acnion  His
first step 1s to pray, Himself, and He commands
His disciples to dp the same After a night of
praver the result s nrdhipheninn: The oae  sign
{Jesus) produces twelve other signs  Behold T and
the children whom the Lord hath given Me, are
for s1gns and for wonders in Israel from the Lord of
Hosts which dwelleth in Zion (Tsaah vur 18)

Out of probably a large company of disciples, Jesus
called forward to Himself twelve whom He named
Apostles  Thus we see the first and chief Aposte
choosing other twelve, that He mught send them,

evenn a5 the Father had sent Hum The title
* Apostle ’* has reference to the sending more than
the service, and to the miussion, rather than the

commission The twelve Apostles, with Judas Is-

cartot replaced by Matthias (see Acts 1, 26, 1 14,
vi 2, wher: the Holy Ghost gives jum  the twelfth
place} arc a fixed number They are the ‘“ Apostles

of the Lamb ' {Rev xxt 14} {in Luke x 1, Chr.st
made Apostles of other seventy. Other apostles
mentinned nm the MNew Testament wnclude  Bamabas
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and Paul (Acts xiv. 14); Andronicus and Junia (Rom
nv1 7); the Lord’s Brother (Gal. 1. 19); Epaphrodi-
tus (Phil, i1 25), two others (II. Cor. viu. 27) etc. An
Apostle 1s an :tinerant mussionary who breaks new
ground (Rom, xv. 20-21), lays foundation (I. Cor.
in 10): establishes and orders assemblies, and then
pushes on to new places (II. Cor. x 15, 16) The
office of Apostle 1s a permanent institution in the
Church of Jesus Christ God hath set them in the
Church (I Cor. xun 28) for the perfecting of saints,
for the work of the mimstry and for the edifying of
the body of Christ (Eph 1v 11, 12) (We are ab-
solutely agarnst some modern attempts on mass
production principle, to revise this office in the
church  We firmly believe that (God set. and never
withdrew this office We cannot alter the contents
of a vessel by a label, nor can we change the nature
of a person by the bestowal of a title. The office
of an Apostle has certain specific and necessary pre-
requisites  Its munistry requires a combination of
divinely imparted spiritual gifts )

The names of the twelve are very interesting, but
the fact that they are grven us in si1x pairs 15 even
more so especially in the hght of the fact that Jesus
sent them forth ** two by two "’ Probably the pair-
ing, as here given, 1s the order i which they went
forth It was Andrew who brought Peter to Chrnist
it was most fitting therefore that 1n his impetuosity
Peter should have one with him whose name means
““ manly.”” The * sons of thunder’ are together
and Philip who called * Bartholomew " (Nathaniel)
from under the fig tree, with the words, ‘% We
have found him, of whom Moses in the Law and the
prophets did write, Jesus of Nazareth,” 1s to have
the company of this guileless Israehite '’ For those
who have the pairing of people for Christian service
this arrangement affords a helpful study Agamn
** Two are better than one; because they have a
good reward for their labour. For if they fall, the
one will Lift up his fellow, but woe to him that 1s
alone when he falleth, for he hath not another to
help him up And 1if one prevaill against him,
two shall withstand him " (Eccles 1v. 9-12). Again
the testimony of two men 1s true (John viu, 17)

The choosing of the twelve ts further enlightening
in this respect, that although Jesus was God manifest
in the flesh and never man worked as He worked,
yet even He teaches us the necessity for co-operation,
and to be workers together with God He provides
not only for present help, but future continuance of
the work of God God usually has His Joshua ready
before He takes away Moses. but many a blessed
work of God has gone to pieces on the departure or
death of .ts founder, because hands were not laid on
the ‘‘ Joshuas ’’ beforehand Out of the calling,
choosing, couplng, and commussiomng of these
twelve has come the church of Jesus Christ To these
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twelve Christ gave authority and power over all sich-
ness, all diseases and all demons Authority may
sometunies be useless by itself, but power makes the
commussion complete. Though He knew one would
betray Him, another would deny Him with oaths
and with curses, and that all would in His bour of
trial forsake Him and flee, yet He chose and or-
dained them to bring forth fruit (John xv. 16)

