{I) Tee Certainty or Dnviang RrvELaTION

That there ts revelation of God n nature 1s clearly
taught 1n the Word of God  * The heavens declare
the glory of the Lord and the firmament sheweth His
handy work " (Psalm =ix 1) The New Testament
teaches that the Eternal powcr and Godhead stand
revealed by Creation (Rom 1 20) But this 1s not
sufficient for man. The Apostle Paul in Romans :
makes 1t quite clear that, though men had a clear
witness to God 1n nature, this alone was not sufficient,
for how pathetic 1s it to read that mea *‘ changed the
glory of God into an image made Iike to corruptible
man and to birds, and o four-footed beasts, and
creeping things ”’ (Rom 1 23)

History indicates that there must have been a
primeval Revelation, but it got distorted and degraded,
until 1t became necessary for God to give a wrtten
Revelation, as we have 1t in His Word to-day

It 1s quite certain that man’s unaided reason has
faded to fathom God or spiritual things, as one of
old has well expressed, “ Who can by searching
find out God?

There are so many divergent views about things
that matter, the authorities are so contradictory, that
we need an authoritative statement there must be
certainty as to the great issues of hfe and death
This we have in God’'s Word

The fact that man needs Revelation and has a

capacity for such a Revelation 1s a certamnty that
should be granted Then we have the declarative
statement of inspired wnters ‘¢ Thus saith the

Lord ”’ ** He made known His ways unto Moses ”’
*“ All scripture 1s given by inspiration of God
** God spake "’

(1I) THe PROGRESSIVENESS oI RENLLATION

The Bible evolution of Revelation 1s ** first the
blade, then the ear, then the full corn.’”’ The rll
of prophecy commenced in Eden, it became a brook
11 the Pentateuch. a stream in the Prophets a mighty

t1 divers ways.”” Sometimes 1t was in dreams, as
to Jacob at Bethet, at another time 1t was in a
vision, as to Damel by the river Hiddekel Or, again,
it may be through the ecstatic utterance of the
Prophets, as exemplfied by Baalam or the Prophet
Ezeliel

In the early stages of Rewvelation, God spoke to
man’s mmagmation by symbol and parable It was
the picture book stage m the history of God’s people.
But there came a time when God could speak direct
to the reason, conscience, and heart of man

{2} There 1s a progress in matter

The first streaks of the dawn of Revelation were
recogrused quite early, the gradual nsing of the Sun
of God’s Revelation was eagerly watched until
reached its meridian splendour in the full blaze of
the Bght of the Sun of Righteousness, our Lord
Jesus

Men saw 1in God a King, then they recognised in
Him a Holy Being who loved mercy, But eventually
in the face of Jesus Christ men saw that He was a
beneficent Father

Moses could say, *‘ Holy 1s the Lord '*; Isaiah
and Amos could say, ‘' God is Righteous ’’; but
after Bethlehem and Calvary, John could say, ¢ God
15 love.”

It was God who spake by the Prophets
the same God who spake by His Son

(1) There 1s a special need to stress tlus point
just now, for men describe the utterances of the
Prophets us being simply the deepest feelings of re-
ligious genius. Distingwshed Divines, declare thar
the difference between the mspiration of Shakespeare
and that of Isaiah 1s simply a matter of degree and not
m lond Milton and Bunyan  possessed  religious
gemius te A very remarkable degree, but they never
claimed a hike wsprration o Bible wnirees

(2) We are sometimes told that 1t 1s the New
Tesiunment that maiters, we can afford 1o 1gnore the
Old Testament But the Bible 1s an orgamc whole
The real mtroduction te the Mew Testament 13 the
Old Testament, the best explanation of the Old Tes-
tament 15 the New Testament You will find that
the Prophers cite the Pentateuch, that the New Testa-
ment wnters cite the Books of Moses, the Psalms,
and the Prophetzs  The whole Bihle 15 a consistent
whaole witnessing to one True God and a great re-
demptive undertaking or bebalf of mankund.

