had told John how Chrst had,- by a word, healed
the centurion’s servant; how He had stopped the
funeral procession at the gate of the cty of Nan
and had rarsed the corpse to Life  How a fear had
eome on all the people and they were glonlymg God
that He had again visited His people and sent a
piophct among them Al this stirred Jobhn But
the disciples were not the only wvisiters which John
had The evidence infers very strongly that the
deail alen visited hum He was in the dark with
neither voice nor vision to cheer him  The seed of
doubt was sown o his soul, and 1ts twin oflspring
discouragement and darkness, was soon manifested
Poseph knew God was with him m the pnisen as
much as in the palace, and God made him 10 prosper
tn both places When Faul was in prison he could
say ‘““ The Lord stood by me and said, “ Be of
good cheer, Paul ” (Acts wxin 11), and Peter could

came, said ‘It 15 envugh, now O Lord rake away
my hfe ” He who had turned a nation to God, flees
at the vowe of a Jezebel

Some time ago we were wgihing an assembly in the
state of New Jersey, U.5 4. The work had grown
and a lovely hall had been built and pard for At
the time of our arrival the pastor was undergoing n
tume of discouragement. As we talked the followmng
dream was related —

A person found himsclf among a great crowd of
people at an auction sale Displayed to the view of
intending purchasers was a tremendous assortment of
implements of all sizes and shapes On enquiry the
person was Informed that Satan had ceased husiness
and was selling off all his tools One mstrument
was the object of much curwosity and comment, It
was a long, strong, wedge-shaped tool, and the high-
est price was asked for 1t In reply to questions as
to s use, and why such a high figure was asked,
Satan replied, ** I call that instrument discourage-
smeat, and use it more than any other tool 7

The narration of this hroaght os to our knees fo
thank God for an increased knowledge of the dewnil’s
deviees, and we rose to our feet determined hy the
grace of (zod to add to our faith, courage (II Peter
I 5)

‘“ Art thou He that should come or look we for
another? "' John's disciples ask To this Jesus an-
swers, not in word, but in work * For the works
which the Father hath given me to finush, the same
works that [ do, bear witness of Me, that the Father
hath sent me ™ {John v 36} *' The lame walk bhnd
see, deaf hear, dead are raised, and the poor have
the Gospel preached.”  How cagerly John would
listen to all this, and his mind flash back to the
Messiamie prophecies of Isailah  He would wait for,
“to bring out the prisoners from the prison, and them
that sit in darkness out of the prison house '’ (Isaiah
=it T), but it was oot uttered  [hd He not say any-
tlhuing zbout operung prnison doors? Mo, they woald
have to acknowledge, but He sard this "' And blessed
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15 he, whosoever 12 not stumbled 1n Me” It was
Jonn s dark moment, and he entered etermty very
shortly after but he went with the words of Jesus
noging 1 his ears, ‘* Blessed 15 he, whosoever s
not stumbled in Me.”” WE know God dwells in thick
darkness as much as hght, we know we may stay
upon the pame of the Lord in our durkness, and we
know also, which John did not, the personal pos-
session of the °° Paraclete,’”’ the Holy Spirit, Who
can turn pnson bfe into a prayer and praise meeting,
and transhgure a life, until from within sight of its
own butchery, 1t can write ** Rejoice evermore,’” and
** henceforth there 15 laid up for me a crown of
righteousness 7 Both the Ife and death of Jesus
cut cross-gramncd to human cxpectation, and at
aumes we all necd the exhortaton, *' For ve have
need of patience, that, aefter ye have done the will
of God, ye mught receive the promise ’ (Heb x 36)

God 15 put a flatterer, but e never vet let one
of His children Jie for want of a word of encourage-
ment, and before the head of John was cut off, to
meet the pleasure and passion of a  prostilute
Herodias—another Jezebel,~—his heart had been em-
balmed in a word, and that word the highest humans
can merit from the Son of God—'* Blessed ™

given With John, the law ceased, and with John
the Kingdom of the Heavens began to be preached
That, even at that time (the time of John}, the king-
dom of the Heavens was mn some way existent, 15
prover by the words of Christ who saith, * But
from the days of John the Baptist umijl pow the
Kingdom of the Heavens suffereth violence, and the
viplent take it by force ”’ That a new era began with
John 1s certain from thesc verses. See also first
chaprer of Mark’s Gospel, where John 1s placed at
the beginnung of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, the Son
of God (Mark 1+ 1.4)

Twis 1s Evrias These words, coming from the
Son of God, who 15 the ** Truth,”’ must be final.
He was not a rancarnation of Eljah, but he was the
foretold comung Eljah of Malachi’s prophecy *° He
shall go before Him (Jesus) in the spiric and power
of Elas " (Luke } 17} He was not the Llgah of
Carmel, but Eljah, Christ’s forerunner, and neither
the reception nor the rejection of his testimony al-
tered that fact °° He that hath ears to hear, let
him hear,*’

