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Missionaries arrive af Mwanza

A Letter from Mr. James Mullan, our Missionary in Belgian Congo

L left Ehzabethville on Sunday 20th, by
W tramn for Bukama [ was prvileged to
meet 10 our compartment the Jewssh Rabhi
for the whole Congo region, with whom I had some
long talks about salvation At Bukama, we said
goodbye to one of our party, ¥iss Maier, who was
goung to Mr. Oman’s station at Kabondo Djanda
Very soon we were stearrung down the Congo river
en route for Kaballa On the way we passed rrany
fishing villages along the river bunks, the boys from
these willages would swim ont to the sides of the
stcamer, or would paddle out toe us 1 thewr dug-out
canoes, which seemed 1 danger of turmng over all
the ume from the wash of our poat We ™ tied-up
for the might at a lonely place mn the midst of a
papyrus swamp, where we had lots of mosquitoes
in attendunce on us

The next aftcrnooa we arenol ot Kadya, a large
fishing village run by about four wlhete men, here we
met vne of Mr lludson’s evangelists who bad ar-
rived a few days before to preach the Foursquare
Gospel.  'We rejorced to see how the glortous message
ot full salvation was spreading 1n this dark land,
ably carried by Afrnic’s dusky sonsy who had ex-
perenced ats mighty power

The scenery on the river was rather different from
what I bad pictured in my imagination, [ imagmed
that on either bank we should see dense forests, with
thick tropical vegetation overhanging the niver,
crocodiles baskmg all along the banks and hippos
plunging 1n the water. with an occastonal elephant
tushing angnly up to the rver bank to trumpet at
us, also hideous posnmous snakes ndden under every
giecn leaf, and reptiles and poisonous insects crawhng
around everywhere I thought also to hear hons
roaring at mght, and to see all kinds of queer things,
It 15 true we saw a few crocodiles, and once we saw
a few monkeys chatterrng on the tops of some
scattered palms, which grew on the baoks of the
river. At one place the palms grew quite thickly to-
gether and presented a scene which somewhat ap-
pr ached what I had unagined Africa to be like, but,
generally, on either side of the river we had flat,
bare looking country or vast papyrus swamps Once
we saw herds of antelope, wheh galloped swiftly
away, as somec of the would-be sportsmen shor at
them ifrom the ship's deck Ar might time the sky
was usually lit up by great fires which sometimes
scemed to extend for miles, this being the season of
the year when the people burn off the long grass, and
also use the fire to drrve the wild animals nto a
corner to be hunted and kifled

At 4 30 pm on Wednesday, we arrivedd at Kaballa,
the place where we disembarked Here, hnung the
bank of the river, were a great number of carner-boys
who had come down from Mwanza for our stuff
they cheered heartily when they suw Mr Salter, and
there were many ejaculatwns of ' Eh, ¢h Bwana,’'
and * Moyo Bwana ' It took us some time getting
alt our baggage off the ship, but we were glad to
see 11 had 2l arroved safely, for which we thank God
We sent the two sisters on in advance under escort,
and when we had things squared vp we followed, to
tramp our 18 mdes to Mawane

We set off at a paod pace, surrounded by the
native hoys carrymg their loads Soon we were on
the narrow path leading to the forest tand, here we
were greatly troubled by rthe mosquitoes, which
seomed tO enjoy the fresh blood of us newcomers By
the time we reached the forest, might had fallen, but
happily our path was ht up by a full moon. We
notwed 1 the forest how all the black boys and par-
ticularly the little ones did their best to keep close to
us, all the ttme making as much noise as possible,
by shoutng and beating their boxes—this we gathered
was o keep away wild anmmals and evil spunts We
soon began to feel very hungry, and were glad that
Mr Salter had gune on ahead on a bicycle to a village
ubout half-way to have some food ready for us This
had thoughtfully been sent on there by Mr., and Mrs
Burton

After travelling for an hour or two through the
dark forest, we heard cheering and we were soon 1n
sight of a village with a fire burming brghdy beside
the bmts Here we found Mr Salver surepunded by
a crowd of Llack boys and girds siting wamng for
us The black people grected us with ecries of
* Moyo Bwana,' and then stood wonderingly looking
at us while we partook of the good things provided
We were just as much interested 1n them I believe
as they weie 1 ws Soon we were on the narrow
Iitile path agan foliowed by a crowd of cheering
children

After travelling for some time wo arrived at a very
large village—the government post  Here we were
met by an extremely large crowd of cheering, yelling
men, women and children, whe surrounded us so0
elosely that we could barely move ireely, and could
not see which way we were going It was impossible
ta try to speak to one another, the no.se of the cheer-
g was so deafering Tt gave me some liltle 1dea
what the King of England must feel Iike while he
drives along m state In some places the path be-
came very rough, or perhaps led across a river which
would be menus 2 brudge At one place we coull
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hear the willage drum beating out a message 1o
Mwanza announcing that we were coming. When
at last we arnived at Mwanza we were welcomed on
the verandah of the house by Mr and Mrs. Burton.

We were glad indeed to have arrived at our des-
tination, although footsore and weary, yet with a
glad and thankful heart to God who had brought us
thus far in safety and .n good health We thank
God for the blessed fellowship which we are enjoying
together here with God’s people We are all as busy
as we can be, trying to pick up the language, which
1» much more comphlicated than I had anticipated, .t
having a vocabulary of some 15,000 words We
have had the pleasure of attending a few meetings
here already, and we find the Holy Ghost power just
the same in the meetings here as at home, at prayer-
time a regular volume of praise ascends from these
dusky Christians, and the sound has a real hearty
ring about 1t

Some of the native customs seem very strange to
us They come to church attired in their best just

as> we do, bur you will see a strapping young fellow
dressed up mn a lady’s blouse, and a loin cloth, or per-
haps a lady with a man's wastcoat. The custom
with the men-folk 1s for them to come to the meeting
with their long spears in their hands. They also sit
on one side of the burdding, and the women on the
other.

The last few days, most of the missionaries have
gathered 1n to decide where we new mussionaries are
to be placed. It has been decided that I go with Mr
Wormersley to open up a new work at a place called
Busangu—seven days from Mwanza 1 feel quite
happy about this, as much prayer has been offered up
to know God’s will in the matter, and I have con-
fidence in God that He will keep His promise in
directing our paths as we commit our way unto Him

I expect to leave here m a few days for Busangu.
and shall notify you of my new address as early as

possible
