Gud for immunity from disease, and goung to

Him only in the event of being overtaken in
a sichness, the same as with a fault. it 1s not never-
theless necessary for us to have expert advice from
a doctot, or scientific authority competent to give it,
as to foods, exercise, bathing, etc , which we require
to heep us in first-class condition Is not this our
duty, a part of caring reverently for the wonderful
g temple wiineh God has given us to usc for His
clory alone?

Perhaps it some of us went to a doctor for this
purpose we mught get the prescription which was
gnen to a very rich man who thought himself very
sick and consulted a distinguished London physician
Atter waiing what seemed an interminable time, he
was admitted to the presence and thumped, percussed,
cvplored, and examined 1n every possible manner with
the greatest solemnity Then the great doctor sat
down at his desh and slowly wrote a prescription
which he handed to the patient, at the same time
mentioning the amount of s fee, which was a very
large one  The rich man paid this and walked out to
Liss waittng car, with the precious paper in his hand
Atter the car started, he unfolded the paper with the
view of looking at the prescription, not that he ex-
pected to be able to read 1t A prescription that cost
that much would surely be 1in Latin, if not Greek or
Chaldee To his horror and amazement 1t was 1n
simple English so that * the wayfarmg man, though a
fool, could not err therein,”” and it said, ** Live on
sixpence a day, and earn 11

The man was furious and nearly ordered his chauf-
feur to tuen baclc <o that he could tell the doctor what
he thought of him *° Highway robber! Pirate! °’
were the mildest names he called him  But as he re-
membered that the doctor had an international re-
putation as one of the greatest medical authorities
Ining, and recalled his intensely solemn manner as he
wrote the prescription, he wondered if it could possibly
be that he expected him to follow it literally Finally
he decided to do just that. He had one of his numerous

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servants get him a supply of hardwood which he cut
mto blocks of the regulation size, turning out suf-
ficient of them to earn sixpence a day This was
no easy job for him at first anyway But to live on
the sixpence a day, when earned, was harder still
However, even this was accomplished by a most care-
ful study of the market prices of staples, and the end
of this true story 1s very bnght, tor the man was per-
fectly cured, and sent the doctur a magmfient pre-
sent 1n addition to the large fee he had paid

The same prescription thc doctor gave him 1s 1n
the Bible, where we can have it without money and
without price ‘‘ In the sweat of thy face shalt thou
cat bread " (Gen m 19) “ We exhort that

they work and eat their own bread ‘¢ If any

would not work, neither should he eat * {II Thess
m 12, 10)  But to repeat the question, 1f we need
no physican but Jehovah Rophi, do we require expert
advice regarding food, samitation, and kindred mat-
ters? [Dersonally, 1 belicve that the Scriptures, faith-
fully studied under the guidance of the Holy Ghost,
will grve alt nceded informatton . We read in II Tim
ui 17 that Scrnpturc 15 given—all Scripture—so that
the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furmshed
unto all good works Wc are taught the need of
physical cleanliness in the law of Moses, by Jesus in
John’s gospel. chapter xut 10, also in Heb x 22,
where we are taught to draw nigh unto God with true
hearts, 1in full assurance of faith, having our bodfes
washed with pure water As we are to ' pray with-
out ceasing,”’ that mecans that we have to bathe with-
out ceasing, too

As to food, I believe that a man kept perfectly
healthy by fath in the blood of the Lamb and the
Word of God, and desiring to eat for God’s glory, will
desire only wholesome and suitable foods in moderate
quantities, and will be free from morbid cravings for
unwholesome damnties Notice in the 23rd chapter of
Proverbs, verses 1, 2, and 3, where we are warned
to bc very careful if eating with a ruler at a table
covered with luxuries Alsd note in verse 20 of the
same chapter, that we are warned not to be amongst
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notous eaters of ffesh  * l'or the drupkard and the
glutton shall come to poverty' (Prov. xxui. 21) Paul
warns us against making a god of our belly, and 1elis
us that we are to eat and dnnk, and do whatsoever
we do, even perform every physical function to the
glory of God {I. Cor x 31)

As to exercise, 1If we follow Jesus as He went about
doing good and heahng all that were oppressed of
the dextl, and aul, as he followed Chrst, 1 think we
ghall not need to go to a gymnasium for it, for 1 be-
Leve we will have all we can do with,

Sleep 15 pronused us, for *F He giveth his beloved
sleep ”’ (Psalm cxxvir. 2}, We ure warned not to
overslecp- ** Love not sieep lest thou come to
poverty ' (Prov xx 13}

