Bt that ve may know that the Son of man hath power on easth to forgrie sws (then soh e to the
sick of the prlsy), Anse, fake up thy bed and go unto thune house '——Matr v B

N man two natures are combtned He i1s at the
I same time spat xod matter, heaven and earth,
soul and bady For this reason, on one stde,
a certaun sense, he 1s spuritual, and on the other
he 15 doomed to destruction because of the Fall, sm
in his soul and stckness 1n has body bear winess to
the nght which death has over hum It 15 the Lwo-
fold nature which has been redesred by divine grace
When the Psalmist calls upon ali that 1s within him
to bless the Lord for His benefits, he cries, ‘* Bless
the Locd, O my sout, wha . . forgiveth all thine
muguities, who healeth all thy diseases ”’ (Psalm cmt
3) When Ismah foretells the deliverance of his
people, he adds, ' The inhabitant shall not say, [
am sick, the people that dwell thereir shall be for-
given their muquity 7’ (Isaiah wxxm  24)

This prediction was accomphisied beyond sl ant-
cipation when Jesus the Redeemer cume down to
this earth How numerous were the healings wrought
3 Him who was come to establish upon earth the
kingdom of heaven! Whether by His own acts or
whether afterward by the commands which He left
for His disciples, does He not shew us clearly that
the preaching of the Gospel and the healing of the
siclkk went together in the salvanon which He came
to Lring? Both are given as ewident proof of His
mssion as the Messiah - The blind receive therr
sight and the lame waik . and the poor have the
{inspel preached to them ™ {Matt 1x. 5} Jesus, who
took upon Him the soul and body of man, delvers
both 1n equal measure from thc consequerce of sin

This truth 15 nowhere more evident or better de-
monsirated than in the history of the paralytic  The
Lord pegins by saymg to hum, ** Thy sins be for
given thee,” after which He adds, ** Arise and wall ™
The pardon of s and the beating of sickness com-
plete one the other, for 1 the eyes of Gnd, whn sees
aur entire nalure, sin and sickness are as closely
umted as the body and the soul. In accordance with
the Scriptures, our Lard Jesus has regarded sm and
sickaess m another light than we have, With us

sm belongs to the spirnual domain, we recognise
that 1t 15 under God's pust displeasure, justly con-
demned hy Him, while sickness on the contrary, seems
only a part of the present condition of our nature,
and tn have nothing to do weth God’s condemnation
and His righteousness  Some go so far as to say
that sickness 15 a proof of the love and grace of God

Ifur nerther the Scripture nor yet  Jesus Chrst
Himself ever spake of sickness n this hght, nor do
they ever present s.ochness as a blessing, as a proot
of God's love wheeh should he horne with patience
The Lord spoke to the disciples of divers sufferings
winch they should bave to bear, but when He speaks
ot sickness, 1t 15 always as of an ewl caused by sin
and Satan and from which we should be delivered
Very solemnly He declares that every disoiple of His
would have to bear hus cross {Matt xv 24), but He
never taught one sick person to resign himself to be
sick Everywhere Jesus healed the sk, everywherc
He dealt with healing as one of the graces belonging
to the kingdom of heaven. Sm in the soul and sick-
ness 11 the body both bear witness to the power of
Satan, and “ the Son of God was mantfested that He
mighl destroy the works of the devil 7 (I John 11 §)

Jesus came to delever men from sin and siwkness
that He mght make koown the love of the Father
In His acttons, wn His teaching of the disciples, n
the work of the apostles, pardin and healing are al-
ways to be found together Enher the one or the
other may doubtless appear more 1n relref, according
t the development, or the faith of those to whom they
spohe  Sometimes 1t was healing which prepared the
way for the acceptance of forgiveness, sometimes 1t was
furgiveness which prereded the healing, which, coming
afterwards, became a seal to 1t In the early part
of His ministry, Jesus cured many of the sick, finding
them ready to believe n the pusstbility of their heal-
ing In this way He sought to influence hearts to
receive Himself as He who 15 able to pardon sm
When He saw that the paralytic vcould recerve par-
don at once, He began by that, which was of thg
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greatest importance; after which came the healing
which put a seal on the pardon which had been ac-
corded to him.

