We returned to Busango wve Kisanga and Eisale,
staying a few days at each place and enjoying much
blessing therefrom At EKisanga we had a  very
blessed tume at the Sunday mornmg beeaking of
bread service A mice little company of black samnts
were asscmbled We had a glorrous time of wor-
ship before and whilst the bread and wine were be-
ing passed round, prayers and prascs arose from
te various worshippers, one of whom n parncular

earnestness worships and praises God, and whiist
leading 1n prayer he was so overcome with gratitude
to God for saving him that he broke down and

to prayer commenced to strive with lum, and before
kmg the Chrest he once despised was accepted as
his personal Saviour, and the Gospel truly proved

At Kisale also God blessed us with a fime of
glorious spirttizal fellowship We attended the week-
iv prayer meeting there, and witnessed that God was
sull pouring out His Spirt en those who sought Him
earnestly How these dear black Christians prayed,
and God apened the windows of heaven and poured
down mughty blessing Close to where I was sitting
I heard several speaking 1 tongues and as I
listened, 1T was thrlled with joy as 1 heard one
black sister speaking in tongues and i an ecstacy
of worship repeating the words i English - ** Oh,
Lord God, Oh, Lord God!"™ Truly our God still

Our retern journey from Eisale to Busangn was
ruther uneventful  As uwsval we were chased and
bitten shightly by tsetse flies, on one part of the way
where there 13 a belt of these blood-sucking, disease-
carrying parasites, and, as usual, our carmers ran
along singing their monotonous chants which they
generally compose as they go—they usually sing
about the white man and his strange doings

On arrival at Busango we were soon busy again
with ¢ the daily round and common task '’ of mission
station Jife My brother mussionary, Mr. Womersley
preaches the Gospel every morning to the various
nalives about the house, while I endeavour to follow
tuzs words with my rather meagre knowledge of
Kiluba I do praise God that He 1s enabling me to
get a grip uf the language, although I am not learn-
ing as quickly as I should Lke. [ am longmng for
the time to come when I too shall be able to proclaim
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the Glad Tidings During Mr Womerstey's absence
on one stage of the journey here, I attempled to con-
duct a meeting with the assistance of one of our
native evangehsts  Although I'm afiaid my attempt
at Kiluba was rather a poo: mux-up, yet 1 felt that
God blessed the eftort, and I 1cjorced that T had at
least made a begimning

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are Seventh Day Adventists, and their mussionaries
do a lot of visiting and chstributing of Adventist itera-
wure They make it a pomnt too, to treat the sk,
free of charge, thus working their way mto the homes
nf the people, and endeavouring to win their confi-
dence and induce them to attend their meetings

Besides the Adsventists, we have the Mormons, who
have just started working here, and 1f anything, these
are more dangerous than the former, as they state
n their uterature that they believe o Salvanion,
Water Baptism, the gift of the Holy Spirit, the gifi~
of the Spint, including tongues, lying on of hand.
for the healing of the sich, and so on

In many of the Mevican homes that we have visited,
we have been given well bound books, pertaining to
the Mormon religion, and have been asked what we
think of 1t This gnes us an exccllent opportuniiy
to explain the real way of salvation, and to shew
vherem thur errors lie

The Mormon nmussionaries gie away these books on
their religion, free of charge, but we have not yut
been to a house where they have gnen away a New
Testament or a Bible, free of charge Al these dif-
ferent religions or sects mahke 1t very confusing tor
the poor Mexican, whose knowledge of the Bibic s
very himited indeed  Also it puts a strong argumen
mto the mouths of the Roman Catholics, who tan
pount to us and say ‘‘ See, you say you are Protes-
tants, and believe 1n the Bible, but you cannot agree
among yourselves, while we are the one true Church
in all parts of the world, and have always been the
true Church since the days of the Apostles »’

We are encouraged when we realise that the Lord
will meet those who are really hungry for Him, and
are thankful for the signs thar He 1s working

Last Sunday evening, five or six drunken men came
into our service, and sat night through the meeting
They did not disturb nor mterrupt 1n any way, but
sang at the top of their voices, which sometimes weie
not very melodious At the end of the address, 1
asked those who wished to accept Christ to signify
by raising their hands One man boldly raised his
hand, and when invited came out to the front, and
knelt down while we explamed to biup the way of
salvation.

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the Lord Jesus.

