What? When? Where ?

RICKEED 1n their hearts, the Jews hstenung to
P that wonderful sermon by Peter on the day
of Pentecost said, ** What shall we do? "’ and
Peier answered, ** Repent ye and be buptised every
one of sou m the name of Jesus Christ unto the re-
musswon of your sins, and ye shall receive the gift
of the Holy Spirit  For to you 1s the promise, and
o your children, and 1o all that are afar off, even
a» maay as the Lord our God stall call ™

Torrey, in his httle tract on the Holy Spint, com-
mcnts wpon this scnpure #s follows ™ MNow the
promuse of this verse, the context proves, 1s not the
promise of our salvation, but the promise of the gft
of the Iloly Ghost Peter said to those right before
him * 2f 15 for you °© Then he looked over their heads
1o therr immediate descendents “and for your children,’
then he looked down the ages and added, * And to
all thern that are afar off, even as many as the Lord
our God shall cafl ? This takes us alf wr The bap-
trsm of the Holy Ghost 1s for every suved man ™’

If you will take that word ‘‘ promse,”’ used by
Peter in this passage under descussion, and {oflow 1t
throughout the Scriptures where it 1s used 1n pas-
ages of sunmilar content, you will find that Peter here
was referring to the * promise '’ of the baptism of
the Holy Spirie. " And beheld T send the promuse
of My Father upon you, but tarry ye in the city until
ye be clothed with pewer from on high *’ {Luke wxiv.
458)  Jesus 1n His farewell mstructions to the little
church sawd, * wait for the promise of the Father,
whieh,” sad He “* ye heard of Me . Ye shall be
baptised m the Holy Spinit not many days hence
{Aces 1 4, 5 ** Thes Jesus which God raised up
whereof we are all wetnesses ; being therefore by the
right hand of God exalted, and having received of
the Father the proruse of the Holy Spirit, He hath
shed forth this, which ye now see and hear  {Acts
w32, 33} * Ye were sealed with that Holy Spirit
of promise ** {(Eph 1. 13) It 15 evident, then, that
the direct reference of Peter here 1s to the baptism of
the Holy Spinit wluch they had just recerved and which
15 for all believers 1n Christ Jesus,

JESUS to His disciples just before His ascension
said  © Tarry yve m the oty until ye be clothed with
power from on high, © But some object . ' That was
the disciples, to whom He was speaking,” It may
be admitted that that part of .t which refers to the
place of tarrying was to the Apostles; but that the
command was for all believers of all ages, it seems
to me that 1t 15 qubbling to deny. It 15 an ewvtdent
foct liowever to anyone famuliar with the modern
church that it has not becn clothed upon by the
* promuse of the Father.”” Not by 1ts many efforts
of scrvice or activity o His kingdom f{and surely,
like Martha, it has been busy about many things) has
it obtained this blessing This 1s confessedly truc.
There 15 one thing certaum, that is that the church
has discovered no other way than that which Jesus
comminded of His first Apostles, for enduement of
power Is it not time to try God's way® We have
tued our own way and failed. 'Why quibbie over the
manner of eecerving 17,1t 15 an experience we must
obtain 1f we are ever to be effectual witnesses for Ham.
But to tarry is not enough. 'We must pray  “‘Defimte
prayer ' for a ‘‘ definute blessing ' (Luke x1. 13)
“ T ye then beng evil know how to give good gifts
unte your children how much more shall your heaven-
ly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask Him?”
Torrey, m commenting upon this statement of our
Loed, says+ ** [ knuw the subtle and specious argu-
ments that men have brought forward to shew that
1t 15 not nght to pray for the Holy Spirit, but aganst
all these I place the stalcment of Jesus Chnst, * How
niuch more shall your Heavenly Father grve the Holy
Syirit to them that ask Hmm?’’ DBut not only do we
have these words of Chnst, we have the experience
of [ knrow not kow many men. I shall never forpet
one mght 1n the church in Chicago, when as we
waited upon God, about two ¢’clock in the morning,
ministers from different parts of Chicago knelt down
and cried to God for the baptism of the Holy Spird
God 1n His mercy heard their prayer . . Whatever
people may argue, I know this, that when men meer
God face to face, alone, with o defimiie cvy for a de-
fimite blessing, having met the conditions, and beher-
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mg the tesnmony of God’s Word about if, while they
pray the Holy Ghost comes upon them.”

Tue EVIDENCE

HERE, perhaps, I shall differ from some of my
brethren who believe 1n this blessed experience; but
it seems to me that the Scriptures are gquite as clear
upon this point as upon that of the baptism :tself.
It 15 quite evident that all the disciples, not the
Apostles alone, spoke 1n tongues on the day of Penze-
cost There 15 no question that this same phenomena
was evidenced at the baptism of Cornelius (Acts x.
44-46). Not only did these new disciples speak in
tongues ; but the record expressly states that tongues
were the emdence to the Jewish disciples that the
Gentiles had received the Holy Spirit. * They were
amazed,’’ 1t 1s written, ** because that on the Gentiles
also was poured out the gift of the Holy Spint. For
(that .s the reason they knew) they heard them speak
wrth tongues.”

