The first is the direct prayer of faith, the second,
intercessory prayer of two or more, the third, the
anointing of the elders with the prayer of faith; and
the fourth the laying on of hauds of those who be-
lteve, and whom God has prepared and called to
that mimstry (Matt. vii 5-13, Matt. xvii 19;

CalLvary Must Be KepT IN VIEwW IN PREACHING AND
Pracrising Divine Hearmng

I. The cause of sickness and death (I. Cor xu.
27-32; Isaiah i 2-6; Rom v 12; Eph. i1 1-3)

1. The cure for spirtual and physical sickness
and death (Isaiah Im 5; Matt. vin 14-17; Rom
viit. 10-13; Eph. i1. 4, 5; John x1 25, 26, 1. John
v. 11, 12, ““ And this life is in His Son.”’ ‘‘ He
that hath the Son hath Iife.”’

The truth of Divine Healing—for truth it 15—we
must hold conservatively and yet without compro-
mise  There are wild, extravagant and fanatical
presentations and practices along these imes, that
have always brought this precious and practical
docrrine _into ridicule and rejection But this should
stirf 45 all the more to stand for the Scriptural truth
~of ' the Lord for the body."” We need bur outline
a few of the foundation truths which we should build
wpon in our ministry for the suffering members <f
Christ’s body.

(1)  We have healing 1n God’s covenant (Exodus
xv. 25, 26}. This was not a temporary provision for
Israel in the wilderness, but a permanent covenant
—% A statute and an ordinance,” which was to
cover all the period of the old covenant and carried
into the new dispensation through the covenant of
grace and the unfolding of His will in Jesus Christ.
* Lord, if Thou wilt, Thou canst make me clean,’’ was
the cry of the leper, and it is still the plaintive petition
of many sufferers, But the answer, ‘I will,”’ banishes
all doubt as to God’s purpose and provision for the
body. We see it in our Father’s will and simply
possess our possessions. Christ was the expression
of God’s will in word and deed; and He turned none
away, but 'f healed all that came to Him ™

. {2) Calvary must ever be kept in wmew tn preach-
g and practising Divine Healing, This is the
bz}tt'le ground where opponents assail us, They are
w:Ilmg. to admit that God does heal, but only as a
sovereign right bestowed upon rare and favoured
f‘ub}ects, in answer to special faith; whereas the

prayer of faith’’ 1s only made effectnal through
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the Blood of the Lamb. We must rest our faith
upon Calvary for all promised blessings. That sick-
ness 1s a bondage, no one will queston It is part
of the curse. But ‘‘ Christ hath redeemed us from
the curse of the law »

Healing as an integral part of the vicarious sacri-
fice of Christ is clearly taught in the 53rd chaptar
of Isatah, Leeser, the Jewish scholar, translates the
4th verse thus® * Surely our diseases did He bare
i{imself, and our pamns He carried” In this pro-
phesy the Holy Sprrt uses the same words for the
substitutionary and expiatory work of the Cross for
sickness as for sins  See Matt vid. 16. 17. which
15 the Spirit's mterpretation and application of Isaiah
In. 4 Both spirttual and physical are covered in
Psalm ciii. 3.

(3) Healing through the Holy Spwit. All that
has been pledged in the Covenant and purchased hy
the atonement 1s wrought in us by the Spirit, who
cares for His temple (I Cor w1 19) and quickeas
our mortal bodies (Rom wviii 11; IT Cor. iv. 10,
11) The ol in James v 14, 16, 1s a symbol of the
Spint—God’s seal upon His property.

The cause of sickness and death 15 ssn I Cor
xi 30 shews us the solemn meaning of partaking of
the ‘* communion '' an ordmance oft repeated, yet so
very sublime and sacred 'We have known more
than a few meetng life for therr mortal bodies while
partakmg at the communibn service  The ** curse @
and *f the course of this world,” enslave the soul
and body (Rom v 12; Eph ii. 1-3)

There is only one cure for spirttual and physical
sickness and death. °* The blood cure,” made ex-
perimental by confession and faith in the risen Christ.

So we would again repeat *‘ And this life is in His
Son "' ¢ He that hath the Son hath life ™’

P Questions and Answers ?

Someone here ts preaching that the Jews will be
caught up first when the Lord comes, and afterwards
the Gentiles He quotes " the last sholl be first,”
and says that Chvist came to His own and they re-
ceived Him not, so the Genides were brought in
first, and the Jews last. Is this what the Bible
teaches?

Every true child of God will he caught up when
Christ comes for His samnts ‘‘ In Christ ' there s
no distinction as to Jew or Gentile (Col. 1ii 11).

