Good News from our Missionaries

Kisanga, Belgian Congo
By James E Mullan.
T 1s now just on a year since we lefit England’s
I shores for the ‘“ Dark Contient,”” and duning
that year we have had ample opportunity to
realise how dark Africa’s darkness really is  On set-
ting out for this country my thoughts often dwelt up-
on the numerous wild animals that I bad heard in-
habited the Congo forests, and preyed on human be-
ings  But since hving here this past year, 1 have
found that there is something infimtely more to be
feared, and that something is Satan who goes about
Like a raging lion seeking whom he may devour.
What a terrible hold Satan seems to have on these
people! QOne realises as one labours amongst them,
seeking to Jlead them to Chnst, the Light of the
World—and moreover when some do decde for
Christ—what a struggle it 15 for them to keep clear
of the many snares and pitfalls the dewil has made
, Idf them to fall mto  Yet what a joy 1t 1s, to watch
the gradual growth of these Christians, as they begn
*ts realise that the arm of fesh will always fail them,
and thus ceasing their struggling and self-effort,
they begin to rely more and more on the power f
the risen Christ.

‘Whule there have heen many discouragements
dunng this past year, on the other hand they have
been far out-balanced by the many encouragemens
11 the way of open results, and this more so recently

I bhave just returmned from another journey round
the Kisanga outstations, and my heart has rejoiced s
have scen how the Lord is blessing the labours of
the pative evangelists on every hand I shail give
you one extract from my diary m support of this
statement, Under date Aprd 21st, I have wrtten
‘T icave Kisanga tlus morning with camp equrpment
for my jovrney round ..dlages and ourstatrons  All
my carriers are Christians, and some of them bap-
tised with the Holy Ghost. We arrive at M-— where
I stop to hold a meeting. There 15 quite a hig con-
gregation, and all listen well, One lad decides for
Chrnist. We arnive safely at K— in the early after-
noon. After a chat with the Chief, he foilows me t
the tent with presents of a fowl and some meat for
the boys 1 question a number of believers for bap-
tism, after which we go down to the water and |

baptise ten of them We have a blessed baptism-l
service witnessed by a great company of unbelievers
There 1s a holy solemnity durmg the service and 1
feel very consuous of Gods presence On our re-
turn from the river 1 call a Gospel meeting  The bittle
chapel is crowded out 2nd a number standing outside.
What a contrast to our last wvisit here, when we
could only get one or two others besides our carriers
1) the meeling 1 could only exclaim with joy
¢ See what God hath wrought ' 7 At the close of the
meeting {wo come forward to surrender to Jesus.®

I might add to the above, that it 1s only a few
nionths ago since we had to withdraw our two evan-
gelists from this willage as all the people decided in
favour of the Reman Catholics  Since then and after
earnest prayer, I sent in another evangelist, and God
has truly blessed his labours, far beyond all my ex-
pectations At the beginning, 1n spite of persecution,
this evangelist fearlessly proclumed the Gospel mes-
sage, and with untining efforts continued to visit andl
preach also 1n all the surrounding willages, travelliny
even to some a greaf distance away from his centre
To-day, due to his efforts under God's blessing, there
are over thirty belevers.

On this partwcular jouruey I found that travelling
was very, very difficult  One part of the journey 1
had to travel for mies on a path that was not mucn
more than an elephant track It was also swamped
with water rcaching to my knces On that particu-
lar might 1 heard elephants trumpeting outside the
Lttle village where we camped The wvillagers beat
drums and made all kinds of wierd noises to try and
frighten them away.

I write you these details, because 1 know that there
are many at home who seem to thunk that the mus-
sionary’s life out here 1s a bed of roses, and also
hecause 1 fecl therc are many, not knowing the dif-
ficulties we have to labour under, would talk of
coming out here without counting the cost to the

full I have found that those who are out here dv
not complam  about theirr difficalties, trals and
troubles, but take them cheerfully as part of the

day’s work for God.