The Comnussion as recorded 1 this chapter (10)
has three divisions (1) from verses 5-15, (2) werses
16-23, and (3) verses 24-42 Each division closes
with ** verily I say unto you.” The first part of this
commussion gives us the divine plan, inmated by
Jesus, and carried on by Peter and Paul and othe:s
“To the Jew first ”* So far as territory was con-
cerned, 1t was to be local and limited Samaritans
and Gentiles are excluded., That it was to be a
** home mussion ' only, 15 further emplasised by the
nature of the Apostles’ outfit They were allowed

a staft  not staves, sandals, not shoes, one, not
two coats, etc It was to be a tramming to trust the
Lord at home, before being sent farther afield They
were to go with empty purses, but full of power.
Judging trom Matt x1 1 and Luke x 1, we should
infer that they would begin in their own cittes. Thus
applies to-day to would-be witnesses We are to
begin in our ‘' Jerusalem,”” before °* the uttermost
parts of the earth '

And the Genties {or nations) The second part of
this commission plainly indicates that although the
gospel was firstly to the “ lost sheep of the house of
Israel '’ 1t was not to stop there Verse 18 mentions
governors and kings. and a ‘ testimony to Gentiles **
Like their Master, ‘‘ The Great Shepherd of the
sheep,” they were sent forth ‘“ as sheep '’ to be pru-
dent and guileless Like Him too, they were to
serve, not to be served Having freely recenved,
they were to gwe freely. Although they had a
muinistry of blessing they were counselled and
cautroned, that they would not escape persecution
Like their Lord, the sheep would be led to the
slaughter and scourgings would be the reward for
therr service If the Master of the house had beeq
btasphemed and called Beelzebub, the servants must
not expect better treatment. He who said ** the
world hateth Me *’ now declares “ and ye shall be
hated of all men for My sake ’ If Chnst, who was
the embodiment of every beatitude, was to be hounded
to death. they must expect no mercy Yet through
it all, they have only one mission and only one
message Their salutation was Peace and their say-
ing *‘ Repent '’ , one subsequent and consequent upon
the other We turn for a moment to the dispensa-
tional aspect of this commission We have seen
that the Jews have first place That the message
among them will meet with *‘ scourging m syna-
gogues >’ We see too that the testimony 1s to be
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borne to Gentiles also, and for that they are to be
delivered up.

Now we have v 23, with reference to the comng
at the ** Son of XMan ”  We believe m the personal
appearing of the Son of hlan and accept the words
of the men in white appurel which said that this
samt Jesus will come 10 just the same way as you
have seen Him going into Heaven {Acts 1. 11} Ths
precludes the idea of Wesley, Young, and Weymouth
(notes) and others, that the 23rd verse has reference
to the destruction of Jerusalem, etc  For oarsehes,
we see 1t will, without vwlence, baar both of the foliow-
Ing terpretations @ Jesus had sent the twelve befon:
Him and He was followmg them around these cities
of lsrael and in this respect they would not have
completed then crcuit before He Himself was come
or presenl with them The second 15 probably a
more aceepted interpretation It 15 char this verse is
a forecast of a time yet future, when the cities of
Israel shall hear the gospel, preparatory to the re-
turn to esurth of the Lord Jesus We place both
before the reader for prajyerful consideration  Per-
sonally, we feel the first one has much m its favous
However, one thing s plam and 1t 1s this During
the wsomony ro Israel before the crucifixion, and
durtng the tesbmony to the Gentdes, and {(if we
adopt the second of the above ideas) durnng that
period also, the message 15 one and the same. “The
Kmgdom of the Heawens s gt hend '°  {There s
ample evidence within and wilhout the scriptures,
that had Christ and His ambassadors preached a
material kingdom, there would have been a tremen-
dous response (see John vi. 15, Mark xv 6, 7, Acts
v 36, xxt 38), but thew message was peace, not
Isurrection)

Throoghout the whole of these wverses we hear
Izatah saymg, " Though Israel be not gathered, yet
shall I be glorious in the eyes of the Lord, and my
God shall be my strength And He said, ““ It 15 a
hght thing that thou shouldest be my servant to
rase up the tnbes of Jacob and to restore the pre-
served of Israel I will also give thee for a hight to
the Nations, that Thou mayest be My salvation unto
the end of the earth 7’ {Isaiah xhix 5, 6} Ruight 1o
the end, Jesus predicts persccution, but Iays no plans
for orgamsed redzhation Carrying peace, His mes-
sengers were to be met with provocation ; serving.
yet scourged, always deleated yet always victorious,
always retreartng yet always advancing, always
routed yet always prisoners, always surrendering,
yel  always overcoming “For I think that
God  hath set forth us the Apostles last, as it
were appiented unto  death, far we are made a
speclacle unto the world, and to angels and to men