(3) It 15 God who spake by the Prophets, it :s
God who spake by His Son  The Light of Revels-
tton 15 the same quahty, bul it 15 the light reflectors
that differ The Psalnust was hke a torch tlumina-
ting the darkness of his time  Moszes was a burmung
sush for God The Prophet lsaiah was a beacon
Yight 1 his age  Bur the Lord Jesus was the full
blaze of the perfect day The hght of truth was the
wame, bul the humar glass through whech the truth
was viewed dufered considerably. Jt was the samo
glortous Light, but the human glass had different
aegrees of clearncss  John the Baptist is described
zs “‘a burming and shining hight,”" but the Gospel says
ef John * He was not that light, but was =sent to
bear witness of that light.”

There were brilliant stars in the firmament of Reve-
lation, of different magmtude, but our Lord 1s the
Sun of Righteousness, The Light of the World. Then

Who would have believed our report? And to
whom hath the arm of the Lord been revealed? For
he shot wp right forth as a saphng, and as a root
out of 4 dry ground, he had no form nor comeliness,
that we should look upor him, nor beauty that we
should delight in him  He was despised, and for-
saken of men, a man of pams, and acquainted with
disease, and as one from whom men hide their face
he was desprsedd, and we esteermed him not  Surely
our diseases he id bear, and our pams he carried,
whereas we did esteemn him strichen, smutten of God,
and afilicred  But he was wuunded because of our
transgressions, he was  crushed because of our
miquities  the chastisement of our welfare was upon
him, and with his stripes we were healed. All we
like sheep dul go astray, we turned every one to his
own way, and the Lord hath made to light on him
the mquity of us all. He was oppressed, though
he humbled himself and opened not his mouth; as
A lamb that 15 led to the slaughter, and as a sheep
that before her shearers s dumb, yea, he opened not

his mouth "’ And at the 12th verse, ‘‘ He bared
his soul unto death, and was numbered with the
transgressors; yet he bure the sin of many, and
made intercession for the transgressors ™

By referring to almost any famuiar commentary on

Isatah, we find that the words translated in the
Authorised Version of Ismah i 3, 4 as *‘ griefs
and * sorrows "’ should be rendered * sickness
and '* pain ' respectively, and 1t 15 well to pomnt ths
out when teachmng from this chapter The transla-
tion .n Matthew vin. 17 s much better. ** Himself
took our wnfirmities and bear our sicknesses.” Dr
A B. Simpson says that 1t mught be cranslated,
‘* Surely he hath borne away our sicknesses and cz--
ried away our pams.”’
The words which are translated *‘ bear ™ and
carry '* denote, not merely sympathy, but actual
substitution and the removal of the thing borne
Note that the ancient prophet, speaking as he was
moved by the Holy Ghost, about 70O vears before the
coming of the Messiah, saw Him first as the Great
Physician, and second, dying on the cross as the all-
sufficient Sacrifice, which was literally fulfilled Note
that we are told in the eighth chapter of Matthew
that He healed all that came to Him in order that it
mght be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet
[saiah, not that He mught prove His deity to His
enemies, not primarily for this purpose at least, but 1n
order that He rmight be absolutely true to the Word
of God concermng Him Had He failed to do so,
He would have been untrue to His own character as
depicted by the pen of diving inspiration

If He did not heal tust the same to-day, He would
not be ' Jesus Chnist, the same, yesterday, to-day,
and forever ©’ His commg had to be in all respects
according to the Scriptures His work to-day has to
be ‘“ according to the Scriptures,” for the Scriptures
carrot be broken He did not heal occasionally, but
constantly He did not select special persons as re-
cipients of His bounty 1n thrs respect, but healed all
that came unto Him—that 1s, all who came the way
laid down in God’s Word, the way of faith in the
Lamb of God— ** According to your faith be it unto
you "’

In the eighth chapter of Matthew we have first the
healing of the leper, who followed Him when He
came down from the mount afier laying down the
constitution and laws of the kingdom in the Sermon
on the Mount He was dealt with as one under the
law of Moses and was told to shew himself to the
priests for examination, and to offer the accustomed
sacrifice.