ConcrrNING THis GeneraTION It 15 only as we
understand gomewhat of the nature of the people of
‘* this generation ’’ among whom Jesus moved, that
we are In & measure able to accounr for the apparent
harshacss of some of His cxpressions. It is called
an " ewd, sinful, wicked, falhless, perverse, adulter-
ous '’ generation In these verses, 16-19, ** this
geaeration *' is likened to petted children at play.
They want the dance when they choose to pipe, and

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the mournimg and lamentztion of others to play chovus
to their solo. They wanted both John and Jesus to
dance time and tune to thewr music. Ther own
hearts were out of touch, tune, apd tuns, with God
and heaven. John's fasting did not please them, nor
hid Jesus' feasting  The first had a ** demon ™ and
the second was “ a man gluitonous and a  wane-
bibber, a friend of publicans and smners’ They
found fault with John's austenty and also with Jesus’
anuability Newther funeral sadness nor  weddug
festivities pleased them. They positively refused
God’s way, whether presented in rags o1 royalt,

ConcErning THE C1miES Then, By this time Jolin
Baptist had been beheaded and Jesus and His
Apostles had completed their circuit of the cities The
Aposiles declared to Jesus the result of ther testi-
mony and this, with the outcome of His own ex-
perience m ‘' their cities,” was responsible for the
judgment declared 1 verses 20024, The fact that
we have no record of the mighty works done in
Chorazin helps to illustrate the statement of Johe in
hiz Gospel {xx1 25). Bethsaida was the oty of Aun-
drew and Peter and Philip It was the place where,
among other things, Christ fed the five thousand
No doubt, teo, the Apostles preached there 1o 1he
circutf that they had just completed Capernaum,
the privileged city. is to be brought Iow. In these
words of Christ we see degrees of pumshenent, but
justice 1n all of them They had been tested by dif-
ferent messengers, but the same message. Sodom
had had its Lot, and Capernaum its Christ ATl these
cities must have filled up theirr cup of itwquity, and
now Christ washes His hands of them and shakes the
dust from His feet against them. They were flour-
ishing cities when this prediction was uttersd. They
are now desolate runs, and in =zome cases the site
cannot be found One shudders to think of the fate
of the people of Christ-rejecting Capernaum It 15
to be worse than that of Sodom of which Jude writing
nearfy nineteen hundred years ago, and about the
same length of tume afier the destruction look place,
says, * They are now undergommg the wengeance >f
eterngl fire 7’ (Jude 1 7).

We return now to vERSE 20 where, so a leadiniy
expositor tells us, *‘ the Kingdom and the King have
been rejected, and the judgments pronounced are the
outcorme  This is given us as a pvotal pont in the
munistty of the Lord Jesus for a break* has raken

*More This ** break,' although necessacy v the teaching

34) This would hardly have
been correct had the blow been struck and the king-
dom set up nearly mineteen hundred years ago, when
a, a world-power Rome was rot so far advanced
Again we affirm that the “Kingdom of the Heavens®”
a, preached by John, had a place in 1t, for the ““Lamb
of God, who should baptise with the Holy Ghost
and fire.”” John came * to give knowledge of sal-
vation unto his people, by the remission of their
sms ' (Luke 1. 77), and ‘¢ without shedding of blcod
15 no remission of sin’’ (Heb ix. 22} With Jests,
the Kingdom of the Heavens had a place m it, for
“ the acceptable year of the Lord,” for He declated,
¢t This day 1s this scripture fulfilled in your ears ~
{Luke v. 18-21).

We come now to the question as to what the Jews
really did reject The Lord Jesus said, ** Full well
v reject the commandments of God ** (Mark vu 9)
“ The Son of Man must suffer many things and be
rejected of the elders, chief priests and the scribes ™
(Mark vii 31, and Luke ix 22; xvit 25), * The
Stone which the builders rejected ** (Matt xx1 42 and
e sewhere), and again just about the time the judg-
ments on the cities were pronounced Christ said,
“ The Pharisees and the lawyers rejected the counsel
of God aganst themselves ”* (Luke vu 30) So the
Holy Spirtt answers our question by saying that the
Jeawes rerected fthe commandments, the counsels and
the Chnist of God; the Store and the Som of Mun
Not once 1s an earthly kingdom referred to as bemg
offered or rejected. Again we hear evangelical
Isatah saymng, ‘* HE was despised and rejected of
men ’* The scriptures tell us what form their re-
jection took, and also state why the judgments were
uttered ‘‘ Then began He to upbraid the cities
wherein most of His mghty works were dune,
DECAUSE THEY REPENTED NOT” (Matt. xi 20)

people’s heart is waxed gross and their ears are dull

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the Cormnthians are a wonderful and enlightening com-
mentary on these verses In the third chapter we
have letters of commendauon and lerters of- coad~m-
nation tables of stone and hearts of stone We
have veiled faces, veiled truth, and veiled hearts,
representing the Law of Sinai  We have unveiled
hearts, unvetled face and an unveiled Chrnist, repre-
senting the law of the Spirit (II Cor . 3, 4)