But while I believe the Scriptures are all-sufficient
on every point, there is no doubt that it 15 profitable
to study God's plan as we find 1t written in Nature,
where we find *' sermons 1o stones and songs m orua-
ning brooks,” and especrally in the fearful and won-
derful structure of own own bodies. We are told 1n
the 1st chapter of Romans and the 20th verse, that the
invisible things of God, even His eternal power and
Godhead, are clearly seen, bewng understood by the
things that are made So we do well to study God’s
handiwork 1n His masterpiece, man. (In this connec-
fion notice Job x 8:12)

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God bas pronaded bfegiving gualdies w1 the sun-
plest of vur foods, especially 1n the fruits and vege-
tables, and as we eat the things He has provided o
the various seasons of the year it will not be necva-
sary for us to resort to tonws and pulls that are ao-
vertised for those whose bodies are out of condition,
maost of which are injurious 1n some way to the bumuin
system

Above all we must remember this, that ' dan shall
not live by bread alone, but by every word that pio-
ceedeth out of the mouth of God ' There 15 some-
thing 1n the Word of God that we need tor our physi-
cal as well as for gur spiritual needs. God has .-
dained that the just shall live by farth  Iow can we
obtain farth? Faith cometh by hearng, aud e
ing by the Word of God.”

The God of Daneel, who made the pulse agree wirn
lum and s fnends so well, can make our food agiey
with us whether 1t be poor or otherwise, and He
will do so, if we trust and cbey Him I once knew un
evangelist who had 2 large famly of cluldren, some of
them quite small While passing through a test oo
the line of provision, he had nothing to feed them on
for I think some ten days but cake crumbs, which
were given him by a baker who had no wdea that they
formed their sole mears of sustenance The evac-
gelist said that his wife und children were never bet-
ter and happier The cake ¢rumbs were sanctified he

CHAPTER XIL

TO us this chapter appears to fall naturally mto
three drnisions, which we have headed . *The
Sabbath,” ** The

Ghost,”” and *' Signs

Sin against the Holy

THE SAEBATH,

Thete 1s a connection between the closing verses
of chapter eleven and the opening ones of chapter
twelve. The former speak of the offer by the Lord
Jesus, aof the true Sabbath, the rest, or the ‘* keeping
of the Babbath which s for the people of God '
{Heb v 9), the latter opens with the question of the
Jewish Sabbath

“ Jesus as His custom was, went imnto the syna-
gogue on the Sxbbath day,'” savs Luke. but thes Sab-
bath day finds Him and His disciples some distance
from the synagogue Although they are hungry they
are tetermined not $o forsake the assembling of them-
selves together for worship  Their way to the syna-
gogue leads them through a farmer’s fields where
the corn is ripeung for haivest The disciples, to
stave off the pangs of hunger, begin to pluck some of

the corn, rub oft the husks in their hands and cat
it But the Phansces saw them doing this and sawy,
‘“ Behold, Thy disciples do that whech 15 not lawful
tu do upon the Sabbath day " The act of tatng the
corn was perfectly lawful (see Deut s 25) It
was the doing of it on the Sabbath day to which they
obpected  The Lord Jesus vindicates the acts of His
disciples by quonng a scriptural precedent, wlich 1s
also a teling analogy God had declared, ** T have
found Dawvid, a man after mine own heart with my
holy ot have I anointed m ’*  But at the tuime re-
ferred to by Chrst, God's anonted was a fugitre
Not only so, but God’s representative, Samuel, had
retired into seclusion, because the Word of the Loid
had been rejected. On David and on Samuel  the
prophet-priest, who was rased up to walk before
God's annmted king (I. Sam u. 35), rested the whole
of the nation’s relabionship to God, but Saul who o -
cupted the throne had rejected the message of God
through Samuel aond persecuted the man of God,
David Thus the nation’s relationship to God was
somewhat disarranged, if not actually suspended
God’s munisters were not in their rightint place

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that when David enterod the Tabernacie and asked for
bread he was justified 1n  saymg, ‘' And the
bread 1s 1n a maaner common ” (I, Sam. ¥x1. 5§),
The substance had gone, only the shadow was left.