We see, by the accounts given in the Gospels, that
it was more difficult for the Jews at that time to be-
lreve in the pardon of their sins than in divine heal-
ing Now 1t s just the contrary. The Christian
church has so much of the preaching of the forgive-
ness of sins that the thirsty soul easily receives this
message of grace; but 1t ts not the same with divine
healing ; that is rarely spoken of; the behevers who
have experienced 1t are comparatively few

In order to receive it, it 1s necessary to begin by

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confession of sin and the purpose to live a holy hife
This is without doubt the reason why people find 1t
more difficult to believe 1n healing than in forgrve-
ness; and this 1s also why those who receive healing
receive at the same time new spiritual blessing, fecl
more closely united to the Lord Jesus, and learn 10
love and serve Him better Unbelief may attempt
to separate these two gifts, but they are always urited
mn Christ. He 1s always the same Saviour both of the
soul and of the body, equally ready to grant pardon
and healing. The redeemed may always cry ** Bless
the Lord, O my soul . . . who forgiveth all thmne
iniquities, who healeth all thy diseases’” (Psalm cut 3)

¢ FORCED myself ' What a statement' What
I a confession! It was wrung by conviction
from the lips of Saul whom Samuel caught
usurpuing the office of the priesthood (I. Sam xu: 12}
Before we examine the story related to these words,
let us look at them first and take them at their face
value, for these three words contamn a wealth of
truth for us in this time

Do You EvEr FORCE YOURSELF?

Do you force yourself to pray, to read the Scrip-
tures, to go to meeting? Then remember the time
when 1t was a delight for you to do these things
Your heart was so full of the joy of the Lord With-
out doubt whenever the sweetness of God’s presence
1s not enjoyed in the soul, and the flavour and taste
for the spiritual departs, then one 1s left to a religion
of self-compulsion One must begin to iry, and
strive, and endeavour to please God and the whole
effort leaves but a feeling of dissatisfaction and dis-
gust, and a realisation that after all we have not
succeeded n pleasing Him at all There is that i
us which inherently 1s contrary to the worship and
adoration of God When we were wholly subdued to
God 1t did not assert itself But when out of touch
with God, that inner rebellion, however shght, 1s
felt and we are left to no other course than to force
ourselves to sing and pray or to worship God in a
humdrum, mechanical way Now for a moment let
us see if this is not true of much of professing
Christendom,

WiLL WORSHIP

One of the many forms of error Paul warned the
Colossians from, was " wdl worship =~ (Col. u 23)
The true worship of God arises from hearts fully sur-
rendered to Him and filled with His love and power
But no doubt there i1s an immense multitude of un-
regenerate but professed Christians to-day who at-
tempt to worship God by going through certain forms
of service, which however distasteful to them, by a

forcing of themselves they are enabled to perform
They compel themselves to go to meeting out of a
sense of duty They sing and pray because they feel
they ought to  Whether they really enjoy .t or nut
they adhere to certain religrous practices as strictly
as possible  This they do in the hope of obtaining
God’s favour Al this s salvation by works, 18
hidecus in the extreme to God, and a complete oppo-
site of the true worship which He desires to be given
freely, out of a sense of love, and from hearts over-
flowing with joy and filled with praise  There 15 no
doubt much which appeals to the natural man n an
elaborate church programme filled wnth much worldly
wisdom, learning and with much art in evidence
Paul characterises 1t thus ‘‘ Which things have in-
deed a show of wisdom tn will worship, and humility”’
(Col n. 32} ‘Whatever the religious beliefs may be,
whatever claims of such upon the people, be it 1n
giving much money, 1n abstaining from certain foods,
1n exacting attendance at services and ceremorics,
be it even 1n more or less passive attention to prajyer,
singing or preaching, Paul stnkes at the root of the
trouble when he describes 1t as widl worship This
kind of worship we find almost everywhere to-day