SEED is the most wonderful thing in the world. It
is a divine creation and once lost, the species must
die out, for 1t can never be replaced by man The
seced 1n this case 15 the Word of God (Luke vin. 11),
and the Word is Christ (I John i. 1;i. 14, etc ). There
15 no other seed of life. It is quite hkely that Jesus,
casting His eyes on the sloping hillsides, found His
metaphor in the work of a visible farmer This
would be a most telling object lesson *‘ Behold the
sower.”’ As Christ is both the sacrifice and the sac-
rificant (Heb ix. 12-14), so He 15 also the seed
and the sower. He declared ‘* The Spirit of Je-
hovah—hath anointed Me to preach (Luke 1v. 18).
Mark records Jesus as saying ‘‘ Let us go into the
next towns that 1 may preach there also: for thete-
fore came I forth ”’ (chap i 38, 39). Matthew tells
us that He began to preach in this district, where
He was then declaring these parables, in Galilee of
the Gentiles (chap. 1v. 13-17) The sower was the
best of His kind, for ‘' never man spake like this
man.”” And the seed, as is customary, was pre-
served seed, and the best of its kind He was ** the
only begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth »’
(John i. 14). But good sowing and good seed are
wasted on bad soil. Divine sovereignty and human
responsibility meet here. Good soil 1s typified by the
honest and good heart of Luke wiii 15, and is a
necessity for successful cultivation.

** The wayside ” 1s the term chosen for the first
kind of ground. It suggests a frequented pathway
a thoroughfare: a place for traffic a place trodden
hard by the pressure of many feet: an open way for
the world, the flesh and the devil, ‘" Hardened through
the decertfulness of sin’’ (Heb. in. 13). This is
a heart grown callous to God, and no matter how
much seed or how carefully sown, it will never pene-
trate. These people are hke the ‘* deaf adder that
stoppeth her ear; which will not hearken to the voice of
charmers, charming never so wisely”’ (Psa. Iviii. 4, 5).
They also remind us of the words of the Holy Spirit
“In whom the god of this world hath blinded the minds
of them which believe not, lest the Light of the glorious
gospel of Christ,”> Who is the image of God, should
shine unto them (II. Cor. iv 4).

Maxwss self-destroying neglect is the adversary’s
coveted opportumity. The birds of the air are as
busy as the sower, and they are more numerous.
There is no delay, for Mark tells us that ‘‘ Satan

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cometh mmmediately ©’ and Matthew, ‘‘ He catcheth
away the seed.” Thus in the unploughed, inacces-
sible wayside, we have a picture of human hardncss
and blindness, and demomniacal alertness, combining
to damn a soul.

** Stony places *’ is used by Christ to designate the
sccond kind of soil. The 1dea is not that of a field
full of small or large stones, but rather of a huge
rock superficially covered by earth In verses 20-21
the two expressions ** anon '’ and ** by and by,’” are
the same word 1n the original They are elsewhere
nvariably translated by f‘ immediately.”” Thus the
whole 1dea conveyed by these stony ground hearers 1s
that of emotion and sentiment They are quichkly
glad and as quickly offended quickly receive and as
quickly reject The Lord sums up the situation by
saying ‘‘ He hath not root 1n himself.” This man’s
religion could not stand the sun (v 6) Had there
bcen real root, the sun which slew, would only have
succoured ; but instead of counting 1t all joy when
these tribulations and persecutions came along, Luke
tells us ‘“1n time of temptation these people fall
away »’ (chap vin. 13) Sentiment rather than the
Spirt of God, or possibly persuasion, rather than the
power of God, had wrought on this life: but ‘* that
which 1s born of the flesh 1s flesh ™ (John m. 6)

“ Among thorns ”’ 1s. the third place where seeds
fel Thorns may be typical of any abnox.ous
growth  Arclhibishop Trench says ‘‘ The image of
an evil growth strangling a nobler 1s permanently
embodied 1n our language in the name °* cochle,’
given to a well-known weed in our fields, derived
from an Anglo-Saxon word meaning ‘ to choke’ ™’
This man’s case 15 different from that of the former
two. He has soft sol and plenty of it The seeds
take root and grow too but his trouble 1s trying
to grow two crops on the same ground and at the
same time It represents people who are trymg
to get the best out of both werlds, but are not en-
joying either double-mindedness with its consequent
instability The Lord Jesus interprets these thorns as
‘ care of this world,’ deceitfulness of riches, pleasurcs
of this life and the lust of other things ’ Summed
up we may say 1t 1s the conflict of gold or God,
commercialism or Christ. The cares of this hife may
appear in the phantom of poverty; and the pitfalls
of the rich are seen in the deceitfulness of riches
Really the man who 15 burdened with the cares of
poverty and the man who is deceived by fuise promises
of wealth are the same man. The one is the other
turned inside out We make the world our god,
whether we worship 1t by saying,” ‘1 am desolate
without thee,” or by fancying that we are secure with
it John Wesley says of riches- *‘ Deceitful indeed,
for they smile and betray; kiss and smite They
put out the eyes and harden the heart, steal away
ali the hfe of God, fill the soul with pride and anger
and love of the world; make men enemies to the
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cross of Chnst; und all the while are eagerly desired
and vehemently pursued, even by those who believe
there is a God.” Thorns prick. The words of the
Holy Ghost therefore are most apt  “° They that wall
be nieh . . . have erred from the faith, and pierced
themselves through with many surrows *’ {I  Twn,
vi 9, 10} Whatever hinders growth, chokes or
restrauns  fruit-bearing, 15 a thorn and 2 curse
Prayer is the perfect weed-luller, and brings us nto
a sunshine which kills everything which has not its
roots o God