When Phiip went over to the Samaritans and
preached Christ unto them, many believed and were
baptised  After this conforming to the command of
our Lord on the part of the Samaritans, Peter and
John came down and laid their hands upon them,
after prayer, and they received the Holy Spirit; and
Simon, when he saw that by laying on of hands by
the Apostles, the Samaritans received the Holy Spirit.
offered money to Peter for the gift that on whomso-
ever he might lay his hands they might receive the
Holy Spirit also Now what was the evidence that
attracted Simon? How did he know that the
Samaritans had received the Holy Spirit? What
did he see or hear? What particular demonstration
did he witness? There was, evidently, something
that marked 1n a very striking way the outpouring of
the Spirit on those Samaritans What was 1t? Peter
had declared of the household of Corneliss in giving
an account of their experience to the church at Jeru-
salem that °* the Holy Spirit fell on them as on us
at the beginning,” that is, as at Pentecost (Acts xi
15, 16), and that he had w.tnessed in this outpouring

of the Spirit, the baptism of the Spirit as Jesus had
promised.

NOW, if speaking in tongues was the evidence of
the baptism of the Holy Spirit to the Apostles at
Cmsarca, are we not warranted in concluding that
tongues were the evidence ar Samaria also, else how
did the Apostles know that these Samaritans had re-
cerved the Holy Spirit? Is it not a logical inference
that they did speak in tongues? The Homiletic Com-
mentary, 1o 1its comments upon the action of Simon
says ‘1t was most likely through hearing the bap-
tised speak in tongues '’ Hackett on Acts: ** Among
these (endowments conferred upon them) may have
been the gift of tongues ’’. so I say agam, that the
Ingical concluston 1s that the Samaritans did speak
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in tongues. In Acts ix 17, we have recorded the
statement of the evident baptism in the Holy Spmit
of Paul himself. Someone in writing of this ex-
perience of the Apostle as recorded here, says ‘' no
tongues.”” But how did he know there were no
tongues. The Holy Spirit does not say there wecrc
no tongues. A man must be omniscient, indeed, to
discern this fact (?) where the Scriptures themsclves
are silent A natural inference here as in Acts vin
17, is that there were tongues because the Apostlc
himself positively states in his letter to the Corinthian
church that he did speak in tongues ‘* more than they
they all »* (I. Cor. xiv. 18)

Now, it is clear from all these Scriptures, that theie
was some immediate evidence by which those present
could determine whether the baptism of the Spint
was given. It is also evident that they did not wart
long enough for the fruit of the Spint to manidest
itself before being assured of the fact They did not

wait for weeks or years to determine they knew
then How?

WHo IS TO Say THAT THE SaMmgE LEvibexck Dors Noa
StiLL ToLLow THE Baprism?

TO argue that Jesus in His promise to the disaples
that those who believed should speak in new rongucs
was referring to the new language of the child of
God upon his adoption into the household of frith,
15 wholly gratuitous and unwarranted by the context
Jesus is here speaking of extraordinary phenomena
that should follow ‘‘ them that helieve >’ Miracles
casting out demons, taking up of serpents, drinking
deadly poison without hurt, healing the sick With-
out question, in referring to signs ““ that shall follow
them that believe,” he 1s promising extraordinaty
phenomena as evidence of their discipleship  Surely
no one can honestly claim that the conversion of the
newly redeemed clild of Gad 1s to be classified unde:
toad of mrraculous phenomena !

Now turn to Acts xix 6, *“ And when the Apostle
laid hands upon them, the Holy Spirit came upon
them and they spake with tongues and prophesied ™
Here tongues are one of the evidences, at least, of
the baptism of the Holy Spirit having been received
by these Ephesian believers But some object and
say, ‘* At least, tongues were not always the evidence
of the Baptism; this is clear from the statement of
Paul in T Cor. xii 30 His question here, Do
all speak with tongues? * ** is equivalent to the statc-
ment that not all speak in tongues '

But if you will study carefully this chapter, you
will see that Paul 1s here speaking of gifts of the
Spirit.  All believers do have faith, but oot all be-
lievers have the gift of faith. All have knowledgc,
but not all have the gift of knowledge, So with
tongues. If the reader will carcfully note the in-
stances where the baptism of the Holy Spirit was 1e-
cewved by the early disciples, he will find 1n every cas
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where tongues are mentioned as the evidence, that it
ju clear that all who recetved the baptism did speak
m tongues. Orn the day of Pentecost, i the house-
hold of Cornelius, at Ephesus, and the writer beheves
at Samaria also, it 18 evident that the same phenome-
non was mantfest 1w all.  The writer personally knows
many people who received the baptism of the Holy
Spirit, and who at the nme did speak in tongues  as
the Spirit gave them utterance,’’ clearly and ummis-
takably, and jer who have never spoken in tongues
sINCE.