News from our Missionaries in Foreign Fields

Kisanga, Belgian Congo.
By James E. Mullan.
DON'T think I told you of my trip to the Lungw
outstation in my last letter. [ set out one morn-
ing on my bicycle, but I hadn’t travelled any

great distance when I began to ‘‘ see (or experience)

suffering,”” as the natives say here. At this time
of the year, due to the heavy rains, one expects to
find much water on the path, but on this particular
occasion I came in for an extra dose. [ had to
wade through quite a lot before coming to the first
river, which [ found had overflowed its banks. There
was a brnidge of a kind, but the water had complete-
ly covered 1t. I managed however to make a safe
crossing, aud as I was already wet, a litle extra
water made no difference

The second river I came to, I found the bridge
swept away and only one thin tree remaining, I
feit a bit Like turming back here, for the water was
very. deep; however, I didn’t see that it could be
God's will for me to waste the day like that, so I
prayed, and after praying I hit on a plan whereby
1 was able to build a temporary bridge with the
one tree and several sticks that were lying convenient
1 made a precarious crossing with the bicycle, and
proceeded on my journey and arrived at the out-
station without mushap. Here I had a splendid
meeting and one man accepted Christ as his Saviour,
at the same time destroymg his *‘ charms "

I then proceeded to another hitle nearby wviliage
(about an hour’s cycle run) and here I had another
blessed time. I found the five converts of my last trip
here, going on well with God, and also at the close
of my meeting, three more surrendered to Chrst
After 1epairing a few punctures, [ set out on the re-
turn journcy, and arnived back at Kisanga withoit
rmishap

For the following day, April 1st, I have this in-
teresting report 1n my diary —‘ Much n prayer
these days of revival. We have a weil attended
morning meeting, and enjoy much blessing  We
have an unusually large prayer meeting 1n the after-
noon, at which I am led to give some more teaching
on the Baptism of the Holy Ghost. and urge all *o
pray to receive Prayer is then offered up with
great earnestness, and it 1s not long before God an-
swers with a blessed shower of the Latter Rain,
Before long, ahout six or seven are mightly under
the power of the Holy Ghost, and three brothers re-
ceive the Baptism, for we hear them speak with
tongues and magrfy God Hallelujah!t "

Lere at Kisanga; one of these five was a newly con-

verted brother who received the Holy Ghost o

Catholics, and from which place our two teacheis
have recently returned greatly discouraged becaus:
of the opposifion of the enemy. I called a mcctng
1a the afternoon and we had a fine attendance  Two
of my native Christians spoke with great power, botl:
these have had remarkable conversions, for priov 1o
their conversion they were both leaders 1n a very
wicked secret society ; now both are bapused with 1fy
Holy Ghost {one just the other day) and both arc on
fire for God

The followmg morning, after another meeting, wt
moved on to the next outstation; I stopped 10 spiai
at two small villages en route Having arrned at
the outstation and pitched the tent I questioned o
number of believers—candidates for waler-baptisin—
after which ["’baptised twelve of them  The teache
here has been much owned of God 1 his work
recently, and a number have professed conversion

At the next out-station, at the close of one of the
meetings 1 was rather surpnised to find the willage
“ head man *’ make his way to the front, and torn-
ing round, commence to address the people I won-
dered what he was gong to say, but as [ histened,
[ was thniled with joy as he told how dunng il
meeting he had made up ms mind to follow Jesus,
and wished to publicly confess Chrnist beforc alt his
people. Although he 1s but as yet a young man, i
feel that his infuence will be a power for good o 1~
village now, since he has laken his stand for Ch:ist

On our return journey we had a very blessed meer-
ing in the village where the Roman Catholics hold
sway At the close of-the meeting five young peaplc
decided for Christ, and two believers of some fime
ago, were restored As a result of this, I am gunz
to send a new teacher to this willage, as [ dont
believe it is God’s will for us to give up simply he-
cause for a time, the ememy with s brutal methods
seems to prevail Please join me in prayer for a roal
witness for God to be established in this large villag:
[ have reason to believe that the people in this vil-
lage are already tiring of the catechists who, I am
told, beat some of them severely for coming to my
meetings
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We have reason to praise God for the way He
has so graciously blessed His work here, Since
coming to Kisanga, I have had the joy of baptising
over forty believers Some of these of course be-
licved through my brethren and sisters before I
came  Souls are atso buing saved and baptised with
the Holy Ghost | do praise God for the friends in
the homelond who are conttnuing o prayer for the
work here,