We have all much to praise God for, in the way
He cares for us and protects us I often think oof
how at home we used to fear catching a cold from
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a wetting, and yet out here oftentimes, we have
perhaps to wade through rivers, reaching sometimes
above the waist, and then after that mount on our bi-
cycles agam and cycle for mules, our clothes in the
meantime drying on us as we go along  and yet
spite of all this, 1t 13 very seldom we are laid up
as a direct result I personally can thank God that
I am enjoying the best of health and strength, be-
sides numerous other blessings from His bountiful
hands

The Mexican Border

AST week witnessed the closing of the first year

I of our Bible School for Mexican and Spansh

speaking students This 1s quite a2 new ven-

ture 1n the Mexican work, which makes us

think of our own school days at the Elm Bible

College when we were only a few students, but as

we realise how wonderfully the latter has grown and

the numbers of students that recerve mstruction there

every year, we are encouraged to take faith and not
despise the day of small things

On the last day of school, we all—teachers ani
students—met together for prayer and to wish each
ofher God-speed as we parted for the summer vaca-
tion. It was a precious tume and the presence of
the Lord was felt in 2 spemal way; we were all
drawn closer one to the other, and as the Lord spoke
to us through the gifts of the Spint we were made
to realise our responsibiity to those who have not
yet heard the Gospel.

Some of the students have returned to thewr distant
homes—some having to go hundreds of miles from
here—where they will work during the summer and
earn enough, if possible, to take them through their
second year of school, which commences at the be-
ginning of October

We are trusting and praying that we shall have 4
larger number of students 1n our school for the second
year, as this 1s by far the quickest way of sending
the Gospel into Mexico and other Latin American
countries.

There are 2 number of young Mexicans who want
to come to the school, but are unable to on account
of certain hindrances such as having to support the
home or not having enough money to carry them
through school without working, etc

The following incident, as told us by one of our
workers, happened quite recently at one of our
Mexican assemblies. An elderly Mexican sister, a
member of the assembly, was much impressed to dis-
tribute tracts in the homes of the Mexicans in her
locality  She set out with tracts in hand and went
from house to house, inviting the people to the meet-
mgs and giving out the silent messengers In one
of the houses she saw a man all crippled with rheuma-
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tism, and thought she ought to tell him that Jesus
could heal hum, but this man was a Japanese and
could not understand her language, neither could she
uwnderstand his language

Nothing daunted she began to make signs and
mot:ons with her hands, mdicating that the Ged abow
could sce him and was able to heal him

With tlus the power of the Holy Spirit came upon

* her, and she began to speak m another language

She was speaking in Japanese, and telling the poor
crippie that God could hew im By dus nme
some younger members of the family came i and
heard her speak and ashed her where she had learned
to speak Japanese, ns she spoke their language per-
feetly

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God’s Will

““ Rejoice evermore. Pray without ceasing. In everything gwve thanks: for this 15 the will of God in
Christ Jesus concerning yomw ’—] Thess. v. 16-18

OW often we wait upon God to know His will
concerming us, and fear to move unti! we hear
from Him, lest we should fail to do His per-

fect will; and yet, here is His will clearly declared
" This ts the will of God.”” Beloved, do we fully
obey this revealed will?

‘ Rejoice evermore.” We rejoice when all goes
well, when God works and blesses, and His kingdom
15 being established and buidt up 1n us and around us,
but do we rejoice when the days are dark, when we
have no spirit of prayer or praise, when we see no
answer to our prayers, no results from our labours fo-
Hmm; when the desires of our hearts seem to be
frustrated, and that for which we have believed and
warted, delays its commg? Do we rejoice when the
things which we have received from God and rejoiced
m, seem to fall away, and those for whom we have
prayed seem to get farther away from God, when
our most cherished desires are still unfulfilled, do
we then rejoice?