Even unto this present hour we both hunger,
and thirst, and are naked, and are buffeted, and have
no certain dwelling place, and labour, working with
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our own hands, being reviled, we bless, being per-
sccuted, we sufter 1t; being defamed, we intreat:
we are made as the filth of the world, and are the
oifscouring of all thiegs unto thus day ' (I Cor o,
9-13) (Whatever some modern Aposiles may claum
a3 to Aposwlic succession, the above 15 not true of
them )

We may tahe the remainder of this chapter under
the heading of the ** Cross and its clawns >’ The
saying of Christ 1n v 38 15 arresting It 1s the
first mention of the cross, anumpaung Calvary It
15 alf the more remarkable as our Lord had naot as
yoet given a lint that He would die thus death; nor
was cructfivion as yet the Jewish mode of capital
punshment.  Undoubtedly the heart of Jesus was al-
ready fixed, as was that of rehgious Israel. The
question the disciple has to face 1s self-saving, or
self-sacrifice  Fear, family and foes, all come mn for
consideration  The claims of the Cross cause conflict.
Calvary claimed 2 whole Chost and it claims che
whole of every Chnsttan Fear hath torment, zod
here 15 hoked up with hell {Gehenna) The fearful
are placed first n the list of those who will ** have
their part in the lake which burneth with fire and
brimstone ™' {Rev. xx1. 8} This 15 called the second
death  So the one who shirks or shrinks from dy-
mg at the cross once, dies twice Fear Him, who 15
able to destroy scul and body m Hell. The Holy
Ghost says that this 15 *° everlasting  destructeon ™
fIT Thess. 1, 9) In this scripture i Matt x 28,
we have decisive proof that there 1s a hell for the
body as well as for the soul in the eternal world.
1 other words, that the torment that awaits the lost
will have elements of fear adapted to the material as
well as the spiritual part of the nature, both of which
wr are assured wlb exmst for ever

The news of these cvents spread in the nerghbour-

Ex-
ternally, everythung seemed fimshed, bui much work
remamed 1o be dome aaternally  No flooring  law,
ne platforms, no rostrum, no electric lighting, o
gas, nro seating accomunodation, no  partibons to
separate the vestries from the bapuistry, no fencing
outside i fact the budding was just “ a shell.™
The opemnng nussicn was deceded upon by  Pastor
George Jeffreys to commence the following Sunday
week  What could be done? Tne buliing  had
been erected at great cost, and 1t was felt necessary
that every pentty that could be saved should be saved

We at Last Hem have a wonderful galaxy of
skilled talent i the brothers There are carpenters
and joiners, platers, tlers, electricians, sign-writers,
engineers, fence-erectors, etc, and in wview of this it
was suggrsied that, f the wmatcnals for making
everything ready were supplied, the labour might be
forthcoming  The suggestion wus adopted, and at
the Town Hall on the Sunday an appeal was made
for this
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Tie response was amazing  The brothers turned
up the next day and severa! from the Ceatral Hall,
Cannmg Town, and from the Elm Hall, Barking,
alsp attended, they would not be left our A verv
pleasing feature was the presence of a number of
men whose wives belonged to the assembly, and who
gave their services  Some of these have smce come
tr know the Lord Jesus Christ and now worship
with us. Gilory be to God'

The work could not commence for vanious reasons
unti the Tuesday, leaving only five dd\S, or rather,
evenings—tn finish the work

On the Tuesday evening, they bruught all sorts
of tools and implements, and 133 jyards of fencing,
complete with wire, 66 stakes, and four gates went
up The weather was bad for the brothers, for ¢t
ramned heavily throughout the eveming, and although
they got wet there were compensations, for the
stakes went In more easity It made one’s heart
glow ta see our stalwart brothers (dorens of them)
with coats off, sieeves rolled up, indilferent to the in-
clement weather, working to the glory of God,