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Second, the centurion, a Gentile, who was given no
such instructions, but was granted healing 1n answer
0 his implicit reliance on the WORD ONLY. Third,
Peter’s wife’s mother, quite a different case from both
of the preceding, and, lest it should be thought that
these were special cases, we have 1n the 16th, 17th,
and 1Bth verses, the healing of the ** many,”’ and the
“all ’ that were sick  They waited till the even to
aring therr sick.

You will note from the account in Mark’s gospel,
that this was the sabbath day (Mark . 21-34): and
that was the reason why the people waited until six
n'clock., when the sabbath was over The devil had
succeeded n persuading them that healing was a sec-
alar matter, that therr bodies were to be handed over
to secular treatment, that it was not rnight to be
1ealed on the sabbath. Notice how, later, Jesus made

In every age the samts of God have em-
phasised the mmportance of waiting upon God mn
stlence-—not only an outward sience of the body, but
also an inward silence of the mind
Robert Barclay mn his ‘‘ Apology,”’ A.D. 1675,
thus speaks of the meetings of the Early Friends or
** Quakers ”’ ' Divers meetings have passed

and yet our souls have been greatly refreshed and
edfied, and our hearts wonderfully overcome with the
secret sense of God’s power and Spirit, which, unth-
out words, have been munistered from one vessel to
another  ** Each made 1t his work to retire inwardly
to the measure of grace in themselves, not being only
silent as to words, but even abstaining from all their
own thoughts, imaginations and desires.” *‘ Qur
worlk and worship 15, when we meet together, for
everyone to watch and wait upon God in themselves
and to be gathered from all visible hereunto.”” Thus
being jowned, spirit to spirit and ‘* meeting together
not only outwardly in one place but mnwardly

In One SpiriT
and 1n one Name of Jesus, which 1s His power and
virtue, the power hath oftentimes laid hold even upon
our adversaries and made them yield unto us and
join wiath us and confess to the truth, before they had
any distinct knowledge of our doctrine, so that some-
times

have been convinced, and the power would sometimes
reach unto and wonderfully work in little children to
the admiration and astomishment of many.”

In these days it 1s impossible that all our pubhlc

Madame Guyon thus speaks of this silent com-
munion of the Spirit: ‘“‘All those who are my trie
chiddren are drawn in their minds at once to continue
in silence when with me, and I have the like tendency
to impart to them, in silence, what God gives me for
them.

The crowds of people seried only to draw me into
deeper religious recoliection  The noise of the streets
only augmented my inward prayer '’ Her friend,
Archbishop Fenelon, also demonstiates the essentiality
of inward silence to true mspiration *“We are always
mnspired,”’ he says “‘but we 1ncessantly stifle the in-
spiration  God does not cease to speak, but the noise

John
had seen Jesus Chnst without the miracles He had
seen Him with the Holy Spirit descending upon Him
But he had not seen Him work miracles And to-
duy, as God's Sprat 13 bewng outpoured, Fus people
are saying, " Art Thou He, the real Holy Sprit,
the same who camec to the apostles, or do we look
for another? ” The answer is the same to-day as
Christ gave of old, ** Go and shew . . thosc things
wlich you do hear and see, the blind receve their
sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are cleansed,
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and the deaf hear, the dead are smsed uwp, and the
poor have the gospel preached o them ™

The anointing which jesus Christ had, fitted Him
to do the works of His Father  The anointing which
the children of God have received, has commenced
to fit them, and the Holy Spirit wull continue foe
work of Atting them to do the works of the Fath

If John had been out of prson and hud seen what
Christ was doing, he never would have doubted
Ash the Lord Jesus to deliver you from the prison of
nabelicf and doubt, and jyou will hear Him  say,
“Yenly, wvenily, I ~r3 unto jou, He that belies b
on MMe, the works that I do shall he do also, and
greeater works than these shali be do ** (John xiv 123
Jolin was cul oft i his prime, but jesus Christ s

Satan hath desired to have you, that he may sitt

These examples 1n the Word are for oudr encourayc-
ment He who ever liveth to make intercession says,
“ [ have prayed for thee that thy faith fail not,”" that
we may have faith for the gicater works that wll
bring glory to God  He cun raise up Peters, ome
hendred and twentees, ond great companes Have
faith 1in God and His Word