These verses in Matthew teach us that all are shut
up to grace and faith, and reveal the absolute neces-
sity of dinvine revelation This revelation 1s given to
babes, for of such 1s the Kingdom of the Heavens,
The apparent closed door of verse 27, becomes the
open door of verse 28 The position i1s somewhat
similar to that in Rev 1t 18, where those who have
not rejected the counsel of God aganst themselves,
but are ready to accept divine counsel, are given a
personal invitatton to do so  “ Come '’ 1s Chnst’s
appeal It takes us back to the first of God’s comes
in Gen vn l—come out of a doomed world, mto
God's Ark—and 1t links us on with the last come
in Rev xxn 17— And the Spint and the Brnide say,
Come. And let hum that heareth say, Come And
let him that is athirst come. And whosoever will,
let him take of the water of hfe freely 1 come
quickly come Lord Jesus’ This attitude of
invitation was the Saviour’s favourite one He
lived with the way to his heart open to all the world,
and He died in that attitude. He went to heaven
still in that attitude The appeal of Christ here has
reference not so much to sins as service, not to gult
but to labour, not to conscience, but to the heart,
not to repentance, but to learning, not to finding
forgiveness, but to finding rest This rest is con-
sequent on the revelation of verse 25 [saiah chap-
ters xxvii —xxix have a dispensational fitting here
The Stone has been refused, the vision 1s become as
a sealed book to Israel, but the Spirit has come,
making men to stagger and ther lLps to stammer
and speak with other tongues Thus in the happen-
ings of Acts r we see the predicted judgment upon
Israel as a people Of this outpouring we read
 this 1s the rest wherewith ye may cause the weary
to rest and this 1s the refreshing ' (Isaiah xxviin 12).

A New Yoke 1s also offered Peter, speaking of
the old yoke, said ** Now, therefore, why tempt ye
God to put a yoke upon the neck of the disciples,
which neither our fathers, nor we were able to bear?’’
(Acts xv 10) The new yoke is seen in the follow-
ing verse ‘° But we believe that through the grace
of the Lord Jesus Christ we shall be saved, even
as they ”’

Sprit, and makes God intensely real in all vur sub-
scquent experiences The tendency of the hfe and
healing He gives 1s instinetively to lead us to devote
t3 His service and glory the strength that He has
given

Just as 1t 15 true in the spiritual hife, that the heart

that 15 born of God rises to God, and Jongs to live
for Him, so the physical hife that comes from Him
naturally returns to Him 12 love, devotion and service,

Matural strength seels an ocutlet 1n natural cffort

Pure animal force exerts itself according 1o 1ts own
nature So, the overflow of youthful energy and
manly strength finds its vent in the encket course,
the baseball game, the athletic contest, and the
vanous forms of muscular exerton which have be-
come so promincnt in the recreations, and almost oc-
cupations, of our young men

So, the maiden’s buoyant health leads her to the

daice, the tenms court, and the exciting pleasures
of the world Each follvws 1ts true instinct

In exactly the same way, the strength which Christ

gives naturally exerts itself in the way that Christ
Himself would act and live. And so, the feet which
He quickens run on His errands, the hand that He
strengthens works for His glory, the vowe that He
restores longs to speak His messages and smg Fls
praises, and the word which we speak in the physical
cnergy of Christ will go much further m its spinitual
tendency than the best human eloguence

People talk about the sanctifying influence of sick-
ness  Undoubtedly i has a place ;. oor  spirstual
discipline, hut .t 15 negative rather than posiove, and
corrective rather than quichening

It 1= often God's check upon the wilful sperst and
the headlong course of disobedience, but after a time,
if 165 vorer 15 not obeyed, 1t becomes hardening rather
than sanctifyimy, depressing rather than mspuing

There are some nstances, we admit, of 1nvalds
wha have, 1n spite of their long confinement and suf-
fering, exercised a muustry of patience, unselfishness,
and efficient servwe for the sufiering, that was
beautiful and divine.  But how many., oo the other
hand, are made se'fish, exacting, morbid, fretful and
self-conscious, by long years of confinement and pain,
and the hitle circle in which they are compelled to Live

And even those who, notwithstanding their disease,
nsc o such a heght of grace and usefulness, would
probably have accomphshed more for Chnist 1 =
single month, with health restored and hearts run-
ning over with grateful love to God, than they have
accomplished 1» a whole Lifetime of infirmity and pain

Some people are afrard to take God to heal them,
lest they nught not use 1t for His glory. But surely,
if He s able to dehwver us from the power of disease,
the same grace 1s sufficient to enable us to use that
blessing i sach a manner as to please Him and
bless nthers

The true way is to ask Him for both, and to go
forth into His service with fully redeemed and
nquickened powers, and give a whole heart and a
whole body to glonfy Christ and work for a suffer-
ing, dying world