The analogy will rcadidy be seen  John the Baptist,
the prophet, the forerunner of the *' Greater David,
was 1n a forced seclusion, 1f He had not already been
sacrificed  In refusmg  John'’s word, the natwon’s
leaders had *f rejected the counsel of God against
themselves.”” God’s anointed said, ‘* The Son of
Man hath not where to lay Fis head ’ The turmmg
to the fields for sustenance was perfectly legitumate,
for as the Son of God, He had a claim on the ** first-
fraits ' The necessity wlich was consudered suffi-
wient reason for David's acomon, Christ claims for
Himself and for His disciples But He goes further
antl makes two astounding clarms *° In this place
1~ onc greater than the temple.’” The temple of that
day, although Herod had spent forty-six years’ work
on it, and gone to tremendous expense, was con-
sitered u rebulding or enlarging of Zerubbabel’s
teriple of Haggar’s ture There was no ark, no
mercy seat and no cherubum i it.  Yet God had =aid,
' The glory of this latter house shall be greater than
of the former," for to that house ** the deswre of all
nations ** was to come and ‘* 1 wil] fill this house
with glory *° (Hag u. 68, ‘" And the Lord whom
yo scek, shall suddenly come to His temple " (Mal,
i 1) The despised Nazarene, the desire of ail
nations, the Ons who was to be set forth as a mercy-
seit had wome to the temple, and to His own people,
but they received Him not He 15 so tmuch greater
than the temple, that i heaven He 1s the temple.
The pount He urges n the second claim is, that if the
Sabbath must take second place to temple ritual,
much more nwst it give place to the One who s
greater than the temple, for *He s Lord of the Sab-
bath '* aiso  But bewng representative of thewr class,
uwrnorant of the divine desire—'* I desire mercy and
not saerifice '—and unsubmitted to the divie de-
mands for rnighteousness {Rom x 3), they condemn
the guiltless.

The .nswceriiy and hyporrisy of these people s
burther seen 1n the case of the man with the withered
hand Jesus entered the synagogue, presumably to
wworshp, but Luke in his gospel tells ua that the
scitbes and pharisees were there ta waich. Agwmn
the question of the Sabbath was raised ' Is it law-
fu! to heal on the Sabbath? " that they mught accuse

Hun Afier sumsung up, the sentence of the Judge
was, ‘It 15 lawful *' Because of this display of
mercy the Pharisees went out and held a councl

b desiroy Him  These things shew us that 5t s pos-
sible to muss salvation, lighting for Sabbaths - that
we can nuss the kernel, fighting for the shell. that
we can farl of righrecusness in fighting for ritual
that we car become sour 1n our spirits contending for
set phrases and forms

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We fecl it would be upportune here to say a Little
i reference to the Jewish Sabbath and this age.
Frorm earliest Bible times, we see that days have been
counted 1n sevens freation had six hferal days and
nighis of 24 hours and a seventh for rest (Ths .5
usually objected to, on the grounds that the sun s
infroduced only on the fourth day It will be noticed
that Genes:s t 14-19, does not contan the story of
the sun’s creation The sun belongs to the creation
of Genests 1 1, and became part of the disarranged
system relerred to in verse 2 The sun was re-in-
stalled, not created, on the fourth day). There & 2
probable reference to something in the nature of a
Sabbath 10 Genesis v 3 In Genesis vie 4 and v
6-12 we see Noah made divisions of seven Every
seventh day Job sacrificed for his sons (Job 1 5-13).
Along with circomeisinn and some forms of sacrifices,
the Sabbath was introduced mto the law at Smai. It
had probably been neglected during the slavery of
Egypt, for the fourth commandment 15 more in the
form of a renewal thap an nvitation  16's first word
15 ‘" Remember * The Israchites however by ther
traditions made a travesty of the divine mtention and
enveloped the divine wdeal, wnnl at the me of Christ®s
appearance, mstead of it ‘' bemng a delight, the holy
and honourable of the Lord,”’ the '* Sabbath had he-
come a burdensome stone and a heavy yoke.' The
ridiculous extent to which the Rabbinical teachings
ot the Sabbath had been carrned may be gathered
from the following examples ‘‘ On the Sabbath one
must not draw a chair along the ground or floor,
lest 1t make ruts on the ground, which would be ac-
counted as ploughing No one may walk on sbits
on the Sabbath, nor may a taldor walk carrying his
needle, nor a scribe his pen, for that would be burden-
bearing A woman must not look in the murror lest
she see a grey harr and remove it, which would be
reaping. The act of the apostles in plucking and
rubbing the grain between their hingers would be ac-
counted as reaping and threshing  We see how the
Lord 1in Matt xu divests the Sabbath of tradition’s
trappings, clothes 1t mn its orignal dignmity and rein-
stales 1f to s primary posithion  Tradiion sad no
sick person was to recerve medical mid on the Sabhath.
unless life was in danger, but Christ had gone in the
teeth of this and sawd, *° If s lawful to do well on
the Sabbath