God complains through Isaiah regarding Israel,
“ this people draw near to me with their mouth, and
with their hps do honour me, but have removed their
heart far from me, and their fear toward me 15
taught by the precept of men”’ (Isamah xxux. 13)
God's complaint is the lack of heart worship from
hearts filled with love, He knew well that they were

merely compelling themselves to attend and take
part i the outer forms of the temple ceremony
whilst their hearts were far from Him This was

il worship, and what can better describe the ser-
vile * going to church ** of multitudes these days®

SErRVILE RELiGiIoUus DRUDGERY
When amimals are seen to do certain tricks on thc
stage it is a perfect llustration of the natural man
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forcing himself to worship God through a compliance
with the forms of religious service. An animal knows
nothing of the things of man. It iooks pitifully ridi-
culous doing its stunts in imrtation of man before a
circus crowd, yet it forces itself to it for fear of
purushment So the natural man is absolutely op-
posed to and his inclinations are contrary to the things
of God, for ‘‘the npatural man receiveth not the
things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness
unto him, neither can he know them, because they
are spintually discerned ** (I. Cor . 14}, and it s
only pitiful to see him force himself to act and
speak as a man would who 1s truly bormn again
When a poor beast is made, at the crack of the
whip, to perform, anyone can discern how distasteful
the whole procedure must be to the brute by the
expression upon its face But 1t has been taught to
do these things for a long period of time, oft with
the most horrible cruelty Thus many who throng
our places of worship manifest by their faces their
dishike and their mere endurance of it all Too often
the proceedings are but a bore, and a sigh of relief
15 heard when the benediction is pronounced. From
their youth up, thousands upon thousands have
never been converted, but have been trained and
taught by the ‘ precepts of men” to perform cer
tain religious functions They have become slaves
to **a form of godliness” (II. Tim. mr 5), and
knowing nothing else, compel themselves to this
will worship in an effort to appease a guilty conscience

Born oF THER OwNn WiIiLL

Just as there is no human inteiligence and under-
standing in the performing beast to do those things
which men are accustomed to do, so also there 1s
no spiritual intelligence m the natura! man, who has
not become a partaker of Christ’s divine nature

whereby he may worship God acceptably Oh, glory
to God! With what light this saving of Christ
shines, ‘“ the true worshippers shall worship the

Father in Spirit and truth < For the Father secketh
such to worship Him ** (Tohn iv 23} 1t is evident
that many people sincerely behieve themselves Chris-
tians who have merely sought to become so by will
power or from determination or self-compulsion
These cannot have the remotest idea of what true
Christianity is They have made up their minds o
try and be Christians, and forthwith have joined a
church and there they are under a horrible yoke,
ceaselessiv endeavouring, forcmmg, compelling them-
selves to adhere to its demands The apostle John
tels us however that the true Christians are not
horn ** of the will of the flesh, nor of the will of man
but of God ** (John i 13) and of His will. Again
scripture speaks that salvation 15 *' aot of him that
awilleth, nor of him that rumneth, but of God that
sheweth mercy ” {Rom ix 18) Al of this self-ac-
quired Christianity is the worst kind of self deception

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‘ A man can receive nothing, except it be given him
from heaven ’ (I John wr 27} People cannot will
themselves mto God's kingdom without meeting the
requirements and conditions  They must believe, re-
pent and forsake. They have to cease from their own
ways and thoughts and subject themselves to the will
and Word of God Only as they yield themselves
entirely to God., will God ever receive them, and by
His own divine power make them a new creature.

We have considered the will worship of the un-
converted, but now let us recognise a more subtle
danger s it not possible that in the worship of
those once truly ‘ born agamn ’* there can come 1n
some forced worshiyp and ** will worshup »’'?  Cannot
the carnal mund arise to assert itself, supplanting the
truly spinitual mind and dethroning the Spirtt of God
and carry on in the flesh and 1n the natural energy
and zeal what once had been only and purely through
the power of the Holy Sprit ?