but not of 1t they press upon Christ, as the throng-
ing multitude ; they do not touch Him, as did that
believing woman to whom alone His virtue went forth
(Luke viu 45) And they who are thus in 1it, but
not of 1t, whether hypocrites lying hid, or open offen-
ders, who from thetr numbers may not without worse
inconvenience be expelled, do not defile the true mem-
bers, so long as these share not in therr spirt, not
communtcate with thewr evil deeds They are like the
unclean animals 1 the same ark (Gen wvu 2), goars
1n the same pastures as the sheep (Matt xxv 32},
tares growing 1 the same field as the wheat, chafl
on the same barn floor as the gran (Matt w 12),
vessels to dishonour 1n the same house as vessels
to honour (Il Tim u 20), endured for a while, but
m the end to be separated for ever '’ Despite these
plain words of the Master, we still have the ™ Sons
of Zebedee >’ with us who would on the least pretext
call down fire from heaven on the oftenders

This parable condemns persecution, but it seems
rot to bear upon discipline at all  In its secondary
sense, or by mmplication, it protects the wicked from
any attempt on the part of the church to cast them
out of the world by wviolence; but it does not in any
form or measure vindicate a place for the umpure
within the communion of the church of Christ, Argu-
ments against the exclusion of unworthy members
founded on this parable are nothing less than perver-
sions of the Scriptures  Elsewhere Christrans may
read their duty in regard to any brother who walks
disorderly elsewhere they may learn how to counsel,
exhort, rebuke the erring, and if he remamn impeni-
tent, how to cast him out of communmion by spiritual
sentence * but in this parable no judgment 1s given
regarding these matters  Both Papal and Protestant
zealots have destroyed good wheat m disobeying
Christ’s 1njunction

“ Untid harvest ”’ Although the land of Canaan
was promused to Abram and lus seed in Genesis xv
yet we read m Exodus 1 14 (about 300 years later),

16) So of God’s
people to-day, 1t 1s true, ‘* In the world, ye shali
have tribulation *', but until harvest our High Priest
stifl prays, ** Not that Thou shouldest take them out
of the world, but keep them from the evil” (John xvu
15) The cleavage between the wheat and the tares

religious and trreligious, are rapidly being bound to-
gether ‘' Bind for burning *' are the words of Jesus
We may freely admut that the fire s part of the
parable, but yet let us not forget that it occurs not
vily m the paiable, but m the nterpretation; and
let us learn that the prose reality of everlasting des-
truction, which Christ here solemnly announces,
as awful and complete For a moment He passcs
beyond the limits of the parable to add that terrible
clause about * weeping and gnashing of teeth '—
the tokens of rage and despair So spoke the most
loving and truthful ips Do we believe His warnings
as well as His promises?

I'HE tares can be heaped up, but the wheat »
gathered up mto His barn  The eastern barn was an
elevated structure The time 1s hastening fast for the

HE virgm birth of the Lord Jesus Christ 1s
one of the fundamentals of the faith most
strongly and severely attacked by unsaved men

in e pulpit and out of it, During the last two
or three monaths 1 have received letters from men
who want to argue on the subject of the virgin hirth
of Jesus

I find some young people, contempiating going to
Bible School, are asking 1f church history 15 essen-
tial By all means it iz In locking over the pages
of church history 1 find thut the Gibeonites were the
first company of people that demed the virgin birth
of Jesus. 1 find that Cerinthus, who Irved in the
days of John the apostle, took a positive stand aganst
the virgin lLirth of Jesus, and we find that his posi-
tien was endorsed by Payne, Voltaire and others
There are some very wise men connected with our
universities who dizhelieve i the virgin birth  of
Chnst  They say they cannot understand it They
may not, but Matthew, Mark and Luke understood
We believe 1t because God's Word says so