Ler Us Br CargryuL oF Qur TerMivoLOGY

WE should be carcful to distingwmsh between tha
 fillmgs ”’ and ‘° anointings,” and the °* baptism,*’
of the Holy Spint  One writer cites a number of in-
stances as evidence that tonguees do not necessandy
accompany the baptism of the Holy Spint, 10 mosl
of which he confuses ** filing ** with the Spirit and
* regencration *' by the Spirit and ° rgpocmg ' om
the Spirit and ' full ** of the Spirit and ** signified ™
by e Spirrt and *° prophe-ying,’’ {Paul expressly puts
prophesying owver aganst tongues in I. Cor. xiv.), with
lhe ° baptism ™ of the Spirit. Here 15 a confusion
of terms that makes a confusion of thought and of
conclusion inevitable,

The Bible does nol teach. snor do any of the ex-
ponents of the doctrine of the baptism of the Holy
Spirit, with whum the writer 1s famihar, claim that
it teaches, that every time one is filled with the Spirit,
or is full of the Spirit, or prophesies in the Sperit,
he will speak in tongues, bul thar wengues are, and
were to the Apostles, an immedwgte sign of the bap-
tism of the Spint; and that there are svme who have
received the gift of tongues and who, under the
anointing of the Spirit, do often so speak now as
they dia in the early church.

Stephen, Philip and Barnabas have been cited as
evulence of distaples, who, filled with the Spirit, did
not speak in tongues However, Bible students, I
believe, will not disagree with me when I say that
it is highly probable that Stephen and Thilip, if not
Barpnbas, also, were members of the Iittle band who
tarried 1n the Upper Room If they weze, then the
objection is without point, for it 1s certain that all
who terried did speak n tongues

ANQTHER chjection often brought against the
Speaking in tongues is, *“ Did not Paul say he would
rather speak five words with his understanding than
ten thousand in tongues? ” Yes, unless they be in-
Aerpreted ; but did ke not say also in the verse next
before the one just quoted, {I. Cor xiv. 18), that he
thanked God that he spoke in tongues more than

they all?  And in the same chapter in the 5th verse,
Noti?:‘:’ I would have you all speak in tongues? *

he says in the Church he would rather speak
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five words with his understanding that he might in-
struct others alsn, The American missionary speak-
g to the Citnese wouold better speai five words ino
Chinese than ten thousand in Enghsh that he might
instruct them Howvver that would not forlnd him
speaking 1n Englsh on occasious, He 1s thankful
for the Enghsh tongue, but it 15 useless m trying 1o
instruct a body of Chinese who know no language
but their own. The preacher who would address his
congregation 1o tongues, if he were unable to inter-
pret, {and 1 have never heard of one who attempted
it, except it might have been the reason for Paul’s
admonition and Instruction to the Corinthians upon
this matier) would be justified i sayeng that he was
[} mad.’,

Suart. Towgues Crase?

I RECENTLY heard 2 mimster quote the words of
the Apostle m I. Cor. xiin. 8. ° Whether there be
tongues, they shall cease » mn defence of the conten-
ticn that tonguoes had ceased, and were no ionger
to be expected in the church of this age. But a
httle further reading of the chapter will shew that
the Apnstle was not spealang of this present world
When shall tongues cease® When thar which is per-
fect comes—when we shall see face to face—when
we shall know fully even as we are fully known ([
Cor xu. 10-12), amd when shall that be? Nof whele
we are in the flesh, al least

A CriTicism ANSWERED.

TO the criticism that the phenomena of the baptism
of the Spirit and tongues are due to the nfAuence of
hypnotic suggeston, the answer 1s, First, the same
criticism may with equal vahdity be brought against
the experience of the early disciples If the latter
phenomena are due to hypnotic mnfluence, so were
the former. Both must stand nr fall together here

Second, the one who makes this criticism 1s ig-
norant of the laws of hypnotism, the phenomena of
this movement, or of both  Aunyone farular wath
the Iaws of hypnotism and the experiences of those
seekirg the baptism n the Holy Spurt can bur be
impressed with the utter unsunilarty of the methods
employed, as well as the results obtauned The hyp-
notist who 1s famihar with the tarrying mccting to-
day 15 as conscious of this fact as was Smmon of old

BRETHREN beloved of the mimstry, there are
thousands of men and women in all walks of hife who
are claimmg wu have received the baptism of the
Holy Spiit and who dn speak n tongues, and their
number is dady growing larger. You will find them
among most cultured people of your audience and
of the mimistry They have rcceived a defipite and
precious cxpenience after that they believed; and that
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experience, ke the experience of Charles G Finney,
and many other great leaders of the past, 1s not to
be discounted or ridiculed or argued away In the
church of which [ am pastor, which 1s typical in this
regard of every church from which I have heard
where this movement has gone. those who have ac-
cepted the experience of the baptism embrace many
of the most spiritual and cultured members of the
congregation The tide 15 rising every day People
are hungty and they anll be fed The common people,
as of old, hear it gladly, as do also others Multi-
tudes are throngmg the churches where the message
15 being preached We have welcomed munisters and
leading members of churches from long distances who
have heard and come and seen, and who have gone
away after having received of the experience them-
selves, and are now personally telling it to others
Not «il these people are fools or hars or hypocrites ,
nerther can they all be mistaken If this 15 of God,
it will not be talked down, nor ridiculed off the stage
And if I can read my Bible, to any profit and 1f |
have any discernment of the Spirit, it ts of God!
Without exception, where this movement has entered,
ofterings have increased, worldiiness has decreased,
the spinitual life of the church has heen greatly deep-
encd, and unusual resulis have been reaped in the
salvation of souls Surely these are the tests of the
presence and blessing of the Spirit of God Shall
we put ourselves against any such evidence of the
manifest approval of God Himself?