I arranged for the placing out of six new native
teactiers and helpers It 15 a joy to us to see the
work growing and cypanding, so that now there are
little companies. of believers and baptised souls, where
so few years back there was only spirit worslup and
wdolatry  God 1s able to make all grace abound
I thank you for your gentle hint about wrniting more
often for the Ewvangel 1 too have been disappointed
thar so-few have wnitten to me It would have been
4 great Joy and encouragement to my soul if the folks
m,Elim had wrtten a few lLines now and agamn
dometimes the loneliness out here 1s felt, and one
has been nearly three months without seeing a white
skin, and 1t 1s in such times that one looks and longs
for a cheery letter from the brethren at home
We need fifty additional native teachers here to
hit in the gaps ' Pray ye the Lord of harvest 10
thrust them forth according to His promise. Pray
for thewr neccssary equipment, just shorts and shirts,
blankets, and 1n one or two cases, some could cover
lwice the ground with a cycle  They need several
months’ instructton and training, and of course have
to be helped with their food and clothing during this
time—though we encourage them to look only tu
God, but there has to be a beginning to everything
My wife has a young pecople’s school here in the
village—of over 130—the brightest of children wath
<houing, sparkling eyes. Wtcheraft s increasing
apace, and the caliing upon of familiar spints, the
worstup of idols of wood. stone, and pative charms
and medictnes You cannot realise the terriblc
powers of darkness ahounding here, and the dead-

r I VHERE 15 not much of special interest to report

thus month, except that there has been an

increase m the artendance of the unsaved
people at our meetings Our open-air meetings are
confinually blessed of God. Time and again we have
seen men leave the biliard tables, and come out to
listen to the singing of the hymns and the testimonies
Before the close of these meetings on the streets we
mvite them to come with us to the church and often-
umes they do so Three weeks ago a number of men
followed us to the church and remamed throughout
the service at the close, we invited them to come
to the altar to pray, and they all came and knelt
quite reverently wiule we prayed with them We can-
not say that these men got right through to salva-
tion, but we were glad to see them coming to the
meeung and shewing enough inferest to go to the
altar for prayer

The following Sunday evening a number of these
men came agan to the meeting and shewed a keen
interest, 50 we are earnestly praying the Lord to
reveal Himself to them and really save them

Last Sunday evening we had a number of these men
In our meeting agan, and before the end of the ser-
vice Mrs Thomas got 1n touch with some of the
younger ones—some of whom were those who had
been disturbing our meetings previously—and soon
induced them to come to.the front and accept Christ
as therr Saviour Three of them came out and knelt
down, and accepted Christ as their Saviour.

A great disadvantage in the work among the Mexi-
cans 1n this part 1s that we are never sure of our
members, as they move from one place to the other
looking for work, which 1s chiefly on the fruit ranches.

When the work 1n this place gets slack they move
away to another town or district where work 15 more
plentiful, thus families move away at once, and our
church may be reduced to half the origmal number

As we wisit the homes of the Mexicans week after
week, we learn of therr porerty and try to help where
we can  One Christian family especially 15 worthy
of mention, they are man and wife and seven child-
ren, the latter all of school age Some time ago
the man, whie at work on a ranch, hurt his leg
agamst a box; it seemed only a scratch at the time,
but a day or two later his leg pamed him very much
and he found it dficult to walk, and had to stay
home from work. Ior over two months this man
was unable to work, and as there was no accident
compensation or sick benefit, they weice soon in real
need We could multiply cases of this kind but this
will give you an idea of the conditions of the people
we are working amongst

His great heart pulses with loving de-
suwe that all men should know that sweetest of all
love storres, mamfested in the guft of His only be-
gotien Son—the story that brings hfe and immor-
tality to lhght.

How God loved Israell He chose her, separated
her, overshadowed her, led her, fed her, gave to her
the land flowing with milk and honey How tenderly
He cared for her! How He pleaded with her to
love and honour Him! But she would not. How
the memory of the croudy pillar was effaced, and
the supply of heavenly manna forgotten!

It is good to fall at His feer,
daring no more than to touch His garment’s hem,
but it is better to go up higher and lean upon His
arm; and better still to sit down with Him, even not
in heavenly places, without any misgiving as to my
right, through His grace, to be there. It is good
to take the lowest place and be as the dogs that
gather the falling crumbs; bur better far to sit at
my Father’s table, as in my Father's house, and
eat the children’s bread —Sel.