‘ Evermore 7’ 1s a word so broad that it takes in
ALL time, and if we do God's will we must rejoice
when things $eem to go wrong as well as when they
go nght God does not say we are to feel joyful,
and 1t is marvellous how seldom God refers to our
feelings It 1s the purpose of the heart and will, put
info action, that God always asks of us, and we are
to obey Him in the rejoicing at all times, no matter
what are our fgelings or the circumstances. As we
do this God works a change within us and gives the
garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; He
gives beauty for ashes and His joy fills the heart.

WHY should we rejoice when we feel like weeping,
and our hearts are almost broken from disappoint-
ment?

Firstly, becanse God wills it. It is enough for
God's loyal child to know that God wills a thing, even
if he can never see the reason for it. God’s com-
mands are always for the purpose of bringing us
greater good and will never fail to do this if fully
obeyed.

Secondly, a part of the curse was sorrow and sad-
ness, ‘‘ Christ hath redeemed us from the curse,™
and deswres His children to be entirely free from it.
Satan brought sorrow to Eve, and daily he tries to
put sadness and depression on us. If we permit him
to do this, we allow hum to put us under a part of
the curse from which Christ hath redeemed us.
Paul says that the kingdom of God 1s ** Righteous-
ness, and peace and joy in the Holy Ghost 7 {Rom.
¥iv. 17).  God wants us to abide in His kingdom, and,

as we put on the hvery of His kingdom, which is
the garment of praise, God will put the joy of the
kingdom into our hearts All was joy before the
curse came, and all will be joy afrer 1t is manifestly
removed, and God wants us now by faith to enter
into that time of joy.

Thirdly, we need to be strong to mect our many
trials and enemies, and the Word says, *‘ The joy
of the Lord 1s your strength.” We are told to put on
the new man, and as we put on the things which
belong to the new man, God puts them within us.
Our hearts may be aching, even breaking, but as
we put on joy by the act of repoicing, God never
fails to put it within A woman camec from the
funeral of her husband to her desolate home Her
heart was breaking, but she began to walk the foor
and rejoice in the Lord, and praise Him for the joy
that was hers, though she felt only sorrow. As she
did this, God put into her heart the joy she had put
on, and she never aftecwards had sorrow in her
bereavement, Jesus willed that our joy should be full,
so let us put on the fulness of joy, that God may work
it into us, and that we may be strong for His service.

THIS rejoicing malds us useful God puts a well
of joy in the hearts of His children, and 1t needs to
flow out in rejoicing so that the sinner will know t
is there. Sometimes 1 have Failed to interest persons
in the things of God until T told them of the joy
God had given me. The world 1s seeking joy, but
needs fo know that it is found in God. A lady just
saved, said to some professing Christians, ~" If you
had told me that God would giwe me such joy, I
would have sought Him long ago’” Infidels have
sald to me, *‘ I can put aside your teachings, but I
cannot put aside the joy and contentment of your
Lfe Others have more carthly good things than you
and yet you have greater joy than they have. It
must be from Geod."

The Word of God says, ** Thou meetest him that
rejoiceth.”  How precious, how glorious, to meet at
times with God, but how much better to rejoice always
and to keep the presence of God with us every moment.
God tells us that He inhabits {or dwells continually
in) the praises of His people One says, ‘ How can
I rejoice when all goes wrong? ' Ah, the rejoicing
is to be in Christ; not in things, surroundings, or
self When Satan seeks to depress us, and stop our
rejoicing by pointing to trying things and people, if
we will begin to look at the beauty of our beloved
Saviour, and the work He has done for us, and re-
member that He ts all, and that all He has done
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has been placed to our credit, how soon will we be
compelled to rejoice in the riches of our inhentance
Since neither He nor His work changes, there need
be no change 1n our rejoicing.

‘* Pray without ceasing."” God has glorious things
in store for those who love Him, and God has bidden
us love Him with all our heart, soul, mund and
strength.