Justin Martyr, who Ined in the second centuy,
satd to the Jew Trypha, '° If you want proof that
the Spirit of God, who once was with your people,
has left you and come to us, come into our assem-
blies, and there you shall see Him cast oat demons,
and heal the sick, and hear Him speak in tongues
and prophesy '’ Ireneus, Tertulian, Origen, Cyproan,
all unmstakably prove that the Holy Ghost et
spake ard acted among them Theoderet, in his
account of the Council of Nice, mentions the names
of several of the hishops who possessed the gifts and
the Smrit of prophecy Dir. Waterland says, ""There
are successive evidences of them down to the age of
Constantine  Milner, also, ‘‘ Certainly in the third
century the age of miracles had not ceased ”” Snce
this is the case what are we to say to the oft-re-
peated staternent, that supernatural and mraculous
grfts ceased with the twelve Apostles?

E ure hving m a wonderful age, n which
‘;‘/ science 15 advancig to such an extent that
we are surrounded with things which
wiuld hayve staggered our parents Remarkable dis-
corverses  strifong invenbions, amazing  desvelopments
are taking place on every hand  And yet 1n the mudst
of all this we find a strange ignorance of and in-
difterence to the marvellous power of the Gospel of
Christ  How credulous we can become 1egarding the
siatements of sucnce—statements wioch we have bat
iuttle, of any, vpportunity of venfymg, and yet when
it come~ to the muraculous claums of the Gospel we
are astounded thereby. ° How can these things
bhe ™ e the words often found on the tps of those
who ar. asked to believe in the wonder-working
power of the Gospel Men wo-day are glorying n the
gemonsirabion of tiewr discoveres; God 1s also willing
and waiting to display His muraculous power 1 His
Church on earth
Even a cursory perusal of the New Testament nar-
rative 15 sufficient to reveal that the mmstry of the
Muster and His 1mmediate successors was  pre-
epunently maraculous  There 15 a stream of super-
naturd] sgns Aowing throughout the Gospels and the
Acts  The clums of Chnist and those who were ap-
pomted 10 escablish His Clhurch were supported and
substantiated by mamfold muraculous esvwdences
Chrst promised  that the works which He had
wrought should be surpassed in the mimstry of those
who followed Him  That this pledge was wonder-
fully redeemed in the lives of the men who laid the
foundation of the Christan Church s proved by the
mspired record of Mark, who declared that ** they
went forth, and preached cverywhere, the Lord work-
g with them, and confirming the word with signs
followeg ' [Marl xwi 20). 1he Church of Jesus
Chnst was born amid miraculous inAuences, and we
have every reason to believe that in its continuation
and completion it should proceed along sumilar lmes
The * cloven tongues of fire,” the ' mighty rushing
wind,” and the utterance o * other tongues ' were
not the halluemanons of disordered maginations
The Chnstian Church of the first century was charac-
terized by the supernatural, and thus to a large degree
she was distimguished from the various forms of
religion around her. These striking supernatural
signs were the heavenly confirmation of human testi-
mony , the seal of the skies upon the service of earth
And here it 15 that the experience of the Now Teas-
tament Church and that of the modern Church are

found v striking antithesis We are faced with the
fact of an alurming  dabsence of the supernatural o
the present-day timstry of the Chrstian  Church
Tie element of awe and woncer has disappeared al-
most  enbircly . One sery  mmportant  conSwdeczbion
which arises from this contemplation ts the following
‘What 15 responaible for the disappearonce of the mira-
culous? TIs 1t according to the Divine plan® Dhd
God ntend to maugurate His Church with super-
natural segns, grving i, so to speak, a mirsconlous
send-off, only cventually to wiathdraw these remark-
able proofs of His pleasure and presence® On the
other hand, 1s some hostile power responsible for the
departure of these Apostolic signs and wonders? Is
it owing to loss of spinitual vision and lack of fath
that the Church has been sliorn of the supernatural?
In answermng questinns like these, 01s vam to argue
on the assumption that the absence of the muraculous
clement 1n the life of the Church to-day is presumpe
tive evidence that the Divine methods of working are
changed  The Word of God renders tlns a posttion
difficutr to defenc