After 1t was embocdied in the Law, and hke circum-

ciston became a sign between God and Israel, the
Sabbath became part of the divine covenant As
Gentiles we were no party to that covenant  We were

aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers
to the covenants of promise. We were not repre-
sented m the reply which Moses took to the Lord:
** All that the Lord hath spuken we will do " {Ex.
xrx 8] The Christian comes into relationship with
God through a changed priesthood © that of Christ,
made a priest after the order of Melchisidec  The

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Holy Ghost says o changed friesthood necessuiules
2 changed lew (Heb wn. 120 Jesus has sbolished

the old and tutrociuced the new (Eph u. 15, and
II Cor m 97-13} The Holy Ghost says, the Sab-
baths of the Jews belong to the things which are

shadotws ** {Col u 16-17). Prophecy 18 plain that
a time would come when not only Israel’s sacrifices
and services should crase, bur that ker Sabbaths also
should he suspended (Hos. n, 11 and m. 4,

Scripture nowhere clams  that the Chostans’
Sunday has superseded the Jewish Saturday or Sab-
bath As the Sabbath spoke of rest after the re-
furmishing of » world, so Sunday speaks of rest after
the redemption of a world When we come to the
establishuing of a scriptural precedent we cannot con-
sistently put much weight on the Scriptures referning
to nme prior to {he ascension of the Lord Jesus
Jesus rose from the dead oo the first day of the week
The «escent of the Holy Ghost in Acts n was on the
first doy of the week and may account for the assem-
bling of the believers on that day  Probably the
early Chnistians, many of whom were Jews, would for
a time keep hoth Saturday and Sunday. But gradual-
Iy, yet firmly, Suonday came to be recogmsed, so that
bhefore tiie close of the Acts of the Apostles it appears
to have been a settled mstitution {See Acts xx 7;
I Cor xvi 2, etc).

It 15 argued Sunday, means the god sun’s day
and 15 pagan To this we reply Saturday means the
god saturn's day, and 1s equally pagan Again we
are told Sunday 5 a papal mstitution. History will
answer this  Our earhiest literature outside the XNew
Testament s {he feachimgs of the twelve asposiles,
called the * Dideche *° It 18 not later than A.D. 100
We read, ‘‘ On the Lord’s day, being assembled to-
gether, break bread and give thanks after confession
of your trespasses, etc’" Phny wnimmg fo Emperor
Trajan not later than 100-110 A D *f But they (the
Chrnstians) declared that the sum of their gumlt or
error only amwourted to this, that on o stoled doy
they had been accustomed to meet before day break
and to recite a hymn among themselves to Chrst as
though He were a god . When this ceremony
was concluded, it had been thewr custom to depart
and meetf agamn to take food, but it was of no special
character and quite harmless.”

Ignatius (101 A D) Dusciple of John, Bishop of
Antioch ' We obsene the Lord’s day, all who love
the Lord, love this Lord's day, as queen and chief
of all days, no longer keeping Sabbaths  Let us no
more sabbatze '’

Justin Martyr (138 AD) * On the day called
Sunday all who Iive 1n aities or the country assemble
in onc place and the memoirs of the apostles, or the
writings ¢f the prophets are read.’

After this <liscussion regarding the Sabbath, il
Pharisees, settled in thewr hatred agamnst Ilim, re-
sorted to thetr bitter epemies, the Herodwns, and
united with them i conspiracy to destroy the Lord
Jesus  But when He kaew 1t, He obeyed Hizs own
injunctions, given to the apostles (chapter » 23), and
withdeew from them  Gradually they were drawmng
a cordon around Himi  His own birth-place had re-
jected and attempted to throw Him headlong down
the hill on which therr aty was bult Caperpaum
had altogether been given up by Him Gadara had
prased Him to deparit out of her coasts Chorazin
and Bethsaida had jomed the list agmnst Hum  The
Pharisees had mamifested that they had not the love
of God in them but this divine flame (the love of
God) was the secret of Chnst’s tireless encrgy and
infinite compassion  Any other person would have
given up in despair, but the Beloved persists in His
mussion of righteousness The world-wide nature of
this sussion Is sgamn clearly seen o wo 1821 These
verses shew us Jehowsh's servant, fitled with His
Sparst, delighting His soul {incidentally they manfest
the triune God), declaring the staodard of divine
righteousness to the nations  And in His name shall
the Gentiles trust: ** For from the nsing of the sun
even unto the going dowr of the same, My name
shall be great among the Gentiles ' (Mal 1 11)