SauL on TrraL

The ratural energy of man has 10 be wholly cru-
cified and sanctified before it can ever be blessed
God's service An occurence of this carnal runmng
ahead of God 15 revealed in the story contained in the
first book of Samuel and the thirteenth chapter Saui
had called tne people together at Gilgal The Philis-
tines had gathered themselves thirty thousand
chartots, six thousand horsemen, and people, ** as
the sand winch 1s on the sea shore 1in multitude.”
The men of Israel naturally * saw that they were m
a strait, for the people were distressed . and
they did hide themselves ™ As for Saul, he remained
12 Gilgal  and all the people followed him tremblng "
No wonder the people trembled! The enemy was
formidable and had risen almost 1n 4 moment to come
to war against them But whenever God’s people
are in strais, 1t 1s their opportunity to prove God,
and here was an ideal situation  Rough circum-
stances were undoubtedly against them, Saul had no
need to worry God was with His people ready to
deliver, and all that could be done was to obey -
structions and to warnt unul the coming of the prophet
Samuel

How many times powers of darkness overwhelm
us at the begmning of a meeting or at the start of
any enterprise for God! We are often made to
tremble as Saul And it 15 distressing to feel the
fierce opposition of Satan heawvily weighing down the
people.  Bug, oh, here 15 the true test, the real op-
portunity to please God, to cease from our own en-
deavours and to wait for Him to come down in a
cloud with power and with glory to deliver us

A PATHETIC PARENTHESIS

HE New Testament wreters are noteworthy for

I their combination of the doctrinal and the prac-

tical. Where we read of the Christians place
and position m the spiritual uplands, we read also of
the Christians character and conduct in the lowlands
of our earthly sojourn (Eph. wv. 15, 16} Likewise
here 1n this Epistle, though we have such spleadid
descriptions of the idcal, and magnificent exposttions
of the glortes of our farth, they are all coupled wrth
most practical anjunctions. Such a wedding of the
ideal with the practical 1s most necessary for a
nghtly adjusted life, sane service, and a proper pers-
pechive.

I. This parenthesis is pathetic because 1t indi-
cates the stages of spiritual and moral descent

(1) There 15 a slipping away from the essentials
Things of primary importance arc relegated to the
background Things non-essenttal and of much less
importance, are giver great prominence There is a
transferred ewmphasis  thus distortion  follows, and
everything becomes out of proportion,

(2) The pathos increases as we follow the degrees
of descent —'' Transgression,’’ ‘‘ disobedience,"
** neglect,” no escape ° The path of the aposiate
is from gloom to darkness, and from darkness to
death  Once decay sets n, deterioration follows, and
mevitably, moral and spirstual disaster and death

IT  This parenthesis 15 pathetic because it indicates
that the people concerned had known the way of moral
and spiritual ascent

{1) To despise angelic ministries was to qualify for
judgment  To ignore prophetic testimony was to cer-
tif# severe sorrow  But to neglect Gods’ greatest effort
in the redemptive undertaking of His Son, is to offer
a superlative imsult to beneficent love

(2) Further, to reject Christ’s atonement and high
priestly meustry, is to be absolutely disqualified for
being accepted of God Christ 1s the only way to
God. those who forsake this way are heading for
ultimate despair  There 1s no possible escape for the
apostate  The apostate sins not only against law and
light, but agamst grace and love

III. This parenthesis 1s pathetic also because 1t
indrcates the magnificence of that which the apostate
1s rejecting—"* So great salvation "’

{1) This salvation 1s the most stupendous under-
taking that Almughty God was ever engaged m
He could command bight inte being, and wnilt worlds
into existence, but to redeem a lost race, God had

The magnificence of this salvation is seen by the

{2) The magmficence of the neglected salvation
is further seen by the fact that it was attested by
Chast’s carly folowers. It was * confirmed unto us
by those that heard Hym.”’