IN the first place, the Word of God says that Jesus
Christ was porn of a virgin, “ Therefore the Lord
Himself shall grve you a sign  Behold, a virgin shall
concetve, and bear a son, and shall call his name
Immanee]l ' Now, according to the Word of God,
Jesus Chnst had to be the son of & wurgin Ansclm
says there are four ways that God cun make a man
First by natural conception; second, God made a
man without the help of man or woman, as Ie did
Adam ; third, God made the woman without the help
of man, as He dd Ewe; fourth, He made anciber
Man without the help of man, as He did Jesus Christ
Jesus Christ had to be the son of a virg:n i order
to be the seed of the woman )iad Joseph been His
literal father, Jesus Christ would not have been the
seed of the woman but the seed of man Wae find
that the Messiah was to be the Son of God  not only
the son of a virgin, hut also the Son of God. ** And
the angel answered and said unto her, The Holy
Ghost shall come upon thee, and the power of the
Highest shall overshadow thee. therefore also that
holy thing which shail be horn of thee shall be called
the Son of God *' (Luke i 35} This s a plain state-
ment of fact

As I study the Word of God I find that Jesus Christ
has a fourfold relation to us as revealed mn the four
gospels, I turn to Isaiah =1 1 and I read, *¢ And
there shall come forth a rod oul of the STEM OF
JESSE, and a Branch shall grow out of his roots."
This is the aspect given by Matthew in his gospel,
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who shews us that Christ is the kingly Son from
the house of David

In Zech . 8 we read, ** Behold, 1 will bring forth
MY SEEVANT the Branch.” This 1s the aspect that
we have of our Lord Jesus in Mark's gospel

This 1s the aspect of

In Zech wvi. 12, we read,
whose name 18 the Branch.-
Christ that Luke gives us.

In lsmah v, 2 He s referred to as the Branch of
Jehovah, and the propbet speaks of Him, saywng,
“Tn that day shall THE BRANCH OF THE LORD
be beautiful and glorious  This 15 the aspect that
John gives us of Jesus Christ.

God so arranged it that fesus Christ was a Branch,
and as a Branch He was grafted i the human
family Following the natural course of nature, the
branch that s grafted in bears its own fruit ard not
the fruit of the root, I was m Calfornia and saw
men grafting orange stock on to lemon trees and the
trées bDote the oranges and not the lemons Jesus
Christ became a Branch in order to be grafted into
the human tree, and He bore His own friut and not
the fruit of the buman family

I FIND @ Hun the seed of the woman, I find the
last Adamm How did Jesus become the seed of the
woman? His conceprnon was supernatural and He
as a Branch was grafted mto the human family We
need to teach the world and the church that Jesus
Christ was ‘* the seed of the woman " and all the
rest of us are the seed of man, That is the reason
that Jesus Christ zs the last Adam was enabled to
undertake what He dil. The Messiak had to be the
legal heir of Joseph We find that Joseph and Mary
were of unbroken descent from David and were the
legal heirs of David, Joseph from Solomon, and Mary
throngh MNathan I have carefully gooe over the
whole range of the genealogy from Dawvid down, and
I find it 1s clearly stated. Tn the 3rd chapter of
Luke, Jouseph is ca'led the son of EL. He became
the son of El because he was engaged to Mary and
that brouglt him into that family A Jewish rabb
told me that according fo Jewwsh law (Deat xxil
25, 24), " Betrothal under law involved the legal
status of wedlock ©© When Joseph found out the
conchtion of Mary he was going to cast her aside, but
Gabriel had the law on his side when he said, ¢ Fear
nal to take unto thee Mary thy wife: for that which
is conceived 10 her iz of the Holy Ghost " Now we
find that Jesus Christ was a descendant of the house
of David through Mary and Joseph.
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According to the genealogy we find that in Joseph
He was a Son of Dawnd; m Mary He was a Son of
man; and m the Holy Ghost He was a Son of God.
In Joseph He 1s the heir of Istael, in Maiy the hew
of the woild, and m the Holy Ghost the hewr of all
things 1 met four men in Chicago and gave them
this sumple outline and three of them sad, ** I under-
stand, 1 will never again doubt the virgin birth of
the Lord Jesus Chnst.”

WHY cid Jesus Christ become the sced of the
woman? God had said the seed of the woman would
bruise the serpent’s head Jesus Christ as the seed
of the woman had to pay the debt that the Arst Adam
contracted He satisfied the divine law as the seed
of the woman He had to do what the first Adam
could not accomplish because he fell In Jesus Christ
the seed of the woman, we have the last Adam
The guestion comes, ‘* What 1s the supreme reason
for the virgun burth? 7 The body of Jesus Christ was
oftered to God the Father as a whole burnt offering
It was a Godward offering He offered Himself as
the Lamb of God In order to be able to do this
He had to take upon Himself a human body

Why was Bethlchem necessary? Because Cal-
vary demanded 1t The reason He came to Bethle-
hem was that He might go to Calvary.

I had a vision of the whole world embraced within
four walls, and Mercy, with a company of angels,
was walking along the walls They looked over the
walls and saw the world in terrible agony.