truth to offer Nevertheless we fegl that each parable
has a special phase of truth to convey, and it 15 10
purset of thes that we proceed with our study

* The kingdom» of the heavens 1s ke to a grain
of mustard seed which a man tool, and sowed in
s field which indeed 1s the least of all seeds: but
when 1t 15 grown, it 1s the greatest among herbs, and
becometh a tree, so that the birds of the air come
and lodge n the branches thereof.”

Maxy of ¢e symbols found in this parable are
not original - We have met with them in the previous
parables: eg, a man a sower: seed field: birds
of the ar Ths parable gives us a picture of the
least of all sceds, not only growing to be the greatest
among herbs, but becoming = tree sufficiently large
for the birds of the air to roost or nest in. Apparent-
Iy 1t Is a picture of greal growth by inherent witahty,
and ammechately we are led to thunk of the smaliness
of the gospel and the kingdom 1n their beginnings
We see the sced cradled 1n a stable, coming to His
own who recetved Him not, living 1n a world which
He made, yet 1t knew Him not; met with the scorn-
ful taunt ** Can any good thing come out of Naza-
reth? ** *¢ despsed and repectedd of men ' ; swept off
the ¢arth as a malefactor, dying on a felon s cross,
bumed m a borrowed tomb; yet nsing to be seen of
abovi BOU brethren at one time

The growth of the seed is seen in the 500 quickly
hecoming 5,000, the messengers filling Jerusalem with
this doctrine, and being accused of turning the world
upside down, and before the close of the Apostolie
age the message had spread into all the then known
warld  Just as the crying baby [Moses) rescued from
the waters Of the Wie was to be Egypt's destroyer
and Israel's deliverer, so the insigmficant babe of
Bethlehem, and the despised man of Nazareth, has
gnen birth to a rehgion which has changed time and
resolutiomised history

Now all this 1s very true, but it is not, we feel THE
message of this parable.

LET us follow the parable 1n detaill. We know the
man who sowed the seed 1s the Son of Man we
koow the field is the world: and we know that the
irds are typiweal of evil powers, Christ has ioter-
preted these fur us mn thus chapter. Thus far our
way 1s clear. What s the gram of mustard secd?
and how o growth does it do the unpatural thing of
passing from a herb to a tree? Five times mustard
seed 1s mentioned in the New Testament. Throe
times m reference to this parable, and twice as ''faith
as a gramn of mustard seed.” We feel sure of our
ground in taking the mustard seed as a type of one
phase of the gospel. ithe faih of the gospel. The
mustard sced speaks of smallness, savour and sim-
phoity  The faih of the gospel is condensed in
‘" Believe only 5 1t 15 a savour of life unto hfe, and
its sumplicity 1s a stumbling-block to many. Paul gives
us this faith of the gospel in 1ts simplicity, smallness
and savour in 1 Cor. xv. 35—

‘* For I delivered unto you first of all that which
I also received how that Christ died for our sms ac-
cording 1o the scriptures  and that He was buried,
and that Llc rose again accordwng to the Scripiores
and that He was scen of Cephas, and then of the
twelve,”” etc To this gospel we read in Acts n
three thousand yielded in one day.

The mustard element in this gospel is seen=-n the
judgments vpon Ananias and Sapphira; 10 the denun-
ciation of Simon, and 1n the judgment upon Elymas,
eto. {Acts v 8 and 13). Of the company who hat
embraced this mustard seed gospel we read “dnd of
the rest dursi ne man jown honself to them”™ (Acts v 13)

With this scripturc i our mind we retarn to the
mustard tree. Now in the face of all that has been
written and said on the subject, we make bold to
write that such a thing as a MUSTARD TREE i5 both
abnormal and unnatural Plamnly t 15 a hybrd
Nature never crosses.  Wherever you see a hybod, it
1s proof positive that man has been tampening wath
nature’s course Herc then we hove someone other
than God who has been adding And right here we
locate the parable’s pomnt. Addition set by God, un-
natural development, and a monsirossty. Thus,
room has been made for the birds of the air, which
the Lord Jesus hkens to Satan or the Devil.