How i1t Came Arour

The story of how Eltm came to Letchworth 1s one that
should bring encouragement to the hearts of those of God’s
people who are struggling on mm seemung 1solation  Where
there 35 now a flourishing assembly and a beautiful Iittle
home for Divine worshup, four or five years ago there existed
merely a piece of waste land, where nothing but weeds grew
And thus state of affairs has a spiritual parallel, because of the
fact that four or five years ago tuere were many hearts that
were "etther barren or dead as far as spiuritual things were
concerned, whereas to-day these same hearts are transformed
Ly the power of God through the hving Christ

The. writer believes the first direct step towards Elm 1n
Letchworth—and all that that means—was the openmng up of
a Lttle Bible class This was mn 1922, and for a few months
& handful of men and women, from various denominations,
met once a week to study the Word of God, There was no
thought of founding another church or sect, for each of the
members of the class had their own spirstual home But God
thought otherwisel—for from that little band there has growm
aa assembly nearly two hundred strongt

It came about like this Pastor George Jeffreys was -
vited to undertake an evangelistic campaign in the Garden
Cuy, and a three weeks' misston was held That was the
end of that lLittle Bible class as such—for it never met agam
in the same way At the end of the mussion there was ex-
pressed a destre for a hall to continue the evangelistic work
started by the Pastor, and this project was carried out by
the erection of a little wooden hall

So Elm started The services were organised on Four-
square Gospel lines, and Mr. H € and Miss D Phillips be-
came responsible for the assembly and this work they stll
undertake, and have the loving support of all the members
The attendance at the services grew steadily, and with:n
eighteen months 1t was found necessary to enlarge the hall
The brethren undertook the task of adding twenty feet to its
length, and this operation was successfully accomplished

In the early days, plans had been prepared for a permanent
building when st should be needed, and at the beginning of
1925, less than two years after the orgmnal tission, it was
decided that a start should be made on the permanent seruc-
ture well mn advance of requirements, so that the brethren
could have a share i 1ts construction So on the day that
the daylight-saving scheme came into force ,n 1025, afer a
sumple httde service at which prayer for a continuance of
Dwine guidance was offered, the work was commenced

Right through that summer, strenuous labour was carried
o1 1n the excavating and putting in the concrete foundations
When winter came and the work mn the evenings had to
cease, 1t appeared to the passer-by that hittle had been accom-
plished, and yet deep trenches had been dug—tn some places
as low as seven feet six inches—and about a hundred cubic
yards of conecrete bad been used sn the foundations

During the winter slow progress was made, but when spring
came round once more the workers continved with fresh en-

thusiasm, and with outside help to erect the walls, the
butlding soon began to shew signs of what its ultimate shape
would be By autumn the sixteen massive concrete pilla s
were ready to take the roof, and during the winter this
operation was carried out, and also the plastering of the
interior of the building  With the roof 1n position there arose
the unique situation of one complete building Witlin another!
This did not remam so very long, for 1 the spring of the
present year the old wooden hall which had served such a
useful purpese was dismantled, moved gut of the new bunding
m sections, and re-erected on a fresh site alongside its suc-
cessor, where 1t now stands, and widl remamm until it 1
veplaced by a more permanent structure
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At this stage it was possible to go ahead rapidly, and -
concrete floor was Imd almost as if ** 1n a might "—althougn
actually 1t was lawd m one day with the ad of a kindly
concrete mixing machine, and a generous mnpulse On top
of this was laid the timber flooring, making an almost ideal
surface for comfort Many hours of labour had been given
right from the commencemenr, but at the [ast stages it was
spiring to see the members of the mission, both men and
women, Young and old, doing all kinds of mgnual labour n
putting the finishing touches to the budding It was desired
to have the whole of the work completed by Whitsuntide, and
that ambition was attained What thanks are due to our
gracious God for His goodness Surely (rod's people can
take courage when He 1s so signally prospering work under-
taken m His Name!

OPENING OF ELIM,
A Live CuurcH

When the children of Isracl had passed out of Egypt,
thetr )ourneyings took them for some days along the Red
Sea shore, where the water was undrinkable, being too
much charged with salt Consequently when they came to
a place ** where were twelve springs of water, and threescore
and ten palm trees,” they encamped by the waters, and re-
freshed themselves (doubtiess on the dates) for the next stage
of thetr migration This long past event gives the evident
reason for the one external decoration of the elegant little
bullding which was formalty opered last Saturday In the
wall of the porch, to the right and feft of the doorway, the
architect has incised 1n the mortar a grove of palm trees,
and perhaps he has also symbolsed, by the fluted wall
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beneath them the wells of water which became so memor-
able a fact to the wanderers in after time