And here the questiom anses, bas the Apostolic
commissien ever been mscinded®  In the absence of
any scriptural proof of its alteration or annulment,
we can only conclude that it 1s still authoritative  An
examunation of this commission reveals the prom-
ncnce of the miraculous  No less than five distinet
things zre mentioned o the aspired duratogoe of
mrraculous pravFestations which were o accompany

therr mimstey, viz, ‘‘ In My name shall they cast
out demons’, ‘‘they shall speak with new tongucs’ ;
** they shall take up serpents ', *‘ if they drink any

dezdly thing, 1t shall not hurt them ', ‘' they shall
lay hands on the sick, and they shall recovver 7 VWe
meght well enguere, what s the Church doing with
this five-fold promese® It stll remains upon the
Divine statute book Does 1t not stund as an indict-
ment against the unbelief of God's people? 1s it not
a challenge to Christians of the twentieth century?
Why, here 15 a weapon which God would fam put
mto our hands to combat the awful agnosticism and
modernism of these times.

If we may regard these words in Mark's Gospel
as & scriptural standard wherchy we may recognize
faith, then we are tempted to ask, * pray, where are
the real believers? >’ The promise 15 most emphatic !
** These signs shall follow them #hat beltena 1 ' Alas,
we so often appruach such a promise as this in a
spirit of doubt, and we fearfully enquire, ** will these
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signs follow them that believe? > Are not the ever-
increasing pumber of miracles 1o the lives of God's
people in these days a very convincing proof of the
mingd of God in the matter® Would God respond to
the fawch of His people, as He ewidently 15 doing, of
the miraculous belonged to another period?

A careful and prayerful perusal of Paul’s Epistles
reveals that he regarded the muraculous manifesta-
wons and Gafts of the Holy Ghost as essential to
the prosecution of the Divine purpose 1n the building
up of the Bedy of Cheoist. That that Body 1s not
yet complete is clear, and therefore whilst the work
of development continues, surely we cannot afford to
cispense with rthese vital factors in .ts formation
‘We submut that the restoration of the Gafts of the
Holy Ghost to the Church and the mumstry of the
muracudous which would inevitably follow would re-
sult 1 the re-filling of many of our buildings and
once more call the attention of the- world to the
gerrous consuderation of the subject of salvation, to
which at the present tume, they are largely indifferent.
The muracles supphied a rich contnbution towards the
expansion of the Chuarch in s earliest days; s
muraculous exploits demanded attention, the witness
of the supernatural couid not be silenced

It 1s most significant the use that Satan 1s making
of the supernatural in the prosecution of his plans
Spiritism 1s able tu produce remarkable results in the
reatmn of the supernatural The dewil realizes ita
value for the purposc of propaganda So many godly
peaple on this account have a dread of the exceptional
They say, ' We had better steer clear of it altogether
lest perchance it 18 Satanie ' They averlook the fact
that God has prowided His people with  scriptural
tests by wluch they may at once discern the spurnous
supernatural and so avoid the snare of Satan 1n this
direcetinn

The outpouring of the Holy Ghost on the Day of
Pentecost and i His subsequent effusions was ac-
companied by supernatural phenomena—the advent of
the Holy Ghost meant the multiplication of miracles
Many years afterwards we find the Apostles speaking
of the existence 1o the Church of such remarkable
Gifts as the ‘' worlung of miracles,” prophecy, dis-
cerning of spints, divers kinds of tongues, and the
mierpretation of toogwees **  Does the organized
Church of to-day possess these Gifts? Are they in
ope-ation? Alas, we seelk them but m vamm'! On
the other hand we discover that they are prohibited
and the very people who possess them are proscribed
We wonder who has been authorised te eliminate
these things of God from the Church Furthermore
we find the Apostle cxhorting his followers to seek
and not to shun spiritual gifts,

One of the miraculous phases of the Gospel which
perhaps is engaging the attention of the Chureh at
the present bime more than any other is that of