reot and braoch  Sometimes we meet cases where
aentahty has ginven way under demoniacal pressure,
and obsession has produced the impression that the
person has commutted the unpardonable ssn This 1s a
vase for the exercismg of the church's prerogative of
binding and loosing (Matt xve. 1%) Repentance wn
any person 18 proof positive that such an one has not
committed this sin. Where committed, the protection
of the Spirit of God s withdrawn, and the devil 1s
not slow to take the advantage and hasten the victim
to s own place ** [Acts 1 25)

SiGNs.

Throughout the scriprures God has given ample
proof that He is willing to meet people in dilliculties
Repeatedly He has met the request for *“ a sign,™
€.z, Pharach, Gideon, Hezelkazh, Nebuchadnezzar,
etc. But in the request of v 38, there 15 a pecular
difficulty The people who sought the sign were not
only estranged from their husband, but were living
i adulrery. They had forsaken God, and therr hus-
band, and contracted anocther alllance (see EKom
vu 1-3), The postion was analogous to that o
Isatah it where God said to Ahaz, ‘* Ask a sign,’
but Ahaz had already made a covenant with the King
of Assyra (i1. Kmgs xvi 7-20, II Chron. xxvun,
16, 17, and under a pretence of piety and humble
resignalion, he rephied, ' T will not ask, neither will
1 tempt God’ His hope was m another and that
was the one who destroyed lum, Jesus, however did
not altogether deny their request He gave them
the sign of the Son of Man being three days ard
three mights in the heart of the earth, and used the
Old Testament story of Jonah as an analogy  Jonah
15 a type of sinming Israel, thrown overboard until re-

Israel was dispersed among the nations (4) Jonah
wias not kost, but especially presecved dunng this part
of lus experience, and Israel 15 not being assimilated
by the nations, but being kept for God  (5) Jonah
repentant and ecast out by the fish 15 restored to full
action agawy, and Israel repentant and cast up by the
naticns shafl be restored to her fonmer position
{6) Junali ebedient went on s musswon to Nineveh
and Israel obedient shall ulumately engage in a world-
wide work. (7) Jonah 15 successful in that his mes-

Verses 43-45 give a further illusiration that God
tested Israel on nghteousness, not reigning, on sin,
rot on sovereignty They were willing for a clean
house, but noL a clean heart They are a picture of
the white-washed Pharasaism of that time

Verses 46-50 grve the closing incident of the chapter
and are most striking.  Jesus had so far survived the
conspiracy of His foes He now has to face a con-
spiracy of His family His foes said He had a
demon, Mis family said, “° He 1s beside Himself’
(Mark an 21), and they sought to lay hold on Him
Jesus here annuls old family tes and announces new
ones In this we see fulfilled the warming of Matt
il @ “ God 15 able of these stones to raise up child-
ren unto Abraham "’ And Jesus stretched forth His
hand toward His disciples and sad- °‘ Behold my
mother and my bretheen! For whosoever shall do
the will of My Father which 15 in heaven, the same
is My hrother and sister and mother.”” These verses
give us the founding of o new femly

In this chapter, we see Jesus as greater than the
tempte {v ©), greater than Jonah {v 41}, and greater
than Solomon (v 42).

AUL wrote this to believers, to heathen converts
They were outside the pale of the lne of
prophets  They were not related or connected

with the boly men who of old spake as the Sparit
mupved upon them  They were converts, but were
ignorant of the operations of the Spint  Paul sought
to rcmove the ignorance and told them of the mans-
fold gifts, and of the threefold workmmg of the Trinmy
in brnging about these operations, administrations
and gifts

There are gifts, administrations and operations
They have been mantfested all down the ages to a
greater or lesser degree, to the lesser degree Liwvause
of the 1ignorance of the believer, to the greater degree
when the ignorance and prejudice were removed

To question to-day whether God can or does do
certamn things through His people, ts to put oneself
on a par with the ignorant Connthian belhievers who
Paul desired should not remain ignotant. This serip-
ture 1= for the removal of the 1gnorance of all sub-
sequent believers  Why does thus 1gnorance exist to-
day? Because of the hoary tradition that is settled
around the church The supernatural has been so
\rmited that it has been relegated to a remote section