[ts magnificence 1s further enhanced by its being
accompanted with supernatural signs and the muracu-
lous rmmstries and enduements of the Holy Sperir
** God also bearing them witness both with signs and
wonders and divers miracles and gufts of the Holy
Ghost.”

I1V. The parenthesis 1s panfully pathetic for 1t 1n-

dicates the magmtude of the salvation which was be-
ing neglected by apostates
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(1) The maguitude of tlus salvation is scen by the
unwversalily of s appeal. Its appeal 15 as wide as
numanity and as broad as the needs of the race Iis
reach extends to the lowest, 1t uplifts to the highest

(2) Its magmtude 1s further seen by the equality
of s opporturity, '* Without money and without
price " Nothing to pay, nothing to do, the Gospel
conditions are recerve, believe, accept. ‘° Whosoever
will may come.”’

The Gospel touches every phase of life, social Life
and farmly hfe, mdustrial and commercial Ewvery-
thing that 1s best in cvilization 1s the result of
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Christian contact  Phdanthropy and educatton are
but the implications of the Chnistian prinerple and
Splrlt

Thus 1t 15 the height of folly to neglect the greatest
and most magmficent of Divine enterprises

The programmes of the politicians pale into insig-
nificance when compared with the New Testament
programme for a new race mn a new relatonsmp to
God.

The new cults and theologies are narrow and pewy
beside the length and breadth and depth and height
of the Chrstrtan Gospel

The revelation of God mn Christ 1s the greatest and
most glornous evangel declared to a rumed race
That God in Christ rectifies the rumous results of
sin, and restores men to nighteousness and love, 13
the gladdest tidings known 1o men

To reject and neglect such an offer 1s to spurn God's

FEEL more than ever convinced that the book of
Joel 1s a prophecy which has special reference
to the entire dispensation of the church, and its

warnungs and exhortations should be diligently heeded
In the first chapter we find the meat offering and the
drink offering cut off from the house of the Lord,
the field wasted, the land 1 mourning, for the new
wine was cut off, and joy withered away from the
sons of men, a condition exactly fulfilled during the
dark ages of the church’s history Then in the
second chapter we have the prophet’s exhortation as
set forth 1n the foregoing scripture, for a gathering
together of God’s people 1n solemn assembly, from the
elders down to the smallest child, for the congrega-
tion to sanctify themselves, and in fasting and tears
to cry mughtily upon God to spare His people, and
grve not His heritage to reproach Then the Lord
gives this special promise. ‘° THEN .will the Lord
be jealous for His land, and pity His people. Yea,
the Lord will answer.

In a measure the church has heeded this exhorta-
tion to prayer, with the result that the Lord has an-
swered by sending the latter rain, and the fioors have
become full of wheat, and He has restored the years
that the locust, the cankerworm, the caterpiller, and
the palmerworm have eaten Praise His holy name.
But in Joel u 28 the prophet writes. * AND IT

SHALL COME TO PASS AFTERWARD, that !
will pour out my spirtt upon ALL FLESH.?” Al-
though the Apostle Peter quoted this verse at the out-
pouring of the Holy Ghost on the day of Pentecost,
when he sawd ** Thes 1s that which was spoken by the
prophet Joel,”’ 1 feel that th.s verse has a greater
fulfilment, for the prophet Joel says * It shall come
to pass AFTERWARD," that 1s, after the restora-
tion of the years that the locust and the caterpillar
had eaten, and after the floors become full of wheat,
and the fats overflow with wine and o, that the
Lord would pour His spirit upon ALL FLESH.
Praise the Lord 1 believe that we have yet to see
great and mighty things, wlich we know not But
Just as it was necessary for a mighty calling upon God
for Him to bring the church to its present state of
power, where the latter rain is falling, so it 1s also
necessary for God’s people to-day to gather them-
selves together in sanctified solemn assemblies, and
call mightily upon God to shew forth His mighty
power, and bring in the multitudes on every hand
who are without Christ and without hope 1n the
world