FoRr over two bundred years the gospel was kepl
tolerably pure  Much persecution lkept jts ranks
from becoming too crowded, but 1t kept them sold
The founder of this hybrid gospel and its subsequent
organisation was Constantine the so-called first
Christian emperor  Professing conversion he was
aliowed to rule the councils of Christian bishops. His

fawrest biographers make him out to be a mixture of
pagan and Christtan. The church which gladly bled
rather than yield to a Diocletian was allured and
snared by the profession of a Constantine. Eusebius,
to whom Constantine was nothing but a hero, says
that 1 those days hypocrisy was indescribable. One
of the bishop’s at the emperor’s court 1s recorded as
having congratulated ** Constantine as constituted by
God the ruler over all in the present world, and des-
tined to reign with the Son of God in the world to
come. "’

This tree represents a corrupted gospel, corrupted
Christianuty, organssed rebgion  Babel, patronising
God, while trying to get to heaven without His help
—Godless and bloodless, Mystery Babylon, Mother
of harlots and abominations The branches typify the
now over 1,600 sects all claiming to be Christian, and
the whole eagerly watched and preyed upon by dia-
bolical agencies. It represents the distortion of the
** seer everywhere spoken against ' (Acts xxvii. 22),
mto the fashionable religion of Emperors; popery,
paving the way for the setting up of Satan’s seat
{birds 1n branches); the twisting of simple ordnances
mto soul-saving sacraments, e.g , Baptism and the
Lord’s Supper, etc Instead of its messengers wan-
dering 1n goat skins and being accounted as the filth
and offscouring of the earth, they revel in wealth and
live 1n palaces It is recorded of Christ, that He was
born in a manger, because there was ‘‘ no room in
the inn *’; also we read that ** the Son of Man hath
not wheie to lay His head *’; but the one who claims
to be His representative on earth to-day has a dwelling
of over 11,000 rooms, containing the world’s richest
and rarest works of art, and many of these rooms
would house the population of a decent sized village

LECKY, the lustorian, says. ‘* There can be little
doubt that for nearly two hundred years after its es-
tablishment in Europe, the Christian commumty ex-
hibited a moral punty which, if it has been equalled,
has never been surpassed In the first two centuries
of the Christian church the moral elevation was ex-
tremely ligh  In the century before Constantine a
marhed depression was already manifest The two
centuries after Constantine are universally represented
by the Fathers as a period of general and scandalous
vice He shews that the very period during which
catholicism was so supreme was one of the most con-
temptible in history. The new Byzantine Empire,
founded by Constantine the first Christian Emperor,
an empire which derived all its ethics from Roman
Catholic sources and continued for about 1,100 years,
he characterises as the most base and despicable form
that civilisation has yet assumed ‘‘ It was an age of
treachery . its vices were the vices of men who had
teased to be brave without learning to be virtuous.
Its history 15 a long monotonous story of the intrigues
of priests, eunuchs, women; of poisonings, of con-
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spiracies, of umform ingratitude, of perpetual fratri-
ciude,”” etc., etc.

This is Constantine’s improvement on God’s herb
No thoughtful person, with open mind can look at the
simple, spiritual religion of the New Testament, so
little burdened with ceremonial trappings, so full of
buoyant life and aggressive energy, so free, so ex-
pansive, and then contemplate the elaborate system
of ngid sacerdotalism into which 1t was afterward
transformed, and perceive that in being modified, 1t
was losing much of its early virtues as a regenerative
and reforming power in society, without being im-
pressed and saddened with the contrast. Lven Renan,
speaking of tlus mustard tree growth, describes it as
*“ the wmost profound transformation i history

Summing up we may say that this parable is a
picture 1n prophecy of the herb mustard, bemng tam-
pered with by man, unti the hybnd ** Christendom *
1s the result. Out of this comes Popery, Priestcraft,
purgatory, penance, systematised sectanianism, and
organised religion, which is and ever has been the
avowed enemy of God. Clmiming to be the bride of
Christ, but labelled by God ‘* Babylon, the habitation
of demons and the hold of every foul spint and a
cage of every unclean and hateful bird ' (Rev. xvin
2)  Let the child of God hear the word of the Lord
‘“ Come out of her, my people, that ye be not par-
takers of her sins and that ye receive not of her
plagues ** (Rev. xvui 4)

PIRITUAL atmospheres are as important for the
S development of spintual character and the bear-
ing of spiritual fruit, as the gemal spring is es-

But there are some who dwell n the summer-land
of love, and the sweet atmosphere of the peace of
God that passeth all understanding, and for them the
desert blossoms as the rose, and the air 1s sweset with
the breath of heaven ** Live in my love,’’ said the
Master Let us find our home in the heart of God
and the atmosphere of the heavenlies
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The Cross

O the Cross of Chrst all past ages looked for-
ward  Through the blood of His Cross all
present blessings are made possible. To the

Cross of Christ all eternity will look back. The
Cross 1s the central figure i God’s great dispensa-
tional plan of the ages In it we find all the basic
prmeiples on which all our hopes repose  The Eter-
nal purpose of an Eternal Father through an Eternal
Son and Eternal Spirit, find the highest expression
of infinite love, wisdom and goodness here