For some weeks past the church has been visible to out-
siders as a cormpleted structure, but up to Saturday evernung
its nternal features were to all, save its builders, a secret
The oak door was locked, a cord was stretched across the
path, and the congregation, LLke a swarm of bees awaiting
hiving, clustered on and around forms placed or the green
sward Tastor ' N Corry, of the vhim Bible College,
Clapham, conducted the emry  After the sungang of a
hymn and a prayer, the door was opened, and a procession
wound n the porch and up the aisles to the singing of a
rousing hymn, ** Full Salvation ” Seated v the church, on.
obtained the impression of an excellently designed, original
and convemently constructed building; well hghted and ven
tilated, and properly adapted to the purposes of preach.ng
and smging

Two other preachers for the opening, besides Pastor Corry,
were Mrs George Kingston, of Leigh-on-Sea, and Miss
Henderson, of Grimsby The congregation, however, have
first thewr part to play, and sing with extracrdinary earnest-
ness [Pastor Corry based his address on the biblical nar-
rations of the buitlding of the Tabernacle in the wilderness
and the Temple it Palestine ~

An anterlude of singing on the theme of *'a wonderful
change ” preceded the second address, given by Mrs
Kingston  who spoke on the need of our being changed
mto the mmage of Christ  Anotber hymn, and a prayer by
Miss Henderson, brought the dedicatory meeting to a close
A service was beld on Sunday morming and full meetings
continued during the afternocon and eveming On Monday the
Letchworth Efimutes did not take cars to Southend and
Lsmpet-on-Sea, bur parts of the Thames mouth did the
sensible thing and came inland to Letchworth Cars from
Barkwng, Kast Ham and Rayleigh parked in the Icknield
Way, while the wisitors took part m another series of meert-
urEs

The evening sessson was notable for three distinctive ad-
dresses vn a variety of subjects, a large and responsive coi-
gregation and hearty and articulate smgmg  Pastor Corry
mimself gave a short address The rest of his energies were
devoted o leading the simgmg One could hardly say therc
was a “ choir *’ to lead the worship, but 1f there was every-
one was m 1t  An organ, a piano, and stringed instruments
gave wne and volume to the hymns, which otherwise were
sung m unison, m the best * community ” manner The
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tunes were exceptionially strong and healthy, the sent:ments
for the niost part joyous, and the utterance of them so re-
freshingly clear that without reading the sheet, one could get
a grasp of every word It was evident the pastor knew the
three oratorical requisites of Demosthenes ** Action first,
action second, action third " True, he sang with fervour,
but what was his voice mm that vibrant throng compared
to the magic of his uprased arm and the sustaming com-
mand of his open hand? Yet such was the sincerity and
natural feehing of 1t all that not a moavement seemed over-
strained, and when the time came for stidlness and stlence,
the same signal bade us sit as bade us stand

Working Out Salvation

SOMEONE Says, ““Am I not told, i PRl u 12,

to work oul my own salvation? > No; if you

are unsaved, you are not told to do any-
thing of the kind. That was wrnitten to *° the saints
In Chrst Jesus ” (Phil 1 1), and by noticiug the
next verse (u 13) you will see that you are powerless
either to will or 1o do it until God first works 1t
m You could not work a dollar hil out of your
pocket if it was not there.

Again, someone says, *“ Does not James say that we
are saved by a niixture of faith and works? " No,
if s0, he would contradict Paul in Rom mi. 20; Gal
w 16; Eph. u 8, 9; Titus 1. 5, and many others,
In James i1 14-26 we are told how we are justified
before men, that is, how smen can see that we are
saved and justified by faith. They see it by works,
which are the result, or fruit, of faith Farth which
does not result tn warks is dead faith or no faith
at all (vw. 17, 20, 26) The faith cannot save (v
14, RV) Paul tells us how we are justified before
God, that 1s, by faith alone. There is no contradiction

MILLER

It Rom 1 13 and contexr, Paul shews that of a
person s to be saved by his morality, without Jesus
Christ, he must be a doer of the whaele law  See
Gal . 10, James uw 10  In Rom 1 10-20 he shews
that man universally 15 a “sinner and guilty before
God and that i1t would be of no aval for him to
try to earn salvation Moreover, by comparing lnm-
self with God's law he finds out how great a sinner
he is.

“ Be ye duers of the Word, aml not hcarers only
{James i 22).

The contrast {James 1 23-25) The mere hearcr
looks into the Word, closes 1t, refuses to do and
obey, and gets no help nor blessing | the hearer anil
doer 1s blessed 0 his domg

It 1s faith, not works, that justifies (Rom. w1 20),
but this 1s shewn to men by works, somethmng which
they can see {James u.