““VW'
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Divine Healing. A very popular

musconception  of
the Gospel 1s that the Divine provision in redemption
1+ confined to man’s spiritual needs, that when Christ
died 1t was solely to effect our spiritual emancipation

from the bondage of sin  We cannot close our eycs
t> the fact that every part of man’s being was in-
volved in the Fall. Though possibly in the primary
sense 1t was a sgpinitual dowafall, vet Adam’s over-
throw admitted the Enemy to his body, so that the
Fail has its physical phase, the body at once became
the target of the Tempter, and it was probably 1n
the body that the effects of s sowa became ewident
Can we concetve that Chnst’s redemption 15 less com-
prehensive and far reaching in 1ts result than that of
the Fall® If the body through sin has become a
sphere in which sin and sickness display themselves,
15 1t not reasonable to believe that the body of the
regencrated one should become the sphere in whicl
God will also reveal His glorious puwer® It would
appear that to some extent, the body has become the
battle-ground ’'twixt Chrst and Satan. Paul appre-
hended the value of the human body as a channel of
manifestation when he said “that the Lfe also of Jesus
might be revealed in this mortal body > Then again
we must not forget that the body 1s intended to be
the tempte of the Holy Ghost. Surely God does not
want 1t to be the seat of sickness! Christ came * to
destroy the works of the Devd —w.th many of ux
perhaps this 1s a fact in our mmd, but God wants to
make 1t a force 1n our experience ‘We dwell in a
dispensation of death, the Lord proposes to pour int»
our bodies His own glorious resurrection energy
Almost invaniably when the Master approaches sick-
ness 1n the New Testarnent He treats it as an enemy
Repeatedly we find Him laying the axe of truth to the

root of sickness and 1n so doing discloses 1ts source
as Satanic

We rejuice that many of the Lord’s people are
awaking to the precious hertage of heaith and heal-
ing which s ther's in Christ, and consequently hun-
dreds are putting to the proof the promises and being
wonderfully delivered from disease And we are
happy tv observe that wherever healing actually takes
place, souls are saved, and that in goodly numbers
We read that down mn Samana the people ** wath
one accord gave heed ' 1o the preaching of Phulip
because they heard and saw the  miracles which he
wrought.””  This reveals the utihity of the muraculous
in the propogation of the Calvary Evangel It is
sometimes argued that the salvation of the soul s
of more consequence than the healing of the body—
with this we do not disagree, but We find that the
latter leads to the fortmer, and frequently the heal-
g of one body results in the salvation of scores of
souls  Divine Heabng s one of God's miraculons
means to a miraculous end He touches the body in
order to capture the soul To attempt to dworce the
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one from the other 15 unwise. When the Charch re-
pudiates the remarkuble she, to a great extent, misses
her mission

The motivity, and sometunes, even the mentality
of thuse who seek the restoration of the Gifts of the
Huoly Chast to the Church, 15 called 1n gquestion—they
are charged with a desire for display-—they are told
that they haive succumbed to the spell of the specta-
cular

How 15 1t that to-day we meet with such an aver-
srun tir aoything outsule the ordinary on religion? I
i cannot wome withn the compass of human com-
prehension ot 15 counted as counterfeit, if 1t exceeds
the measure of man’s mind it is looked upon with
mistrust  * I cannot understand 1t, therefore it must
b of the Mawil 7 s the illogical conclusion of some
O ' seemny that our creed makes no provision for
the muraculouws, then we cannot accept 1t Such
concluskns resemble those of the onlookers on the

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Bay of Pentecost who said, '* these men are full of
new wine *’  How gladly would Ged invest His church
with all the precious Cufts of the Holy Ghost if she
would only open her doors to them, and then ance
more the Gospel would come amongst His people
“unth power and gramd results

It 15 not our purpose e this Boef arucle o wrie
at length upon the various Guifts of the Holy Ghost
and their respective function wn the Church, but we
would 1n closing call the attention of our readers to
the fact that there are nine blessed spiritual endow-
ments which should be i operatwn  amongst  the
Lord's people, and we woald invite you dear fnend
to imvestigate these things and see whether God has
not somewhat to say to thee upon the mutter  That