O church of Chnist, awake to your God-given op-
portunity to pray down the power and blessing of
God upon a rebellious world. Our God is calling us
to prayer, to prove and try Him, and see whether He
will not pour out a blessing there will not be room
enough to contain. His word encourages us to
prayer—* O thou that hearest prayer, unto thee shall
all flesh come 7 (Psalm Ixv 2) ‘¢ Call unto me, and
I will answer thee, and shew thee great and mughty
things, wlich thou knowest not ”’ (Jer xxxui. 3],
*“ Therefore 1 will iook unto the Lord, I will wait
for the God of my salvation; my God will hear me
(Micah vi 7) ** Ask, and 1t shall be given unto
you, seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be
opened unto you. For every one that asketh re-
caveth, and he that seeketh findeth; and to him that
knocketh 1t shall be opened * (Luke 1x 10). “ What
things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that
ve receve them, and ye shall have them * (Mark
x1 24) ** The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous
man availeth much ** (James v 16) *‘ Pray without
ceasing >’ (I. Thess v. 17) * Praymg with all
prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching
thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for
all saints ' (Eph. vi 18) ‘‘ Continue in prayer, and
watch 1n the same with thanksgiving * (Col 1v. 2
He is able to do exceedingly abundantly above alt that
we ask or think, according to the power that worketh
i us ” (Eph. m. 20)

It was the prayer of Abraham which caused the
Lord to say that if he found ten righteous in the cities
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of Sodom and Gomorrha, He would spare them. It
was the prayer of Moses on behalf of the children
of Israel, that caused the Lord to spare them, when
He had purposed to destroy them when they sinned
in the wilderness. It was the prayer of Daniel, the
man greatly beloved, that turned again the captivity
of the children of Judah from Babylon, when he
sought the Lord with fasting and tears after he had
learned that the seventy years of their captivity weie
almost ended. It was the prayer of Elijah that
stayed the heavens from rain for three years and six
months, and they were again opened by his prayer
It was the prayer of the unired church which caused
the word of God to be spoken with such boldness,
when their persecution first started. It was the
prayer of the church which caused the Lord to send
His angel to liberate Peter from prison,

O Church of Christ, let us take this mighty weapon
of prayer, and use 1t to open the prnison doors for
those who are bound by Satan. It is said of George
Muller, that mighty man of prayer, who in his life-
time prayed for and received £1,500,000 for the
orphan home which he estabhshed, without asking
a man for a single penny, that he used argumentative
pleadings with God when hard pressed for funds,
His prayers would take this form—These were His
orphans, for had He not declared Himself the Father
of the fatherless? This was His work, for had He
not called His servant to do His bidding, and what
was that servant but an instrument that could neither
fit himself nor use itsef? Can the rod Lift itself, or
the saw move 1itself, or the hammer deal its own
blow, or the sword make its own thrust? And if
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this were God's work, was He not bound to care for
His own work®? And was not all this deliberately
planned and catried on for His own glory? And
would He sufter His own glory tw be dimmed? Had
rot His own word been given and confirmed by His
oath, and could God allow His promise, thus sworn
to, to be dishonoured even 1n the least particular?
Were not the half-believing church and the unbeliev-
g world looking on, to see how the Living Ged
would stand by His own unchanging assurance, and
would He supply an argument for the sceptic and the
scoffer? Would He not, must He not, rather put
new proofs of His faithfulnuss in the mouth of His
saints, and furmish increasing arguments wherewsth
to silence the cavilling tongue and put to shame the
hesitating disciple?