All the flocks that were slait on the plams of
Bethiehem, the rivers of blood that flowed, the
sacrificial offerings, the divers washings and the car-
nal ordinances, all combined to pornt forward to that
tragic, epoch-making event The universe itself with
all of its mncidental arrangements was but the stage

DEFORMED Punce ' 1s the subject of my
message to-night. In reading these verses,
perhaps some of you do not grasp the

meantng of the words There are many narratives

i the Oid Testament which seem to be umnteresting
to the superfiaal reader of the Word of God They
may not seem interesting to us al first but on taking

a second or third glance, light will begin to beam

upon the sacred page, and something will cause you
to realise that there 15 a deeper meaning m the pas-
sages than at first you thought there was

In this chapter before us, a person comes on the
scene whome name 1s Meptubosheth, Very little 1s
saicl about hum, but I believe that he is

a real type of the sinner mm many as-
peets  There are many things i which
he typifics the sinner He 1s a type of
the simnet n the first place 1n that his
deformity was the result of a fall In
chapter v, verse 4, we read: ‘" And
Jonathan, Saul’s son, had a son that |
was lame on lus feet. He was five years |
old when the tidings came of Saul and |
Jonathan out of Jezreel, and his nurse |
took lum up, and fled; and it came to
pass as she made haste to flee, that he
fell and became lame "’

His deformuty was the result of a fall
A dreadful war had taken place among
the people of Israel, and, as 1n other
wars, there were some awful calamities
—some terrible disasters as the result of
the war that had taken place Saul and Jonathan
had been slain  During the time of the war the nurse
took tlus little prince mm her arms and she fled to
Jesreel, thinking to escape the archers, and destruc-
tion from the hand of the enemy. On the way the
little boy fell from her arms, and as a result he be-
came a crnipple, and remained so throughout the rest
of his days

I believe 1f we would just allow our minds to wan-
der back to the Garden of Eden, in the second chapter
of Genesis, we should see 2 picture of a prince walking
with God «n that Garden His name was Adam,
and he enjoyed sweet fellowship and communion with
God. Day by day he walked with God until one
day he fell; and alas, what do we find? Instead of
his being able to walk with God he hides himself
rom His presence Why? Because the moment that
he sinned he became conscious that something had
happencd  What really took place when Adam fell?

His whole hife was blighted and his future hope and
prospects of joy and gladness m the presence of God
vanished, and so he thought the best thing he could
do would be to hide himself

AND it has been so with every man and woman
since the fall of Adam, they have been crippled by
sin, disease, and death, and marred ro such an ex-
tent that they are beyond repair as far as human
means arc concerned There are some here to-night,
and you hnow that your life is crippled; you know
that you cannot repair that which has been broken;
you cannot straighten that which 1s crooked Your
life has been a failure, the past 1s black;
and as far as you can see there 15 no
hope  All the human race has been
crippled by sin ' Therefore, as by one
man sin entered mto the world, and
death by sin, so death passed upon all
men, for that all have sinned *'

The next place we find Mephibosheth
i 15 where was no real happiness nor
prospect of satisfaction—down in Lo-
Bebar—a place without pasture, and,
beloved friends, that 1s where we find
the human race to-day—ali who are
outside the Lord Jesus Christ. Try as
they may, they cannot find satisfaction
i the world Many of you to-mght who
are saved, once tried to find satisfaction
at the broken aisterns of the world, but
as you stooped to drink, the waters fled.
You tried many things, but beloved, I
want to tell you, try everything, and mn the end you
will be dissatisfied Adam could never have real satis-
faction n his fallen conditton—not until God provided
a remedy for hm to have s commumon restored,
and the crooked made straight.

IT s the same to-day, 1t 1s only when the crooked
1s made straight, and your lLfe 15 absolutely changed,
that you can get satisfaction There are many m
this world to-day rumnning luther and thither in the
pursuit of satisfaction Some try education. Try
1t 1f you can, 1t won't satisfy the longing desire of
your heart, however much you may have of 1it.
Others try travellng, visiting all the great places of
the world DBut let me tell you scenery can never
satisfy you Look at the Victoria Falls in South
Africa and stand there for days gazing at that beauts-
ful scene, there you may be occupred with that
glorous sight to such an extent as to be lost to
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Come away from the scene and

everythmg else.
there stll Les .o your bosom thar feeling of dissatis-

faction that even scenery cannot remove. We like
to see great smights, and scenery does really interest
most of us, but 1t cannot satisfy the longing desire
of the hcart And then there are others who think
that drnking whisky will satisfy them, and they
drink until therr whole life is dissipituted, and uvlt-
mately they find themselves in the grip of its horrible
power, dragged down to shame and destruction and
rutn  But ever then there s a craving in the heart
for something that the world or the public house
cannot give. Man, if you have been tampering with
thai sin, and if you are addicted to drink, there s a
Christ that can set you free. If you realise that you
are bound by that power and you want to be freed,
Christ alonc can do it. Miserable and dejected and
wishing to die, sin brings men down into the gotter,
makes them put a kmfe mmto their breast, makes them
destroy. and take the lives of others—it cannot satis-
fy. Solomon tried everything under the Heavens
und summed 1t up in 4 few words—** All 15 vanity
and vexation of spint.”’