Can we not take a lesson from this man of God
1. not the church the body of Christ® Is not the
work which the clhurch 1s engaged in His work? Is
it not for His glory that the gospel 1s preached n its
loveliness® Has He not said that His word shall
not return to Him void, but shall prosper in the
thing whereunto He sent 1t? Is 1t not His will that
none should perish, but that all should come to the
knowledge of the truth? Has He not said, without
Me ye can do nothing, so i1s He not bound to come
forth and vindicate His own cause® O Church of
Christ Let us seek Him with ever increasing zeal
Ask Him to burden us with Holy Ghost compassion
for souls, and cry mightily unto God He will hear
and answer. The glory of the early charch wiil be
dimmed beside the glory which shall be revealed in
us PRAY' PRAY!! PRAY!!'—5Sel

Missionary Work in Mexico

The Present Position
By H. C BALL.

ANY have wondered what are the underlying
M causes for all the disturbance in Mexico,
and why the Roman Catholuic churches are

closkd.

Fixn centuries Mexico was practically governed by
the Roman Catholic Church The church gained
mone and more control over everything, and was fast
beciming the land owner of all Mexico When
Mewico fought against Spamn for her freedom, the
church was for Spain  When Mexico fought against
French dominton, represented by Maxinullian, the
chuich was agam aganst the armies of Liberty.
Hidhlgo, the Washington of Mexico, a former priest,
was excommunicated from Rome because of his pat-
riotic efforts on behalf of Mexican liberty

President Judrez, the Lincoln of Mexico, took
dragtic measures to curtall the power of Rome, and
mosit of the present laws that are now being enforced
by President Calles were formed under the Judrez
adoknistration Rome has ignored these laws, but
Calles 15 deterrmuned to enforce them  VWhether he
15 rhdical or not, we may difer in our opinion, and

whether this will really benefit Mexico or bring revo-
lution and bloodshed, we do not know, but we are
trusting that however it may go, the Lord may be
glorified and Rome’s power forever broken in Mexico,
and the doors thrown w.de open to the gospel

President Calles did not close the Catholic churches
the priests obeyed the hierarchy orders and declared a
‘“ boycott,” closing therr churches by way of protest
against the present laws. The law requires the priest
to be native born Mexican, also that all churches and
their property is the property of the federal govern-
ment  The church preferred to close her doors rather
than tolerate these laws

The Protestants generally have gladly obeyed the
laws. The missionaries have ceased to act as minis-
ters, and have become teachers of theology, advisers
to the native brethren in an unofficial capacity, ad-
mimstrators of the Publishing Houses, ete The
Protestant churches have been handed over to the
government, and they have been permitted to con-
tinue their religious services, the churches being lent
them by the government, Where the laws strike our
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Pentecostal movement so hard is that it 1s aganst the
law to hold religious services outside of a government
owned building We only have four churches in
Mexico that have been turned over to the government
We have over fifteen Assemblies that worship w0
rented halls and private homes These setvices must
stop, or have already been stopped! We feel that we
a» Pentecostal people must rise up and give Mexico the
grand message we have The only way to do 1t 1s
to buld churches that shall be government property.
A small adobe chapel can be built for some £60 Let
us stand together until our fifteen Assemblies without
any way of gathening together to worship, are pro-
vided with buildings, otherwise the sacrifice of many
dear native brethren for the past three or four years
may be lost, and the Assemblies scattered forever

Advancement in Mexico at present 1s mmpossible
We cannot open new fields, as the law requires all
services to be held in churches All we can do is
provide for the present Assemblies and then pray Ged
to change matters, so our native brethren can press
into new fields in some way Whie we foreigners
cannot enter Mexico and carry the glad tidings to her
millions who are without Christ and the Bible, and
now without any church of any kind, we can tran
and send into Mexico natives who have been born
tn Mexico, FEven Mexicans of pure Mexican blood
born in Texas or Califorma cannot preach 1in Mexico
They must be horn there

The Lord has made 1t very evident that His plan
for us of American and Englsh descent is to con-
tinue to evangelize the one million Mexicans on the
border, and train and send into Mexico native sons
In order to accomplish this, two Bible schools have
been founded, namely The Spanish Department of
the Berean Bible Institute of San Diego, California,
and the Latn-American Bible Insumue of San
Antonio, Texas Both of these schools will
open their doors to the pative workers from
the border and from Old Mexico in October,
and both covet the prayers of the entire
Pentecostal family 1n the whele world