THERE was a woman who had tried the world,
but one day, not thinking that anything extraordmary
would takce place, she went out with her waterpot.
Perhups she was meditating on the failure of her past
hfe, which had been bhighted and ruined by sin. As
she made her way to the well fur water, she saw a
Stranger—the most extraordinary person she had
ever seen There was a calm, serene look upon His
face, and as she looked upon Him she felt there was
something extraordinary about Hum, and I tell you
she had assuredly come into contact with an Extra-
ordinary Christ. He began to read her heart and
tell her all her past. * Losd, you have been speak-
ing of water, give me this water,’’ and when Jesus
had fully dealt with the sin question He did give
her the Living Water

Bat there must be sepasation from the world, ther:
must be separabion from sin before Christ can give
you that real, lasting satisfaction Thank God, as
soon as you throw down the arms of rebellion He
will take up the reins of government and will dehver
you; He s the Emancipator of all who are willing
to lay themselves down at His feet.

Meplubosheth was down i Lo-Debar, unable to
do anythmg for himself—a crippic lving on the
charity of others, hopmng for a better time to come,
but no hope for him so far, as he himself was con-
cerned—that is where we find fum

In the thiry place he was loved and sought after
by David, the Kmg of Israel Whilst he was medi-
tating upon his hopeless state, and whilst he was
contemplating what would happen in the days to
come us he grew older, there came a messenger to
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him who told hun that King Dawid who sat v
the Throne of Israel was enquiring after him 1wl
in his great ng heart of love made a covenunt with
Jonathan, his son, that he would shew kKindness il
mercy to lus seed Beloved, 1sn't that Iike CGod?
God the Father made a coscnant with Jesus ( laast,
His Son, that he would shew mercy to sinnei- Fo
His sake Glory to God, even though you aic nut
thinking ahout Him, He s planming for you gool
day by day. You go on heedless and careliss of
the vorce of God, but nevertheless He 1s planning for
you You remember that day when you were almost
knocked nto etermiby by that ‘bus, ¥ou rememlur
when you were almost hurled into the darkness ot
an awful abyss—some mysterious Power saved jons
Lfe, you gave a sigh of reliel and said, ** That wus
a narow escape!”

IN the next place we find Mephibasheth, after his
confession, is exalted to the place of honour That
15 what God docs with the sinner.

He
ma.kes the home that was a hell a heaven; He turns
i1t into a Bethel Men who have been notorious
drunkards and swearers and who have broken the
hearts of their wives and destroyed their furniture
under the influence of that awful power——really good
men at heart and whom when sober “would do any-
thing to help, but who under the evil power would
£o to the other extremc—have been transformed hy
the power of the Lord Jesus Christ '

Man, God knows how many hearts you have
broken, and whose heart you may yet break if ¥ou
don’t turn; you may come to a swcide’s grave, you

provided everything that was necessary for his pre-
sent and foture welfare and sad: *F Sit there! ™
He was secure ¥ou say, * I can never keep it
If you yield your will to God there is not a power
on ecarth that will separate yoa from the love of
Christ  Paul sad, ““1 am persuaded that neither
hfe nor death . . .

THERE was security and safety {or Mephiboshath
Tnen the deformmty which befell him as the result of
the fall was hiiden from wview He may have heen
a beautiful person in every other respect; he may
have had a beautsful appearance, hut we are told
that he was lame on his feet. Yes, but praise God,
his deformity was covered when be had his legs under
the table, and God never looks at what you have
been, God locks at what He has made you, and is
able to make you God will blot out your past and
will not bring 1t up again.  He will look upon you
through the blood of Cheist and say, ' He is Mine;
I loved him, I saw hm, 1 wooed hun '

Thank God, so Iong as you put yourself in His
hands, I can guarantee that you will sit at His table,
and you will want for nothing. There 1s everything
for our spintual and physwal welfare Yoo will be
like a bird, you will rise ligher and higher ¥ou
say ‘I wish I had it.”"

S behever-priests unto God (see Rev. i 6) we
A have a three-fold sacrifice to offer. First
Our bodies (Rom xii 1) Secord. Inter-
cession (I Tim u 1-8). Third Worship (Heb
xin 15}, ** By Him therefore let us offer the sacrifice
of praise to God continually, that 1s, the fruit of our
lips, gwing thanks to His name.” Note also L. Peter
n 5-8
In Luke i 8, 9, we have a picture of Zacharias,
the priest, performmng his priestly office in the temple
of the Lord. We read: '* According to the custom
of the priests’ office, lus lot was to burn incense when
he went into the temple of the Lord  In like man-
ner God expects from us a real incense of true heart
worship, ascending continually unto Him through Jesus
Chrst