There 1s something tragic about the
whole matter to us  For example, a
brother who has laboured in Mexico foi
over sixteen years, and 1s now around the
seventies, yet quite active and 1n charge of
an Assembly im Cwdad Juarez, Mexico,
had to leave the land and the people and
the work he has loved for so many years
There is a certain feeling in our hearts for
Mextco that no one but a missionary can
understand and we feel sure the muission-
aries that read these lines will know how
to pray for wus,

As you are aware, we fureigners are not allowed
to preach in Mexico at the present ume Soon after
we arnved here on the border, ths old law (forb.d.
ding anyone, except Mexicans themselves, who were
born in Mewico, to preach) was revived, and some of
our workers who were not of Mexican birth had to
withdraw from that country, and work among the
Mexicans along the border on the American side
Seeing we are not allowed to preach in Mexico, the
next best thing to do 1s to tramn those who are allowed
to, and send them into that land

Already some of the students have arrved, coming
from a distance of over 600 miles The school 15 to
be held here in the mew church that we bult only
two or three months ago, and we are earnestly pray-
ing that from this place will go out numbers of men
and women, trained to carry the Foursquare Gospel
to their own people 1n Mexico

The opening service of the Schoo! will be long re-
membered by us, as 1t was a time of real blessing
for both reachers and students. The presence of the
Lord was very manifest in our rmdst

Archdeacon Phair of Canada, who 1s truly a veteran
in mussionary work, having spent many years among
the Indians of North West Canada, was with us,
and gave us some very helpful and encouraging ad-
vice. His son, Dr Phair who 1s Dean of the Bereon
Bible School (Pentecostal) here i San Diego, was
also with us and spoke Miss Luce, who has worked
5o hard for the past ten years i this Mexican work,

ILForD BrancH oF THE ELmM Crusapers,
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came here for the occasion, and 1s staying here a few
weeks, to help in teaching.

The school commences at 8 30 a m., when we all
meet for prayers and a little talk on the Word until
90 o’clock The Roll Call 1s taken first, and as each
one answers to their name, they have to give out a
text of Scripture in Spanish. Studies continue from

(1} The Bema or Judgment Seat of Chnst

(2) The Judgment of Living Nations at the Throne
of Glory

(3) The Judgment of the Dead at the Great White
Throne

The first s for believers only, and 15 not of therr
persons, but of their works, which are described as
building materral-—wood, bay, straw, gold, silver and
precious stones All true believers have been
“ Judged already, and passed out of death into life,”
so that they cannot come nto judgment {fohn v 24)
So that when Christ comes into the air, all true be-
Levers will be caught up to meet Him, but after the
Rapture, the Bema or Judgment Seat will he set up,
at which “‘cach ope’s work shall be made manifest for
the Day shall declare it, because it 1s revealed n fire,
and the fire shall prove each one’s work of what sort 1t
57 (1 Cor in 13).

“ If the structure raised by any one survives, he
will be rewarded ; if a man’s work 15 burnt up, he will
be a loser—but he himself shall be saved, yet so as
through fire »

(1) This may be called

THe JuDGMENT OF REWARDS
It 1s the consummation of the Gospel of the Grace of
GGod  Grace 1s the leading characteristic of this dis-
pensation  So far as salvation 1s concerned, it was
finished on the Cross It 1s done, once and for ever,
for it 15 *‘ not the outcome of what we have done,
but God’s free gift ”” (Eph 1 8)

Hence the necessity of a judgment of rewards, quite
apart from the matter of our personal salvation
** Then shall every man have praise of God, we shall
receive those things which God has prepared for those
that love Him - the reward of the imheritance, in-
corruptible crowns of fife (Rev u 10}, of glory