By the sacrifice of praise I do not mean the mechani-
cal repetition of ‘* Giory to God,”’ ** Praise the Lord,”
* Hallelujah,”” which often comes from the lips only,
costs nothing, accomplishes nothing, distils no frag-
rance, and leaves no blessing behind it

In John iv. 23 we read: * The true worshippers
shall worship the Father :n Spirit and in truth, for
the Father seeketh such to worship Him ' When
God says ‘' sacrifice’* He means ‘' sacrifice.”” A
sacrifice is going to cost us something. When we
enter God’s house, we do not have to come leading
a httle lamb or young bullock, nevertheless God does
expect something from us David sad, *‘ Neither
will T offer burnt offerings unto the Lord my God of
that which doth cost me nothing.”” When Jesus sat
at meat 1in the Pharisee’s house, after He had been
anointed by the woman, He said to Simon, ‘* Thou
gavest me no water. thou gavest Me no kiss, My
head with o1l thou didst not anotnt.”” We have here
a little ;ntimatron of what Jesus i1s expecting from us
He desires more than a cold, perfunctory service
He desires real love, heart worship In John xvi.
He says ““ 1 am glonfied 1n them ** Is He glonfied
0 your life? What satisfies you? You say, **Oh Jesus
satisfies my every longing » Ah, but do you satisfy
His every longing ? He 1s the indescrtbable Christ, only
the Holy Spinit can reveal Him I have in mind a little
Shflmrock leaf On the first division of the shamrock 1
write ‘‘Prayer,” on the topmost division *‘Christ,”’ on
thc third division ** Praise ” What do 1 wish to
$ignify? Prayer brings a revelation of Christ by the
Holy 'Spinit, and Christ revealed to the heart causes
& spontaneous, ceaseless offering of Praise. Halle-
lujah! “ Thou makest the outgoings of the morning
and evéning to rejoice.’”” Even the sunrise and sun-
8¢t praise God !

As Christians we realise that °* Prayer ™ and
** Praise ' are two mughty weapons which God has
put 'n our hands.

In the 67th Psalm we learn that fruit follows praise
‘** Let all the people praise Thee. Then shall the
earth yield her increase; and God, even our own God,
shall bless us God shall bless us and all the ends
of the earth shall fear Him »> What a glorious pri-
vilege then 1s ours in this life of true worship.

We remarked that prasse is the most costly sacrifice
we can offer to God True worship comes only from
a hfe completely separated and consecrated to God

In Exodus xv. 1 we read the first song of the
Bible, the song of Redemption ‘' Then sang Moses
and the children of Israel this song unto the Lord,
and spake, saying, I will sing unto the Lord, for He
hath triumphed gloriously the horse and his rider
hath He thrown into the sea ' Notice the spiritual
sigmificance of the word ** Then "' It was after they
had eome out of Egypt, a type of the world

In Psalm xlv. 10, 11, the daughter 15 exhorted first
to hearken, second, to consider; third, to incline her
ear; fourth, to forget everything near and dear Re-
sult * *© So shall the King greatly desire thy beauty .
For He 1s thy Lord, and worship thou Him

Notice the steps by which she enters into the place
of worship In John xii 3 we read, ‘‘ Then took
Mary a pound of owntment of spikenard, very costly,
and anointed the feet of Jesus, and wiped His feet
with her hair And the house was filled with the
odour of the ointment ” [ want you to notrce that
this ointment was very costly and that, as 1t as-
cended from a loyal, loving heart, the house was
filled with the odour of the omtment Just so, dear
child of God, there should be a fragrance and per-
fume coming from your life and mne, filing our in-
dividual ** temples,”” and the House of God as we
assemble ourselves together to worship Him

In the 30th chapter of Exodus, the ‘‘ Worship "’
chapter, we notice three requirements for those offer-
ing this beautiful sacnfice of praise First, they
must be redeemed Second, they must be cleansed
Third, they must be anointed,

Are you redeemed? Are you experiencing the
daily cleansing as you walk in the hght? Is your
head anointed with fresh oil?

In Lev xvi, we learn that the incense could only
bz offered in one place, namely, the *' Holy of
Holies,”” in the immediate presence of God. *'In
Thy presence 1s fulness of joy, and at Thy right hand
there are pleasures for evermore.”’ It 1s impossible
to worship God truly anywhere but in His immediate
presence. By that I mean there tnust be nothing to
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break that sweet fellowship and communion belween
our souls and Him.

In Psalm cxxxvii we read: " By the rivers of
Babylon, ther¢ we sat down, yea, we wept, when we
remembered Zior. We harged our harps upon the
willows in the mudst thereof. For there they that
carriedd ns away captrve required of us a song, and
they that wasted us required of us mirth - saying, sing
us one of the songs of Zion How shall we sing the
Lord’'s song in a strange land? " Truly it 15 not pos-
sible to sing the Lord’s song in a strange land
Do we begin to see how very costly true worship is?

In Lev xvi. 12, we read that the incense (beaten
small) was put in a golden ¢enser upon burning coals
of fire taken from off the altar of incemse. Tt was
